He it therefore enacted by the tJovernor, Council and Assem-
bly, as foll(jws :

1. A Chancellor, Vice-Chaiicallur, and twenty-four Fellows, lucorpcraiioj.

branch of knowledge other than theology, that is to say : King's

College, at Windsor, in the County of Hants ; Acadia College,

at Wolfville, in the County of Kings ; Dalhousie College and
Saint Mary's College, in the City of Halifax ; Saint Francis

Xavicr's College, at Antigonishe, and Mount Allison Wesleyan
College, at Saekville, New Brunswick ; and all the persons on

whom respectively the University hereby created may hereafter

confer any degree, are hereby declared and constituted a body
politic and corporate by the name of the " University of

Halifax."

2. The Corporation may purchase, take and hold real and
personal estate not exceeding the annual value of thirty thousand

dollars ; such annual value to be calculated and ascertained at

the period of taking, purchasing or acquiring the same ; and

may grant, sell, lease, mortgage or otherwise dispose of the

same, as may be deemed expedient for the interests of the

University.

3. The Corporation shull consist of a Chancellor, Vice-Chan-

cellor, Fellows and Graduates ; and there shall be twenty-four

Fellows, exclusive of the Chancellor and Vice-Chancellor for

the time being. The Fellows shall be such persons as tlie

Governor in Council shall from time to time appoint as Fellows,

and as shall be appointed as Fellows by the members of the

Senate under the power hereinafter contained ; and the Graduates

shall be the persons on whom resi)ectively any of the institutions

mentioned in the first section conferred any degrees, and the

persons on whom respectively the University hereby created

shall heieaftor confer deirrees.

4. The Chancellor, Vice-Chancellor and Fellows for time

being shall constitute the Senate of the University.

5. Whenever a vacancy shall occiu* in the office of Cliancel-

lor of such University, either l)y death, resignation or otherwise,

the Governor in Council shall nominate and a|)point a fit fjid

proper person to be Chancellor instead of the Chancellor occa-

sioning such vacancy ; and in the meantime the duties of the

Chancellor shall be jjcrformed by the Vice-Chancellor or Fellow

performing the duties of Vice-Chancellor under the provision

hereinafter contained ; and the Vice-(,'hancellor or Fellow so

performing the duties of Vice-Chancellor and Fellows, siiall

have all such powers as are herel)y given t(j the Chancellor,

Vice-Chancellor, and Fellows, or to the Senate.

(5. The office of \'ice-Chancellor of the University shall be

an annual office ; and the first Vice-Chancellor hereinbefore

provided for shall go out of office on the first day of July, one

thousand eight hundred and seventy-seven, and the members of

the Senate shall, at a sitting to be held by them for that purpose.
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on some day within a month before tlie expiration of the tenure

of such office, of vvhicli due notice shall be given, elect some

one of the Fellows of the University to be the Vice-Chancellor,

and so from time to time annually ; or, in case of the death,

resignation or other avoidance of any such Vice-Chancellor

before the expiration of his year of office, shall at a meeting to

be held by them for that purpose, as soon as conveniently may
be, of which due notice shall be given, elect one other of the

said Fellows to bo Vice-Chancellor for the I'emainder of the

year in which such death, resignation or other avoidance shall

happen ; and, until such election, the duties of Vice-Chancellor

% shall be performed by the senior Fellowfor the time being. The
seniority of the Fellows first appointed shall be determined by

the order in which their names shall appear in the instrument of

appointment or in the announcement of their ap})ointmcnt in

the Royal Gazette, and the seniority of Fellows ai'terwards ap-

pointed or elected at the same time, by the order in which their

names shall apjjcar in the instrument of appointuient or the in-

strument or certificate of election.

7. If at any time, by death, resignation or otherwise, a ^
°^*'

vacancy shall be created in the I)ody of the Fellows, then, and

so often as the same shall occur, new Fellows shall be appointed

in manner herein provided, so that the number of twenty-four

Fellows may be kept complete, exclusive of the Chancellor and

Vice-Chancellor for the time i)eing.

8. To all vacancies which shall from time to time occur while

exclusively of the Chancellor and Vice-Chancellor for the time

being, the Governor in Council shall from time to time appoint

a new Fellow or new Fellows.

f). Untif the number of Fellows of the University, who '^'""

shall have been sselccted from a list of persons to be nominated

by convocation under the power hereinafter contained shall

amount to or exceed six, every second Fellow, or one out of

every two Fellows who shall be thereafter appointed by the

Governor in Council, shall be clioscn from a list of three per-

sons to be nominated by convocation under the power hereinafter

contained ; and when and so soon as there shall be six Fellows

for the time being who shall have been so selected, thenceforth

every fourth Fellow, or one out of every four Fellows who shall

be thereafter appointed by the Governor in Council shall be

chosen out of a list of three persons to be nominated by Con-
vocation as aforesaid.

