The London Economist of 25th January
contains - an interesting table of certain
specified articles exported from the
‘United Kingdom in 1878, compared with
a similar table for 1877, and a subdivision
of the differences, with the amount attri-
butable to the greater or lesser quantity
exported and to the higher or .
price, . The table is divided into articles
of British produce and foreign and.colo-
nial goods, and the former again is subdi-
vided into textile manufactures, metals
and minerals - and - miscellaneous. |

Colton yarn increased by £000,000,
the excess of quantity of £1,380,000
having been countervailed’ by a reduction
in- price . of - £480,000. The export of
woollen yarn was £3,910,000, being an in-
crease of £300,000: £560,000 increase of
quantity, and £260,000 decrease in price.

The piece goods were £14,770,000, -show-

ing a diminution of £690,000: £200,000
cansed by ‘veduction in gquantity and
£400,000 decrease in price. ‘The other
items - on the list, viz, jute, yarnand
goads, lineus, silks, hats, leather and
manufactures thereof, and paper and
books, are of comparatively small import-
ance, but the aggregate dimunition in
lhe export-of textile manufactures was

£4,370,000: £1,670,000 attributed to de-
erease in quantity, and £2,700,000 to
decrease in price.. The decrease in the
price of the raw material has of course to
be taken into account, but £1,000,000 is
estimated as the detualloss on the cotton
exported as compared with 1877

In metals and minerals the aggregale
diminution in the exports was £2,450,000,
of which £300,000 is caused by decxens&e
in gquantity, and £2,150,000 to decrease in
price. Iron-is the cluef article of export

under this head, and it appenrs that, while .

the export of pig iron has increased in
quantity, there has been adecrease in bar
and railroad “iron. . The exportof coul,
which is next in:‘importance to iron, has
increased in quantity, but at « sacrifice of
8 per cent. in price. The articles under
the head of miscellaneous, including
refined sugar, spiiits, beer, grass, salt, soap
and canrdles, amount to nearly £10,000,000,
The decrease being £840,000, of which
£380,000 is caused by decrease in quantity
and. £46(,000 decrense in price,

- The Eeonomist, taking the extreme de-
pression which prevails into consideration,
thinks it satisfactory that the diminution
in the exports as compared with 1877 is
not greater, but admits that it is an unfa-
vorable symptom that the fall has been
continuous. - A comparison of 1872 with
1878 shows that the exports in the former
year of the same articles of British pro-
duce were £196,000,000, against £138,000,-
000, or a falling off’ of £58,000,000, embrac-
ing almost every kind of staple manufac-
tures, - Three. fourths of this reduction i is
nttnlmtable to reduced puces and one-

fourth to, & falling offin ‘the” demang.

Unfortu-
nately for Eugland the tendency is for
other nations, including Ler own colonies,
to encourage their own manufactures by
every means within - their power, while
England is .compelled to receive ' their
exports free of duty.

In connection with the Eeonomist's arti-
cle’we may -call attention to one in the
New York: Commercial Bulletin' which,
adverting to statements that the reduc-

PROPORTION OF BANKING CAPITAL
TO LIABILITIES.

In the New York Bankers’ Magazine
for February we find an- article repro-
duced from the Loudon Feonomist of 28th
Daecember on the subject of the pro-
portion of Banking Capital in the United
Kingdom as compared with the National
Banks of the United States. The com-
pivison was instituted by Mr. John Jay

“Knox, Comptroller of the currency of the
United  States, who compiled his table
from statements in the Feonomistof 19th
October, 1878, exbibiting the amouut of
capital, reserve - and. liabilities and the
ratio of ‘capital, and of capital and reserve
tu” liabilisies -of the 141 banks in tlie
United Kingdom, pavticulars of which are
given in that number of the Feonowmisl.
2AMr. Knox observes in his report that the
vatio of capital to lnbxlltlcs of the banks
in the United Kingdomis 16:08 per cent.,
and the ratio of their capital and reserves
is 23-07 per cent., while the corvesponding
ratios of the National Banks are 40'85 and
54-73. M. Knox points out - that in the
National- Banking system the -existing
vatio of eapital to liabilities is nearly four
times greater than in that of the banks
in England and Wales, -while the ratio of
the combined capital and reserve of the
former banks is 1ore than three times
- reater than that of the former.

Commenting on Mr, Knox's reporty the
Feoitomist, after remarking that it does
-not necessarily follow that  an exactly
similar proportioni” of c.lpltul to liabilities
is needed . in England as 'in the  United
States,:suggests again for consideration
w hd,hel the praportion of Banking Capital
to liabilities. may not be unduly small,
and adds. that valuable hints may. often
be: obl'uncd by observing the remarks
“made by busmess menin other countries
as to the course of ploceednws in ourown.

“the liabilities, that of the 18 banks in the

Province of Quebee is 7020, and that of
9 banks in the Province of Ontario is
55-07, while, laking the combined capital
and undivided profits, the ratiois 90-13 in
Quebec and 6771 in Ontario, against
5473 in the United States. The propor-
tionof the Bank of England is 28-20 and
35.50, while the Bank of Montreal is (563
and 97:63. The banks in England and
Wales are.11-64 and 17-80, .those in Scot-
land 11-02 and 16-94, and those in Ireland
14-18:'and 20:79. Two banks in the city of
New York with the largest capitals, viz,,
$5,000,000, have a vatio of capital to lia-
bilities respectively of 32:81 and 4946,
while the ratio of capifal and undivided
profits is 50-83 and 62-30.

