TORNOD OF FRE
DRVE BAC GERMAS

Attempt to Capture British Po-
\ sition on High Ground Met
. Complete Reverse.

" A RAID WITH TANKS

First Time Machines Have Been
Used at Night, But Proved
Thoroly Successful.

With the British Army in ¥France,
June 23,~An enemy attempt to cap-
ture some British positions on ‘the
high ground east of Strazeele this
morning met with a complete reverse,
The attack was a local one and was
preceded by a heavy bombardment
that began about six o'clock and was
maintained with great intensity for a
considerable time.

At the conclusion of the artillery
preparation, the German infantry
along a narrow sector surged forward
for the assault, but as they pushed up
the incline which led from their own
trenches to the more elevated British
defences they encountered such a tor-
nado of machine gun and rifle fire that,
after struggling ahead a little, they
were forced to retire,

During the night the British con-
ducted a raid near Bucquoy with
tanks, which never had been used for
rajiding purposes before. The big en-
gines went over the top shortly before
midnight followed by infantry. The
rilemen met with strong opposition
and were held up by a heavy machine
gun fire, but the tanks proceeded on
their business and for two hours trun-
dled about the enemy territory, leaving
the mark of their guns wherever they
went. What casualties were inflicted
on the enemy are not certain but the
tanks did good execution and prisoners
were brought back.

Two successful raids also were made
into German positions near Morlan-
court during the night, altho this is
not uncommon, for the Australians,
who are in this sector,
baiting the Boche.

On the eBlgian sector King Albert’s
troops carried out @ raid northwest of
St. Julien that resulted in a hot fight
at a strong concrete blockhouse. The
Belgians stormed this position and
cleared it out, capturing eight Ger-
mans who appeared to be all the men
left alive in the fort. v

The usual harassing fire was contin-
ued by the enemy in Flanders yester-
day.

There are ominous signs of division
in labor, says the manifesto, owing to
the efforts of certain persons who as-
sumed the right to speak for labor to
divide the nation into warring political
sections, and it is necessary to warn
the nation of the supreme importance
of maintaining national unity, because
upon the people of this country large-
ly depends the future freedom of the

The manifesto cites Russia as an il-
lustration of the evils with which we
are threatenend. Her people, the vic-
tims of the machinations of the com-
mon enemy, are starving and are being
degraded and exploited by -Germany
and Turkey in the interest of militar-
ism.,

Toronto’s oldest Anglican - church,
historic old Trinity, popularly known
as “Little Trinity,” the “mother church
of Toronto,” East King street, is cele-
brating with largely attended im-
pressive ' service its  seventy-fifth
anniversary.

Major Rev. Canon H. C. Dixon gave a
brief review yesterday of the changes
and events at Little Trinity during the
fourteen years of his ministry. ' Cahon
Dixon addressing the congregation at
the morning service said that it was a
great privilege to have as their
preacher at the opening service of the
anniversary his dear friend and' pre-
decessor as rector, Rev. Canon
O’Meara. During his'own rectorship
there had been y difficulties . to
overcome. In portions of the parish
everything had been rooted up. Eight
whole streets had been demolished on
account of railway developments, and
many dwellings had been demolished
for other reasons. 4 \

_During the time of ‘the great influx

of immigrants, the church had to deal
with the problem of the inrush’ of
many foreigners, many of them with-
out a single dollar. The church to his
knowledge had never allowed a family
to go hungry, being enabled to do this
by the benevolence of many friends of
Trinity thruout the city. The settle-
ment of foreigners had caused a con-
siderable change in the personnel of
the parish, b the Trinity families
who had moved away had largely
continued to take a loyal interest in
its activities. N
.The last and greatest difficuity
which Trinity had encountered was
the greatest of all. It was the out-
break of the war. The men of the
church had donned the colors so loy-
ally that the honor rolls contained 527
names, every one a volunteer. Sixty-
gix had laid down their lives for the
cause of righteousness, their King and
the British Empire. This was a re-
cord unsurpassed by any church of
the same size in the Dominion of
Canada. 3 :

Little “Trinity also held the reco
during the past two years of having
the largest regular attendance -of any
Sunday school in Toronto, mnamely,
twelve hundred - children attending.
So faithful were the Sunday school
teachers that they sent in written re-
ports of visiting over a thousand of
the scholars every month. -

With the exception of the old mort-

gage, the church was free from debt.

