First Time Machines Have Been 
Used at Night, But Proved 

Thoroly Successful.

Certain Persons Are Endeavoring 
to Divide Nation Into Po­

litical Sections.

is With the British Army in France, 
Juno 23.—An enemy attempt to cap­
ture some British positions on the 
high ground east of Straseele this 
morning met with a complete reverse. 
Tbe attack was a local one and was 
preceded by a heavy bombardment 
that began about six o'clock and was 
maintained with great Intensity for a 
considerable time.

At the conclusion of the artillery 
preparation, the German Infantry 
along a narrow sector surged forward 
for the assault, but as they pushed up 
the incline which led from their own 
trenches to the more elevated British 
defences they encountered such a tor­
nado of machine gun and rifle fire that, 
after struggling ahead a little, they 
were forced to retire.

During the night the British con­
ducted a raid near Bucquoy with 
tanks, which never had been used for 
raiding purposes before. The big en­
gines went over tbe top shortly before 
midnight followed by infantry. The 
riflemen met with strong opposition 
and were held up by a heavy machine 
gun Are, but the tanks proceeded on 
their business and for two hours trun­
dled about the enemy territory, leaving 
the mark of their guns wherever they 
went. What casualties were inflicted 
on the enemy are not certain but the 
tanks did good execution and prisoners 
were brought back.

Two successful raids also were made 
Into German positions near Merlan- 
court during the nlgtiL altho this is 
not uncommon, for the Australians, 
who are in this sector, are always 
baiting,the Boche.

On the eBlgian sector King Albert’s 
troops carried out a raid northwest of 
8t. Julien that resulted in a hot fight 
at a strong concrete blockhouse. The 
Belgians stormed this position and 
cleared it out, capturing eight Ger­
mans who appeared to be all tbe men 
left alive in the fort.

The usual harassing fire was contin­
ued by the enemy in Flanders yester­
day.

London, June 23.—A manifesto sign­
ed by the labor ministers Messrs 
Barnes, Hodge, Roberts, Brace, Clynes, 
Walsh, Ward le and Parker dwells upon 
tbe unprecedented influence of Ihbor in 
the copnclle of the nation. They eay 
their poeition, however, 1» rendered full 
of dlfflcultlee by the incessant sniping 
on tbe part of anti-national factlonal- 
ists attacking them thru the labor 
press. The manifesto also explains 
that they sometimes have to vote In 
opposition to their inclinations because 
that is the condition of coalition gov­
ernment. Nevertheless in the past 
three years measures of democratic 
reform have been passed greater than 
at any time in the history of tbe coun­
try. The manifesto appeals to every­
body in tbe ranks of labor to do 
thing which would tend to destroy 
tional unity during tbe war or the 
prospect of labor unity after the war.

There are ominous signs of division 
in labor, says the manifesto, owing to 
the efforts of certain persons who 
eumed the right to speak for labdr to 
divide the nation into warring political 
sections, an£ It is necessary to warn 
the nation or the supreme Importance 
of maintaining national unity, because 
upon the people of this country large­
ly depends the future freedom of the 
world. •

The manifesto cites Russia as an il­
lustration of the evils with which we 
are threatenend. Her people, the vic­
tims of the machinations of the com­
mon enemy, are starving and are being 
degraded and exploited by Germany

Losses of Austro-Hungarians Are Estimated at Hundred 
and Eighty Thousand Sustained in

Itititan Army Headquarters, June 23.—A large part of the Austro- 
Hungarian casualties, estimated by Italian military officials at 180,000 
and probably more, sustained In the latest offensive of the enemy on the 
northeastern Italian front, were due to the fact that In tbe early hours 
preceding the assault a week ago the Italians anticipated the Austrian 
fire by pouring artillery fire upon troop concentrations which were being 
made preparatory to attacks upon the Italian lines.

>big brothers -to give an evening a ,week 
to the cause of rescuing boys who are 
potential criminals, as It is easier to pre­
vent a vessel being broken than to mend 
It afterwards. He said the church, like 
many people, had taken the position that 
a boy should "be seen and not heard,” but 
they were now awake to the fact that 
they must assume their responsibility. 
The boy at 12 year» had reached the 
cross roads of his career, when he was 
most unstable, restless. Irritable and 
most- misunderstood. The Roman Catholic 
Church recognized it as the most plastic 
age, with the result that they never lost 
a boy to the church.

