" FLYING SQUADRON HAS FLOWN.

Cape Verde Fleet Has Turned Upat Cadiz—
Will They Go After Dewey at
Manila?

Washington, D.C., May 10.—It Is hard to
tell whether the naval officials were re-
lieved or disappointed by the news that
came late this afternoon to both the Navy
sud State Departments, to the effect that

Tthe Spanish Flying Squadron had arrived

at Cadiz, Spain. The safety of the Oregon
from attack is now completely assured,
pnd the way Is clear for military opera-
ticns in Cuba without running the risk of
kaving the occupying army‘a line of com-
munication cut off, On the other band, it
is belleved, that no-enduring peace can be
secured until the Spanish’ Navy has been
@lestroyed, and it now appears that to do
this United States sailors must make up
their minds to go after the Spaniards, a
task very much more difficult than that of
meeting them near the American shore.
~ Wil They 6o After Dewey ?

It was aqggested by some of the mem-
bers of the war board that there was just
p possibility that the Spanish squadron
might make a quick passage into the Paci-
fic,- through the Suez Canal, and attack
Dewey at Manila, It is sald that, con-
trary to the common understanding, the
Suez Canal is open to warships of beiliger-
ent powers, so that if the Spanish choose
to take this course, they would have a
long start of any. pursuing fleet from this
slde of the Atlantic. It is scarcely believ-
ed, however, that the Spanish are willing
to take the great risk of exposing to at-
tacck thelr own home ports by the with-
drawal of so considerable a proportion of
treir naval strength as would be required
to over-match Dewey. %

Nothing was heard fromy Admiral Samp-
son to-day, but there is a confident expecec-
tatlon that Interesting news will be com-
ing from his squadron within the next 24
heurs. Whether this means an attack on
Porto Rico or not, cannot be learned.

One effect of the retreat of the Spanish
ficet has béen to hasten even more the pre-
parations already under way for the dis-
patching of military expeditions to Cuba.
It has also caused a complete change in
the concentration plans.

Causes Apprehension.

Washington, D,C., May 10,—The report

To Fit Out Blockade Runners.

London, May 10.—The Chambers of Com-
merce of some of the most important Span-
Ish ports, says a speclal despateh from Ma-
drid, have decided to provide apd fit out
several auxiliary cruisers * of from 3000 to
4000 tons, and having a speed of 18 to 20
knots, to wateh the Spanish coast, venture
out ,to sea and run a blockade if neces-
sary.”

There was a stormy session In the Cham-
ber this' evening to debate the war funds.
Senor Salmeron, Republican, declared that
his party was ready to form a Govern-
ment. A great uproar followed. The Pre-
sident threatened to expel Salmeron if he
continued attacking the throne. Senor Sa-
gasta de a passionate appeal to the pa-
triotism of members to vote the war funds.
The appeal was answered with a general
affirmative ery. &

At midnight the war credits were defini-
tively adopted.

A Brisk Fight.

New York, May 10.—A Key West special
to The World says: The torpedo boat Win-
slow engaged three Spanish gunboats .off
Cardenas Bay on Monday afternoon. She
disabled one and came out unscratched. The
shooting was brisk on both sides, but no
fatalities ensued. After the Spanish boat

A CARLIST ON THE WAR.

Senor Raphael Diaz de la Cortina Thinks
Don Carles May Now Have His
Opportunity,

Montreal, May I1u.—(Speclal.)—Nenor xa-
phael Diaz de la Cortina, now at the Wind-
sor Hotel, Is the representative of Don Car-
les, the pretender to the| Spanish throne,
on this continent. He I8 on his way to
Brussels to consult with the leader, who, ro
judge by the turn events are taking In
Spain, stands a good chance of sitting upon
the throne now occupied by a ‘‘foreigner,”
as the Senor calls the Queén Regent. “Don
Carlos,” said Cortina this morning, *is
slmply watching events. The moment may
come for him to intervene. When it does
he will be found ready.”

At what point would Don Carlos deem
intervention necessary?,

‘At the point of the greatest weakness of
the present Government. Sagasta is weak;
the men around him are weak; not one of
them, or all combined, are able to bring
the country out of the present crisis. The
people, in their patriotic ardor, may com-
pel them to a show of resolution, but they
are inherently weak. Should, however, a
bold front be presented and the present
contest be waged ewith vigor and honor,
Don Carlos certainly would not interfere,
for, above all things, he 18 a Spaniard, and
you may recall the terms|of his manfesto
in which he outlined his position.”

War Notes,
Reports from Shanghai say that Admiral

Montejo was killed by the populace of
Manlila.

