A BONANZA FOR THE PROMOTERS.
The consummation of the Ontario and 

Rainy River Railway deal with the Gov­
ernment could not have occurred at 
a more opportune moment. The pro­
ject will yield Messrs. Mann and 
Mackenzie as big profite as anything 
they or either of them have yet 
struck. Iron Is king at the present 
moment, and It Is through a wonderful 
Iron country that the Rainy River Railway 
runs. Not only will the new railway have 
a big traffic In Iron ore but the promoters 
of the railway are themselves heavily In­
terested In Iron properties. While the rail­
way project has been simmering during the 
past few years, those who were Interested 
In It wefe quietly picking np the best loca­
tions. The Ontario and Rainy Elver Rail­
way will be a paying business from the 
start. It will make millions for the pro­
moters, and that at no distant date, but 
almost Immediately. As usual, when any 
valuable asset Is discovered In Canada, the 
Americans are on hand preparing to carry 
It off. They have cornered most of the 
gold of the Yukon, they possess the output 
of our nickel mines, they are devastating 
our spruce forests, they are in possession 
of Niagara Falls. Now they have Invaded 
the New Ontario Iron country and are 
only awaiting the opening of the new rail­
way to carry off our Iron. There Is no 
duty on such iron ore as Is Imported Into 
the United State* and subsequently ex­
ported therefrom, 
luth states that it is the Intention of the 
American Iron men to use an enormous 
supply of Iron ore from New Ontario to 
build up an export trade In steel. They 
are looking to Canada to furnish them 
with the raw materials for another great 
Industry. We are told that one party of 
the United States Iron men have Jnst closed 
an option for the fèe to four miles of the 
strike of the Atlkokan range, paying $10,- 
000 cash at a bank In this city, and agree­
ing to pay $350,000 more at the conclusion 
of their Investigations. In a few weeks 
they will have their men at work test- 
pitting and examining the ore. They will 
not do prospecting and exploration, for 
that Is scarcely necessary where the Iron 
ore rises 100 feet above the surrounding 
soil, and can be traced for thousands of 
feet, and at intervals for many miles, but 
they will examine to see whether or not 
the rich assays of the surface ore hold out, 
and, If so, they will begin mining Immedi­
ately.

Assays made at various times, by the 
Canadian Geological Survey, the Minne­
sota Iron Company, Carnegie & Co., and 
others, show this ore to be from 64 to 
68 In iron, and as low as .030 In phosphor­
us, making It an Ideal Bessemer ore. It 
Is said that there are 2,000,000 tons of ore 
In sight at the present time, without one 
stroke of development work ever having 
been done. Recent reports of experts say 
that the ore^may be mined and put on .cars 
at from 40 to 80 cents a ton. It can be 
dropped by side cots directly Into cars on 
tracks beside the outcrops.

The demand for Lake Superior ore le 
away ahead of the capacity of the ore 
boats for handling the traffic. The ship­
ment of ore from Duluth will aggregate 
7,400,000 tone for the season, an Increase 
of 1,280,000 over 1888. Messrs. Mann and 
Mackenzie have completed their deal under 
the most favorable auspices.

wards, ahd appropriated to hie own 
moneys of the Crown, amounting In all to 
$342.84, besides being guilty of grave Ir­
regularities In connection with cheques for­
warded to him on account of contingencies. 
As to the seizure on the Information furn- 
isbed by Mr. Davis, It has been suggested 
that Mr.oChristie’a action In retaining the 
sum of $25 paid to him by Mr. Coetlgan 
was blameworthy, and that this sum was 
not Intended for the informer. It was prov­
ed and not contradicted that the Informer 
told Mr. Christie, through whom the Infor­
mation had been communicated to the de­
partment, that he did not wish to receive 
the money.

The minority report with respect to Mr. 
Costlgan reads as follows :

The following facts were proved before 
your committee by uncontradicted evi­
dence :

L On Jan. 27, 1897, Mr. H. A. Costlgan, 
then collector of Inland 
peg, received from the messenger of the 
office, Girard, a registered letter, contain­
ing a remittance of $93.20 from the Inland 
revenue officer at Vlrden, for which he 
Initialed his receipt In the registered letter 
receipt book, kept In the office for that 
purpose. On the same day Mr. Costlgan 
left the office, without accounting or paying 
over any of the money received, and he 
remained absent until the 15th day of 
February. In the meantime he denied hav­
ing received this money, aq>l abstracted 
from the office the messenger receipt book, 
which contained the evidence that he had 
received it.

This book was eventually recovered from 
Mr. Costlgan by Mr. J. W. Christie, the 
deputy collector,at the General Hospital in 
Winnipeg. During his absence from the 
office Mr. Costlgan indulged to excess In 
intoxicating liquors. The sum of $92.20 
was repaid to the department by Mr. Costl- 
gan about the 15th or 10th of February.

Away Without Leave.
2. About the 30th July, 1897, Mr. Costl­

gan left his office without leave, and re­
mained absent until the 21st September, 
1897. During the greater part of this time 
his wjiereabonte was unknown, and he 
was not In communication with the depart­
ment or Its officers. It Is alléged In his 
defence that during this period, or some 
portion thereof, he was again indulging In 
the excessive use of intoxicating liquor. 
Before leaving on this occasion he received 
as collector two sums of $20 each for li­
cense fees for excise bonding warehouse. 
These sums were not accounted for or paid 
over by him until after his return In Sep­
tember. Mr. Costlgan, in a letter to the 
department, claimed that on this occasion 
he was absent In the United States on offi­
cial business. No satisfactory evidence was 
produced before the Committee In support 
of that statement, and Mr. Costlgan did 
not offer himself as a witness. About Sept. 
17, 1897, a letter was received in Winnipeg 
from him, stating that he was then work­
ing on a farm, and with a threshing gang 
at Grand Forks, on the Northern Pacific 
Railway, and that he would return to Win­
nipeg If his position was all right, and if 
his friends would make up enough to meet 
his shortage.

Alleged Shortage Made Good.
3. On Nov. 27, 1897, Mr. Costlgan re­

ceived as collector a cheque for $209.64 
from the City of Winnipeg for two drums 
of methylated spirits. Instead of deposit­
ing It In the Merchants’ Bank of Canada 
for account of the Receiver-General, as he 
should have done, Mr. Costlgan endorsed 
and cashed the cheque and used the pro­
ceeds for hi* own purpose. He absented 
himself from his office without leave from 
Nov. 27, 1897, until Dec. 21, 1897, during 
which period his whereabouts was un­
known, although every effort was made to 
locate him. The sum of $200.64 appropri­
ated to his own use by Mr. Costlgan was 
made good to the department by his friends 
on Dec. 29, 1897.

4. On (he 18th December, 1897, the Minis­
ter suspended Mr. Costlgan and he remain­
ed suspended until the 1st April, 1898, when 
he was appointed Collector of Inland 
Revenue at Ottawa, In place of Mr. Battle, 
who was superannuated.
