Pretoria, Feb. 16.—One hundred and fifty mounted infanerymen, while pa-
trolling the Klip River, south of Johannesburg, Feb. 12, surrounded a farm
house, where they suspected Boers were in hiding.

. A single Boer broke away from the house and the British started to pur-
sue him.

The Boer climbed a kopje, the British following.

Immediately a heavy fire was opened upon them from three sides.

The British found themselves in a trap, and in a position where they were
unable to make any defence.

Eight of the British officers made a gallant effort and defended the ridge
with carbines and revolvers until they were overpowered.

The British had 2 officers and 10 men killed and several officers and 40
men wounded before the force was able to fall back under cover of a block-
house.

Lord Kitchener, in addition to reporting the Klip River affair, says: “A
party from South African constabulary line, on the Watervale River, encoun-

tered, Feb. 10, a superior force of the enemy, near Vantondersbek, and was

driven back with loss.”

UNUSED TO BOER TACTICS.

FRIGHTFUL TRIP IN A BALLOON

AT RATE OF 133 MILES AN HOUR

Oetails of a Runaway in Which Capt. Siegfield Lost His Life Told
By His Companion, Who Jumped at a
Lucky Moment.

Berlin, Feb. 16.—Some new details of
the fearful balloon journey which Capt.
Tarisch von Siegfield recently made
from Berlin to Antwerp, ending in his |
death, have been made known by his
companion, Dr. Linke.

The distance, 400 miles, was made in.
5 hours and 13 minutes. It takes an
express train 15 hours to make the
run by rail between the two cities.

The balloon attained the most ter-
rific speed between Hildesheim and
‘Wesel, going at the rate of 135 miles
an hour.

The 108 miles after passing Wesel was !
covered in 73 minutes. |

At one time the balloon was flying |
at the rate of 60 yards a second, about |
two miles a minute. !

The frightful balloon voyage was
made two weeks ago to-day.

Capt. Siegfield was one of the best
aeronauts in the German army and
started to make a short experimental
trip in the military balloon, taking Dr.
Linke with him. A violent wind was
blowing and carried the balloon away.

In five hours, when near Antwerp, the
balloon collapsed and was swept across
the River Scheldt, just above the masts
of the vessels there. An anchor was
thrown out, but the cable broke.

The balloon was then driven over the
village of Zwyndrecht, followed by an
excited crowd watching the desperate
efforts of the aeronauts.

Dr. Linke sprang from the balloon
when at a height of 15 feet. _

Capt. von Siegfield tried to do like-
wise, but became entangled in the ropes
and hung by his left foot.

The balloon sped on for 200 yards,
dragging him head downward.

The peasants then secured the balloon
with ropes and found that Von Sieg-
field’s head was shattered and his spine
broken.

ANARCHIST AGITATION IN AUSTRIA

Many Persons Killed and Wounded
—Martial Law Proclaimed—Arbi-
tratiom Tribunal for Rioters.

Vienna, Feb. 16.—The riots at Trieste
are the gravest which have happened in
Austria in many years. The original
strike is supposed to be an outcome
of Socialist or Anarchist agitation.

During Friday’s riots 12 persons were
killed and 25 wounded, while on Sun-
day four persons met their death, in-
cluding the police commissioner, who
was killed by a revolver shot. Some
of the reports say that over 100 per-
sons were wounded. There is little
doubt that the troops were over hasty.

Dr. Von Koerber, the Imperial Pre-
mier, explained to the Reichsrath Sat-
urday that the officer commanding the

troops was struck by a stone and fell
unconscious, and that the officer next
in rank ordered his men to fire, and
that the latter were so excited they
fired recklessly, with the result that a
girl, sitting in a second storey window,
and a postal clerk sitting in his office
were both shot dead. The Reichsrath
unanimously voted a practical censure
on the government for permitting the
troops to fire on the mob. The muni-
cipal Council of Trieste has adopted a
similar. resolution, and has decided to
provide for the families of the victims
of the encounters at public cost. It
is not uplikely that the municipal
Council of Trieste will be dissolved for
deflayce of the government. All offi-
cial accounts describe the riots as a
“revolutionary outbreak.”

A cabinet council, hurriedly called
Saturday night, obtained the sanction
of the Emperor Francis Joseph to sus-
pend civil law at Trieste and at many
villages in the vicinity, while two bat-
talions of troops were drafted into
Trieste. What, however, had a great-
er effect in quieting the city was the
announcement Saturday of the arbitra-
tion tribunal in favor of the strikers.
Not until an official standing on the
balcony of the Town Hall had read the
decision alound and groups of strikers
had paraded the streets with white
flags to spread the decision, was quiet
restored.

