Ottawa, Ont., May 8. — (S8pecial)—
Hon. David Mills, Justice of the Su-
preme Court, died at 10.30 o'clock this
evening from the bursting of a blood
vessel, Death was very sudden. He
gat on the bench in the Supreme

Court this. morning.
pefore medical aid could be summoned,
Justice Mills moved to Ottawa a few
months ago. The family survivors
are the widow, sons, Walter Mills, bar.
rister, of Ridgetown, and David, and

one daughter.
¢la School Parliamentarian.

Justice Mills was one of the old
school of parliamentarians. He had an
admiration, amounting to a passion,
for the British Constitution, and his
constitutional speeches were not of
the dry-as-dust variety, but illumin-
ated by history and philosophy. A cer-

tain similarity of taste and talent
‘created a swong liking between him
and the late Sir Oliver Mowat, and he
was associated with Mr, sMowat in the
Outario boundary case about 20 years
@go. The announcement ot his death
proke up a little gathering or rress

Gallery men in the Parliament Build-
ings, and all recalled that he had been
connected with the press, and had re-
mained to the day of his death a
staunch friend of the newspaper men,

One of ihe Old Guard,

He was one of the old guard that gave
a strong individuality to Ontario
Liberalism in the years when the party
outlook seemed blackest- His was onhe
of the names most frequently quated
by Liberal enthusiasts. A man @ of
spotless character, a well'known au-
thority on constitutional law and withal
a fine sympathetic public spirit, he was
a formidable personality to bring in=-
to prominence before the people.

Law was sacred in the sight of
Hon. David Mills. When the Liberal
party caught the Conservative govern-
ment on the Manitoba school question
deference to law causzd Mr. ‘Mills to
waver on the issue when the party
interést plainly pointed the other way.
He wrote a letter mildly upholding the
remedial bill, for which act he was
defeated in Bothwell in- the elections of
1896,

Not Long Inactive,

The party did not allow him to remain
longin inactivity. He was called to
the' Senate, becoming leader of that
ony as Minister of Justice upon the
retirement of Sir Oliver Mowat. This
portfolio he continued to hold until he
retired to the Supreme Court bench.

Hon. David Mills had good literary
ability and was_ a contributor to many
of the foremost magazines,
He wrote poetry occasionally,
and one of . his great lights
was to surround himself with a group of
yovng friends im the drawing room eof the
Russell House and read jpassagss from fa-
vcrite poews. This fondness for jyoung
people was characteristic of the man, who
1s gone. University College, Toronto, wil
mill the kindly face of Hon. Dayid Mills,
An many university stud s he fhowed a
kindly perzonal interest, a1ftel e had
gone upon the \Snprr-uw Con ch,

As a Speaker,

In parliament Hon. David Mille was not
a fluent or a magnetic speaker. He wus
prone to cling to a subjoct until be nad
exhausted it, but there was never any
question as to the strength of his argu-
ment.

No pwyblic man in Canada had purer 'ao-
tives than Hon, David Mills, Ilis weakness
was his disinclination to look for luipro-
per motives in other men. He Jdid not
kuow the world. He saw nothing but the
good side of everything.

An interesting pérsonality was Hon.
David Mills. In trouble as in happy mo~d
he wore a plessant smile. Of iate years
he had shown sizns of advancing intirinty.
Hig step lost its elasticity, his shoulders
uo Jonger showed the museular set that
marked his carviage in middle life.

Iliness of 2 Years AgO,

Two years ago Mr, Mills was se:zed with
a faintin gspell in tront of the Ruszell
Touse. H~ never entirely recovezred from
the apopletic sefzure and it has leng been
known to his most entimate friends that
life hung by a slender thread.

When the commission of eminent furjsts
was proposed in connection with the
Aaskan boundary early this winter Hon.
David Mille was con#{/ered by the Domin-
™ government as  geed man to represent
Coanada, He was disqualified on tae
prineiple that the Driish omine~s
should have apen minds in regard to the
rival claimg of Britain and the
Stateg, Mr. Mil's had digsenssed the ques-
tion in The Quarterly Review, and in that
article he had eommitted himself cm some
important phases of the question.

