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THE

FOURTEENTH ANNUAL MEETING 4
or THE

MICMAC MISSIONARY SOCIETY
Was held on Monday evening, March 14th, 1801, in Granville 

Street Church, Halifax.

James F. Avery, Esq., in the Chair.
The meeting was opened by praise, and prayer by the Rev, 

Dr. Pryor.
The chairman briefly addressed the meeting.
The Report was read by Mr. Jas. Farquhar, the Secretary.
A collection was taken up in aid of the funds.
On motion of the Rev. Mr. Maxwell, seconded by R. N. 

Beckwith, Esq.,—
Resolved, That this meeting desires to acknowledge its gratitude to 

Almighty God for his goodness to the Missionary during the past four­
teen years, aud for that measure of success with which He has blessed 
his efforts, and resolved to increase its exertions in the spirit of Faith 
and Prayer, in the full hope that every Indian will have the offer of 
salvation, and be able to read the word of God in his own language.

On motion of Rev. Mr. McMurray, seconded by Charles 
Robson, Esq.,

Resolved, That this meeting, recognizing the importance of the mis­
sionary devoting all his energies to the great work to which he is called 
resolve to authorize and direct the Committee to contrive some method 
by which the funds for support of this Mission be collected by persons 
volunteering for that purpose, within the city of Halifax, and through­
out the province. °

On motion of tfye Rev. R. Murray, seconded by the Rev 
S. T. Rand,

Resolved, That the following persons be elected the officers of the 
Society for the ensuing year, with power to add to their numbers, See
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The Committee of the Nova Scotia Micmac Missionary 
Society beg respectfully to report to its members and friends. 
They have during the past year been called together 
eeive the letters of the Missionary, and counsel and direct him 
in his undertakings. Immediately after your last Annual 
Meeting they sanctioned two additional expenditures. First, 
for the election of an addition to the Missionary’s house, 
specially designed for teaching purposes. And second, for 
the publication of a tract was once printed in Micmac, now 
translated into Meliseet,—the language of the New Bruns­
wick Indians. The former, through the blessing of God, has 
been accomplished, and the cost to the fimds may be esti­
mated at about Two Hundred Dollars. The latter is also 
finished, though yet in the printer’s hands.

culinary work of the Missionary has been proceeded 
with during the year now closed, or rather since your last 
annual meeting. He has visited the Indians in several places, 
and respecting those visits we will enter more in detail. We 
may first give an item of Educational news, supplementing 
the information communicated in the previous re{)ort as to the 
number of Indians who can read and write.
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“1 a,m haPPy to report two additional Indians, youn» wo­
men, who can read, and have gone to school during the”past 
winter. One at Berwick has been instructed by Mrs. Dr. 
Masters m both reading and writing : the other has resided 
near Canar, and has attended school in that locality. Both 
belong to families of sober, industrious and friendly Indians. 
I copie have been quite surprised to see so many Indians put 
up houses, to live in instead of wigwams.

“One man who is mentioned in the report as having learned 
to read last winter has been living in New Brunswick since, 
somewhere near Memramcook. He came over to see me the 
other day and I was pleased to see how he had improved in 
nis reading. He had one or two books with him. He says
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the Indians would gather round him in numbers over there, 
«and listen with great attention while lie read to them. I read 
part of Exodus to him. lie says he would go fifty miles to 
get it as soon as we have it printed.

“ You will be pleased to learn that I lnave reason to hope 
that my ‘ Pundit’ is not without some serious thoughts of his 
future state, lie sometimes appears very much impressed. 
He is evidently pleased to listen to close and earnest exhorta­
tion to seek the Saviour, and told me one day that for one 
whole summer a few years ago he was so impressed with a 

of eternal realites that he could scarcely fix his thoughts 
on anything else.

“ Some of the Indians are annoyed at his aiding me, but i 
think it docs not greatly disconcert him.”
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In the month of June we have the following incident, which 
interest to the friends of the mission.may not be without some

