the trains would be cancelled until fur-
ther notice.

This morning Lake Pontchartrain had
calmed and the high water fallen ¢ very
near its normal level.

The new United States naturalization
law, which puts djrectly under federal con-
trol -the process of making citizens, went
into effect yesterday at every port of en-
try in the United States.

Under the new law
it. will be compuleory for him to undergo
the examination providing he ever expects
to become a naturalized citizen of the
United States. The questions asked ‘relate
to this place of birth, the date, his business
and his personality. The examination does,
pot in any way displace the deglaration.
of intention, commonly meferred to as
“fipst papers,” but it is essential to natur-
alized citizenship.

It
must, nevertheless, be borne in mind that
the technical ‘education that has made
Germany within the course of a limited
period one of the wowkd’s greatest com-
mereial natiohs; and the class, of tech-
nical training that has enabled England to
retain ther comgercial supremacy may no

pe suitable to the peculiar conditions of
Canada. Britain finds it necessary to re-
‘chate of the markets of the
world for the exchange of fastory for
food products. Her population is far n
exces of that which her agricultural pro-
ducts can feed. It is imperative. therefore
that her mammfacturing skill be ‘such as
to turn our articles that are marketahble
in other .countries. So far there is yet
no sign of her inability to do this, but it
is worthy of note that the deftness of her
workmen and the industrial genius of her
manufacturers owe a great deal to tech-
nical “traiming.

Canada, however, is'in a very different
position. Food exports will remain for
many years the most important element
in her foreign trade. In this reapect the
Dominion is in a happy . position. But
this mact should not be any 8eterrent to
the movement in furtherance of indus-
trial training. It remaing to be determ-
ined what eclass of - technical education
should be provided in order to equip the
Cenadian ‘people. with a knowledge of
how best-to turn to their hdvantage the
resources within their great heritage. The
motives underlying the movement in .this
direction ought not to be those of mere
ition and greed, but rather those
which look to national greatness measured
by higher sta . ‘Whatever steps are
taken to enlarge the facilities for technic-
al education in Canada, for which a com-
mendable demand has- arisen, - there will
be blindens. To minimize these probably
the best thing to do is to.adopt the sug-
gestion of the manufacturers that a royal
cominission be appointed; but let -t be
composed of practical.mén. A great deal
can be ‘learned from the, experience of
other countries, and careful study may
indicate a course-that could profitably be
adopted by the Dominion, ;

A company entitled the New Brunswick
Tish & Game Company was formed in
Montreal last week to take over from the
New Brunswick Railway Company a lease
of all their lands in this province for the
purpose of establishing fishing and game
ipreserves. The area covered by the lease
approximates 1,700,000 @cres and is situ-
ated in the Tobique district embracing
parts of four or five counties.

The membership of the club, or com-
pany, is limited to 100 at a subscription
of $1,000 each, in addition to which it is
expected an annual assessment will : be
made. The following officers have been
eleoted: Lond Strathcona, honorary presi-
dent; Robert Meighen, of Montreal, priesi-
dent; Col. H. H. MocLean, vice-president;
Alfred Seeley, St. John, treasurer; W. z
Whitehead, Fredericton, manager, and on
the list of provisional directors are the
names of a number of New York sports-
men. The head office’ of the company will
probably be at the club house on tihe prep-
erty. - Letters patent have been imsued in
New Brunswick.
