Farquharson, of [nvercauld, Mr. Ricardo, and other
visitors and residents attanded. The day was ex-
tremely fine. Lochnegar showed his peaks tower-
ing above the hills, and the red deer showed 1h-
sense of approaching winter by apocaring

Foxes
were numerous, and & number shot, but none taken
alive. A few Dsquimaux families occasionally vis-
ited the ship,'and one poor man was brought on
board with his feet so frozen that they dropped off.
ITe was= placed under the care of the assistant sur-
geon, Dr. Rae, who paid him much attention, and
his Iegs were nearly cured ;. but he died froma
pulmonary disorder after having been on board

The crew of the North Star continued healthy,
on'y four persons died on board, and these not from
the rigor of the climate, but from other ailments.
From the excellent arrangements made by the
Commander and his Ofticers, to keep the crew of
the vessel clicerfui and happy, they do not appear,
on the whole, to have passed an unpleasant time in
their winter quarters ; though from several acconnts
their provisions did not prove so good as could be
wished.

On the Lst of August the North Siar was iiber-
ated from her tedious imprisonment, and she sailed
from Wolestenholmes Sound. * But in Ross's Bay
she again got into pack ice, where she remained
beset several days. She then succeeded in getting
through 1t, and reached on the 8th August, Pos-
session Bay, near the entrance of Lancaster Sound,
where notices of the North Star’s arrival and state
were landed.  She then proceeded up Lancaster
Sound, opposite to Prince Regent’s [nlet. to Whaler
Point, where she anchored on the I3th. She
remained off Whaler Point endeavoring to get in
for 24 hours, but the ice was too closely packed
along the coast, and there being no chance of a
break-up, notices were landed, and the North Star
proceeded to the opposite coast to endeavor to land |
provisions*at Port Bowen, Port Neil, or Jackson’s
Inlet, but all these places were so completely
blocked up with heavy land-fioes of ice, that the
ship couid not get into either place; she therefore
bore away for Navy Board [ulet, in lat.

Gas rrom Wurer.—This great desideratuin
has been found at last, though the means by which
the gas is obtained from the water is more expen-
sive than the method which Mr.Paine was supposed
to have discovered. ‘The proprietora of the Astor
House have been using this gas for the last two
months. ‘T'he light. they inform us, is much supe-
rior to that obtained from the comwmon gas, with
which the whole city is supplied, while the expense
is less than one half. ‘'T'he apparatus, which is set
up ic a emall building at the rear of the hotel, is
very simple in its construction, requiring only the
sttendance of two men, who, in seven hours, can
turn off sufficient gas for twenty-four hours’ con-
sumption. The following is, as near as we could
ascertain, the process by which the gas is produced :

The water used in its manufucture is discharged
from a can. in liniited quantities. into a pipe pass-
ing through the retort. This retort is kept con-
stantly supplied with iron and charcoal, the intenge
heat from which converts the water, in its passage
through the pipe, into steam. The steam thus
formed is amalgamated with liquid rosin, of which
there is always a large supply kept in a boiler
placed immediately over the retort, so that the gas
1s obtained simply from the combination of steam
generated 1n the manner described, and the liquid
rosin. The volatile oil produced during the manu-
facturing process is dischiarged through a separate
pipe into receiving vessels. Thie oil is disposed of

a Yankee, she “tried the thing out.” She

T'he
thing would pay. 8. W, soon left farming
and school-keeping, bought the cloth. which
{ his wife cut into button-covers, and button-
| molds, hired the women and girls of the neigh-
boring towns te make them up, and sold them
at great profits.  Soon another entered into
partnership with him, and invented machinery
to do the work. Then the plain lasting was
changed to figured velvet, and satin, and twist,
Improvement on improvement in machinery
was made, till they equaled the best English,
or French, or German buttons, S. W. now
owns one of the sweetest villages in Connec-
ticut valley, and almost supplies the United
States with buttons for coats and overcoats.
Hle has endowed an academy munificently ;

highly distinguished and useful female semi-
nary, and has rescued a noble college from
embarrassment.  So much for the carefulness
of a prudent wife; and so much for a disposi-
tion to carn an honest living in some way, ra-
ther than thrive in idleness on the hard and
too often unrequited toil of others.”

The bar, too, at its en-
trance, is understood to present no serious ob-
stacle to the admission of ships of the largest
class, at all seasons of the year,

But one of the most remarkable features of
this place is, thata ship may probably ap-
proach Baker’s Bay or Cape Disappointment,
via. its entrance, within some six or eight
miles. It abounds, however, with sand islands,
but there are good channel ways betwegn
them, ‘and the whole sheet of water is as placid
as a sumnmer’s lake.  On leaving the Colum-
bia and coasting along to southward, the Com-
mission touched off' the Umpqua, and ascer-
tained that its bar was practicable for commer-
cial purposes, under certain circumstances,
Indeed, an American schooner was, at the
time, lying at anchor in the river, and hid
reached her position without difliculty. The
lands of the Umpqua valley are described as
being even more fertile than those of the Wil-
lamette, and the proximity of these valleys is
a matter of singular importance. Upon the
whole, we learn that the examinations of the
Commission have proved highly interesting,
and we are certainly happy to observe that
our Government is already engaged in the
preliminary steps towards fortifying our Pa-
cific possessions, and availing itself of their
admitted advantages for naval establishments.
