London, Dec. 19—The admiralty court
found that the White Star line steamship
Dlympic was_vesponsible for the collision
with the British protected cruiser Hawke
near Osborne Bay, on the north side of
the Isle of Wight, on September 20 last.

While the judgment of the court finds
against the owners of the Olympic on all
points raised at the trial and the decision
is given for Commander Wm. F. Blunt of
the Hawke, with costs in the suit brought
against him by the owners of the liner, th-
cross suit brought by the admiralty against
the owners of the Olympic failed on the

. defence raised by them of compulsory pi-
loting. ;

The liner was in charge of a pilot at the
time of the collision and this is compulsory
on all vessels sailing at that part of the
British coast. In the cross suit brought by
the admiralty each side has to pay its own
costs and the effect of the decision is that
neither side is mulcted in damages.

Monarchy or Republic Not Deci-
ded Butin Either Case Yuan
Shi Kai Will Be the Great Man
—Peace Counference Opens
Very Smoothly

Shanghai, Dec. 19—Promise of peace in
China today is coupled with the announce-
ment that six of the great powers—Great
Britain, Japan, United States, Russia,‘
France and Germany—are engaged in a co-
operative effort to assist Dr. Wu Ting
Fang and Tang Shao Yi in their negotia-
tions. There was rejoicing today when it
was learned that the six powers were pre-
paring to formally offer their assistance
for the speedy conclusion of the under-
istanding. It is clearly understood that this
| action by the powers is taken in the most
friendly manner.

The pour parlers between Wu Ting!
| Fang and Tang Shao Yi opened with sur-
| prising smoothness and there was a com-

| plete absence of any sense of strain whici,
might have seriously impeded the diplo-
matic progress of the conference. It is
unmistakably evident, however, that the;
continuation of Manchu rule, even as con-
cerns the imperial throne in Pekin, is con-|
sidered unlikely by either side. In this
connection much significance is attached
to the statement of Tang Shao Yi that he
does not represent the throne but rather
the premier. Coupled with Wu Ting

Fang's early insistence upon the establish-
ment of a republic, this is taken to mean.
that Yuan Shi Kai is prepared to concede
the ending of the dynasty.

' Fven though the present dynasty be
ousted, the premier evidently hopes to re-
tain the imperial form of government, pog-
sibly with the present emperor designated
as the first ruler of a mew Chinese dynas-
ty and with Yuan Shi Kai as regent,

The personality of Yuan Shi Kai domin-
ates the convention. The great fight among’
the delegates will be as to whether the
form of government is to be imperial or
republican. If an empire, Yuan will be the
regent. If a republic Yuan will be first
president. - The revolutionary delegates be-
lieve that they will be victorious in their
demands for a republic. Even the staunch-
est of the imperial delegates, admit that
Manchu rule is doomed.

Tt is the leader of the opposition who
is the channel of communication between
his party and the government. His con-
ferences with the prime minister are far
more frequent and confidential than .the
general public suspeets atd in mperial mat-
ters the prime minister, especially where
the crown or foreign relations are con-
earned, frequently has occasion to commu-
cate state secrets of the utmost importance
to the leader of the opposition, secrets
which cannot be divulged to parliament at
large but which it is necessary that the
Jeader of the opposition should know in
order to understand the real motives and
action of the government. 1

Finally, Bonar Law will from hence-
forth become an object of much attention
on the part of King George and of Queen
Mary. It has always been the practice of
the sovereign of Great Britain, at all state
funetions, such as royal weddings, christ-
enings, funerals , etc., at festivities and
pageants in honor of the visits of foreign
monarchs, etc., to invite not only the min-
isters of the crown but also the leader of
the opposition and to treat him with the
utmost distinetion.

Let me add that Bonar Law is a widow-
er, and in very affluent circumstances.

In the ordinary course of events, the
premiership should fall to him when his
party returns to power. He has a right
thereto, but may decline in favor of some
Tory with morc ministerial experience. !

Lord Waldegrave, who has just resign-
ed from the office of Tory whip in the
House of Lords, owing to grave illness,
his place being taken by the Duke of Dev-
onshire, was a véry poor man on his sue-
cession to the earldom.

sojourn and reside in all parts
whatsoever of said territories, in
order to attend to their affairs,
and they shall enjoy, to that ef-
fect, the same security and pro-
tection as natives of the country
wherein they reside, on c¢ondition
of their submitting to the laws
and ordinances there prevailing,
and particularly to the regulations
in force concerning eommerce,
(Signed).
