This morning
the Telegraph seeks to mitigate
the foree of our  article by
stating that a large part of the debt of
the Australian colonies have been in-
curred for the construction of railways,
and that these railways not only pay
their working expenses but earn three or
four per cont on their cost. This state-
ment may be true enough, but it does
~ not justify any favorable comparison,
between the debts of these colonifas and
£ YA o 'xﬁotn%
their working expenses. The railways
in the Australian colonies are not sub-
ject to any competition whatever by
foreign lines or by river and sea
navigation, so that the government
can make them pay a dividend by the
simple process of putting up the rate. It
is not so in Canada where our govern-
ment railways bave to take their chances
in the competition with other lines and
modes of transportation and travel. It
is entirely misleading to state or to seek
to inculeate the idea that the earnings of
the Australian railways pay the interest
on the public debt. So far is this from
being the case that the burden of indebt-
edness, after making allowance for
railway earnings, is three or four times
as great in the Australian col-
onies as it is in Canada. The debt of
Victoria involves an annual charge of
upwards of $7,500,000 a year, while the
net revenue derived from railways does
not exceed $2,800,000 a year, leaving
$4,700,000°f interest on the public debt
to be paid by taxation on a population
considerably less than a million. In
other words the charge in Victoria for
interest on the public debt, after
deducting the net railway earn-
ings, amounts to more than
two and & half times as much a head as
the entire charge, on account of the debt
of Canada. The colony of New Zealand,
which has a population of about 600,000,
has to pay $8,000,000 a year on account
of charges on its public debt of which
considerably less than $2,000,000 is paid
by the earnings of its railways, so that
the New Zealanders have to pay about
$10 a head for interest on their debt
every year, or more than five times the

years of age, in the county jail for theft.
The Times says “ we are supposed to
be living in & civilized community, yet
such an outrage on common decency is
tolerated. What is the future of these
children to be? An agitation actually
started in Yarmouth; opened the Halifax
reformatories to the province 80 that
juvenile offenders could be sent where
they would be fitted to become useful
members of society, yet we find they are
still being taught to be jail birds.

and its branches to this port for shipment
abroad has up to this year been done
mostly by wood boats, the product of only
afew of the mills near the city being
handled with scows. This year Mr.
Alexander Gibson has taken
a great deal of business
out of the hands of the woodboat men
by having almost the whole product of
his great mills at Marysville carried to
St. John in barges or large scows con-
structed for the purpose. He has fifteen
of these barges every one of which will
carry & hundred thousand superficial feet
or more of lumber. The tug G. D. Hunter
has been kept at work ever since the
opening of the river navigation in tow-
ing the barges up and down river. She
makes two to three trips a week regu-
larly and brings five to eight of the
barges at once. - In this way aboul thirty
million feet of sawn lumber has been
brought to St. John from Mr. Gibson’s
mills this year. Besides the lumber car-
ried on down trips, an immense amount
of freight, in the shape of supplies
for the mills and for Mr. Gibson’s town,
have been carried in the barges on the
up tows. Ithas longbeen a matter of
argument whether barge towing on the
st. John river could be done cheaply
enough to compete with the woodboat
carriers, but Mr. Gibson_seems to bave
proved that for doing & large amount of
business the barge towing system of
carrying is cheaper than the usual one
of carrying the lumber or other freight
in woodboats. Oneof his men stated to
a Gazerte reporter the other day that
the barge system gave better satisfaction
than the woodboats, and saved a large
amount of money to.Mr. Gibson.
