John Macdonald said that a letter to a “J* we have the temerity to consider Eestteke
far from satisfactory aa a guide to people whose 
expenditure is necessarily moderate. Where the 
family purse is long and well-lined, a perusal of 
his various works might, no doubt, prove very 
helpful, but so far as our experi 
we have found him rich in injunctions as to the 
fashions that should be avoided, but very constrain­
ed as to those which ahoald be followed.

Thus, for example, in speaking of
ENTRANCE HALLS,

which, by the way, we have chosen as the most 
systematic starting point for our papers, he throws 
the strongest contempt on those bright-hued sheep 
skin mats in which most ladies delight, and which, 
to our eyes, make very harmonious spots of color­
ing on what is often an otherwise sombre hall ; he 
frowns upon hall canvas and carpeting, and only 
admits encaustic tiling under certain” conditions ; 
he condemns in unmeasured terms the practice of 
painting the walls of our entrances in imitation of 
wainscoating ; calls the process by which paper 
varnished to simulate marble tiling, a miserable 
sham, and finally lays so many embargoes upon 
the style of furniture which should be chosen, that 
in the end, we have no very definite conception of 
the outlines which his ideal hall would 
Almost the only idea, in fact, which we could seize 
upon as being home like or “coioeatable” was that, 
where halls are but dimly lighted, the preferable 
colors for tinting the walls are a grayish green, a 
pale brown or a warm dark gray. Where, how­
ever, any extra illumination is afforded, he advo­
cates a dull, dark red of the same hue, which may 
still be traced on the walls of Pompeii, or on the 
relics of ancient Egypt. Never having seen the 
walls of Pompeii, nor, indeed; many Egyptian re­
lics either, we cannot exactly state what this color 
is, but we have at least an idea, and are ready, 
therefore, to pronounce it an admirable surface 
color. So far as individual taste is concerned * 
there are many other styles, which we should pre­
fer, as, for instance, the paneling which Eastlake 
condemns, but the amount of light admitted, the 
shape of the hall and other circumstances so ma­
terially affect the choice of decorations for both 
walls and ceilings that it is impossible to establish 
a criterion, each person being in this 
judge of his own needs. We would say, however, 
that, as a general thing, light brown, whether ar­
ranged as wainscoating or in imitation of oak, is 
the most consonant color, and affords a very soft 
tinting and effective background for the statues, 
vases, or other fancy articles which, placed in 
niches or on hall brackets, give an entrance a 
very cozy and yet elegant appearance.

Another proposition which Eastlake advances is 
that a hall should, in the highest degree, be sober, 
substantial and solid ; but against this also, 
ter a protest. Substance and solidity are of 
indispensable, but% to us it seems that, in this 
spect, the highest aim of the household god or g 
dess should be to make the hall really an index 
to the house, and as such,
three-fold impression of welcome, rest and shelter. 
Welcome, because being the first part of the house 
into which a stranger enters, he is very apt to con­
sider a formal,glaringly lighted, er otherwise 
fortable hall, as indicative of hospitality equally

where the
door shuts us in from the outer world, and the 
overpowering heat, intense cold or gloomy rain 
from which we have so lately escaped, our first 
glance often informs us as to the nature of the pro­
tection which we shall receive, or the amount of 
rest which we may find beyond the spot on which 
we stand. Looking at it in this light it will be 
seen that hardly too much care and thought can be 
bestowed upon what is literally the first step within 
the portals of the house. All of us who have rev­
eled in ancient historical novels know what the 
halls of olden times were like, and though, of 
course, in those days it would be simply impossible 
to reproduce them with exactitude, we ought, at 
least, endeavor to maintain their traditional aspect 
of warmth, comfort and hospitality.

