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Tho New Brunswick Loan and Mort-
gage Society.

On the evening of the 17th, the Com-
mittee appuinted to consider the propriety
of organizing a New Branswick Loan and
Mortgage Association met in St. John
Church School Building.

The meeting was addressed by several
gentlemen, among the rest Judge Ritchie.
After considerable discussion, the follow-
ing resolution, moved by A. L. Palmer,
Esq., M. P, and seconded by E. Willis,
Esq., M. P. P., was unanimously adopted:

*“That a sub-committee of thirteen be
appointed to obtain Letters Patent for a
Company.to be called the New Brunswick
Loan and Mortgage Association and to
open stock lista.”

The following Committee were appoint-
ed\o carry out the resolution : John Boyd,
A. Palmer, John W. Nicholson, James
L. Dudp, James Domville, E. Willis, J.
S. B. DeVeber, W. W. Turnbull, D. D.
Robertson, Wm. Elder and Simeon Jones.

The following resolution was moved by
Mr. Wm. Elder, seconded by Mr. W, W.
Turnbull, and adopted :

“‘That itis the opinion of this meeting that
the Government of Canada should be ask-
ed to guarantec a loan of £400,000 sterliug,
to be employed, through approved agen-
cies, towards the rebuilding of St. John,
such sum to be secured on tirst mortgages
and lent at a rate of interest not exceed-
ing six per cent; and further that the
New Brunswick members of the Govern.
ment be requested to take the semse of
the Government of Canada on the subject;
and further resolved, that a committee of
six be appointed to correspond with the
New Brunswick members of the Govern-
ment on this subject, and report their
answer to the Committee last named.”

TEMPORARY MUTUAL INSURANCE. --Mr.
Domville M. P. writes to the St. John
Daily Telegraph to the effect that as busi-
ness must be done in St. Johu for some
time in temporary wooden buildings, on
which it will be impossible to obtain in-
surance in any regular company, it would
be wise for traders to form a mutual insur-
ance fund by placiug in the hands of
trustees, the amount that they would re-
quire to pay asa year’s premuim in an
iusurance company..

When Von Moltke returned to Holstein,
after reorganizing the Turkish army, he
found living there with his sister—who
had married Mr. Bute, an Englishman—a

ung girl bétween 15 and 16, sdtsghur
of Mr. Bute’s first marriage. Thé'pretty
little girl loved already, before seeing him,
thegoldier who had sent from the Orient
such interesting letters to his sister. As
for Von Moltke, he had until them seen
in a woman only a being constantly inter-
fering with the methodical life of a worker.

The Crown Lands.

It is not often that we can agree
with thefarmer in its ideas respecting
public matters and’We are, therefore,
the more pleased to have an oppor-
tunity offered us, this week of approv-
ing of some of its utterances on a sub-
ject which affects North Shore inter-
ests very materially. Referring to
the management of the public lands,
the Farmer says:—“We favor long
leases upon such conditions as are
best calculated to serve the interests
of the Province and the operators.
The advantage - of long leases to the
operators is that they thereby become
proprietors for the time being and
can regulate their business according-
ly. . Of course they are as much pro-
prietors, strictly speaking, under a

lease; but it means a vast difference
to the holder of any description
of property how long he is to
retain it Take the improve-
ment of streams, which are the
highways of a great portion of the
business of the Province. If an oper-
ator holds a lease of lands for any
long period he has some protection if
he lays out money in cleaning out the
streams, and what is to his advantage
is a benefit to the whole country. If
seven years leases were granted and
'the Province would undertake the
work of improvement, the operators
would cheerfully consent to an in-
crease of stumpage more than suffi-
cient to repay all outlay.”

While the Farmeris, no doubt,
right in referenée to long leases, it is
not so clear that Government should
undertake the work of improving
streams. The establishment of that
additional charge upon the Govern-

fruitful source of dissatisfaction.
‘Every lumber operator in the country
would want more or less, of the work
of “stream improvement” carried on
for his particular benefit,and the pub-
lic would hear no end ofreal or
imaginary cases of favoritism on the
one hand and neglect on the other.
We can imagine. our friends the re-
presentatives of Kent, for instance,
ringing the changes on the impassible
roads and rivers in that fine county
and the consequent, crippling of her
agricultural and lumbering interests,
while their fervid fancies would
picture lumber driving on the Mira-
michi and its branches as having, by
Government favoritism, been made
more easy and pleasant, almost, than
plying gondolas on the Adriatic.
The state of the lumber trade at pre-
sent does not seem to warrant any
advance in the rate of stumpage and
it would be much better for the Go-
vernment to content itself with in-
creasing the term for which lands are
held so as to encourage operators in
improving rivers and making roads,
for themselves, as well as husbanding
the great lumber resources of the
Province. . :

