He 
thought It desirable for ns to know just how 
this matter stands and take such action aa may 
be deemed advisable under the circumstances.
We should know If onr port is to get a portion 
of the great Atlantic trade accruing from the 
proposed fast ocean service. When Mr. Van 
Horne and Sir George Stephen were in the city 
in the summer he (Mr. K.) understood from 
them that we might expect a large share of the 
freight traffic of the Canadian Pacific, but not 
an extensive passenger traffic. He could not 
see any necessity for the Dominion govern­
ment subsidizing a line of fast ocean steamers 
to carry malls and touch at Portland, Me., In 
preference to St. John. The Short Line rail­
way would be a living fact to August, 1887, 
and If the passenger and freight traffic is all to 
go for nanght It is better the people of St.
John should know it once for all. We have a 
right te ask the government of Canada to do 
something for the port of St. John and the 
people of the maritime provinces, and we do 
expect it and aak it as » matter ot right. The 
port of St. John—the great winter port of the 
maritime provinces—ought to have this trade, 
and we feel that if the government of Canada 
do not take np this matter In earnest to onr be­
half, the people of St. John and the maritime 
provinces will be treated very badly. In con­
versation with a large shipowner the other day,
Mr, Robertson said he questioned him regard­
ing ocean travelling between Liverpool, Port­
land, Halifax and St John, and he got the re­
ply that St. John waa not a sate port for 
vessels to enter. On being followed up on this 
point he acknowledged he had not had' any 
vessels wrecked to the Bay of Fnndy during a 
period of twenty-five years, and finally 
acknowledged that after all the Bay of 
Fnndy waa not at all dangerous to navigation 
ettd that the port of St John was a safer 
harbor to enter than НаІИат.

Discussing the Winter Port and Short 
Line Question.To the Editor of The Sun : —

Sir—In looking over the varions accounts 
-of the late calamity at Esstport I have been 
very much grieved that such- grave and 
sweeping accusations have been made by 
some writer—evidently a native of the Ill- 
fated town—against the Islanders, the people 
of Deer Island, Campobello and Grand 
Manan. It is an inopportune time to call 
names, or start a controversy that might 
engender ill-feeling, but when the islanders 
generally are spoken of as “pirates,” as to 
the Boston Globe of Oct. 19th in two or more 
places; •‘Campobello thieves” to two or more 
places to the Boston Globe of the 20 th ; goods 
stolen by New Brunewlokers and carried to 
their homes to Campobello, Deer Island and 
Grand Manan, Boston Post of the 19th Cot.; 
several previoua-like mentions in Boston and 
other papers—an explanation Is required. 
I cannot think for a moment that the beet 
thinking people of Eastport endorse these 
statements. Still, since the first report, 
time enough has elapsed for some qualifica­
tion on the part of some reliable inhabitants 
thereof. None has appeared.

I wish some islanders that could wield a 
pen more ably and vigorously had under­
taken to have had the matter straightened 
np, but si it le high time eome one under­
took it, before the case went by default, 
pardon me if in my zeal for our good name I 
may say what had better been left unsaid. 
When leading papers of the “Hub” publish 
auôh і wee ping chargee—without qneetion— 
of course the danger of it radiating out all 
thé epokes and all around the rim, becomes at 
once apparent. I am aware of the difficulty 
of defending the charges, 
have “the laboring oar.” I wont attempt 
to deny that we have thieves among ns. 
Snob being the case—and a thief respecting 
no person or occasion, would steal at inch a 
time were he there, and inch occasions 
generally bring them to the front, conse­
quently reasoning by analogy, no doubt 
some goods were stolen by islanders. Ad­
mitting inch to be the ease, la it right to 
pnt them all to the same “boat” and to all 
the; world proolelm them “pirates,” 
“thieves" and such detestable characters ?

