CHICAGO, May 18.—While searching 
for five hold-up men who had robbed 
Alderman Peter Webltng of money and 
Jewellry, amounting in calue to several 
hundred dollars, police sergeant Phillip 
Miller was shot and fatally wounded 
early today. The sergeant, accom­
panied by two detectives, had met 
three men in Dearborn street, near 81st 
and believing that they, were suspici­
ous persons, demanded their names. 
The next moment, the police say, one 
of the men drew a revolver and fired 
two shots. The first bullet passed 
through Miller’s right lung and he fell 
to the ground. His companions Im­
mediately drew their revolvers and be­
gan shooting. The three suspects also 
drew revolvers and a fusllade ensued. 
It is believed that one of the suspects 
was shot, but all three escaped In the 
darkness.

ARQENTALA will make silver look like letter was written April 17 and says 
the writer and hie wile 
ly beaten and nearly killed, toot with 
their two children managed to escape 
to the home of their eldest eon, who 
lives in a house owned by a rich man 
who paid the police to guard his house. 
His house was protected and not even 
a window in it was broken.

The writer declares the massacre was 
perpetrated by robbers who were pro­
tected and aided by the police. He de­
scribes at some length the terrible 
scenes of bloodshed and carnage that 
he witnessed, and concludes by assert­
ing that had the onslaught continued 
one day longer the Jews would have all 
been killed, and none left to bury the 
dead. He said that during the 
sacre, he, from his place of conceal­
ment, saw police smoking their pipes 
and calmly watching the robbers butch­
er the Jews. The cries of the wound­
ed and those who were being killed 
could be heard on all sides. Stores were 
looted and every piece of merchandise 
thrown In the streets. When Cossacks 
and Hussars arrived quiet was quickly 
restored and the Jews came forth to 
bury their dead. Many bodies were so 
mutilated they had to be buried In 
boxes without identification.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 18.—The re­
port that Lieut.-General Raaben, gov­
ernor of Kieheneff, Bessarabia, where 
the massacre of Jews occurred a 
month ago. had been dismissed by the 
Clar is confirmed. The Imperial Ukase 
dismissing the general Is dated May 17. 
The authorities here have suppressed 
the Volny and have prohibited street 
sales of the Novostl, In both cases for 
contravention of the present negotia­
tions.

them In the way of reciprocity they 
must reconsider the position and re­
consider the preference they had al­
ready given.
