A person who undertakes to raise funde
for the of our d inati
enterprises, or suy ome of them, will find
msny obetacles in his way. There seems
to be an unwillingness to give for the
support of religious objects in ose’s own
locality. For this resson nany, and
perbaps the msjority, of church difficulties
arise, The frequent snd numerous
removals of pastors from their churches
are often traceable to this cause. It is
even more difficult to secure contributions
for the work abroad than for ordinary
church purposes. The plea of “ heathen
st heme ” is very frequently offered. Then
there is & t0o general absence of self-denial
for the cause of the Lord. There are some
who are willing to sacrifice much to help
forward the Mastei’s work, but the namber
is not large comparatively. Further, there
are many non-professors, nominally Bap-
tists, who do not feel bound to contribute
to the cause of God. And ' beside all this
there is & great dislike on the part of the
meny o be appealed to, either publicly or
privately, with reference to giving. Often
have I heard the remark, “That wasa five
sermon,but the prescher spoiled it all when
he began talking about money matters.”
There are some, however, and perhaps not
s few, who when they hear an appeal are
ready to respoad.

The obstanles named above are such as
sveryone probably expects to meet who is
conpected with of? denominational
fiances.  But thers are grea‘er and more
dis ouraging obetacles than these, and they
are (hrown in the way by those who profese
to be profoundly interested in the Lord’s
work, A remark by such persous urterer
in private conversation covoerning ‘he by |
salary, the eary work, sod the unnecesary
employment of an agent, renders his labors
much more arduous and his success more
doubtful.

" Father Miller. He died at his bome in

Skowhegan—ffteen miles from Waterville
~Nov. 21, 1887, in the 94th year of his
age. He was born in Sootland, Oot 1,
1794; snd during ‘part of bis childhood’s
days, his play-ground was the battlefield of
Bannookbarn. His parents were staunch
members of the Kirk of Scotleed, and
henoe the child was early taught to study
the Beriptures, When he was twelve
yearsold, his mother died.

though he did not profess ion till
eight years after. He then thought of
entering the ministry, and of going to India
86 & missionary. He pursued his studies
for several years, with this end in view.
By & careful study of the New Testament,
he became greatly disturbed on the subject
of baptism. This led to his uniting with a
Baptist church in Edinburgh, where be
was baptized by Rev. Mr. Anderson.

His exoessive application to stady broke
down his healt*, and he was advised 10
take a long voyage at ses. Early in the
winter of 1819 he went to Leith, where he
found a veseel about to esil for Miramichi.
A few weeka brought him safely to that
little ham'et ou the north-esst of New
Brufewick. The place was without s
teacher or preasher, and so favorably did
the taleated young stranger from over tbe
ses impress the people, that they invited
him to be their instructor in both temporal
snd spiritval things. He was successful
in both offi 3es, but especially in the min-
istry, A revival began.  Converts multi-
plied. A Baptist pastor from 8t. John
went up to Mirsmichi, baptised the
converts avd organized a Baptist church.
In the summer of 1820, the sssociation wet
at Sackville. Mr. Miller was invited to
preach. He chose for his text, the last
two verses of Matthew’s gospel : “ Go ye
therefore sod teach all mations, etc.” At
the olose of the sermon he wad ordained to
the work of the gospel ministry, without
examination,—I wouder if tbere are any
Baptists in the Provinces who were present
on that ocoasion.

He labored a: Miramichi four years, and
then went to 8t. Jobn, where he spent
three years, In these two pastorates he
was eminently sucoessful.

It was the custon in those days for the
Baptists of Maine aod the Provinces to be
represented by delegates, at each other’s
annual gatherings. Aoccordingly, in 1826,
Rev. Mr. Miller was sent to this State as
delegate. His visit led' him to soccept &
call to the pastorate of the church at South
Berwick. While bere he wae marriel to
Mies Saran D. Thompson, & young womss
of rare Christinn extellence. After » short
time he went to Mas-nc' usetts, sqd for
more 1hao eight years his preaching was
remarkably blessed in " the couversion of
souls, particulsrly in West Cambridge
(now Atlington) snd Eavover avenue,
Boston. Overwork compelled him to r-
vign, and be rvmrm-d 3o Muive for a year's
rest.

Afier regaiving hid bea'th be -rvvd
several ch with bis
sucoess. For & period of twesty years, he
worked ander the direction of the Maine
Biate Missionary Bociety,

In the Bfty-+ixth year of his winistry,
sod the wighty-firet of -his age, he retired
from sotive labor, sad speat his remaining
days ot Lis home in Bkowhegan.
