Gilbert as Judge of the Court of Vice-
Admiralty. The Sun promptly denied
that statement and emphatically declared
that no appointment had been made. The
denial was regarded in some quarters as a
semi-official declaration that Mr. Peters
not only had not been appointed, but that
Whever would be.

ProGress does not know how the ZTele-
graph got its information that Mr. Peters
had been appointed, nor is it much con-
cerned on the question. It has every
reason to believe, however, that up to this
day week the members for the city and city
and county ot St. John were unanimous in
favor of Mr. Peters’ appointment as against
all comers. Then, why the hitch in his
appointment? Many stories are told ‘as to
the why and the wherefore. Some of them
ﬂ‘:’oo absurd for serious consideration,
but some of them no doubt contain a good
deal of truth.

Hon. Thos. R. Jones, a prominent con-
servative, is alleged to have started for Ot-
tawa a few days ago, threatening to “‘a
tale unfold” that would knock Mr. Peters’
chances into a cocked hat. He is said to
have arrived there and to have obtained
the ear of the ministry. It is also said
that in consequence of the impression he
created against Mr. Peters the latter is as
dead as a door nail so far as the appoint-
ment is concerned. What has the Hon.
Thomas R. Jones against Mr. Peters, any-
way? is a question that he has been fre-
quently asked this week. Progrrss does
not know the details of the trouble, but
the fact as understood about town is that
some 25 years ago a little difference arose
between Mr. Peters and Mr. Jones, at a
banquet, which has made their relations

rather strained ever since.

With Peters out of the way, who would
be the next strongest candidate for the
judgeship? Without appearing to believe
that the former is out of the race altogether
—for he may still be as strong as ever—
the ideration of the ch of Messrs.
Quigley and Forbes may not be uninter-
esting. One thing is certain, and that is
that the friends of both Quigley and Forbes
are united as against Mr. Peters’ appoint-
ment. It is stated on good authority that
among the telegrams sent to Ottawa from
St. John this week, was oné largely signed
by protestants,and which in effect declared
against Mr. Peters' appointment. This
telegram Mr. Forbes regards as in his
favor.

It is also said that in this connection Mr,
Forbes induced at least one ot Mr. Quig-
ley’s chief wirepullers to send a despatch
saying that in the event of Mr. Quigley
not getting the office, the appointment of
Mr. Forbes would be more satisfactory to
the catholics than that of Mr. Peters.

Again, it is whispered that if Mr. Peters
is passed over it will be due not to any of
the causes mentioned above, but because of
a “‘deal” between Ministers Costigan and
Foster and the supporters of each. That
‘‘deal,” it carried out, will destroy the
chances of Senator Boyd ever reaching the
governorship—at least in the near future.
The story that is told in connection with
the proposed arrangements is that the
three St. John members wanted Mr. Peters
appointed as St. John County Judge and
that in this they were supported by Mr.
Foster, while the catholic conservatives
from the province, including Mr. Costigan,
favored Mr. Quigley's appointment. After
mugh wire-pulling, the story .goes, tbat
o2& Skinner agreed to support Mr.
Quigley, provided he was supported by
the latter’s friends for the governorship;
and that Mr. Foster agreed to the arrange-
ment, provided Mr. Justice Wetmore's
place on the Supreme court bench was
given to Mr. E. McLeod. These propo-
sitions, it is said, have all been agreed to

HOW TRAINS ARE MISSED.

Do Not, and That Explains It.

“How soon before the western train
leaves?” was the query of a man with a
valise, as he approached the officer at *‘the
gate” in the I. C. R. depot the other even-
ing.

It left the station fifteen minutes ago,”
was the answer.

‘“How is that; why it's only 9 o'clock,
and I was told that it left here at a quarter
after.”

““So it does, local time, and you have
evidently got standard.” The traveller
murmured and talked, and went away a
very disappointed looking man.

“We have cases like that nearly every
night,” remarked the officer, *‘and it shows
what a nuisance the difference in time
makes. Travellers as a rule carry stand-
ard time, and when they go to a hotel or
boarding house, or ask anybody on the
street what time a train leaves, they are
nearly always given local time, and conse-
quently miss the train.”

When things reach this stage it is time
something was done in the way of the city’s
adopting standard time, for there is very
little possibility of the railways running by
any other. In many cases it means some-
thing for a man to lose a train, and in St.
John it is more likely that he will do so
than otherwise. Very few people, except
those directly connected with the transpor-
tation companies, ever think of explaining
the difference between local and standard
time, and in some of the hotels or boarding
houses it seems that they are not over-par-
ticular whether a guest loses a train or not.
Even to those who are not travelling
it is very unsatisfactory to have to spend
time figuring up the hour ot a train’s de-
parture or arrival by the watch one car-
ries, and at the best the possibility of
getting mixed up, when there are other
things to think about, is very apparent.
In no place will the adoption of one time
for the city and the railroads be welcomed
more than at the depot, where every query
in regard to the departure or arrival of a
train is invariably accompanied by a lengthy
explanation of the two systems, which is
often times difficult for the questioner to
understand.

He has com-
menced work upon a fancy chamber. the
general design of which PrRoGRrEss has had
the opportunity of inspecting. It is divided,
like most modern interiors, into the dado,
the field of the wall, and the frieze or cor-
nice.

A prominent business man also withdrew
from the baptist church, after years of de-
voted work. Why did he do s0o? Was it
that he could no longer agree with the
teachings of our church or was it that he
desired to be ina more fashionable com-
munity of church goers ?

I have in my mind at the moment an-
other politician. He still retains a sitting
there but he worships almost entirely in
episcopal circles. He comes round to see
us semi-occasionally and his coming is gen-
erally regarded as an evidence that an elec-
tion is soon to be held. .

I could name another case, that of a
man at one time prominent in railway cir-
cles, who left his old baptist love and fol-
lowed the example ot those cases already
referred to.

