New York, N. Y., May 25.-—~The re-
cent arraignment of organized labor
made here in the course of his speech
of acceptance of the presidency of the
National Assoclation of Manufactur-
ers, by John Kirby, of Dayton, i8 the
subject of a condemnatory article by
John Mitchell, former president of the
United Mine Workers of America, pub-
lished in the current issue of the Na-
tional Civic Federation Review.

in society in sympathy with the legiti-
mate purposes and high ideals of the
labor movement, They claim and pro-
claim the right and necessity of om
ganization among employers, yet deny
to workingmen the right of organiza.
tion and combination. They prate
about law and ‘order, but advocate vio-
lence and anarchy; they suggest the
use of the cannon as a means of dis-
persing the workingmen; they malign
and traduce the great majority of the
employers of labor who refuse to join
them in carrying forward their unholy
and un-American designs to destroy
the organized labor movement; and to
cap the climax of their inconsistency,
they impugn the motives and question

Ottawa, May 26—This was to have
ben a house-cleaning session. Blac
sheep were to be “dealt with.” The
Liberal party began the session with
the substantial advantage of having
a few highly valuable absences; some
of the casualties of election day were
exceedingly welcome. In addition to
this, there was talk, a good deal of
talk, that there would be a cleaning
up. That was before the session. Not
after.

Absolutely the first business done
by the House of Commons was to pro-
pounce its unreserved approval ‘of
one of the several forms of corruption
which prevail amongst us, by choos-
ing as its Speaker, a foremost prac-
titioner of bribery by public works.
Mr. Charles Marcil (Bonaventure, $125
per head) was made First Commoner
after a peculiarly flagrant campaign
of this kind. He has made a very
poor Speaker; entirely dependent on
the Government for favors to his con-
stituency, he is in no position to show
impartiality, and, apart from that
has shown great weakness. He has
no control over the House, which is
in for several years of the discomfort
which accompanies indiscipline. Un-
seemly squabbles have been numerous,
and are to be expected to recur. They
are bound to happen where the pre-
siding officer of an assembly is weak.
The choice of Mr. Marcil as Speaker
was a curious start for a house-clean-
ing session.

The Case of Mr. Pugsley.

Most important of all, we are Proud-
er of Pugsley Than Ever. The old
Parliament died in a malodorous cloud
of suspicions and more as to thé plun-
der of the public domain of the West.
Soon after the new Parliament as-
sembled attention was concentrated on
the new minister from the east.

himself used that remarkable phrase,
““We are prouder of him than ever.”

Very* soon after the session began
Mr. Pugsley’s manipulation of public
moneys in the matter of th. Central
Railway was the subject of u crushing
condemnation by a Royal Commission.
Readers of The Standard are famillar
with the indictment which that body
brought against the minister. The
Opposition brought the matter up.
Mr. Pugsley denied everything and de-
clared that the evidence taken before
the Royal Commission did not bear
out the findings. Mr. Crocket, a New
Brunswick lawyer, familiar with the
circumstances and the evidence, there-
upon took up the authority to which
Mr. Pugsley had appealed, and quoted
from it statement after statement, to
the proving of every charge. Many
of the utterances which he quoted
were Mr. Pugsley’s own answers under
oath. Mr. Pugsley’s defence was shat-
tered. Thereupon the Liberal party
arose and voted its confidence in Mr.
Pugsley.

Hard to Explain,

Let any Liberal imagine himself ex-
plaining this Pugsley business to an
Englishman fresh from England and
unacquainted with Canadian political
methods. Let him frame the state-
ment in a manner as friendly to Mr.
Pugsley as possible, but let him dn-
clude the indisputable facts, (1) that
it was a Royal Commission which
pronounced him guilty, (2) that the
offences charged against him were
such as to impugn his honor, and (3)
that Mr. Pugsley remains in the Gov-
ernment with this hanging over him.
Then let that Liberal reflect whether
he would expect the Englishman to be
satisfied, and whether he would feel
comfortable in making the explana-
tion.

We must not forget the Newmarket
Canal. The Government stuck to this
enormous bribe to Mr. Aylesworth’s
constituency and insisted on its fol-
lowers voting approval of it.

THE NEW BRUNSWICK RAKE-OFFS

(From the News of Toronto.)

