Ottawa, May 29.—Replying - to a
question by. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon.
Robert Rogers said at the nmorning
pitting of the house that he believed
a few of the government measures in-
troduced this session would not be
dealt with before prorogation. He told
Mr. Lemieux that the rumor of the
resignation of Hon. L. P. Pelletier,
which had reached the member for
Rimouski, was nonsense and that the
postmaster general had been ill for
a few days.

To this Mr. Cochrane replied that
the government would retain the
Champlain market and put down one
track down there, The government
and the city authorities had thought
there was not room there to accom-
modate the whole of the business to
be done in Quebec. Therefore a
small station would be located there
for the convenience of persons arriv-
img by boat.

‘As to the terminals proper the
heads of an agreement between the
Grand Trunk Pacific and the Canadian
Pacific had been settled. Eventually
a tunnel would be constructed from
Wolfe's .Cove under the ecity. In the
meantime the Grand Trunk Pacific
traing would run over the Canadian
Pacific line into a union station. The
{dlea was to have a station for the
whole city in which any railway could
be accommodated.

The minister said that it had at
first been intended to locate the rail-

shops at St. Foy, but that later
d had been purchased for them at

Malo where the °ity would sup-
ply water free and remit certain
taxes. Mr. Cochrane estimated that
the station would cost a million dol-
jars, and the shops a million and a
half. He sald that in a few weeks
work would begin on the shops and
union station, and tracks would then
be laid on Champlain street. The
Pranscontinental would eventually
encircle the whole city.

When the provinecial government en-
gaged Mr. McIntosh to carry on a
against the brown tail
moth, the plan he adopted was to
interest the - school teachers and
school children in the work of de-
stroying the nests of the pest, and a
prize was offered to the schoolboy
or girl sending in the greatest num-
ber of nests. This plan resulted in
greatly increasing the interest in en-
tomology and botany and natural his-
tory generally, and from the western
part of the province more especially
school teachers and pupils began to
send in to Mr. McIntosh entomolog-
fcal and botanical specimens of all
sorts and to request information
about them. So notable was the in-
crease of interest in natural history
that the Provincial Educational auth-
orities decided to give Mr. Mcintosh
a small salary to answer the numer-
ous requests for information and
placed the services of a stenographer
at his disposal.

Mr. MciIntosh, besides
each letter personally has arranged
a large number of natural history
lessons, and these are sent to the
teachers with instructions as to how
to conduct a lesson dealing with the
particalar gpecimen sent in. That
the teachers appreciate this service
is shown the fact that many send

Around Death Defier
Has New Thrill

ARRIVED YESTERDAY

Started St. Andrew’s
Street Fire.

Also Stole Money from William

TO JUMP FROM BRIDGE: Strickland-—Clever Work by

Man who Holds Many Records
May Attempt Crowning Feat
on Tuesday by Dive in Re-
versing Falls.

Rodman Law, the noted dare-devil,
who has successfully carried ‘out
many thrilling feats, is here, accom-
panied by Miss Beryl Bontion, in the
interests of the Defiance Film Com-
pany, and it is Mr. Law's intention
to dive from the cantilever bridge at
low tide, and rescue Miss Bontion,
who will ¢ome down through the falls
on a log. The stunt will -be pulled
off in connection with a big motion
picture play and will doubtless ecall
thousands to the spot to see Mr. Law
either win through or drown.

When in conversation’ with The
Standard last evening Mr. Law stated
that he would study the conditions
at the falls for the next few days and
send several logs through with a
view of ascertaining the direction
and stfength of the whirlpools and
currents. <It is probable that I will
make the dive on Tuesday next, if
the day is suitable for the camera
men, said Mr. Law, although, if, after
studying the situation, I think it can-
not be successfully carried out, I will
give up the idea altogether.

“Many people think I ri
continually,” he stated. “This is not
80, as I make it a point to study
conditions and eliminate all possible
dnngers. One thing is sure,” he said,
“and ‘that is iIf I make the dive, it will
be because I am positive of success.
On the other hand, if a hundred
thousand people were present and I
thought the danger too great I would
quit. Playing to the grandstand won't
buy anything.”

Miss Bontion also has a dangerous
part to play and will plunge into the
water at the head of the rapids and
come through on a log. She feels that
she also will make the trip in safety”

In connection with the dive and to
assure the success of the exploit Mr.
Law will have experienced river men
on hand and will be guided by them
as to the proper safeguards., Two
powerful tugs and several launches
will be stationed at the foot of the
rapids to further eliminate.the dan-
ger. Mr. Law's diving dresg consists
of steel abdomen protector, a steel
spine protector and a steel headpiece
to prevent concussion of the skull.
Over this armor he will wear a stout
swimming 8uit. He will dive from
the Cantilever. Bridge and will leave
the structure feet first, turning just
before he reaches the water., He
plans to dive just as Miss Bontion
is passing under the bridge and when
coming to the surface he will seize
her with his teeth and swim for the
shore,

Miss Bontion has the advantage of
being a strong swimmer and came
within two miles of swimming the
English Channel.

But a few months ago, Mr. Law
attempted to go ten thousand feet
in the air in a stepl rocket and drop
with his parachuté. The steel tube,
however, was not strong enough to
bear the strain and instead of going
up the full distance he was thrown
sixty-five feet, receiving a
fall. He plans to repeat the experi-
ment and thinks it will be a success.
Mr. Law, among his other stunts,
won fifty dollars from Commissioner

Waldo of the New York police, wholvheA

wagered that he could not jump from
the Brooklyn bridge without being
caught by the police. Mr. Law carried
this through by hiding in an automo-
bile filled. with people.

Among the most thrilling of his
mad deeds and one which nearly re-
sulted in disaster was his jump from
an aeroplane seventy-five feet in the
air into six feet of water. The plane
was travelling at 125 miles an hour
at the time. Mr., Law intended on
this occasion to jump but thirty feet
but owing to the fact that his plans
miscarried jumped seventy-five feet
and rescued a girl from death.

Mr. Law, when asked when he
started his career;, sajd he was first
a circus rider with the Buffalo Bill
Shows and had been doing stunts all
his life. He is 28 yeas old and says
he expects to live to a ripe old age,
He holds the world’s record of 5500
feet for a parachute drop from an
aeroplane.

“Yes, I have been frightened sev-
eral times,” he said, in reply to a
question, “but have never allowed my-
self to lose my nerve.” Mr, Law
fully intends to carry out his plans
\and assured the newspaper men that
they would be safe in betting money
on him.
