Arrangements were made early In 
January to comply as quickly as pos­
sible with-the orders of Mr. Daniels to 
Instruct the men of the navy in the 
branches In which their education was 
deficient Beginning as soon as pos­
sible, the officers who by the order of 
Mr. Daniels were made Instructors, as­
sembled the men on board the vessels 
and took an Inventory of their educa­
tion. According to their deductions, 
they assigned the men to classes to be 
Instructed by officers of the different 
ships every afternoon.

On board the Arkansas, which Is an­
chored at the New York Navy Yard, 
there are abont one thousand men. 
They are divided into classes of about 
one hundred each. These men are tak­
ing courses In arithmetic, geography, 
spelling and grammar. Every officer 
on board the ship under the regulations 
must be an Instructor.

naval situation, but the Liberal news­
papers are very careful not to say 
too much on this phase of It They 
prate about disarmament and shout of 
armament trusts, but entirely fall to 
take cognisance of the tact that while 
the situation in Britain Is as it Is, the 
iteopto of Canada when asked to aid 
refused to- pass the bill giving $35,000,- 
000 to the Empire for the purposes of 
naval defence. Try as they will the 
Liberal» cannot get away from the 
shame of the transaction.

It was never the Intention of the 
Liberal party to deal In a broad 
statesmanlike manner with the ques­
tion of Empire defence. They were 
quite content to have Canada continue 
In the future in the position of a 
sponger on British bounty. The Win­
nipeg Telegram claims that Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier himself, In a speech during the 
present session, proved this to be the 
case when he declared that war scares 
are “the fruit of manipulation by 
armament manufacturers got up to 
Increase their profits." The Telegram 
continues: “But the central idea of 
his naval policy was the saddling of 
Canada with just such an armament 
trust run for the profit of the owners 
of Its plant and machinery. If he is 
sincere In his belief that armament 
trusts ard the cause of the fear of 
war, he could not be sincere In the 
advocacy of a policy which, In hls 
view, meant the inoculation of Canada 
with what he declares to be the poison 
in the blood of Europe.

The Laurier policy, as expressed at 
Hamilton, was a mistake.

It was merely another case of a 
Laurier flop. Having thrown out the 
sop to the consumers in the cities, 
Sir WMfrid wanted to get far a Way 
from his promises and his pledges 
when confronted with the angry re­
monstrances of his agricultural 
friends. Thus it happened that while 
the country was waiting for the great 
"free food amendment" Sir Wilfrid 
was to offer in parliament, that child 
of misfortune was being quickly re­
moved from the scene, and Laurier 
came forth with the vaguely general 
and generally vague expressions quot­
ed in the araeudmenL

The whole situation is not only ludi­
crous but expressive. It reveals the 
entirely humiliating position in which 
Sir Wilfrid has placed his party. It 
shows the utter lack of conviction 
behind the Liberal professions. It il­
lustrates that the arch-opportunist is 
still at his old tricks of prescribing 
one remedy for the cities and another 
lor the country; one nostrum for the 
east and another for the west and no 
curative merit in any. Also it throws 
a little light on the agitation for a 
new leader which has gained some 
ground among the rank and file of the 
party. Compared with the strong, 
united and aggressive front ot the 
Conservative party at Ottawa and 
throughout the country, the policy 
riven Liberals make but a poor show­
ing. The Free Food Baby has merely 
c mhasized their political poverty.

In another column in this Issue an­

nouncement Is made that the Norton 
Griffiths Company have arranged for 
additional plant to facilitate the work 
of dredging In connection with the 
harbor and terminals at Courtenay 
Bay. This is a pleasing announcement, 
as is also the fact that the Norton 
Griffiths Company will take over all 
sub-contracts and complete the work 
themselves.

While there may have been some 
delay in the past the Norton Griffiths 
Company could hardly be blamed for 
It, rather was it due to sub-contrac­
tors. With the parent company handl­
ing the whole work in the future there 
should be no room for similar com­
plaints. A visit to Courtenay Bay at 
the present time will convince one 
that, when the season Is considered, 
excellent work Is being done, 
dredging is as well advanced as can 
be expected and with the three addi­
tional dredges, which will be put to 
work about April 1st, more rapid prog- 
less will be made.

An undertaking of the magnitude 
of the Courtenay Bay works is natur­
ally not completed in a week, or a 
month, and it may be that critics who 
complain of the apparent lack of prog 
ress du not readily understand the 
multitudinous details of such a con­
tract. Much valuable work has un­
doubtedly been done without the 
casual observer noticing it in compari­
son with the mass of work yet to do.

