Paris, Aug. 6—Louis J, Malvy,
former minister of the interior,
was found gullty today of holding
communication with the enemy and
sentenced to five years’ banishment.
The sentence, however, does not
carry clvic degradation.

Louis J. Malvy, minister of the
interior im the Viviani, Briand and
Ribot cabinets, was reckoned one of
the most astute political figures in
France.

It was in July, 1917, that his posi-
tion was first assailed. At that
time M. Clemenceau, now French
premier, charged that M. Malvy was
spreading “defeatist” propaganda
among the troops, and Malvy's re-
signation of his post as minister of
the interior was announced early in
August. .

To Mr. Leblanc he said he surveyed
the Culligan cut on Benjamin River
in 1916-17, He had no record of his
work. He did not know Scaler Murchie,
but had heard men say he was on the
ground. He had surveyed about 3,000,-
000 feet of lumber cut for the Culli-
gans on Benjamin River. He might
have surveyed less. He surveyed his
logs on the yard, but had no records
to show the number of logs to the
thousand. The number varied accord-
ing to the size of the logs. Witness
had surveyed six years in Gloucester,
some years In Quebec and in Nova
Scotia. He surveyed at Belledune for
the Culligans for six years. He could
not say how much he had surveyed
for the Culligans at Belledune in 1916-
17. There would be between fifteen
and fifty logs to the thousand. He
would judge the Belledune mill would
cut about 25,000 feet per day. He did
not know when the Belledune mill
started In 191617, but generally they
started in January. The mill stopped

The mill statement showed him that
his work in the woods did net turn
out the quantity of merchantable lum-
ber he expected. He did not make
mistakes as to the length or dimen-
slons of the logs or in the applcation
of the New Brunswick log scale. He
made his average estimate about the
same as in other years. In no previous
year did he know of a comparison be-
ing made between the logs cut in the
woods and the mill return. Settlements
with jobbers were on the basis of the
gcale in the woods, Jobbers were set-
tled with by whoever happened to be
in the office. He was unable to esti-
mate the cost of producing lumber. He
did not know of any losses of logs that
season.

To Mr. Leblanc witness said he esti-
mated the Continental Company’s cut
in the woods at 162,000 pieces. His

N. B. APPLE CROP
IS A LIGHT ONE
Apple Scab Develops in Nova

Scotia ~ British Embargo
Will Continue.

L)

Ottawa, Aug. 680 many inquiries
have been received as to the possible
rémoval or modification of the em-
bargo on: shipments of apples to
Great Britain, that some definite state.
ment seems necessary. Inquiries on
this subject have been prompted Ry
the fallure of the fruit crop in Kng-
land, and the English trade is just as
desirous of recelving Canadian fruit
as Canallan shippers are to get it
across. The agitation is therefore a
double-barreled one.

It seems quite certain, however,
that there will be no change in the
present situation.. . Explanations  are
not necessary. Hvery foot of ‘avall
able steamship space is reéquired for
the transportation of men, munitions
and food. The Canadian apple, as
well ag many other articles of food,
is not considered essential, and until
shipping facilities are in & much more
stable condition than at present, all
efforts to modify the apple embargo
must be futile.

With the exception of early varie
ties, the apple crop in New Brunswick
is light, Winter varieties, in fact, are
in many cases & fallure and in very
few orchards does the erop exceed 10
per cent. of normal, There {8 a medi
um erop of Transparent, Duchess,
Dudley and Wealthy.

There has been an unusually heavy
rainfall in Nova Scotla during the
month of July. This has tended to
the development of apple scab, which
previously had been little in evidence.
In well sprayed orchards, however, 85
per cent. of the fruit is still clean,
but in unsprayed orchards only about
60 per cent, 18 free from spot. There
has also been considerable dropping.
The total crop s still estimated at
400,000 barrels, as given in our re-
port a month ago, but many of these
will be of low grade or unmerchantable
owing to dsmage by canker worm
and scab. In fact, several reports
state that while the crop is not more
that 60 to 6Oper cent. of last year,
there will be proportionately more of
the No. 8 grade than in 1917, The
| varfeties are Gravenstein,
”{. Fallawater, Baldwin, Blenheim,
Golden Russet and Stark. These will
yield about 76 per cent. of last year's
crop. Nonpareil is particularly light.

Otitside of the Annapolis Valley,
apples are only & medium crop in
the best orchards. Nonpareil, Green-
ing, Ribston and King are very light;
Gravenstein, Russet, Fallawater and
Baldwin give the -best promise,

rich returns. In scanning the career of
Barnum it becomes somewhat of a mar-
vel that no playwright ever thouglt of
putting him on the stage before. The
epoch in which he lived was produc-
tive of a large number of character
comedies in which shrewd and humor-
ous New England types were featured.
Joseph Jefferson enagped one in “‘Our
American Cousin but ‘the role became
overshadowed by that of Dundreery,
once the late E. A. Bothern had been

|assigned the lattef part. John E. Owens

and other famous men excelled in such
characters. But no type of Yankee
that has been out upon the stage, quite
measured up in shrewdness, trickiness
and honest humor to the Phineas T
Barnum of real life.

