rea:hed the point of completion,which look
to the construction of 4,000 more miles of
line, all of which will be feeders to the
commereo of this eity. Already the tribu-
taries of the lines now in operation, and
which are not included in the 10,000 re-
ferred to, give to the railway centre of
Chicago a territory served by 15,000 miles
of railway. The Michigan Cent ral is re-
ferted to in terms of the highest praise by
the writer, and generally maintains the
escellent character which has given to it

and the Great Western of Canada so mach
of the favor of the travelling public. The

list of lines projected includes the Chicago
and Cauada Southern Railway, which has
made considerable progress, and is after
much delay, at last likely to obtain within
a week, the final passage of an ordinance
granting it right of way into the city. The
capital invested in the city railways now
in operation is over $400,000.000; and the
gross earnings were about $25,000,000, of
which $21.500,000 was net. 'The total
pumber of trains leaving and entering the
city each day, including passenger and
ireight is 350,while no less than 100 sleep-
ing cars go out every evening.
