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‘This culinary plant is considered a
great luxury, and may with advantage
be cultivated for domestic use and
marketing. Being an early spring
vegetable, it is the more highly prized.
as at that season vegetables of almost
every sort are scarce, or those that
bave been kept bave lost much of
their original freshness and flavor.
Asparagus is commonly propagated
from seed, and this should ‘be sown at
the very earliest moment that the
ground will admit of being worked.
itisa very hardy plant, and may be
grown for very many years, if proper
care is taken in the formation of the
beds. 1f instead of sowing the seed,
any one should prefer plants, be sure
to obtain those that are gcod =and
healthy, young and vigorous. Before
planting the seed, howerver, it is well
to put them in tepid milk or water,
until they are about ready to germi-
nate. Two things are gained by this,
you can detect any bad seed among
them, and the certainty of a rapid
growth when placed in the ground.
Sow about one inch deep, in rowsa
foot apgrt, and after the plants are
‘well up, thin to fouror five inches
‘between them in the rows. The
.ground should be thoroughly prepared,
made rich with well-rotted manure.
‘The bed should be kept free of weeds,
and frequently stirred with the hoe.
while the plants are growing. The
following “year the plants wili be in
good condition to set out.

The roots of usparugus rarely pene-
trate deeply into the ground, but run
out horizontally with the surface a
few inches deep. The ground to re-
ceive the plants should Le thoroughly
trenched, butitis best not to bring
the subsoil . the surface. The ver)
best and fattest stable manure should
be used in the composition of the bed,
as aspuaragus cannot receive toos rich
compost. Place the plants not less
than two feet apart in the rows. To
have the largest and finest plants
three feet apart would not be too
much. When planted the surface of
the Led should be wel! pulverized and

wavelled, and all the work needfu!
during the season is to keep thc
ground loose and porous bLetween the
rows. the fall whon frost ha-
turned the leaves yellow, the stems
and tops should be cut off close to the
aZund and burned. The bed should
wv covered with straw or coarse
manure toprotectthe plantducing win-
tor season. In more moderate climates
this is not needad, but here the plants
‘would be the better by being protect-
ed. In the following spring a top-
dressing of two inches of fine well-
rotted manure should be applied, and
forked in with great care so as not to
disturb the reots. This application
should be given at the earlicst moment
that it can be done in the spring. Tt
"is recommended that in gathering the
"crop none of the young shoots should
be cut during the second year follow-
ing the placting. The best soil for
aspar‘agus is said to be allavia! loam;
‘but any soil capable of growing grain,

i abun dantly manurzd, will be followed
with satisfactory results.

Fruit Tree Agents.

During last spring and summer
there were, as usual,. a number of
agents rambling through the Province
endeavoring to persuade farmers into
buying fruit trees. We have so fre-
quently warned our readers to be on
their guard against these hambugs,
that for some length of time there was
a scarcity of theso nuisances. They
bad gulled the farmers so thorough'y
with the trash they furnished, that to
offer American fruit trees to any one
of them, generally prompted a looking
round for an axe handle, a |;iu-hl'urk,
or something of that kind, and'the
farmer became suddenly converted
juto a threshing machine of double
borse power. The limber legs of the
tree pedlur on such oceasions, made a
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speedy acquaintance with the high
way, fellowed by thedogs, that greatly
assisted his powers of locomotion, and
enabled him to get up and get over
the ground with a speed unequuled Ly
a two-forty steam engine. The-e
geutry bave a new dodge now. They
bave repented—been to hear Beecher,
and “sich like,” and now they are
converted.  Don’t sell any more
American trees, not they. Don’t be-
lieve in them. They have joined the
Sharpites and other *“ ites,” that grow
trées in New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia. Some of these fellows look as
meck as a sucking calf, and are twice
as innceent.  Well, all wesay is don’t
trust them. They are at their old
tricks—wolves in sheep's clothing.
While professing to sell you trees
from our own nurseries, they palm off
a lot of worthless trash that has been
gathered here and there and every-
where in the United States. Our
v

is, purchase from no ono who cannot
produce the most satisfactory testi-
monials that the trees offered are from
our own nurseries. Our nurgery men
can and do furnish the very best des-
cription of fruit trees that are suitablo
to our soil and climate, and it is the
areatest folly to buy any otber kinds.
So, farmers, don't allow yourselves to
be swindled. If you do, you cannot
say that you have not had sufficient
warning.

