SECTARIAN ALARMISTS.
HERE are some unfortunate people 
1 whose religion seems to show itself 

very largely in distrust and fear, distrust 
of other sects and fear of what they may 
do. There are some zealous Protestants 
who are always worrying about the Cath­
olic Church. They are always detecting 
the adverse influence of pope and priest, 
and seem to have so little confidence in 
their own creed that they continually px- 
pect someone to do it an injury. Then 
we have some Catholics who are not 
without their fears, only with them the 
object generally takes the shape of Free- 
masonry. Here is a Catholic paper in 
Quebec, for example, which warns its 
readers against the Boy Scout movement, 
which it believes to be an offshoot of this 
wicked society.

And we are 
just as confident that Protestantism, and 
all that it stands for, will not be damaged 
by the Pope. The church that works for 
the benefit of humanity, whether it be! 
Catholic or Protestant, will be too firmly 
based on the love and devotion of the 
people to be overturned by any body.

The energy and intelligence of both 
Catholics and Protestants can be better 
expended than in fighting each other.

TT7E ARE in the habit of occasionally 
W holding up the politicians of the 

United States, as examples of the ex- 
tremes of partisanship. All the evils that 
accompany the system of party govern­
ment are said to be seen more fully de­
veloped in that country than in any other. 

There is 
more independence there than we credit 
our neighbors with, much more than we 
have ourselves.

TO HAVE GOOD GRAVY.

• When making gravies of either milk or 
water always have the liquid boiling hot 
before adding the thickening. Make the 
thickening, using about one tablespoonful 
of flour for one pint of gravy, by placing 
the flour in a cup, adding cold water, a 
little at a time, and stirring with a fork 
until smooth and of the consistency of 
thick cream. Then cumes the secret of 
smooth gravy. When ready to add the 
thickening to the liquid, dip two or three 
spoonfuls of the boiling liquid Into the 
thickening, stir together and turn slowly 
Into the hot liquid, stirring constantly un­
til it boils up well, when it will be done. 
By dipping the hot liquid into the thick­
ening it brings the temperature some­
where near that of the liquid, consequent­
ly, when stirred In it does not retard the 
boiling at all. This same method holds 
good in regard to custards, sauces, salad 
dressings, or anything cooked in a like 
manner.

Convention.

The annual joint convention of the Can­
adian Hardware Association and the Re­
tail Hardware Men’s Association will be 
held in London next February. At a 
meeting of the executive of the two 
bodies held in Toronto on Monday this 
was definitely decided. Industrial Com­
missioner Gordon Philip attended the 
meeting, and made the announcement on 
his return today.

When the hardware men met in Ottawa 
this year, the mayor and Lieut.-Col. W.

He ignored the letter, but his 
brother over the telephone made an ap­
pointment for him with Mr. Bryce, which 
he failed to keep. Mr. Bryce had warned 
him in the letter that unless he saw that 
the young woman was decently buried, he 
would expose him in the church, and on 
Sunday morning Mr. Bryce did so.

"I think if I had been there, I would 
have supported Mr. Bryce," said Rev. Mr. 
Graham to The Advertiser. “He is one of 
the most successful and able ministers in 
the Methodist Churcli and I know he 
would not take an extreme course of ac­
tion without trying every other way first." 

An old custom formerly prevailed in the 
Methodist Church of calling to time before 
the pastor, officials and members, any 
member who was guilty of serious misde­
meanor. Rev. Mr. Bryce's congregation 
of men acquiesced in his course of action, 
and subscribed towards defraying the 
funeral expenses of the unfortunate girl.
