Marriage celebrated
outside these essential conditions, the
conditions mentioned in the decree
is consequently null by the fact both
as regards conscience and religion.
It a very easy thing, however, to
render such a union lid, as they
have only to present themselves bhe-
fore a competent minister, Shouid
they, however, refuse, the case is sub-
mitted to the ordinary of the dio-
cese. The latter has but one sentence
to render, and that is to declare the
marriage invalid according to the

canon law,

The Colonel Says He Will Ac-
cept Presidential Nomination

REPLIES TO GOVERNORS

New York, Feh 9. - “T will accept
the nomination for president if it is
xendqru;i me, and 1 will adhere to this
decision unti] the convention has ex-
pressed its preference,” is Col. Theo-
aore Roosevelt's reply to the letter of
seven Republican governors asking
him to stanad for nomination,

The much-awaited reply was given
out tonight at Col. Roosevelt's office
here during his absence on a trip to
Boston. It was unexpectedly brief, bug
definite. It follows: i

“Gentlemen, — I deeply appreciate
your letter, and realize to the full the
heavy responsibility it puts upon me,
expressing as it does the carefully
considered convictions of the men
elected by popular vote to stand as the
heads of the Government in their sev~
eral states.

“1 absolutely agree with
this matter is not one to
with any reference to the personal
preferences or interests of any man,
put purely from the standpoint of the
Interests of the people as a whole. 1
will accept the nomination for presfi-
dent if it is tendered to me, and 1 will
adhere to this decision until the con-
vention has expressed its preference.
One of the chief principles for whieclt
I have stood and for which I now
stands, and which 1 have always en-
deavored and always shall endeavor to
reduce to action, is the genuine rule of
the people; and, therefore, I hope that
so far as possible the people may be
given the chance, through direct prim-
aries, to express their preference as to
who shall be the nominee of the Re-
publican presidential convention. Very
truly yours (Sigped), Theodore Roose.
velt.”

The seven governors assembled at
Chicago two weeks ago and drafted 2
letter to Col. Roosevelt, asserting that
there was a popular demand for him
to be president again, and urging him
to declare himself as to whether he
would accept the Republican nomina-
ton of “it came unsolicited and un-
sought.”

Efforts of Col. Roosevelt's friends te
induce him to make an earlier declar-
ation of his attitude on the presiden-
tial question had been unavailing, His
laconic remark to a friend in Cleveland
last Wednesday, that “My hat is in the
ring—you will have my answer Mon-
day,” was the first real indication that
he had in mind an affirmative answer
to the governor's letter. Upon promise
that the reply would be given out to-
night, a small army of newspaper men
gathered at the colonel's office early
in the evening. Secretary Frank Jar-
per met the reporters punctually and
gave out the corrrespondence without
comment. He said he was In no posi-
tion to comment, and in view of the
author's absence in Boston, where he
will spend several days, it was {m-
possible to get an elaboration of the
statements made in the letter.

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Special Committee on Street

Railway Held a Meeting
on Saturday.

DEPUTATION PRE SENT

Matter of Extension Taken Up and a
Deputation From the North End
Was Heard.

At the first meeting of the special
street railway committee on Saturday
it was decided, on the suggestion of
Ald. Bennett, to ask the Dominion
railway commission, whether or not
they would allow a level crossing
over the C. P. R. at either Wellington
or Adelaide streets, to provide accom-
modation for the north end. The whole
question of better street car service
was discussed at some length, but
nothing was decided. The north end
residents were asked to place their
views on extensions in writing, so
that they may be before the commit-
tee when final settlement of the mat-
ter was made.

The first business transacted was
the election of a chairman for .- the
committee. Several nominations were
made, but finally Ald. Blandford was
persuaded to take the chair.

Deputation Present.

A large deputation from the north
end was present. and it was agreed to
hear what they had to say. Mr. W.
Walker was the first spokesman, and
he pointed out the needs of the north
end. Every portion of the city was
provided with street railway accom-
modation but the north end. There was
a district seven-eighths of a mile
square without a car line at all, and
he thought it time that the needs of
that section of the <¢city were at-
tended to. He did not think that a
line running up Quebec street to the
C. P. R. depot, which was in"~ the
county, should come before their lines.
His proposal to satisfy the north end
woulg be to extend a line from either
Wellington or Richmond streets along
Victoria to Williamm street, and down
William street to Oxford, and then
south across the C. P. R. by either
William or Adelaide streets, connect-
ing with the Belt Line at Central
avenue,

A Subway.

“I think a subway, as proposed,
woul@ be rather expensive, too ex-
pensive in fact,” said Mr. Walker. ‘I
think interswitching would be allow-
ed, and the expense would be very
little. The cross-town line is a ne-
cessary thing, and will have to come
gome time.”

