World has received a message front 
Lord Northcliffe in reply to its request 
for his opinion of the British Govern­
ments plan for Ireland as recently set 
forth by the Primo Minister Lloyd 
George.

Northcliffe says: "I believe that the 
scheme of Irish Government which the 
prime minister has outlined is based on 
sound principles. A temporary division 
of Ireland, much as I dislike the idea, 
is probably the shortest path to eventual 
union. The commonwealth of Australia 
grew from separate colonies. So did the 
Dominion of Canada and the Union ot 
South Africa.

“But the Government scheme is far F 
from perfect. If Ireland is to be divided, 
the historic Province of Ulster should 
be a unit. The link of the proposed 
Irish council might, with advantage, be 

made stronger. Why should it not be an 
Irish congress or house of représenta- 
Ilives?
I"The right of the Irish people to full 
fiscal autonomy should be definitely 
recognized. The scheme is, however, a 
beginning, and I hope the Government 
will have courage to go on”

Desart, But Not Dry.
Despite the fact that Ontario has 

been a desert now for more than three 
years, there has been no decrease in 
the number of liquor cases. There 
were not as many cases of intoxication 
before the court during 1919 as in 1918. 
but Mr. Moule believes there were many 
more serious offences under the O. T. 
A. He is certain that there were more 
$200 fines imposed than In 1918.

In 1918 slightly over 2.000 cases came 
before the local court. This makes the 
increase tn cases over last year about 
33 per cent. There has been an in­
crease of about 10 per cent In crim­
inal cases, and of about 15 per cent 
in juvenile cases, Mr. Moule states.

He does not. believe that the report 
which he completed today in any way 
casts an unfavorable reflection on the 
city. He believes In a juvenile court, 
and hopes that one will be established 
in London before he has to make an­
other annual report.

Paris, Dec. 31.—Although the supreme 
council today fixed January 6 as the 
date for signing the protocol and ex­
changing ratifications of the German 
peace treaty, complications are develop­
ing which it is thought by some persons 
in council circles may again cause the 
postponement of the ceremony of put­
ting the treaty into effect.

It has developed that the German 
technical delegates, who are here to ar­
range the multitude of details connected 
with the plebiscites to be held in ter­
ritories which must decide whether they 
desire to be detached from Germany do 
not appear to have full power to act. 
The signing of the proctocol of January 
6, may depend on whether the Germans 
can secure those powers immediately, 
in order to complete the arrangements 
which it is thought in council circles 
ought to precede the exchange of rati- 
floations.

Exposure During Terrific 
Storm.

St. Johns, Nfld., Dec. 31.—Hope that 
the heroic work of the sailors of the 
steamer Ingraham, who saved the three 
survivors of the wrecked Belgian 
steamer Anton Van Driel yesterday at 
St. Mary’s Bay, had not been in vain, 
was held out there today. The rescued 
men, who had clung to the wreck more 
than 36 hours, and had seen their 26 
shipmates die in the great seas which 
at times completely submerged the ves- 
sel, were brought here last night in a 
serious condition. They were severely 
frost-bitten, and their chance for re­
covery was still doubtufl today.

Their rescue was accomplished after 
they had been given up for lost by one 
of the most daring feats of seamanship 
remembered here. While the fisher­
folk from the bay settlements watched 
from the cliffs overhead, the lifeboat 
crew of the Ingraham worked their 
craft in heavy seas and to the lee of 
the wreck and found the three survivors 
virtually helpless in the wheelhouse.

The Belgian steamer had been hurled 
on the rocks by the heavy storm of 
Sunday night. Twenty-four of the 
crew were drowned In an attempt to 
reach the shore in small boats. The 
twenty-fifth was swept back to the 
wreck after the lifeboat in which he 
had embarked was smashed, and joined 
the four who had preferred to stick 

the vessel. He was one of the three 
saved yesterday. The other two lost 
consciousness Monday night and were 
swept to sea.

London Is prospering. This is clearly 
indicated by the vital statistic returns 
for the year. Although there was one 
less birth this year there wee 210 more 
marriages and 142 less deaths.

During the past month there was a 
total of 173 births, 97 boys and 76 
girls. In December, 1918, there were 
only 83 births, 34 boys and 83 girls. 
There were 76 marriages this month, 
compared to 42 in the same month of 
1918. Deaths this month totalled 110. 
Forty-seven male citizens and 63 female 
citizens passed away. In December, 
1918, there were only 81. Of these 39 
were male and 43 female.

