HEREAS it is right to make provision to prevent preamble.
cruelty to animals, and for punishing persons guilty
thereof : Be it therefore enacted, &c.

That if any person shall from and after the passing of this penity for
5 Act cruelly beat, ill-treat, over-diive, abuse or torture, or croelty to

cause or procure to be cruelly beaten, ill-treated, over- Avimels.
