The changes, however, are conservative when com-
pared with some modern schools, as can be seen by the
works in the War Memorials Exhibition,

The Fine Arts Council much regret that owing to want
of space the exhibit of Graphic and Applied Arts had to be
omitted from this year's exhibition. This is much to be de-
plored, as these branches of Art, so needful to our manufac-
turers, should receive every encouragement. However, they
have hope that very soon such additions and appointments
will be made to the present Art Gallery as will enable them to
carry out their idea of housing the Arts, Canadian and
Foreign, under one roof, without confusion, and in a manner
