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THF NEWFOUNDLAND SEAL FISHERY.

exjilieit nml satisfac tory in every particular.
" The Seal Fishery, which has heen such a prolific source of wealth to this Colonv for Hie past 

eighty years, was first prosecuted hy very crude and imperfect methods. The Cod Fishery has 
always been rightly regarded as the gient staple industry of the Island, the hncklmne of the 
Colony's commercial life, and in the early ages of its history scarcely any other business or occu­
pation was regarded as feasible. The abundance of codfish swarming around the coast, in sum­
mer time, and the facility with which large harvests could he taken from the sea with hut little 
outlay and no risk whatever, induced the people to give their undivided attention to this in- 

-dustry. There can he no doubt that one reason why the seal fishery develops and expanded 
very slowly was because it was realized that the enterprise could not be engaged in without great 
risk and hardship.

Kvery year the vast icefields that drifted southward brought immense herds of seals almost 
to the doors of the resident population, and yet the teeming mammals with their affectionate pro 
genitors were left in their icy habitat, undisturbed by the rut Ideas and daring hunter with knife 
and chili and gun. The evolution, however, went on : the industry developed from one stage of 
progress to another, though very slowly, until the scene became all changed, and the thousands 
of intrepid sealers engaged in tne enterprise since then simply endeavour to rival each other in 
tlic mighty carnage, crimsoning the immense ice-packs with the blood of their slaughtered 
victims.

Seals were first captured by the use of nets which were set, or moored at right angles with 
the shore. The seals moving southward in the early part of the winter, and northward in the 
latter part of winter to meet the in-Hoes upon which to have their young, would instinctively go 
in shoal water in ipiest of llsh footl and this would sometimes lead to their capture, hut in very 
limited numbers. Historic records inform us that previous to 17«»-* Knglish fishermen took s'»*»i< 
in this manner, and the same method is still employed on the northern shores of the Island and 
on Labrador. It has sometimes happened in the past that young seals, in very large numls-rs, 
have been taken from the shore. This circumstance invariably occurred when there was a 
prevalence of easterly wind pressing the ice, with its abundant harvest of ‘ whitecoats," in on 
the land, where vessels could not reach them. A remarkable instance of this occumxl in 1*114 
when it was estimated that 120,1**1 seals were taken hy residents along the coast from ice con­
tiguous to the northern bays and headlands. hi such occasions as this men, women and children 
with dogs and catamarans display great feafles«ness and activity, sometimes even risking their 
lives in pursuit of the coveted spoil presented to their vision.

The progress of the seal fishery in these early years is shown by the returns furnished the 
\ Hoard of Trade bv the admirals commanding on the Newfoundland Station. These returns refer 
/ to seal oil as an article of export for the first time in 1740, when its value for the year was put 

down at £1,000 sterling. In 1707 the seal oil exportai had advanced in value to CS.S.T2, anil in 
the following year to £12,004. In 1772 the value of seal oil exported was l'l.'»,40b. The largest 
export mentioned in these returns was that of 177.“», when its value reoehal the sum of 1*20,ÎW8. 
During the following years these returns indicate that the yield of seal oil was unsteady, some* 

’ times going down to td.iHKi and only once exceeding 1*11,000 in value. The last of these returns 
was for the year 1702 when the value of the seal oil exported was Cl 1,020.

The next method adoptai for taking seals was that of shooting them from large boats w hich 
sailed on their voyage about the middle of April, when the seals had taken to the water. This 
was a hazardous nml not hy any means a successful method. As late as 1705 the whole annual 
catch only numbered 5,000.

Then came a new advance ami a new era of iirosperitv. The hardy toilers of the sea lieeame 
more daring by their frequent visits to the icefields. At length large vessels were built with 
special adaptation for the seal fishery. These vails increased in mnniier and were made more 
suitable in const met ion for contending with the ice-packs from veer to year, ami soon pms|ierity 
alMiumlal. In the year 1*40 over #00,000 quintals of end fish and over <100,000 seals rewarded 
the industry and enterprise ,,f the people engaged in these fisheries. The seal fishery as carried 
on hy sailing vessels afforded the people of tin- Island abundant means of employment through­
out the months of winter. The procuring of timber from the woods, building vessels, repairing
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those already in use, building punis, procuring firewood. galfsten;-. huts, ]inkers, oars ami other 
material left nobody with an ex. u-e for being Ml. . and when tin 20th of February arrived and

factored into nil. There were vats in Twillingate, (iteenspond. Trinity, and in some plaees in 
Conception Hay which have long since "one into disuse.

