The user is
cautioned against wounding the ar-
teries; hence he must know the posi-
tion of the blood vessels. By close
study of a manikin pierced with holes
the Chinese physician learns where to
drive his needles: Parts of the body
are selected which may be pierced '
without fatal results. Sometimes heat
is applied to the outer end of the
needle, and 'this is called a hot acu-
puncture, but the needle is never heat-
ed before insertion.

“The needle used looks very much
like a gewing machine needle, but it is
longer and coarser. Some of the Chi-
nese doctors have needles two feet
long and are supposed by ardent ad-
mirers to be able to drive these in-
struments entirely through the pa-
tient’s body.

and by assisting British students to
enter Spanish lands. It is proposed
to establish a . similar society in

.The  British society will seek to
secure an adeguate provision of
teachers of the Spanish language and
literature in universities, colleges,
schools, and centres, holding day and
evening classes. . This point is inter-
esting in Canada, as many people
desire to see Spanish studied in the
schools of the Dominion i d ‘of
German. The society. will advocate
the endowment of professorships and
lectureships in Spanish studies, as
also provision of traveling scholar-
ships for students who have shown
proficiency in the Spanish language.
The university schools of Spanish
studies in London, Liverpool, Oxford,
Cambridge, Manchester, Leeds, Bir-
mingham; and elsewhere will have
the sympathy and support of the so-
ciety. It will co-operate with all ex-
isting agencies which have the same

t
special sections of chambers of com-
merce, with institutiéns providing
courses of classes in ‘modern lan-
guages, and with geographical and!
other learned societies. The society:
will.-furthermore seek to improve the
facilities available to Spanish-speak-
ing students for study in British uni-
versities, secondary schools, techni-
cal scheols. and schools ' of ~¢om-
merce. It will endeavor to help in
the same manner British *students
who propose to follow regular or
special courses already provided in
Spain, It is hoped that it may be
able to Toster interchange of students
between British and Spanish-speak-
ing universities; also the inter-
change of teachers.

Other English Crises.

The notion i  pretty commonly"
held °~ ‘that' England has: passed
through no time of stress at all com-
parable to the  present crisis—prob-
ably because most of us soon forget
the little history we learn at school.
. Yet of the period of the American
war ‘of  Independence ' Macaulay
wrote: “The time was approaching
when our island, while struggling to
keep down the United States of Am-
erica and pressed with a still nearer

-ocratic and national pelitics to. fol- danger of the too just discontents of

Ireland,” was to be assailed by
France, Spain, and Holland, and to
be threatened by the Armed Neutral-
ity of the Baltic; when even our ma-
ritime supremacy was to be in jeo-
pardy; when hostile fleets were to
command the Straits of Calpe .and
the Mexican' Sea; when the British
flag was to be scarcely able to protect
the British Channel.”

The same historian thus desecribed
the result of that tremendous strug-
gle: “England had passed through
a perilous érisis. She had indeed,
maintained her place in the foremost
rank of ‘Buropean Powers; and the
manner in which she has defended
hergelf against fearful odds had in-
spiréed surrounding nations with a
high opinion both of her spirit and
of her strength. 'Nevertheless, in
every part of the world, except ome,
she had been a loser. Not only had
she n compelled to acknowledge
th dependence of thirteen colonies

pled by ber children and to con-
ciliate the Irish by givng up the right
of legislating for them, but in the
Mediterranean, in the Gulf of Mexico,
on the coat of Africa, on the contin-
ent of America she had been com-
pelled to-cede the fruits of her vie-
tories in former wars.”—Manchester
Guardian. |

The Chinese Republic.

TRecent celebrations through China
of the fifth anniversary of the repub-
lic indicate clearly that the Chinese
are undoubtedly developing ‘a mna-
tional consciousness. Lantern par-
ades and patriotic meetings were
held even in remote sections.  The
‘celebrations were mot forced upon
the publiec by official orders,”as was
the case freguently under Yuan Shi-
kai’s regime. Regret concerning the-
present political situation character-
jzed the general comment of Chinese
newspapers and Chinese speakers on
the occasion of the anniversary cele-
bration. . During the five years of its
life the republic bas had two import-
ant reductions’in addition to the
movement which resulted in the
overthrow of the Manchu dynasty.
There have also been ' many ° local
movements of : minor importance,
which resulted in considerable loss
of life and property. Bandit leaders
and unscrupulous - politicians have
exploited various parts of the coun-
try, and there has been corruption to
a degree not excelled by the Man-
chus. However, throughout all this
disorder and throughout the present
struggle between parliamentarians
and' the military party, it has been
possible to detect a growing love of
independence and of country, which
has finally resulted in the firm estab-
lisbment of President Li -Yuan-hung
in the affections of the public.
