The Premier replied saying the au-
thorities had been asked some time
ago to permit the reopening of those
stations but up to the present no re-
ply had been received.

Mr. Bennett also spoke endorsing
the Premier’s remarks and promised
that hé would at once take the mat-
'ter up and press for a reply. Yester-
day Mr. Bennett informed Mr. Coaker
that he had cabled the censor au-
thorities in England intimating that
the Legislature in session had asked
for the reopening of the stations, and
he had received a reply stating that
permission was granted te reopen all
the stations. This concession will be
appreciated by the fishermien. along
the upper portion of the shore as
they will be in a pesition to know in
a few days what is transpiring here. .

The price of soft Labrador fish
should not be below $4. Mr. Coaker
sold some in town yesterday at $4.50,
and $4 would be a reasonable price

WATER SUPPLY
WELL PEOPLED

With Tiny Organisms—Are
They Dangerous To Our
Health?

For some days past it has been ob-
served that the water from Winsor
Lake is crowded with living organ-
isms of very minute size, so small
indeed that their presence ca‘nnot be
detected except by very carfeul ex-
amination.
