Previous to that struggle 
he had hardly been heard cf outside 
of army circles, but when he we.it 
home in 1902, after three years cf 
arduous and brilliant service, Ms 
work had won the recognition net 
only of the military authorities but 
of the British public as well.

He was trained in the. cavalry, 
and even before the Boer war he 
was recognized as an expert on mat­
ters pertaining to 
branch of service. When the South 
African war broke out, Sir Red vers 
Duller insisted on passing over the 
official leadership of the cavalry, 
and selected General French to 
command his cavalry division, and 
the outcome fully justified the 
choice.

In the war French was extremely 
• popular with the rank and file, and 

his soldiers fought about as much 
'*1111 for their commander as they did for 

the government, so great was their 
devotion to their leader.

The record of General French in­
cludes many picturesque deeds per­
sonally performed in the Boer coun­
try. One of his war “stunts” was 
his escape from Ladysmith on the 
last train that left that town before 
it was beleaguered. He. undertook 
the task of carrying to safety a 
batch of exceedingly important pap­
ers and documents. These he se­
creted in a crevice of the compart­
ment of the car he occupied, craw­
led under the seat, and in these 
cramped quarters travelled to safety 
under a veritable hall of Boer bul­
lets, many of which splintered the 
woodwork of the car and bored the 
upholstery of the seat beneath 
which French lay.

Railways for the fiscal year 1917-18 
was a deficit of $5,294,280. This was 
one of the outstanding features Of a 
statement made by the Minister of 
Railways and Canals during consid­
eration in Parliament yesterday of 
his estimates. The statement was 
made in reply to a query by Hon. 
Charles Murphy respecting a vote of 
$18,000,000 for the Government 
railways. Dr. Reid told the House 
that the Government roads at the 
present time had a mileage of 4,130. 
Since the taking over of the National 
Transcontinental, the Government 

US. had planned to operate the eastern 
and western lines as one system.

While the government lines had 
received a fair share of the business 
the results had not been so good as 
the officials had anticipated, on ac­
count of a substantial increase in 
the cost of maintenance and opera­
tion. But the results were fairly sat­
isfactory, compared with the results 
secured by other Canadian lines.

Wdrking expenses for the year 
had totalled $32,298,000 while earn­
ings amounted to $27,000,000. 
The average earnings per month 
were $2,850,388, as against earnings 
of $1,955.000 per month in the 
previous year.

Field, May 17—The German Em­
peror is rumored again to be on the 
western front, presumably in 
nection with preparations for 
next great attack. He has witnessed 
several distinct failures of bis 
troops since the advance on tiro 
Somme nearly two 'months ago.

Prisoners taker, on the Somme 
admitted ' the Emperor was present 
in Flanders when the Landwenr 
and naval divisions tried to over­
whelm the Belgian defences to the 
north of Ypr.es This attack, it will 
be remembered, was intended to be 
the turning movement on the Brit­
ish left to cut off the allied troops 
in the Ypres salient. It.failed com­
pletely, thanks to the stout resist­
ance of the Belgians, and the first 
Landwehr divisions are said to be 
in disgrace, since this was the sec­
ond decisive defeat of the German 
army in the Yser region witnessed 
liy the Emperor. He was present 
when the Wurtémburgers tried to 
ford the flooded marshes In the Au­
tumn of 1914, and he saw them 
drown In large numbers.

Among the recent prisoners was 
an elderly farmer from Pomerania, 
who lamented the fact he was to 
have gone on leave the day .after he 
was captured. It appears leave has 
been allowed ,’n thn German army 
to farmers and agriculturists in ol­
der that they may help look after 
the crops.

