THE CLIFF FELL ON THEM,

The men were working in a ous, levelling
off the ground for the new freight yards.
The oliff of rock on the side of' the out
which wes being removed was twenty feet
high, The blasts are eo arranged that the
rook is thrown toward she cut. Not antici-
pating the blast, about 80 men weére under
the oliff when the blast exploded. A great
mass of rock and earsh rose in the air and
pitched over into the out, burying the men
benehth its awful weight. None of them
had time to run, but a few escaped in &
miraculous manner.  Over 100 men were
at work in she adjoining cuts and a$ once
were on the soene of the accident and began
with picks and shovels $o searoh-foribodies
From all over the huge mags of rock groans
and shrieks issued, and the air was filled
with the horrible noises and the sppeals of
the wounded and dying.

A SPOKANE FALLS HORROR.

Forty or Fifty l{e'n,()mshed to Death or
Blown to Atoms

BY A BLAST EXPLOSION.

A Spokane Falls, Wash., despatch says :
On8 day ing ap ture blass in
the Northern Pacific yards killed fifteen
persons and possibly more. The full ex-
tent of the disagter is not known, It was
just before she hour of guitting work. A
large force of men was engaged in blasting
oat & huge rook pile in the Northern Pacifio
freight yards in the eastern pars of the city.
Frem 50 to 75 men were at work in the cut
at the ¥ime. — Some of the workmen were
preparing blaste %0 be touched off after
other workmen and teams had deparsed for
the night.  One blast had been prepared
In putting in the second it was exploded,
the jarslso touching off the first blast.
Twensy-five thousand oubio feet of rock
were shrown over upon the unsuspecting
mass of humanity with terrible results.

Time only heightens the horrors wrought
by the prematuce explosion of a blast in
the Norshern Pacifio freight yards here last
nighs. At 11 p. m. the men engaged in
taking out the mangled victims were forcad
to desiet, beonuse among the rocks which
were being oleared away were five other
blasts that might be exploded in. the task
of removing the mass of debris that buried
the viotims. Up to that hour eighteen
bodies had been taken out. There are yet
27 men unacoounted for, all of whom are
probahly buried beneath the mizhty mass
of rock. The fatality wes terrible. The
men were given no chance for life. It was
either instant death or slight injury. THere
were about 200 pounds of gisnt powder in
the blast. The accident was caused by
some one's oarelessness. The man in
charge of the blast and three assistants were
blown to atoms. I# is the custom to
prepare blasts and charge them and
at the hours of 12 noonard 6 p.m., sfter
the men have left work and gone to a place
of safety, to shoot them. In this case it
geems that one blagt had been prepared and
the foroman, O. MoPherson, was preparing
a sroond. The men had all finished sheir
work, and were putting on their coats and
picking up their lunch pails ready to go to
their homes after the day's work, when
they met & horrible and expected death.
Either the rook was too'hot from the action
of the drilla or else the tamping exploded
the second blass, and thas exploded the
first.

The oliff of rock on the side of the cut
which was being removed was twenty feet
high. The blasts are so srranged that the
rock is thrown toward she cut. Not antici-
pating the blast, about 30 men were under
the cliff when the blast exploded. A great
mass of rock and earsh rose in the air and
pitched over into the cut, burying the men
beneath its awful weight. None of them
bad time to runs/but s few esosped in a
miracnlous manner. Over 100 men were
at work in the adjoining cute and a$ once
were on the scene of the accident and began
with picks and shovels to search for bodies
From all over.the huge mass of rock groans
and ehrieks igsned, and the air was filled
with the horrible noises and the sppeals of
the wonnded and dying. A shors half hour
and all was still, except for the working-
men with picks in hand, who by the light of
lanterns worked late into the night remov-
ing A ad bodiee.

‘In thirteen and
s half minutes from the time of leaving the
Canadian side he stepped on the American
shore amid loud cheers. After a rest of
four minutes he walked ous again a dis-
tance of swo hundred feet and went through
a perf. whioh incladed wrapping
himself in the American flag and waving
his cap and handkerchief. Heé then drove
aoross the bridge and gave a similar per-
formance on the Canadisn side, walking
backwards for a considerable distance, and
being photographed sitting on the wire,
with she British ensign around him.

