The Premior, in moving the rosolution,
sald the British nation has now reached
such a condition nnd degree of consolida-
sion that no part of it can affect to be
indifferent to anything that may be
going on in any other part, and conse
quently Canada ocould not be indifferent
to sthe condition of things now existing
in the Transvaal, which, though an inde-
pendent and gelf-governing ocountry, is
under the suzerainty of Great Britain.
Sir Wiifrid pointed out that some 80,000
of Her Majesty's subjects baVve been
allowed to become residents of that
country to purchase land there, to Spen
mines, to develop trade, to estaoMsh ' in-
dustries and to build up oities; yes are
denied almost every kind of participa-
sion in its administration. They are sub-
jectad to diserimination and heavy ' taxa-
tion, sro deniod almost any Kind of re-
resontation, nnd. slthough . forced to

thelr fuli share of the burdens of
citizenship, are denied the rights and
privileges and libortios of citizens.

The Premier said he saw much to ad-
mire in the character of President
Kruger. No one could fail to admire his
sturdy patriotism and force of character,
but there would be much more to admire
in him if, instead of being intolerant and
ovpressive towards fellow-members of
the same community, he had ‘remember-
ed that patriotism does not preclude
justice, nor ia it inconsistent and incom-
pafible with generosity. It might be
said, and perhaps with reason, that if
the people of tho Transvaal had chosen
to refuso the rights of citizenship to any
but " their own race, they were within
their own rights— that to nations, as
well as men, the old saying applies, that
every man’s house is his own castle.
Tnat wonld apply if Mr. Kruger had not
allow=d the Uitlanders fo go into its ter-
ritory to found and build cities, develop
the country and if he had not taken
their money and fllled the treasury with
it. But, having allowed the Uitlanders
to go inte the country and become resi-
dents, the least that would be expeoted
by those who took up their abode there-
in was that, having to assume the dutles
of oitizenship, they should be given the
rights.

It must not be forgotten, either, when
we come to deal with this question, that
Hor Majesty is the suzerain of the I'rans-
vaal Republic, and became, 50 with the
full consent of the people of the Trans-
vaal. It must not be forgotten that at a
time when the Dutch p pulation of the
Transvaal was in dird distress, when
they were threatened with almost annihi-
lation by their neighbors, when they
were threatened with something 1ike olvil
war among themselves, thoy appealed
for British interference, and, after a
geries of events which there is nc use
going Into at this moment, a treaty of

oe was concluded petween the people

of the Transvaal and Her Majesty by
which, on the one hand, while the inde-
pendence of the Transvaal was recogniz-
ed, on the other hand the suzerain power
of Her Majesty was recognized as well.
The least then that can be expected is
that the subjects of the suzerain power
should not only not be subjected to any
kind of oppression, but be given also
rights equal to those enjoyed by-the oiti-
zens of the Transvaal Republie.

Sir Wilfrid, continuing, said it might
be urged that the interests of the Empire
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aquire that the rights of she Uitlanders
be recognized in the Republic. He would
not, however, put the question on that
ground. That idea would appeal to Brii-
ish subjects alone; but he thought the
question was one whioh would appeal to
the conscience and judgment of mankind
at lapge. If there is any country in the
world, he sald, it 18 this country of ours,
Canada, where we can proclaim this
principle, that wherever men of different

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A CURIOUS RAILROAD

IT IS ONLY 26 MILES LONG AND HAS
35 SHARP CURVES.

This Road Is the Crookedest One In
the United States, and One of Its
Turns Is Said to Be the Shortest
Railroad Curve In the World.

“This is the crookedest
Ameriky.”

The train on the 26 miles of narrow
gauge road from Jerome Junction, A. T,
to the mining camp of Jerome was just
entering the hills from the plain and was
beginning to.creak and groan as it round-
ed the short curves when a passenger
leaned forward from his seat and pro-
jected this remark into the ear of a re-
porter for The Star.

“There are 85 curves, one of them 45
degrees an@ 34 of them 40 degrees on
this road,” the voice continued, *“and
they are nearly all on 3 per cent grales.
It's the crookedest railroad in Ameriky.”

