The correspondent
says that the smallest Japanese force
could easily have captured the place
and destroyed the enormous stores of
coal, half a million pounds of tea, and
gix Russian ‘merchantmen lying. in the
harbor. As the Japanese failed to do so,
the Russians at 6nmec mined the .ap-
proaches, the haste with which the
work was performed being the cause of
the disaster to the Yenisei, many of
the mines being badly laid, one of
which the protected eruiser - Boyarin
struck during a fearful storm. The, cor-
respondent also says the Boyarin was
not -sunk immediately. Her ecaptain
succeeded in placing a collision mat in
position til she was beached.  The
Boyarin has since been towed off and
taken back to Port Arthur, where she
has been remaired.

A Port-Asthur_correspondent writes
that the repairs to the battleship Ret-
vizan and the protected cruiser Pallada
have now been cowmpleted, the battle-
ship, Czarevitch being the only remain-
ing lame duck of the squadrom.

The preservation of Admiral Makar-
ofi’s squacron intact is regarded as be-
ing of vital importance, as is is now
certain that the Admiralty’s plans con-
temrlate sending powerful reinforce-
ments from the Baltic during the sum-
mer. Six battleships, the Orel, Borodino,

and Paul and Afdrew. and the cruisers
Oleg, Zhemchus and Izumrud 11, will be
ready to sail in July, joining the s uad-
ron of Admiral Wirenius in the Mediter-
ranean, and with. the torpedo boats,
reaching Part Arthur in September. The
arrival of such a fleet would give the
Russians an overwhelming preponderance
in number. The Russian plans all look
forward to this time, when by the co-
operation of the fleet, the Japanese com-
munications can be cut off. Then Gen.
Kouropatkin will, according to the Rus-
sian caleulations, be in a position to
take the offensive on land and settle the
war.

The departure of naval reinforcements
from the Baltic will leave a fairly strong
squadion of coast defence and other
ships to protect Russia’s European coast
line.

THEY’RE OFF TO THIBET.

Peaceful Negotiations to be Again
Attempted by the British.

London, April 4. — A despatch to
The Times from Phari says that the
British Thibetan expedition has com-
menced its advance on Gyangtse,
wiich it should reach in about ten
days. When the expedition arrives at
Gyangtse, Ge. MiacDonald will again
attempt to enter upon peaceful ne-
gotiations with the Thibetans, evel
il the latter oppos2 the progress of
the expedition by force of arms. The
movement is being made with the
utmost confidence. The foree is in
the best health and spivits. They en-
camped Monday in Tangla Pass, 15,-
500 feet above the seft-level.

GREAT LABOR SAVER.

New Brick-Laying Device Will Actom-
plish Six Times More Than Man.

The trade of bricklaying has at last |
been fnvaded by machinery. Until
very recently this was one of the few
trades fnto which the machinery had
not come to the detriment of hand
laborers, but now a device has been
invented which, it is asserted, will
not only lay brick better than can
be done by hand, but so rapidly that
in a day it will perform the work or-
dinarily nccomplisl'od by six expert
masons.

Recent e‘perlments with this new
invention go to show that it is dikely
to revolutionize the trade of brick-
laying, and largely cheapen a now
very expensive work. In an hour’s
time the machine can accurately set
from 600 to 800 bricke.

The first layer ol bricks has to be
laid by hand. Along this is then
stretched a light girder, over which
the machine runs. At the head of the
machine is a “hand,” which auto-
matically opens and comes ek, and
into this the bricks are fed, one ‘'at a
time. A® the “hand” jumps back it
presses the brick against the.one last
laid, while guide rollers at the side
keep the face of the wall plumb. As
each brick is being forced = back, a
hopper on the machine allows mortar
to fall into the required place. Tho
machise is driven along the girder by
hand, and only two men are neces-
sary to lay 800 bricks ah hour.

1t grows from ,/wihich are
called spores, and w develop on| 1\3
in  the presence of moisture
where they: have a supply, of suitable
food. Momd will grow ' readily; on
damp wood ; hence the necessity for
keeping the interior of a creamery,
and especialiyy the  refrigerating
room, as dry as possible.

Poorly, consiructed refrigerators
are apt to be ~damp, because the
warm air, which gets in from outside
-carries moisture sith it, whieh is
deposited on the cooler surfaces of
the walls, floors and packages. Fre-
quent and prolonged opening of the
doors also causes dampness.

The prevention of mould in the
factory. It wounld be a good thing
for the creamery owhers as well as
for the trade generally, if it were

compulspry to have all creameries
thoroughly disinfested cvery spring
before rat:ons began. The spores
of mou and other germs which
cauge flavors, are destroyed if
the work is properly done. It is &
comparatively simple and Inex-
pensive operatiion, if the lollowlng
plan ls adopted.

Metlod of Dulnl’ecuom. — Wash
tte whole interior of the cream-
ery, including walls, ceilings, floors,
posts, shelving, ete., with a solution
of one part of bi-chloride of mer-
cury to one thousand parts of
wiater, Apply with a brush and
scrub well whenever applied. The
bi-chloride of mercury (corrosive
sublimate) may be procured in tab-
let form, of the right strength to
make the above solution by adding
one tablet to every pint of water
used. This substance is a deadly
poison and must be handled with ev-
ery care and precaution. Formalin
may also be used, either as a spray
or by being allowed to evaporate
from a sheet of cotton suspended
in tle yroom, when the doors, win-
dows and other openings are tight-
ly closed. It requires about five
ounces of pure formalin to disinfect
1,000 cubic feet.

