DELTA FAIR A
4. RECORD BREAKER

Fine Class of Exhibits ‘at Centre Leeds
y  Annual Agricultural Event

Delta, Sept. 22—A bumper crowd
which exceeded all expectations and
made’necessary the re-selling of numer-
ous admigwion tickets through use of
all those available, was one of the big
things which was provided by the
Delta Fuair Association here to-day.
Becretary Hanoa estimated when he
closed up his booth to-night that fully
two thousand five hundred people had
passed through the gates during the
day, which, with the attendance of
six hundred the p evious day, makes a
total of well over three thousand peo-
ple, a record breaker so far as the
Delta Fair is concerned. Delta had
record-breaking weather, too, yester-
day, and Oid Sol more than wmade
amends for his' downcast conntenance
the day before. When it is taken
intn consideration that the entries were
well up-to the total of other yeams, it
will be fagreed that the management
did not fair at all badly and that the
people weére given the full worth of
their moneyt.

From all quarters of the surround-
ing country the crowd came bv the
Cunadian Northern trains, by the now
becoming plentiful automobile, by the
still popular horse and buggy aud on
foot. Vehicles of all kinds were park
ed at every available stand within the
encldsure, while the elderly farmers
and farmeresses saw the sights, while
the hired man and his best girl nib-
bled ice-cream cones or had their tin-
types taken together, and while those
[nattached tried to knock the Kaiser’s
eyes out via the basebal! route or were
interviewed by the recruiting officers.
The men in khaki were very busy
during the day and succeeded in secnr
ing u number of reciuits. The pipe
band of the 8th Canadian Mouted
Rifles was present and. did a lot in the
way of stining up the fire of partyism,
as did the Lyn Brass Band of sixteen
pieces, augmented by tlree members
of the 418t Regimental Band, Brock-
vilie, Frank Baldwin, “Cap” LeClair
and A. E. Sugg.

Prime Minister. He stated that he |
had finished the puichases for the
Canadian troops. The second con- |
tingent having been supplied, horses
will be required nowin numbers
suflicient only to fill the wastage at
the front. . Consequently, Sir Adam
will take charge of purchases for the
British authorities. The latter are
offering $165 for light draught and
$176 for artillery borses, or about the
same average figure as was paid by the
Canadian authorities, Sir Adam '
Beck also stated that the French |
Government was now buying remounts !
in the Dominion, #5 that the demand
will be sufficient to take care of the
supply in this country. When the |
Canadian cavalry in Englacd went to
the front as dismounted reinforcements
for the first coutingent, they left their
horses behind, and these were utilized
by the second contingent for training
purposes. No cavalry horses have
been purchased lately for Canadian
troops, transport and artillery animals
being the kind required.

Commentary.—I. The plot against
Naboth (vs. 1-10). 1-4. Ahab’s capi-
tal was at Samaria, but he had a
beautiful palace at Jezreel, in which
be delighted. He lacked ground for a
garden, and he greatly desired to
possess a vineyard close by belonging
to Naboth. There was no wrong in
Ahab’s wish to secure the desirable
plece of property, which lay close to
his palace at Jezreel, provided he
had no purpose of resorting to unjust
means to obtain it. Naboth was justi-
fied in withholding the vineyard from
Ahab, because ‘‘the permanent sale of
the paternal inheritance was forbid-
flen by law (Lev. 25: 23-28; Num. 36:
7-9), and it would seem like a denial
of his allegiance to the true religion
to sell it when the jubilee restora-
tion was neglected in these idola-
trous times.” “It is an unfavorable
view that we gent of Ahab as we see
his sulking in his bed-chamber be-
cause his wish is not granted. His
conduct reminds us of that of a peev-
Ish, pampered child.

