Leen found fishing, or preparing to fish,
or to have been fishing in British wa-
ters,”’—yet nothing in any of the Acts
respecting the fisherics, warrants the
summary exclusion of such vessels from
port, or prohibits uny vessel from euter-
ing, as well for the purpose of procuring
supplics, as for shelter, repairs, wood
and water.

On the contrary, the fishery laws them-
selves, as well as the regulationsrespect-
ing pilotage, recognize the right of for-
eign fishing vesscls frecly tq enter the