10. If at any time by death, resirrnation, or otherwise, the ''^''^'tiouof i'''^'

number of the Fellows of the University shall be reduced be-

low the number of seventeen exclusive of the Chancellor and

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Vice Chancellor for the time being, then in such case, and so

often as the same shall happen the members of the Senate shall,

as soon as conveniently may be, at a meeting to be hold for that

purpose, of which due notice shall be given, elect eight or more
fit and proper persons to be Fellows in addition to the then

remaining Fellows ; to the end, that, by means of such election

the number of twenty-fo^r Fellows of such Univer.^ity may be

completed, exclusive of the Chancellor and Vice-Chiincellor of

the University ; but at least one-fourth of the whole number of

Fellows who shall be so elected by the Senate shall be chosen

from a list of persons to be nominated by Convocation, such list _

to contain three times the number of persons to be selected

therefrom. Until the number of niembers of Convocation shall

exceed twenty, the power of nouiinating [)crsons for Fellowship

herein conferred on Convocation shall be exercised by the Senate

of the University.

11. The following Graduates of the University for the time

being shall constitute the Convocation of the University (that is

to say), all Doctors of Law, Doctors of Medicine, Doctors of

Science, and Masters of Arts, all Bachelors of Law and Bache-
lors of .Medicine of two years' standing, and all liachelors of

Arts and Bachelors of Science of three years' standing, and also

all Graduates holding such other Degrees to be hcreaiter con-

ferred by the University, as shall be recognized as qualification for

admission to convocation by resolution of Convocation in manner
hereinafter provided; and the standing of all the Graduates on

whom Degrees were conferred by tlie various Universities and

Colleges now existing and in the third section, particularly

mentioned, shall be computed from the respective times when such

Degrees were actually conferred, precisely as if the University

hereby created had been then in existence, and had conferred the

same Degrees, except that no Graduate of any of such L^niver-

sities or Colleges, shall be admitted as a mcuiber of Convocation,

who shall not within one year frona the time this Act goes into

operation, cause his name and such further particulars as may be

required, to be entered on the Register of Convocation herein-

after mentioned.

12. A Register of the Graduates constituting for the time

being the Convocation of the University of Halifax, shall be kept

by such officer, and in such manner as the Senate of such Univer-

sity siiall from time to time ap[)oint and direct, wliich Register

sluill be conclusive evidence that any person whose name shall

a[)pear thereon at the time of his claiming to vote in Convocation

is so entitled to vole, and tliat any person whose name shall not

appear thereon at the time of his claiming to vote in Convocation

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is not so entitled to vote. Such Graduates present and future,

shall pay such reasonable annual fees in that behalf, and at such

times and with such liberty to compound for the same as the

Senate with the concurrence of Convocation, and with the ap-

probation of the Provincial Secretary, shall from time to time

direct, and such Senate may make such Bye-Laws and Regula-

tions as may be deemed expedient for taking off the name of

any such Graduate as aforesaid for non-payment of such fees,

and for rtinstating such name on such terms as they shall by

such Bye-Laws prescribe in that behalf.

vided for by this Act, it sliall be lawful for the Senate to Act in

such manner as shall appear to them best calculated to promote

the purposes intended to be promoted by the University. Ami
such Senate shall have full power from time to time to make
and alter any Bye-Laws and Kcgulations (so as the same be

not repugnant to the laws of the Province or to the general

objects and provisions of this Act) touching the examination for

Dciirees and the grantiny; of the same, and touchinij the mode
and time of conveninj; the mcetinijs of tiie Senate and the meet-

ings of Convocation, and in general touching all other matters

whatsoever regarding the University not otherwise expressly

provided for by this Act. And all such Bye-Laws and regula-

tions, when reduced into writing, and after the common seal of

the University shall have been affixed thereto, shall be binding

upon all persons members thereof, and all candidates for Degrees

to be conferred by the same ; all such l?yc-Laws and Regula-

tions having been first submitted to and approved by the

Governor in Council. Provided always, that it shall not be

lawful for such Senate to impose on any person any compulsory

religious examination or test ; nor to do or cause or suffer to be

done anything that would render it necessary or advisable, with

a view to Academical success or distinction, that any person

should pursue the study of any materialistic or skeptical system

of logic or mental or moral philosophy.

matter whatsoever relating to the L^nivcrsity, and of declaring

the opinion of Convocation in an}' such matter : The power of

deciding as to the recognition, upon such terms as the Senate

shall propose, of any Degree to be hereafter conferred under

this Act, other than Degrees in Arts, Laws, Science and Medi-
cine, as a qualification for admission to Convocation. The
power of deciding on the mode of conducting and registering

tlic proceedings of Convocation. The power of appointing and

removing a Clerk of Convocation, and of prescribing his duties.

Except as expressly hereby provided, the Convocation shall not

be entitled to interfere in, or have any control over the affairs of

the University.