An examination of the fgures which
we have presented will“establish the fact
that the capital of the Canadian Banks is
in a much greater ratio to liabilities than
that of the National Bunks of the United
Slates, although the lutter aro in mmch
greaterratio than the bunks of the United
Kingdom. The lurge amount of liabilities
as compared with capital has been the
cause ol the fearlul calamity that has be-
falten the unfortunate sharcholders in the
City of Glasgow Bank. The subject of
banking is! engaging o large share of at-
tention in England at present, and amend.
ments have been suggested that would lead
toan entire overthrow of the present sys-
tem. The Bunkers’ Mayazine observes very
justly, that in this country no such bank-
ing systenu as-that of Great Britain would
survive the first adverse balanceof forcign
trade..

The losses by five in Canada-last year,
according to the New York Chronicle's

A loss of $5,930,500 during the year added

country’s wealth, as the destruction of
insured property does not entail a loss

‘upon insurance, companies alone, as some

unthinking persons imagine. 7This falla-

cious’ notion is based upon an erroneous

conception of the object of insurance,
which is to distribute among the many the
losses that otherwise would fallmore
heavily upon the few. However well dis-
tributed "may be' the loss, the fact re-
mains thut it is out of the nation's re-
sources that all losges by fire are paid;.
“As the Chronicle nptly puts it: .« Dar-

ing the year there were in the United -
States and Canada 12,023 fives, or one in.

nearly every forty-three minutes, . The
property destroyed by these fires - was

‘worth $70,266,400. In other words, pro.

perty worth $192,511 was destroyed every
day ‘throughout the entire year’ And

- THE INSOLVENT LAW. OF CANADA.

volves. [ can indeed state nothing unew, no-
thing which has not deubtless occurred to many
others before, but T hope to_be successtul in
plicing together, briefly and ' concisely, the
leading principles - which ought - to form the
foundalion of the insolventlaw. The tiecessity
of such a law is best proved- by the fact that
the present Act retains s place upon the statute
book notwithstanding the almogst nuiversal dis-
satisfaction occusioned by its operation, a dis-
satisfitction which has not been removed by the
repented tinkering and patching to which it
Lizg been subjected. R

The law is nominally designed to protectboth
debtor and creditor, securing to the former,
when simply unfortunnte and not culpably ve-
sponsible for the state of his affairs, & release
from obligations which he-can never hope o
pay in fully and to the. latter, his proportiomile
share of the value of the insolvent's estate, A
third party whose interests are very frequently
overlooked is formed by the. insolvent's com-
petitors in busivess andthe trading community
at lurge, who bave at least the right to expecet
that no settiement shall be mnde between the
insolvent and his creditors which shaull hold out
apreminm to incompetency or dishonesty, or
result in placing bim in a position v injure
their vwn more legitimatle trade. Above all,
the lnw should recognise the fuct 1hat insol-
vency itaplics some commercinl crror, nt least,
and is really the meaus used by society tu dis-
miss its unprofituble commercial servants,
.. Politieal ceonomists unite in regavding with
alarm the - undue. jucrease of the non-produe-
“tive clusses, whose lnbor wadds nothing to the
infrinsic vadue of the wmaterial with which they

~deal; and it eannol be denied that for several

vears past the number of taders in Canada
has inereased disproportionately 1o the general
growtl of the population.  This danger isespe-
cinlly to be ‘guarded against in this country,
where, owing 1o the limited extent of our manu-
factures, there-are unly two: principal- outlets
for Inbor and capital. trade and agriculture, to-
wards the first of -which, as betng popolarly
considered thenost agreeable and remunerative,
the popular preference ignorantly turns.  The
evils resnlting from tliis state of things are un-
fortunately ouly too famiMiar to us all. Tiun-
dreds of persons have entered into trade, not
only without the necesgary gualifieations of ex-

perienice, capital and a suitable opening, but-

even without an idea that.any such quali-
fications ure needed.: The conseynence is such
as. might be expected.  Independently. of the
losses arising froin a want of husiness: kuow-
ledge, the trade of tlie country has been go sub-
divided that the profits have been in far wo
wany instances insufficient to weet the current
expenses, and . insolvency has - followed ns a
matter of course, - Here the Tosolvent Law
comes into operation, and, placing the assets of
the trader in the hands of an assiguee, cither
directs the equitable distribation of the proceeds
amonyg the creditors, or permits a compaosition
between them and their debtor, provided he can
obtain the counsent of a majority of their num-
ber, representing three-fourtha of the s owing.
From many considerativons the latter course 1s
frequently. taken. . The,insolvent from his local
knowledye of his investments is generally able
to vealize  more from them than an assignec
could, and’ is therefore. in n position to- offer
mtre thal the. estate would pay it wound up.
This is especinily the-case wheo a Jarge por-
tion uf the assets consist of book accounts, which
are always the wost disappointing item in an
insolvent estafe. L .
In a settlement by composition teo, the divi-
dend is at once available, aud the exact.loss is
immediately ‘known, and this. argunient: is f
most weighty, one, both with those of the eredi-
tovs who wish 1o close the matier with as little
delay. as may.be, and those whose necessity for-

fusion that the creditors are practicelly at the

Claims are fyled by the insolvent's relutions
and friends, to the correctuess of whieh the in-
solvent is always rendy to swear, ‘which, if ad-
mitted, will reduce the dividend to e produced
by winding up the estute far below t}lc insol-
vents . offer, aud i’ contested will invalve the
estate in litigation which may extend over
months or even years.