‘The history of the church was an
inspiration to be true and loyal and
to fear nothing but sin.

Rev. Canon O’Meara, principal of
Wryecliffe College, began his sermon by
saying, “God seems to have given us
the benediction of his sunshine on
this beautiful anniversary morning.”

The first phase of the Austrian of-
fensive has ended in failure—in de«
‘feat. The culmination of what was
intended to ?c the crushing of Italy
between the jaws of the Austrian
pincers is the rout of the invaders
themselves. {

With their backs to the swollen

Piave River, the Austrians for several
days past had been trying to ward off
the vicious counter-attacks of the
Italians, and save the situation. Now
they are endeavoring, and still under
great pressure, to ford the stream and
reach safety on the eastern bank.
L ] L L

From the Montello Plateau to the
Adriatic Sea, the enemy is in retreat.
The river is literally clogged with his
dead. Already his losses are esti-
mated at 180,000 men, and the chances
of his escape without additional heavy
casualties, and men made prisoners,
seem remote.

Large numbers of the pontoon
bridges the Austrians threw across the
Piave have been swept away by the
now torrential stream, and on all the
sectors of the 33-mile front where they
gained edges of the Venetian plain
they are being sorely harassed by the
fire of the Italian guns and rifles, and
by the machine gun fire and bombs of
the allied aviators, who have done
such notable execution since the at-
tempted drive was started.

Monster preparations had been
made by the Austrians for what was
to be the death blow to King Victor
Emmanuel’s army. Thousands upon
thousands of men, many of them
brought from the Russian and Ru-
manian fronts, and guns and stores
in tremendous quantities had been
parceled among . the various com-
manders for the drive over a battle
arc of virtually ong hundred miles,
sunning from the Asiago Plateau to
the Piave River, and then following
that stream to the sea.

PRICE OF U. S. WHEAT
MAY BE RAISED

Washington, June 23.—Blanket au-
thority to increase the price of wheat
at primary and other markets, with
the approval of Food Administrator
Hoover, above the $2.2 a bushel
minimum v»rice guaranteed by the
presidential proclamation last Febru-

ary 21, ;is given the food administra-
tion grain -corporation in New York
by an executive order of the presi-
dent, The order, issued under au-
thority of the food control law, was
made public today by Mr. Hoover.

To carry out the purposes of the
order, the corporation is authoriZed
to increase its capital etock from
$50,000,000 to $160,000,000, in shares
of a par value of $100 each. All the
wtock will he owned by the govern-
ment, and will be purchased by the
food administration from. time to
time as the necessity arises to main.
tain the present $2.20 price and any
increases authorized.

OFFENCE TO LOSE CARD

Authorities Give Special Em-
phasis to the Need of

Carefulness.

* Parents whose children Wwill' reach
the age of 16 within the next mhonth
or so must take themn to the posi~
office and have them registered at
the earliest possible date.

This provision of the nematra.tlnn
Act is not generally known, and the
Toronto registration board ‘s anxious
that it should be given the grealest
possible publicity, as parents faliing
1o have their children register, eva,.
if they reach the .age of 16 only a
month or two after the present dace,
may be subjected to rmuch annoyance
and trouble.

The Registration Act also provides
that persons who were too ill to leave
their homes before June 22 or were
otherwise legally prevented from .eall~
ing at a registration office, can cona.
ply with the law by regiswrlng at the
posteffice as soon as they are able to
do so.

in the case of permanent invaliis,
wvery old pérgons or any one unable to
Jeave home to visit a registration
office, their nearest relative or friead
or in the absence ' of «any such
person, any one Thaving = anv
knowledge of such cases should
at once notify the superintendent at
the headquarters of the Toronto regis-
tration board, Miss Delaney.

Loss May be Offense.

The losing of a registration certifi-
cate, thru lack of proper precaution
or care, may. under certain conditons,
be considered as a serious offense and
dealt with accordingly. Anyone losing
his or her certificate must at once, not
later than the day after loss is dis-
covered, apply for a new certificate at
the® post office. Under no conditions
can anyone fail to have in his or her
possésgion a certificate of registration,
as the law. does not allow anyone to
supply meals, lodging or transporta-
tion-facilities to any person not able-
to produce such -certificate when re-
quiréed to do =o, the only exception be-
ing transportation by street cm or

cars.