Mr. Stewart praised the work of the 
Boy Scouts and Y-M.C.A., but said that 
these only reached a small percentage of 
boys. Religion combined with right living, 
was the ideal, but unfortunately many 
children got all their religion in the Sun­
day school when it should only be com­
plementary. The beet big brother a boy 
could have was hie own father, and it 
would prove the best Investment a man 
could make. "Your boy la a reflection of 
what you are," he said. Among the boys 
who found their way-to the Juvenile court 
there was never a case where the father 
bad played the part or a big brother. He 
spoke of the great good a boy got from 
the association of a good man and hearing 
him talk. Mr. Stewart said he thought 
lt would become the biggest movement 
under heaven, and it was up to the 
Christian men to say what'kind of men 
the boys were going to be.

Clarence W. Noble, president of the 
"Big Brother" movement, also spoke, 
giving some vital statistics concerning the 
movement, its costs, and results. Only 
one in eleven of the boys taken In hand 
found their way back to court a second 
time. Ninety-two per cent, of all cases 
were successful, and the cost of bringing 
the boy and the big brother together was 
five dollars, while the cost of reforming 
a boy at the various industrial schools 
was 21100 and was not always successful.

During the time of the gfeat influx 
of immigrants, the church had to deal 
with the problem at the inrush of 
many foreigners, many of them with­
out a single dollar. The church to his 
knowledge had never allowed a family 
to go hungry, being enabled to do this 
by the benevolence of many friends of 
Trinity thruout the city. The settle­
ment of foreigners had caused a con­
siderable change in the personnel of 
the parish, bift the Trinity families 
who had moved away had largely 
continued to take a loyal Interest in 
its activities. v

The last and greatest difficulty 
which Trinity had encountered was 
the greatest of all. It was the out­
break of the war. The men of the 
church had donned the colors so loy­
ally that the honor rolls contained 527 
names, every one a volunteer. Sixty- 
six had laid down their lives for the 

of righteousness, their King and 
the British Empire. This was a re­
cord unsurpassed by any church of 
the same size In the Dominion of 
Canada.

Little Trinity also held the record 
during the past two years of having 
the largest regular attendance of any 
Sunday school in Toronto, namely, 
twelve Hundred - children attending. 
So faithful were the Sunday school 
teachers that they sent in written re­
ports of visiting over a thousand of 
the scholars every month.

With the exception of the old mort­
gage, the church was free from debt. 
The history of the church was an 
inspiration to be true and loyal and 
to fear nothing but sin.

Rev. Canon O’Meara, principal of 
Wycliffe College, began hie sermon by 
saying, "God seems to have given us 
the benediction of his sunshine on 
this beautiful anniversary morning.”

IN AT THE FINISH.
This week gives you about your 

last chance to have a real war gar­
den. It is rather wonderful to think 
that you can begin even at this late 
hour, plant your seeds as late as 
July 1 and still have vegetables as 
good as tbe forehanded gardener, if 
not à» early.

You can plant beans as late a» 
July 1 and 16; beets, June 25, July 
5, 15 and 26; carrot», July 6 and 16; 
corn, July 5 and 15.

It should be kept in mind that 
some vegetables have absolutely no 
toleration for warm weather and 
planting them is waste. Pea» and 
spinach will not thrive during July 
and August; neither will cress, en­
dive, mustard nor turnips.

On the other hand vegetables that 
thrive in summer heat are beans, 
cucumbers, sweet corn, eggplants, 
melons, pepper, pumpkins, squashes 
and tomatoes. Those least likely 
to be effected by drought are beans, 
eggplants, pepper and tomatoes.

Those that need plenty of mois­
ture to do we» are corn, cucum­
bers, melons. pumpkins and 
squashes. None of them, however, 
should have the water applied to 
the vines or plants.

I* It not a 
great sign and symbol of the posei- 
btittle* of a common speech and 
tongue that exist In the English lan­
guage of the United States and the 
British Empire? Had tile United 
States spoken French, or Dutch, or 
Spanish, tollowlpg original strains of 
settlers, would the Anglo-Saxon 
world have been so close together to­
day?