1t .is expected that Major-General Fitz-
hugh Lee will be the first military Gover-
nor of Cuba.

The British steamer Narva was boarded
and examined by Spaniards off the coast
of Spain on Monday last.

The Bolinao arrived at Porto Rico yester-
day with several months’ supply of pro-
visions. The Bolinao was convoyed by
Spanish warships, but was chased by an
American cruiser.

The French sloop of war, Fulton, cleared
from Havana Harbor yesterday, She had
aboard a number of Spanish and French
refugees, and was allowed to proceed by
the American blockading squadron.

All the regular troops have been ordered
away from Chickamauga and the vamping
ground is to be occupled by volunteer regi-
ments. Statistics show that 39,354 mea
have been mustered into the United States
volunteer force.

The British tramp steamer Strathdee at-
tempted to run the blockade at Havana
Harbor, but was overhatled by the gun-
becat Machias. and compelled to put about.

MB- McCARTHY'S CONDITION.

Crisis Mgy be Reached This Moraisg—
Repented Medical Consultations -
Yesterdny.

Tuesday morning,between 2 and 4 o'clock,
Mr. D’Alton McCarthy, underwent a change
for the worst. His temperature rose rapid-
My, respiration became more accelerated and
labored, his pulse weakened, dnd he relaps-
ed into unconsciousness, from which he did
not arouse till 8 o'clock, when he revived,

but remained restless and uneasy.

At 6 o'clock a consultation of Doctors
Pepler, Grasett and Graham showed that
the patient had lost ground and was In a
critical condition.

Another consultation was held .at 10.30,
when it was found that the sick man was
somewhat easier.

A third consultation was held at 5 o’clock,
when no material change was noticed.

At 11 o'clock last night Dr. Pepler was
at the bedside of Mr. McCarthy and sald
that his patient was somewhat better, but
that the morning would show what result
might be expected.

The internal Injuries Mr. McCarthy has
sustained have proven more serious t&an at
first anticipated, and,. while a fatal ter-
mination would sorely shock, it would not
be unexpected by his friends.

An odd feature of this accident is that
it has always been the habit of Mr. Mec-
Carthy to never take an elevator, but
climb the stairs to his office. He was al-
ways careful not to expose himself to dan-
ger. It is sald that the sick man allowed
an accident policy for $10,000 to lapse six
months ago.

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Trade Union Labels Bill Knocked Out
at thg Second Reading,

Laber O;ullutlonl Need Friends at 0t-
tawa- Senator Boulton Moved That l.lq
Bill be Set Aside—BMr. Mills Proposed
an Amendment to Weaken the Measure
—Senators Talk in the Interests of
Capltalists.

Ottawa, May  10.—{Special.)—The
Senate has knocked out the bill giving
Trade Union labels the same protection
as trade marks, This is the bill which
Mr. Bertram had charge of in the Com-
mons, although he never did much to
promote its passage.

On the motion for the second reading
of the bill in the Senate to-day, Senator
Boulton said there was not sufficient
demand for . this legislation. He be-
lieved in labor organizations being recog-
nized, but this was an aggressive
measure which would compel employers
to submit to having their goods stamped
with the trade marks of a labor organi-
zation. It was conceived in the spirit of
monopoly, and might be used by labor
organizations as a means of enforcing a
boyeott against employers of labor. The
pranciple of the bill was a dangerous
one. He moved that the consideration
of the bill be postponed sine die. ;

The Hon. David Mills thought ¢his
was rather a. heroic method of dealing
with this bill. The legislation was
asked for by a large section of the
laboring community. A much better
method of dealing with the objections to
the bill would be to read it a second.
time and make amendments in com-
mittee. A clause could be insérted pro-
viding that these marks should not be
placed on any goods of employers with-
out theft pérmission.

Senator ‘Drummond thought there was
too .much ambiguity about the bill. 1t
would be most unfair to employers of
labor that their employes should have
the power to force them to place marks
on private property which they were
paid to manufacture.

Senator Ferguson said a bill of this
kind should have emanated from the
Government, who were the proper
parties to assume the responsibility of
such legislation. :

Senatbr Boulton’s motion to postpone
the consideration was adopted on a vote
of 32 to 15.

THE PRICE OF WHEAT.

May wheat econtinued its upward trend
yesterday, selling up to $1.85 per bushel at
Chicago and at $1.91 at New York. The
July option, however, reacted sharply, sell-
ing down to $1.06'at one time, but rebound-
ing to $1.14 and closing at that figure,
which represents a loss of 6l4 cents per
bushel for the day. Both May and July
wheat made: further advances on the Bri-
tish and French markets. ;

The bullish effect of the wheat shorfage
in Europe is enhanced by the fear said to
be felt in foreign markets that the existing
supplies may fail to carry the world to an-
other crop. It is interesting In this com-
nection to note what the world’s wheat sup-
ply appears to be.