It is sald that on Friday, after the
troops had fired on the rioters, the mob,
composed mostly of Italians, became
infuriated and dragged the bleeding

corpses of their comrades before the

soldiers, whom they assailed with ter-
rible imprecations as murderers and
assassins. The proclamation of martial
law provides for summary trial before
a special court, empowered to carry out
a sentence of death within 24 hours.

REVOLUTION IN MOTIVE POWER

Epoch-Making Invention Reported
From Germany—No Details Yet.

London, Feb, 16.—Assertions _have
been made in the press in the past few
days that a new valve mechanism,
which has been tested on the Great
Northern Raiflway, will reduce coal
consumption 40 per cent., and that a
locomotive thus fitted and with 140

pounds of steam will do more work
than an ordinary one with 210 pounds.
The president of the road told the
stockholders yesterday that its import-
ance was probably exaggerated. It
may be added here that another inven-
tion which is really epoch-making was
recently perfected and will be soon an-
nounced. It has been tested by .the high-
est authorities who affirm that it will
revolutignize the motive power of. the
world. It cannot be described now, but
it comes from Germany.

DO SOMETHING.

Paris, Feb. 16.—The® Countess of
Warwick said to-day to a correspond-
ent: “Every woman should do some
work. If it is unnecessary for her to
work for herself, she ought
something for others. Then, there
would be fewer headaches and fewer
heartaches. The sum of human hap-
piness can be enlarged by women, if

they would undertake it. Grumbling
never increases our happiness nor adds
to our length of life. The woman who
thinks she makes people better by a

perpetual whine mistakes the situa-
tion.”
GRIP ADDED TO SMALLPOX.

London, Feb. 16.—An epidemic of
grip has been added to that of small-~
pox in the city. Influenza’s victims out-
number those of the other disease 100
to 1. Reports show that sma.llppx
scourge is much milder than earlier
plagues.

Clauses in the Bill the Exact Ovpposlte of What Hon. Mr. Ross
Promised in Two Letters to the Latter—Public and
Private Pledges Violated.

PROHIBITIONISTS PROTEST AGAINST REFERENDUM

The prohibitionists are apparently getting their eyes opened. Apparently,
there are now only three members of the Ontario Alliance who can be de-
pended upon to do the bidding of their past vice-president, Premier Ross.
They are Hon. 8. C. Biggs, F. S. Spence and Rev. L. H. Wagner. The rest of
the general executive of the alliance threw up their allegiance to Premier
Ross en masse at the meeting held on Saturday afternoon, sua the leader of
the revolt was Rev. Dr. Courtice, editor of The Christian Guardian, whose
declaration of political independence seems to have been of a somewhat sen-
sational and dramatic character.

Rev. Dr. Parker presided. John M. Godfrey, on behalf of the recently or-

ganized Ontario Prohibition Campaign Committee, read an offer from that
| committee to place the services of W. W. Buchanan of Winnipeg, secretary
{ of the Manitoba branch of the Dominion Alliance, at the disposal of the On-
{tario Alliance, without charge. This offer had been accepted provisionally by
fthe Organization Committee of the alliance, on Wednesday morning, after
?having been opposed tooth and nail during.the whole of Tuesday afternoon
Ia.nd most of the forenoon of Wednesday, by Secretary Spence.

! Hon. Mr. Biggs Protests.

After the offer was formally read by Mr. Godfrey, a rather demonstrative
protest was made by Hon. S. C. Biggs, in that gentleman’s most approved and
well-know style, against its acceptance, unless Mr. Buchanan went out muz-
zled by a condition that he would neither argue against the Ross referen-
jdum nor indulge in any “denunciation” of the Ontario government. In this
he was supported by Secretary Spence.

Mr. Godfrey said that he was instructed by the committee which he repre-
sented not to attempt to argue the matter or to coax the alliance to accept
the offer, as they had fought the question of free speech over on Tuesday and
Wednesday. 'They would either have to accept Mr. Buchanan with his lips
absolutely untrammelled or refuse.

At this, Hon. 8. C. Biggs had a pressing engagement elsewhere. Secretary
Spence collapsed, and Mr. Buchanan was appointed one of the alliance or-
ganizers forthwith.

Rev. Dr. Courtice Speaks Out.

An exciting debate upon the Ross prohibition bill was then precipitated.
Rev. Dr. Courtice declared that he had been the victim of a deliberate breach
;of faif,!-\ on the part of Hon. G. W. Ross, vice-president of the alliance. Pre.
mier Ross had written him two letters, in which he had pledged himself to
(have the referendum taken on certain conditions, and the clauses in the bill
on the points in question were the exact opposite of what Premier Ross had
promised. Premier Ross had violated both his public and private pledges.
Under these conditions, he considered the time had come for the alliance to
send a deputation to see where Mr. Whitney, the leader of th opposition,
stood.