Sketeh of His Life,

Hon. David Mills was horn in the Town-
ship of Orfcrd, Kegt County, Ont., March
1R, 1831 He \\;ur scended from FPuritan
and U, K. Loyalisd ancestors. He received
h education at tie lo al s-hools and at
the Uniy ity of Michivan, and received
his LL.B. in 1855. He began [iie as
school teacher Subsgeqiently he was ap-
pointed superintendent of schools for the
County of Kent, un oft.ce wh'ch he continu-
ed to fill until 1865. Two years after he
waw retiorned for Bothwell 10 the House of
Commons, and held a seat in thot bedy
from the commencement o fthe first paria-
ment in 1867 nntil the general eleetion of
1852, when he waz improperly deprived of
his seat by a judgment of the sSuprem”s
Court of (‘anada for one sesgion,

Reseated by the Courts,

He was later rescated by the courts, and
continued t« esent the oo u.‘lﬁ’unnnj} up
to the gvne letion of 18096, when he
was defeated by James Claney, a Conserva-
tive

THEIR DUTY TO THE PUBLIO,

Of late years the corporation-owned
newspaper has made its appearance.
It is organized to serve the Interests
of the corporations. In the disguise of
a public servant it goes forth to serve
the interests that created it.

It may be possible for a corporﬁlon-
owned newspaper to serve the inter=

ests of the public when those interests
are threatened by the corporation.
This question is for the people to de-
cide, and they should be placed in a. po~
i sition to decide. It is the plain duty
of a corporation-ownéd pewspaper that
is advocating corporate interests to
take the people into its_confidence, and
show to what extent it is related to
those interests.

The Grand Trunk Pacific Railway is
a gigantic project. No one questions
the motives of gthe men who are pro-
moting it, even tho those men ire
financially interested in friendly news-
papers. But the people should not be
asked to form opinions as to the zp~
plication of the Grand Trunk Pacffic
lRallway on advice which may or may
lnot be disinterested. They 'have a
right to know the facts that will en-
able them to decide whether they wiil
or will not be guided by the advice
of a corporation-owned newspaper.

Some of the capitalists who are
promoting the Grand Trunk Pacific
Rallway are financially interested in
! The NToronto Globe and The Toronfo
| Star. | These newspapers owe it to the
people“to frankly explain the nature of
that relationship. The conduct of fhe
individuals who occupsy these dual po-
sitions is not related "to the question.
It is the corporation-owned newspapers
in their professions of lovalty to public
interests that are now confronted with
the duty of explaining their connection
with capitalists who are promoting the
Grand Prunk Pacific Railway.

Montreal, May 8.--8ir Wm. Mulock and
Fon. Mr. Prefontaine have failéd to bring
about a settlement of the troubles between
thie striking longshoremen and the Moutreal
shippers. The Ministers have left no stoue
unturned to accomplish the object of their
miesion, and it is understood tbat $ir Wil-
liam Mulock sympathizes with the men,
wkile Mr. Prefontaine sides with the c¢cm-
plcyers.

After consuiting all day the shippers in-
formwed the Ministers that they would go
so far as to give Lhe preference of all va-
cancies to old wmen. This . was. prohably
mcant for union men, but they absolutaly
refused to recognize anything like the in-
ternational Union. :

2000 Addressed by Ministers,

This evening tne 2000 strikers aad a moet.
ing to discuss the situation and the Mius-
ter of Marine, Postmaster-General and Mr.

600D ROADS BILL KNOCKED OUT

Measure Fathered by Donald Suther-
jand Not Endorsed—Papers
in Sh-nimntnel.l. ¢

Second rearing of several public and

' private bills engrossed the attention of

the legislature yesterday. It was a dull

day, not a bregze disturbing the quiet
of the assembly.

Dr. Barr moved the second reading
of his bill to amend the assessment act,
which provides that township councils
may pass bylaws to have the assess-
ment madg every two years, In -many
townships there was practically no
change from year to year and a yearly
assessment was unnecessary.