“We have had a Protestant funeral among the Indians, and 
the first I ever attended. Ben’s youngest boy, a fine little 
fellow four years old, and named Silas after myself, was sick 
about a fortnight, and then died. We have all been pleased 
with the Christian spirit manifested by the mother, and are 
not without hopes that the father, poor fellow, has been made 
better by the event. He appears to be trying to amend, 
and we arc quite willing to hope and wait to sec whether 
he can endure. I had been to see them the forenoon of 
the day the child died, and prayed with them, a number of 
other Indians being present, and behaving with great decor­
um. About sundown the child died. According to their cus­
tom, the Indians gathered in .as it was expiring, Ben being 
absent. They commenced their prayers for the repose of its 
sovd. As soon as Ben came in, they desisted, and retired. 
Ben came to inform me of what had transpired, and to obtain 
something to attire the corpse. I went to the wigwam and 
found it deserted. 1 found the mother with her little son at 
the nearest wigwam. They immediately returned, and seemed 
greatly relieved when she saw us there. We remained mit:! 
her husband returned. She conversed freely and sensibly. 
She told us of the triumphant death of her little Harriet .it 
Truro some years ago. All through the trying scene till the 
burial she evidently felt keenly the treatment she received 
from the Catholic Indian neighbours, but there were no words 
of bitterness or reproach on her part. She said she could 
pity and pray for them, as she had been in the dark herself.
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have found it easy to introduce the subject of religion, and no 
difficulty in praying in Micmac, and do trust I have had access 
to God, and through Him to the hearts of the people. In 
fact for some weeks past I have felt as I never have before 
the utter inefficiency of all means unless accompanied by the 
Holy Spirit’s power ; and my cry to heaven night and day has 
been that the Almighty agency may be granted ; and though 
my faith is still weak, and I only ‘ see men as trees walking,’ 
yet does my hope sometimes approach to assurance that I shall 
soon see clearly. Sometimes the Saviour seems to draw near 
to me and say ‘ My presence shall go with thee and I will give 
thee rest.’ I feel assured that God will interpose for his name 
sake. I have looked long enough to man, I am determined 
now to look to God alone. Sometimes I feel almost glad that 
the broken reeds upon which I have leaned have snapped and 
pierced my hand. Excuse me if I thus write, but I write as I 
feel, and I have felt this sometime past that the battle has to 
be fought in heaven, that we must have power with God be­
fore we can obtain power with man. He alone can take the 
prey from the migldy and deliver the lawful captive. He is 
stronger than the strong man armed.

“ I visited an Indian family at the Kcjccmakoojik lake (be­
yond Kempt,) the other day. There is an Indian Reserve 
there, and the best Indian house, with one exception, I ever 
saw in Nova Scotia. The Indian has a barn, and keeps some 
stock ; read and expoftndcd and prayed in his house. Four 
Indians at Brookfield came to hear me preach. Met them all 
next morning at the boarding-house ; read and expounded 
John vi., aud prayed with them. One of them I had seen 
before, and was greatly interested in him. He told Mr. 
Smith, our host, he only wished he could see me often. Call­
ed and prayed with Pcnall’s family at Gold River. He was 
absent. His wife aud a host of children were present. She 
spoke of her troubles, I pointed her to Christ, and I found 
her wiping her eyes when I rose from my knees. Surely God 
has mercy in store for the Micmacs.”

While the Committee would thus exhibit the work of the 
Missionary—one extract may show the ground upon which 
he rests his hope of ultimate success.—It is the imperishable 
word of Jehovah.

I do see streaks of daylight in the east ; the dav-star is 
distinctly shining above the horizon, the harbinger of day. I 
do believe that the hour is coming, and now is come, when the
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(lead shall hear the voice of the Son of God, and they that 
hear shall live. And to my inmost soul there comes a voice

About the months of October and November the Missionary 
visited New Brunswick and has spent considerable part of the 
last months of the year there. From which place his 
are exceedingly interesting. We regret that want of 
the limits of this Report precludes the possibility of giving 
them entire. From Fredericton he wrote :
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a week-day, the silence of the Sabbath rests over the vil 
iage ; men, women and children, are pursuing their ordinary 
avocations, but doing so w ith sciions countenances ; giving 
evidence ol thoughtful hearts. A door of utterance is given" 
rheie is no trouble m speaking to them concerning their soul’s 
fnlln™10”* lrc® acÇess is given to their huts, and some will 

I® , t8 °f others’ evidently anxious to hear. 
Hitherto there has been no controversy, no enquiry, no ques­
tions, scarcely any replies, until last Saturday. On that day 
an old man, who had been a very attentive listener for some 
time, very modestly asked me to allow him to put a few ques­
tions. ‘Why do you cat meat on Friday?’ he asked, and 
How many religions were first established?’ My explana­

tions appeared to give satisfaction, and the enquiries1 
evidently made for information and not for cavilling 
were several Indian men and
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. women present, and the conver­
sation w-as conducted in Micmac which the old man immedi­
ate y interpreted into Maliseet for the benefit of those who did 
not understand the other language. I had an excellent oppor­
tunity by means of these enquiries to explain the plan of sal- 
Mitmn by faith in the Lord Jesus Christ, and of pressing home 
upon them the importance of immediately turning to him with 
all their hearts. There was moisture visible in the old man’s 
eyes as we talked, and there is hope in my heart concerning 
him. But I cannot go into details. 1 feel in my soul that 
over that chaos without form and void the Spirit of God is 
moving, and that the fiat has already gone forth, ‘Let there be 
light. And as the ice-bound voyagers in the Arctic regions, 
after the long night travel south, and climb the distant hill 
to catch the lust glimpse of returning light, so do I wait and
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watch and pray for rising day. And the streaks of which 1 
told you in rtiy last have been rising. The ‘ Morning Star ’ has 