In order to do so, the chief, in fact, 
the entire, points to be considered are the nails, 
the floor, the decorations and the furniture. Of 
these we have already settled, or at least dismissed, 
the subject of wall painting. As tot the floors, we 
confess to a great fancy for marble tiles, but where 
these are difficult to procure, find parquet flooring 
of inlaid woods arranged in some geometrical de­
sign and brightened by Persian or full-colored 
India rugs, a very pleasant substitute. Where 
even this latter is too expensive, however, tiled 
canvass may be chosen ; but as this is what East- 
lake would call a sham, and not a very effective 
one either, we should prefer carpeting of the same 
color and design as that which covers the remain­
ing rooms on the ground floor, such a combination 
being not only pleasantly harmonious to the eye, 
but also adding to the effect of space and prevent­
ing the incongruity which a variety of colors and 
patterns convey when seen all at once. When the 
hall of which we are writing is a thoroughfare for 
the childish feet of the household, ''a protection 
against their inroads is afforded in either strips of 
stair linen or the red and white India ^matting 
which is now so fashionable ; but on second 
sidération this advice is superfluous, as we know 
very few good housekeepers who have not already 
adopted it.

Respecting hall furniture, orthodoxy demands a 
hat and umbrella stand, a table and one or more 
chairs ; but, in addition to these, comfort, personal 
taste, and now the fashion of the day, affix various 
other articles, such as a cabinet for curiosities, a 
sofa or lounge, for—if any of our readers should 
fortunately own such a thing—an ancestral chest, 
with metal hinges and ponderous lock. Not a 
common “ chest of drawers,” be it understood, but 
a high chest, long and broad, having a few small 
drawers within it and a large open place under the 
lid for hats and shawls. Where it happens to be of 
darkened oak and carved with quaint designs, this 
chest is of almost inestimable value, and even when 
of common wood, it is still a great possession, es­
pecially if any genuine date be carved upon it 
Viewing it simply as a decoration, it is very orna­
mental, but the more ultimate aim is to convey the 
suggestion of well-to-do ancestry, a suggestion, by 
the way, which seems to be of great importance in 
the social world just at present. Whether it be in 
china, furniture, brocades, jewelry or laces, age is 
above all things honorable, when it can be sup­
posed to offer testimony of a lengthened line of 
ancestors.

Another form which this testimony often takes 
is in the exhibition of family portraits ; and aa 
very few of us resemble'Sir Charles Surface suffi­
ciently to disdain such proofs of respectability, it 
seems to us that when those portraits are painted 
in oils, the entrance hall is the most effective gal­
lery which a modern house can afford. Many 
people, whose notions of what is appropriate differ 
from ours, line their halls with chromos and mot­
toes, and give to these relics of their defunct ances­
tors a place of honor on the walls of their dining 
rooms or libraries, a proceeding which seems ob­
jectionable to us. In library or dining room we 
should certainly imagine that those spectral eyes 
interfered with our digestion or upset our most 
studious meditations, but removed to the halls 
their gloom becomes gentleness ; they smile their 
good byes to us when we go out, greet our incom-

True, all kinds of stories 
had been got up against them ; true, attempts had 
been made to raise all kinds of scandals against 
them, but upon theirbeingsifted it would be found 
how baseless they were. He (Sir John) remem­
bered the time, and a great many 
must also remember it, when there was a cry 
through the country that the late Government had 
been guilty of all kinds of crime which should 
drive them from public life, because there was a 
contract made between Mr. Vankoughnet and a 
printer down at Quebec, in which too much was 
paid for mucilage, and they heard that at every 
election, but a decent Reformer said the other day 
in Western Canada, “ I don’t know how it is ; t 
can’t understand it that John A. managed the 
country with a little mucilage Mid pen-knives when 
it takes millions to keep our people in power.”

THE “ MAIL ” NEWSPAPER.