It does not appear that very serious
objections can be urged against in-
creasing the rate of mileage, provided
the long-term principle is adopted.
There is no doubt that some of our
large lumbering concerns bid in more
landsat the Crown Lands sales than
they require and that fact has given
rise to the idea that the large opera-
tors desire to secure a monopoly for
themselves. Increased mileage would
operate against monopoly to a great
extent, for few men would care to
bid in tracts of land at considerable
cost, unless they intended to make
use of them. [Practically, however,
nobody suffers from the monopolies
complained of, for the smaller ‘opera-
tors find no real difficulty in obtain-
ing all the lands they require and we
find that the so-called monopolists
and those who are supposed to suf-
fer by them generally understand
each other to their mutual advantage.
It is now time that the Crown
Lands Department gave some sign of
moving in the matter of its land sales,
for operators all round ought to
be acquainted with the intentions of
the Government in reference to the
next sales and the terms on which
they are to be made.

Dominion Savings Banks.

But there is an-
other phase of the question which
constitutes even a stronger argument
against the operation of the Savings
Banks. It is one that affects both

| the moral and material interests of

our communities and whose force
cannot be denied. « A very large pro-
portion, of the depositors of our Go-
vernment Savings Banks belong-to
that class of the people who earn their
living by daily labor. Having ac-
cumulated more money than they re
quire for their immediate wants they
naturally seek investment foritand the
Savings Bank, being the most readily
available, is resorted to. Were it
not for that institution,however, these
people, while seeking the ordinary
Bank, to some extent, would mainly
invest in real property and, thereby,
become better qualified to realise the
responsibilities and discharge the
duties of citizenship.

The figures presented by the Go-
vernment, Report of its Savings Bank
business embrace suggestive matérial
for our politicians. We find that the
balance due to depositors on 30th
June, 1877, was $2,639,937. This
means over two and a half millions of
the people’s money diverted from its
proper use without any corresponding
benefit to them; it means the placing
of twenty-five or thirty thousand per-
sons in such a position that they care
little about the country in which
they live, while, by allowing them to
invest their money in the ordinary
way of such people, they would be
led to procure for themselves homes,
settle down and feel that they were
a part of the country. It isa politi-
cal axiom that fixed property in a
community is a guarantee of good
citizenship on the part of its owners.
Tt is therefore the duty of the Go-
yvernment to see that it maintains
nothing which, in principle, tends to
affect community interests injurious-
ly. That Government Savings Banks
do this and are, therefore, a positive
injury to the general interests-of the
country, we are firmly convinced.
‘We, therefore, hope to find influen-
tial persons opposing and agitating
against them until they cease to exist
altogether. Our country,isyoung,and
capital is so much needed in building
it up that Savings Banks should be

treated an evil which should not be
encouraged.

Balance due Depositors, 1st July, 1877,..$$9,363 53
Year’s interest on balance due Depositors, 1,670 76
Total,..eeveenernnnn ., 0,034 29
The Dalhousie Collector, ina note
which accompanied his returns, directed
attention to the fact that most of the
goods consumed at that port are obtain-
ed in St John, Halifax, Quebec and
Montreal, which makes the direct im-
port very small.

Savings Banks of the ports named
above have no less a sum than $401,-
901,45 on deposit. The money thus
locked up through Government means
belongs to the trade of the country and
might do much good in these dull times
ifinvested legitimately. There are many
other things in connection with these
returns to which we'would like to refer,
but as a portion of them did not reach
us until yesterday we are obliged to
withold comments for the present.

Orange Parades.

The Irish World, published in New
York, tries to give utterance to very
liberal sentiments in connection with
the Orange question. It says:—

Men, after all, are little more than full-
grown,children. A love of brilliant dis-

play and jubilant noise is common to both.
Rarely does this instinct lead ‘to any but

Fwenting companionship and hilarious

d-will. Rarely indeed? And it 1s a
pity that ever it should lead to anything
else. Our own civil contest has left be-
hind it no exultant feeling on the oneside,
no rankling hate on the other. Over the
hero graves of the brave foemen, survivors,
North and South, clasp the hand of
brotherhood and peace. The grass has
hardly time to grow on those graves—
tears that tedewed them to dry up—when
a gush of returning good-will does honor to
the whole land, and gives fortaste of a
long, close, peaceful and prosperous union

et to come.