I have been about the world some little, 
and have made up my mind that, take the 
subject on general principles, human 
nature averages nearly the same. Of course 
cities may draw more then their share of 
^imputable characters, as there is more 
Chance to hide their dotoge. Is it not jnet 
possible that some few may have been, drawn 
to make Esstport their home who are not 
altogether infallible ? Taking into considera­
tion the opportunities offered. Lnebeo on 
One occasion furnished the island with ‘a 
first dan leader of thieves and burglars, 
Isn't it just possible that there might 
been another or possibly two left ? There 
is quite a large country within a radius of 
fifteen or twenty miles of Esstport belong­
ing to the State of Maine, and if by chance 
some evil disposed person had even taken 
up his abode withla said radius, and had 
managed “by hook or by crook” to have 
become the owner of a horse or eome kind 
of team, (the great fire being visible all over 
said country), each a person oat of cariosity 
might have been drawn to “hitch up” and 
drive into the ill-fated town, and when there

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MOTHER'S GIRL. and Methodist bodies that they look well to 
the children, and here they show their wia- 
dem. For are not the Sunday school children 
of today to be the teachers of a future gene­
ration ? Are they not to be the future 
church ? Are they not already a little 
church in embryo ?

The principle of the Sunday school, If not its 
working methods has existed from the be­
ginning. Of Abraham, God said: “I know 
him that he will command his children and 
household after him, and they shall keep the 
way of the Lord.—(Gen. 18.) And Jesus’ 
three-fold commission In no two oases the 
same, is “Feed my lambs, tend my ahebp, 
feed my little lambs,” i.e. the choice ones of 
my flack.

As the home is the basis of society, so the 
Sunday school Is the ground work of the 
ohuroh. The training of the children is 
without doubt the subject of all subjects 
that should engross the minds of parents, 
philanthropists and Christians of every 
nation. But it is the peculiar heritage of 
the ohnreh to consider and tend the lambs 
of her fold. As an owner of a choice kind of 
sheep once said-to one who greatly admired 
them, and had Inquired how he had succeed­
ed In getting such a fine flock, “I take care 
of my lambs, sir, I take care of my lambs.” 
To take care of the lambs then, without 
doubt, should be the object of the church, 
if It is to have a flock which is to be called 
“the flock of God.”

I say the Sunday school in principle has 
always existed, both under the old testament 
and the new testament’s dispensations, 
though its methods have changed. Just 
think for a moment how and where we 
stand today. In 1780, there was scarcely 
one Sunday school In Great Britain. Today 
one million and a half of teachers are 
teaching twelve millions of scholars. And 
now I am going to ask, in spite of this won 
derful record of activity, are our Sunday 
schools accomplishing as fully and as sucoes- 
fully as they ought, the object for which 
they are supposed to exist ? Are the results 
achieved by the learning, skill and devotion 
which the Sunday school enlists In Its ser­
vice, such as we have a right to look for ? 
Is It a place where the young are 
prepared for taking their positions 
as intelligent and devout members 
of the household of God ? And among other 
religious dntlea taught Is there that of at­
tendance at public worship ?

Let us see. Our Sunday schools are full 
of children, but a small proportion regularly 
attend the public worship of the house of 
God, Here and there a faithful parent leads 
his children into the sanctuary to kneel be 
side him, but when the last hymn is sung in 
the Sunday school (if at a morning session) 
the larger number of the pupils pour forth 
and past the church door, disperse In vari­
ous directions and

There is a rubric immediately following the 
catechism which is too frequently overlook­
ed or disregarded as though it were not an 
absolute rule or direction of the ohuroh. It 
is as follows : “The minister of every parish 
shall diligently upon Sundays and holy days^ 
or on some other convenient occasions, open­
ly In the chnroh, instruct or examine so 
many children of the parish sent unto him 
as he shall think convenient, In some part of 
the catechism.”

This rubric meant that these children 
should be catechised by the pastor during 
some portion of the service on Sundays or 
holy days. And until within the past 25 
years the custom had generally obtained for 
the clergyman to assemble the children of 
the parish or Sunday school once a month In 
the church on the Lord’s day, and, after the 
second lesson, catechise and instruct them. 
The exercise was often very interesting as 
well as edifying to the parents of the child­
ren and all the adult members of the congre­
gation. This custom has almost altogether 
ceased In the ohuroh. Many of the clergy 
appear tb regard their occasional catechising 
the children In the Sunday school as the ful­
filling № the letter and spirit of this rubric. 
Whether or not we agree with those who 
hold such views, certain it is that there Is a 
moral influence attending the Instruction of 
children

—that is a part of the exhortation whioh the 
clergyman reads to god-fathers and god­
mothers at the baptism of children. It pre­
supposes that children shall go to ohuroh 
to be preached to as well as catechised.