I could also give you other examples
within and without the city, all of which go
to show that too many of those who have
risen in our church frequently adopt
courses, as they get on in the world, which
suggests that baptists are socially not the
equal of those ot other denominations. I
wish to protest against any such reflection
on our people ; yet we have little reason to
complain as to what other religious bodies
think of us, considering that we are so fre-
quently deserted by those, some f whom
would never have attained to any position
but for our assistance.

Here is another case that I think should
be referred to: It is that of a somewhat
prominent provincial educationalist, not
living in St. John. He was a first class
bapti#t while he was stuggling for position.
Having secured it he became a member ot
the church ot England.

No steamers that sail into Boston har-
bor get a better reception, numerically,
than those of the International line. Com-
mercial wharf, certainly, does uot present
the lively scene witnessed at Reed's point,
when the steamers arrive, which usually
impresses visitors with the idea that there
is a distinguished personage or a brass
band on board ; but this has nothing to do
with it, for only the ordinary number were
on hand when Miss Muller, the 865 pound

They are the only side-wheel
steamers entering the harbor that can boast
of more than one smoke stack. This is
quite a distinction.

Sailing up Boston harbor one is im-
pressed with the number of steamers of all
sizes coming from and going to the differ-
ent pleasure resorts and neighboring towns
and cities, while at the wharves there is
always more or less of a ‘‘whiteness,” that
tells of sidewheel boats long betore one is
near enough to read the names. But of
all these, the big boats that run between
Boston and St. John take the palm. In
them from one to three hundred people make
themselves at home every day, and they
find it the easiest matter in the world.
There is plenty of room to move about,
and always lots of company, while the
surroundings are as attractive as it is pos-
sible to make them. So elegantly fitted
up and comfortable are the saloons that it
is hard to believe that one is on the water,
except he leaves the wharf with the avowed
intention of keeping this fact in mind, and
speculating on the probabilities of an inter-
view with Mr. Neptune. And it is seldom
other than these passengers who have any
experience with his lordship, except a few
over-courageous persons, who pay no atten-
tion whatever to diet, and have to take the
consequences. Even in the roughest wea-
ther there is very little motion on the
steamer.

There are always a number of persons
on board who are well acquainted with the
coast, and 1t is amusing to notice how
quickly the information imparted by these
favored onecs becomes general.  Between
Eastport and Thatcher’s Island, the general
topic of conversation is the weather; and
the prospects for a *‘good run” are discus-
sed. But when Thatcher’s Island comes in
view in the early morning, all hands watch
the two tall light houses until the steamer
is directly opposite them, and by that time
everybody on the boat knows that they are
passing Thatcher’s Island, and in two hours
we will be on terra firma.

From that time, the saloon has few attrac-

tions. KEverybody is on deck, and the
man who has ‘‘been there betore” has his
hands full. He is usually agreeable, how-
ever, and all ears are open, but when he is
somewhat of a joker there are generally a
number of incredulous -looking persons
guzing at him through the corners of their
eyes. For instance. it is hard to believe
that those houses on the island are the |
summer resor ts of certain® Bostonians, but |
when the adaitional facts of their being the |
guests of the state is furnished, all under- |
stand that we are passing Deer Island, |
with its high brick buildings, extensive |
farm lands and men in unitorm who work |
them for their board.

On a Sunday morning the sail up Bos- |
ton harbor is full of interest. The yachts
are out in force, each and every one of |
them with a man hanging over the bow, |
and another with a small tin horn and an
extraordinary amount of surplus wind ; ex-
cursion steamers bound for the beaches
shoot past with their decks crowded; and |
a diminutive steam launch lets off steam
through an apology for a whistle. Along- |
side a large ocean tramp lies the little
quarantine boat with its yellow tlag, while
the decks of the steamer swarm with cop-
per colored foreigners .in gaudy clothing,
which invariably tells of Italy, and suggests
more stalls heaped with damaged iruit;
hand organs, ‘“‘monks,” ‘‘Comrades” and
*‘Annie Rooney.” All these and many
more things of interest hold the attention,
till the state house dome, the large grain
elevators, the long pier at City point, and
the lotty Ames and Exchange buildings
force themselves upon us, and it is time to
prepare for landing.

The extent of these preparations is al-
ways greatly over-estimated, and the fav-
orite t of the p s for
fiftcen or twenty minutes, is stamfing be-
fore the door like a crowd at a theatre box
office, with a valise in one hand, boxes and
parcels of all shapes and sizes in the other,
and running into the umbrella of the *‘wise
man who always carries his umbrella on a
fine day.”

There are people who say that Boston is
ahead of St. John in every way. On one
ipoint all must agree with them, and that ‘s
n regard to the coachmen. The Boston
cab drivers, with their dissipated looking
silk hats, or d with bers; an
long tailed “*silver” buttoned, and muchly
worn coats, look like stage toughs or low
comedians, and without doubt present the
most dilapidated appearance of any set of
cabmen in the country. But they are bet-
ter than those which greet the unwary
traveller at St. John. In Boston heis in
no danger whatever. If he says he doesn’t
want a cab, the driver believes him, and
tries someone else. He shows no dispo-

assenger’s arm out at the socket. Yetthe
Eoston cabmen are hustlers, and although

their style is somewhat different from that

engcr’ in soliciting fares. baven't

spread themselves between
the buildings and the wharf, where the boat
lies, but I saw an enterprising cabby re-
cently, in full uniform walk the log alo
the edge of the wharf in excellent time wi
the boat, while it was moving in, and so-
licit individual who stood in the door
way on the lower deck, by singling them
out with a chamois glove that seemed
closely related to his hat. to judge by its
dissipated appearance.

Aﬁ. this, l!:)wever, is only at one end of
the trip. Coming to St. Jobhn, Eastport is
to the passengers what Thatcher's Island is
Ei:g west. When the boat is moored at

tport everybody knows that we are
four hours sail from St. Jobn. And the
arrival at Eastport is as full of interest as
ing into Bost On a fine day
the sail up between Campobello and the
main land is delightful ; the green fields,
the rugged grandeur of the rocky coast,
the bustling little town and the modest
little fishing villages are all of interest to
passengers, and the scene presented never
tails to bring forth exclamations of admira-
tion. While laying off, waiting for the
west bound boat to leave the wharf, one
gets an excellent chance to become ac-
inted with the surr ings, and the in-
formation furnished by those ‘‘who know
you know” is always listened to with eager-
ness. On one point Americans never want
any information, and that is as regards the
identity of the steamer that leaves the wharf
at Eastport.