A good deal has been said about Mr. Pugsley's connection with the Evans & Elkin op-
tion on the Central Railway of New Brunswick, It will be remembered that the New Bruns-
wick Coal & Railway Company agreed to pay this firm $180,000 for the road, although the
option they held was for only $50,000. One may judge of the condition of the forty-five
miles of road when Clark & Company, the holders, were willing to sell it to Evans & Elkin
for so small a sum, As a matter of fact, the line had not paid, and was a burden upon the

It is an extraordinary thing that the company which was merely a blind for Mr. Pugs-
ley and Mr. Tweedie, would suggest paying more than three times the amount of the Evans
& Elkin option. If $50,000 was a low price, certainly $180,000 was an extravagant price.
But that price was agreed upon and endorsed by the Legislature. If Evans & Elkin had re-
ceived the whole amount, the charge against Mr. Pugsley as the brains of the New Bruns-
wick Coal & Railway Company would have been the less serious one of business stupidity.
But in the transfer $39,000 stuck to someone's hands, and Mr. Pugsley, though in charge of
the negotiations, has not given a satisfactory explanation touching the disappearance of

The first instalment of the money to be paid to Evans & Elkin was set down as $15,-
000, Mr, Evans swore that he received only $12,500 of this amount, and that he could not
tell who got the rake-off of $2,600, Mr. Pugsley in the House of Commons said that Mr,
Evans arranged with Mr, Allen for the deduction of this and other amounts, The second
instalment of $15,000 gave only $9,500 to Mr. Evans.. The rest disappeared. Mr. Evans
was most positive when under oath that he had not received more than the amounts he ci-
ted, $12,500 and $9,500. Moreover, he brought documents to corroborate his evidence.
Mr. Pugsley had nothing whatever to corroborate his statement in the House, and he was not
under oath, In addition, Mr, Evans was a friend of his, and would have no object in manu-
Mr. Pugsley was under grave charges, and was forced
to make a defence of some kind, The defence consisted mainly of wild statements which can
be refuted without difficulty.

The speech of Mr, Crocket, who took the evidence heard by the Commission, and
showed the absolute falsity of statement after statement made by the Minister, was un-
answerable. Mr. Pugsley has not yet given a reasonable explanation of the disappearance
of $134,000 in an expenditure of $900,000, and yet he still sits in the counsels of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, and presides over the Department of Public Works, He contaminates the Govern-
ment, and lowers the public life of the whole country.

tention to the work this soclety has
undertaken in the effort to combat the
great white plague which last year
killed more people in the United
States than did four years of civil war.
The pamphlet reads in part as fol-
lows:

Tuberculosis—Causes  one-seventh
of all deaths. Causes one-half of all
deaths between fifteen and forty years
of age. Caused 9,000 deaths in Canada
last year, and nearly 200,000 in the
United States. Killed last year in the
United States as many persons as four
years of bloody civil war, and twice
as many as the yellow fever killed
in 115 years. There are 40,000 con-
sumptives in Canada now, and 1,000
in the city of Winnipeg.

The Cause.

Causes of Tuberculosis—It is' not
inherited, but is caught by one per-

son from another. It is caused by a

very small disease germ, or seed,
which is taken into the body with
dust-laden air that we breathe, or dis-
eased food that we eat. It is never
caqced by anything else. It is not caus-
ed by cold, though a cold may call at-

-tCention to it, or may make it worse.

ption is tuberculosis of the
lungs.

How it Spreads.—One consumptive
may spit out many millions of germs
in one day. When this spit dries, the
germs are carried about in the dust,
and in this way enter into the lungs
of others. They may be carried on
shoes, clothing, handkerchiefs, and
trailing skirts, by flies and in many
other ways. The germs are killed by
sunlight and fresh air if exposed long
enough. They live for a long time in
dark, damp places. All spit from a
consumptive should be destroyed by
burning at once,

Milk and Meat—Tuberculosis fis
very common among cows. Milk from
2 diseased cow is highly dangerous,
especially to children. All milk pur-
chased in Winnipeg ‘unless known to
be from cows recently and carefully
tested with tuberculin, should be heat-
ed to 160 degrees for twenty minutes,
then cooled quickly, and kept cold and
covered until used. All meat should
be thoroughly cooked.