There can be no doubt that when 
Mr. Norton Griffiths made the state­
ment that he expected to have the 
contract completed a full year ahead 
of the contract time he meant every 
word he said. The fact that he has ar­
ranged for additional plant, as well as 
undertaking all the work formerly held 
by sub-c.ontractors, shows that he is 
as much interested as the people of 
St. John in having the immense un­
dertaking finished as quickly as pos­
sible.

While the Norton Griffiths Company 
are admirably doing their part, the 
question may well he asked what the 
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com­
pany are doing toward providing ter­
minals there? If the contract for the 
equipment of the hew harbor Is com­
pleted as soon as Mr. Norton Grif­
fiths says it will be, and there is every 
reason to believe he is within the 
mark, the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail­
way Company cannot afford to lose 
time if their terminals are to be ready 
when the Courtenay Bay is in readi­
ness to receive them. The late Charles 
M. Hr.ys was authority for the state­
ment that the G. T. P. would come to 
Courtenay Bay, but lately there has 
been no definite word from the pre­
sent head of that railway. St. John 
has a right to know what is to be done 
in this regard. The people may rest 
assured that the contractors will have 
their part of the work done in time 
and the question nowr is what about 
the G. T. P.?

The horrible conditions which sur­

round the white slave traffic in the 
large Canadian cities was the subject 
of a vivid and disturbing address de­
livered byi Rev. W. J. Smith of Mon­
treal, secretary of the Temperance 
and Moral Reform Department of the 
Methodist Church of Eastern Canada, 
before a large congregation in Cen­
tenary church yesterday morning. 
Some of the stories of the experiences 
of moral reform workers with the 
evils of the white slave traffic were of 
a shocking character. One of these 
workers being called Into one of these 
slave marts In a Canadian city to at­
tend a dying girl, was horified to 
a number of girls so young that they 
had dolls to amuse them.

Dr. Smith declared that in some 
Canadian cities there were wealthy 
men, occuping prominent positions, 
who employed depraved youths to en­
tice young girls into brothels. Out of 
the experience of those engaged in 
fighting the traffic, he illustrated by 
many strange stories the absolute ne­
cessity of all good men and women 
banding together to put a stop to the 
infamous business by compelling gov­
ernments to pass more stringent leg­
islation, and providing means for girls 
to avoid the pitfalls placed about 
them.

He said that the law only permitted 
a sentence of two >ears for any per­
son convicted of being engaged in the 
white slave traffic. For the second of­
fence the judge might also sentence 
the criminal to the lash. But the 
speaker thought there should be se­
verer penalties. It was one of the 
most horrible crimes to capture a 
young girl, remove her to a brothel 
and keep her a prisoner and ruin her.

That the same standard of morals 
should exist for men and women alike 
was the idea set forth by Rev. Dr. J. 
H. Hazelwood of Toronto, In an ad 
dreee before the members of Centen­
ary Brotherhood yesterday afternoon. 
The speaker warned his hearers 
against many of the evils of life and 
urged all church members to take 
some action In these matters.

He did not favor the segregated dis­
trict unless all offenders, both male 
and female, were restricted to Its 
limits.

He eaw no harm In moving) either 
hands or loet in tune to music, but he 
deplored the raodren dance and its ln- 
fliencea.

In opening his address Rev. Dr. Ha­
zelwood referred to the work of the 
brotherhood and the kindly and hear­
ty reception he had received while in 
St. John. He liked the name brother­
hood rather than club. Brotherhood 
had the idea of a common father and 
this was the foundation of all church 
work.

Some men in the West had said 
that the churches and the ministers 
were parasites for they produced 
nothing. This was a libel on all chur­
ch members, for character, that great 
essential to business success and the 
quality which every business man was 
after in his employees, had been a 
product of the church.

Leaving the members of the con­
gregation to infer what style of danc­
ing were forbidden, and to themselves 
use discrimination, Bishop LeBlano 
pointed out that to his knowledge 
dances originating in the eastern 
countries and In the larger cities had 
been introduced Into this city. These 
he considered were improper and Im­
moral and should not be indulged in

by Catholics, as it was the wish of 
the church that they be barred.

In criticizing the new dances as 
opposed to the laws of the church, 
Hie Lordship remarked that with the 
Catholie societies of the city It was 
the practice in some cases to conduct 
dances after regular entertainments. 
If such were held in the future he 
wanted it plainly understood that the 
programme must exclude all danc.es 
of recent origin, such as the above 
mentioned, which are considered ss 
abjectionable and Indecent.

Bishop LeBlanc remarked that if 
in the past members of his diocese 
had engaged in these lmmorel dances 
they must have known that they were 
dolhg so against the wishes of the 
Catholic church. The Catholic church, 
he said, was diametrically opposed 
to the new forms of dancing, aûd he 
considered that it was very Indecent 

Improper to have such dances 
Introduced in the city of St. John.