An Honest Mumbug.

The “slimness” in temperament of
Connecticut men has been a legend
ever since the story of the wooden nut-
megs was Invented; and Barnum es-
pecially during the early stages of his
career surpassed the achlevements of
the man who made wooden nutmegs
and sold them for real ones, many
times. He has given two proverbial
phrases to the language; his own name
which has become a polite synonym
for a humorous charlatan or master of
lself-advertising; and the famous aphor-
fsm, ““The public Ukes to be humbug-
ged.” He was that paradoxical crea-
ture an honest humbug, and in three
racy books on his own career, “The
Humbugs of the World,” “Struggles
anu Triumphs,” and his “Autoblo-
graphy’ he cheerfully admits it. He
could truthfully say “the public lkes
to be humbugged”. for, despite the
many hoaxes he perpletrated he never
suffered a whit in personal popularity,

& The Greater Show.

Though Barnum died In 1891, hav-
ing passed four score years, there must
be many who llke the writer, recall
his face as he drove in his buggy
ahead of the parade of what was, and
fo, justly called “The Greatest Show
on Earth”; and to a small boy of the
‘eighties the sight of the great
num was almost as important as that
of the elephants themselves, By then
his days of fooling the public were
over. His dnstinct for seizing on what
would interest the public, whether it
was the most popular prima donna of
her time, Jenny Lind, or the Sacred
White Elephant of Siam (elevated to
that destination by .the judiclous use
of the whitewash brush) had made
him a wealthy man in his declining
years. But until he was a man well
into the middle age he knew as many
astruggles as triumphs and his credi-
tors were always around the corner.

Inn-Keeper's Son.

The son of an inn-keeper at Bethal,
Conn., he was, as a bcg a storekeeper
in a small way, and ran a lottery as a
side Hne. It was not remarkable that
business falling, this youtl, wwho had
the mof¢ extraordinary .instinct for
bizarre publicity that America has
ever known (and that is saying some-
thing), should have turned to the news-
paper business. At the age of nineteen
(in 1829) he was running a weekly
journal. ““The Herald of Freedom,” at
Danbury, Conn., but it must have been
a newspaper of the fype that Mark
Twain and other humorists describe,
for it {s recorded that, after involving
himself in several libel suits and a
prosecution that ended in imprison-
ment, he left Danbury for New York
in 1834,

Washington's Nurse.

It was in 18356 that Barnum became
a showman in & manner characteris-
tic of hismethods. He purchased and
exhibited a seventy‘yearold negro wo-
man, whom he claimed was Joyce Heth
the nurse of George Washington, and
her age he stated to.be 106 years
Though it was a hoax, Barnum touréd
successfully for four years with the
so-called Joyce Heth as the central fig-
ure of a small company, and made
enough money to purchase Scudder's
American Museum in New York, which
he stocked with freaks. At the same
time he remained in business as a
travelling ehowman. His biggest find
in early years was his discovery of the
tmidget Charles Stratton, whom he re-
lohristened General Tom Thumb, and
'who from his first association with Bar
oum in 1842 untll 1887 remained one
of the most profitable of Barnum's ex-

Tribune containing the names of those

The circus known
a8 “Greatest Show on Earth,” which
still exists, with some of the old Bar-
num animads surviving, was founded
in 1871. It #8 now owned by a great
firm of circue men, the Ringling Broth-
ers, who were travelling through the
West with & small wagon show when
Barnum was at the very zenith of his
fame at the age of 70. The original
owners of the show were Barnum, Bai-
iey and Hutchinson. The latter after
a few years dropped out, but the
names and portraits of Barnum and
Balley, are still to be seen wherever
the ‘Greatest Bhow on Earth” goes on
tour,

Always Popular.

The name Barnum itself is as well
known in Buropean countries as it is
on this continent, A good many years
ago, a French actress wished to
avenge herself on Sarall Bernhardt for
certain supposed wrongs, and wrote a
libellous biography entitled “Sarah
Barnum,” evidence of the significance
which the name of the greatest of hum-
bugs bears in France. Yet Barnum
despite his hoaxes, was, by virtue of
his warm and unique personality, uni-
versally popular; tfie greatest practi-
cal joker who ever lived, he laughed
at the public and the public laughed
with him. He was a self-taught mas-
ter of the art of publicity, a subject
which 18 now taught in certain Ameri-
can Colleges, but of which he knew
more than any man who ever lived be-
fore or since, except prhaps Napoleon.