SraTe or Grorgia.—The acreage of
wheat sown is eight per cent. in ad-
vance of last year. Oats eleven per
cent. The Commissioner of Agrical-
tare for that State urges farmers to
sow oats with unsparing band, believ-
ing that in the near future, that that
grainis to become the great provender
crop of the South. The monthly re-
port shows, that in corn the quantity
produced is thirty-four per cent.
greater than last year. If everything
is favorable, the grain crops of 1877
will be much larger than those of
1876. By means of these reports the
farmers of that country are enabled to
judge with much certainty the kind of
crop they can raise with greatest
pecuninry uadvantage. It is hoped
tuat cay Gumers will some time ot
otber be in possession of similar in-
tormation as-regards what it is best
to grow.

MIXING SOILS.

For the Colonial Farmer.

The mixtare of soils is one of the
most readily, and at the same time.
the cheuapest mode of improving and
rendering them fertile. Upon this
sulject I would suy, that I have seen,
even in soils to ull appearances similar
in composition, some very extraordi
nary rosults from these mixtures.
Caus in the gravelly soils of Spring
Park, near Croyden, England, where
ithe gronnd is often cxcavated to the
lepth of many feet, throngrh a strata
f barren gravel and red sund, for the
purpose of obtaining a white or silver
«and which exists beneath. Wken
this fine sand is ramoved, the gravel
ind red sand i3 thrown back in the
pit, the ground merely lovelled, and
then let to cottagers for gardens, or
else it is planted with forest trees.
[n either case the effect of the white
sand being brought to the surface is
remarkable. All kindes, either fir or
deciduous trees will now grow with
surprising loxuriance. In cottage
gardens thus formed, several kinds of
vegetables, such as beans and potatoes
will yield excellent crops, where be-
fore this mixture was made they
would have perished or refused to

grow. 3

The great advantage of mixing soils
i8 not entirely confined to those of an
carthy composition. Soils which con-
tain inert organic matter, such as
peat or moss earth, aro highly valu-
able additions to other svils. Thus
peat earth was successfully added to
the sandy soils of Merionethshire, by
Sir Robert Vaughan. The Cheshire
farmers add a mixture of moss and
caleareous earth to their tight-bound
earths, the effect of which they do-
scribe as loosening and rendering the
land porous. or in other words, making
their strong clay lands less tonacious,
and coreequently promoting more
readily access of the moistures and
gases of the atmosphere to the roots
of whatever may be planted upon it.

The cultivator cometimes deludes
himself with the idea that applying
sand, mart, or clay, to a poor soil,
mere!y serves to freshen or to enrich
it for a time, and thorefors the gocd
effects can only be counted on foru
limited -period. Some comparative
experiments, however, made anumber
of years ago, on some poor, hungry
heath land in Norfolk, England, have,
up to thid time, served clearly to de-
monstrate the error of such a con-
clusion. In theso. oxperiments the
groumd was marled with twenty cubic
yards only per acre, and the same
composted. It was then planted with
a proper variety ol forest trees, and
by the sile of this piece of ground, »
portion of the sume heuth, left in its
natural state, was also planted trees
of the same kind. Sixteen years have
served to demonsirate aonually, by
the luxuriance of the wood growing
on the marled land, the permanent
berefit of this mixture of soils. The
trees bave grawn rapidly and exhibit
in every way a thrifty appearance.
On the adjoining piece of lund where
no marl was used, the trees are of
stinted growth, miserable in appeur-
ance, and altogether profitless to their
owner.

KEEP STOCK WARM.

A cow fed on 20 pounds of hay
daily, having no sheiter in the winter
season, except perhaps an open shed
about to tumble down, wouid be in no
better condition in the spring than
she would be, if fed on 15 pounds
daily, and kept in a warm stable at
night, and allowed the run of the
barn-yard in pleasant weather. This
is a result that has substantially been
proved a thousand times. Now,I will
computc the loss to a farmer on 10
cows, which are left through the
winter on the unprotected system
and many barns afford but slight
warmth to stock over the open air,
being boarded up vertically, with
cracks between the boards from a half
inch to an inch wide, 2nd all such
barns come under the losing system
of wintering stock. It would be fair
to estimate hay to be worth $10 a ton,
as an average value throughout the
country. Ton cows not well protect-
ed, will require 50 lbs. a day more
than when kept in a warm atable, for
at least four months, or 112 days,
worth 27} cts. daily, or during 112
days $30.80. Probably tho loss on cach
animal, no matter how fed, would be
at least $5, consequently farmers who
study their own interests, build warm
barns, but 80 as to be well
ventilated in mild weather, and thus
save enongh in fodder in a few years
to pay the cost of them. But much
can be done with old bLuildings, to
make them warm; battens ean be
nailed over tho cracks. the roof can
be repaired, doore made to shut close,
and thus the comfort of domestic
animals can be enbanced, to say
nothing of the saving of fodder.
Farmers do yon realize this important
fact? Some of you do not scem to
realize it at all; and such men are
always talking of * hard times,” being
slack in all they do.