Mr. W. Ashman explained that the
north end hag waited a long time for
street railway accommedation. They
had paid taxes some of them for
twenty years, and were not as well
situated as people who lived at Pot-
téersburg, Broughdale ang other sub-
urbs. &

Mr. Geo. Geoghegan, Robert Fraser
and others added to the statements al-
ready made, claiming that it was the
duty of the council to provide service
for them.

“The returns from increased as-
sessment and the development of the
north end will soon pay for any ex-
pense the city might incur,’” said Mr.
Geoghegan.

Manager King's Views,

Manager C. B. King, of the street
railway, was present, and expressed
his views. He declared that there was
no argument that the north end need-
ed more accommodation. It was
merely a matter of the best results.
not only for the north end, but the
whole city.

“The city is entitled to 1.73 miles of
extra track,” said Mr. King. “The com-
pany have decided that in future no
trackage will be allowed before it Is
due, so the city, in settling the track-

This wouid
relieve the congestion, and cnable the
company_to put on more cars on these
routes.

The North End.

As for the north end, he fwas pre-
pared to run a line up Maitland street
This would give a service within two
blockg in every dirvection. He did not
favor a cross-town line, as the ex-
pense would be out of all proportion
to 'the benefits that would follow.

“It will be necessary to construct a
subway,” he stated. “The Dominion
railway commission will not allow a
level crossing at either Adelaide or
William streets. It is dangerous, and
it is practically certain that the com-
mission would not allow it.”

“What is the difference between
constructing another switch. and al-
lowing the cars to run over Richmond
street?”’ asked Mr,- Ashman. “They
have to come down gn the level in any
event. I think the commission would
grant such a reauest.”

No Change in Line.

A suggestion was made that the
Oxford street line be transferred east
of Maitland street, but some of the
delegates -made ohjection to that.

“Put yvour ideas in writing,” ex-
plained Ald. Richter. “We have heard
what you want, but it would be bet-
ter to have in writing what you de-
sire.”

The north end citizens agreed 1o
this and withdrew A short conference
followed on street railway matters in
general. Ald. Rose pointed out that
a better service was needed in the
south and north ends particularly, to
which Mr. King agreed. The latter
pointed out that it would be an casy
matter to put on more cars and oper-
ate them, if the strips of track sug-
gested were double-tracked.

“FLYING SQUADRON”
DID SPLENDID WORK

Police Were ;t-]ail in Jig Time
When Call Came for
Help.

The development of London’'s “Fly-
ing Squadron” was amply demonstrat-
ed Saturday, when the police re-
sponded to the call for assistance from
the county jail, when O’'Brien and La
Motte met with a certain degree of
success‘in attempting to secure free-
dom on the eve of their trials,

The alarm given by Miss Harris, the
matron at the jail, was received by
'phone at the Carling street station by
Sergt. McDonald, who was on duty at
the time. P. C. Patrick Riches, who
was also in the station, loaded up with
Patrol Driver Arthur L. Venner, and
galloping around to the corner of Dun-
das and Richmond streets, pich.ed up P,
C. John Creene, who was stationed at
that point.

Galloped to the Jail.

Making their way down the street
to the jail at a mad gallop, the offi-
cers found that the men had not yet
gained their freedom, Riches and Ven-
ner investigated exits that might have
afforded freedom to the thugs, while
Creene rushed downstairs and into the
southeast exercise yvard. He was fol-
lowed by Riches, and the pair found
their men returning to the jail door,
after a futile attempt to break through
the big gates in the south wall.

O’Brien threw up hig hands to offer
battle, but was grabbed by Creene, who
threw his arm about in a trick-hold,
rendering the man helpless. He con-
tinued to struggle, however, and only
ceased when he was slugged between
the shoulders with the officer’s baton.

The Springbank Car Service.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

I would like through the columns of
your valuable paper to bring to the
notice of the people—the power behind
the throne—the exceedingly courteous
and generaus conduct of the London
street railway officials in the recent
storm.

The 5:15 Springbank car left London
between 7 and 8 o’clock with a dozen
or more passengers, to whom the tic-
ket-box was speedily passed, and, as-
sured that they would reach their des-
tination the same day, deposited their
rickel therein. They never reached
Woodland, for one after the other the
fuses burned out. The conductor, for
whom too much praise cannot be said,
waded through the snowdrifts and tel-
ephoned to the city for assistance: This
arrived about 10 o'clock in the shape
of a snowplow, and the car and
those of the passengers who had not
tried to walk to Byron were taken
back to London and there requested
to spend the night with their friends,
that the car would mnot return to
Springbank that night, also that the
line would not be opened until the
city lines were open. One of the pas-
sengers, who at the time of writing
(Friday) is still in the city awaiting
the convenience of the railway and
bearing her own expenses, would like
to know whether the street railwars
is not bound by the same rules &as
the railroad companies, if.e., to bear
the necessary expenses of those pas-
sengers who through the inability or
tnrough their unwillingness to make
the effort (ag in this case had the
snowplow been sent ahead no one
doubts but that the car could have
gone through) until such time as they
do take the passengers to thelr des-
tination.