Durng the past year 1,241 babies were 
born in London, 656 being boys and 
585 girls. Last year there were 1.212 
births. 630 boys and 612 girls. There 
were 750 marriages this year, compared 
to 345 last, Deaths this year totalled 
only 1.053. compared with 1.195 last 
year. Only 529 men died this year, 
compared to 655 last year Only 524 
women died compared to 540 last year.

Heads of public utilities departments, 
the utilities commission and the press’ 
were guests of General Manager E. V.: 
Buchanan at a "get-together" banquet 
in the draughting room of the utilities 
building last night.
This is the second annual affair of 
this nature which the general manager 
has arranged. In addition to its social 
nature it enables the department heads 
to present the reports of their own de­
partment and furnishes an opportunity 
for them to become acquainted with 
the commission.
- The reports received were all highly 
satisfactory. Chairman Philip Pocock 
said he highly appreciated the services 
which had been rendered by the staff 
of the commission. He pointed out that 
with a few exceptions both the staff and 
the equipment of the commission was 
entirely changed from the time when he 
first became interested in public utili­
ties. He claimed credit for the estab­
lishment of the hydro shop, stating that 
the suggestion to establish it had been 
made by him alone, the idea having 
appealed to him as a merchant. The 
first attempt to display goods for sale 
in the old city hall had nearly resulted 
in a riot, he recalled.
"I felt we were not doing any mer- 

chant any harm." he declared. "No 
store in the city was attempting to sell 
electrical goods at that time.’

Staff Worked Excellently.
Mr. Pocock also claimed credit for 

improvements in the stores department. 
He considered that all the staff had 
worked excellently. Mr. R. Swayze in 
particular he regarded as a most valu­
able officer. He had been chosen to 
conduct the oversight of the new medi­
cal school, and he was confident that 
this would result in a great saving. The 
speaker regretted Mayor Somerville's 
retirement, but was confident the people 
would not soon forget him.

Commissioner Jared Vining expressed 
his approval of the harmony which had 
prevailed throughout the institution. 
Every member of the staff had taken as 
much Interest in the work as if it had 
been his own. “Any public utility con­
trolled by a staff of men who regard 
their duty in that light cannot help but 
be a success," he declared. “The asser­
tion that public utilities cannot be oper­
ated as cheaply and economically as 
private concerns is entirely disproved 
by the public utilities in this city. Mr. 
Buchanan's management lias been 
capable and broad-minded. If other 
public utilities in the future are placed 
under the control of this staff they will 
have equal success. In a few years the 
street railway will likely be managed by 
the public utilities commission, and I 
have no doubt that as great ability will 
be shown in its management as lias been 
the case with water and light.

“As a citizen 1 deeply regret the re­
tirement of Mayor Somerville. He fully 
satisfied the expectations of his 
friends."

who declared that “the office of chair­
man of the board of education was the 
most important position in Western 
Ontario as the latter had under his 
care a very large number of children." 
He said the Normal School work was 
most important, as it was here the re­
cruits for the teaching staffs were de­
veloped. These teachers could not be 
made efficient unless they received 
practical work in the schools.

Claim Justified.
V. K. Greer, associate Inspector of 

public schools, thought that London’s 
future as an educational centre was 
very bright. "You can well claim to 
have the best schools in the whole 
Dominion." he said, and followed this 
remark by stating that the teachers 
compared favorably with those of any 
other city in Canada. “The keynote 
of education," he declared, "was co- 
operation, which should be fully ob­
served by every branch of education 
in the city teachers, inspectors, princi­
pals and boards.

E. W. G. Quantz, musical instructor 
in the schools, stated that since taking 
over the position the rooms of children' 
taught had jumped from 112 to 180. He 
declared that every child should be! 
given a chance to develop any latent i 
talent in music, and hoped that the| 
teaching of piano and violin would soon :

The question of the deterioration of humon stock 
In Europe, as a result of the war. is one of sur­
passing interest. It is true that the vast slaughter 
of battle, claiming the beet of the manhood of the 
nations and sparing the worst, has acted to bring 
about a survival of the unfittest. Will the race of 
the future be inferior, mentally and physically, to 
that of the past?