In 1KÔ7 there were |un sailing vessels, of from 7<* 1 . 21111 tons, engaged in the seal fishery : 
their crews numbering Id.tMHi men. The average annual value of the industry at this period was 
from one to one and a ipiarter million dollars.

—- In tin year Isteam was first employed in prosecuting the seal fishery, two comparatively
small steamers being sent to the ice by Walter Crieve A- Co., and Haim*, Johnston A Co. The 
great innovator, steam, did not meet with popular favour, but its great power and usefulness in 
contending with heavy ice-packs had been amply demonstrated am! the number of steamers 
went on increasing from year to year, until by a gradual process sailing vessels were forced out of 
the business.

In 1''lit» there wen 177 sailing vessels and live steamers ; in 1 *7.'’, there were Is steamers : 
in 1MH2 there were 20 steamers, and at the present time there are 22 steamers engaged in the in­
dustry, and only one sailing vessel, the Mm-/ (Ù m. (apt. Martin Sharpe, crew 20 men. She 
sailed on February 27th and went north M Cabot Island and did not see a pelt, and arrived at 
Bay Roberts, April 1st, clean.

With the introduction of -team there lia- been .1 conscipicnt decline in the number of men 
■ • in the seal fishery. This is one of the inevitable results e,’ the application of steam to

mechanical and industrial enterprises. The following tabulated statement i- significant, showing 
tlie average catch of seals for 20 years tip to |si;:l, when the decline in the industry began with 
the introduction of steam :

K I have no doubt that if the number of breeding seals killed by steamers, during first and
->.... yd trips, since I sbd, and the average catch for these years, as compared with former years.
were put in evidence it would be amply demonstrated that the decline in the number of seals 
annually taken since the introduction of steam is a direct result of the indiscriminate slaughter 
of breeding seal-. The restrictions imposed upon sealing steamers by the law now in force will 
prevent this indiscriminate slaughter and help very materially to give permanence and stability 
to a very important Industry.

The Sellers’ Strike-
The sealers strike, in tin spring of 1902, marked a new and memorable epoch in the history 

of the seal-lisherv. I’lie sealers going in tin* steamers getting but one-third of their catch up to 
that time and lieing conmelled to pay ■•rtain charges which they regarded as unfair and execs- 
she, i.. Ived on putting labour against capital in a mighty struggle for better terms of agreement 
for the voyage.

(In March loth, when the time < t sailing had arrived, and the -. v< ral steamer- were all in a 
-tale of readiness to proceed on the voyage, their whole crews, numbering -'*,000 men, left their 
ship; and a most exciting scene immediately followed on the streets of this city.

Their demand upon steamer owners was (1) that the ) 
price of fat should I» SÔ per quintal, <2) that the v.harge of $'■> a man, for coaling ami herth- I 
money should he abolished. •'») that the dd per vent increase on supplies issued to the men 
should he struck off, (I) and that food should he provided for men wailing to go on hoard their \ 
respective steamers after a certain given time.

This demand was stubbornly resisted bv the owners of steamers, while their crews just as 
stubbornly refused to accept less favourable terms, and it looked as if an internecine struggle had 
taken place. For two days the stiike went on, hut at length the wisdom of the capitalist and 
the magnanimity of the sealers were shown in a compromise which disposed of the dilliculty 
and poured oil on the troubled watei y giving the men free berths and guaranteeing ÿd.ÔO perçut, 
for their seals, and within tie space of a few moments the* men were tin hoard their ships and off 
for the ieeliields. It was pretty clearly demonstrated that the delay occasioned by tin* strike did 
not affect injuriously the season's catch, there being brought in that spring *271,INK) seals. The 
compromise should be regarded as a triumph for both parties in the dispute.