V<8VWd Description Given by Soldier 
at the Front*

Lieut. Cpningsby Dawson, who is 
serving with the Canadian Overseas 
Forces, tells the following personal 
expérience in "No Man's Land," in 
Good Housekeeping:

"My major told me thaf I was to 
be ready at three*thifty next morn­
ing to accompanying him up front to 
register the gun». In registering guns 
you take a telephonist and llpesmaa l1 
with you. They. lay in a line from the 
Battery to any point you may select 
as the best from which to observe 1 
the enemy's country. This peint may 
be two miles or more in advance of 
your battery. Your battery is always 
hidden arid out of sight, for fear the 
enemy should see the flash of the flr-

"It had been raining when we «$► 
crept out of our kennels to go for­
ward. Everything was dim, and 
spectral. At the hour of dawn one 
isn’t at his bravest.

"We entered a trench., Holes were 
scooped out in the side of it just 
large enough to shelter

Each hole contained a 
sleeping soldier who looked as dead 
as the occupant of a catacomb.

"Some of the holes had been blown 
in; all you saw of the last occupant 
was a protruding arm or leg. At best 
there was a horrid similarity between 
the dead and the living. It seemed 'Ÿ 
that the walls of the trenches had <$► 
been built out of corpses, for one 
recognized the uniforms of French- 
men and Huns. They were built out 
of them, though whether by design 
or accident it was impossible tp tell.
We came to a group of men, doing 
some repairing; that part of the 
trench had evidently been strafed * 
last night. They didn’t know where %>* 
they were, or how far It was to the <$► 
front line. We wandered on, still lay­
ing in our wire. The colonel of 
brigade joined us, and we waded on 
together.

"Thè enemy shelling was growing 
more intense, as was always the way 
on the Somme when we were bring­
ing opt our wounded. A good many 
of our trenches were directly enfilad­
ed ; shells burst jùst behind the para­
pet, when they didn’t burst on It.
It was at about this point In my O 
breaking-ln that I received a blow 
on ^the head—and thanked God for t 
the man who invented the steél V 
helmet.

"All of a su aen we halted, mak­
ing ourselvep as' small as could be.
In the rapidly tanning mist ahead 
of us men were moving. They were 
stretcher-bearers. The odd thing was 
that they were carrying their wound- 
ed away from, instead of toward us.
Then it flashed on us that they 
Huns. Almost at that moment we 
must have been spotted, for shells 
commenced falling at the end of the 
trench by ybicbgpe. had entered.
Spreading out,, $ as not to attract 
attention, we commenced to crawl to­
ward the other end. Instantly that 
also was closed to Us, tpd a curtain 
of shells started dropping behind ns.
We were trapped, With perfect cbol- 
ness:—a coolness which, whatever I 
looked, I did not share — ye went 
through the corpses and shell-holes 
In the direction of where our front 
line ought to be. After what seemed 
an age, we got back. Later we reg­
istered the guns/.and One of our offl- 
cers, who had ‘be6ti ‘laying in 
was killed in the process.

"On the way out, when we had 
come to a part of our journey where 
the tension was relaxed and we could 
be less cautious, I saw a signalling 
officer lying asleep under a blackened 
tree. I called my major’s attention 
to him, saying; ‘Look at that silly 
ass, sir. He’ll get something that he 
doesn’t want if he lies there much 
longer.”

(Experimental Farms Note)- 
Potatoes are plentiful this spring. 

Procure your seed from a field 
which produced a good heav.y Crop 
the previous year. The smooth ap­
pearance of the seed alone is 
guarantee of a heavy crop. Disinfect 
the potatoes before cutting the seed. 
Soak them for three hours In a bar­
rel containing either of the follow­
ing solutions:

Corrosive sublimate: 2 oz. in 25 
gallons of water. (Note; fatal poi­
son to man and beast).

Formalin: 1 pint in 25 gallons of 
water.

In cutting for sets, throw out all 
potatoes showing rot or brown spots 
or rings near the stem and in the 
flesh.