The only approach 30 a slip was made
when approaching the American shore.
The walker's right foot slij ped an inch or
two to one side, causing him to sway a
listle. There was a'breathless momens of

P but he r d himself with
hardly an effort. As the middle of the
rope a guy h&d broken, and it was here that
the diffioulty of balancing was greatest,
owing to the jerky motion of the wire when
The guy that
broke was of inferior wire, the supply of
good material having given out.

Prof. 8. J. Dixon is 38 years old, 5 feet
6} inohes in height, and weighs 138 pounds.
He is of a wiry and active frame, and evi.
dently possesses great nerve. In his
younger days he had some practioe in rope-
walking, having given exhibitions-when
about 18 years old at Clarksbarg, 'on
Georgian Bay. But he declares that his
chief practice was obtained during his
recent exhibitions as the Island. ** All the
practice I have had,” he observed, ‘‘ does
not amount to more than a few days' hard
work. If I had a month or two's steady
practice I could do some things on that
wire that wounld sstonish you.” He goes
with no special training, and takea no extra
oare of himeelf. He intends to cross again
nexs geason if the financial oconditions are
satisfactory.

The oable is owned by Hotel Keeper
Leary, of the Amerioan side, who ex-
pended $500 upon it. Mr. Leary was ex-
ceedingly surprised at Dixon's success.
“ He will never ges to ¢he centre of the
rope ; he is going to certain death,” was
his lugubrious prophecy. He was agreeably
disappointed in the result, as were many
others. Whatever may be the true ethical
standpoint with regard to such exhibitions,
and the wisdam of permitting ropewalkers
to minister to the popular love of sensa.
tion, there is no doubt that Mr. B. J.
Dixon, of Toronto, has established his
reputation as the possessor of clear grit and
excéfftional ekill.

Another Aceount.

At38.30 Mr. Dixon made his appearance
dreseed in yellow fighte, black silk $runks
and opp, and with buckskin moocossins,
sheir soles well resined, on his feet. He
orossed from the Oanadian side to the
Amerioan, and gave farsher éxhibitions of
various feats near both shores. He carried
s balanoing pole longer than rope-walkers
usually oarry, measuring 22 feet 6 inches
and weighing 301bs. As he stepped out
on the sagging wire he was encouraged by &
oheer. The eides of the river are at that
place over 875 feet apart. The cable sagged’
22 feet in thé centre with the weight that
had been put on to steady it, amounting to
970 pounds. Guys stayed toshe bridges
and banks prevented much swAying.
Unpion Jack and the Stars and Bsripes fell
gently waving from the oable op the Cana-
dian and American sides respectively. With
bated  breath the spectators’ watohed
Mr. Dixon make the first 50 feet of the
trip, and horror would oreep on them
when the walker seemed to hesitate. Half
s dozen times on the joufhey mcroas he
stopped, etood on one fooot, kneeled down,
sat down, leid down, and went through
various other manoeuvres that added first
to the anxiety and then $o the applause of
the crowd. He appeared quite fearless,
and when midway over the river he in-
trepidly looked up ats passing train on the
cantilever. +He walked backwards, rolled a
hoop, wrapped himself in thq flags, and
otherwise exhibited his nerve and skill, and
when he had finished the orowd was satis-
fied they had been given more than had
been promised. The oable on which the
exhibition was given was stretohed in 1887,
and “Prof.” Btephen Peer, on June 22 of
that year, walked moross for $25. He got
on the wire three days afterwards, while
unsteady from drink, aud fell to the rooks

100 feet below, receiving fatal injuries.
The brother of that unfortunate rope-
walker hung the sandbags on the cable and
guyed it for William Leary, who put it
across when he was proprietor of the
gin Honge and who has since heen
tryi %0 find people to walk it.
The feats of Blondin and Farini, each with

He bad no special training be-
fore his Ieland and Niagara exploits.

The Professor himeelf is & wiry manand
always equal to the ocossion. On. BSatur-
day he wore moooasins and cotton socks.
These will be on exhibition to day.

ATTACKING THE FORT.