The speaker seemed to get considera
ble satisfaction out of this statement and
repeated it several times. The reporter
did not offer any dissenting opinion, for
there wad no room for argument.
road from the Santa Ke system up to
Jerome, where V. A. Clark's great Verde
copper mine is situated, is indeed a mar-
vel in its construction and the difficulties
it overcomes.

Leaving the Junction on the plain, it
runs direct on comparatively level ground
to the hills. It apparvently runs against a
mountain and ends at the foot, but does
not, for when the foot of the hill is
reached the track dodges in at the mouth
of a narrow gulch and commences its
climb to the summit, on the other side of
which lies Jerome.

In building this road no attempt was
made to follow other than the grades
provided by nature. The bed of the road
is cut out of the side of the hill.
enough dirt is cut away to fill out the
grade to a sufficient width. There is not
a single cut on the entire line except on
the very summit, where a rocky ledge is
parted to allow of the passage of the
tracl

_‘Fhe engine, which is built for mountain
climbing, only takes vine cars in its

railroad in

wake, some of these being empty and !

all of them freight except. the rear car,
which is a short combination passenger
and baggage coach. The train crew has
little time for loafing, for
must be closely guarded.
evidently looks upon passengers as un-
necessary freight and ticket taking as a
bore, for his work is that of handling a
heavy freight train upon steep grades

and that is not conducive to sociability |

or good nature.

The puffing of the engine and the jolt-
ing strain on the cars tells the story of
the beginning of the climb up the hill
The train hugs the hill down below the
ridges and creeps up a gulch but to turn
around at the head and come down on
the opposite side but a few hundred feet
from the track gained a few minutes be-
fore at the cost of so much labor.

The head of each gulch I8 crossed upon
a wooden trestle. I'rom the car window
as the train goes up, the track on the
other side seems to run parallel to the
one the train is on and but a few yards
away. Of a sudden an engine comes into
view going in the opposite direction to
the passenger coach. It needs a look out
of the window to convince the passenger
that this engine is the one pulling his
train, for it is, and the middle cars in
the train are on pne of the wooden tres-
tles which cross the heads of these
gulches.

One of these is a 45 degree curve,
claimed to be the shortest railroad curve
fo the world, and whether this is true or
mot it does not seem possible that a
curve could be any sharper and the cars
not tip over as the engine pulled them
around it. The train only creeps around
this eurve. The engine puffs, snorts and
grunts. Its wheels slip on the rails and
it barely moves. The cars nearly touch
each. other at the corners. The wheels
groan and shriek as the flanges rub the
rails. The whole train protests against
such treatment with all the voice it has
and the engine seems about to pull the
cars off the track in its effort to get them
around the curve.

The train crew makes this trip twice a
day, but no matter how long they have
been on the road they look strained and
anxious each day until this curve is safe-
ly passed. When the last car is over the
trestle, everything relaxes., The engine
rattles and puffs in a sort of care free
manner and the freights bump along as
though they did not mind any more. |

Of a sudden the summit is reached. A
short curve takes the track through a cut
on the apex. The train again swings
around the point of the mountain and be-
gins to slide down bhill. The panorama
spread b +fore the eye at this point is tre-
mendous. Far in the distance rise the
sun covered peaks.,of the San Francisco
mountains, over 12,000 feet high. In
the foreground is the valley of the Rio
NVerde. Miles and miles to the bottom of
this valley it seems to be. The hills are
barren, the valleys are barren, not a
tree or a blade of green anywhere. It is
an inferno burned out and left to soli-
tude.

Not for long, however, for straight
ahead of the train hangs a blue haze, the
smoke and fumes from the roasting cop-
per. The train keeps high above it all,
Far down the hillside are the long rows
of roasting heaps, yellow in their crests
and each one adding its quota to the
haze and sulphur in the air. This is the
real living inferno. Figures of men far
down the hillside look like ants as they
move about. Everything is in miniature
at this great distance and in the tele-
gcopic atmosphere of Arizona. The scene
s fascinating, and it is with regret the
passenger feels the train.come to a stand-
etill with a vicious jolt, and the great
stacks and buildings of the Verde smelter
remind him he bas reached his journey's
end.