Prevention of Mould oa Putter.—
As a preventive of mould on butter
tke following practice is highly re-
commended; Soak the parchment
raper Imings. immediately before
using in a saturated brine to wkich
kas been added one ounce of jpure
formalin' to three gallons of brine;
place the paper in the boxes wlth—
out drying. Keep the brine in a
special covered vessel. Boil the brine
every week and add fresh formalin
in the same rraportion as at first.
This treatment has been found ef-
fectlive in the Government creamer-
iev in the Northwest Territories,
whkere there was a great deal of
trouble with mould at one time,and
Las given good satisfaction wvhere-
ever it Las been properly carried

ou't.

Probably much of tha mould on bt-
ter s due to the infection of the
parchment paper as it lies about
the creamery without any protec-
tion and not always in e dry place.
The spores do not develop on the
the dry paper, but as soon as it
comes in contact with the butter
there is sufficient moisture to en-
courage. the growth of the ‘mould.
The parchment paper and empty
packages should be kept in a thor-
oughly dry, clean place.

Only the very best pure vegetabple
parchment paper should be used. In-
ferior paper encourages the growth
of miould and does not protect the
butter. Much of the paper used is
too light in weight. A ream of 500
sheets measuring 50x12% ionches
should weligh at least 40 pounds, j/and
the same number of sheets 38x12%
inches should weigh not less than 80
pounds, with other sizes in propor-
tion.

The Tone of Machinery.

Engineers judge of the condition of
their machinery by the tone it gives
out while running. EHvery engine,
whether stationary or locomotive, has
a partitular tone of its own. The en-
gineer becomes accustomed to that,
and any departure from it at once ex-
cites a suspicion tnat all is not right.
The engineer may not know what is !
the matter. He may have no ear for
music, but the change in the tone of
his machine will be instantly percepti-
ble, will be instantly recognized and
will start him on an lmmedhu investi-
gation.

the penalty for killing a white man

jcompanied by his wife, who had had
1no part in the yuarrel. They were
captured by.the mob and this is

what was done to them, according

'to the stalement of an eyc witness

io ghe Vicksburg Herald—

When the ‘two negroes were cap-
tured they were tled to trees, and

- while ihe funeral prayers were be-
ing prepared they were forced to sul-
fer the most fiendish tortures. The
blacks were forcel to nold out their
hand« while one finger at a time
was chopped off. The fingers were
distributci as souvenirs. The cars
of the murderers were cat ofi. Hol-
bert was severely beaten, his skull
was iractured and one of his eyes,
krocked out with a stick, hung by(a
shred from the sockel. Neither the
map gor woman begzed for mercy,
novr made a groan or plea. When the

execution:r came forwaid to chop o’f

fingexss, Holbert extended his hand

withcul being asked. The most ex-
cruclating form of punishment . con-
sisted in the use of a large cork-
screw in the hands of one of the
mob. This instrument was bored in-
ito the fiésh of the man and the wo-

;man, in the arms, legs and body, and

then pulled out, the spiral tearing

out big pieces of raw, quivering
flesh every time it was witidrawn,

After these tprtures the mutilated
bodies were burned. Had this negro
outraged a white woman ¢ Oh, no,
e had merely killed a white man
who wasi ghooting at 'him. His wile
Lad committed no crime, but simply
fled witl her husband. Yet she was
made to share his fate, and .with
hify to suffer the most cruel "and
brutal tortures the devilish ingen-
uity of tlhe degraded savages could
devise. The Vicvksburg Herald
truly says; “If there @8 any hell,
and if it is the abode of devils,they
must have turned green with envy
of the genius of their brethren on
earth.’ 4

“White men,” the members of this
mob call themselves. They were
brutal, cowardly ¢urs, who are a
disgrace to civilization, a dishonor
to the human race. These miserabile
savages doubtless regard them-
selves as respectable citizens in
their community. Perhaps they are.
Then what a community it must
be! Think of any State in. the
Union in this twientieth century
containing a community of wihite
mien capable of producing - such
barbarians, puch savages as these,
The red Indians, whom we disposses-
sed of this country, in all the blooldy
Listory of cruelty and torture,wero
never guilty of more savage cruel-
ty than this. The negroes, in
their most bestial state of voodoo-
ism@ could be guilty of nothing
more savage and brutal. 3

The white man is given to much
boasting, but in many instances he
i§ but a thinly veneered savage who
shows his capacity and his disposi-
tion to descend rapidly to tle
deptls. But for the restraining in-
fluence of organized society and
the law: this class of whites would
soon descend to savagery. Tle
conduct of the mobs show; this. The
more frequent the mob the more
brutal its excesses, the nearer the
general approaclk to anarchy and
barbarism, It would seem that even
men of dull and muddy minds, men
wiho have no high thoughts or
wortlky conceptions, who read lit-
the and think less, could see this
and appreciate the fact that inob-
servance of the law, lies safety for
individuals and for society.

An enginiecer who made a study of the
debris of the recent fire in Baltimore
reported that the solid concrete walls
proved the most indestructible, coming

through the fire better than walls of any |

other mataerial.

The onlx objection to the concrete wall
is its cneapness. It can be ereced with-
out skilled labor, and therein is its of-
fense. Almost -every well-to-do -farmer
in the country has his barn basement
rolled and fiooreg with cement concreet.
Many have concrete dwelling houses, and
these latter are increasing rapidly. The
work is done by common laborers or
farm hands, and the farmer gets the best
possible wall at a very small price. But
in cities opposition to the concrete wall
has checked its spread to some d 5
and inspectors secm to be trying. their
hand at the business of discouraging the
“innovation.”

But it will not do to bar out concrete
as a building material for walls simply
because it is chear. That is not a good
reason why ridiculous lations should
be provided to enhance the cost and dis-
courage the use of concrete walls. The

City Council will do well to consultsome |

qualified engineer or architect about the
use of concrete walls.—Trade Review,
Montreal.