Cold-storage eggs at
fresh-egg prices do not appeal to lov-
ers of fresh eggs. The one drawback
tp many who would like to own a few
hens is the feeding problem. When
reading reports of the experiment sta-
tion or some experienced large keeper

of poultry the beginner thinks to ob-
tain eggs that he must be an expert
mixer of feeds, and that, while in a
majority of cases the feeds can be
mixed by the beginner, to the one with
a few hens it is expensive and ecome
labor,

It is proper that the big poultry-
keeper Wwith several hundred fowls
should have a knowledge of mixing
feeds to suit the requirements of his
flock, and in this case, where feeds
are purchased in large quantities, sav-
ing is made. Especially is this true of
the dry mash to be fed in hoppers,
Which the fowls can go to at all #imes.
But the busy city man with only an
hour in the morning and a few hours
at night cannot afford to give this at-
tention to the feeding question, as far
as results were concerned, was far
from satisfactory. But with the suc-
cess of the older poultry-keepers, aid-
ed by the experiment stations, satis-
factory feed formulas were attained.

This knowledge was not kept a se-
cret, and soon there appeared on the
market a number of mixed feeds made
up by poultry experts, and based on
good results that these mixtures had
made with fowls. So to-day the begin-
ner can, with his few hens, rest as-
sured that the high-grade feeds, al-
ready mixed, will produce good re-
sults and will give one a steady egg
vieid from any flock that is old en-
ough to lay and is properly housed.

SOW AT FARROWING TIME.

The signs of farrowing are known
to most pig-keepers, and so it is as-
Sumed. that everyoue knows. The
beginner often cannot find what he
wantg in books for this very reason.
We were all beginners once, and may
exercise a little patience with those
Who are to succeed us sooner or later
—8ooner perhaps than we wish. The
belly during the greater period of
pregnancy enlarges in a more or less
symmetrical manner, so much o that
even the experienced may be mistaken
in regard to an empty sow, but when
about three parts gone there comes a
measure of flatnees in the space be-
tween the point of the hip, the spine,
and the last rib—the part geperally
alluded to as the flank. In any species
of animal I am asked to pronounce
upon I depend more upon this sign
than any other, but the animal at the
tinie must not be blown up with wind.
If the udder has begun to spring, and
the bearing shows signs of elongation,
and there Is quite a drop in the belly
nearer to the ground, it will not be
very long before the sow exhibits
symptoms of what is sometimes called
nesting. It 18 true that some will put
off the time almost too late, and then
make a bed hurriedly, but most sows
are deliberate about it, and some will
Pause like the cat that has made a
bad choice as if considering it after
all the best has been chosen.

It should be re-
membered in a case of this kind that
mare's milk is normally sweeter than
cow’s milk, but he has only about half
the amount of fat and other solids

orphan foals. .

J. H. S. Johnson, of “Breeder's Ga-
zette, which 1s about as follows: Use
an old teapot for feeding with the

As a rule a horse in thin or m2dium
flesh never exhibits the amount of
for¢e or vim that is generally seen in
horses in high condition.

The lighter, better ventilated and
more comfortable the stable for all
kinds of farm:stock, the less it will
require to keep them in good condi-
tion.

Sheep are going to be more and
more in demand, both for wool and
for mutton. Since beef and pork are
both high 1in price, the American
people are turning their attention to
lamb and mutton, and an enlarged
demand has been created among people
who have heretofore not considered
this most nutritious animal food.

By recent experiment the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture seems to
show that scours are not due to sour
milk but to uncleanly conditiops. If
the milk is not alelwed to stand for
any great length of time and not al-
lowed to become unclean, it is as nour-
ishing to the young calf as sweet
skim-milk, and as rapid gains were
made in one case, as in the other. It
was further shown that sudden change
and from sour to sweet, made no ap-
parent change in the calf, although the
calf was only a few days old. It
was found by experiment, however,
that sour milk does not prove so fav-
orable in winter as in summer.