TORONTO OFFICER
KILLED IN ACCIDENT

A cablegram stating that Flight
Lieut. Norman Scott had been kilicd
in an airplane accident while flying
over the Town of Beverly, Eng., on
June- 20, sent by his father, was re-
ceived in Toronto on Friday by Miss
Eloise Carradus. Lieut. Norman Scott
left Toronto for overseas service in
August, 1915, with the 3rd University
of Toronto' Company, which went as
a reinforcement for the Princess Pa-
tricia’s Canadian Light Infantry. .in
September, ‘1916, he ‘was wounded at
the battle of the Somme and was
awarded the military medal for brav-
ery on the field. Lieut. Scott, who
was 26 years of age, was formerly
employed in the general office of the
T. Eaton Company, Limited. He .was
a member of the choir of Carlton St
Methodist Church. A brother, Charles
Scott, who resides at 117 Briar Lill
avenue, received confirmatory news of
Lieut Scott's death “from Ottawa on
Saturday.

You can plant beans as late as
July 1 and 15; beets, June 25, July
5, 15 and 25; carrots, July 5 and 15;
corn, July 5 and 15.

It should be kept in mind that
some vegetables have absolutely no
toleration for warm weather and
planting them is waste, Peas and
spinach’ will not thrive during July
and August; neither will cress, en-
dive, mustard nor turnips.

On the other hand v les that
thrive in summer heat are beans,
cucumbers, sweet corn, eggplants,
melons, pepper, pumpkins, squashes
and tomatoes. least likely
to be effected by ght are beans,
eggplants, pepper and tomatoes.

Those that need plenty of mois-
ture to do. well are corn, cucum-
bers,  melons, pumpkins apd
squashes. None of them, however,
should Have the water applied to
the vines or plants. AL

Confusion uf speech means confusion
of - thought, and confusion of thought
means alienation, enmity, amagonism,
weatteration in every degree. Would
a university knowledge of all the
tongues of Babel, equal to Thonors
standing, compensate for the divi-
vions among the nations that result
from Jlingual division? Is ¥ not a
great sign and symbol of the possi-
biMties o7 a common speech and
tongue that exist in the English lan-
guage of the United States and the
British Empire? Had the United
States spoken French, or Duteh, or
Spanish, following original strains of
settlers, ‘would the Anglo-Saxon
world_have been o close together to-
day?

Efforts have been made to create a
language which would be. neutral,
easily acquired and which would form
a common medium of communication,
and Volapuk, Esperanto and other
systems of speech have resulted. But
speech canmot be imposed by act of
paridiament. It goes where it lists,
and has a magical potency of its own,
This vitality in speech is one of the
miracles of philology.

Dr. Cody had been a churchman un-
til a “ew days ago, and was but an
apprentice in his new duties. Other
speakers followed the same trains of
thought expressed by these two
speakers, and were followed by Jds.
Ballantyne and A. E. S. Smythe, both
of whom strongly pointed to the need
of the conservation of all energy and
finances for the next federal election,
when the party would have achieved
a position of marked strength and
influence. James Ballantyne pointed
out that the weapons of the major
party to which Hon. Ur. Cody be-
longed were of the most modern and
dangerous nature, and in any case
the G.T.L.P. was not in a
position 10 carry out any campaign
of the sort needed to win a member
Zor the workers. Spasmodic election-
eering, he stated, would never aceom-
plish the aims desired by the G.T.L.P.

A. E. 8. Smythe asked the er -
ing to look upon Hon. Dr. Cody as
a man and not as a representative
of this or that ty. Dr. Cody had
been rkred of e people, and had
risen by virtue of his individual ef-
forts. His appointment had been in
line with the determination of the
government to reform the educational
system t0 cope with the needs of the
majority and not the minority of the
publi¢. The speaker believed that the
new “minister of education could be
relied upon 90 provide a system
which would favor the needs and de-
sires ol the workers of the province.
Let the represerdatives of labor go
to Dr. Cody, and ask him if he in-
tended to support the workers in
their efforts for a wider, ‘more re-
presentative system of education. If
he refused to do wo they could well
decide to oppose him.

Fight for Principle.