Efforts have been made to create a 
language which would be neutral, 
eerily acquired and which would form 
a common medium of communication, 
and Volapuk, Esperanto and other 
systems of speech have resulted. But 
speech cannot be impoeed by act of 

’ parliament. It goes where It Msta, 
and has a magical potency ot Its own. 
This vitality in speech is one of the 
miracles of philology. Among the 
dialects ot Europe like the Finnish, 
the Baaque and other» lees known 
Unger the keys to prehistoric man. 
Seven or eight generations ago Latin 
was almost as widespread In com­
parison as English. Only very aoho- 
larly people now speak Latin.

Dear Sir,—At the last session of the 

Ontarjo Legislature there was passed an 
act known aa the Legislative Assembly 
Extension Act, 1812, and Its authority, 
based on Section 92, Sub-Section 1, of the 
British Nor.th America Act, extending 
the duration of the present assembly be­
yond four years. This, I claim, 1» <on- 
trary to Section 26 of the British North 
America Act, and ie not the real tenure 
of Sub-Section 1 of Section 92.

What I believe the British Parliament 
had In their minds, as expressed in their 
discussion on the act, wae .that any pro­
vincial legislature may make laws for 
“the amendment from time to time, not­
withstanding anything In this act, of the 
constitution of the province, except as 
regards the office ot lieutenant-gover­
nor.”

The best concrete example put in force 
of Section 92, Sub-Section 1, Is Chapter 
9 of 1891, 64 Victoria, New Brunswick 
statute», where they amended their con­
stitution by abolishing the legislative 
council.

I claim that the Ontario Legislative 
Assembly Extension Act I» ultra vires 
and unconstitutional, and that the gover­
nor-general-In-council of Canada should 
disallow It. . , _ , ..

If it Is ultra vires, then all legislation 
passed by It would be null and void, 
which would <nean a serious problem In 
our present war crisis.

If Premier Hearst's assumption to cor­
rect that sub-section of section 92, Brltlrii 
North America Act, over-rides section 29, 
then what Is to prevent any provincial 
minister with a subservient opposition 
from passing extension acts under subtle 
excuses and remain in office ad Infinitum?

HONORS AWARDED
FOR GALLANT FEATS

London, Juno 23.—A bar to the Dis­
tinguished Service Order has been 
awarded Lt.-Col. Donald John Mac­
donald of the cavalry, who led a re­
serve squadron of hie regiment to-the 
attack, and continued to direct opera­
tions tho suffering acute pain from a 
wound In the ankle. He led his men 
till the position was finally secured, 
which could not hsve been held but 
for his outstanding courage, skill and 
dash. Macdonald also holds the Mili­
tary Cross.

The following have been awarded 
the Distinguished Service ( Ofrder: 
Major Maurice Burbank of the Rail­
way Troops, who completed two 
bridges under ten hours of heavy 
shelling and bombing. He superin­
tended the withdrawal of a large 
quantity of railway material across 
the river, showing magnificent skill 
and dash In a most difficult situation.

Major Leslie Meyer of the Railway# 
Battalion, showed great ritill and 
Judgment in handling hie company 
under intense fire, He kept the lines 
open till ordered to withdraw, then 
brought back all the railway etock and 
stores.

Lt.-Col. Herbert Irving Stevenson of 
the Cavalry, led a charge with great 
skill when our line was temporarily 

-pierced, driving the enemy back and 
establishing a new line tho heavily 
outnumbered, allowing two infantry 
battalions in danger of being cut off 
to be withdrawn.

The bar to the Military Cross has 
been awarded to the following: Lieut. 
Henry Lemesurler of Dragoons, en­
gaged two enemy machine guns until 
every man in hie troop had become a 
casualty. He obtained reinforcements 
and continued the attack till he him­
self was wounded.

Lieut. Frederick McCall of the Fly­
ing Corps, drove down an enemy ma­
chine out of control. Later engaged 
two hostile two-seater planes, one 
crashing. He always displayed the 
greatest gallantry and set a high ex­
ample to hie squadron.