The total stock in the United States on
May 1 was only 340,000,000 bushels, the
smallest held at that date for tem years,
170,000,000 bushels below the total held a
year ago, 490,000,000 b that held In
1806 and 650,000,000 bushels below that
held on May 1, 1893. The avallable supply
in Canada and the United States fell off
10,000,000 during April, the bheaviest de-

crease shown in any slnglg mon@ for some

time.

To go further, the total stock in Canada,
the United States, Europe and afloat on
May 1 was 100,800,000 bushels, 7,000,000
bushels smaller than'last year at this time.
46,000,000 bushels smaller than on May 1,
1806, and nearly 72,000,000 bushels smaller
than at this time In  1895.

Still another reason for high wheat 18
found in an = estimate gotten up by the
Uni States Government Agricultural De-
par nt, which shows that the world's
whegt crop for the year 1897 was short, as
compared with othér years. The total
yield was 2,214,030,000 bushels, or 214,000,
000 bushels less than in 1806 and 332,000,-
000 bushels less than in 1803.

In view of the speculation as to the
world’'s shortage and the coming season’s
crops, the estlmate of experts for the in-
coming crop of the United States is inter-
esting, Exclusive of California and Oregon,
which willl probably produce = 28,000,000
bushels, the Indicated crop of winter wheat
“east of the Rockies” on present conditions
is 305,400,000 bushels. This is about 6 per
cent., or 17,000,000 over the satisfactory
crop of last year. This is only an estimate
of prospects and of course does not take
into consideration injuries that may ¢ome
to the crops before harvest time.

DEEDS COUNT MUORE THAN WORDS.

The power of the Canadian Pacific was
further exemplified on Monday night, when
Dr. Douglas of the Territories allowed his
bill to regulate the elevator monopoly to be
passed in the Commons without having it
called up, and in that way to lose the last
chance it has of becoming law this ses-
gion. Notwithstanding that a compromise
had been arranged last week, the Railway
Company was' powerful enough yesterday
to persuade Dr. Douglas to abandon his
b:ll. It is given out that the Government
will take it up as a measure of their own
and put it though, ‘but there Is little hope
of ‘this. Judge Clark and Mr, Drinkwat>r
worked the oracle so as to frighten Dou-
glas out.

In the very hour that the C. P. R. had
Kkilled out Douglas, Mr. Cralg and Mr. Brit-
ton took occasien to say in the House that
they did not- believe that the railways own-
ed Parliament, and they resented the hint
to that effect, published in The Winnipeg
Tribune, edifed by R.L.Richardson,M.P. But
deeds count more than words, and the pub-
lic must form their own conclusions,

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New Yukon Railway Bill Drawn Up
for McKenzie and Mann.

British Columbia Government’' Draws Up
the Agreement—Land “rllll“ and Cash
Subsidy on a Mileage Basis—20,000
Acres Per Mile Mentioned-—Accounts
Committee Reduce Election Expenses.

Ottawa, May 10.—(Special.)—There is con-
siderable speculation in political circles as
to what the Premier meant yesterday when
he sald, that only measures of local impor-
tance, and not involving any uestion of
public policy have yet|to be brought down
this session. Does this imply the dropping
of the Yukon Railway question altogether,
or will a proposal be submitted to Parlia-
ment? If a Yukon proposition is submitted
it can hardly be considered a matter of
mere “local importance.” On its surtace
the Premier's declaration is calculdated to
lull people into the belief that no big pro-
posal will be submitted to Parliament dur-
ing the balance of the session. There are
those, however, who assert that negotia-
tions are in prcgress for a new deal with
Messrs. Mann and McKenzle on Somewhat
different lines to the lll-fated proposal,
which was entered intp a week before Par-
lioment met. Mr. McKenzie left for Win-
nipeg last night and may go out to the
coast before he returns.

Mann Still on Deek.

Mr. Mann, however, Is still on deck. The
British Columbia Government.has entered
into an arrangement with the two contrac
tors whereby they will receive a subsldy
of $1,600,000 for constructing a rallway
from a British Columbia point to Teslin.
Any action which the Dominion may maxe
will be supplementary to this contract. The
idea is now to pay the contractors an an-
nual cash subsidy for the carriage of malls,
military supplies, Government troops, offi-
clals, ete. The two branch lines of the
Canadian Pacific Railyvay, running respec-
tively to Prince Albert and Edmonton, each
receive $80,000 per annumy for such ser-
vice; but, as iln each case the distance is
ouly about 180 miles, it is conteaded that
Messrs. Mann & McKenzle should receive
a larger indemnity for the increased mile-
age. The figure mentioned, therefore, for
the Yukon road is $150,000 per annum,

Land Grant May Reach 8,000.000 Acres.