Rev. Dr. Courtice advised the executive to immediately repudiate the bill
and to advise the prohibitionists of Ontario to ignore’ the Ross referendum
and concentrate their energies upon the’ government which had betrayed them.

Spence Leans to Ross.
Secretary Spence, having recovered his breath, raised a technical point.
It was that the executive having issued a manifesto, calling upon the prohi-
bitionists of the province at large to assemble in a provincial convention, on
Tuesday, Feb. 25, to decide upon a policy, nothing should be done in relation
to it until the convention had spoken. i

Rev. Dr. Courtice said that it was his intintion to see the leader of the op-
position forthwith, and to invite other prohibition friends to accompany him.

This was warmly applauded.

Secretary Spence begged that this statement of Rev. Dr. Courtice should
be treated as purely informal, and that he be instructed not to place anything
of it in the records. Rev. Dr. Courtice acceded, and said that he would act
entirely on his own responsibility.

Against the Referendum.

G. F. Marter, M.L.A., said that he would not raise his hand, give a mo-
ment of time or a dollar of money to a referendum campaign on the basis of
Wednesday’s- bill.

On motion, these three resolutions were adopted, by acclamation, condem-
natory of the bill. The first declared against the general election majority
standard, and called for a constitutional majority basis. .

The second protested against a special election being held, and favored
the vote being taken at the same time as the municipal elections next
January. :

The third was: “That it will bé the duty of prohibitionists in the coming
campaign to oppose any member of the legislature who supports the unfair
conditions of the proposed referendum.”

Rev. L. H. Wagner made a mild protest against the third motion.

The executive passed an order that Secretary Spence send a copy of the
resolutions to Premier Ross and all the other members of the legislature.

PRINGE. HENRY [N ENGLAND

Stopped for a Few Hours Yesterday
at Southampton to Meet Ger-
man London Embassy.

LEFT AT THREE FOR CHERBOURG

Arrived There Shortly After Eight,
and Again Headed for New
York at Nime.

Southampton, Feb. 16.—The Kron-
prinz Wilhelm arrived here this morn-
ing. Prince Henry’s voyage to Emng-
land was uneventful.

The Kronprinz Wilhelm proceeded
slowly from Bremer Haven down the
Weser, under a cloudless sky and
amidst cheers from the people lining
the shore. The Prince and his suite
walked up the upper deck with some
of the other passengers. Later Prince
Henry proceeded to the bridge, where
he held a long conversation with the
captain of the steamer, and showed
the greatest interest in all the details
of the ship.

The Prince, with his suite, appeared
at dinner, occupying a table in an al-
cove of the general saloon. During the
meal the band played German and Am-
erican airs. The Prince's table natur-

of the other passengers, but
Henry did not seem to mind this. After
dinner the Prince spent an hour in the
smoking room.

He was up early this morning, walk-
ing the deck. In the course of the
conversation to-day he again express-
ed the pleasure he feels at visiting the
United States, and added: ‘““Why, the
last man I shook hands with on Ger-
man ground was an American.”

At about 10.30 this morning the isle
of Wight and the forts of Portsmouth
were sighted. It was a day of glorious
sunshine.

Here the North German Lloyd steamer
company, contrary to the desire of
Prince Henry, had taken the most
elaborate precautions. The special train
from London, carrying passengers for
the Kronprinz Wilhelm, arrived at
Southampton at 11.30, but was not al-
lowed to proceed to the dock until the
steamship bearing the Prince had been
made fast. At 1 o’clock the dock
swarmed with policemen and detectives
and the steamship tickets of the South-
ampton passengers were repeatedly
scrutinized.

Prince Henry remained on the bridge
of the steamer until the members of
the German Embassy at London, who
came here to welcome himg went on
board.

BISHOP ON THE WAR.

| Anterican Urging Boers to Acknow-
i ledge Defeat.

| London, Feb. 16.—Bishop Hartzell,
lmccording to the latest mail advices
from the Cape, has been preaching
with great force to Dutch and English
congregations in Cape Colony on the
moral aspects of the whar, taking the
British side with almost passionate
carnestness, and appealing to the Boer
soldiers, after their heroic resistance,
to be brmave enough to acknowledige
defeat and desist from wwarfare which
could not be justified on the grounds
of expediency or necessity. The Am-
erican bishop also boldly predicted the
reunion of the warring races in South
Africa, almost as speedily as the North
and South had been drawn together
after the Cilvil War.

Maple Caramels.

To make maple caramels, take two
cups of coffee sugar, one cup of rich
cream, one cup of maple syrup, and if
you want your caramels ‘“‘chewy’” like
confectioner’s, add three-quarters of a
cup of glucose, which can be purchas-
at at wholesale confectioner’s.