Mr. Gibson had no objection to the
bill going to the committee, but he
thought the inconvenience of having
the assessment taken once a year
would be offset by the inconvenience
of having the assessment oftener,

Mr. Lackner's bill to amend the muni-
cipal act provides for the appointment
of commissioners to look after the sew-
age system. is bill to amend the
municipal waterworks act provides
that the commissioners hold office for
two years. The same princ.ple applies
to his bill to amend the municipal light
and heat act.” The bills were read a
seconl time.

Election of High School Trustees,

Dr. Barr moved the second reading
of his bill to amend the high school
act to provide for the election of trus-
tees by ballot. The Minister of Edu-
cation did not notice any great demand
for the change, but the bill went on to
the Legislation Committee.

Mr. Sutherland sought to have the
act for the improvement of public high-
ways amended by giving the super-
vision of the work to the county coun-
cils instead of the Commissioner of
Public Works. Mr. Pattullo, who has
made a study of the good roads' ques-
tion, believed that the proposal .would
result in the money appropriated for
county reads being frittered away, and
some of the occupants of the govern-
ment benches cried: ‘“Hear, hear.”

The Premier asked that the bill be
withdrawn and piomised that he would
bring down a bill next week to im-
prove the act.

Mr. Whitney complained of,the oper-
ation of the present” bill and said it
would lead courfty councils into end-
less litigation.

Mr, Sutherfand declined to withdraw
the bill and it was declared lost on
division.

Mr. Clarke declares that the numer=-
ous theories that have found their way
east concerning alleged dissatisfaction
existing among the colonists with Mr.
Barr is idle talk. But all the talk about

Rev. Mr. Barr fleecing the colonists,
whom he brought over, is untrue he
says.

Colonists Are Fine Lot

“I want to give the man credit for
what he has done,” says Mr, Clarke,
“and he has done more for the good
of immigration in the Northwest in a
few months than the government with
its policy and methods has done in
years. Mr, Barr has brought out some
1900 colonists. The men are a sturdy
first-class lot, very intelligent, snd
ready and quick to learn. There has
been some talk about the colonists be-
ing unwilling to accept advice. I didn’t
find it so. On the contrary, they ‘vere
glad to listen fo anyone who could
tell them what would be best for them
to do, and were.thankful for the ad-
vice tendered. I doubt i a finer pody
of people than Mr. Barr's colouists
could be found in Toronto, and I'm a
Toronto man and think there’'s no
place like it. ;

Is a Hard Worker,

“Mr. Barr himself is a hard con-
scientious worker, thoroly honest, and
the settlers 6we much to him. Of
course he did not go into the venture
out of pure philanthropy, but any
money he made was made honestly
from commissions received from the
steamship people, the railroads and
other legitimate sources. He did nét
in any way attempt te make money
out of the settlers- Indeed, it was
owing to his foresight an¥ common
sense methods that they weré un-
doubtedly saved from being greatly
imposed upon out there. He had made
all, arrangements beforehand for sup-
plies for the colonists, which they ob-
tained at reasonable prices. If it had
not been for that, the’ settlers would
have been forced to deal with other
persons who would have taken advant-
age of the great demand, as it exceed-
ed the supply, to <harge exorbitant
rates. In ordering supplies, be believes
in erring as to ordering too much
rather than too little.

Doesn’t Mind fthe Newspapers.

“Rev. Mr. Barr told me that he did
not care whether the newspapers abus-
ed him or not. He was too busy work=-
ing night and day attending to the
affairs of the colonists to bother answ=
ering their charges. Rev. Mr. Lloyd,
who accompanies ihe colonists as a
spiritual adviser, has: not the slight-
est intention of trying to supplant Mr.
Barr as head of the colony, as has
been reported. Rather, he told the
colonists that Mr., Barr ~was doing
everything that could be done for
them, and he was quite satisfled with
the state of affairs.

“Mr. Barr also had a Mospital tent
fixed up and at a small cost those
who are ill have the attendance of
trained nurses and regular physicians.
The colonists would be IJost without
him.

“Mr. Barr has done a great deal of
good for Canada. Mr. Speers, the
government agent, rendered him wvalu~
able assistance, but it is to Mr. Barr
that the credit really belongs.”