' risen since then, and 1 have been watching it ever since. I 
go south daily, and climb the hill and look, and by climbing 
on my hands and knees I get up pretty high, and watch the 
rising, spreading light. I expect to see the sun, yes the glori­
ous Son of righteousnes rising in full orbed majesty before 1 
leave. I cannot doubt it. Every page of the Bible seems to 
say ‘ only believe : all things arc possible to him that bc- 
lieveth.’ And sometimes the Lord gives me boldness in prayer, 
and say£ ‘ come let us reason together,’ and allows me to plead 
all his promises and to tell him his own honor is concerned in 
the matter, and then I can lose sight of every other considera­
tion, and ask him to work like himself for his own name-sake. 
I think it quite possible I may not leave before Christmas.”

It may not be uninteresting to notice that Mr. Hand's ex­
pectations are largely participated in by others, among whom 
may be stated the Rev. Mr. Stirling, Presbyterian clergyman 
in Fredericton, whose letter we arc sorry to omit.

Your Committee would call attention to the other labours 
of the Missionary during the year. Sometime in 18G2 the 
manuscript translation of the Acts of the Apostles was sent 
to the British and Foreign Bible Society, and being printed by 
them, 950 copies have been received here by the Committee 
for circulation under the direction of the Missionary and Com­
mittee. This is a consummation at which all who love the 
Scriptures will rejoice. The history of the infant Church in 
Apostolic days given to the Indian in his own language ! 
Good and wise men have desired to see the day and were not 
permitted. And we pray that it (with the other Scriptures 
already given them) may have free course, and its great 
author be glorified in the salvation of souls.

Your Committee would embrace this opportunity of grate­
fully acknowledging the kindness of the Committee of the 
British and Foreign Bible Society for their ready compliance 
with the request of the Society, made through its auxiliary 
here. • And they are not without hope that the whole Scrip­
tures may yet be completed in the language of that tribe. 
And in the predicted period the children of the forest will
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read aivl understand its sacred contents, “able to make them 
wise unto salvationAlready “ they wait for Tfhj law.” 
Russel! the Bible Society’s Agent, states that last fall when 
m a- ( eck, Gape Breton, the Secretary of the Branch Bible 
Society was called upon by Indians to see if lie had for them 
the Micmac Scriptures, which request, it is needless to 

subsequently complied with. Copies of the gospels 
sent to the Depository of the Branch Bible Society there.

f an open Bible and a preached gospel have been the 
means, in the hand of the Spirit of God, of raising from 
forefathers who once roamed the forest in painted skins, chil­
dren to occupy an honoured place among the civilized nations 
oi the earth, can we form any expectations for the progress of
the same word among Indians. Has the word of God lost its 
power ?

B e arc often told how time is thinning the ranks of the 
Iicmac Indians. “ Man counts all men mortal but himself.” 

During the past year death has deprived your Society o 
some contributors, and thereby diminished their numbers.

late Treasurer, John Burton, Esq., who was, from its first 
inception, the firm friend and supporter of the mission.

We can read 
no such declaration from the great Lawgiver,
His dealings with them 
which we

neither in
as a people, nor by any comparison 

will be enabled to make respecting their former and 
present numbers — they never were numerous, and never very 
powcilul. Admitting that the final destruction of the tribe 
were certain, that we could read sacred prophecy tellingsome
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us that by the close of the present century the last Indian 
family was to be removed from earth, and their names and 
being would be searched for, and sometimes questioned, as 
men now question the very existence of a race of whom Og 
king of Bashan was a representative man. The tribe in whose
language is interwoven the names of our rivers and inlets, 
whose only history is traced in our family traditions. And 
whose deeds of daring and cruelty are sometimes chronicled 
in our provincial history as “ the savages,” but yet whose 
bearing and stately step bear the impress of fallen 
Suppose such a family left with us for a few years. Would 
it not bé a powerful incentive to labour and pray more that 
that very family might not depart from among us unblessed 
with a saving knowledge of the Gospel of the blessed Lord 
Jesus ?