He did not think justice had been done that jWr- 
nal with regard to the subscription to it. It had 
been spoken of as a subsidy. The Mail newspaper 
was not subsidized by the Northern Railway. Col. 
Cumberland became a subscriber to so much stock, 
and he (Sir John) saw him write his name on the 
book. The Mail was got up to counterbalance the 
influence of the Globe, and he (Sir John) took a 
considerable influence in it, and either he or the 
Hon. Sandfield Macdonald got Col. Cumberland to 
subscribe. He had a right to subscribe, as he was 
a man well to do, and the Mail had nothing to do) 
with the fund out of which Col. Cumberland paid 
the money. The Northern Railway did not aub-1 
scribe to the stock, it was Col. Cumberland who 
took it, and if he chose to take it out of the funds 
of the Northern Railway it was a matter between 
him and his directors to settle. He (Sir John) be­
lieved there was no justification for the commis­
sion, and he believed that if the Minister of Jus­
tice had been in Canada he would not have sanc­
tioned it, and would have told the First Minister 
that there was no necessity for this Star Chamber 
proceeding. Such a Commission could be, and 
necessarily was, opposed to the freedom of the 
subject, and the appointment of gentlemen who 
were such violent political partizaus, men who 
would go a great length for hon. gentlemen oppo­
site, men wno would go as far aa they honestly 
could, and who would strain a joint in favor of 
their political friend, was exceedingly improper. 
Why did the hon. gentleman (Mr. Mackenzie) 
issue the commission ? It was simply because a 
statement had come from Mr. Hamilton, a man 
who was dissatisfied with Col. Cumberland because 
he refused to raise his salary, that $2,500 had been 
subscribed to his (Sir John’s) testimonial. So 
anxious was the Government to get something 
against him, that the Commission of Enquiry was 

■appointed. Hon. gentlemen opposite had said tKfetl 
the Commission could not continue to sit after the 
money had been paid. Why, the Commission 
issued after the agreement upon which the money 
was to be paid was made, and that agreement made 
it obligatory on the company to pay the money, 
and obligatory on the Government to receive it.

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FEE PUBLIC LAUDS.
THE PRINCESS POLONAISE of creditors

When our editor took up a Toronto paper, a few 
days ago, and there saw credited to the “ Hon. Mr. 
Deveber” a forty line report of a speech in Parlia­
ment, he sank softly back in the arm chair and 
prepared himself for a burst of eloquence and a 
flood of information such as the member for Saint 
John City, having so long retained it in his bosom, 
might be expected to give forth about this time.f 
But the reporters had erred. The proceedings were 
those of the Senate, and as, up to this date, Mr, 
Deveber had not realized his-»hope of being called 
to that elevated station, there was clearly a mistake. 
It was not Mr. Deveber at all who had spoken ; in­
deed, if the newspaper reports are to be trusted, 
Mr. Deveber has spoken but once this session ; and 
(hen, if we mistake not, after the principle of a bill 
had been sustained, the member for St. John City 
expressed the hope that nothing would be done to, 
destroy “ the principle,” and declared that he 
“could see no reason why the bill should not'pasa.” 
After this exhaustive treatment of his subject, our 
City M. P. appears to have subsided for the Session. 
Through the blunders of reporters he re-appeared 
in the Senate, but it was an illusion. The kind 
hearted reporters had probably heard of our 
M. P’s mad ambition and sought to gratify it 
in a harmless way. It was really the Hon. 
Mr. Dever who spoke in the Senate, and his 
theme was a Railway Bridge over the Falls 
at St. John. He showed the necessity for such a 
Bridge, and asked the Government if it contem­
plated taking steps in the near future to connect 
the Inter-Colonial Railway by a Bridge at the 
Falls with the Western Extension Railway and 
the United States system. Hon. Mr. Scott, with 
studied politeness, replied that “the Government 
“ does not contemplate, in the near future, to build 
“ thé bridge at the Falls or to extend -the Inter- 
“ Colonial Railway to that point.” And so another 
of the well understoed promises of the Party in 
power lies dead, for there was no subject on which 
their friends in St. John were more sanguine than 
bn this matter of a Bridge over the Fallej, to be 
Constructed mainly at the expense of the paternal 
Reform Government at Ottawa. True, Mr. Scott 
has not said that the Government will not contribute 
towards the work ; he has said nothing which can 
be quoted against the Government should-it ulti­
mately decide to help a company about election 
tithes to the extent of $300,000 or $400,000, said 
Company to be composed of political friends. 
Senator Dever would do well to interrogate the 
Government somewhat more closely, for if Mr. 
Scott has merely evaded the question, and the 
Government has really determined tb give the con­
stituency the benefit of a liberal appropriation 
about election times, the “ free and independent” 
electors ought to be informed in good reran- We 
would insist upon our City M. P. forcing this in­
formation from the Government, but since he has 
decided not to speak again this session, we shall 
respect his silence.