Why should it be otherwise with the
children (or their children) of unhappy
Ireland?  Why? Has not the landlord
oligarchy driven the Protestant forth from
hisnativefieldsasrelentlessly as his brother
the Catholic? Lives there an aristocrat,
who would stay his bull-dog or his bailiff
from worrying out rent or “‘possession”
from the Protestant as well as from him
of the primitive creed? A common suc-
cession drove the children of either from
their own green homes to front the long
snow blasts of Canada- It was dissension
at home that enabled the land thief to
exile both. Why, in God’s name, carry
that"dissension over with them to the
exile’s home?

WiLLiam fought James and James
fought WriLiaM. Each wanted to be
a King. Eachdragged in religion to help
him. Their apologists presented itindeed
as the cause of the whole trouble. Both
pretended to teach Christianity by thé
sharpness of their respective swords.
They did not tell you—perhaps in their
blind passion they did not know—that true
religion has never gained the slightest aid
from that weapon. They did not tell you
—perhaps they did not know—that the
Divine Founder of Christianity had laid
down quite another kind of law. The
quarrel of those two men and their lives
are long since ended. Let its remem-
brance cease. It never was a quarrel for
the people. Whoever won, the king and
the aristocracy would keep and divide the
spoils. Christianity it is not; common
sense it is not. Enlightened men are
abandoning it, are feeling that in matters
of belief men must be left to God
and their own conscience. We might
here draw a distinction between the Green
and the Orange—one a day and an emblem
of Ireland’s conversion to the Christian
faith, a national day and a national color,
in which all classes, Protestants as well
as Catholics, the Lord Lieutenant as well
as Archbishop McHale, meet to honorit ;
the other a memory of the quarrel be-
tween two men for the English throne,
under the assumed guise of a religion
whose voice is peace, whose world-wide
victories are all bloodless.

If the descendants of one of those royal
factions choose to celebrate its victory.
they do so in ignorance of its true merits.
The descendants of the other should not
resent; they should pity such an ill-
judged parade.

There is such an off-hand mixture of
fact and fiction, in the above as to ren-
der it open to adverse criticism, al-
though it is evidently published with a
very proper motive. There are many
persons who deprecate Orange parades
!and are yet far from accepting the
World’s ideas concerning the issues be-
tween James and William. Many intel-
ligent students of history who properly
value civil liberty far above the success
of any particnlar creed—Catholics as
well as Protestants—appreciate the ad-
vantages which they believe-were secur-
ed to them by the success of William,
but they do not recognise the right of
the Orange Society in this country to
make personal and political capital out
of what they look upon as a great vic-
tery gained on the side of our common
citizenship. There are few citizens of
this country who are not ready at any
time to fight for the political principles
and stand by the liberties of which Wil-
liam was the exponent, but very many
are unwilling to countenance the cele-
bration of an event whizh reminds one
class of their fellow-citizens of an in-
glorious defeat in a bad cause. Good
taste is opposed to any display that is
offensive, and especially suggests that
all parades of a sectarian religious char-
acter should be made only before those
who are voluntarily present to witness
them. \They should not be poked
under the noses of those who may be
| offended or exasperated by them.

RIOT AND BLOODSHED.

(From the Ic\legraph.)

THE RAILROAD STRIKES.

TERRIBLE R10oT AT Prrrssurc—A Broooy
BATTLE BETWEEN THE TROOPS AND THE
Mos—TweNTY KILLED axp 29
WounDED—SHERIFF FIFE
AMONG THE SLAIN—

Major GENERAL PEARSON MORTALLY
Wouxnep—THE TrRooPS BESIEGED IN
THE DEPOT—THE TOowN AT THE
MERCY OF THE MoB—A GEN-
ERAL MassACRE FEARED.

New Yorg, July 21— A very seri-
ous strike has taken place on the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad among the
firemen. On the 15th Vice-President
King, telegraphed from Baltimore to
Governor Matthews at Wheeling, for
military assistance. On the troops arriv-
ing they took charge of a west bound
freight train, and on being fired on by the
strikers, replied with a volley that killed
one man and wounded many others. Pas-
senger trains were not interfered with,
but some other freight trains were stop-

ped. The strikers became so riotous that

United States troops had to be called out
and took positions at various places along
the line.
PrrsBURG, Pa., July 22. °

" A dreadful riot occurred yesterday, at
the outer depot of the Pittsburg Railroad,
wherein over fifty persons were either
killed or wounded.