Is it not, partly at least, because the ser­
mon Is in language not “In a tongue under- 
a landed of the people ?” that is the child- 
ren-people—that It Is no uncommon sight to 
see them pouring out of the ohuroh or school 
house, and going to their homes, while the 
ohuroh bell Is tolling for divine worship, as 
If that were something in which they had no 
part or lot ?

I hold on to politics in hope of 
possibly helping to settle the Irish question, 
but the general operations of the party and 
particular subjects, I am ob’iged and intend to 
leave to the hands of others.”

Dublin, Oct. 26.—Rev. Dr. Gregg, Protest­
ant bishop of Cork, in an address to the clergy­
men of his diocese said : Every interest 
languishes, every business is depressed, care- 
lesness, neglect and despair seem to be settling 
upon the people, I exhort you not to allow 
prejudice to prevent acceptance of any just 
change likely to benefit Ireland. The bishop’s 
language has caused a sensation. The nation­
alists claim he has been converted to home rule 
faith.

Ottawa, Oct. 27.—L. Burk, teacher at Belle 
ville, was fined 34, yesterday, for beating m 
pupil.

A Paper Bead at a Meeting of the Sunday 
School Teachers’ Association of the 

Beanery of St. John,

Held in St. Mary’s Church Sunday School 
House, Tuesday Evening,

Oct. 12, 1886.

, In discussing the subject cf “ Childrens’ 
Services,” I shall, in the beginning, briefly 
consider the relation that exists between the 
Sunday sqhool and the church, taking it for 
granted that when we speak of “Children’s 
Services,” we mean such services for child­
ren as are held, not In the Sunday school 
room or Sunday school house,but in the body 
of the church.

What Is the Sunday school ? What Is its 
true relation to the chnroh ? I know there 
exists in the minds of a great many, not ex- 
aotly a definite theory, but a vague, unde­
fined feeling, that the Sunday school is an 
institution by itself, like a temperance soci­
ety or a hospital. It is all well enough for 
a body of teachers to devote their time and 
energies In the instruction of the children in 
bible truth, in ohnreh doctrines and forms of 
church worship. But as for any real, vital 
connection of the Sunday school with the 
church, as for any bond of duty that con­
nects every ohuroh worshipper with the 
Sunday school, to this they either yield no 
belief or else are lazily Indifferent. Fathers 
and mothers (fathers especially) should If 
possible be.aroused to a deeper sense of their 
finty In regard to the religions training of 
their children. There Is a most lamentable 
neglect in this matter. Many fathers are 
totally irréligions themselves and unconcern- 
ed about the spiritual Instruction of the 
children. And there are not a few who 
-smother the conviction of duty by merely 
«ending the children off to Sunday school ; 
they can scarcely tell what school their 
children attend,
who their teachers are, what the 
oMldren learn or how they are progressing, 
I would ask, why is so little Interest taken 
In onr Sunday schools ? I mean by those 
outolde the school staff. Yon Inquire In 
some parish outside your own, “How does 
•your Sunday school get on ?" “О, I don’t 
know, pretty well, I think." If you 
press for further Information, yon get, “0, 
Til ask so and so, he or she (generally ahe) 
potters on with it,” You know how true 
this is. You know that outside your school 
■circle how few there are who care one jot 
about you and y onr Sunday schools. How 
rare it is that superintendent and teachers 
<to say nothing of scholar») enjoy the grati­
fying pleasure of seeing parents and friends, 
church officers, enter the school as interest­
ed visitors. And why ? Because the inti- 
mate relation that exists between the school 
and the church Is not duly acknowledged 
and appreciated. Fatal it Is in a Christian 
church so to act, and the evil of Ite wilful 
Ignorance will recoil on ite own head, for 
the Sunday school Is the oMld of the chnroh. 
The young are the hope of it, and if neglect- 
ed, the a flections Are thus wesned away and 
as they grow In years they often forsake the 
sanctuary of their fathers and seek to them­
selves other resting places.