“That's the Rose Standish ! is heard on
every side. **Wait until she comes nearer,
and see if it isn’t.” And it undoubtedly is.
The little boat that runs to Calais is re-
markably well known, and as she steams
alongside to receive freight from the big
International boat, she is always greeted
by a number of old acquaintances, who
used to know her when ¢‘she run down to
Nantasket beach.” They all know her
history, and some wonder that her name
was not changed. What a number of
people would be disappointed it it had
been!

A blind man could steer a vessel into
Eastport. There can be no mistaking the
place, for its leading industry at all times
makes itself strikingly apparent, or forces
itself upon you, as it were. As the steamer
nears the wharf, the man who wanted to
know *'if that was Eastport?” when we
passed Lubec, felt ashamed enough to
commit suicide by suffocation. Apart from
its atmospheric sign board, Eastport is
about as fine a little town of 1ts size as one
meets in a long journey. It has a lively
appearance at all times, and on a wind
day, when the dust is thick, and nearly
every store keeper is out “‘laying” it with a
hose, it presents a scene of more than pass-
ing interest.

Eastport’s system of watering the streets
illustrates in a small way a traitin the
American character, that is found toa
greater extent in larger citi es, and one
which Canadians might imitate with profit .
One notices every where the pride which
the Americans take in their country and
more particularly the city in which they
reside. Unlike the majority of Canadians,
they do not wait for, or expect, the state
or municipality to do everything that is to
he done, but each individual seems always
willing to beautify and work for his native
place, no matter in how small a degree,
whenever the opportunity presents itselt,
and—to come back to Eastport—does not
wait for the city to furnisha watering cart,
while the, dust spoils his stock, or shuts it
from the public view by locating on his
plate glass windows.

Eastport is a bustling little town and
those who go ashore while the steamer is
taking in freight cannot help being pleased
with all he sees—but I will not refer to his
other senses.

The Indiansin the company's warehouse,
however, are a lazy looking crowd to be
found in such a hustling community, and I
could not help wondering how they ever
managed to exert themselves sufficiently to
make so many pretty baskets, fans, and
other fancy articles, when they seemed al-
most too indolent to tell customers the
price of them, rather preferring to puff
away at old clay pipes, with remarkable in-
difference to business.

Leaving Eastport, the ‘passengers get

| another surprise, and a pleasant one—that

is if it is Saturday, or any day up to Tues-
day—they find ProGRESS for saﬁa on the
boat, and when this fact is made known,
the gentleman who carries the key of the
wash room is in greater demand than ever.
And, by the way, the fruit and cigar de-
partment, which is located here, is a great
institution, and as it is not always in full
blast, there are always one or two pas-
sengers, at least, around the lower deck,
who would give something to see the door
open. =

Before arriving in St. John, a word
about the hands on the boat. They form
quite a passenger list in themselves,but they
all seem to be more than passengers, and
to have the comforts of the travellers al-
ways in view. Both the State of Maine
and Cumberland have model stewards in
Messrs. Bond and Leonard,and passengers
never forget them after leaving the steamers.

Four hours from Eastport to St. John !
After calculating what time that will bring
the boat to its destination, and finding out
whether it is local time or standard time,
‘‘or both,” everybody settles down to view
the scenery along the coast, or “‘finish my
book™ in the saloon. Soon Partridge
island heaves in sight, the Martello tower,
the breakwater, the tents at Duck Cove,
the exhibition buildings, the lighthouse,and
then old St. John herself.  And when the
smiling cc of Agent Laechler is
seen and the gangway is pushed on board,
the passengers are ready to be delivered
over to the tender mercies of St. John
coachmen. R. G 1

The latter stood
in the centre betore his music stand, his
baton lifted, and he looked around over the
audience and then surveyed his company
of musicians with an indescribable air of
pride.

Suddenly he threw back his head and
crowed loud and clear. The immense au-
dience shouted with laughter. In front of

the orchestra a heavy weight rooster
ambled about in a business-like way, which
#he lecturer explained by introducing him
as the business manager. The superinten-
dent, a small pertinacious bantam rooster,
strutted about also in front of the musicians
and occasionally crowed.

After Prof. Stanley had introduced the
various s of the orch , which
included Gilmore, Thomas and Paganini,
the leader gave a signal and the orchestra,
guided by some ccncealed power, struck
up a popular air and played it through with
perfect harmony. There was no discord in
the high treble of the violin, the tenor of
the cornet, the deep tone of the bass viol,
the thunder of the drum, the crash of the
cymbals. Even the crowing of the roost-
ers, who seemed so proud of their musical
accomplishments that they could not help
continually cock-a-doodling about it,
seemed to harmonize with the music pro-
duced on the instruments.

an American paper will be of interest to

“*The composer Gounod,like many another
genius, was compelled to wait and work for
success. But his case was a peculiar one,
for his talents were recognized early, and
he was not in need of money. Neverthe-
less, it was disheartening to him to feel
that his work was not considered of suffi-
cient commercial value to pay for publish-
ing it. The popular singers, the brothers
Lionnet, found a publisher for one of his
charming songs, composed for Beranger's
words, *‘Mon Habit.” Anatole Lionnet
relates the incident in his volume of *‘Sou-

enirs.”

After hearing him play for the first time,
Anatole expressed enthusiastic admiration.
It was at the rooms of the Escudier broth-
ers, publishers of music, and as the the
two were alone for the moment Gounod
said: ““Ah, you have heard what the Mes-
sieurs Escudier say of my works. They
think them interesting, they do not deny
their merit, but they will not publish them.
They think them too difficult for the public
taste. Do you know,” he went on, rathe{
sadly, ‘‘that up to this time, except the
Nonne Sanglante and two pieces from
Sappho, nothing of mine has been pub-
mﬁd. They were printed at my ex-
pense and are still on the hands of the
dealer.”