The Tendency.

Some Things that Tend to Tuber-
culosis—A dark house or shop. You
cannot have too much sunlight. Dust
in house or shop. Dusty trades tend
to consumption. Sweep your house
with a damp broom and dust with a
damp cloth. Remove the dust; do not
merely scatter it. The vaccuum elean-
ing system is much better still. Over-
crowding in house or shop. To keep
well you must have fresh air, day
and night. Lack of ventilation: Open
every window for a time every dey
and have some openings all day and
night, winter as well as summ . Tto
only safe storm sash is .oe whish
can be opened easily every day. Avoid
all others. Any condition that lowers
your vitality or “runs you down”
tends to consumption, such as: poor
food, over-work, loss of sleep, worry,
intemperance and all other kinds of
dissipation. Vice weakens the strong
and kills the weak.

Get Examined.

If you have Tuberculosis—Have
yourself examined at once, Delay—
even of a few weeks—is dangerous,
Spend as much time as possible, day
and night, summer and winter in the
open air. Eat plenty of plain, whole-
some food, especially milk and eggs.
Never allow yourself to become fa-
tigued. Rest as much as you can. If
you have any fever, rest in bed ab-
solutely. . It at all possible, go to a
sanatorium. Follow your physician’s
advice, not that of your relatives.
When you spit use a paper cup or a
paper or cloth which can be burned.
Don’t cough or sneeze without hold-
ing a cloth before your face. Try to
avold useless cough. Never swallow
sputum. Have the knives, forks and
dishes you use thoroughly boiled and
kept separate, so that they may not
infect others. Never take advertised
consumption and cough cures. They
are frauds and fakes.

Never sleep in the same bed with
anyone else, and if possible not in
the same room. e

Do not seek a change of climate.
One climate is practically as good as
another for the consumptive.

Sleep out of doors as much as pos-
sible, taking care to have the body
warmly covered. If you sleep in-
lors keep your windows open al
ways. Be hopeful and expect to get
well. Fresh air, good food, and rest
will accomplish wonders. Whatever
you do, don’t endanger the lives of
others by careless spitting.

Good advice for Everybody—Do not,
spit except in cuspidors. Set the con-
sumptive a good example. Do not
take medicine, except on a doctor's
advice. Do not neglect a cough that
“hangs on,” or a “run-down” condi-
tion, but get the best advice you can
about them at once. See your doctor.
The best time ‘to seek cure is while
the symptoms are slight. Always
breathe through your nose and you
will be in less danger of inhaling the
tuberculosis germs than if you breathe
through your mouth. Avoid dust and
dusty occupations. The average loss
to a community by death of a wage-
earning male is about $8,000. One-
third of deaths at the wage earning
ages are due to tuberculosis. Hadn't
we better try to stop the leak? If
you have any reason to fear consump-
tion, consult a physician,

THE HOUSE OF THE BIG LOGS

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Hdmonton, Alta, May 25.—Signs
point to the fact that within the next
decade the great ranches which have
made the West famous in prose and
poetry will, as such, have passed away.
The buffalo, except those being nur-
tured at public expense and the wan-
dering herds of the unknown Liard
country, has already become extinct.
The Indian is corrupted, pushed back,
and is slowly yet gradually, fading be-
fore the mighty host of settlers who
are pouring igto the country from ev-
ery clime under the sun. Fast follow-
ing in the wake of those “passing
ships” of the prairies is the fur trade
of the north country. Only a. few
short years ago, and fur-bearing ani-
mals were to be found along the bor-
ders of every settlement, but with the
expansion of these into towns and cit-
ies, the animals retreated and for the
past few years have been almost whol-
ly confined to the country north of
the Athabasca river.

This country is an empire all of it-
self. Its silent reaches extend to the
frozen waters of the Arectic, the unex-
plored regions of the Mackenzie, the
silent regions of the Rockies and the
dreary wastes of the Hudson Bay. This
territory, nevertheless, is today the
battle ground of a silent, relentless,
cold and forbidding warfare between
the factions contending for the morsels
that the depredations of centuries have
left behind as an awful object lesson to
the follies of the non-conservation of
the great fur industry.

Hudson's Bay Company Monopoly.