The Rhodes-Wile play deals merely
with the central part of his career,
commencing in 1845, when he was a
small showman who had made a great
jcoup by the discov of Charles Strat
ton, the dwarf, followed up his
opportunity by his sole experiment as
an impresario, the eXploftation of Jen-
ny Lind. These and other historic
characters in Barnum's career fig-
ure in the play.

The literary individual who sug-
gested that Barnum name Stratton
“General Tom Thumb" is forgotten, but
it is one of the oldest names in Eng-
lish folk lore, though Barnum could
hardly have been acquainted with this
fact. There is a very ancient ballad
which runs “In Arthur's Court Tom
Thumb did live,” and Henry Fielding
made “Tom Thumb' the hero of one
of his satires on the Government of
Sir Robert Walpole, that led to the es-
tablishment of that formidable institu-
tdon, the British theatrical censorship.
In passing, it is interesting to note, as
evidence of the tainted origin of most
theatrical cemsorships, that the Brit-
ish institution was founded not to pro-
1aote morality but to strangle political

criticism in the guise of farce. The
trip of Barnum to England with Tom
Thumb in 1844 had one tragic con-
sequence. It drove Haydon, the fam-

ous historical painter to suicide. At
the time Barnum was showing the
dwarf in Egyptian Hall, Haydon was
exhibiting his vast canvas, “The Death
of Aristides,” in another part of the
same bullding. In one week Barnum’s
receipts were 600 pounds, and Hay-

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PROCLAMATION

GEORGE the FIFTH, by the Grace of God of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland and of the British Dominions beyond the
Seas, KING, Defender of the Faith, Emperor of India.

To all to whom these presents shall come or whom the same may in any

wise concern,—GREETING :

A Proclamation of conditional amnesty respecting men belonging to
Class 1 under the Military Service Act, 1917, who have disobeyed our
Proclamation of 13th October, 1917, or their orders to report for duty,
or are deserters or absent without leave from the Canadian Expedi~

tionary Force.

E. L. NEWCOMBE, | WHEREAS consider-
Deputy Minigter of Justics, | ,hle numbers of men
belonging to Class I under our Military Ser-
vice Act, 1917, called out on active service in
our Canadian Expeditionary Force for the
defence of Canada under Our Proclamation
of 13th October, 1917, although they have thus
become by law soldiers enlisted in the Military
Service of Canada,

Have failed to report for duty as lawfully
required of them under the said Military Ser-
vice Act and the regulations thereunder, in-
cluding the Order in Council duly passed on
April 20 last,

Or have deserted,

Or absented themselves without leave
from our Canadian Expeditionary Forees,

And it is represented that the very serious
and unfortunate situation in which these men
find themselves is due in many cases to the
fact that, notwithstanding the information and
waming contained in Our Proclamation afore-
said, they have misunderstood their duty or
obligation, or have been misled by the advice
of ill-disposed, disloyal or seditious persons.

AND WHEREAS we desire, if possible, to
avoid the infliction of the heavy penalties which
the law imposes for the offences of which these
soldiers have thus been guilty, and to afford
them an opportunity within a limited time to
report and make their services available in Our
Canadian Expeditionary Force as is by law
their bounden duty, and as is necessary for the
defence of Our Dominion of Canada.

NOW KNOW YE that we in the exercise
of Our powers, and of Our good will and
pleasure in that behalf, do hereby proclaim and
declare and cause to be published and made
known THAT THE PENALTIES OF THE
LAW WILL NOT BE IMPOSED OR
EXACTED as against the men who belong
to Class 1 under Our Military Service Act,
1917, and who have disobeyed Our Proclam-
ation aforesaid ; or who have received notice

who employ, harbour, conceal or assist 1/hy:m
in their disobedience, that, if they persis/( in
their failure to report, absence or desiytion
until the expiry of the last mentioned day,
they will be pursued and punished with gill the
rigour and severity of the law, SUBJEC/T TO
THE JUDGMENT OF OUR COWURTS
MARTIAL WHICH WILL BE CON-
VENED TO TRY SUCH CASES or other
competent tribunals: and also that tlaose who
employ, harbour, conceal or assist smuch men
will be held strictly accountable as offenders
and subject to the pains, penalties and forfei-
tures in that behalf by law provided for:their
said offence.

Provided however that nothing comtained
in this Our Proclamation is intended to nelease
the men aforesaid from their obligation to
report for duty as soon as posiible or to grant
them immunity from arrest or detention im the
meantime for the purpose of compelling them
to perform their military duty; Our intention
being merely to forego or remit the penalties
heretofore incurred for failure to report,
absence without leave or desertion incurred by
those men of the description aforesaid who
shall be in the proper discharge of their military
duties on or before the said twenty-<fourth day
of August, 1918.