BAVING MANURE.

Probably but few farmers exist who
have not read articles in the paper,
advising them to keep their stable
manure uzder cover in a stable under
the stalis, or under a shed; but in
both piaces dang is liable to become
too dry, and the straw among it will
not decomposo as rapidly as it will
when exposed to rains; or if much
borse dung be mixed with it, orif it
be all herse dung, it will ¢ fire-fang,”
and will be greatly injured. A cellar
under the stable stalls, into which all
the manure and urine of the stock is
received is a good thing, but it would
be a great deal better if the manure
could be thoroughly wet once a month
from a pump adjoining er near the
cellar, The same can be said of
manure under 8 shed when piled in
deep ; it must be kept moist, or it had
better be kept in the open barn-yard.
Indeed, I am of tho opinion that when
a barnyard is made concave, with no
drain to it, manure can be kept in it
from fall to spring without any loss,
Some farmers think that much of the
virtues of manure in open yards, pass
down into the soil, and are loat; but
such is not the case, 2s it will be found
on removing it in the spring, that the
soil under it has not become colored
by its juices but two or three inches
deep. Now, I claim that if an abun-
dance of litter be used upon the surface
of the manure to retain moisture and
to prevent ovaporation, all that a
farmer makes can beas well proserved
in his open barnyard as under cover;
and I would prefer to bave my munure
spread over the yard occasionally,
and covered with straw, than to have
it thrown into heaps by the stable
door, and through windows back of
the stalls, and so remain all winter,
with much ofits virtues washed away
and lost.

PROTECTING STRAWBERRY PLANTS.

Strawberry plantsrequire protection
about December 1st, and after the
ground has frozen ; and anything, as
leaves, straw, or hay is suitable; but
& greut many people injure, and soma
times destroy their beds of strawberries
by covering them too thick, and thus
smother the plants. The covering
must be light, an1 admit air to the
plante, or they will be fonnd to Le
dead in the mpring. A dressing of
fine, well rotted manure spread among
them before they are covered would
be bencficial but not particularly
necessary. The covering may be left
on in the spring as a muleh to keep
the ground moist; but it should be
removed from over the crowns of the
plants to give them room to grow.
Somo strawberry growers add more
bay or straw in the spring to their
mulches, so that no weeds will grow
before the plants fruit ; but this mulch
system cannot be adopted where the
plants are grown in matted beds, but
only where they are grown in rows
or hills,

fitable fowls ; and if we examine the
poultry papers we shall find so many
conflicting opinions, that wo might as
well not read them, so far as giving
roliable information is concerned.
Then if we should ask the question,
* which is the best breed of fowls?”
of a score of the most experienced
fowl-breeders in the United States
their replies would be so various that
wo would still be in the fog. Perhaps
there is no man living who has had
more experience in keeping poultry,
and writing on the subject, thanI
bave for about balf a century; yet if
that question were put to me, I could
not give a direct answer. It depends
on what umse you desire to make of
your fowls. One who wants them to
se!l dressed, and a breed that will
produce a large number of eggs,
would need a good sized fowl as the
Brahmas. Then if eggs bo tho chief
object, a smaller breed would be better,
as the Hamburghs and Leghorns,
which are non sitters and excellent
layers. I think no other breeds are
superior to the threo I have named.
The white Brahmas are the most
popular, and may be kepton aboat
the same quantity of grain as the
Leghorng, and the Hamburgs. I am
sure that the list of breeds of poultry
in this country is mere extensive than
beneficial, the additions that have
been made during the last ten or fif-
teen years from France, and other
countries, being more for the benefit
of dealers in poultry, than because
those. bree«!s were superior to what we
previously possessed.

FOUL-IN-FOOT.