Four of the passengers on the car
walked from London back to thelr
home through the storm. Three ladias
I know are still in the city.

Another thing that should take a
little attention of the people, or
those in power, is the station waliting-
room (?7) provided by this company
at their Springbank terminal. Another
thing that requires mending is the
manners of some of the officials of
whom inquiries were made about the
opening of the line, who seemed to
consider it a huge joke that ladies
should suffer the inconvenience of
routing out friends at 1:30 a.m. and
being detained from the homes for
two days.

FAVORED WAITING ON N. L. U.

Mr
Franklyn Ahearn spoke strongly agalinst
such a policy, claiming the new baseball
club was a big thing to the city, as well
as a great benefit to the association’s
finances. and that sentiment should cut
no figur is giving recognition to the
various applicants.

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BECK BILL'A
SWEEPING ONE

Latest Measure Is Calculated to
Cover Heat Franchise
Matters.

SITUATION IN LONDON

Offer May Be Made by ths City to
Purchase Rights of Helena Cos-
tumo Company Franchise.

The latest Beck bill referring to
Niagara power is rather more swesp-
ing than was first anticipated, and
may have an important bearing on the
franchise of the Helena Costume Com-
pany of London.

A clause is inserted giving the com-
missioners the right teo take oyer
heating franchises, and rights to se!ll
electricity such as enjoyed by the
company here. :

It is understood that the lacal situ-
ation had much to do with framing
the proposed legislation
somewhat similar state of affairs cx-
ists in Berlin.

1t is possible, although none of those
interested in the matter would admit
it, that an offer would be made to
the Helena Costume Company to pur-
chase their franchise rights, both for
heating and lighting.

The city would then go into the
heating business on its own account,
using the surplug power to correct
the peak load. The difficulty of sup-
plying customers who want direct
current would also be solved by this
process, and altogether it is thought
that the water commissioners would
be In a position to widely extend their
power and increase their earnings.

A Sweeping Measure.

“The Beck bill gives the hydro-
electric commission the right to take
over heating plants, such _as (he
Helena Costume Company,” a gentle-
man in close touch with the hydro-
electric commission informed The
Advertiser. “Heating by steam is be-
coming a most important matter, and
will become exceedingly more so ia
the future. The framers of the bill
saw the difficulties arising in London,
and in other places, and it is proposed
to give the hydro-electric commIlssion
control of this, so that municipalities
may, without any great expense, pre-
vent extensive franchises for heating
Leing secured. It is quite possible
that the city may make overtures t(o
the Helena Company for the purchase
of their plant, but that is a
ment of the future. The Dbill
sweeping indeed.”

Much interest is being taken in the
announcement, and it is expected
that something definite will be an-
nounced in a day or two.

COUNSEL FOR PROVINCE
IN MARRIAGE ARGUMENT

Minister of Justice Invites the
Premier to Take Part
in Case.

Ottawa, ‘eb. 25.—Hon. C. J. Do-
herty, minister of justice, has tele-
graphed all the Pr vincial premliers
inviting their respective Governments
to be represented by
hearing of the argument on the
authority of the Federal Parliament
to pass the Lancaster marriage bill

The Minister of Justice invites the
Provincial Governments to appoint
counsel to represent the various pro-
vinces before the supreme court, on
the ground that Provincial rights are
involved in

counsel at the

the case.

The questions
which will presented to the su-
preme court for its opinion, and
afterwards carried to the privy coun-
cil, are set out in full in the minis-
ter’s telegram. '

The first question is: Has the Par-
liament of Canada authority to en-
act the Lancaster marriage bill in
whole or in part?

He quotes in full

the Lancaster
bill, which declares

every form of

marriage heretofore or hereafter per-
formed by any authorized person shak
everywhere in Canada be deemed &
valid marriage, notwithstanding dif-
ferences in the religious faith of the
persons married, and without regard
to the religion of the persons per-
forming the ceremony, and no law,
canonical decree or custom of any
province can invalidate or qualify any
such marriage,

The supreme court is asked to say
“if the provisions of the said bill are
not all within the authority of Par-
liament to enact, which, if any, of the
provisiors, are within such authority?
Does the law of Quebec render null
and void, unless contracted before a
Roman Cathollc priest. a marriage
that would otherwise be legally bind-
ing which takes place in that pro-
vince between persons who are both
Roman Catholics, or bLetween per-
sons one of whom only is a Roman
Catholic? If either of the last pre-
ceding questions is answered in the
affirmative, or #f both are, has tha
Parliament of Canada authority to
enact that all such marriages, whe-
ther hertofore solemnized or here-
after to be solemnized shall be legal
and binding?”

The Minister of Justice states the
Government intends to provide coun-
sel to represent both views on these
questions.