Some years ago Professor Jordan of the Univer­
sity of Virginia made a careful study of the effects 
of the Civil War upon the white stock of the South. 
From a vast number of letters and other data he 
arrived at the conclusion that the huge percentage 
of mortality in the Confederate armies had not 
appreciably affected the vigor and mentality of the 
Southern people.

A similar investigation of the situation In Europe 
would probably lead to a like conclusion.

WHY DO THEY CALL IT PIN MONEY?

This expression originally came from the allow­
ance which a husband gave his wife to purchase 
pins. At one time pins were dreadfully expensive 
so that only wealthy people could afford them, and 
they were saved so carefully that in those days you 
could not have looked along the pavement and found 
a pin which you happened to be In need of, as you 
can and often do today.

By a curious law. the manufacturers of pins 
were only allowed to sell them on January 1 and 2 
each year, and so, when those days came around, 
the women whose husbands could afford It, secured 
pin money from them and went out and got their 
pins.

Pins have become so very cheap tn these days 
that we are rather careless with them, but the 
expression has continued to live, although to ‘ay, 
when used, it means any allowance of money which 
a husband gives a wife for her personal expenses

Pins were known and used as long ago as 1347 
A. D. They were introduced Into England in 1540. 
In 1824 an American named Might Invented a 
machine which enabled them to be manufactured 
cheaply. About 1.500 tons of Iron and brass are 
made into pins every year in the United States.

Bradford is still en the crest of a wave of won­
derful prosperity. Wool and tops merchants, 
yarn spinners, cloth manufacturers, ’and' 
dyers—through each stage in the trade millions have i 
been made. Even the operatives. Judged by ordin­
ary middle class standards, are exceedingly well 
off. These remarks apply not only to Bradford, the 
capital of the industry, but with equal force to other 
wool towns—to Huddersfield, Keighley and Halifax. 
The whole of West Yorkshire oozes money, as it 
were.

During the past couple of weeks we have laid the situation 
squarely before the people, and particularly before all of the 
organizations representing organized labor. We have pointed out 
that we are not fighting any battles for the company. The com­
pany in days past gave us little, that we should love them for. But 
now conditions have changed.

We have gone into the whole subject, because to us it is a 
matter of our living. It has been proven beyond dispute that no 
company can give good service and pay fair wages on the rates of 
fares that London is paying. Because we realized that we under­
took to state the facts to the people and to appeal for their sup­
port.

If the people vote in favor of this small increase in fares it 
will cost the average car rider perhaps six cents a week, but, as 
we have said before, it will put $150 a year that is badly needed in 
the pay envelopes of 258 union employees of the street railway. 
Last summer we got our wage increase when the city council put 
through a higher fares bylaw to settle a strike that had left the 
city without cars. When that bylaw was quashed on a legal 
technicality we stood to suffer by it. Trouble threatened again, 
and the company in the crisis agreed to our proposal that no at­
tempt should be made to cut our wages until a vote could be 
taken to make the higher fares bylaw legal.

We realize how grave the decision is, but we cannot accept a 
reduction in wages if the people vote against the bylaw. Presi­
dent Currie has frankly told us that the owners of the company 
will not continue going into their own pockets to keep the cars 
going, and that the only alternative will be to cut down the cost of 
operation. If that is done we will be forced to strike. That will 
probably mean the calling in of the Ontario Railway Board. We

Small wonder that 
of railway companies in all parts of Canada and the United States 
driven into insolvency during the war, or that some three hundred other 
were forced to raise their tariffs. The spectacle of railway companies 
abandoning operation under such pressure has been sorrowfully beheld by 
many communities, and even at London’s door the traction company threw 
up the sponge during the war and sold its rails and cars as scrap.

London has been singularly fortunate to escape more serious troubles 
for the strangulation of the city’s transportation system is certain to react 
eventually against the growth and prosperity of the whole community.

Soldiers’ Memorial Hall Supported by 

Ail the Speakers,
After their regular meeting on Tues­

Would Benefit Men.
John AN ton, S.-L. candidate for 

alderman In Ward 3. declared that a 
“meaner concern never lived on God's 
earth" than the street railway com­
pany. On one occasion it had given the 
men an increase of one-third of a cent 
per hour. He asked that the electors 
vote for increased fares as it would 
benefit 258 employees, especially the 
220 married men, some of whom had 
as many as nine children.

Gordon Ingram spoke in favor of the 
soldiers’ memorial hall.