The “ Greenland" Disaster.
What is generally known as “the (h\nitiiii'l disaster" is the most harrowing and uu* 

fortunate record in connection with the sealing industry. < I real risks and hardships are frequently 
endured in the prosecution of the enterprise, but the country received its greatest blow, its most 
deadly shock in the spring of 1 SUS, when -IS brave m**u of the crew of the S.S. !Irccnlnnd 
perished on the icefields. On Monday morning, March 21st, Captain (ieorge Harbour put his 
whole crew on the ice, consisting of four watches, in different locations, intending to pick them 
up when their day’s work of killing and panning seals was over. The morning was tine and 
clear and every circumstance augured for a successful day’s work. At H o’clock in the evening, 
however, a blinding snow storm with high northerly winds set in and spread an awful gloom 
over the whole scene. Immediately the men in the first watch were taken on hoard, hut the ice*
II" s soon became tightly packed together, preventing the steamer from moving in the direction 
of the remaining portion of the crew, and in their sad and helpless plight U of them succumbed 
to the rigor of the storm and met their fate while battling for bread on the ice-fields. Oil Sunday, 
March 27th, the steamer arrived at St. John’s with the dead bodies on hoard, all that could he 
done as an expression of public regard was then accomplished, and every heart in the great com­
munity of people pulsated with tin pr< Roundest sympathy for those who were so severely stricken 
by the awful calamity.

Remarks or\ the Seal Fishery of 1905.
It will he observed that the catch of seals for this year is somewhat below the average. This is 

easily accounted for. Rv a mutual arrangement between steamer owners it was decided that the 
time of sailing this year should be extended from the UHh to tin* INh of March. It vas known 
that, as a consequence of the steamers striking the seals early in the spring, large numbers of im­
mature seals were brought in and it was believed that an extended time of sailing would check 
the slaughter of immature seals and Halt a much larger proportion of mature seals would he 
taken and the profits of the voyage largely augmented. Rut an unfortunate circumstance oc­
curred before the time of sailing, strong north-west winds prevailed driving ice and seals a long 
way off from the land, and because of this unusual condition the most of the captains that sailed 
from northern ports were haflled in their attempts t > locate the “southern patch” of seals. 
The S.S. Ivi;/h. Captain Arthur Jackman, took an outside cut from St. John’s and struck the 
seals on the Kith of March. I '» miles E.S. K. of Cape Freels, and when he bore up for home with 
a full load of fat. on March 2<ith, In* was 2Û0 miles south-east of St. John’s.

The S.S. Kit’. V ipt. Job K" in, wa- tlvi n *xt arrival. When she bore up for home on April 
1st she was RIO miles south of S(. John’s and UK) miles south of the ** virgins ” on the extreme 
edge of the hank in some fifty-eight fathoms of water. Some of the fleet went as far north as the 
Straits, and others bore up for home within twenty miles of Halifax.

Alxiut the first week in June quite a large number of young seals were killed by the inhabi­
tants of Concile and Urey Islands. In the latter place the people stopped killing them, having 
taken as many as they wanted. At the “ Horse Islands the people killed UN) seals for a punt.
Mr. Mugford and Jacob Moores, of'Twillingate. killed ldO each on their way to Labrador ; and 
it is generally believed that these seals belonged to the "northern patch ” which had not I icon 
disturbed, and which must have been in the neighbourhood of Relic Isle in the Straits about the 
middle of March, so that If Capt. Job Kean, in the S. s. /•>//,•. had continued for a few miles 
further north, he would probably have been first or second in with a bumper trip. This as­
sumption is sustained bv the fact that the undisturbed seals, taken not very long ago, had on

A very sad calamity occurred on the ‘‘ Funk Island” this spring, when four of the 
five men belonging to Mr. Stephen March at the Island lost their lives while seal hunting 
<>n February 2.‘lrd. Mr. Reid was the only survivor ; he was cared for by Captian Joseph 
lloulahan of the Brigt. O/wZ/e.

This spring is generally known and spoken of as the ‘‘Spring of the Wadhams.' 
Seals were found very plentiful in the vicinity of the Wadhams, and the majority of the 
vessels were caught there in a fearful gale of X.N.E. wind which caused great destruc­
tion to the licet. It was calculated that upwards of 10 vessels were smashed into match­
wood by the rafting ice, while more were destroyed by lire by the upsetting of stoves. 
About 200 men arrived from (Ircenspond, who reported leaving 1,500 men after them 
who only saved what they stood in.

The crews were sheltered on the “ Wad ham Island” from the 5th to the 12th of 
April, till a relief ship was sent them by the Government.

Iceland, Neptune and Terra Nova. The two ships were in a good position to secure a trip of seals when they went down.
On April 4th the S.S. Grand Lake. Captain J Knee, one of the best of the sealing fleet, went to bottom with 19.600 prime young seals on lioard. The crew of 203 men bar. h 

escaped with their lives when the accident occurred and the S.S. Vanguard 1 icing near they laiarded her. The loss to the men was ataiut $70.00 each, and the owners stand to 
lose considerable, she lieing such a fine, strong-built steamer ami 1 laving on lioard such a valuable cargo.