Cut the seed immediately before 
planting. The longer you keep them 
cut, the smaller the yield. Be pre­
pared to meet the ravages of the po> 
tato bug.
Spraying pays! Use poisoned Bor­
deaux mixture. The poison for the 
bug, the Bordeaux for late bftght. 
This is the solution; 6 lbs. bluestone,
4 lbs. lime, 40 gallons water, 
solve bluestone first in 15 gallons of 
water. Slake the lime in another ves­
sel, strain it if lumpy, 
solutions together and make up to 
40 gallons by adding water. 
arsenate of lead paste, 2 to 3 lbs. per 
40 gallons of solution; or use 8 oz. 
Paris Green and 1 1-2 lbs. of arsen­
ate of lead for 4 0 gallons solution. 
Stir well and fill pump through flu : 
meshed sieve, 
nozzles and are most annoying. 
Spray thoroughly and cover all the 
leaves well with spray. Don’t drench 
them.
plants are a few inches high and con­
tinue every two weeks throughout 
the season.

FOr a large field use a high pres­
sure horse-power outfit. For smaller 
areas, there are many good hand- 
sprayers on the market.

Get your spray chemicals right 
away and arrange for the purchase 
of a sprayer ; sometimes it is a good 
practice for several farmers to club 
together and buy a good power 
sprayer.

Watch the field and throw out any 
sickly-looking or dying individual 
plants. Mark the one hundred best 
hills for future seed supply. From 
these, select 80 which yield the larg­
est number of uniform potatoes and 
plant these separately next year and 
increase this practise until your 
strain yields highest in the neighbor­
hood .

This is the sort of thing Napoleon 
did, when he was master of Europe.
It was by arrangements like these 
that he translated the victories of 
Jena, Austerlitz, Wagram and Fried- 
land into geographical terms. It was 
in this fashion that Napoleon annex­
ed Holland, Hamburg, Danzig and 
the Illyrian provinces. There is only 
one difference between the Napo­
leonic performance and the contem- 
pory Hohenzollern method. Napoleon 
brought better government and great­
er liberties to the people of the coun­
tries which he occupied ; Germany 
has brought only famine, hunger and 
misery. Wherever a German army 
has been, there is ruin, agony and 
shame.

What Napoléon did in Germany,
Germany is now doing in Russia, and 
the same method is similarly express­
ed in France and in, Belgium. Aside 
from the fact that the great emperor 
respected the conventions of the civi­
lized world of his day, and the 
French armies were composed of 
Frenchmen and not of Germans, the 
parallel Is perfect. Napoléon carved 
ep the peoples and the nations of 
.Europe to suit his own, wishes and 
to serve the interests of France.

And a century ago, as now, it took 
time for Europe to recognize the fact 
that peace was impossible until the 
Napoleonic dream had been destroy­
ed. Half a dozen times the separate 
states of Europe tried to find a com­
mon ground for existence with Napo­
leon. They failed, and in the end 
they abandoned a hopeless search 
for an Impossible accommodation, 
and bound themselves to fight until 
Napoleon was done for. The conven­
tion of the great powers, signed at 
Chaumont, where there are now 
American soldiers, sealed thé fate of 
Napoleon, for It bound all his oppon­
ents to fight until he was removed 
from the throne, until there was a 
military victory.

In the end, Napoleon fell because 
he did violence to the principles of 
nationality, of liberty. He denied 
the German? a national life, just as 
the Germans are now denying the 
same right to the Slav, the Rouman­
ian, the Belgian. He bound selfish 
German ruler; to himself, Saxon and 
Bavarian kings, as Germany has 
bound Bulgar and Turk rulers to her 
cause. But on the first military de­
feat the whole Napoleonic structure 
collapsed, and the first military de­
feat came when an enslaved Ger­
many rose against the conqueror.

As long as Germany played with 
the question of an eastern settlement, 
as long as she took refuge behind 
phrases and pretensions, it was diffi­
cult to explain to the war-weary 
masses of the allied nations exactly 
mhat the German peril was. 
task is simplified now, when the Ger­
man has at last made up his mind 
to follow his own tradition, rather 
than to attempt to employ the color 
ot the tradition of the democratic na­
tions. Had he chosen to liberate tfie 
Pole, the Lithuanian, the Roumanian, 
the Ukranlan; had he undertaken to 
set up really free national states in 
the east; had he even pretended to 
do this, it would have been difficult 
to deal with him, having in mind the 
allied purposes with respect to en­
slaved nationalities.