Capt. Norris ordered . Qorporal Al'en,
with an armed escors of eight men from
another fort, to arrest White. They went
within 500 yards of the battery and stopped,
saying they were afraid White would shoot
them. Capt. Norris again ordered shem to
advanoe, but they refused, offering the same
excnge. Cspt. Norris upbraided the men
for thcir cowardioe, and said if they would
not advance he would do so himeeif. He
then walked up to near the bastery and
asked White to surrender. The latter re-
fused unless Oapt. Norrig brought Sergs.-
Major Hodgkinson to the battery with him.
All shis time the men who were at the bat-
tery with White failed to interfere. Then
Norris, finding his escort panic-stricken,
went off to another fort and obtained
twenty pioked cunners and sappers uuder
Oapt. Brett, R. E. Some hoars elapsed be-
fore they arrived, but when they did so
they attacked the battery from two' points
and poured in a fusilade of bullets. But
in she. dunsk BS:rgeant White and his
men sheltered themselves behind she
cannon, &nd thus escaped the fatal
misgiles. They returned the fire promptly,
and Corporal Dawson, of the attacking
party, was ghot in the shoulder. Finally
Sergeant-Major Hcdgkinson got the drop
on his enemy, Bergeant White, and sent &
ballet through his heart. The firing lasted
about half an hour. It was 11l o'clock at
night when Oaptains Norris and Brett re
captured the fort from the matineers, who
hadheld it for 24 hours. Csptain Brett
eays he found the eoldiers sitting and
langhing about the place. A gereral court-
martial was ordered, but the result had not
been made known when the steamer left.
The regiment was paraded by Major-
General Clive Justice and & number of
non-commiseioned officers were degraded
for their unsoldier-like conduct and dis-
graceful disrcgarded of duty. Major-General
Justice after stripping the badges of
the arms and breasts of the offisers said he
hoped they would never again have to re-
sort to such an expedient for the mainte-
nance of discipline and in the interest of
daty, or that any men under hia command
would ever again aot so unlike goldiera.
Thirty-seven of the men® snd of the dis-
graced officers have been exiled to Barba-
does. The affair has produced a profound
gensation in military ciroles.

Matriculation by the University of
Toronto:

Candidates for entrance examina-
tion in writing must place their copy
books in the hands ~of the Presiding
Examiner on the morning of the first
day of the examination. Every exer-
cise musi be certified by the teacher
as the candidate’s own work, and the
copy books should shew his progress
during at least three months. Of
fifty marks for writing, twenty-five
will be assigned to the paper on the
subject, and a maximum of twenty-
five marks may be awarded as tl
result of the inspectjon of the candi-
date’s copy-books.

After 1890 there wilkbe one High
Schgol Entrauce Examination each
year, in the month of July.

In December, 1890, will be held
the first examination in Agriculture,
the paper being based on the first
seven chapters of the authorized text-
book in Agriculture. A candidate may
choose either Agriculture or Temper-
ance, but it is not compulsory to take
either, and he cannot take both.

In the High Bchool course, the
subjects ot study in forms I. II. and
1II. remain as before, except that
there is no Botany prescribed for
form IL  The definition' of some of
the subjects is, however, different.

In the matter of Writing, Reading
and Physical Education, the Regula-
tion has been amended #0 as to leave
no doubt that these subjects are obli-
gatory for a certain minimum of time
throughout all the school terms.

As tothe subjects of the Primary
and Junior and Benior Leaving Ex-
aminations, they are unchanged with
two exceptions: for the Primary
there will be an examination in the
Euclid prescribed for form I. and for
the Junior Leaving Examination, the

i option ists of Physies

alone.

In two other respects, impertant
modifications‘bas been made in the
local examination in Reading, Draw-
ing and the Commercial course :

“No candidate will be required to
pass the examinatior, in Drawing and
the Commercial Course more than
once: but all candidates will be re-

nired to pass the Examination in
2):11 Reading as often as they may
present themselves for examination in
the other subjects of the Primary Ex-
amination and to take again the course
in Reading preseribed for Form I. of*
the High schools.

“Any candidate who passes the
Primary Examination in ‘Reading,
Drawing and the Commereial Course,
snd who, in the opinion of his teach-
ers, pogsesses & good business educa-
tion, shall be entitled to a certificate
signed by the Head Master of the
High school or the Presiding Exam-
iner, as the case may be.”

In accordance with the first of
these, candidates may pass this ex-
amination a year before the other part
of the Primary Examination. The
gecond recognizes an important func-
tion of the High school, and will no
doubt stimulate the work in the Com-
mercial Department.