To come 18 miles as the crow flies the
railrond has been bvilt 26. It cost near-
Iy $400,000 and is kept busy all the time
feeding its valuable freight to the Santa
¥e system. The road itself was a daring
wventure.

All colonies are not ready for the sur-
plus boxes at the beginning of the honey
flow, and additional space is a detriment.

Surplus boxes should not be added to'
any colony at any time unless the bees
can be induced to occupy the boxes im-
mediately after puting them on.

When the brood chamber is full of bees, |
brood and honey, it is time to give addi- |
tional space at any time prior to the hon-
ey season.

Conditions for swarming are a honey
flow, a hiveful of combs and the combs
full of boney. and brood and the hive |
crowded with bees. If there is no room
given, the hive will swarm.

To raise comb honey to the best advan-
tage we must have good, populous colo-
nies of bees, and when they are in this
condition swarming is quite likely to oc-
cur any time.—St. Louis Republic.

BLOGKED BY CANADA.

The Illinels Plpm to Brimg & Warship
Inte the Great Lakes
Frustrated.

Washington, D.C., July 20.—Gread
Britain, at the instance of Qanada, has
declined to permit the United States
oruiser Frolio to enter the great lakes for
use by the Illinols naval militia as &
training vessel. It has been known for
gome time that the Navy Department re-
considered its promise to furnish the
Illinols boys a ship, bus the action was
semi-offioially sttributed to dissension
between the eld and the naval militia
organizations. Yesterday the true status
of the affailr was learned.

Officials are not willing to talk on the
subjeos, bus this is considered merely
another instance of Canada's stubborn
and preposterous resistance %o & simple
demand of the United States. Although
the Alaskan boundary has been the prin
olpal point of contention betwoen this
Government and Canada, other matters
of importance are being considered.
Among these 1s the maintenance of war-
ships on the greas lakes. Canada will
not consider any of the smaller conten-
tions until she is granted a free port in
Alasks, which, although fairly well
assured, has not been aotually obtained.
She has subordinated all other issues
to that one, and is trylng to foroe the
United Btates to submis to her demands
by declining te grants ordinary oourtesies
until sthe Uni Btates surrenders a free
port en she Lynn Canal.

The Hen’s Fash! » Are Queew, but
. the Wemen's Queerer.

'L':om‘mt feature of Marken i the
costithes of the people. The Markem
girls when they take service away, from
home in the neighboring cities of the
Zuyder Zee still tenaciously cling fast to
their native costume in all itseddity.

The men of Marken wear gall
woolen knee breeches, with black woolen
stockings, and at home wooden shoes. *
Above they have on a wide blouse fasten-
ed at the neck with a pair of gold but~
tons, and underneath this a red flammel
shirt, which shows at the waist.

The women outdo them. They wear,
one and all, a black bodice, over which is
a_stomacher, or “babbetje,” in the ver-
nacular, of bright figured chints, ofte) ot -
large aad pronounced pattern. ely
black woolen skirts are shert and full
and show at the bottom the édge of a red
flannel petticoat. Thelr * stockings are
black, and their shoes, at leas out of
doors, ave the weoden klompen, that the
Dutch name so expressively describes.

The headdress, as everywhere in Hol-
land, is most distinctive part of the
whole. It consists of a high, cylinder
shaped cap of colored linen, covered in
its turn with a muslin cap, with an edge
and losertion of lace, all most carefully
and elaborately made. From umnder the
edge of the oap projects, stift and
straight, a long bang of blond hair, and
trom each side over the ears hange down
a thick curl to the waist. These curls are
the particular feature of Marken. ol
and young wear them, through all the
vnryln&de(reu of luxuriance of growth,
from the young girl, who assumes this
whole costume ‘when she arrives at a
marriageable age, through the plentitul
abundance of young womanhood, to the
stringiness and ultimate paucity of age.

The Marken children it is utterly im-
possible to distinguish as to sex at an
early age, since all wear skirts and tight
fitting caps. The boys, however, have a
star shaped crown in the. latter, which
is apparent when pointed out.