Intestinal worms are a common
cause of epilepsy in young pigs. The
Spasms may also be due to an injury
of spinal cord. Too close interbreed-
tract. Divide the pigs into small
groups, withhold feed for twelve hours
and then give turpentine in milk at
the rate of a teaspoonful per 80 pounds
‘live weight. Repeat for three conse-
cutive days. An attempt should be
made to prevent intestinal worms by
providing dry, well-drained lots, free
from mud Loles and filth.

DARK HONEY

Crop Report by Ontario Beekeep-
ers’ Committee.

The crop report committee of the
Ontario Beekeepers’ Association met
on Thursday, Sept.' 9th, to consider
the crop of dark honey. It was found
that 105 members had reported 11€,400
Its. from 5,807 colonies, being an uaver-
age of 20 lbs. to the colony. This is
about double of last year's average.
The committee advises members Lo
ask 7 1-2 to 8 1-2¢. per ib., wholesale,
depending on the size of package and
no buckwieat honey should ve retailed
for less than i0c. per pound.

The local demand for white honey
Is exceedingly good, as many people
are buying honey to put away instead
of canned fruit, and the prices re-
ccmmended by the committee are
being realized.

Wholesalers are cautious about buy-
ing all lines of goods, including honey
and naturally have made an effort to
tuy as low as possible. A Jarge num-
ber of orders have been filled at a
slightly lower figure than recommend-
ed, but these orders were for ton lots.

There is yet a large quantity of
light honey unsold, but the market is
firm and a great many of the smaller
beekeepers report their crop all sold
al prices recommended by the commit-
tee. All considered the committeo
feels that honey need not be sold
below prices recommended.

POLAR POSTAGE.

Special Stamps Used by Some of the
Exploring Expeditions. =

Many arctic and antarctic explorers
have taken with them a special sup-
ply of postage stamps for special uses.
When the Terra Nova left New Zea-
land on Nov. 20, 1910, she had om
board £100 worth of New Zealand
penny stamps bearing the words **Vie-
toria Land.”

Captain Scott was made postmaster
of British Antarctica, an appointment
first held by Sir Ernest Shackleton in
1907. ¢

The stamps carried by the Shackle-
ton expedition were the ordinary New
Zealand stamps, marked “King Ed-
ward VII. Land.” Twenty-three thou-
sand of these stamps were issued, and
though of only a penny value they are
now quoted at 26 shillings each, un-
used.

The Australian antarctic expedition,
under the leadership of Dr. Mawson,
used the stamps of Tasmania, cancel-
ed with a special postmark showing
in the center the figure of a penguin.
The stamps used by the Terra Nova
expedition were also canceled by a de-
sign noticeable for the figure of a
penguin.

The German antarctic expedition of
1911 had a stamp of special manufac-
ture showing a design of the expedi-
tion’s ship, the Deutschland.—Minne-
apolis Journal,

Patterson . Speak—Athens Young
Men Urged to Do Their Share

That Athens cam do things in proper
style, particularly when it is a ‘patrio-
tic event which is on the bills, was
shown inan unmistukable manner at
the patriotic concert held in the town
hall last Thursday night under the aus-
pices of the Wowen’s Institute in aid
of Red Cross work. The local talent
Which took part in the affair was all
that could be desired and the quality
of the various items on the program
which was presented would ms.ke them
in demand in many a larger centre.
M. B. Holmes, reeve of Athens, pre-
sided at the concert, the program of
which was as follows : 2

Patriotic chorus,

Tbe patriotic chorus in which some
twenty took part, was of really excel-
lent worth and drew forth rounds of
applause from the audience, which
practically filled the hall. Those tak-
ing solo parts included the following :
Mrs Swavne, Miss Arnold, Miss Ray,
Miss Brown, Miss Willson, Miss Ush-
er, Miss Berney, Mr Berney, Reyv.
G. V. Collins, Rev W. G. Swayne. A
capable orchestra was in attendance
and the hall and stage were appro-
priately and tastefully decorated. The
Women’s Institute, under the able
presidency of Mrs Cbarles Yates, de-
serves great praise tor its enterprise in
organizing the concert which can well
be termed a success in every way. A
handsome sum was realized by the
institute with which to continue the
good work,