Mrs. Hector Prenter urged the
party to fight to the last in all battles
where labor had an opportunity to get
representation in the provincial and
federal houses. But, she urged, let
this fight be one for principle and
never subservient t¢ the cry of pro-
fession against profession., The party
was not fighting a clergyman, but for
the principle of 'representation. R.
H. Cox, while he believed that a man
could be both a clergyman and a
good man, was in favor of putting
someone in the field to give repre-
sentation for labor in the provineial
house. Robert Hutchinson of Tod-
morden also strongly favored the idea
of placing a man in the field.

Frank Muldowney urged the gath-
ering to force the fight for represen-
tation to parliament in no uncertain
terms. IHe disagreed with both A. E.
8. Smythe and James Ballantyne, with
Mr. Smythe as to the principles in-
volved, and with Mr, Ballantyne as
to the policy considered. Mr. Ballan-
tyne was asking the party to believe
that the Conservatives and the
churchmen allied to the cause of the
fHon. Dr..Cody formed too strong a
combinati?n to be successfully op-
posed. His reply was fight the fight
to the last, beaten or victorious. Mr.
Ballantyne had stated that the labor
men of Great Britain had never en-
tered a political fight without full
armor. The speaker recalled the case
of Tom Richards of Wolverhampton,
who had defeated Sir Alfred Hick-
man at Wolverhampton without even
going to the trouble of organizing a
campaign to canvass the electorate
Indeed, Mr. Richards had merely fol-
lowed his opponent at his meetings,
and 'had heckled him till the latter
had no case upon which to base his
candidature. Richards won that con-
stituency by 2000 votes. As to the
question of unpreparedness consider-
ed by the opponents of the motion
the speaker pointed to the unprepar-
cdness of (Great Britain in 1914, This
had not prevented her from throwing
down the gauntlet without hesitation
on behalf of the smaller nations.

The vote finally carried with only
five members opposed. Eight nomi-
nees were considered: Jas. Richards,

ter, Jas. T. Gunn, John Vick, Willlam
Varley, James Simpson and Frank
Muldowney.

PERVERTED IDEALS
BEFORE THE HUNS

Rev. A. E. Ribourg, D.D., preached
ar St Alban’s Cathedral Sunday even-
ing on the “Value of Ideals.” He
showed that the ijdeal makes man
what be is, and no man is better than
his ideal.

Dr. Ribourg said in part: The ideal
is that Which inspires man to act and
that shapes his destiny and directs
his vital energies, be it good or defec-
tive. So far as the ideal is presented
and apprehended by man, that fdeal
ought to be right and good, for if i
4 ddistorted or badly balanced the
man’s whole life will, be subject tn
delusion and 4 on. There is a
dreadful illustration of this in the case
of Germany. The! ideals placed be-
fore that nation’s mind were pervert-
ed ideals. It is true that before the
‘war the Germans applied themselves
to their tasks in the most thorogoing
fashion, and  their children were
taught obedience, diligence and many
other moral qualities, but it was tn
make Germany the dominating factor
in the family of nations, so that it
might cover world with German
kultur. Hence stern duty for the
democratic world o pursue the
present war until such ideals are for-
ever banished from the earth. The
chief ideal of any nation is not mili-
tary or naval power or material
wealth, but the enriching of human
life everywhere,

Dublin, June 23.—The Irish recruit-
ing council, in issuing its manifesto
calling for soldiers, emphasizes the
difference between this appeal and for-
mer efforts along the same line, The
council points oyt that this campaign
is being conducted by Irishmen among
their own people and in their own way.

‘““This island is only the cradle of
our race,” the manifesto declares. “The
greater Ireland beyond the seas, from
Adelaide to Brisbane and from San
Francisco to New York, is heart and
soul behind the men in Flanders.

“Qur countrymen the world over
stand aghast at our inaction and their
friendship is growing cold. This is no
hour for tricks or bargains. Whatever
bitterness must be felt in the record
of opportunities lost or promises un-
kept, we are confident that an answer
to our appeal must come from the
heart and conscience of a nation that
never yet has sold herself to wrong
or asked a price for doing right.,”

Two-thirds of Submarines
Are at Bottom of Sea

Paris, June 28 —Two-thirds of the
German submarines launched are al-
ready at the bottom of the sea,
according to a statement made to the
deputies by the under-secretary of
the navy.