In addition to this cash subsidy, a land
grant, to| be selected by the contraciors in
the Yukon distriet, is also mentioned, the
guantity ranging from ten thousand acres
per mile to twenty thousand. At ten thou-
sand acres the subsidy would be four mil-
licns, at fifteen thousand acres it would
be six million acres, at twenty thousand
acres per mile, a figure which is even men~
tioned, the total quantity would be eight
million aeres. Needlegs to say Parliament
would mnever consent to vote such a tre-
niendous acreage, although the line is four
hundred miles long, and would render us
independent of any complications with the
United States, Ministers are by no means
united on this question of the Yukon Rall-
way, It was nip and tuck in the Cabinet
with the original agreement, and the miu-
ority at that time has not been sorry sine>
the Senate threw out the blil. These Min-
fsters have seen no reason to change their
minds in favor of another raillway prop»-
sition, and certainly they would never ¢on-

The Premier urged that the delay was
due to the fact that Mr. Speaker had not
been notified of Mr. Dupont’s death until
April 20 and gave as an additionas reason
for the delay that the lists for Bagot had
not been revised for nearly four years and
that if the election took place on the pre-
sent lists practically 25 per cent. of the
popjilation would be distranchised. Ior
an hour one Opposition member after the
other rallied the Government on their
change of policy. When in apposition the
Liberals had urged the prompt issuing or
the writs for bye-elections. The interesting
fact was mentioned by Mr, Chauvin that
at the last general election an arrangement
was made . whereby Mr. Dupont was
returned by acclamation for Bagot
and Mr. Bernier (Liberal) for
St. Hyacinthe. That arrangement applied
to this Parliament, hence In his judgment
there was no cause for delaying the writ
as from the standpoint of fair play the
Government should allow a Conservative
to be elected by acclamation.

To Mr. Foster's arraignment of the Gov-
ernment for its action as being that of
opportunists and time-savers, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier could only repeat that under the
present lists ome-fourth of the electors of
Bagot would be disfranchised. He did not
pretend that the Government would carry
BRagot because it was one of the gerryman-
dered constituencies, but he did not fear
that the result would at least show that
the Government had not lost the confidence
of the people of Quebec.

Noters' Lisis 10 Cents Por Copy.

Ih committee on the franchise bill, the
Solicitor-General moved an amendment to
the effect that within 10 days of the final
review of the voters’ list a copy thereof
shall be sent to the Clerk of the Crown
in Chancery, whose duty it shall be to seid
it to the Queen’'s printer to be printed, and
svch printed list shall be the authorized
copy of the list. This shall be done eaeh
year after the revision, coples to be furn-
ished at the rate of 10 cents per ccpy.

Mr. Ingram pointed out that in the cities
and towns of Ontario the lists could not be
ready in time. The Solicitor-General ad-
mitted that he had endeavored to meet the
case of the Ontario towns and cities, but
gave it up as the difficuities were simply
fzsurmountable.

The Solicitor-General explained that the
list would not be printed every year, but
the galleys would be kept standing In tke
Printing Bureau and revised each year, 80
they ean be printed any time they are re-
quired.

THE STRIKES.

Law-Government Agent—The
Upholsterers.

It is probable that the long drawn-out
strike of the J. D. King Co.'s bottomers
and cutters will soon see a finish. In re-
sponse to the communication of the Execu-
tive to Ottawa, asking permission to enter
an action agaigst the firm for violation of
the Alien Labor Law, a reply was received
stating that a Government: agent would be
appointed to eunforce it.

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TIE EVIL GENIUS OF TNE CITY HALL

It is a pity that Architect Lennox
does not show more loyalty to the city
thatt honored him with the greatest
architectural commission that has ever
been given to any member of his pro-
fession in Canada. His marked disre-
spect for the opinions of the council and
of the citizens of Toronto hasi been
evinced on many occasions, while his
extravagant ideas and his utter disre-
gard of-the financial burden which the
city is already carrying have aroused a
feeling of almost uniyersal contempt for
the architect among the ratepayers
of this city. Mr, Tennox has been an
expensive luxury for Toronto to carry,
and we are given to understand that
he has lots of unpleasant surprises in
store for us still.,. Over and over again
he has humbugged us as to amount that
wonld be necessary to finish the build-
ing, and as to the time when the build-
ing would be completed. The author'ty
is surely vested in some one to despoil
this ungrateful tyrant of his power to
‘waste our money and to ridicule us to
our very face. If the council has any
authority over Mr, Lennox it should not
hesitate to exercise it to its fullest ex-
tent. He has quite exhausted our
patience. His contempt for the wishes
of the people and of the rights of
Toronto business men in regard to the
installation of thé elevators in the build-
ing is only in line with his conduct all