Party Idolatry Foe to Reform.

W. W. Buchanan of Winnipeg ad-
dressed the congregation of Western
i Congregational Church yesterday
morning. He spoke from the text,
Prov. xviv., 11-12, showing the
teaching of Scripture with regard to
the course to pursue in the present
crisis in temperance reform. The
teaching of holy writ was that the
man who forebore to remove-a temp-
tation from his weaker brother was
responsible for his fall if it occurréd
in comsequence of that neglect. He
held that the way to remove the pit-
fall of the liquor traffic was to pro-
hibit its sale entirely. The oppor-
tunity was being given, and he urged
all to use their influence, money and
talents in the cause. He deprecated
the neutrality and lukewarmness of
80 many professing Christians, show-
ing that by the conditions of the re-
ferendum the man who stays at home
on election day not only does not sup-
port preohibition, but throws his influ-
ence against it.
The great obstacle to progress was
party idolotry, which, he declared,
was the foe to all reform. He be-
lieved it better to own the party and
use it for progress than let the party
own you. Men hesitated to support
the prohibitory measure for fear of
hurting the party. He urged all to
rise up and do their duty regardiess
of ovolitics.

_CHARTERED .ACCOUNTANT 'LEGIS-
LATION.

There was a largely attended meeting of
the members of the Instituté of Chartered
Accountants of Ontario held at the offices
of Messrs Jenkins & Hardy, Toronto-
street, on Saturday afternoon to consider
what action should be taken by the insti-
tute respecting an application to parHa-
ment, of which notice has been given, for
an act to incorporate an imstitute of char
tered accountants of North America.

The meéting was addressed at  some
length by several speakers, and a copy of
ihe proposed bill was read. It was poiuted
out that this bill, notwithstanding its In-
nocent appearance, would, in the eveat of
its beécoming law, result in a few years at
the furthest In the practical extinction of
the Ontario Institute and similar organiza-
tions in other provinces. The movement
had not been originated by chartered ac-
countants or by anyone atuthorized to speak
for them, and the opinlon was freely ex-
pressed that the motive of the promoters
in applying for this legiglation was to be-
come possessed of the title, ‘‘Chartered
Accountan®8,” without submitting them-
selves for examfination, and thus te ex-
propriate, with the sanction of parkament,
the reputation and standing which it has
taken the Ontario Institute 20 years of
time and incalculable personal effort to
build up. A regrettable feature of the
oevement was referred to with some feel-
ing by a number of those present, who
stated that among the supporters of the
bill were to be found three or four of the
older members who had personally urged
them and other non-practising accountants
to join the Ontario Institute in years gone
by, vet were deserting the ship now be-
cause membership was not restricted to
Jractising accountants, Corregpondence
read to the meeting indieated that the iny-
pression was sought to be conveyed in cer-
tain quarters that the chartered accoun-
tants favored the hill. was decided to
offer the most determined opposition (0
the measure, and a committee, consisting of
Meésers  Bddis, Hardy and Edwards, were
appointed to co-operate with the other lo-
cal institutes for their mutual protection.

CANCER RESEARCH FUND. ;

Which

Outlines of Scheme for
£100,000 is Required.

London, Feb. 16.—The scheme of in-
vestigation into the causes, nature 'and
treatment of cancer, for which a fund
of £100,000 is required, includes, aec-
cording to the British Medical Journal,
the following proposals : ?

First—To provide, equip, maintain or
endow laboratories to be devoted ex-
clusively to cancer research.

Second—To provide an honorarium
for the director of cancer research.

Third—To provide paid assistants to
the director and grants in aid of can-
cer research within the United King-
dom or in any part of the British Do-
minions beyond the seas.

Fourth—To assist in the development
of the cancer research department of
the Middlesex Hospital and of any oth-
er hospital where a special cancer de-
partment may be provided.

Fifth—To provide for the investiga-
tion of any method which may be sug-
gested from time to time for the pre-
vention, treatment or cure of cancer
and to arrange for the testing, under
proper supervision, of any so-called
remedy for cancer. ¢

Sixth—Generally to provide means
for systematic investigation into fthe
causes, prevention and treatment: of
cancer. !

UNDERGROUND IDEAS ARE INVOLVED

A Number of Interesting Engineer-
ing Difficulties Have Been 1
Dealt With. ’

Berlin, Feb. 16.—The new electric
railroad, which is partly elevated and
‘partly undergiound, was formally open-
{ed to-day. Imperial, State and muni-
!clpal authorities participated in the
; trial trip.

Like other great capitals, Berlin has |

| its own problem to solve of providing |
' for rapid transit and the prevention of |
congestion of passenger traffic in its'
streets. The railway opened yesterday
embodies both the ideas of an elevated
and underground line.