Tried and Found True,

Mr. Clarke will make another trip to
the west shortly. He is a firm be-
liever in its future, as he has been
for years past. He does not consider
there is a “boom’” on. The :country
has simply been tried and found true.
It has passed all experimental stages.
People “know what results they can
expect, and have the confidence aris-
ing from that belief.

weeks ago. A C.P.R. official said that
his road was at no incgnvenience in
handling freight, but that the G.T.R
was having difficulty. And a G.T.R.
official was equally positive that whiie
everything was working smootaly and
weil with them, the C.P.R. was suffer-
ing from an overplus of freight to deal
with.

He told of
the residents of the towns alqng the
border appealing for this supply, bu
it was not until the gas was nearly
exhausted that the prevsaiion was
put into force. He flung a few caus
#ic observations at the member Idr
South HEssex, and when he was finish-
ed Mr. Auld had a hearing. After
accusing his fellow Besexite of talk-

tng too much gas he observed : “The
natural gas all belongs to the south
riding of Essex, and I'm here as their
representative.”

If He Deoesn’t Go There or Send

Money Big Strike May Collapse.

Lowell Mass., May 8.—It is becoming
evident that Samuel Gompers, presi-
dent of the American- Federation of
Labor, will be obliged to come to Low-
ell or have his failure to do so interpre-
ted as due to a lackiof interest in sup-
porting the strike now going on in the
cotton mills. Matters appear to have
reached such a state that the support
of the American Federation of Labor
alone will maintain the rhorale of the
striking operatives.

Dissatisfaction with the amounts of
strike benefits realized is expressed hy
both mule spinners and loom fixers,who
furnish the backbone of the strike
movement. Neither organization has
received the full benefit of $56 a week
'The amount realized has, it is stated,
gone as low as $1 a week.

Under these circumstances the outlook
is toward the American Federation of

‘Labor, which, the operatives have been

assured, would pour money into Lowell
and leave no reason for any strikiog
operative going back to work. But no
American Federation of Labor money
has yet arrived, it is sald, and the fact
that President Gompers in the three
days he was in Boston could not get
time to run up to Lowell and give the
strikers a word of cheer before he went
back to Washington suggests that)for
some reason he did not wish to do so.
The Textile Council is in receipt of
continued contributions, but not enough
for its needs. The Aid Committee is
besieged with ,applications for help.

most of it. ‘Lue pulp companies do uot
replace. They strip away. A consid-
eration for their own futuré needs
would dictate the planting of either
seeds. or saplings; but so far as is
known, nope of the mill owners has
gone to the pains or expense of doing
this, slight as the work and small as
the cost would be.

Naturally, it does not greatly matter
to us as a people whether Newfound-
land loses its woods or keeps them;
but in so far as the wood supply of the
world is menaced by '‘these new-come
industries, it is the part of common
sense to exact an enforcement of the
forestry laws now operative in Europe,
tentatively begun in our own country
and needed everywhere, 'The timber of
Newfoundland, tho abundant, is not
large. It will not make the best of
planks or beams,but any spruce is good
enough for pulp, and there will be a
waste of miles unless someé provision is
made for cutting only the ripe trezs.

We should be sorry if Newfoundlanf
were deforested., as paris of this coun-
try have been. The removal of the
woods would affect the salubrity of its
climate and the peirmanence of its
springs and streams. We should be
glad of the co-operation of the province
in a general plan for more careful cut-
ting, for reforesting, for the avoidance
of fatal and wasteful fires. If the Am-
erican forests, which are our noblest
possession, are to be maintaired, com-
mon cause must be made against those

our own people, and in a strict sense
we are not going to do that; but the!

When asked what the attitude of the
Canadian Northern would be, Mr, Mac-
kenzie said:

“All that we want done is for the
policy announced by Minister Blair to
be carried out. The Minister of Ralil-
ways has €aid that it was the policy of
the government to separate the main
lines of road by from 40 to 50 miles. All
that we ask is that the Grand Trunk
Pacific be kept 40 miles away from us.”