The language of the Micmacs must decay. If they 
Inought under the influences of instruction they will desire to 
learn English, and yet we do not observe much progress made 

Among, themselves they converse in their own 
language, and every effort to make ourselves understood 
among them must be in a simple, conversational style. They 
often cannot understand

arc

. even in that.

our generally uttered Saxon words, 
far less our Theological phrases. Let the minister of the 
Gospel or Sabbath School Teacher who can with but little dif­
ficulty make himself understood to the generality of our white 
population, endeavour to make even an ordinarily intelligent 
Indian acquainted with the doctrines of the Atonement or 
Substitution of Christ in the room of sinners, and Faith in llis 
work, and he will at once see the necessity for diligent etforts 
to acquire a knowledge of that peculiar language.

To the Antiquarian and Philologist the cause in which we 
are engaged has claims, in tracing some similarities between 
its roots and the ancient Celtic and Grecian. We repeat, the ' 
language may be fast disappearing. It never had a literature. 
Ideas were represented by rude symbolic hyroglyphics. But 
it has been by the exertions of your Missionary reduced to a 
( ■ raminar a Dictionary of it is in course of construction : but
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above all it has been made the vehicle of conveying the story 
of the Cross to a portion of our fallen race. Will men of 
science fail to acknowledge the obligation to your Missionary’s 
efforts.

W hen Livingston, the renowned African Explorer and Mis­
sionary, returned to London and reported what he had seen in 
the hitherto unexplored forests of that Continent ; in presence 
of tlie Christian, Commercial, and Scientific men of the Metro­
polis his report was summed up thus :—“ I have seen ivory 
for the lifting, gold for the washing, and souls to Jesus for 
the preaching of the Gospel.” Our forests produce no ivory, 
but we often hear of their vast resources. Our mines compa­
ratively little gold, but they have been fruitful in disappoint­
ment. But there are souls to the Great Redeemer for the 
preaching of the Gospel. And we would ask will the Chris­
tian look on with listless indifference, or turn away with apa­
thy when that precious treasure may be obtained. Will he 
who himself professes to “ be bought with a price,” remain 
inactive or conceive obstacles, when the promises of 
nant-keeping God are pledged to fulfil his purposes in 
ing prayer and encouraging feeble effort. Will philosophy and 
commerce have their votaries who give evidence of their sin­
cerity in exploring seas for a north-west passage, and conti­
nents for the sources of ancient rivers, many of whom have 
returned from the search disappointed, and others have left 
their bones bleaching upon the strand. Will the future his­
torian of the Church in Nova Scotia have occasion to write, 
and write with truth, that only a few in this year of grace act 
as if they really believed that God’s promises respecting the 
future predicted period—the latter-day glory of the Church- 
had any reference to the Aborigines of Nova Scotia,—a nation 
once named as brave, honored as the lords of the soil, and with 
whom the sovereigns of Europe, by their representatives, 
descended to treat as a nation. In that respect their ancient 
glory has departed—they have become demoralized and feeble, 
the mere pensioners on our bounty for temporal favors. Will

Christ, the sinner’s friend.

Let us look at it as we may, that is what we have been too 
often and too long doing. Our Missionary has from the apathy 
of the supporters of the Mission been compelled to go from 
house to house to raise the means of carrying on the work.

To the benevolent this appeal is made in the hope of raising 
a people to their position as men and Christians. To those 
who are making researches into languages that arc dead and 
last dying out, the appeal is made on behalf of a language 
assing away. But it is made to the Christian who is himself 
a debtor to adorn the doctrine of Christ. And your Com­
mittee would almost blush when they ask, Can nothing be 
done by which the valuable time of your Missionary may not 
l>c saved to the legitimate work to which he has beeu called 
of God, and which God has blessed?

Already have the Committee to present thanks to those 
l>ersons throughout the province and P. E. Island, who have 
interested themselves in making collections for the funds of 
the mission. Among those deserving special commendation 
in this respect is the Sabbath School in Belcher Street, Corn­
wallis, which is in itself in the highest acceptation of the term 
a Mission School. The collections made in that School hate 
during the past year been equally divided between the Micmac 
Missionary Society, which it looks upon as its Home Mission, 
and the Foreign Mission of the Presbyterian Church,—this 
year the Micmac Mission’s portion was twenty dollars.

They humbly trust that this will be the introduction of that 
state of things when every one will, be anxious to accomplish 
then1 part in the work. And when that stain will be taken 
away from the working of the system which has so long de­
faced it, and retarded its prosperity. And that each one will 
for himself and herself look forward with hope to that day 
when the Great Judge of all Will announce the commendation, 
“ Well done good and faithful servant,” or “ she has done 
what she could and pray that commendation be ours for Hia 
own name’s sake. Amen.