The'Telegrams from Ottawa tw the Govern­
ment Press of St. John and Halifax arie scandalous 
in the extreme,—not because they are partisan but 
because they are untruthful and wholly misrepre­
sent the debates in Parliament and the evidence 
given before Parliamentary Committees. These 
telegrams, prepared for journals which depend for 
their existence mainly upon the subscriptions and 
advertisements of those who are opponents of the 
Mackenzie Government, ignore everything that 
tells in favor of the Opposition ; or where it is 
found impossible tô wholly ignore the Opposition 
argument, language is put in the mouths of Oppo­
sition speakers which they never uttered and deduc­
tions are drawn which are entirely unwarranted. 
Those who doubt our statements will do well to 
take up a St. John Telegraph or a Halifax Chron­
icle, and, after reading the telegraphic version of a 

Government and Opposition 
speakers, take up the reports of the same speeches 
as given in the official Hansard and institute a 
comparison. They will find that the newspaper 
telegrams are largely untruthful and wholly 
liable. And this has been going on ever since the 
change of Government, being more noticeable, 
perhaps, during the present Session, when the des­
peration which has seized on the Government 
appears to have been communicated, to the 
telegraphic correspondents through whom it 
manipulates its Press in all the large cities.

How is this?—The Postmaster General stated 
in Parliament on Wednesday, in reference to the 
abolition of the sale of Postage Stamps at the St. 
John Post Office, that “ inconvenience might 
be occasioned but it was not, in his opinion, suffi­
cient to justify a change.” It so happens that the 
P. M. General stopped selling in the Halifax Post 
Office ; the people remonstrated and the Depart, 
ment (according to the Government papers) 
obliged to return to the sale of stamps in the office. 
Can anybody explain why the remonstrances of the 
people, merchants, press and Board of Trade of St. 
John are of less weight than those of the people of 
Halifax ? The Postmaster General added that “no 
representation had been made to him in this rela­
tion,”—that is, in relation to the inconvenience 
created by his absurd change. This is a remark­
able statement in presence of the fact that several 
petitions have gone forward to the P. M. G. asking 
that the Sàle of stamps shall be again authorized in 
the P. 0„ the latest being the resolution of the 
Board of Trade. All of these documents were sent 
to the Postmaster General through Hon. Mr. Bur­
pee, St. John’s representative in the Government.

The “ Glendon.”—Isn’t it about time the St. 
John Globe had something to say in re the steamer 
Glendon ? There was Captain Brown’s report of 
her exploits at sea last summer : why not copy that 
official report, if only to show the extreme pru­
dence, judgment, economy, and so forth which a 
Reform Government exercises in the selection of 
vessels for the public service? Another first-class 
puff of the Glendon la now in order.