At 12 o’clock, on Friday night, Sheriff
Fife of Alleghany County, visited the
strikers at 28th strect and ordered them
to disperse. They refused, and the
Sheriff remained until after 3 in the morn-
ing, but

HIS AUTHORITY WAS DEFIED,
He was informed that no trains should go
out if they could prevent it, and that they
did not care for any troops he could
muster. Finding the strikers not disposed
to yield obedience to the civil authority,
the railroad authorities. decided to call
upon the military.
THE PHILADELPHIA TROOPS

left Union depot for 28th street crossing,
about 4 o’clock Saturday afternoon march-
ing out along the track preceeded by Sher-
iff Fife and his posse. Expecting to fail
in his effort to disperse the strikers, the
Sheriff would endeavor to make arrests
and would call upon the military for re-
quired assistance. This was underatood
to be the plan of action, and a conflict
was expected. They arrived shortly be-
fore 5 o’clock and found the Railroad

COMPLETELY BLOCKED WITH STRIKERS.

The Black Hussars of Philadelphia were
ordered to clear the railroad crossing, but
not being able to do so another company
was ordered to their assistance. The mi-
litary advanced with fixed bayonets but
were met with a shower of stones and miss-
ils from the crowd.

THEY OPENED FIRE
on the crowd indiscriminately and in rapid
succession, when the crowd retreated tow-
ard East Liberty.

At 5.30 the croe3ing was in possession of
the military.

At nine p. m. the it t

of the railroad, the main efforts of the mob
during the night being directed to this
object. By 7 o’clock this morning the
fire had extended from Milville Sta-
tion to 20th street,and enveloped h\mdredeal
of cars, gxtensivemachineshops, the round-
houses at the depots, and the office of the
Union Transfer Co., blacksmith shops,
stores, houses, and the numerous other
buildings making up the terminal facili-
ties of this mammoth corporation. In the
round-house there were

125 FIRST-CLASS LOCOMOTIVES
housed in consequence of the strike, and
these were totally destroyed, buteven the
immense loss sustained in this item is but
a trifle in the damage done.

From the time the troops were defeated
up to three o’clock p. m. no effort has been
made to check the riot other than the meet-
ing of citizens. The mob worked very
quietly. At 3.30 o,clock a burning car was
run down the grade under the sheds

SURROUNDING THE UNIQN DEPOT.

Up to this timeit was hoped that the
building would escape, but a mass of fine
lumber used in shedding over the tracks
was soon a sea of flames. While the fire
was raging here the mob pillaged the
freight depot of the Pittsburg, Cincinnati

and St. Louis Railway whichis in close
vicinity. Boxes of freight received for
shipment were broken open and their
valuable contents carried off.  After
PLUNDERING THE DEPOT

for an hour, and when the flour, hams and
all kinds of provisions had been carried
away a torch was applied, and soon the
vast depot and all the Company’s general
offices adjoining were a mass of flames.
The Union depot was a large four story
building, had a frontage on Liberty St.,
about 70 feet and extended back about 200
feet. The lower floor was used as waiting
rooms, ticket offices and company offices.
The upper floor was occupied by the
Keystone Hotel Company, and was one
of the tinest houses in the city.

The whole building was of modern style
of architecture, was considered one of
the hest arranged depots in the country,
and was finished about seven years since.
In the rear of the depot, and extending
back 500 feet, were lines of neat pine
sheds covering different tracks. It was
under these the burning car was run.

A NOBLE STRUCTURE.

The freight depot of the Pittsburg,
Cincinnati and St. Louis Rrailroad ex-
tended trom Washington street to 7th
Avenue, fronting on Grant street. The
company’s general offices were in a four
storey brick building, fronting on 7th
Avenue. These were totally destroyed,
as was also the depot of Adams’ Express
Company, located on Grant street. The
books and valuable papers had been
removed from the Union depot and the
offices as well as from the other buildings,
before the fire reached them.

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT
of the city continued on duty from the
time of the first alarm, but were notal-
lowed to throw any water on or make any
effort to save the property of the Railroad
company. They consequently directed
their efforts to saving private property on
the north side of Liberty street. In this
they were mainly successful, although six
dwellings and a sash factory located near
the round house were destroyed.

THE RAILROAD BUILDINGS DESTROYED
were ag follows :—Two Round houses, one
Machine shop. Superintendent’s office, Car
repair shop, Blacksmith shop, and there
or four Oil houses, Union Transfer depot
and offices, Pullman car company’s foundry
and offices ; despatcher’s office, Powder
House, Union Depot aad hotel, Pan
Handle Rail Road engine house, and office
and freight depot of Adams Express Com-
pany.