If the chnroh would hold fast the ohll- 
drep when they become older, she must seek 
them out and nourish them while they are 

Young. A story Is told of an abbot who 
wanted to buy a field near his monastery 
The owner would not sell it, but at last he 
consented to lease It for the growth of 
crop. The abbot planted it with acorns. 
With oaks growing on It, he wae sure of it 
as long as he and hie fraternity would want 
It, And so the chnroh, If she would acquire 
and hold the adjoining field of the Sunday 
eohool, must first plant the children’s hearts 
vrith the firm, vigorous, oak-like principles 
«f love and attachment to herself.

daring the day at any other religions serv­
ice, They have la some way come to feel 
that public prayers are not for them, that 
they have no part to take, no bleealng to 
give In the house of God. And this thought 
is nurtured by many a parent who Insists 
upon regular attendance on the Sunday 
eohool, and Is satisfied with its hour’s In 
в traction and therefore neither invites nor 
requires the children to be present to join in 
the public worship.

In connection with this part of my dis­
cussion this evening, I give It as my deliber­
ate opinion that Sunday schools, with all 
their advantages, interfere with chnrch-go 
tug. I have often seriously thought that If 
I had to choose between Sunday school going 
children and ohnroh-golng children, I would 
by all means close the Sunday school.

In the present state of divided and antag­
onistic Christianty, the ohuroh Sunday 
eohool ia a necessity, even if any one should 
go so far as to call It a necessary evlL Neces­
sary It is and scriptural, bat somewhat per­
verted and It Is onr duty to convert It, In 
system and method It has its faults. But 
clergy and laity alike must make the best of 
it. Only we must see to it that onr chnroh 
teaohee her children that Sunday being the 
Lord’s day le beat devoted to the gathering 
of her children, not to say lessons and to re­
ceive library books, illustrated papers and 
prizes, but to the congregational worship of 
the sanctuary.

Everywhere in Eogland and America re­
cent statist!* show that the proportion of 
church-goers to the whole population ia very 
small, and in many oases decreasing. On 
the other hand, Sunday schools are on the 
increase; so that it la to be feared the one is 
being substituted for the other with the in­
evitable result, when childhood Is passed, 
that the church's services having been unat­
tended in youth, will be neglected In ma­
ture age.

“Where are the oMldren?” is often asked, 
aa one looks over onr congregations. Some 
of ns remember when oMldren formed a fea­
ture in the congregation, but now they are 
only conspicuous by their absence. The 
reason given Is that “they attend the Sun- 
day eohool.” It is one of the weaknesses of 
onr modern religion that so few children are 
seen with their parents at the public service 
of God’a house. Church members are quite 
too prope to think it enough to send their 
children to Sunday school, whilst they 
leave them at home with their servants or 
suffer them to run loose upon the streets, 
when they themselves attend public 
ship.

When the child Samuel was young his 
good mother took him with her to Shiloh, 
and a better man than he became was not In 
all Israel. And we know how the parents 
of Jeans took him with them to the Temple 
services, and how on one occasion, being left 
behind, he was fonnd in the Temple “sitting 
in the midst of the doctors, both hearing 
them and asking them questions,”