He turned away and began playing
“Mon Habit,” saying, **This would “suit
your voice and that of your brother. It
did suit the voices of the Lionnets beauti-
fully, and Anatole, full of enthusiasm over
the composition, hastened to Hengel the
publisher, and asked him to take it."”

*It is exquisite,” said the publisher,*‘but
it would not sell.”

After considerable urging, however, he
said, “If you intend to sing the piece at
your concert und will popularize it in that
way, Iwillgive M. Gounsd a hundred
francs for it.”

Gounod was delighted with the news,and
with the huhdred franes, the first money he
had received for bis work. Years later he
said to Anatole Lionnet:

*‘How well I remember that hundred
trancs. I left Hengel, went home over-
Jjoyed, and threw five of the beautiful gold
pieces into mamma’s apron.

‘It was charming and touching,“ adds
Lionnet, *‘to hear that man of genius, then
sixty-eight years old,use that word ‘mamma’
as sweetly and as simply as a child.”

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THE CONCEALMENTS OF HISTORY.

The political movements of a province
interest too few people for any one to think
it worth while to lay bare their inner his-
tory. Thisis, perhaps, as well, for there
are reputations which would suffer if the
whole truth was brought to light. For in-
stance, it is alleged on very good author-
ity, that the opinions of a certain late
lamented and learned journalist, upon no
less a question than that of non-sectarian
education, were quite unsettled until the
representative of a wealthy corporation,
whose plans would be jeopardized by the
defeat of the government of the day, wrote
a check with four figures on it, payable to
the government. It is alleged, also on
very good authority, that the fathers of
confederation were stimulated in their pat-
riotism by a snug little contribution from
the colonial office, concerning the disburse-
ment of which no troublesome questions
were asked, although it has not been sug-
‘gested that any of the aforesaid fathers
pocketed a portion of the fund. The
greater part of it dropped like the gentle
dew from heaven upon the elec-
torate, the remainder being ab-
sorbed in fransitu. To come down to
modern times, everybody has heard the
explanations given by both sides of the St.
John Police Magistrate matter and the
LEary telegram; but there are not many
persons innocent enough to believe that
the real truth has been told. Not that
anything bas been told that is not true.
Not at all, but, as Suesa said of SoLomox,
“‘the half has not been told,” and what has
not been told is the really interesting part
of the business. Thus it ever has been
and ever will be. There is a certain set
ot facts which the public gets, and another
set that only a few, a very few people
know anything about, which the free-
masonry of politics keep secret until dis-
«closure will hurt no one. This is asit
should be. Selfishness is the mainspring
of the most of our actions, and it has not
vet been demonstrated that politicians are
peculiarly free from this fault. As long as
this is the case it is as well that the inner
history of all public movements should not
be too extensively advertised.

TRUTH SEEKING.

Many well ing and ientious
people think that scientific men, by means
of chemistry, the microscope and other
agencies, have not only demonstrated that
there is no necessity for ‘‘the hypothesis of
Gon," but have left no place for Him in the
universe. They take Professor TyNpALL'S
stnér?xent, that he can ‘‘discern in matter
the promise and potency of all terrestrial
life,” as a fixed and definite starting’ point,
as certain and unchallengeable as that one
and one make two. They overlook the
fact that Ty~NpaLL himself does not claim
to have d rated the exi of this
¢‘promise and potency,” but says that he
discerns by ‘‘intellectual necessity,” and
by *‘crossing the boundary of experimental
evidence.” Pupils are apt to go further
than their teachers. DarwiN, TynparL,
Huxvey and others of that school do not
claim to have arrived at finality in their
views. They present certain ascertained
facts and they suggest that these facts ren-
der it unnecessary for the interfer-
ence of creative agency. They give
their process of reasoning.  which
they themselves admit is at times
imperfect. They do not hesitate to admit
tacts which tell against their theories, and
are rarely dogmatic. The German school
of investigators is more positive ; but mere
positiveness as accepted is worth very
little It is ususlly employed to hide

wegkness of argument. But many of our
soi-disant advanced thinkers, form a smut-
tering of science, an imperfect idea of what
constitutes logical proof and a hasty peru-
sal of the works of the great investigators
above named, rush on where their leaders
fear to tread, and unhesitatingly declare
that the heavens declare the glory of
Matter and the firmament showeth its evo-
lution. As yet it is altogether premature
to claim that chemistry and the microscop
have arrived at the ultimate solution of
anything. Two proofs of this statement
may be given. HERBERT SPENCER says,
“What chemists for convenience call ele-
mentary substances, are merely substances
which they have thus far failed to decom-
pose.” TyYNDALL says, ““A little consider-
ation will make it plain that the microscope
can have no voice in the real question of
germ .structure” —that is to say,
it does not follow that a thing is structure-
less simply because no microscope yet in-
vented shows it to have a structure. Since,
then, it is i ible as yet for sci to
say that it bas reached a point in its in-
vestigations into the nature ,of matter,
which precludes the possibility of anything
further being demonstrated, its theories
vest upon a foundation which the discoveries
of tomorrow may overturn.

Just a word or two as to the object of
scientific investigation and theory. It is
not to lessen man’s responsibility for his
actions, to diminish his duty, to impair his
dignity. Itis nota part of a conspiracy
to undermine the good and enthrone evil.
It is simply to get at the truth. And re-
member that truth is single. There can-
not be two sets of truth. The truth as it
is in Curist and the truth as it is in chem-
istry must harmonize. If, as we under-
stand them, they do not appear to do so,
then we may be certain that our concep-
tion of one or the other, perhaps of both,
is wrong.

A JAUNT BY STEAMER, RAIL AND
CARRIAGE.

Where History Was Made, and is Being
to Good A by the Na-

%: tives—A Beautiful Country That Has At-

'’ tractions for Tourists.

Havwrax, N. S, Aug. 18.—Itisa dit-
ficult matter to write interestingly about a
holiday trip—the subject is hackneyed and
a man is always out of gear andyjust about
as capable of doing work as a machine that
has been taken apart and under repairs.