The Hudson's Bay Company have
been absolute monarchs of the coun-
try. They had their posts dotting the
country from Dan to Beersheba. iach
year the region was drained of every
skin the trapper could, by foul means
or fair, gather in his larder. Thoe In-
dian who wished to buy a gun stacked
skins as high as the muzzle before the
coveted weapon was passed over to
him. Steamer after steamer went
down the Hudson Straits loaded to the
decks with the scourings of the drag-
net with which the country had been
swept.

In the course of time one opposi
tion arose and still another and anoth-
er. The trappers, who were mostly
Indians and half-breeds, had for ye ¥
as their fathers before them, served
the company well and faithfully, and
the company dealt with them on the
principle of a square deal in so far as
the process of barter would permit.

Result Of Competition,

The rival companies, at first, be-
stowed a lavish hand upon the trap-
per, in the shape of furnishing better
pay and better prices. The trader was
furnished with all the supplies he
wished. There was seemingly no end
to his line of credit. He was given
commhand of a post and for the time
he stood a man of no small import-
ance. It was, however, only the mat-
ter of another turn in the wheel and
the trader found himself pressed for a
settlement of his debts. The fur trade
was becoming poorer and it was im-
possible for him to realize on his out-
standing accounts. The next turn saw
him ousted from the post and his sen-
ior clerk who, by the way, had been
placed there by the fur company to
learn the artifices of the business
placed in charge. The Hudson Bay
was, by such means, deprived of
scores of their very best men, and, in
addition, the secret places of the ani-
mals revealed to the competing forces.
Once a trader or trapper loses his offi-
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cial relations with the Hudson Bay,
his name is obliterated from their roll
of adherents.

The company is ready to pardon of-
fences.. A man may make grievous
mistakes, but, instead of dismissing
him, the authorities will send him to
another post and will coniinue to
move him about until he either mends
his ways or becomes utterly incorrigi-
ble, in which event he will be dis-
missed and sent out of the country.

Misery Among Trappers.

This struggle has been going on for
some years. Of late, it is intensified
by the scarcity of furs. All kinds of
inducements are being held out to the
Indian and the half breed and not in-
frequently encroachments are made
upon one another’s territory, illegally,
but this is a work which usually falls
upon the white trapper. The Indian
is too honest. He will starve first ra-
ther than steal. Furs may be left in
the open and no matter how trying a
time the native may have he will not
fouch property to which he has no le-
gal right. If he steals at all, it is only
food and that for his dogs. He does
not look at stealing for his dogs in the
same light as he does stealing for him-
self. The one is honest; the other dis-
honest.

With the opening up of tne lone
North by the inpour of settlers, to be
followed later by completion of the
new railway, not only will the fur
trade suffer another blow; but it
stands to be wholly extinguished. The
companies trading in the country now
fully realize the gravity of the situa
tion. No longer are they willing to
make heavy outlays against the sea-
son's retirn. The advances are short.
Because of this, food at times is scarce
and the Indian and his friend, the half-
breed, are driven to sore distress. This
bas been particularly noticeable dur-
ing the past three or four years, in
fact, so much so that private individ-
uals have come to the rescue, being
subsequently recouped by the Federal
Government.

Change Of Plans Noted.

The Hudson's Bay Company which
still enjoys the greatest portion of
the existing trafile, is realizing the be-
ginning of the end and is preparing
to conserve to itself all the rights it
possesses or hopes to possess in the
country. An instance of ti§s is seen
in the fact that it has just sent out
half 'a dozen survey parties to select
some 320,000 acres of land, the balance
of the company’s share of the Domin-
jon Government's lands. The land it
is proposed to survey lies in the coun-
try tributary to the Grand Trunk Paci-

Lead, Pembina and Athabasca rivers.
The parties will be out until the lat-
ter part of the year during which time
they will travel probably in the vicin-
ity of five thousand miles. Next year

H.H. ROGERS

“In the death of Mr. H. H. Rogers
I have lost a dear friend. I do not
think I have yet learned the meaning
of these words. I do not think I feel
them yet. It still seems as if 1 should
see him again soon. This protest ot
my heart against the thought of los-
ing him makes me realize how much
I loved him. No, he is not dead. This
is the wonderful message which the
blossoming world outside my study
window is bringing me as 1 write. He
has simply gone beyond the dull areas
of matter to a higher, holier life, and
in a little while I shall find him again
and feel the tender clasp of his hand.