A writer in the Country Gentleman
says: “In my experience, I have
found foul-in-foot to be the result of a
disorganized or overheated system.
more than of anything elee. To cor-
roborate what I say, I will give youa
very strong instance of it. One year
ago ldst spring, I bad a valuable herd
of Short Horns under my care.
Among them I had 13 cases of very
acute foul, in animals frem six to
eighteen months old. Tvery one of
the infected animals were being high-
ly fed. In addition to oil-vake, they
were getting a very literal allowance
of chopped wheat daily. About 20
youngsters in all were receiving chop;
the rost of the herd only oil-cake and
bran. Now those 13 cases all hap-
pened among those that were being
fed on wheat. Not a ringle case hap-
pened among those that were not fed
on chopped wheat. All alike were
kept scrupulously clean under foot.
On reference to my note books, I
observed for three previous years the
result had been tho same. This illus-
trates plainly that foul-in-foot is the
consequence of a dirorganized or over-
heated system.” His remedy is first
to give the animal a large dose of
salt; then as soon as drenched, pro-
ceed to clean thoroughly the affected
foot of all outside uncleanliness, then
lifi the foot, and pass a hair or hemp
rope botween the hoofs, drawing it
several times to and fro; continue
this gently till you have removed all
filth and noxious matter. The next
operation is to poultice the foot for
24 hours at least—ard longer if
necessary—till the inflammation is
thoroughly reduced ; use bran, turnips,
or linseed meal for this purpose.

CoxposT For PLANTS.—A good com-
post for most common bouse plants
can bo made up of onc part clean
sand, free from salt; one part mou'd
from thoroughly decayed leaves ; one
part cow manure, wcll rotted and
pulverized ; two parts rich garden soil,
or better, well-decayed turf mould.
About oue fitth of the pot may be fill-
ed with materials fur draivage, com-
posed of oyster shells, charcoul, or
broken bits of' pots or crockery. A
small quantity of moss placed over
these prevents the earth from washing
through.

Several kinds of roots should be
given to supply cows with succulent
food in winter. Common tarnips do

not keep so well as ruta bagas and
mangel wartzel, and sugar beets are
lalill better for use in late spring.

be in good time for the next one, so 1
can say to thise who have dug their
potatoes, my advice will be in good
soason for next year. The potalo
fields of some farmers, after they have
done digging, look very much as
though a herd of swine, possessed of
as many evil spirits as those that in
olden times ran down a stecp place
and didn’t come back, had been turned
loose into it to rasticate. Many small
potatoes, under such circumstances,
with an occasional large one, with the
tops picturesqnely scattered in groups
of various dimensions, would be the
natural result. -If, however, vegetable
matter is of any bencfit to the sail,
and agricultural scientists say it is,
and they ought to know, why in the
name of common rounse don’t people
bury them up ? The potato itself re.
moves & good deal of material from
the soil, that is necessary to the sue-
ceeding crop. The potato top, with
the difference of more woody fibre,
holds much the same ingredients as
the potato itself. If these substances
can be retained in the soil by burying
them up, then the time spent in doing
so0 is anything but lost, to say nothing
of the superior tidiness of this mode
of disposing of them. Some will say
they are in too greata hurry to do so.
This is very much 1like saying they
are in too great a bhurry to haul their
manure. If the tops are pulled for
the diggers, let them be thrown in onc
space, and the dirt drawn over them,
and the potatoes in the other space.
If the diggers pull them, let them pat
them iu the holes of the hills and they
can hardly avoid burying them as
they goalong. Don’t let them bleach
to nothing like the skeleton of a ghost.
—Cor. Dirigo Rural.

Curious Processfor Making Cheese.

Among the curious methods for the
manufacture of fine cheese, the process
adopted by Mr. Joseph Harrison, of
Derbyshire, Eagland, will be of in-
terest. The curds are not scalded, no
heat being supplied afier the milk is
set for coagulation. The expulsion of
the whey, or its separation from the
curds before being putin the hoop
and ander press, is being accomplished
by a process quite different from any-
thing known in practice in this
country. Buat what will be surprising,
perbaps, to most ofour factory cheese
mukers, is the fuct that the cheese
made under this process is of the
finest flavor and (];l:l“\‘y, and sells in
the best markets of England for  top
prices” on a parwith English chedder,
which rangoes from twenty to thirty
shillingshigher than American cheese.