Thirty-eight of the crew of the S.S. Walrus were brought home by the S.S. Erik. Captain Job Kean, also the Algerine, Captain S. R Winsor. brought home eighty-nine men 
of the crew of the Walrus and Panther. This has lieen an exceptionally hard spring and almost impossible for the steamers to get through the ice. they lieing all more or 
less liadlv damaged.

April 6th. oh Bacalho, cre«- landed ai Herring Neck, I willingate and Cha* ge Islands
S.S Vanguard, Captain D. Blandford, with 7,000 seals on Ixiard. was also abandoned 

in a sinking condition on April 12th. The crew was taken off her by S.S Algerine,Cap­
tain Noah Bishop. Both ships were lost through the breaking of their main shafts while 
trying to force through the heavy ice floe.

S.S Bloodhound and S.S. Neptune were towed into port disabled, both with main 
shafts broken The former was towed in by SS Diana and the latter bv S.S. New 
foundland

The S.S. Florizel, Captain Ab Kean, has been the first ship to use the wireless 
telegraphy at the sealfishery. The first message sent was to Messrs Bowring Brothers 
on March 18th, when the ship was 26e miles from Cape Race. The message was as 
follows :—

“ S.S. Florizel via Cap#- Race, Bowring Brothers, St John's : Seventeen th i us and 
panned, twelve on board : Eagle twenty thousand panned : rest of your fleet in seals, have 
not done much : Adventure, Erik, Iceland. Bloodhound Vanguard and Diana here : have 
no report ; Florizel great success. (Sgd.) A. KEAN."

S.S Harlaw, of Halifax, prosecuted the sealfishery in the Gulf this spring. She 
sailed f-om Channel on March lotli and arrived there again on April 4th with only 
twenty-one seals.

S.S. Beothic, Captain Geo. Barbour, struck the seals on March 12th, fifty-two miles 
east St. Anthony, estimated about 100,000.

S.S. Florizel, Captain Ab. Kean, struck the sea's on March 12th, thirty-eight mile* 
E. bv S. f-om the northern end of the Southern Groix Island, estimated about 80,000, or 
S S. Beothic bore N. K % N. of S.S. .-Torisel fifty-two miles.

A small western patch of Gulf seals, containing about 20,000, were struck by S.S. 
Viking. Captain Wm. Bartlett, on 21st March, about twenty miles west from Deadmans 
Island : the S S. Neptune afterwards steamed through the whelping ice of the main natch 
of Gulf seals (after thev had taken to the water), and Captain Barbour estimated that 
these must have iieen about fifteen miles South or South West of the patch struck by
S.S. Viking.

She 
sailed on March 28th and arrived at Channel on Sunday 30th and left for the ice 
fields on Monday 31st and was fortunate enough to secure a fair trip of seals.

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INLAND FISHERY RULES.
TROUT AND SALMON.

NO person shall use any appliance other than rod. hook and line t<» catch any salmon, 
trout, or inland water fishes, within fifty fathoms from either bank on the strand, s a. stream, 
pond, lake, or estuary debouching into the sea.

The use of lime, explosives, or other deleterious compounds for killing or r itching fish of 
any description, shall at all times be prohibited in all inland and coastal waters of this Colony

In every mill-dam. rack, or frame work, erected or built across ans pond, lake, river, brook 
or stream, where salmon and trout have been known to enter, there shall b • placed, subject to 
the approval of the Department of Marine and Fisheries, a proper pass way or fish-ladder not 
less than four feel in width, capable of allowing salmon or trout of any size to enter the waters 
above.

Any logs or timber of any description which may be placed so as to imped- the passage 
of salmon or trout in a pond, river, lake, stream, estuary or water-course, shall !><• instantlx 
removed ; and no saw-dust or mill rubbish of any kind shall be cast into any pond, lake, estu 
ary, river, brook, stream or water-course.

No net shall be used for taking salmon within the three mile limit of this Island, the 
mokes, meshes or scales of which shall be; less than five inches.

Penalties for violation of the foregoing, fine of One Hundred Dollars, an 1 in default of 
payment, imprisonment for a term not exceeding two months, in addition to confiscation of ap­
pliances used and fish caught.