A feature of the program was the
mesgage in behalf of recruiting which
was delivered by W, C. MacLaren and
Major A. M. Patterson of Brockville,
It was straight talk and could not but
impress those present with the gravity
of the present situation,

Major Patterson was the first speak-
er. He confined himselves to a few
remarks concerning the position in
wkich the Empire now finds itgelf, the
demands which are being made upon
Canada, and the need of men and more
men to withstand the German world
menace and uphold the eplendid prin-
cipals of justice, freedom and liberty
for which we are fighting. Major
Patterson referred to the great work
being done by the women of Canada
and asked that those present should
exert their influence in sending eligible
young men to enlist,

Mr MacLaren’s address was a model
in its review of the career of the Ger-
wan Ewmpire, of the position of the
warring nations at the present time
and of the duties devolving upon every
young man without ties. The history
of Germany from the time of Charle-
wange, said Mr MacLaren, has been
nothing but a career of conquest, ra-
pine and violence, and the only good
thing which it secured was the Chris-
tian religion of Rome, which has now
bzen cast aside.

“For years the cult of German aris.
tocracy has followed not the man of
Galilee, but the man of Corsica,” said
Mr MacLaren, “it has been the doc-
trine of every German ruler since
Frederick the Great to be constantly
under preparation to attack an enemy
when the later was unprepared, and
this policy bas been followed by the
Kaiser and his war cabinet.” Mr
McLaren spoke of the unpreparedness
for war of all other nations outside of
Germany, the fourth war in a lifetime
provoked by Germany. The speaker
reviewed with remarkable condensa-
tion the situation at the present time,
emphasizing the seriousness of Bul-
garia’s entrance into the struggle and
the probability of a long war. Mr
MacLaren spoke of the strategy of
the Germans in their drive through
Galicia in conjunction with the work
of German ageots in the Russian army
and cunition worke, “The result is
that to-day we are facing the most
serious crisis in the history of the|
war,” declared Mr MacLren, who
explaied the complex state of affairs
in the Balkans. Should Germany and
her allies succeed in breaking through
Serbia’s resistance, they would be in
potsession of territory from the North
Sea to Asia Minor, and Russia would
be unable to get munitions through her
winter port, O-lessa.

“Some people view with smug com-
placency,” said Mr McLaren, *'the fact
that Great Britain and her Allies have
a touwal in population of 795 millions,

Germany and her Allies. It iy a ter-
rible preponderance, but we are not
getting these men tosthe front, Afrer
fourteen months of war, Germany and
her Allies are now fighting in the ter-
ritory of the enemy and their own
territory is inviolate.” Mr MacLaren
declared that the final crash of Ger-
many would rot come for the simple
reason that Germany is not making
use of the gold which she has, but is
issning puper money to pay for her
wunitions purchased in  her own
country, and not in foreign countries,
as is the case with Britain and her
Allies. “Should Germany win,” he

said, “there would be the greatest
financial crisis tbe world has ever

as compared with the 139 millions of |1,

known and would pauperize the
nations under her heel.” Mr MoLaren
referred to the possibility of an in-
vasion of Canada and to the good work
of the navy, which is being rapidly
realized by people residing  in the
United States and other neutral coun.
tries. “Canada has done a noble part
but not all she ought,” concluded Mr
MacLaren. “In comparison with
Great Britain’s record, we would have
to send 640,000 men.”

A hearty vote of thanks to -the
speakers was moyed by the. Rev
Wm. Usher and seconded by T. 8.
Kendrick.

Goods Before Moving.

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DOPPLER’'S LAW OF LIGHT.

It Proves That Our Solar System
is Whirling Northward.

The fact that our solar system is
traveling northward at a rate of
twelve mileg per second has been de-
termined by means of one of the most
remarkable laws in the entire history
of science, Doppler's law of light.