“And,” continued the under-secre-
tary, “we are destroying them twice
as fast as they are building them.”

Rome, June 23—A semi-official note
issued today says: “The enemy,
obliged to hide the disastrous failure
of his offensive, has had to resort wo
faleifications.

Dear S8ir,—At the last session of the
Ontarfo Legislature there was passed an
act known as the Legislative Assembly
Extension Act, 1918, and its authority,
based on Section 92, Sub-Section 1, of the
British North America Act, extending
the duration of the present assembly be-
yond four years, This, I claim, is éon-
trary to Section 85 of the British North
America Act, and is not the real tenure
of Sub-Sectfon 1 of Section 92.

What I believe the British Parliament
had in their minds, as expressed in their
discussfon on the act, was .that any pro-
vincial legislature may make laws for
“the amendment from time to time, not-
withstanding anything in this act, of the
constitution of the province, except as
regards the office of lieutenant-gover-
nor,”

The best concrete example put in force
of Section 92, Sub-Section 1, is Chapter
9 of 1891, 54 Victoria, New Brunswick
statutes, where they amended their con-
stitution by abolishing the legislative
couneil.

Finance Department Had Whole
Staffs Working for Months on
Publicity Alone.

Ottawa, June 23. — In conmeotion
with certain comment which has ap-
peared recently in some of the press
respecting the remuneration paid to
professional bond dealers, members
of stock exchanges and others for
services rendered in connection with
the last Victory Loan, the minister of
finance made the following statement
today : ik ;

“The services of the investment,
bond and stock exchange houses of
the Dominion were ¢ommandegred by
the finance department with the ob-
ject of securing the active ‘and con -
tinuous co-operation of a body of ex-
perts specially trained in the sale
and dstribution of securities. The
Dominfon executive committee, com-
posed of 15 outwtanding representa-
tives in the security business, under-
took the organization and adjustment
of all details of the eelling campaign.
The work of this and of the other
committees, all composed of experi-
énced security experts was not con-
fined 4o the period of the loan, but
commenced several weeks before it
was launched, and continued for many
weeks after it was closed, ‘A com-
Plete system of accountancy covering
all expenditures was inaugurated

The members of the Dominion blic~
ity committee were not only ski se-
curity men, but specially experienced
in investment publicity. They worked
unremittingly for practically four months
upon advertising and publicity devices,
Over five million separate pleces  of
printed matter ' were prepared and dis-
tributed by them thruout Canada. This
committee closely co-operated with the

newspaper advertising campa and ad-
vised upon all cdvertuement'.‘n'rho Do-

minion business committee put into ef-|.

He re-
ports that, having gone over in detail
the amount of remuneration allowed to
each house and firm engaged, he is of
opinfon, having regard to the services
rendered and the result obtained, that
the remuneration was on a fair and rea-
sonable basis.

Bank Pay is Small,

As far as the remuneration paid the
banks, which played a vital
part in handling the loan, is
concerned, the average amount paid
for each of the three thousand branches
was three hundred dollars. For this re-
muneration all applications were received,
recorded and forwarded to Ottawa, In-
terim certificates were issued and bonds
exchanged, the work being done under
great pressure, frequently night as well
as day, over a period of seven months,
In addition, the banks will cash for the
government free of charge or exchange
all coupong during the currency of the
several issues; that is to say, for five,
ten and twenty years, As to canvassers,
an army of eleven thousand was engaged
for a month or more, at an average of
about ninety-five dollars each.

The problem of floating a Victory loan
in Canada is quite differéent from that of
floating a Liberty loan in the United
States, Here we have a sparse population,
spread over a territory as large as the
United States. The work of organization
and canvassing is, therefore, more diffi-
cult. Besides, Canada has been four
years at war, and skilled help is relative-
ly scarcer. The United States has the
federal reserve banks directly under gov-
ernment control, which organize the Lib-
erty loan campaign, with the individual
panks, some thirty-five thousand in
number, each self-contained and under
the general supervision of the federal re-
serve banks. The engagement of security
dealers and financial houses in Canada
has had the effect of stabilizing our Vic-
tory loan secruities, which now stand at
a premium in Canadian markets, This
in the United States is looked upon as a
great achievement for Canadian finance.