costly business, For a year he has
jockeyed with figures and specifications
for the sole purpose of giving the ele-
vator contract to a New York company.
Mr. Lennox ought to be disciplined and
the work should be taken in hand at
once.: Let the council give Mr, Lennox
to understand that they will put up with
no more deception, tyranny and hum-
bug. As far as the elevators are con-
cerned their installation should be de-
ferred until the city is rid of Mr. Lennox,
It is only after he is out of the way
that justice will be done to the business
interests of Toronto. Mr. Lennox shonld
be entirely relieved of his commission
at the earliest possible date. The
sooner the city parts company with him
the better.

BETTER SCHOOL ACCOMMODATION
REQUIRED.

Dr. Bryce states that in one of the

city schools each child has only 75 cnbic
feet of atmosphere, glthough according
to the regulations of ‘the Hdiication De-
partment each pupil must have not less
than 250 cubic feet? Even the Lmit set
by the Education Department seems low
when it is. considered that in lXnglish
barracks 700 cubic feet of air is a..owed
each man, and in a hospital 15600 cubie
feet is allowed each' patient. Not only
are many of the schoolrooms-overcrowd-
ed, but they are also badly lighted, and
as a result the eyesight of the children is
injuriously affected, and many of them
have to wear spectacles. Is the city of
Toronto so poor that it cannot afford to
give its children plenty of pure air and
good light? It would be better to give
them less instruction and more air if we
cannot provide for both. Most* of the
children would be able to get through
the world just as well if they were
tanght fewer subjects at school, but
they will be sericusly hampered in the
battle of life if they leave school with
weak lungs and bad eyesight, as n re«
sult of breathing vitiated air in badiy-
lighted schoolrooms.
The School Board has asked the Board
of Control for a grant of $106,5600 to build
new schoolhouses. Under present con-
ditions a large number of pupils ean
only be accommodated by using poorly
lighted and badly ventilated basements
and outhouses. The School Board now
pays out a considerable sum in rentals
for accommodation in churches and
other buildings, and with. the additional
rooms required the rentals would amount
to $7000 annually, whereas the interest
on the amount of $106,500 required to
build new schoolhouses would be con-
siderably less than $4000. Clearly there
should be no hesitation in granting the
full amount required to build new school-
houses, and no condition should be made
that the School Board must not ask for
more money to build other schoolhouses
next year if they are required. In fact
the city government must look forward
to a steady increase in the school popu-
lation every year, and it would be far
better to be a little ahead of require-
ments than a little behind.

Apart from all humanitarian motives
it is essential to the material prosperity
of Toronto that the reputation of the
city as an educational centre should be
maintained. Toronto’s prosperity in the
past has been in a large measure due
to the fact that it is looked upon througn-
out the Dominion and even to a certain
extent in the United States as an edu-
cational centre. Many people who have
made money in other places select
Toronto as a place of residence because
of its educational advantages, and it is
most desirable that this class of people
should continue to be attracted to the
city more and more. Even as a business
investment it will pay us to build more

The Result of Mis Personal Inspeciton of
" the Premises Utilized by Toronte Pub-
lic Sehool Bourd-shecking Disregard
of BSanitary Arrangements-Déiallcd
Statements and Practicul Suggestions.

This report, the gist of which was given
In The World of yesterday, s herewith
given in full,

Dr. Bryce's Report.
To the Honorable the Minister of Educa-
tion of OUntario:

Sir,—I beg to report that dcting undsr
instructions recelved from you I have visit-
ed, in company with the chalrmen of the
I'ublic School Board and officers of the
beard, the several bulldings occupled as
temporary schools under the supervision of
the board and have set dowa in tabulated
form the results of my inspection. The
several poibts bearing upon the sanitary
condition of these are indicated in the ap-
pendix of my report, but may be orietly
rfterred to herein. They refer to: (a)
Flcor space and cubic air space per pu-
pll, (b) play ground and location of
school, (¢) ventilation and conveniences, (d)
lighting, (e) heating.