The main road of the system runs!
thru Berlin, from east to west, from
the Warsaw Bridge to the Zoological
Gardens. This is elevated on iron piers,
and in some places stone viaducts, and
corresponds with the elevated roads of |
{ New York; while there is a branch
| line about 1200 yards in length running
| 1o the Potsdamer Platz. ending in an

i underground terminal, the subway be-

ing similar in many respects to the
| tunnel now in course of construction in
| Manhattan.

A number of interesting engineering
difficulties have been dealt with. One
of these is a triangular switchback,
avoiding the crossing of tracks and al-
lowing trains to run back and forth
from west to north and north to east
and west to east, the switchback be-
ing double tracked thruout.

At several points there are very
sharp curves, and in fact the total
length of the curved portions of the
| road is 27 per cent. of the whole. The
| height of the elevated tracks is practi-
j cally determined by the fire depart-
{ ment regulations, and care has been
! taken to prevent water trickling down
on the streets below, a lining of sheet
iron and a layer of gravel between the
ties and girders serving as a roof for
the street below and deadening the
noise.

There are 13 stations, 10 for the ele-
vated portion and three for the under-
ground. The largest 1s at the terminal |
at the Warshauer Bridge.

The rolling stock starts with 42 motor
cars and 21 trailers, the motors seating .
40 and the trailers 60 passengers. The
trains will usually have a headway of
five minutes.

Mr. Chamberlain’s City Honor.

Mr. Chamberlain’s reception at the
Guildhall on Thursday was almost as
enthusiastic as whs Beacons-
field’s and Salisbury's when thev came
back from Berlin, to bring what was
called “Peace with honor.”

There is, unfortunately, no peace
now. The war which Mr. Chamber-
lain declared to be over eighteen
mienths ago has not lbeen affected by
that declaration, but Mr. Chamber-
tain’s political opponents do not grudge
him the honor which the City of Lon-
don has conferred upon him.

His efficiency  in business and skill
in debate are admitted by those who
have least sympathy with his diplo-
matic methods and his controversial
style.

Except, perhaps, the Chancellor of
the Exchequer, who does his work
without fuss, Mr. Chamberlain is the
strongest man in the government.

Those who consider that the war was
inevitable naturally make him their
hero. The Common Council {is the
only unreformed corporation in the
country that does not represent public
opinion in England, or even in London,
but the war is popular within the
city.

The city would rather see Mr. Cham-
berlain at the Colonial Office than at
the Treasury.

Helped By Foreign Ahuse,

What, however, conduces more than
"rm,\'thinr: else to Mr. Chamberlain’s
popularity at the present moment is
the abuse of the European, especially
the German, press,

Englishmen claim an almost unlim-
ited right of criticism of their own
statesmen, but. when foreigners single
out a particular Englishman for vi-
tuperation, they do him the greatest
possible service with his own people.

Mr. Chamberlain knows this -well
and has taken the fullest possible ad-
vantage of it.

On Thursday, however, much to his
credit, he was less egotistical than
usual, .

His tribute to the army will be
unanimously supported by all' parties
and all classes in Great Britain.

His rhetorical reference to the oppo-
sition as an insignificant minority is
rather absurd., in face of the fact
that thev polled nearly half of the
votes recorded at the last general elec-
tion.

A more sorious error was his slight-
ing reference to the Boer leaderg as
men whose company was not- desired
in South Africa.

Mr. Chamberlain, like other people,
has the defects of his qualities. His
energy is not accompanied by tact,
but he may fairly claim that the ma-
jority of his countrymen are in his
favor.

The City of London has bestoweqd its
freedom upon distinguished men_ on
both sides of politics, including Mr.
Gladstone., when Mr. Chamberlain was
his colleague.

It is essential to our indépendence as
a nationality that we should continue to
hold the railways we have and that we
should extend the Intercolonial Rail-
way system, and take some means to
prevent the control of our railways
passing into the hands of the great Am-
erican corporations. I am not afraid to
say that I am in favor of nationalizing
the whole railway system of this coun-
try. There is no other way out of the
transportation difficulty, and I am risk-
ing my whole political future, whatever
it may be, on that policy.

Mr. Cowan: What do you mean by
nationalization?

Mr. Maclean : That the state should
own the railways as the state owns the
railways in Russia, France, Austria,
Hungary, and in our sister colonies of
Australia and New Zealand.

Mr. Cowan: The same as we own
the Intercolonial Railway?

Mr. Maclean : Exactly?

Mr. Clarke: And run them as the
Intercolonial is run?

Mr. Maclean : Not necessarily. That
is a very glib argument, but there is
no connection between the nationaliza-
tion and the maladministration of rail-
ways. On that point I will have some-
thing further to say later on.