Delany’s house, situated quite close to the track 
and in which there wasj a light, and to have come 
to a stop at a pile of poles almost in front of an­
other house on the opposite side of the road about 
200 ft. distant. He acted with such caution that 
two parties who passed these poles about twenty 
minutes later and going in the same direction 
heard neither his footsteps, his breathing, nor any 
other movement whatsoever, although the suicide 
must have been within a few feet of them, either 
cautiously hiding from observation or in the 
agonies of death, yet making not the slightest

Again : according to the appearance of his coats 
he must have first cut his throat from ear to ear 
before removing his two coats, and he must then 
have set down to bleed to death. After most of the 
blood had left his body, he must have stood up and 
removed those coats, both together, and deposited 
them on the poles near his side, again picked up 
hie knife from wherever he had laid it, and, after 
unbuttoning the cuff of his left hand, given himself 
several gashes above the elbow of the left arm, be­
tween the elbow and wrist, and at the wrist; and 
after suffering further loss of blood in this way, 
after ^he carotid artery had been severed and been 
emptied, he must have walked steadily over a slight 
icy elevation, down a considerable decline to the 
track—a distance of twenty-one feet—and laid down 
between the rails with.his head and neck on one of 
them. When the carotid artery was severed, the 
blood should have spurted out, bnt at the place 
where the poor man bled to death no sign of any 
“spurt” was to be seen—nothing but a single bloody 
hole in the snow where his blood had flowed in 
Apparently a regular stream, the hole made being 
about six inches ia diameter, there being no outly­
ing pools and no trace of blood between this pool 
and the track. Although he had apparently cut 
himself badly in the left arm, there was no blood 
on corresponding parts of the undershirt, though 
quantities of blood were found on both wrists and 
both hands; The difficulty of unbuttoning the left 
band cuff must have been considerable, especiàlly 
to one who had been bleeding to death, as, when 
the right hand cuff came to be removed, the button 
had to be cut off by the Coroner. The part most 
difficult of explanation is that which shows that he 
walked some twenty feet after severing all the 
arteries and veins of the neck, and also the wind 
pipe, and after he had literally bled to death.

The circumstances all go to show that, if this was 
a case of suicide, Mr. Kinghan must have been in 
the full possession of all his senses, and mnst have 
had not only superhuman will but superhuman 
strength.

If not a case of suicide, then who was the mur­
derer ? The New York Police are of opinion that 
Mr. Kinghan was dogged from New York bv 
villain. If so, it is not reasonable to suppose that 
the murderer had got ahead of him and waited at 
Weldford Station to commit the deed. It is 
reasonable to assume that he accompanied Mr 
Kinghan on the train. But every passenger who 
got out at Weldford Station is accounted for. And 
then how could he get away from the place without 
observation after the murder ? The whole country, 
for twenty miles around was alarmed next morning 
by the report of Mr. Kinghan’e death; and people 
gathered at the Station from all parts of the 
try, and while most favored the idea of suicide, the 
“murder” theory was also very folly discussed, and 
men’s minds reverted to all the “ strangers” and 
“ suspicious” people they had seen or heard of in 
the previous twenty-four hours ; bnt no one could 
suggest a cine to the discovery of a supposed mur­
derer. All who left at Weldford Station from the 
down express (which discovered the body) 
also known, and no evidence of a “stranger” hav­
ing left Weldford Station at or near the time of Mr. 
Kinghan’s death can be found.

The Inquest has not been closed. At the re­
quest of the brother of the deceased, the Coroner 
has agreed to keep it open for three weeks from 
Monday last, to receive any further evidence which 
may offer that is calculated to throw light upon the 
unfortunate affair.

The statement (which Mr. Thomas P. Kinghan 
made td a News reporter) to the effect that three 
persons were overheard whispering together at the 
station next below Weldford, when the wheels of 
the oars were being “greased,” must have originat­
ed in a misunderstanding. The wheels of the care 
are “ tapped” at Moncton, and are neither greased 
nor tapped between Moncton and Weldford. The 
station next below Weldford is Coal Branch, but 
the Express did not call at that station on the night 
in question. At any rate, the whispering together 
of three men on or near a railroad train, even on a 
dark night, is nox evidence of an intent to commit 
murder.