Third Despatch.
PrrTsBURG, Pa., July 22.

Abount five o’clock the fire from the
Union depot communicated to the im-
mense grain elevator at the cornen of
Grant and Washington streets. This was
built of huge timbers and covered with
slate. It contained a large quantity of
grain. The destruction of these buildings
d to satisfy the rioters, as they be-

composed of laborers, iron workers and
strikers. A large mob visited Johnson’s
factory, and armed themselves. Other
gun stores were visited and gutted by the
infuriated mob.

THREE PIECES OF KNAPP'S BATTERY
were also captured. A number of citizens
visited the soldiers quartered in the
rourd-house of the Pennsylvania R. R.,
andjbegged them to leave the city,

FEARING A GENERAL MASSACRE.

They were unable to do so on account
of the arrival of the mob, who were
swarming about the place. Three soldiers
who attempted to slip out singly were
shot and instantly killed. About mid-
night

SHERIFF FIFE'S DEAD BODY
was brought in from the outer depot.
Major Gen. Pearson was mortally wound-
ed. Mob law reigned supreme during the
night. The summing up of the riot at
28th street, shows that twenty rioters
were killed and twenty-nine wounded.
Second Despatch.

When Philadelphia troops sent to sup-
press the strikers fired upon the crowd,
the mob became terribly exasperated, and
in less than an hour

THOUSANDS OF WORKING MEN
from the Rolling mills, coal mines and
various manufacturing establishments,
hurried to the scene of conflict, determin-
ed to have revenge on the troops and rail-
way authorities. By this time the mili-
tary had withdrawn from the Rsilroad
crossing at 28th street, where the first con-
flict took place and were ordered to one of
the round houses where they would find
better protection. About ten o’clock in
the evening, the mob numbering several
thousands had congregated about the
round house. They had previously cap-
tured guns belonging to Hutchinson’s Bat-
tery and planted them so as to command
the round house.
SEVERAL SOLID SHOTS
were fired at the building and a breach
made in the walls, but when the infuriated
mob attempted to rush into the building,
the military were ordered to fire. The
volley of musketry that followed and a
ramor that the Gatling guns of the com-
mand were being brought into requisition
cansed a panic, and the mob fled precipi-
tately for several squares. The. rioters
were soon reassured, and as thousands
were flocking to their assistance they re-
turned to attack. Finding it difficult to
dislodge the military from the building
THEY RESOLVED TO BURN THEM OUT.
Such an order was issued, and carried into
execution with fiendish alacrity by the
rioters. The tracks for miles were covered
with loaded trains. manv of them oil cars,
and these were fired by the rioters and
pushed down to the round-house, finally.
ROASTING OUT THE TROOPS
and compelling them to fight their way
through the streets, leaving their dead and
dying on the sidewalks as they farched
along. The strikers who did not join in
the attack on the troops buisied themselves

gan to disperse while they were burning
Most of those who deserted the crowd,
loaded themselves down with plunder and
wended their way homeward.
THREE HUNDRED SOLDIERS WOUNDED.
PHILADELPHIA, July 22—8 p. m.
A gentleman who arrived from Harris-
hurg this evening says he saw a train at
Harrisburg coming east from Pittsburg
which carried some three hundred wound-
ed Eastern Militia.
‘WASHINGTON, July 22.
The excit t here is int and it
is feared the unemployed men may make
an attack on the Government buildings.
About 6C0 sailors and marines from the
men-of-war Swatara and Powhatan, now
lying at Norfolk, have been ordered here
to protect Government property in case of
an outbreak.

BavLTIMORE, July 22.

The police throughout last night acted
in the most gallant manner and exhibited
great personal bravery. They met, faced,
and overcame the rioters at every point.
But for their nerve and pluck the city
might be at the mercy of the mob.

Major Gen. Hancock has assumed com-
mand of all the United States troops in
this vicinity. Four hundred regulars
arrived this morning.

Matters are quiet, but a most excited
feeling exists. ‘
New Yorg, July 21.

Besides the ten rioters killed at Balti-
more last night, twenty persons were
wounded, several fatally.

In addition to the United States troops
already on the ground, several regiments
of militia in Maryland, New York, Penn-
sylvania, New Jersey and Ohio have been
ordered to guell the disturbances in these
States. As yet no conflict has occurred at
any poiat.