The children nowadays do not care to go 
to chnroh (why, I shall soon show), and 
parente allow them to have their way If 
only they go to Sunday aohool. Now the 
Sunday school with its songs, and banners, 
and library books and Illustrated papers, 
and prizes, can never fill the place of public 
worship, is not, nor ever can be, a substitute 
for the ohuroh. It is too lax and gay and 
free a place for children to be 
Impressed with the high reverence 
and solemnity of church worship— 
in the Sunday school it sometimes 
happens that one little boy kneels down on a 
tin tack, another site down on a bent pin. 
The best conducted SundAy eohool you ever 
saw,lacks a certain Indescribable spiritual at­
mosphere, a certain restfnlness and 
enoe that accompanies a ohnreh service. Not 
to take children to chnroh is, I believe, a 
great mistake and a great mischief. It Im­
presses upon childhood,as the Sunday school 
servioe never cap, the old yet ever fresh 
changes of the Christian year, the dear 
familiar prayers, it will serve to make them 
at home with sacred services and holy wor­
ship, It wlirearly plant the habit of ohnreh 
going which will follow them in after years. 
Send your oMldren to the Sunday eohool if 
you will, but do not fail to urge their early 
and _ constant attendance upon the divine 
service of God’s house and be sure that the 
children tit with their parents, rather than 
straggle into the gallery or some other part 
of the ohnreh, and by to procure the attend- 
anoe of the parents, brothers and slaters at 
these servioe*. And now I ask what fa the 
remedy for non-ohnroh-gelng children.

I didn’t 
think of it.” "Yei, yon repeatedly spoke 
of drawing inferences. Now that was Greek 
to many hearers.” “Why no, most every 
one, of course, know* what we mean by 
drawing an.inference.” "You are certainly 
mistaken, ISdon't believe one-half of my 
congregation would understand the phrase. 
Now there is Jones”—pointing ont a msn 
just turning a corner—“who Is quite an In­
telligent farmer, though not book-read. 
Let’s overtake him and I’ll ask him whether 
he can draw an Inference.” Accordingly the 
two ministère quickened their pace, and as 
they came up, hie pastor said to him, “Good 
morning, Mr. Jones, oou!d you draw an in­
ference ?”

And now let me briefly summarize ;
The Sunday eohool is the nursery of the 

ohnreh. Bat the child should not spend all 
Ite infant or childhood days in the nursery. 
It ehonld regularly come ont and mingle with 
the larger, the less cramped life of ite par­
ente and elders.

The place and importance of the Sunday 
school should be more duly recognized by 
the ohnreh.

Children’» services should be held sys­
tematically and frequently in the chnroh, If 
not directly after the Sanday school morn­
ing service, which I moat favor, and which 
might be shortened to three-quarters of an 
hour, opening with a hymn (afterwards to be 
sung In ohnreh) and a collect, and closing with 
a hymn, collect and benediction—if, I say, 
not every Sunday, then once a month, also 
on Christmas day, Easter Sunday, WMt- 
Snnday, the anniversary Sanday, and har­
vest thanksgiving Sunday.

And joet here I would strongly deprecate 
the use at these services of any mangled, 
garbled forme of the prayer book, with their 
omissions and interpolations and transpo­
sitions. If we we fit to use any of the eo- 
called children’s service books (a custom in 
which I am having less and lew faith), let 
them be strictly kept in the Sanday school 
room. When the children come into the 
chnroh for their children's service, let them 
use no other book than the one the church 
preeorihee—the book of common prayer. 
We may wisely adopt the shortened form of 
servioe, bat until onr prayer book undergo 
a liturgies! enrichment (whioh I hope may 
oome), and there bo special authorized forms 
for children’s services, lot usure what we’ve 
get, with the liberty, however, which I have 
no doubt would bo granted by onr dioowans,

H we sow something better than 
annnala and give them an opportunity to 
take root, we єЬаіі Ьаує something of per- 
ennlal strength and tenacity. All reason, all 
experience, all scripture concur in this 
“In the morning sow thy seed." A shrewd 
Roman Catholic bishop one said ; "Give me 
a boy till he’e twelve years old and then you 
msy have him”—1, e. if you can get Mm.’ 
Yes, and earlier than at twelve does the 
child learn that, In religions matters, which 
it can never nnleam. The Hindoo mother 
has trained her child to worship her gods 
before it can walk alone. The Turkish child 
has learned In Ite mother’s arme that there 
Is but one God, and that Mohammed, is his 
prophet. And so the lazzaronl mother of 
Naples and the beggar mother of Rome may 
°e seen at early mom In their rags, plating 
their children before pictures and statues, 
time early imbuing their minds with a super- 
ititlon, which without enlightening or re­
forming them, ever holds them in its iron 
grasp.