1 left my alleged brains in New Bruns-
wick, as you will discover if you read much
of this, and am trying to patch up their
workshop—have tried to, in fact, by gaz-
ing into the deeps of the Bay of
Fundy -there was mno wind—loating
a short time in the cool shades of one of
Digby’s tourist hotels, following the post
road as it winds in and about the rivers of

the valley to Annapolis—the gate to the
historic land—and coursing rapidly through
the valley of Longfellow’s imagination to
slow but solid Windsor and Halifax by the
sea.

If any who read this are tempted to fol-
low an example and are favored with as
smiling a nature as we have encountered,
they will be more than repaid in the acces-
sion of health and strength. I am not go-
ing to shower praises on the steamer route
—thgse who bave travelled on the Monti-
cello know that she is a good boat—by far
the superior of any yet on the bay route—
and a short acquaintance makes one confess
to the genial and courteous manners of the
officials. With the assistance of smooth
water and a clear day we made Digby in
good time, and found that good friend of
all travelers, Mrs. Short, so crowded
that we were indeed lucky in securing seats
at a third table.

1 came to the conclusion long ago that it
was a mistake for any ‘‘house of entertain-
ment”—as I found them labelled through
the valley—to keep ¥eoplc waiting for the
second and third table and not increase the

rice according to the length of wait.

‘here is mighty little satisfaction in it for
the hungry guest and no profit for the host
—for wgat a meeting and disappearance is
there when he and the bill of fare do come
together !

Some good spirit prompted us—to try a
carriage and the post road between
Digby and Annapolis. There s
where you will  find scenery. Take
it easy as we did and enjoy
it—the ever-varying changes. the con-
tentment and  prosperity of  the
people, the broken-down pitfall ot bridges
and the magnificent new railroad that fol-
lows the windings of the shore. The
drive took up three and a half hours—21
miles—and no party was ever more ready
for a good supper than we when the Clifton
house came 1 sight. I understand there
are other good hotels in Annapolis as there
were in Digby—who does not know the
Royal and its hearty host, Mr. John Daley
—but my experience only permits me to
speak of one in-each place.

It any one thinks for a moment that I
am going to write about a column and a half
on the old fort and French and English
traditions about the dismantled earthworks
and magazines he is mistaken. I am
not—I saw the old man—the one,
you know, who has a little pamphlet to sell
all about his own life and little about the
fort and asks ten cents for it, and he has a
dime of mine, but I am not going to print
it. I saw the magazine and the stones and
the earthworks, and lent my pencil to four
enthusiastic girls, who ruined it writing
their names upon some limestone, and
hurt their fingers trying to get geological
relics to carry away, but that is the end of
it all. I am not going to worry you any
more about it.

To me all the prosperity of the sur-
rounding couatry seemed emptied into An-
napolis. There may not be many people
there, money may be scarce, but I don’t
want to live in much nicer houses than you
can find in this *‘royal” town. The peo-
ple seem to have an idea that paint is use-
tul and cheap—they use plenty of it and
with taste ; tge hedges and trees are par-
ticularly well kept, and gave me the im-
pression that if there were not retired
merchants with plenty of ‘‘rocks” in their
pants pocket living about this garden town
that there ought to be.

Here the Windsor and Annapolis begins,
or rather ends—any way you please. For
some few years, and particularly at the
present time, the people have been thinking
that the W. & A. R. has some regard for
them, and come to the conclusion that the
interests of the people are identical. I am
not going to write a history, but it is a fact
that there has been a ‘‘revival,” so to
speak, in railway matters along the An-
napolis valley in recent years. I'm in-
clined to think that we would find the cause
of it all in the resident and acting manager’s
chairs at Kentville, but I am speaking of
effects, rather than causes, just now. I
don’t want to go any faster than the W. &
A. R. carried me, and fast going is rather
my hobby, and I don’t want easier riding,
more comfortable cars, and more courteous
treatment. I am not saying this because
the railway gave me a pass. You all know
me well enough to know that if the service
was bad I would say so, pass or no pass—

The first five are often accompanied by
the salutation, *“‘Peace be on you!” to
which the reply is, “On you be peace and
the mercy of God and His blessings 1" The
sixth mode is observed by servants or
pupils to. masters, by the wife to the hus-
band, and by children to the father, and

The Great and Good.
BY REV. LYMAN ABBOTT, D.D.
Preached in Plymcuth church, Sunday

the great worshipping congregations of: all
ages and all times, seeing men stirred not
only with a momentary passion, a tem-
?onry enthusiasm, but litted up and not
eel sure that there is a truth, a reality, in
spiritual life.

It is a significant fact that the same word
means ‘‘martyr” and ‘‘witness.” The
martyrs were primarily not sufferers, but
witnesses, and in the ancient literature the
word martyr was applied sometimes to
men who did not suffer at all, but going
before courts and kings with an expecta-
tion of suffering, bore their witness, and
then went out from the courts unscathed.
They were martyrs to the truth; that is
witnesses to the truth. The surest witness
is the witness borne by great suffering, and
the martyrs receive their name, not chiefly
because they suffered, but chiefly because,
by reason of their suffering, tbey bore
testimony to a reality, a divine and invis-
ible reality.  So the men and women that
have walked under the shadow of a great
sorrow, and yet with radiant faces, they
that have walked in life with a great en-
,thusiasm and a great patience of courage;
they that aforetime were of the y
earthy, but now are lifted up and filled full
of a great divine life of hope and faith and
love ; they who have served and dared and
suffered for juvisible truth—are by their
very lives witnesses to the divine and in-
visible truth which was in them.

But, beyond this, in the great and good
there is a witness to a divine presence and
power in them, yet not.of them. They are
witnesses to what God can make out of
common men and women. In the sculp-
tor’s studio you see the form shaped by
his skilltul hands, and your heart is touch-
ed, your soul is lifted up, you receive
thmuﬁh the clay, but not from the clay, a
new thought or a new emotion. You see
what a great sculptor can make out of com-
mon clay. Now the great men of the
world are witnesses to what God can make
out of such stuff as you and I are made of.
Moses and Abraham and Paul and Luther
and Wesley and Calvin and' William of
Oral;ﬁe and Cromwell and Lincoln, they
are i to the ibilities of hu-

““Wherefore, seeing we also are compassed about
with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside
every weight and the sin which doth 8o easily beset
us, and let us run with patience the race that is set
before us.—Heb. xii., 1.