“I met Mr. Rogers first more than
twelve years ago, one Sunday after-
noon, when Mr. Clemens brought him
to see me at Mr. Laurence Hutton's
house in New York. I recall Mr.
Clemen’s whimsical introduction. He
said, “Helen, this is my friend Henry
Rogers. He can't talk very well yet:
but perhaps you can understand him,’
and he placed my hand on Mr. Roger’s
lips. My fingers caught the quiet,
deep smile on his face and felt his
embarrassed voice repeating my name,
I, there and then, lost my heart to Mr.
Clemens’' tall, reticent friend, and the
protecting clasp of his strong hand
told me that I had found a new friend.

would in the various circumstances of
life. The principle was that when any
question of conduct arose the person
who had taken the pledge should stop
and ask himself, “What would Jesus
do?” and then do the same.

Mass meetings are held no longer.
Inquiry reveals the fact that the
movement has settled down into a
regular branch of the work of various
religious societies of young people in
this country and Canada, and that
hereafter one Sunday a year will be
set aside for sermons and mass meet-
ings wherever the movement has ta-
ken root.

An inquirer visited several of the
young people who took the pledge in
search of experiences which might be
helpful to the world at large. It was
difficult to find matter of this kind.

Fair Samples

One young man said that he went
home one evening tired and desirous
of going immediately to bed. His mo-
ther wanted him to go to a drug store
for medicine and he went cheerfully.
He seemed to think this a fair sample
of what Jesus would have done and
worthy of a place in the chronicles
of the movement.

A young woman said that she wash-
ed the dishes three times for her mo-
ther when she didn’t have to, and an-
other that she got up and helped her
mother to get breakfast when she had
not been accustomed. Still another,
credited with having originated the
movement, remarked somewhat tart-
ly that she had given her experiences
to twelve reporters, each of whom
had promised to send her a copy of
the paper containing them, and only
one had ever done it and she wasn't
going to give out any more.

He Learned

called at his office one day and he
was about to tell the man grufily to
get out, when the question“What
would Jesus do?”’ came to him, and
instead he spoke to the man courtes-
ouly as he would to a customer. The
next day the book agent brought his
wife and ordered a large amount of
work done on her teeth. This, the
dentist said, encouraged him and he
decided to make the principle a rule
of business.

Several of those interviewed did
not seem to have had any special
experiences. They said that living as
Jesus would was merely the ordinary
Christian life; they were not conscious
of not living as Jesus would all the
time,

Lots of Them

One man had had more definite ex-
periences. He took the pledge to live
as Jesus would, apparently tried sin-
cerely to live up to it in daily life
and discussed the topic with a mat-
ter of fact frankmess which was ra-
ther paralyzing.

“You know,” said he confidentially,
sitting in his place of business with
his knees crossed and his arms folded,
“lots of sins are no temptation to me
at all and never have been. I don't
care for drink and I never played a
game of cards in my life.

“I remember once, when I was a
medical student in Chicago, I went
out one evening with a«crowd of fel-
lows who were going to make a night
of it. When I started ont I had $10 in
my pocket and wore one watch. When
I got back I had $350 and eleven
watches on me. I was the only man in
the lot who didn't drink, and the fel-
lows loaded me up one by one as they
felt themselves getting too full for
safety.

“The open door of the saloon is no
temptation to me. If some one asked
me to go to a dance I wouldn't care
to go; if any one offered me a cigar
I wouldn’t care to take it. None of
those curses ever had any temptation
for me. It's no trouble to me to do
as Jesus would in such cases.

“But I found it made a difference in
business. I find that people in gen-
eral don’t add up the items of a bill.
If you send them a bill of fifty or six-
ty items they will pay the amount at
the foot of the column without count-
ing it up.

“In three instances since I started
living as Jesus would I found that
through a clerical error this sum had
been too -large, and I returned the
money. This is not busi and it

A dentist sald that a book agent|P

get to really trying the scheme, you
know, the guestion, ‘What would Je-
sus do? gets upxn‘ypur mind contin-
ually and sort of compels you, don't
you know. '

“I read the other day in a New York
paper a statement of Bingham's that
he had been offefed $600,000 if he
would permit some violation of the
law to go on. Now, I hope that tempt-
ation will never comeé to me.