The following are the leading
points in the process:

The milk when collected is set at a
temperaturs of about cighty degrees

produce thorough coagulation in from

forty to sixty minates. The chcese is
made twice a day—that is, from the
morning and evening’s milk separate-
ly. After coagulation is perfected

and when ready fur manipulation, the
breaker or cutter is passed up and
down through the mass until the curds
are broken into small lumps about
the size of a hzzel nut. The operation
of the breakirg is at intervals of a few
minutes. Afterstanding for the whey
to form, a prossing plate, pierced with
holes and fitting the tub, is used, and
pressure applied to the curds. Faucets
are arrang.? in the tubs, at different
heights, and through-these the whey
isdrawn off as it rises through"the.
holes in the pressure plate. The
curds are lett under the pressure in
the tub until, in the judgment of the
operator, it is ready for the next pro-
cess. This cousists in cutting the
outer edge of the circular mass of card
into blocks with an implement similar
to a mason’s trowel. These blocks of
card are piled in the ceatre of the
tub, and pressure again applied until
the whey is sufficiently expelled,
when it is crushed up with the hands
and pat to press.
tive or six days, being turned over
from time to time, and receiving a
fresh cloth. Then it is taken out of
press, and rubbed with salt on the
outside every day for a few days, or
until it is sufficiently salted. These
cheeses are from three and a half 1o
four inches thick, and from fiftéen to
sixteen inches in diameter, weighing
about thirty ponn.is euch.

Such are the general outlines of the
imported process for muking Der!y
cheese. The cheese is rich, with a
peculiar, clear, sweet fluvor, and from
its great excellence commands the
extreme prices we have named.

It will be seen that the method em-
ployed for freeing the curds from whey
differs materially from the ordinary
practice in this country ; and from it
we learn the fact, that the making of
good cheere is not confined to one
particular process, but that the same
result is reached by very many and
diverse methods ; and much,doubtless,
is due to theskill and judgment of the
maker in all processes.—Christian
Advccate.

Por Overs —Three caps of flour;
three of sweet milk; three egus, aud
a little salt. Beat all together from
ten to fifteen minutes, Buake in a hot

pecessary and always prudent to cat
grafts of cherry, plums and other
fruits in December, before severely
cold, dry weather oce to injure
their structure. If we Bed them in
moss, sawdust, or the like, and place
them on the floor of the cellar, they
receive too much moistare, and are
injured by it. If we putthem within
the draft of air which sweeps the cellar
whenever the windows can be opened
(for we air it as much as possible) they
lose their natural moisture and suffer
by drying. If we faston them in the
bottom of a box and invert it on the
floor, the confined air favors the
growth of mould, which also injures
them. We have lately used sifted
coal ashes with exsellent success,
making it just slightly damp, not wet
at all, filling every interstice with it,
covering tte box clese, and setting
it on some bricks to elevate it from
the wet floor. Its parification by fire,
its retention of the contained moisture
and its fine yet open composition, are
the qualities which render coal ashes
0 peculiarly well adapted for storing,
Then it is always at hand if there is,
as there ought to be, a covered box
containing a mounted riddle for sift-
ing all stove debris. The siftings,
kept dry, can be copiously used in
closets with maunifold advantage.—
Fruit Recorder. :

Mixing Soil Around Fruit Treee.

In disprsing of the soil, which had
been dug from the foundation fora
new bouse a few years ago, it had
been spread under the adjoining trees
to tho depth of ten or twelve inches,
and at the present time every tree so
treated presents an unhealthy appear-
ance, which may gradoally, but will
most surely, end in premature death.
This injudicious practice should be
condemned on overy hand, so that the
ignorant, as well as the careless, may
he forwarned of the evil consequence
which must eventually ensue. If soil
must be so disposed of, it should be as
ueurly as possible of the same texture
and composition &s thet in which the
trees are growing, and then only to a
very limited depth, so as not to des-
troy, even for a short time, that
natural porosity of tho surface soil
which is so largely produced by the
roots themselves. Inrespeet to those
trees which are not 8o easily injured
by this practice, and which will bear
any reasonable amount of soil being
laid over their roots, I still think the
same rale in respect to tke texture
and composition should be, as nearly
as possible, adhered (o, and if placed
Dear tiie stem, a cavity quite roand
the tree. and down to the hase, should
always be left, and of sufficient width
to ullow a free circalation of air, and
also to admit of being cleared of any
matter which may, and does, freely
accumulate in it. The sloping bank
system answers well in some sitnations
and has the advantage of showing
more of the trunk, but if the surface
of'the ground inclines to that puiticu-
lar point, or the soil be very tenacious,
or if the ground be not of a thirsty
cature, evils may accrue from an ac-
cumu'stion of too much water.—Zhe
Garden.