Petrograd Cable. Experts with
the staff say that the Russians in the
course of the fighting during the suc-
cessful retreat from the Vilna region
irflicted terrible losses on the c¢nemy,
estimates of German casualties in this
region running as high as 250,000.
The new position  on the front is
altogether favorable. It extends from
Oshmiani southwestward along the
River Gawia and crosses the line frcm
Molodechno-Lida near the gtation
Gawia. 20 miles eastward of Lida,
which is in the ¢nemy’s hands. Iur-
ther is extends southward 15 miies
and westward from Novo Grodok to
Milovida and eastward to the Oginski
Canal,

The Russians are preventing the
enemy from turning the Rivers Ol-
janka, Beresina and Dubowka, which
at present are serious obstacles in the
diréction of Minsk. The Russian suc-
cesses at Molodechno, Novo Wilersk
and Lebebevo show that they are
entirely free to develop offensive oper-
ations between the upper Vilna and
Eastern Dvina along the railway from
Molodechno to Polotzk.

RUAD IS FRENCH

Turkish Island -Off Syrian Coast
is Seized.

Paris Cable.——Moniteur de la
Flotte, the official organ of the French
Naval Department, announced to-day
that a Freneh force had occupied Ruad-
Island, in the eastern Mediterranean,
west of Crete, and two miles off the
Syrian coast. The population of the
island is about 4,000.

The landing party, made up of
companies from French men-of-war,
formed a square after disembarking,
A proclamation was read in Arabic,
announcing the occupation in the
name of France.

AUSTRIA L 0SES
MONTE COSTON

Had Long Been a Wedge in the
Italian Front.

Vienna Officially Admits Iis

Abandonment,

London <Cable.——The loss of a
mountain position on the Italian front
is admitted to-night in the official
statement sent out from Vienna by
the Austrian War Office. The gar-
rison on Monte Coston, the communi-
cation says, early this morning evac-
uated the position as the result of an
attack by ‘‘forces ten times their
number.” The mountein for some
months had presented an awkward
wedge in the Italian front, which now
has been straightened.

ITALIAN FRONT.

Rome Cable.——The War Office
to-night made public the following of-
ficlal communication:

“During the night of Sept. 21 one of
our detachments pushed forward on
Monte Melino, where the valley of the
Daona joins the valley of Giudicaria.
Favored by darkness it reached posi-
tions which the enemy was engaged
in strengthening, and by a bold at-
tack succeeded in tearing up the
barbed wire system and demolishing
part of the entrenchments.

“During the day of the 22nd and
the following night our troops re-
pulsed an enemy attack against our
advanced positions of Malmea and Pra
northwest of Monte
Coston near Sasson di Stria in the
Falsearego zone, and at Santa Maria
heights in the Tolmino section.”

AUSTRIAN REPORT.

Vienna Cable. The following of-
ficial communication was issued to-
day:

“In the Tyrolean border region we
repulsed several smhill attacks by
feeble Italian detachments in the reg-
ion of Tonaie and north and east of
Condino. The plateaus of Vielgeruth
and Lafraun have again been under
the fire of the enemy’s heavy artillery.

“‘Our brave garrison on Monte Cos-
ton, which for months had maintained
this border mountain, far in advance
of our line, against superior enemy
forces, early this morning evacuated
the position, having been attacked by
a force over ten times stronger than
it was. ¢

“Artillery battles in the rcgion of
the Dolemites continue with great in-
tensity. On the Carpathian front a de-
tachment of Alpinists attempted to
break through on Monte Perabla, but
was repulsed with losses. On the lit-
toral front the activity of our troops
has been confined to artillery firing.
We gained some successes.

“To-day, the ccnclusion of the
fourth month of the tlalian war, the
enemy undertook no big battle, but
attacked only in local sectors. All the
attacks were vain, and our front is
stronger than ever.

“Southeastern war theatre: Nothing
important has occurred.”