With regard to floor space 18 school-
rooms out of 30 inspected have less than
16 square feet per pupll, the amount gen-
erally considered necessary. As, In addition
to this, the seats are usually double, 1t
will be seen that even in cases, as In some
of the churches where the cubic alr space
reaches or exceeds this amount, the con-
tact of children by such means materially
Increases the danger of the spread of ¢om-
munféable diseases from one to anothes.
In the matter of the cublec air space per
capita 28 out of the 80 school roomws have
less than the 230 cubic feet required un-
der the school regulations.

As regards playgrounds, 12 out of the
8¢ classes have no playground, unless it
be the public street, and In several instan-
ces as where stores are occupled the schools
are on streets along which street cars rup,
In such instances and in a number of them
the stores or dwelling houses have the
doors and windows directly on the st eats,
and the nolse from passing cars and wag-

the proper conduct of the school, and, ’n-
deed, Is very injurious to both teacher spd
puplls.

Under such circumstances the much-
needed recess to escape the foul air of the
school room has its good results much less-
eLed, and as the classes In almost every
fustance are of the smaller children this
must on some streets become a source-of
danger to the puplls and of worry to the
teacher. !

(¢) Except In two bulldings, with four
closses, there is no mechanism for artifi-
cial ventilation. In all other cases there
Is. no ventilation but windows and by
stoves (not always even stoves), occasion-
ally assisted by a stoveplpe hole or in the
sheds on the school premises a register In
the chimney shaft. As the stoves were
without fires in most cases there Is left
at this season only the windows, and
these, both because of the nolse and
draught, were in many instances tightly
eloged.

. The cublc alr space exceeds In seven In-
stances the min!mum required by law.These
dre In all cases church rooms, and were
these fitted up with good blackboards and
proper lighting they would be excellent.
Ir most Instances the closet conveniences
were not objectionable, although In five
their location was such as to make odors
from them certaln to be noticed In the
school rooms or corridors,

serfous Aspects.

The lighting in four only out of 30 Is
voted as ‘‘fair,” In the others it is “‘de-
fective” or ‘‘very defective.” The defects
are due to five different causes:

(1) Where churches are utilized the wih-
dows are usually narrow and too few, and
tn many instances have frosted or colored
glass, and in a number colored lights at
top and sides.

(2) ‘The proximity of windows to other
bulldings or trees.

(3) Low windows, as in the sheds, where
the position' of the shed makes the proper
location of windows impossible.

(4) The area of windows in basements.
In some roomy. basements, except as to
light and obstru€tions from steam pipes,
not more than three feet of window 18
above the ground level, and In some north
rooms the teacher has to make writing

pupils in the back benches.

(5) The cross-lighting In nearly all the
basements and sheds, and the blackboards
in shadow making it quite Impossible in

In very many. .cases, as In the sheds, the
wide window hinged at the boettom cannot
be opened in winter without a cold wave
pouring down on children nearby, while
in one instance the-furnace pipe was with-
in a foot of a seat, and in the sheds and
some basements a stovepipe passed within
a few feet of the chlldren’s heads. The
furnaces in the stores and dwelling houses
may warm, but as there were no fresh-air
boxes in some Instances there heating of
room and cellar alr Is inevitable,
Vitiated Air and Deteciive Lighting.

It will be seen with regret that not a
single room does in ail the several points
fulttl fairly reasonable requirements, 11
ample in air space they are defective in
liguung, It in  ugoting rair, then in- air
space and ventilation.

In some instances it was plain that some
intelligent care on the part of the teacher
in adjusting window curiains ‘woyld have
increused tue light, or lessened the evils
of cross lights, while in others the judicious

weather at the time of inspection, lessened
the evils of foul air. Bur such remedies
would be impossible In cold weatber. In
one instance where the alr was very foul
not a window was raised, while a door in-
to the attic space was tightly closed. 11
the greater nuinbér of instances, however,
the teachers seemed to keenly appreciate
the needs of the situation and were doing
their utmost to minimize evils. 1f, DOW-
ever, pale and wearied-looking faces are to
be taken as evidence, then it can omly Le
said that such Insanitary conditions are
producing results on both teachers and
children demanding a prompt and effective
remedy. 4

But, further, it may be sald that i® the
Influences of vitiated air and defeclve
lighting show themselves most prominently
in affecting the health of the teacher, whose
nervous energies are taxed to perform her
work under such circumstances, they like-
wiso affect that of the children under her
charge. It will be noted that in only two
or three schools is the lighting fair and In
most the air is bad or very bad. The Im<
mediate effects of foul alr are to Injure the
nutrition of the child. The appetite-and
digestion are disordered, and every Tlssue
and primarily the nervous system Is affect-
ed.
Since of all organs the eye, during wal%-
ing hours, is alone constantly in action, and
nature has given It and Its appendages
nerve supply from the whole or parts of
six out of the twelve pairs of cranlal
nerves, It will be apparent that defective
nutrition will most readily be produetive to
it of serious disorders. Indeed actual dls-
ease of the retina has been found te have
a direct relation to the poverty of the
blood, Actual medical experience bhas
shown that in 100 consecutive cases of
chronic headache 83.6 per cent. have been
relieved by correcting the eye straln by
proper glasses. What influence school work
has in producing such abnermal vision has
been illustrated by Widmark of Stockholu.
In 742 female puplls in the first forms he
found no myopla (short sight), while the
percentage of short sight in girls of 16
years was 33 per cent.