I submit that there is no way of
maintaining our nationality other than
by nationalizing our railways. There
is no other solution of the transporta-
tion question. Lord Salisbury said the
other day that there was no great diplo-
matic issue to-day which did not turn
on the railway question. They were all
transportation -questions. All this
trouble in South Africa is really noth-
ing but a railway question. It arose
out of Cecil Rhodes' dream of a rail-
way from the Cape to Cairo. The root
of all the worry in South Africa to-
day is that railway question.

Mr. Bourassa :° Hear, hear.

Mr. Maclean: And there is nmo solu-
tion of this question other than state
ownership. The argument is often used
that government ownership necessarily
involves an immense system of corrup-
tion and maladministration. I say
that does not follow, and if there should
be corruption it would be nothing to the
corruption which is rampant in this
and every other country where the
great railway corporations exercise
their influence. Whenever the proposal
is made that we should extend the In-
tercolonial system, we are told that the
people of Canada are corrupt. I resent
that charge. It is not the people, but
the rich men connected with the large
corporations who are corrupt, and who
deo the corrupting. It is the railway
corporations who are corrupt, and it is
their corruption which is to be feared.

Now, another thing—and it is in line
with what I said before—is that we
should begin this work of nationaliza-
tion in this country by taking over the
telegraphs, and telephones and the par-
cel and express systems of this coun-
try. And I am surprised that the gov-
ernment, after all that they have said
about this matter, after all that their
friends have said in ‘their'‘newspapers
and in other ways, have not come down
this year with a proposition for the
nationalization of the telegraph system
of Canada. There is provision made
for it in the law,,and it can be done
easily. And, with the system nation-
alized ‘it can be worked cheagly and
well in connection with the’ postoffice.

Mr. Sproule : The Minister of Pub-
lic Works (Hon. Mr. Tarte) is against
it.

Mr. Maclean: No. |

Mr. Sproule : Yes.

Mr. Maclean: Well, I will leave him
to speak for himself. We can easily
make the experiment in connection with
the telegraph and telephone systems as
they have done in England in connec-

Mr. Clarke : That is right.

Mr. Maclean : And if it is right in
connection with these things, it is right
in connection with the railways and oth-
er great means of transportation.: The
great thing in connection with the na-
tionalization of railways is that wher-
ever it has been tried it has succeeded,
and wherever theyv have nationalized
portion of the railways they are carrying
out the nationalization of them all.
And, if other countries have done it,
we can do it. It is no compliment to
our people for any one to say that we
are not able to do what other countries
have done. We have as high a class of
people, and I hope we have as high a
class of public men.

It is
time that we did something to try to
prevent it.

Now, I would like for a moment,
having dealt 'with the gquestion of
public ownership and the growth of
corporations, to refer to one or two
things that have come up in the de-
bate this afternoon, before I touch an-
other point.

They were to wipe the National Policy
off the face of the earth; they were
to give us free trade, as it is in Eng-
land. Did they do either of these
things? No; they adopted the Na-

‘tional Policy, and when they adopted

it. the people at once saw that the
country was not to be overturned;
that the Liberals would not do what

they had threatened to do. Thus,there
was, at last, a united people in favor

of the National\ Policy and favor
of the development of the country.
That is why the country is prosperous
to-day. It is because you did not do
what you said you would do, it is
because you did not carry out the
threats you made; it is because you
adopted the National Policy of Sir

Jchn A. Macdonald, which I am de-
fending to-day.
True Poliey for Empire,
Now, I wish for a moment to direct
the attention of the House to the re-

lations between Canada and the em-
pire. The Prime Minister this after-
noon referred to the sending of the

last contingent in a way that was not
satisfactory to me, and that I do not
think will be satisfactory to the people
of this country. All the justification
he had for it was to say that he had
allowed enlistments to take place in
this country. Well, I do not think that
stattment will be satisfactory to our
peoples I do not think it will create
much of a furore in the Old Country
in our favor. I would like to have
seen Canada pay for that contingent,
and send it as a free gift to the
Motherland. Hon gentlemen on the
other side say that if we wish to make
a contribution to England, if we wish

to show our regard to the Mother-
land, the way to do it is by giving
a trade preference. Now, I disagree

with them entirely on that peint. My
idea is that the daughter state ought

to recognize the Mother Country by
standing by her in her hour of trial
until the last dollar is spent, and in

sending troops and men if necessary.
A trade preference is -not a contribu-
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'Ucm to the empire, it i8 a contribu-
jtion to the manufacturers and work-
jingmen of England at the expense of
ithe manufacturers and workingmen
lof Canada.

Mr. Clarke: To the manufacturers
and workingmen of Germany.