The Telegraph of Tuesday contained a telegram 
dated “ Weldford, March 19,” which said :—

Kinghan’s brother thinks that he was murdered 
and some of the facts which came out to-day cer­
tainly have a suspicious look. The cap found 
with thé head of the deceased man was two sizes 
too small for him, and it now appears that the 
agent at Halifax sold the ticket to Kingan and an­
other man together. The brother states that 
deceased had $100,000 on him when he left New 
York. He has the numbers of the bonds which he 
carried;

The statement • that Mr. Thomas P. Kinghan 
believes that his brother was murdered is the only 
statement in this “ telegram ” that has the slightest 
semblance of truth. No facts with a suspicious look 
came out on the day named ; indeed, no new facts 
of any kind were developed. There was no cap, 
of any size, found with the deceased. A silk hat 
was found,and it fitted perfectly. The first the 
authorities at Weldford heard of another person 
being with James Kinghan when he purchased a 
ticket at Halifax was from this telegram : Mr. 
James P. Kinghan knew nothing of it when he was

resoletion, after a brief discussion, in which the 
Leaders of the Opposition committed themselves

Dow’s resolution was withdrawn, it is clear that 
the Leaders of the Opposition have thoroughly 
committed their Party to its principle, and the 
Government will be justified by the Assembly, if 

^ they see fit-daring the recess, to “appoint a Com- 
“ mittee to confer with the Directors of the Com- 
“ pany to ascertain on what terms the lands held 
“ by that Company can be repossessed by the Prov­
ince.” A Committee of the Government would 
probably not be long in arranging the terms of a 
re-purchase, to be submitted to the Legislature at 
its next session.

THE ANGLIN PRINTING SCANDAL. - 
Ottawa, March 15.

The Public Account Committee met this morn­
ing, Mr. Young in the chair.

Mr. Bowell moved that the receipts given for 
money received for printing done for the Post 
Office Department in New Brunswick be reported 
to the House. He stated that the papers were not 
altogether complete. The reports from January to 
March, 1874, and for three quarters in 1876, were 
absent.

Mr. Holton objected to the motion on the ground 
that reporting papers to the House that were not 
called for in the House was unusual.

Mr. Bowell said he made the motion because 
the matter, according to the rules of the House, 
could not be referred to in debate unless the papers 
were on the table.

Mr. Mackenzie thought the proceeding was 
irregular. He alleged that Mr. Bowell had stated 
that the papers were not complete and moved in 
amendment that the papers as asked for be brought 
down, and that they be not now reported to the 
House.

Mr. Blake held, that the subject matter of the 
papers should be discussed and decided npon before 
they were referred to the House.

Mr. Mackenzie said his objection to the refer­
ence of the papers to the House was that they were 
Baid to be incomplete. If the hon. member would 
admit that they were complete they could be referred 
to in the House or anywhere else.

Mr. Gibbs (South Ontario) objected to the papers 
being referred on that ground, and on that alone.

In reply to Mr. Holton,
Mr. Bowell said his object was not to question 

the book-keeping or to bring up any other matter 
which could be discussed in the Committee. His

Political Reading.—On oar first and fourth 
pages we have placed a number of interesting ex­
tracts from the Parliamentary debates.

The Mackenzie Gov­
ernment instituted the enquiry into the affaire of 
this Company for the sole purpose of discovering, 
as they hoped, something to the disadvantage qf 
Sir John, and their absolute failure to injure him 
has greatly discomfitted “the. Party.” The speeches 
of Senators on the Government’s lavish and reck­
less expenditures beyond Lake Superior deserve 
careful perusal at the hands of all who would folly 
understand the meaning of the financial “ reforms” 
which Mr. Mackenzie and his friends, the con­
tractors, have inaugurated.