PrrrsBURe, July 23, p. m.

Rumors regarding renewal of hostilities
induced the proprietors of the mercantile
and other establishments to suspend
business. Somie have organized their em-
ployes into companies and have tendered
their services to the Mayor. The 14th
Regiment tendered its services in sup-
pressing the threatened disorder and the
offer was promptly accepted, At a meet-
ing of the City Council, the city was
pledged to furnish all rations needed' and
to meet all other expenses incurred. To-
day, the atrikers seem universally dis-
wposed to assist the law-abiding citizens in
saving property from the thieves and the
flames.

The railroad authorities distinctly in-
formed the strikers there could be no com-
promise whatever. and when this became
known all the passenger engineers and
firemen quit theirengines. No trains of
any kind go out this evening on the
Pennsylvania R. R. There is no possible
hope of a compromise, and the officials
declare such shall not take place.

The rioters at 28th street croesing sur-
rendered their arms to-night, including
three pieces of artillery.

OT1TAWA, July 23,

The employees of the Great Western

railway are still dissatisfied at the state of
affairs, and it is freely hinted that unless
the men are veinstated in pay they will
inaugurate a general strike.

At a meeting of the employes of the
Central & Hudson River Railroads, to-
night. a resolution was adopted demand-
ing 25 per cent, on wages of employes, and
a committee was appointed to communi
cate with President Vanderbilt, and i
case the demand is mnot conpuﬂ&
with they will strike to-morrow. They
will then meet again at 10 o'clock and
proceed to the West Albany shops and
demand that the men strike.

New York, July 23—5 p. m. The em-
ployees of the Western Union Pscific road
have been notified that orders for the re-
duction of wages have been resdnded. It
is thought they will not strike.

The Indianapolis and St. Loais Railroad
employees struck at noon, but no violence
or destruction of property is anticipated.

All the shop and train men of the Cleve-
land, Columbus, Cincinnati and Indian-
apolis Railroad gnit work this noon. No
disturbance thus far.

New YoRrk, 24th. —Five ring-leaders of
the riot in Philadelphia were arvested last
night.

A conflict occured in Reading between
the troops and the mob, in which the
soldiers fired on the crowd, killing five
persons and wounding twenty-five, some
mortally. The police who were drawn
up to restrain the crowd received the main
force of the firing and many of them were

At the close of a mass meeting in San
Francisco last night to sympathize with
strikers, the mob demolished several
houses in the Chinese quarter, and fought
the police, but were driven off by the
latter.

Strikes are extending in all directions.

~ Serious Fire.

On Tuesday morning about half past-one
o’clock, a fire broke out in the house of
Mr. Dennis Allan situated on *‘ The Hill”
to the south east of the mills. The house
was occupied by Mr. John Morrison, with
whom Mr. Allan hoarded. Mr. Morri-
son’s bedroom was situated on the ground
floor, and Mrs. Morrison was awakened by
the fire bursting through the floor near the
bed. She immediately gave the alarm
and the bells were sounded, followed by
arrival of the engines on the spot. The
flames had spread so rapidly that little of
Mr. Morrison’s furniture could be saved.
Mr. Allan also lost a quantity of clothes.
The flames next communicated to the ad-
joining house, owned by Mr. William
Conway of Napan, and occupied by Mr.
Duplesse, who, however, managed to save
most of his furniture. The house owned
by Mr. Allan was a comparatively modern
one, and the flames made a clean sweep of
the barn and out-buildings in the rear, the
whole being valued at over $1000, on
which there is said to be $500 insurance.
Mr. Morrison, in addition to his furniture,
also lost asum of money. The house
owned by Mr. Conway wasan old one.
Fortunately owing to the exertions of the
firemen, and other citizens the flames were
preventedfromspr ppositesid
of the street, and what might have been a
very large fire was fought down, a result
which might, however, have been defeat-
ed had the slight breeze which prevailed
increasedin force. Everyone present was
made sensible of the fact that the water
supply for the steam fire engine was ridi-
culously inadequate. The tank in that
vicinity was emptied in a few minutes,
just as any other tank in town would be,
under similar circumstances. When it is
considered that the steamer would pump
out the combined contents of all the fire
tanks in Chathgm, in a few hours the nig-
gardliness of our expenditure in that res-
pect appears like s mean temptation of
Providence. On Tuesday night the engine
forced water from Mr. Muirhead’s mill
through 1000 feet of hose to the scene of
the fire, necessarily involving wear and
tear of both engine and hose that, if re-
peated very often, must cost the town
more than it would to erect a proper
system of reservoirs. If a great fire takes
place we will all feel what a pity it was
that we had not more public spirit in this

An Important $2.80 Suit.