THE RISE ОГ THE BULGARIANS 
as objects of European political interest is a 
ourlons story, and the origin of the people 
may partly account for their characteristics 
and their success. They were originally -a 
Tartar race settled near the Volga, and 
would be called Volgarians If the initial let­
ter had not got changed by western pronun­
ciation. They crossed < the Danube In the 
sixth century, and their history has been a 
battle land a march. Their straggles with 
the emperor and with his Ottoman successor 
fill many a blood-stained page In the horrible 
annale of the East; no race has suffered more 
from the cruelty of conquerors; none 
has shown such elasticity and recuperative 
power. Matthew Arnold represents succes­
sive waves of soldiery descending upon In­
dia: “The East bowed low before the blast. 
In patient deep disdain; she let the legions 
thunder past, Then plunged in thought 
again.” The Bulgarians, owing perhaps to 
their Asiatic descent, have shown oorres- 
pondlcg patlenoe, and something of Oriental 
servility in their demeanor toward their con­
querors; but when the legions “thundered 
past ” In their case they turned again, not 
to metaphysics but to making money at 
markets and ont of the soil. A certain stol­
idity and shrewdness ssved them. They 
shrugged their shoulders under the stick, and 
took off their caps to the generals or pashas 
who In turn lorded It over them; but mar­
rying and giving in marriage, they multi, 
piled and throve where Turk or Greek could 
not get on, and the very increase of their 
numbers made them a political force. If we 
go back about fifty years we find Bulgaria 
and the Bulgarians practically unknown as 
a modern element in the Eastern question. 
Of course students of Oriental history knew 
what they had been, but diplomatists 
and statesmen classed Wallachlans, 
Moldavians, Servians, and Bulgarians 
In one term—“Greek Christians.” 
The bond then between Russia and 
the discontented subject of the Sultan was 
one of religion rather than race. At that 
time, and even down to a much more recent 
period, there were no such things as Bulgar­
ian books or schools. If a rich Bulgarian 
wished to give his son any ednoation he got 
him taught Greek—that was the only means 
or bringing him in touch with the West. In 
fact, had the war of 1821 or that of 1829 
ended In the expulsion of the Turk from 
Europe, the liberated provinces would pro­
bably have been added to an enlarged Greek 
realm, and all the Slavs would have been 
subjects of the able, crafty, and energ etlo 
race who have planted themselves by the 
shores of the Ægean. The restriction of 
new Greece, however, to a narrow territory 
around Athene allowed the other subject 
races of Turkey te develop nationalities of 
their own. The Wallaohs and the Molda­
vians became Roumanians, and would not 
dream now ef accepting Greek Hospodars 
as they did In earlier times. Servie recalled 
her glorlee In the past. Bulgaria was die- 
covered and a Bulgarian national feeling was 
fostered. How far this Is a matter for 
congratulation remains to be seen. The for­
mation of one strong Greek Kingdom ont ef 
the European ruins of Turkey might have 
proved the best barrier to the Muscovite,and 
there are statesmen now who dream of a 
confederation of the Balkans uniting twelve 
or thirteen millions of freedmen in resistance 
to Russia. But we have to deal with fsote. 
Here Is Bulgaria an actual State, Inhabited 
by a people (poor but sturdy, cherishing 
their independence. Though only a raw mi­
litia, desdrted by their Russian officers, they 
fought well under a valiant prince. They 
have shown resolution, sobriety, and self- 
restraint, in resisting the roubles and the 
rough language of their Russian liberators.

THEY HAVE REMEMBERED
the past service of their great patrons whAfe 
resenting their present manner. This Is de­
cidedly encouraging to the frlqnds of free 
Institutions all over the world. Humanity 
vindicates Itself when peoples rise to the 
heights of critical occasions. Nothing is so 
unjust as the arrogance of older nations to­
wards populations kept down by the sword. 
Before Italy was free we were told that the 
Italians were fiddlers and singers, 
fit only to be serfs; but they 
b?^,Blnoe dlaP1*yed courage, taot, and 
thrift as a nation; and their army, 
their navy, and their finance alike flourish!