The magnificent series of pictures, a part
of which we have read together this morn-
ing in the twelith chapter of Hebrews,
closes with this prnct,icar counsel, ‘let us
run with patience the race that is set be-
fore us.” Before us the artist puts Abel
with the smoke of his sacrifice_going up
unto God under the blue sky ; Noah turn-
ing aside from his avocation to give him-
self to the work of building an ark long
before there is any gathering darkness in
the western horizon ; Abraham turning his
back upon his country and goingina quest
after God ; Moses choosing not to be a

rince in Egypt, but putting himself at the
gead of an utterly ignoble race of slaves
that he may make free men of them. We
can do none of these things. No altar
stands before us on which we are to offer
incense and sacrifice ; no voice calls us to
any shipbuilding ; no message bids us be-
come self-exiled that we may find our God
in some unknown country ; no choice is laid
upon us between the palace and the wilder-
ness. But looking on these lives, we are
to learn how to run our race, do our duty,
filt our place, render our services. Thisisthe
message. They are witnesses. What
does that mean? In the first place they
are witnesses to a divine, invisible, eternal
life ; witnesses to something that many of
us do not see at all, to something that
most of us see only vaguely, dimly, occa-
sionally. They are witnesses to a Erent
truth in the faith of which they walk, by
which they were inspired, which, perhaps,
we fail to” see, or see only at special times
and on special occasions. Walking along
the street, you see a up of men stand-
ing, looking up into the heavens: and you
are pretty sure they see something, and
wonder what it is, and stop and look where
they are looking. So we see men gathered
in monasteries, gathered in closets, gath-
ered in houses of worship, drawn together
by & vision, looking up into the heavens
at something invisible to most of us in the
dust and darkness of life. And because
these men are looking we are sure there is
something they see. It it were but for a
moment, and then they separated.we might
think differently. If it were one group of
‘men of idealistic temperament, or domin-
ated by one creed or one priesthood, we
might call it superstition. But they are
Protestants and Catholics, Episcopalians
and Congregationalists, Calvinists and
Arminians—men joined together and men
setting themselves in solitary places and
for solitary meditation. By their attitude,
still more by their words and deeds, they
bear witness to a something they do.
Gettysburg and Antietam and Donaldson
and {’ick;%urg are witnesses to the reality
a at patriotism. If onme had no
zriomm in his own heart, if his soul was
never stirred by a love of liberty or a love
of his fellow man, if the Stars and Stripes
meant nothing to him, if he cared not
whether the nation were one or
divided, still it would be impos-
sible that he should look upon this great,

And
you never can tell what God can make out
of a man when you see him unformed, any
more than you can tell what the sculptor 1s
going to make out of the clay when 1t lies
a wet and 80 lump in his hand. To
hear men talk cyni of a knowledge of
human nature, as if **Vanity Fair” was a
looking glass and truly represented human
nature. Was not Moses human nature as
well as Becky Sharp? Human nature is
sordid and mean and base; and human na-
ture is grand and heroic and sublime. And
the history ot the mean men of the world
shows you how bad you and I can be, with-
out trying very hard. And the history of
the great and the heroic and the divine men
shows what you and I might become it we
would let God have His way with us. Put
a violin into the hands of a poor player.
and you will put your fingers into your
ears to keep out the dissonance. Put the

same instrument in the hands of a skiltul
player, and you will 1teel the
soul  breathing  through the in-
strument. It is the player that

makes the difference. Look all along the
line of human history, and you may see
what kind of figures God can make out ot
clay like yours; you may hear what kind
of music He can play on instruments such
as you are. The great and good men of
the world are witnesses to the power, not
ourselves, and yet that is in ourselves—to
the poor that makes men great.
But in still a third sense great and good
men are witnesses. The men who by their
lives bear witness to the truth and light
in which they walked, the men whose lives
were more than human and bear witness to
the divine that was in them look down
upon us and watch us; they were
witnesses to the truth, they were witnesses
to God, and now they are witnesses of us.

I am sure you are quick-thoughted
enough to know what uuﬁgested this
thought to me, and to what 1 have been
leading you up. This week there is to be
unveiled the statue of one whom I count,
and we count, the gre&lest preacher of
righteousness the world has seen since the
days ot Paul ; one whom I believe, and you
believe, wi d to that righ y
his hfe no less than by his Tipu; one who
knew what it was to have the blessing of
Him who said : ‘‘Blessed are ye when men !
shall persecute you, and revile you, and
speak evil of you falsely for My name’s
sake.” I believe, and you believe, that
monument as long as it shall endure, will
stand as a witness to the truth of one utter-
ance of that chant which we sang this morn-
ing, **God knoweth the way of the ri%-ht-
eous, but the way of the ungodly shall
perish.
How sball we honor his memory ? TFifty years
ago the young entered into active life. He found
men mabacled by their old-school theology, with its
doctrine that man is not a free moral agent, and
caonot help himself, has no power even to choose
the right; and he drew his sword, and flung himselt
into the battle against that hard, represave theol-
ogy. And not thut the manacles are cut, are _we to
0 on preaching the crusade that he has completed?
we should dishonor him by doing it, as though we
said he had not done the work, and it must be done
over again.

The very commencement of the story
takes us away and away over thousands
and thousands of miles of ocean, to that
weird old world, Australia, where, with the
exception of the towns and cities—essenti-
ally British—everything is as totally differ-
ent from what we see around us here, asif
the great stretch of territory belonged to
some other planet. But with none of its
wonders have I at present anything to do,
except its marvellous excalyptus tree. To
be botanically correct, I should say that
the eucalyptus globulus belongs to the nat-
ural order of myrtace, the same from
which we get the fragrant clove,cajeput,and

imento. The name is derived from the
reek eu ““well” and kalypto ‘I cover.”
“I cover well.” And so it does. The
tree attains a height of from 150 to 300
feet, often far more, and a girth of some-
times iggdrly 100 feet.