“I don't have to pray to be deliv-
ered from the temptations of saloons
or gambling or vice, but I should cer-
tainly pray to be delivered from that
temptation. After my little experience
in the ‘What would Jesus do” move-
ment I wouldn't feel that I ought to
be too hard on any man that fell be
fore such a temptation as that.

“The constant 'recurrence of that
question changed my point of view of
business. A customer came in and
asked me why his bill was $2.25 more
the second quarter than the first. I
looked up the matter and showed him
that the bill for the second quarter
was correct and the first wrong.

“ ‘Well,’ he said, ‘I'm sorry, but the
loss is on you; of course that bill's
paid and receipted.’

“Of course I knew it was and bad
no intention of asking anything. He
followed the established custom, but
he certainly didn't do as Jesus would.

“In another case a customer wrote
me to send his bill up to a certain
date, The bookkeeper supposed it
was for the regular supplies alone and
made it out for that. There had been
various little extras amounting to $12.-
50. I had her makeé out the bill for
those and sent it afterward, but the
man refused to pay.

“He sald that when a customer
called for a bill up to a certain date
it was supposed to inc¢lude everything
and he was not obliged to pay any-
thing not included in it. He did not
deny that he had had the things, but
because of a ralé of business proce-
dure he was willing to deprive me of
$12.50. I had to take the bill to his
superior, who immediately ordered it

ald.
¢ “There's a book over there on that
shelf that sells steadily year after
year. It's a standard amosg church
eople. Years ago & woman wrote
that little story to compete for a prize
offered by the firm of publishers of
religlous literature.. She won the
prize—some small amount $250, I be-
Heve.

“The book proved one of those un-
expected sucecesses’' which sell for
years, and the publishers made thous-
ands of dollars out of it. A few
years ago she wrote them saying that
while she knew she had received all
that she was promised, yet in view
of the fact that they had made so
much money out of the book she
thought they should be willing to give
her something additional.

“Jesus Wouldn't Have Done It”

“The woman was a clergyman’s
wife, and all the members of the firm
were church members,, but they refus-
ed to give her a cent. Now they com-
mitted no legal wrong, and I don't
know as it was a moral wrong. They
violated no contract, broke no prom-
ise; but it certainly wasn't what
Jesus would have done.

“We have had a good example late-
ly of just the opposite course of ac-
tion. A Christian Endeavor paper of-
fered a prize of $100 to the union se-
curing the most new subscribers in a
certain time. The Cleveland union was
the only union that entered the con-
test.

“There was no competition and the
paper was not obliged to pay a cent.
Nevertheless it sent us the $100, and
added their regular commission for
the young man who did the work,
which, which they had never offered
to do. That was doing as Jesus would,
but it wasn’t business.

“There were two men in our church
who took the pledge who worked on
Sunday afterward, which was certain-
ly a violation of the pledge. They had
to do it or lose their jobs. They both
worked for a big automobile factory
that was running Sundays to fill its
orders.

“Both of them protested against
working on Sunday and were told they
could go, but their places would be
filled. Both have families and times
have been such that a man doesn’t
feel feel that he can give up his job
for a principle.

“l brought it before our church
board and moved that the board in-
struct the pastor to write to the com-
pany protesting against its forcing
men to work on Sunday. One of the
deacons said if we did that the men
would surely be fired. Then I askedthe
pastor to take it before the ministeri-

is not the way business houses do.
I never did it before, and I considered
myself honest and as good as the
next man.

“I found, when I propounded the
question to myself, “‘What would Jesus
do? that that was the thing that had
to be done. In two of the cases the
difference amounted to only a few
cents. In the third case it was $15.

“In two instances customers hand-
ed out too much money, thinking it
was the correct sum, and I returned
it. That isn’t considered necessary in
business you know. If you name the
right sum it is up to the customer
to count his change right in case he
is attempting to ° make the exact
change. Twice in 'quoting prices I re-
fisted the temptation to run them up
a little higher, as I knew I could have
done.

“The man who mended my automo-
bile forgot one item in his bill. I
mentioned it to him. It cost me a
dollar. I rather grudged that, for all
kinds qf charges-on automobiles are
certainly extortionate; but after you

al fation, and ask the associa-
tion to pass a resolution of protest
and send it to this company so that
the men could not be identified.