The Useful Woi. :‘fqlnseota.

Insects are useful in destroying
dead vegetable substances, which are
even more pernicious to men than
animals in the same condition, and
not only the soft and sacculent por.
tions, but even the solid wood is des-
troyed by them. In tho immense
forests of the tropies the ground would
be covered, and new shoots be choked
up by the ruins of trees which had
fallen by accident or age, and which
it would require ages to disperse with-
out the aid of insects. But no sooner

animals cat its bark to pieces, another
bores "holes in it in all directions, so
that the moisture from dew or rain
may stand, decompose and soften.
Others come in to eat off the parts
that are softened, und so on til] it s
entirely broken up and seattered, and
this is dong with such expedition that
they will, in & few weeks, destroy and

For preserving hams zud beef my
recipe is six gallons of water, nino
pounds of salt, three pounds of sugar,
one gallon molasses, threa ounces
saltpetre and one ounce of saleratus.
[ mix these ingredients and heat to a
boiling point, skimming off all the
impurities.  When cold I pour it on
the meat. Tdo not rate the amount
of materials according to the amount
of meat, but mix in the proportions
givon and use enough .of the mis(ure
to cover tho meat I wish to preserve,
[ find that this mothod cures the hams
and leaves them tender and juiey.
They never get hard. I leave the
bams in the pickle from four to six
weeks, according to their size, It
takes longer to Gure large hams than
it does sm~ll ones. I always move
the hams after they have beon in the
pickle three days. Take them out
and pack them over. This is noces-
sary, for when they are closely packed
together some parts of the hams do
not have a chance to be penetrated by
the pickle. I keep beef in the same
way except that I would <boil overthe
pickle before warm weather in the
spring.—Ex.

WinTERING Bees. — The requirc-
wents of wintering bees iv cellars are
dryness, darkness and pure air. The
temperaturo of the atmosphere should
not be warmer than 50 © at any time,
and to range the most of the time
from 36° 10 45°. The hives, as in
vee-houses, should be raised an eighth
of an inch, and the passage-ways
closed with wire-cloth. Very weak
families, in both ceilars and bee-
houses, do not require the hives to be
raised, as sufficient air will enter
through the wire-cloth over the pura
sage-ways.. The less the bees are
disturbed the better in all methods of
winteriog; but if any families require
feeding, let it Le done in the evening,
as bees are less disturbed at the ~lose
of the day, even when in total dacke
ness, than at other times.

A New Kino er Burrezr —Buller,
or what passes for such, is manufac-
tured in England from the oleayginous
deposits in the mud of the Thames.
The collection of this substance has
become a profitable industry, yielding

THE BROOKLYN CALAMITY.

Our correspondent * York” sends us the
following account ef the burning ef the Broek-
lyn Theatre :

The greatest calamity which has ever har-
pened in tuis city was the burning 1.st night
of the Brooklyn Theatre, when upward of
300 perwons lost their lives. At about

20 MINUTES PAST 11 0'cLOCK
the Theatre was discovered to be on fire, and
inless than balf an hour was reduced to ashes,
the wall on Washinzton street only remain-
ing to mark the spot where an hour before
stood such a eplendid building. I looked
upon that raging fire, hoping that all bad
escaped ; but great was my eurprise to-day to
learn that my hopes Were so far frem being
the case. The
FIRE RAGED FEARPTLLY,
sending its living flames high into the air, as
if defving the exertions of the firemen, and
holding in contempt the many streams of
water from a dozen or more steam fire engines. |
In the immediste neighborhood of the Thea-, ™
tre the buildings are chiefly built of wood,
and to these the firemen directed their atten-
tion, in order to prevent the spresd of th
tire, as there was no hope of saving the Thea-
tre. Thers was alto a number of streams
kept upon the fire, but they seemed to have
but little effect. . When the fire was first
discovered, the orchestra was performing dur-
ing the fourth and fifth acts of the play,
entitled
“THR TWO ORPHAXS,”
and an exciting noise was heard to come from
behind the scenes. The audience thought
there was a row in progrees ; but remaining
in their seats, the curtain was relled up, and
the artists appeared in the fifth act. The
noiee behind the ecenes was hushed for a
short time, when the voices were again heard,
anu
THERE WAS A GREAT NOISH,
But as I have ret time to write particulars
and gve a full account of it, I will quote from
the Brookiyn Eagle ue follows: * At that
mement
A TONGUE OF FLAME