We may from such illustrations judge of
what effects are being produced in tacse
schools, first from the defeciive lighting
and second by the effect of foul air upnu
children, for whom the teaching ought to
be largely by blackboards. Teacher after
teacher tells the story of how pup.ls who
at first could see the blackboard from the
back seats have as time has gone on had
to be given seats neprer and nearer the
front. The eye strain soon proluces men-
tal weariness, and favorable results of the
teacher’s efforts capnot be locked for. The

The extent of the need for a remedy for
those exlsting evils will be understood when
I state that 1510 children were in actual
attendance at the time of Inspec.ion,sor
one-twentieth of the total 80,000 Yublle
School population is unprovided with per-
manent school accommodation. =~ When It
is further remembered that the natural In-
crease of births over deaths in Toronto
means an annual increase of population of
1278 in 1896, it i{s plain that there must be
an annual expenditure for new buildings,
otherwise conditions now very bad will be-
come intolerable. From the gnnual report
of the Public School Board of 1807 I find it

in Toronto. There would not appear to
be any difficulty in closing a number of
these schools by taking action under the
Public Health Act, but T am assured by
the Inspector of Buildings that he has used
every endeavor to get public halls and
churches , instead of stores and private
houses, in several districts, but has failed.
There seems no “alternative, therefore, but
during the warm weather to allow these
schools to be continu>d where they are at
present, in order to prevent a loss of school
privileges to a very large number of child-
ren.

While suggesting this as a temporary ex
pedient, I would recommend that your .de-
partment should put in operation whatever
powers exist under the Public School Act to
bring about such a remedy for the state of
affairs herein indicated. as will be perma-
nent in its character. I have the honor

Grace-street school gave but 111 ecuble
feet to each pupil, and on a dull day tne
children can’t see the blackboard, because
of defective lighting.

On Gladstone-avenue an old playshed ls
used as a school room. Each child has
but 110 cubic feet of air. Thé ventilation
is wholly inadequate, and the lighting bad.

The bhouse on Gladstone-avenue was
characterized 43 “the dandy of them all,”
Here the children have only 72 cubie feet
of air, the air is stagnant and the lighting
very defective.

The store on Dundas-street, used as a
school, is also inadequate. The air space Is
145 cubic feet per pupil; there is no play-
ground, and the light is extremely bad.

The northwest basement of Ryerson
school is perniclous in its bad ventilation.
Writing on the board must be at least three
inches long to be seen.

A private house is utilized on Pape-avenue
as a school. This Is literally packed with
children, the air is vitiated and the light
inadequate.

At Kew Beach a Sunday school room Is
used. Here the alr is very foul, the alr
space for each pupil being but 100 cuble
feet. There Is no ventilation.

Than the War.

Spanish Prisons Are Teo Small te Contain
the Numbers Arrested - Milltary Re-
quired to Suppress the Di d Many
lu-.ill- Provinces Practically in a State
of Siege—King Humbert Greatly Dis-
tressed.

London, May 10.—The Madrid correspon-
dent of The Dally Telegrapn says: ‘‘Bread
riots continue throughout Spain. The pain-
ful monotony of the story was broken this
morning by liste of victims, killed and
wounded in the wild attempts to obtain
fcod, In Ciudad Real and In almost every
town of the province of that name, there
were very serious disorders, and the out-
breaks were only quelled by the military,
Now it appears .that the prisons are too
small and too few to contain the people
arrested.

‘“Yesterday, at Linares, 14,000 workmen
became disorderly and a regular battle en-
sued with the municipal guards. The riot-
ers possessed themselves of a quantity of
fire arms. The streets were barricaded,
and they remained so down to the moment
of telegraphing. Twelve dead bodles and
many wounded still lie in the streets and
nobody dares to remove any of them .n
account of the firing which continues
steadily.” €

Htaly About as Bad.