Mr. Maclean : And also to the manu-
facturers of Germany, who come in by
way of England. When hon. gentle-
men say they have discharged their
duty to the empire by ' giving the
Motherland that trade preference, and
that consequently they were justified
in sending the contingent over c.o.d.,
I take issue with them on both those
points. 1 say it is just the other way:
The contingents should be sent as a
free gift, and there should have been
no trade preference unless Canada got
a trade preference of a similar charac-

ter in return. But the empire to-
day is being gradually welded to-
gether. Great Britain is passing to-

day thru a crisis, but the empire is
-gradually growing together. The peo-
ple are looking forward to some kind
of new movement, to some kind of
new Imperial policy. Now, what is
that new Imperial policy to be? If
there is one thing that is forcing it-
self upon the attention of the people
of the whole empire, whether in Great
Britain, or in Canada, or in Australia,
it is that the empire must no longer
be exploited for trade purposes by
outside and hostile nations. That is
something that is coming lLome to the
people of the empire from one end of
it to the other, and most ¢f all it is
coming hcme to the people of England,
to the people of Canada, to the people
,of Australia—that the empire is not
to be exploited any longer for trade
purposes in favor of the workinginen
and capitalists of the United States.
That is the great fact that is com-
ing home to the people of the empire
whether in the old ‘land or in Can-
ada, and it is the people of Canada
who have léed the way in that re-
spect.

Now the great argument is that the
empire is to be Americanized, and Mr.
Stead has led in advancing that argu-
ment in a book which he issucd re
cently. He holds out that the em-
pire is being Americanized in various

ways, and it is in danger of being
Americanized, it is in danger
of being exploited for the
benofit of the American peo-

ple, of\ the American workingmen and
‘the American farmers and capitalists.
There i8 only one thing that is to pre-
vent it, and what is that? I have
made the suggestion before that I make
now, I think it is a practical sug-
gestion, and it is this : That the Cana-
dian system of National Policy should
be expanded into an Imperial policy
for the whol¢ empire. It will mean
a revolution in the fiscal policy of the
Old Land. But they have asked us
to make suggestions, and I am tak-
ing the liberty of making this sug-
gestion, that the people of the Old
Land should change their fiscal policy
and adopt what we have found here to
be equal to the occasion. We say to
them : Your country will not be ex-
ploited, the empire will not be Ameri-
canized, if you will adopt this system.
1 have some hope that they will do so.
I believe if the suggestion is made to
them, fif the right hon. gentleman
when he is asked to make suggestions
next June, i he is true to his coun-
try, if he is true to the policy that
he is carrying out here to-day, he will
suggest to them that the National
Policy, which has succeeded in Canada
is applicable to the empire and will
suceeed tor the empire, and will build
it up in the same way. Now, it may
mean a great many changes. It may
mean that England shall adopt cus-
toms duties, it may mean that Eng-
land will have to adopt a system of

export duties, rebates, reciprocal
treaties, some of which she has al-
ready. It may. mean that she will
have to adopt reciprocity in tariifs,

and it may mean that she will have
to adopt all the things that protec-
tive nations have adopted. But if she
does adopt them she will find that
they will hold the empire together, and
they will keep it from being exploited
by those hostile nations, and there is
no other way of doing it.
Crotection the T'rue Poliey.

There is no other solution for the
problem but for the empire to adopt
some Kind of protection, some sys-
tem like the one we have here in
Canada to-day. That protective sys-
tem, that parental system, call it what
you may, has succeeded in the United
States. It has made the United States

The contrary is true, and with the
growth of civilization the responsibili-
ties and duties of government in-
crease. Leave trade alone? No. As
civilization increases the responsibili-
ties of government increase, and you
must do more and more for your
country and not leave trade alone. The
law with all these nations i{s a law of
enlightened selfishness, and that law
must govern the empire, if the empire
is to hold its own. The empire must
find means of adopting an Imperial
policy on the lines which have been
adopted in this country. The best
proof of that system is that in the
United States, where protection has:
been adopted, and where it has been
carried out to the largest extent, it
has resulted in two things. It has
cheapened production and it has built
up the country in a way that enables
it to antagonize every other country
in the world. If that is so, surely the
time has come when the empire must
adopt the protective system. A great
result will follow from the adop-
tion of the protective principle by the
empire, and what is it? The moment
the empire adopts the principle of

protection and encourages trade be-
tween = the different dections of
the empire, that moment will
the empire be treated bet-