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I| The propriety of baying back these lands at, say, 
fifty cents per acre, is perfectly clear. The Legis­
lature’s subsidy to the New Brunswick Railway 
has been given in lands ; to other Railway Com­
panies, such as the Grand Southern, Chatham and 
Elgin Branches, St. Martins and Upham, etc., it 
has been paid in money or Province bonds. All 

^ the Companies drawing subsidy under the Subsidy 
Act, so called, receive $5,000 per mile in bonds,s 
but the New Brunswick Railway receives 10,000 

^ acres of the public lands per mile. Now, suppose 
these lands to be valued at fifty cents per acre, and 
we have this railway receiving from the public 
puree $5,000 in bonds per mile, or precisely the 
same as the Legislature has decreed to be just and 
right in the rase of Railways of much less import- 

The Companies wUl then be on precisely 
the same footing, an odious monopoly will be 
abolished, and the vacant settlement lands and 
lumber lands of York, Carleton, Victoria and 
Madawaska will be retained by the Province for 
all who may wish to settle on them or lumber over 
them. This arrangement, looked at from any pos­
sible stand point, ran not fail to give satisfaction to 
nineteen twentieths of the inhabitants of the Pro­
vince, and universally to the people of the counties 
immediately interested. It will relieve timber oper­
ators from a monoply which should not exist and 
will free the Legislature and the Government from 
the suspicion of being unduly influenced by the 
Railway Company. \

The Company, we have no doubt, would accede 
to the wishes of the Legislature. They have 
already built a large portion of their line, probably 
120 miles, out of their own resources. A money or 
bonds payment of, say, a half million of dollars in 
return for a million acres of land would, doubtless 
be of as good service to them in constructing the 
remainder of their works aâ the lands could possi­
bly be. Indeed, we can not see how they ran pos­
sibly object to a change which would do away with 
the large amount of dissatisfaction which exists 
throughout the country with their present absorp­
tion of the public lands.

It is only right, in this connexion, to say that 
the New Brunswick Railway Company, as at pre­
sent organized, is in no way responsible for the 
cession of so large a portion of the public lands in 
the way of subsidy. The gentlemen who now com­
pose the Company and who have thus far 
strutted the railway, did nothing to secure legis­
lative action in the matter; they were not the 
original promoters of the scheme. They took hold 
of the enterprise after the original parties had 
failed to float the scheme, and they have expended 
prabably a million and a half of money in the 
work of construction. Their lands have been of 
comparatively little value to them as regards pro­
viding the means for construction, although the 
Btumpage on their timber lands forms a consider­
able item in meeting working 
«ourse, if the Company will persist in holding on 
to their lands, there is nothing left to the Legisla­
ture but to submit, and the Government must, of 
course, carry oat the compact in good faith. Bnt

veys had been made. Was this the way that pub­
lic works, were to be constructed ? Upon this canal 
$105,000 had been spent np to the close of last year, 
and that without the Government being prepared 
to go on with work. $113,000 additional had been 
spent on the Rainy Lake route, and thus all the 
money had been thrown away without it having 
any connection with the Pacific Road. These ca­
nals, it was provided, were not to be constructed 
without there being a connection withi thfe Pacific 
Railway, and what he wanted to know was, if it 
had at last been abandoned, which it was the duty 
of the Premier to announce.

Mr. Masson said that the Premier had promised 
that the works would be terminated this season, but 
he saw by his engineer’s report that in the next two 
years it would be completed, and that only if the 
work could be carried on successfully in the winter 
months. Now, was it advisable to spend 8400,000 
or $500,000 on the work, when the railway would 
go so far away from it, and that merely to carry sup­
plies in that direction t He desired to know what 
would be the ultimate cost of the work, the amount 
of which more properly should go into the railway 
itself. He complaifced that the Premier had com­
menced the work without properlv consulting the 
House or knowing what it would cost or what its 
utility would be.

Mr. Kirkpatrick—It has cost $220,000 already.
Sir John Macdonald contended that it would cost 

half a million, and would be of no use within two or 
three yearsfrom now, when the railway was expected 
to be built at these points.