A case of considerable interest was tried
before Jas.

Desbrisay for three years, by J. H. Peters,
Esq., (formerly of Miramichi, but now one
of the Judges of P. E. 1.) On the expiry
of the lease, Alex. Morrison, Esq., suc-
cessor to Mr. Desbrisay, had its term ex-
tended in his own name for five years
after the end of which time he opened ne-
gotiations with Judge Peters for its pur-
chase. Mr. Morrison offered $600 for it
at first, but Judge Peters held it at $800
and, after some time was spent in negotia-
tions between the parties, directly, as well
as through the late Geo. Kerr, Esq., who
was Judge Peters’ agent in Miramichi,
Mr. Morrison agreed with Mr. Kerr to
give the price asked and Mr. Kerr wrote
his principal to that effect, closing his let-
with the words, ‘‘so you have it all your
own way.” Mr. Morrison informed Mr.
Kerr that he would pay for the property
in May, when the time for which it was
rented expired, and Mr. Kerr told Mr.
Morrison that he might, from the time the
bargain was closed, treat the property as
his own. Thereupon Mr. Morrison pro-
ceeded to build on the property and after
he had invested about $1000 in that way
it occurred to him that it was time the
deed was in his possession. Mr. Kerr
having died in the meantime, he, there-
upon apglied to Judge Peters for the deed,
but, to his surprise, the latter ignored the
fact of the purchase, and wrote to Mr.
Ellis, authorizing him to collect two years’
rent from Mr. Morrison for the land the
latter had already bought. As Mr. Ellis
testiied on Monday, Mr. Morrison was
never a year behind in his rent, %o he re-
fused to pay the claim_ set up by Judge
Peters, who instructed Mr. Ellis to com-
mence legal proceedings to collect it.
Meantime, Mr. Morrison instructed his
counsel, Mr. Wilkinson, to take proceed-
ings in equity to compel Judge Peters to
give him the deed under the arrangement
made with his agent, Mr. Kerr, and final-
ly Judge Peters was led_to ratify the
act of Mr. Kerr, and abandon his claim for
rent. He then proposed to give the deed
on payment of($800, plus $48 interest and
$3.22, the latter charge being for writing
and executing the deed. Mr. Morrison
was willing to pay the $848, but claimed
that he was entitled to the deed free of
charge, it being the custom in this part of
the province, at least, for the vendor of
property to deliver the deed free of charge
to the vendee. Judge Peters, however,
would consent to take nothing less than
$851.22—the . full amount claimed, and
Mr. Morrison was informed that the deed
lay in the hands of B. Lester Peters, Esq.,
St. John, who would deliver it up when
the money was paid. Mr. Morrison,
thereupon, communicated with B. L.
Peters, Esq., who informed him in refer-
ence to the amount to be paid for the de-
livery of the deed and Mr. Morrison,
feeling that the money he had expended
upon the property placed him absolutely
in the vendor’s power, wrote to Mr. Peters
of St. John, consenting to pay the sum
demanded. - He sent a cheque for $851.2_‘2
to John McAllister, Esq., St. John, who
“drew the money and, after in vain object-
ing to the overcharge of §3.22 paid it over
and received the deed which he forwarded
to Mr. Morrison. The deed was in Judge
Peters’ own handwriting and was witneas-
ed by his daughter, a fact which seemed
to render the charge made for it all the
more inequitable.

A few days since Judge Peters visited
Miramichi and Mr. Morrison determined
to take proceedings to recover back the
sum he was obliged to pay for the deed.
He had not the papers by him when he
learned the judge was in town, but know-
ing the amount was at least $2,50 he
brought ‘'suit for that sum before Mr.
Griffin. Mr. Griffin interviewed the judge
before issuing papers, but the latter de-
clined to make restitution. Thereupon a
capais was issued and the judge arrested
on it at Newcastle, just as he 'was about
to take the train. He deposited a sum
sufficient to pay ccsts and having engaged
Allan A. Davidson, Esq., to defend him,
went away.