S a writer in Chambers’ Journal:
“The foliage of this tree is unlike any-
thing seen in these islands. It is pendu-
lous, quivering and evergreen; and the
peculiar whitish appearance of one side ot
the leaves—due to a fatty or resinous
secretion—is very characteristic Till the
tree is from three to five years old, the
leaves grow horizontally, but afrerwards
they assume a pendant position. Instead of
having one of their surtaces towards the
sky and the other towards the earth, they
are often placed with their edges in those
directigns, so that each side is equally ex-
pos?zx the light. It is supposed)that
this Arrangement may account in some de-
%ree for the great amount of water exhaled

y the tree into the air. The flowers of
the tree are like those of the myrtle, and
the seeds are very small.”

The eucalyptus sheds its bark year after
year, and during this shedding season the
rugged appearance " of the huge and
branchless stems is e Jingly peculiar,
and lends quite a character of its own to
the forest.

From time immemorial. one might say,
the virtues of the pine tree forest have
been extolled by writers, medical and
otherwise. Many of my readers may have
benefi by a resid under their
sombre shade, and by breathing the bal-
samic air that is breathed from their stems
and leaves. Many of the most efficacious
health resorts in Europe are situated
among the pines, and we have only to
mention our own Bournemouth, on the
south coast of England, as an example of
what pines and sunshine can accomplish
for the invalid.

The great gum tree, or eucalyptus
globulus, of Australia, has, however, a
power of destroying malaria, and render-
ing the air in its vicinity wholesome, which
is possessed by none other in the world.

i’n a lecture on Forest Culture, delivered
by Baron von Mueller, and reported in the
I?harmaceutical Journal, this gentleman
stated that a certain citizen of Melbourne, to
wit, Mr. Bosisto, was then largely export-
ing the oil of eucalyptus, and was produc-
ing about 700 lbs. a month. Since then
Bosisto, who has most industriously pur-
sued this business, has given much further
attention to the hygienic valne of the
eucalyptus. He became convinced that its
properties have some connection with the
essential oil, and set himself to ascer-
tain all he could about the quantity of
the oil, and its probable sanitary
effects, supposing it gets into the atmo-
sphere through evaporation aided by warm
winds. He writes as follows: *‘The evi-
dence ot oil evaporation might thus be
stated—that the desert scrub gums, after a
winter of average rainfall, supplied the air
with a continuous and even quantity of
aromatic vapor, and kept up a vigorous
vitality throughout the summer, and that a
short season of rain and a long dry sum-
mer diminished the formation of oil, aud
so lessened the exhalation; but on the
other hand, the species tending seaward
increased their quantity after a short
winter.”

So long ago as 1854, Bosisto set up the
first still for the preparation of this
eucalyptus oil. At the present moment, at
one factory not a great distance from Mel-
bourne, atout five and twenty tons of
leaves are distilled every week.

Well, Bosisto and everyone else who
has considered the subject, has come
to the conclusion that, as a fever-
destroying tree, the eucalyptus owes its
singular power and influence to the oil it
contains, and which finds its way into the
atmosphere around xt _This oil, then,

P great ptic powers, and

by the atmospheric oxygen in contact with
moiglure.” (Kingezett.)

“fFhe same author adds: ‘It is probable
that every molecule ot oil of turpentine, or
il of eucalyptus, or oil of camphor, gives
rise in this process of oxidation to a mole-
cule of peroxide of hydrogen. And this
peroxide of hydrogen has the power ot
oxidising a corresponding t of i
matter, and rendering it harmless.”

It is indeed a wonderful tree, this which
God has planted in the wilderness of Aus-
#ralia; and were it not for the powers that

in it ge, so great is the exuberance of

wegetagion in these realms, that the exist-
ence of animal life in its higher forms
would probnbll b ost impossibl
It was unlikely that a tree possessing
such extraordinary qualities would escape
the notice of savants in Europe, or that
the plant would not be transported to other
lands. We are not surprised, therefore,
to learn that in Algeria and in Portugal,
previously unhealthy and malarious lands
and valleys have been rendered healthy
and inhabitable by the simple process of
jplanting the eucalpytus therein. ‘While
Mr. Greenish was in Portugal, ‘‘he stayed
.one night in a valley near the banks of the
Douro, which from its ap) ce seemed
a very unhealthy spot. A Spaniard told
this gentleman thatthe spot had been most
unhealthy, but that some gum trees had
been planted there, and that since they had
,grown up, the sanitary condition of the

pop the pag Centuries
passed, and still the fever-stricken monks
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endeavored to hold their own agginst their
mysterious assailant, until the close of the
last century, when the monastery was de-
serted, and the few remaining monks mi-
grated elsewhere.

the test. They begged to be allowed to

began with energy and skill to make the
old ruinous buildings habitable once more.
They obtained some plants of the eucalyp-
tus, and placed them in the cloisters. To
their delight the plants throve, and at this
momert these plants of but a few years’
growth have developed into trees over
thirty feet in height. Having as yet,
howevex:, no experience of the mnrvelious
properties of the tree, the monks did not
venture to remain during the malaria season
upon this hitherto accursed spot, but during
the summer and autumn a devoted band
might be seen towards evening tramping
their weary way into the city, to avoid
sleeping in the dreaded locality.

*“This condition of things continued for
the first four years of their occupancy,
when not only had their first plantation
grown into trees of goodly size, but the
whole of the fround within the monastery
enclosure had also been planted, and flour-
ishing groves had succeeded to the previ-
ous desolation.

*‘For many years now, all the monks
have inhabited the hitherto fatal spot, not
one of the community sleeping away from
the tery, but remaining day and
night during the whole year, in what was
formeriy the most fever-stricken part of the
Campagna.”

And wherever, indeed, this wondrous
tree has been planted, it has distilled
health around it, or what is precisely the
same thing, it has banished malaria, and
rendered innocuous vegetable and animal
decaying matter.