“I don't know whether the ministers
will do so or not. They ought to.
That's what we hire them for, to
keep up the moral standard of the
community. T can't blame an individu-
al minister for not rebuking a promin-
ent member of his own church when
he might get fired for doing it, but the
ministers as a body could pass any
resolution they liked. They couldn't
all get fired.

“Any resolution they passed the pa-
pers would print, and there’s only one
thing wickedness In high places is
afraid of, and that's publicity. Yes,
sir, the newspapers are mean enough
sometimes, but they're our only pro-
tection against the powerful. Nobody
and nothing can stand against public
opinion. Yes'm, that costs 25 cents.
This one's"——and customers claim-
ing his attention, he trailed off into
the business which had revealed to
him such unexpected difficulties in the
way of doing as Jesus would.

Omaha, Neb, May 25—Despite the
one hundred officers who today are
working on the hold-up of the Union
Pacific Overland, which took place one
mile from ‘Omaha last night, not the
slightest trace has ben discovered of
the four robbers. Practicaly all the
city detectives of Omaha and South
Omaha, as well as many of the rall-
road officers, are working on the case,
in addition, the sheriffs of the sur-
rounding counties, with deputies, Un-
ion Pacific secret service men, postal
inspectors and private detectives are
all employed.

Descriptions were obtained from the
mail clerk in the robbed car, and these
fit three men who boarded the train
at Fremont,” the first stop west of
Omaha, These men were in a saloon
at Fremont, and just as the train pull-
ed out ran for the blind baggage.

Used a Wagon.

It is known that the robers used an
express wagon to carry the mail sacks
from the train. A wagon driven at
furious speed from the scene of the
hold-up was met by three different
pedestrians shortly after the robbery.
This wagon went toward South Om-
aha, one mile from the hold-up. No
description of the horses could be
obtained.

All officers working on the case are
confident that thé robbers are in Om-
aha or South Omaha and that they are
old offenders. The scene of the hold-
up Is within half a mile of the house
in which “Pat” Crowe kept “Eddie”
Cudahy a prisoner during the famous
kidnapping case.

The. train was delayed but fifteen
minutes and left Omaha for Chicago
on time. Two of the robbers climbed
onto the engine, with drawn revolvers,
and forced the engine driver to stop
the train. The engine crew were or-
dered out of the cab and two of the
robbers stood guard while the other two
escorted the driver and fireman to the
rear. The quartette were apparéntly
well acquainted with the ground, as
they forced the train to stop in a
deep cut.

Eight Clerks There.

There were eight clerks in the mail
car, and they were forced to open the
door. The chief clerk was singled
out and asked to point out the register-
ed mail. This he did, and the robbers
gathered up seven pouches.

A continuous fusillade of shooting
was kept up during the robbery, eve
dently to intimidate passengers and
crew. A flagman who went to rear nar-
nowly escaped being shot. Several
passengers who had not retired start
ed to get out of the vestibules, but
the. robbers ordered them back into
the cars.

There is .no way of knowing the
amount of money the robbers obtain-
ed. The postal authorities have not
checked up the mails and cannot for
several days, and it will be impossible
to estimate the contents of the pack-
ages c¢ven then,

THE SITUATION IN TURKEY.

Constantinople, May 25.—The Turk-
ish Cabinet having decided to await
the vote of confidence from Parliament
before giving a discharge for the sums
due to the Orient Railway Company,
M. Liaptcheff, the Bulgarian special
delegate, declared to me today that
he will leave for Sofia tomorrow and
not waste any more time. He will,
however, leave all responsibility for
any future complications regarding
the payment of the indemnity to the
Turkish Government.

General Schefket Pasha, having had
a serious disagreement with the Young
Turk Committee had decided to leave
to take up his new post as commander
of the Turkish army in Europe.
Thanks, however, to the intervention
of the Minister of War and conces-
sions on the part of the Committee,
General Schefket Pasha will remain
here for some time longer.

It seems certain that the principal
cause of the dissension is the fashion
in which the committee acts, drawing
voung officers into politics against
the wishes of their chiefs, who desire
to steer them clear of this.