was seen darting from ome corner of the
roof of the hut, and almost immediately a
number of sparks fell from the * flies” upon
the stoge. The andience, for the mest part,
were now thersughly alarmed; but there
were some who having never seen tne play
before were wrapped upis interest, and if they
did notics the sparks and the little flame,
imagined it wesall in the piece, All this oc-
curred wi:kin & few moments. At the ap-
pearance ef the sparks quits & number in the
lower part of the house ross excitedly from
their seats, and seme panic-stricken persons
raised the awful
CRY oF “yme*

Nething more was required to make panic
general. Almost every ene in the house
sprang to their feet, and turned towards the
door. Mr.Studley, with remarkable presence
of mind, advanced to the foot-lights and be-
sought the people to remain quiet; but the
people would net be quiet. In the same
breath almoet, Mr. Studley, seeing that it'was
impossible to quiet the people, shouted to
to them to leave the house in as orderly a
manner as possible, so that none would be
burt.

“If T have the presence of mind,” eaid he.
*to stand between you and the fire which is
right behind me, you ought to have the pre-
sence of mind to go out quietly.”

Miss Claxten also begged the andience not
to be excited, but to move eut quietly; but
the noise wae hecoming so great that her
voice could not be heard very far from the
stage. At all events the people paid no at-
tention to her.

In the meantime the sparks contmued to
fall upon the stage, and the roof of the hut
was being gradually

The ery of fire was revived, and a combined
cush was made for the doore. Several gen-
lemen stood on their seats and begged the
seople to go out quietly, but they might a«
well bave talked tn the dead. The panic
became general. The scene beggars descrip-
tion. Women shrieked, children cried, and
~tout men turned pale with fear. In the rush
men, women and children were trampled
upon, and their cries of agony could be heard
out nemly to the porials of the Theatre.
Mothers became seperated from their child-
ven and chil jren from their mothers, and
there went up & bundred voiced shriek that
made the stoutest heart sick. There were
brare men in that terrible crush. They
seized fainting women and half-dead children
anu uragged them into the lobby, and return-
ing te rescus others, perished themseives.
There were cowardly and brutal men there,
who worked to eave themselves only indiffer-
ent as to the fate of others. They crow:ed
their way through the struggling mass; push-
ing helpless women and child:_%i aside, and
walking over the prostzate forms of men who
bad fallcti in the crush.

Abuve, in the galleries and on the stair-
ways, was heard

THE TRAMP OF MANY FEET

and the shrieks of the wounded and dying.
The upper part of the house was full, and
when the panic occurred below there was the
same great rush for the doors. Many suc-
coeded in escaping, but the stairways soon

The jingle of the almighty dollar can drown

At the Brooklyn Theatre, last night, while
a large audience were witnessing the “Two
Orphaus,” the theatre took fire and burned to
the ground. Loss $125,000.

Burning of Brooklyn Theatre last night
turns out an appaling disaster.  Latest re-
ports state that vne hundred and seventy-five
lives were Lyst, including . S, Murdoch, the
well knowa actor. Sixty-six dead bodier
have been recovered. The fire, which broke
out at a quarter past eleven, originated in
the flies, which fell blazing ou the top ef the
scenery. One of the aciresees came to the
front of the stage and said, *‘ a small accident
bas occurred ; don’t b alarmed—only a piece
of the fly on tive.” Immediately the audi-
»nce, which was a large one, rushed for the
entrances, and the panic became genernl. In
two minutes the stage was one mass of flame.
The heat was intense. Many who occupied
seats near the stage felt scorching heat and
sank helpless to the floor. Men plunged iv
mnd terror over seats, and fought their way
to the dooi like wild beaste. The nisles were
blocked, and the fire danced and hissed
through the combustible machinery, and
darted over the heads of the orchestra. De-
moralization became complete. The ushers
made every effort to induce the terrified mob
to retire in good urder, seconded by the
police, but all to litile purpose. Actors and
actresses narrowly escaped, losing all their
wardrobe.

THURSDAY.

The Brosklyn horror grows in magnitude.
At last accounts, twd hundred and eighty-
tive bodies had been recovered including:
Murdoch and Burroughs, two actors. The