London, May 10.—According to a special
despatch from Rome 23 provinces in Italy
are virtually, t ough not formally, in a
state of slege. Rumor has it that the
trouble is fomented by the clericals, who
have chosen the moment for an attack on
the monarchy. No proof of this exists, but
King Humbert and his entourage are great-
ly distressed at the turn of events.

Further Violence,

Madrid, May 10.—The bread riots at All-
cunte, the seaport of Valencia, which be-
gan yesterday, were continued aill night,
the women taking a prominent part in the
work of destruction,

A riotous mob paraded the streets, de-
meanding cheaper bread and other necessar-
ies of life. The rioters marched to the
factories, where they were joined by the
people who were at work, Later, they sack-
ed the octroi bureau and burned the furni-
ture and archives. A strong force of gen-
darmes was sent to the scene and a charge
was made upon the mob, which was fem-
porarily dispersed; But the rioters reform-
ed and attacked and burned all the bonded
warehouses, " after possessing themselves of
the wheat in storage.

The Rioting at Naples.
Rome, May 10.—The rioting at Naples yes-
terday was widespread. It was started by
big bands of students, armed with sticks
and revolvers, who operated in various
quartérs. They were soon joined by others
and stone throwing became general. The
police frequently charged and dispersed
the rioters, who, however, re-formed and
overturned horse cars, with which they at-
tempted to build barricades in several
streets, but they were unable to withstand
the charges of the cavalry. The rioters
made several attacks upon soldliers, using
stones and revolvers, and:the,troops fired,
killing of wounding a nu,)nuber:dt the’ riot-
ers. | The lattdr felled & number of trees
and electric light poles in the streets and
pburned several guard houses.
Disturbances are also reported from vari-
ous points in the Provin¢e of Naples.
General Malmacahi, the military comman-
dant at Naples, has been appointed Royal
Commissioner with full power to restore
order.

The' following is the first estimate of the
crops of Ontario for 1898 made by the On-
tario Department of Agriculture, based on
the reports of the regular correspondents
of the Bureau of Industries. The returns
are for the first week of May:

Fall Wheat.

November reports were to the effect that
the area of fall wheat had been increased.
In most cases the crop came out” in the
spring in about the same condition as it
entered the winter. Little harm appears
to have been done by insects, wire-worm
being reported in a few cases. The first two
weeks of April were far from favorable
for the crop, and although rains later help-
ed the plant it is hardly in as forward a
condition as usual. Where sown early on
summer fallow fall wheat has never been
moré promising. In several of the western
and central counties some plowing up has
been done, but not to any considerable ex-
tent.” The present acreage of the - crop,
therefore, may be set down as quite up to
the average, and the average condition in
the first week of May as fair. The out-
comeé of the crop, of course; depends upon
the weather of the next six weeks.

|many others regarding the season as being

{was a fair bite for cattle at the beginning
|of May, and early fruit trees were coming
nicely into bloom. In the eastern part of
the province the season was relatively
more advanced than in the west,

Live Steck.

The majority of the reports concerning
live stock are.of a most satisfactory char-
acter, Horses as a rule are in fine condi-
tion. Cattle are also reported to be In
good health, but lumpy jaw was reported
in one or two places, but not to a serious
extent. Sheep. came through the winter
in capital shape, and lambs are many and
strong, A few’ cases of hog cholera occur-
red in some western sections, but the dis-
eas® was quickly stamped out. With this
exception swine are described as being in
fine condition. Hogs are now chiefly sold
when  weighing from 120/ to 180 pounds.
The supply of fodder was plentiful, and
there is an abundance of straw.

Farm Sapplies.

There appears to be a surplus of hay in
nearly every section of the Province, but
more especially in the west, Much of
’the crop is mnot of good quality, although,
i

|

of course, there is a falr amount of first-
class hay yet to be had, Owing to the
large quantity available for sale, prices
were low all winter. Reports regarding oats
vary, for while many claim that there is
2 searcity, others hold that there Is still
a good supply left. Oats were fed more
freely than usual during the winter, and
during the last few months a large quan-
tity was marketed, consequently there was
hardly as much as usunal in the hands of
farmers at the beginning of May, Dollar
wheat created an active market, and dur-
ing the last month an Immense quantity
has changed hands. It looks as if nearly
all the crop has been disposed of In some
quarters, although farmers are occasionally
spoken of as having' from 50 to a few hun-
dred busheéls of wheat ready for a further
rise in price. Store cattle are saild to be
scarcer than usual, but In some places
“equal to the demand.” Complaints ara
made of the low price for beef, especially
when offered for fat animals, and many of
this class of animals are being kept for
a better figure in some of the western
counties, and conseguently there are rather
more in the hands of farmers than are de-
sired, but in the eastern counties fat cat+
tle are scarce.