ter by these hostile nations.I do not say
that we can teach the Americans a
lesson by giving them a reciprocity of
tariffs, but I believe they will learn
something if some such treatment is
accorded to them, and the first thing
you will see is that the moment the
American nation finds the English mar-
ket refused to it and a preference given
to Canadian products, it will treat the
British empire in a very different way.
You give the Canadian farmer a pref-
erence in the English market and keep
out the American farmer, and the lat-
ter will assuredly check the tail twist-
er of the Eastern States. The Ameri-
cans will change their whole attitude to
the Motherland and the empire. The
moment a protective system is adopted
from one end of the empire to the other,
we will see the attitude of the Ameri-
cans towards the Motherland and to-
wards this country greatly changed,and
changed in the interest of the empire
and of Canada. If that is the case, if
the government of to-day is actually
carrying out the principle of protection,
if the attention of the country is call-
ed in the Speech from the Throne to
the facot that the Prime Minister has
been asked to go over to the Mother-
land to take part in the coronation
ceremonies and offer suggestions there,
the Prime Minister is bound, when he
goes over this coming summer, to say
that the reason why Canada to-day is
prosperous, as we have been told it is

Rev. Arthur H. Baldwin of All Saint¢’,
One of the Most Popular
Toronto Preachers.

PRESENT CHURCH DATES FROM 1874

Rector a Torontonian Who Gradu-
ated at Oxford and Preached for
Some Time in England.

All Saints’ Church, situated at the
corner of Sherbourne-street and Wil-
ton-avenue, is not the most pretentious
edifice in Toronto. It has a high-point-
ed roof and cold and unornamented
walls, while the building within is bar-
ren of anything which would brighten
up the general outlines. The seats are
hard and cushionless, uncomfortable
almost.

Outside of his own church he is one of
the most popular ministers in Toronto.
Charitable in all things and liberal in
his views, he is respected by even
those from whom he differs. He takes
a strong position against the prohibi-
tion of the sale of liquor, on the ground
that it interferes with personal liber-
ties and is unnecessary for the better-
ment of the morals of the people.

Rev. Arthur H. Baldwin is an old
Toronto boy. He was born in 1840,
and was educated at Upper Canada
College and Trinity College. In 1836
he took his degree at Oxford Univer-
sity, England. He was ordained dea-
con in York minster by Archbishop
Thompson, was priested by Archbishop
Browne, Bishop of Ely, and subse-
quently ordained curate of Luton in

Bedfordshire. In 1868 he came back
to Canada and was made curate of St.
Thomas' Church, Belleville. Coming to
Toronto in 1872, he took in charge the
little flock of All Saints’, which met
then in a small plaster-covered build-
ing at the rear of the present edifice.
Soon the growth in numbers made
enlargements necessary, but the addi-
tions were twice made and the build-
ing proved quite inadequate, ‘and the
present- church - building was erect-
ed in 1874. A large and commodious
school-house was erected two years
later.

Rev. Mr. Baldwin has been rector
ever since the practical formation of a
congregation. During his incumbency
the congregation has exhibited most
rapid growth, and with all his people
Mr. Baldwin is exceedingly popular.
The church is absolutely free to all,
and the attendance is always large.

In 1892 the present church organ was
installed, improvements were made on
the chancel two years ago, and the
young ladies now have in hand a plan
for the erection of a new reredos be-
hind the altar. The receipts last year
were about $12,000, and besides con-
tributing largely to missjonary enter-
prises, the congregation support a cot
in Grace Hospital. The choir is a sur-
pliced one, composed of men and boys,
under the leadership of W. E. Fair-
clough, F.C.O.

Speech at Liverpool Liberal
Demonstration Friday.

OPPOSES A PARLIAMENT AT DUBLIN

Says Question Will Need the Energy
and Patriotism of Both
Great Parties.

Liverpool, Feb. 15.—Lord Rosebery
received a tremendous ovation at the
great Liberal demonstration last even-
ing. His lengthy speech, the principal
one of the evening, was attentively re-
ceived and heartily applauded. He
failed to throw any fresh light on' the
war situation, but he strongly em-

phasized his hostility to the Irish party

and his desire to utterly alienate It:
from the Liberal camp, |

During his remarks, Lord Rosebery |
said that the greatest change in heart
and head undergone during his five
years' absence from public life was in|
regard to the ‘Irish problem.: Mr.|
Gladstone’s bills were dead and. buried,
tho that statement cast no reflection |
on the great statesman who origin-|
ated them. The Irish party had now |
dndignantly repudiated any connection |

they had acted wisely. It was both!
to their interests and to those of the
Liberal party. The Irish leaders had
played their full hand. They had de- |
manded an independent parliament in
Dublin, and, thereupon, he had cried,

said:
“I am not prepared, at any time, or
under any circumstances,

sane person would ever

situated in the very heart of the em-
pire, to a parliament controlled by
those who have expressed the earnest
wish that we might be overthrown in
battle. The Irish question is too large
for any one party. It will need the
energy and the patriotism . of both
great parties to deal therewith.