The case was patiently gone over on
Monday, the jury being Messrs. F. E.
Winslow, Thos. F. Gillespie and W. B.
Howard. A. A. Davidson, Esq., appear-
ed for Judge Peters and L. J. Tweedie,
Eeq., for Mr, Morrison, The witnesses,

who were all called by the Plaintiff’s side,
were Messrs. John Ellis, Alex. Morrison,
Wm. Wilkinson and John McAllister,

Mr. Davidson’s contention wasthat Mr.
Morrison had estopped himself from main-
taining the action by accepting the terms
proposed by Judge Peters; also that the
law (which the learned counsel cited) laid
it down as a rule that the vendee and not
the vendor was bound to pay for the deed.

Mr. Tweedie contended that the law
cited by opposite counsel wasvery ancient
and entirely opposed to custom in this
Those who knew Mr. Kerr
would not believe that he acted without
Judge Peters’ authority, while those who
knew Mr. Morrison would not believe
that he put the improvements on the
property without having made a bona fide
purchase. Judge Peters had acted unfair-
ly in repudiating the bargain made by his
agent, Mr. Kerr, which in view of an
equity suit he did at last ratify. When
he ratified it the matter stood exactly as it
did when the deed. was bargained for.
Had Mr. Morrison then received it, Judge
Peters’ would not only have had to pay
Mr Kerr for drawing it, but also his com-
misgion as agent. Mr. Morrison had pro-
tested sufficiently against the payment of
the $3.22 for the'deed, and paid it only
because Judge Peters’ bad him in his
power, through Mr. Morrison putting
$1,000 worth of buildings and improve-
ments on the property in good faith. ~

Verdict was for the plaintiff for $2,50,
the amount claimed.

and he, as a fisherman, had to lie on the
headboard of his canoe to overhaul his nets
and his head being down near the water,
and his companion sitting in the stern of
the canoe,could not see that anything was
wrong with him. He was a long while in
the trap before his predicament was
moticed.

Codfish are plentiful, but are out very
far and keep the deep water.

Mackerel have begun to be caught by
the Indians in bark cances about a half
mile outside the ‘ Thibideau Gully Buoy,”
they are very small and poor now.

Bass have began to come in the Lower
Bay du Vin Bay, now just after spawning.
I saw one caught on the 9th July at
Huckelberry Islard, which had rot spawn-
ed then. s

A Shipping Case.

Doverastowx, July, 1877.
DEeaRr Sir:—The crew of the Ellen Grant
(Norwegian), eight in number, took the
ship’s boat and left her without leave to
see the Consul about some grievance they
had to complain of. Captain Paulsen had
issued a warrant from Mr.Justice Blair for
desertion; they were arrested, and put in-
to the Lock-up, Chatham, on Saturday,
the 30th June, and remained there till
Mbnday 2nd July, and were then brought
up for trial at half past ten o’clock. Mr.
Tweedie appeared for the men, and Capt.
Paulsen had Mr. Carman as Counsel.
After a good deal of talk it was agreed
that the men should return to the ship
and that the Captain would fix the boats,
as was necessary, and give the crew their
allowance of coffee, etc., as required by
law ; and so the matter ended. I desired
the Justice to send  me the bLill and have
it settled when the ship cleared—J give
copy as a sample of such justice as we
have dispensed at this port—and if there
be anything more rapacious in any other
of Her Majesty’s Dominions, please say.
where. I haveno doubt but echo will
reply, where? At Newcastle lately a
similar case did occur, where four men
were arrested, put in goal, and then
agreed to go back to the ship. The
Justice charged a dollar each man and the
Constables three dollars each for their ser-
vices. Pefhaps as the Norwegians are
strangers it is considered true charity to
take them in.

Fox IsLAND, 23rd, July 1877.

DEAR ADVANCE :—-Salmon have been
scarce here since my last letter and
Fishermen are beginning to talk about
taking up their nets. We have made but
a very little begter fishing than last year,
and that year we did not make half an
average fishing, but it is too early to begin
to lose hopes as, this week, we might
possibly have a new run that would make
the rough places smooth.

We were honoured on the 29th of June
with a visit of the Chatham Overseer of
Fisheries and the New Brunswick Inspec-
tor. The Inspector was in a very bad
humour, this trip, and talked in an angry
and  excited about fiscati
and seizures. If Mr. Venning thinks that
by loud an angry talk he is yoing to in-
timidate the fishermen down here he is
greatly mistaken. The fishermen know
who makes the balls for the Inspector to
fire, and they can appreciate, at their true
worth, the taste and epirit that find vent
in bad language. He paid a visit to
Escuminac and I fear that he had a bit
of a row there. He taught the lobster
fishermen the method by which to mea-
sure a lobster; he turns the lobsters on

LATEST ¥ROM BAYAZID AND KARS.