Now such men as Kingzett were not
slow to note the malaria-destroying prop-
erties of the blue gum and other trees;
nor to remember also the prophylactic or
preventative qualities of camphor and
thymol.

1 bave already mentioned peroxide ot
hydrogen and its wonderful oxidising
powers. This gas is a kindred substance
to ozone, which we hear so much about
every day of our lives when living by the
sea. Plants were also supposed to pro-
duce ozone, but Kingzett tound good rea-
son to believe that it is the peroxide of
hydrogen which plants produce.

This led him to submit to the influence
of the air and oxygen, a number of differ-
ent essential oils, notably those of turpen-
tine, bergamot, carraway, juniper, and eu-
calyptus. He made the discovery that all
these oils had the power of absorbing ox-
ygen. but most of all turpentine. It was
more thpn absorption, more than a mere
mixture of the oxygen with the oil—the
oxygen entered into combination with it,
forming a new substance. He next dis-
covered from his experiments, that when
turpentine was exposed to a current of air
in the presence of water, especially at
summer temperatures. oxygen Was ab-
sorbed, the oil became oxidised intoa com-
pound unstable in the presence of water,
and splitting up thereby into peroxide of
hydrogen, camphoric acid, etc.

worthy of'his father. Mr. Gil-
bert K. Jones is a little over 40 years old,
is a native New Yorker, and a member of
several prominent clubs.

He evidently
thought the Walters rotary press the best
mechanical contrivance for printing papers,
for the New York Zimes uses that style of
press almost exclusively. His lite in Lon-
don was not that of a high roller. He went
there for a purpose and devoted himself
almost exclusively to work. When he re-
turned home he was fully equipped to take
charge of the mechanical work on any
paper. 'Ihe neat typographical appear-
ance of the Times and its general business
style have always commanded admira-
tion. Young Mr. Jones was the execu-
tive power that accomplished these
results. An extraordinary  mechan-
jcal feat of the Times was achieved
when it was declared a two-
cent paper. On all the margins of the
papers there appeared in red, blue and
green colors the announcement that the
rice of the 7imes was only two cents.
hat made this a notable feat was the
fact that the margin announcements were
printed with only one impression of the
paper and in different colors. Mr. Jones,
it 1s said, originated the idea, and made it
a mechanical possibility. His friends all
agree that he is very original and fertile in
resources. He has practically had charge
of the Times for a number of years. The

personal appearance of Mr. Jones is not
striking. He is below the medium in
height and beginning to grow hat

s'out. His hair is brown, and his round
face is adorned with a small moustache.
In later years, if he turns out & beard he
may resemble his father more than he does
now. He has rather an intellectual look-
ing face. In dress he is unassuming, and
in manners he 15 polite and natural.

DOWN IN THE VALLEY.

THE BEAUTIFUL COUNTRY AROUND
THE 8PA SPRINGS.

‘Where Tourists go for Health and Rest,
and How They Get There—The History
of the Springs, and How Mr. Stewart has
Made Them Widely Known.

We cross from St. John on the” City of
Monticello when the mighty wind-swept,
fog-locked Bay of Fundy is as tranquil and
as green as a mill pond.

“When the tide is coming in there is freshness in
the air,

The heavens are soft and blue and the world is
bright and fair.”

Boarding the W. & R. train at Annapo-
lis we dash along the historic region where
De Monts, Poutrincourt, Pontgrave,
Champlain, and the other illustrious pio-
neers of New France struggled two centu-
ries ago to found the nucleus of a mighty
nation. Through “a land of tumbling
streams and blue lakes, of ampie meadows
deep with grass and flowers drowsing
through the long afternoons, of vast forests
80 thick that their grim shadows know
scarcely touch of sun,” we go, stopping at
length at Middleton in the very heart of
the Annapolis valley, the land that fostered
the maiden Evangeline, and afterwards
bundled her and her people, including
Basil the blacksmith, but not the smithy, off
to seek homes in less favored domains. We
stopped here, the train went on without us,
but a generous soul, in the guise of
Manager James Stewart of the celebrated
Wilmot Spa Springs and Ginger Ale Com-
pany, took compassion on our loneliness
and invited us to jump in his buck-board
and drive out to the springs. The drive is
a pretty one. From the station the road
gradually heightens and as we ascend
through a veritable land of sunshine and
fertility, the view of the surrounding
country increases in scope and interest.
Vast hayfields stretch before the eye at
every angle; rich oat and buckwheat
patches rear their pretty heads between
the meadows, and a myriad of serpentine
brooks babbling their lovely course through
the fields lend life and charm to the pic-
ture. Orchards, old and young, dot the
landscape ; and the air has a freshness and
warmth that is delightful.

The springs are situated in a small
valley some distance from the foot of the
North mountain, yet almost 150 fect above
the level of the valley. A charming spot
where the air is impregnated with the
balsamic fragrance of the pine, and the
ground damp and turfy.

Nothing daunted the doughty
captain formed a company of the enter-
prising capitalists of the valley and formed
what 1s now known as the Wilmot Spa
Springs Co., Ltd. A mineral water and
ginger ale factory was erected on the site
of the Hall hotel, and the work of bottling
these wonderful waters commenced on the
15th of February this year. The success
attending the new enterprise is phenom-
enal. Over $25,000 worth of goods have
been already sold, representing 2,300 bar-
rels of bottled beer, and 15 experienced
hands are kept constantly busy filling
batches of orders from all parts of Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick, Prince Ed-
ward’s Island, Quebec and Ontario.

forming a filter, which- allows air, and
air alone, to pass; but the apparatus, of
whatever character it may be, i8 so wonder-
fully perfect in its action, that it has been
found impossible to injure the body of a
dead insect with even so subtle a medium
as spirits of wine, nlthoush the subject was
first immersed in the fluid, and then placed
beneath the receiver of an air pump. The
apertures in question communicate with
two large breathing tubes, which extend
through the entite length of the body.
From these main tubes are given innumer-
able branches, which run in all directions,
and continually divide and sub-divide, un-
ul a derfully intri et
formed, pervading every part of the struc-
ture and penetrating even to the antennee.
