Editor Queens County Gazette.
Several of your readers have been some 

what amused at your Chipman corres­
pondent’s eccentric notions of what con­
stitute news items from back country dis­
tricts. *Thus among his first- news items we 
were cooly treated with the grave asser­
tion that the newspaper was the greatest 
educator in the world. It would hardly 
be good taste to quarrel with him here, 
on this score; but surely he must have 
known that this was very stale informa­
tion. At least it has been repeated again 
and again here in the shiretown, till some 
actually believe it. A speakei at a re­
cent banquet given to our county coun­
cillors, thought it so trite that he varied 
it with a still more extravagant allega­
tion—that newspapers were essential to 
religion—the one could uot exist without 
the other—truly a marvellous declaration 
whe» we consider that the Christian re­
ligion did not only exist for 1800 
years but spread over nearly the 
whole earth, without the newspaper. It 
is old news then to be told that the news­
paper is an important factor* in education 
and religion; but, I think it would be 
news if your Chipman correspondent 
in his next budget should de­
clare that the newspaper is THE sheet- 
anchor also in medicine—the long sought 
specific for pulmonary' tuberculosis, the 
best revulsive, diaphoretic and sternu­
tative agent. No doubt much could be 
said in favor of such a discovery.

Now if your correspondent had confin­
ed himself, in his self imposed duty of 
making the newspaper the greatest edu­
cator in the world, to giving us a column, 
er so, on matters like the history and de­
rivation ef “post,” this letter would 
never have been written; but 'in the last 
number of the Gazette he enters the, 
dangerous field of religious controversy 
and sneers at the factices of the Angeli- 
ettn church. No doubt the editor was away 
.or very busy, or we feel very sure that 
this paragraph would have benefited by 
“the blue pencil.” While we expect (he 
Gazette to give us the happenings and 
news of the county we do not expect it to 
be the exponent of any particular politi­
cal or sectarian views, otherwise it wopld 
be placed in the Index Expurgateris as 
far as many church people are concerned.

Your correspondent begins by imply­
ing that Ash Wednesday had beep usher­
ed in previous to the 23rd February, 
which as a great educator, he must have 
kno^rn was not true. He then goes on 
to “lake the false statement that “the 
QÉurch of England requires her clergy on 
Ash Wednesday to pronounce a series of 
curses against impenitent sinners." The 
prayer book distinctly directs that the 
clergy shall (uot pronounce a series of 
curses but) read the general sen­
tences of God’s cursing against impeni­
tent sinners, gathered from the 27th 
chapter of Deuteronomy and other places 
of Scripture. Your correspondent, there­
fore, is guilty, if not of a wilful misstate­
ment, at least of an inaccuracy, inexcus­
able in one who presumes to write for one 
of the greatest educator in the world.

There is quite" a difference between 
cursing a man and telling him that in his 
present state, he is living under a curse. 
The first is a deadly sin because, as a 
prayer that God may make accursed some 
particular person whom we dislike, it is 
utterly opposed to the law of love. I 
challenge any one to find the slightest 
trace of such a curse in our prayer book. 
The second—the telling those who are 
impenitent sinners that they are living 
under God’s curse—that he who curseth 
his father and mother lies himself under 
the curse of God, that he lies under GodV 
curse who removes his neighbor’s laud 
n;arkv who maketh the blind go out of 
his way or oppresses the stranger, the 
fatherless or widow, or Smitheth his 
neighbor secretly or commits adultery— 
-the telling men this fact is surely the 
truest, the most Christian charity. Will 
any one dare to say that he who commits 
these sins and' remains Impenitent does 
not lie under God’s curse. This then is 
what the Church of England does Ash 
Wednesday. She reminds her members of 
the curse which rests upon impenitent 
sinners while there is time to remove the 
curse.

What rubbish then when your corres­
pondent writes as a comment, upon our 
practise, “in the newer dispensation, 
bless and curse not, is gaining ascend­
ancy.” Catholic Christianity, at least, is 
not one whit less clear and definite as to 
the freality of, God’s anger against im­
penitent sinners, not one whit less cer­
tain that those who commit the grievous 
sins named in our prayer book, and re­
main impenitent, lie under the curse of 
God. Judging from your correspondent’s 
comment, that the rule is “bless and 
curse not,” it is quite necesary to remind 
people, from time to time, that sin is no 
less hateful in God’s sight because men in 
these superficial days have come "to think 
lightly of It.

Gold, Gold, Glittering Gold—The
Day's News-The Markets, etc.

Why brave the perils of the Yukon 
where it is impossible that more that four 
or five adventurers in a hundred should 
succeed in the accomplishments of their 
desires, when tradition tells of wealth 
“beyond the dreams of avarice” that 
awaits discovery at our very doors? The 
wealth of Oak Island, when found, it is 
expected will be equal to the fortunes of 
a half dozen Vanderbilts; treasures almost 
as valuable, according to tradition,- are 
buried on the island of Grand Maean and 
on the shores of Kennebeooasis and Belle- 
isle bays. It may be difficult to find 
those treasures—the search at Oak Island 
has l>een very baffling— but disappoint­
ments and difficulties are everywhere en­
countered, on the Yukon as well as else­
where. Now treasure seekers are Said to 
be busy on the Upper St. John.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

Ottawa, Feb. 21.—A number of bills 
were read a second lime and referred to 
committee, after which questions by 
members were in order. ,

Mr. Wallace was informed by the Min­
ister of Customs that the duties collected 
in the Yukon district were—1894-6, 83,- 
247.47; for 1896-6, 821,691.46; for 1896-7, 
«9,873.24; and 1897-98, so far, 883,834.94.

Mr. Mclnerney was informed by the 
Minister of Railways that Mr. Amasa E. 
Killam is inspecter of bridges on the In­
tercolonial at a salray of.8150 per month ; 
that he had a claim for damages against 
the road for two cattle killed and three 
injured July 14, 1892; that the amount of 
the claim was 8600 and he was paid 8350.

Mr.Hale was informed by the Minister 
of Customs that an investigation wg,s 
held in the case of T. Scholey, collector 
of customs at Centreville, Carleton Co. ; 
that the finding was adverse; that he was 
dismissed for active political partizanship; 
and that.his payments into the superan­
nuation fund were refunded to him with 
interest at five per cent.

Mr. Ellis was informed that three in­
vestigations were held into the pilotage 
and pilot management of St. John since 
1887, one by William Smith, in 1888, 
cost 897; one by Capt. Smith, R. N„ - in 
1891, no expense; one by Capt. Douglas 
1897, cost 8650; account not all in; cost 
of printing, 81,333.

Mr. Fielding informed Mr. Kaulbach 
that it was not expedient to disclose the 
intention of the government respecting 

'the Export duty.
Richard Cartwright told Mr. Bor­

den, of Halifax, that the government1 had 
no special information respecting the pro­
gress of Messrs, Petersen, Tarte & Co. 
in the fast line contract. He believed the 
construction of the steamships had not 
been commenced, but considered there 
was still time to complete their contract.

The debate on the Yukon railway bill 
was continued by Messrs. McClure, Mc­
Lean, Fraser and Clark Wallace and Hon, 
Mr. Pattersbn, and was not finished.

Feb. 22.—The bebate on the Yukon 
railway build was continued.

Mr. Semple, of Wellington, moved the 
adjournment of the debate, and the 
House adjourned till Tuesday, March 1.

Only about sixty members are in attend­
ance, many Ontario members on both 
gidtw being away taking in the elections, 
while others are snowed up at different 
points.

A RAJAH’S TREASURE.
BT C. B. LEWIS.

Six or seven years previous to the out­
break of the Indian mutiny the rajah of 
the province of Gwalior was dethroned 
for treason to the English. He had long 
been a ruler over one of the largest pro­
vinces in India and was known to be one 
of the wealthiest in the empire. He had 
an army of 2,000 men, a herd of 200 ele­
phants and lived in a style no European 
monarch could approach. While profes­
sing to be friendly to the English he 
plotted against them, and when this was 
discovered steps were taken to curtail his 
powers. His army was reduced to a body 
guard of 100 men. His right to issue 
edits and make local laws was abrogated. 
English civil officers were stationed here 
and there‘to collect the taxes, and the 
proud and powerful rajah held only his 
empty title. He bowed to the terms im­
posed by a superior force, but became 
one of the bitterest foes the English had 
to deal with and was first and foremost 
in bringing about the mutiny. The date 
of the outbreak was known by the de­
posed rajah weeks in advance. It was 
afterward charged that he set the date 
himself. At any rate he was so well pre­
pared that his troops were almost the first 
in the field against the English. Al­
though his army had been disbanded for 
three or four years, he had secretly pur­
chased and stowed away large amounts of 
equipment, and for two months previous 
to the outbreak he was secretly enlisting 
and arming his^ubjects.

Two weeks before the uprising the ra­
jah made prejiaratiims to secure the safe­
ty of the great treasure. In his palace, 
30 mfies from Gwalior, he had a secret 
chamber, in which the wealth had been 
stored for three generations. Nrf Euro­
pean had ever set foot in the palace, but 
it was currently reported that the' value 
of the gems and jewels, many of which 
had been handed down from his great 
grandfather, aggregated $10,000,000. It 
was afterward believed that this sum was 
too small by half. One day the rajah 
left his palace with an escort of ten of 
his oldest and most trusted soldiers, and 
each soldier had charge of a pack horse 
carrying a share of the treasure. His 
baud traveled to the northwest for two 
days and then halted amid the ruins of 
an ancient city between the towns of Jey- 
pore and the river Ganges. So much 
was learned years after. At the end of 
five days the rajah returned to his palace, 
accompanied only by a servant who bad 
acted as cook. This servant was locked 
in a dungeon and never seen again. No 
one dared to ask what had become of him 
or the soldiers, and if anv 'ode had sus­
pected that the rajah hak retnovodf hfe 
treasure from the palace tie wisely kept 
his thoughts to himself, well knowing 
what would follow a word of gossip.

Two months after the rajah had taken 
the field against the English, at the head 
of a thousand men he was killed in tat­
tle. A month later his palace was cap­
tured, looted of such treasure as the sol­
diers fancied and then destroyed by fire 
and explosion. The treasure room was 
found by the soldiers but it was empty. 
From some of the servants it was learned 
how and when the wealth had been re­
moved, but it could not be searched for 
until the rebellion had been put down. 
During the mutiny the soldiers were per­
mitted to look right and left, but when 
peace came the government reserved the 
right to search for all treasure hidden 
away. But little had ever been written 
on this subject, though it is a fact beyond 
cavil that money, gems and other things 
valued at tens of millions of dollars, were 
recovered and turned into -the govern­
ment treasury.

No Sooner was the civil government at 
Gwalior in working -order than a party 
in charge of an official was started out to 
search for the rajah’s treasure. By this 
time not a soldier or servant who knew 
anything about the matter could be found. 
It was simply known that the party had 
gone away to the northwest. After several 
days’ search the treasure hunters came 
upon the ruins, and thinking the spot to 
be a likely place they began work. Here 
was a space of half a mile square of stand­
ing and fallen walls, with trees and bush­
es and vines growing in the greatest pro­
fusion, and a thousand safe spots in 
which to hide the treasure. The party
which numbered 4 Englishmen and 60 
natives, went to work, howéver, and it 
was five months before they quit in des­
pair. They reported to’ the government 
that it would take a thousand men fully 
two years to clean away the debris.

Soon after it had become generally 
known that the party had given up the 
search a native was arrested at Delh 
charged with the murder of two Euro­
pean women at the outbreak of the 
mutiny. When he was put on trial, an 
English ensign testified in his behalf and 
proved that it was a case of mistaken 
identity As soon as the native was re­
leased from custody he went to his pre­
server and declared he was one of rajah’s 
soldiers who took away the treasure. It 
was buried in the ruins, fie said; and 
when the work had been finished the ra­
jah gave the party several bottles of wine 
to drink to his health; This wine was 
poisoned. Every man who partook of it 
except this one died within two hours. 
He was made very ill and stimulated 
death to escape the rajah’s dagger.

When the cold blooded ruler departed, 
leaving the dead to be devoured by beasts 
of prey, the sole survivor crawled away, 
and after a time recovered and made good 
his escape. He fought against the Eng­
lish to the last, but was ready to divide 
the hidden treasure with the man who 
had saved his life. Jbst at this time the 
government offered 25 per cent to finders 
of the treasure, and the officer and na­
tive proceeded to Jeypore and made up a 
party. In due time fhey reached .the 
ruins, but only to find the treasure gone. 
The native pointed out the spot where it 
had been concealed, and there was no 
doubt of liis veracity, but someone had 
removed the wealth. As it had been 
taken away during the war it was almost 
useless to hope for a clew, but the native 
declared he would devote the remainder 
of his days to following the matter up.

_ It was - three years before anything 
more was learned of the rajah’s treasure.. 
Then a native who was confined in prison 
at Lucknow for theft told a story which 
later on reached the ears of ^pfremment 
officials. During the last six months of 
the war the regiment to which he belong­
ed was encamped for some days near the 
old ruins. Nearly all the natives had 
come to realize that the English rule 
would soon be restored, and this man and 
five comrades decided to desert their col­
ors and make their the east. Be­
lieving they would be pursued if they 
started off across the country, they se­
creted themselves- among the ruins until 
their comrades . marched away. They 
clambered over walls and stone heaps and 
crept amid vines and bushes until reach­
ing the center of the ruins and finding a 
hiding place. In removing some of the 
debris for their own convenience they 
came across the treasure, which was in 
teak wood and iron boxes.

Here .was the ransom of the greatest 
king in the world to be divided among six 
soldiers, not one of whom had ever been 
possessed of S25 at once in- his life, but 
yet the devil of avarice soon entered into 
all hearts. In making a division of the 
spoil they quarrelled, and ■ within five 
minutes of the first hot words three of 
them lay dead. The three survivors were 
content that their shares had doubled but 
the question was what to do with the 
treasure. They could carry only a few 
handfuls of it away on their persons, even 
if they could find purchasers in these 
turbulent times. After remaining in se­
clusion for two weeks and at a time when 
the neighborhood was clear of troops the 
treasure was carried a distance of nine 
miles toward the Ganges and reburied it 
in a thicket. The three men started for 
Delhi, each having a few of the gems with 
them, hut within a week they were cap­
tured by mutineers and two of them shot 
down. The third was saved by influence 
and joined tho troops and served to the 
end of the war. He was Lucknow enlist­
ing a party to go after the treasure when 
he committed a robbery and was sentenc­
ed to jail for a year.

The government lost no time in inves­
tigating this eitory. The prisoner retold 
it to officials and added such detail as 
made it plain that he was telling the 
truth. He was promised a pardon and 
10 per rent of the value of the 
treasure, for acting as guide, and he 
led a party straight to the spot. The hole 
where the treasure had been buried was 
speedily found, but of the geurs and 
jewels not one remained. The despoilers 
had in time been despoiled.

It was a year before another clew was. 
found, and then it came through a wo­
man. She was the wife of a ryot or far­
mer, and from a hiding place in the thick­
et had seen the three soldiers bury the 
boxes and caskets. Her husband was in 
rebel army, and after a few weeks, find­
ing the soldiers did not return for their 
booty, she dug it up and rebuilded it in 
one of the cultivated fields. Her hus­
band was killed in battle, aid. at the 
close of the war, when bands of natives 
were riding about and plundering right 
and left, her hut was one dtyy visited by a 
band of six scoundrels who threathened 
her life. Being greatly terrified by their 
actions, she told them of the treasure, 
aud they were speedily in possession of 
it. They decided to convey it down the 
Ganges by buçt. It was token to the 
river on horses by night, and instead of 
purchasing a craft they seized one by 
force and murdered the crew of three 
men.' This craft, with the six robbers on 
board, was seen by various parties during 
the next four days, but it was.a month 
later before the government got track of 
it. Every effort was then made to dis­
cover what had become of the men and 
their plunder.

It was found that the boat had reached 
Allahabad, where two men went ashore 
to purchase supplies, and she was again 
seen by various parties 30 miles below 
the city. Then all traces of her were 
lost. Every seaport was watched and 
every dealer in gems notified, but it was 
months before any new developments 
took place. Then a villainous looking 
native offered some diamonds and rubies 
for sale in Bombay and was arrested. He 
had on his person about $50,000 worth of 
unset gems. For several weeks he refused 
any explanations, but at length he con­
fessed that he was the leader of the gang 
who got the treasure from the woman.

After passing Allahabad they started to 
divide the treasure. As- all were grasping 
and avaricious a quarrel arose, and in the 
height of this quarrel the boat ran upon a 
snag and received such damage that she 
soon filled and went down. Five of the 
men and all the treasure except that

found on this man went to the bottom in 
40 feet of water. The fellow stubbornly 
refused to name the locality or to go with 
the party, and after a few weeks died in 
prison of fever A dozen different part­
ies searched for the wreck at much trouble 
and expense, but it had been covered by 
mud or sand and could not be found. 
Of the vast treasures of the rebel rajah, 
computed on good authority at from $17, 
000,000 to 20,000,000, the trifling amount 
found on the robber^was alone recovered. 
Only last year a party under orders of the 
government made a new attempt to dis­
cover the wreck, but after a search of four 
months it gave up in despair.

CUT THIS OUT

WHOLESALE MURDER.

In one of the American papers not long 
ago, there appeared a cartoon which, to 
my mind, was very striking. Two char­
acters were standing face to face. One 
was the “Unspeakable Turk." He was 
clothed in the garb of his countrymen— 
knives and pistols were sticking in his 
belt, and his hand grasped the well 
known cim'eter, which all the while drip­
ped with blood. The other -we would 
have known by his bloated face and fiend­
ish smile to be that of the liquor dealer. 
In his hand was clasped a more dangerous 
weapon—a bottle with whiskey written 
across it—for did it not drip with the 
blood of souls? As he brandishes it. in 
the air he says: “You have slain your 
thousands; but I mÿ tens of thousands.”

If we could bring together all who have 
been slain by strong drink since the crea­
tion of tfe world to the present time, 
what a Numberless host would there be 
assembled. If they have been murdered 
someone must have murdered them; and 
our law says that, he who is guilty of that 
crime must suffer death. We shall take 
this man slayer, as we have him in the 
liquor dealer, and bring him to the gal­
lows; so that he may expiate his" crime 
with his own life. Shall we? Oh ! no. 
He lias paid for the privilege of killing. 
By a large sum of money he has purchas­
ed a document which reads: “licensed to 
kill."

Men speak, with horror, of a time when 
the so-called Christian church became so 
corrupt, that a person by paying a certain 
sum of money might purchase the right to 
do wrong. We can scarcely believe that 
the time existed. But Wherein is there a 
difference between the case of the liquor 
dealer and those that were favored during 
the time I speak of? I tell you, sir, that 
the license system is the modern indul­
gence, cursed of God and of all right 
thinking men.

Rev. C. H. Spurgeon said, at one, time, 
that he was not a believer in special pun­
ishments for special sins; but he was a be­
liever in national punishments for nation­
al crimes. We have only to look at his­
tory for confirmation of this truth. Look 
at Rome. For years she prospered until 
her eagle wings were spread over the 
greater part of the then civilized world, 
but she fell. It was because the true 
Roman had ceased to exist. She was 
“overcome of evil” and God punished 
her. Babylon, a city five times m large 
as London and corresponding stong, stood 
for many years the pride of the monarch. 
This was the city which brought forth the 
boast of the mighty ruler himself, when 
he said: “Is not this great Babylon 
which I have builded.” We are familiar 
with the story of the fall. The historian 
gives the reason why: “The Babylonians 
were given much to wine and to the 
things which follow intoxication.”

I lift up the warning voice. God has 
visited nations with His displeasure in 
the past, and unless we abandon the 
wholesale butchery, which is going on in 
our country,, God will visit us. Remem- ' 
ber it is done sanctioned by our law. If 
you are not a believer in God, then you 
may have it this way, you are “tempting 
fate."

But says someone none of mine have 
been murdered in this way. That is why 
you are not interested. You have heard 
the story of the poor colored boy who was 
drowned. No one seemed interested. 
No one seemed to know who he • was. 
After a time a poor colored women rush­
ed up and said, ' “Was he about twelve 
years old?” Yes. Oh! the look of agony 
as the truth- was forced upon her that the 
boy was her own. Gladly would I im­
press upon you, that every drunken boy 
is some i<oor mother’s son. In the name 
of humanity, for the love which you have 
for your fellows, I plead with you, 
mothers and fathers, to awake from your 
slumbers and attempt to saveffor we must 
wipe out this stain upon our national life. 
By so doing the “pearly gates of glory" 
shall be opened wide, and angelic hosts 
shall sing songs of victory, for then shall 
we be nearer, much nearer the time, 
“when the kingdom of the world shall be­
come the kingdom of the Lord and His 
Christ.”
“Pray while ye work and labor while ye

pray;
Brave hearts and hands keep struggling

for the right,
E’en now a rosy gleam breaks through the

frowning night.
The harbinger of dawn—of victory and

day.”
WHERE ARE YOU? ,•

Let every man realize that there is no 
neutral ground for him to stand on in this 
great matter of reform. “Those that are 
not with us are against us.” Those that 
are not helping us are hindering us; and 
let them not dare to make any professions 
of being on our side, for we know where 
they are. Grant and others —professing

to be temperance men—when speaking 
against prohibition use the same argu­
ments that are used by the liquor party.

Useful to Know.

Mutton suet is one of the simple reme­
dies which should have an honored place 
in every family’s medicine closet. For 
chapped hands and lips, or for cuts and 
bruises it is always useful. The suet may 
be procured at the butcher’s and tried out 
at home, and while still warm, poured in­
to little jars or moulds to cool. Taro out 
and wrap in tinfoil. Camphor icé may 
also be made by melting a small piece of 
camphor gum with the suet.

Dairy and Creamery.

It is a good plan to milk into a pail 
whose top has a- brass netting strainer fit­
ted into it, one that can be removed at 
pleasure. This catches the coarsest of 
the particles that will fall into milk in 
spite of all precautions. - But after this 
preliminary straining the milk should 
again l>e strained; the second time through 
three thicknesses of cheesecloth.

Three thicknesses of cheesecloth makes 
the best milk strainer. Do not use a 
flannel cloth. Flannel is an animal fab­
ric, and such is not nice to strain milk 
through.

A MAN WITHOUT FEAR
INTERESTING SKETCH OF THE BOER 

PRESIDENT AS A MAN.

Anecdotes Which Illustrate His Person­
ality us no Estimate of Another Can 

Do Ills Persistence Under Pain and 

In Very Trying Moments.

Kruger’s Christianity is not one 
which he reserves tor the pulpit—far 
from it. He carries his religion -about 
Wibn him, and there are plenty of well- 
authenticated stories about him to 
show that his life whs a fair reflection 
of his faith. For instance, he once 
saw ft Kafiir struggling in the river, 
whi'_• other Kufiii s stood on shore as 
spectators- At once he jumped in foi- 
thé puiptae of saving his life. But the 
bl-v-tc man lost his head, and grappled 
Krtif rr with such vi- lence as to render 
it more than probable that both would 
drown together. Ktuger was a splen­
did swimmer, and vas able to- remain 
a very long time under water. On this 
occa: ion he could only rid himself ot 
the h antic black by total imersion, and 
so "ii- remained i.uder water for a 
period of time which thoroughly alarm­
ed those who witnessed the perform­
ance. hut at last ho emerged upon the 
surface—without die Kaffir.

Another instance it Kruger's readi­
ness to suffer in the place of another 
oc.-tuled during the troubles with the 
Ovai-ge Free State. Its President,
Borshoff, had made prisoner some
Transvaal burghers,. who had been 
uni.i- his (xciuge*-'-) orders. In the 
language-of Krug-- "s friend, who was 
present: "Whçn hearing this, the Pre­
sident at once saddled his horse and 
rod? to the Orange Free State as
quid ,y as possible, informing Mr.
Bost-.noff that he ought to set those men 
free and hold hi-n (Kruger) instead; 
that those men had merely carried out 
the orders given by himself as sub- 
cormrandant of Frelorius. This was 
about 1857.” It cedninly is not common 
in modern war fir an officer to offer 
him- elf a ransom for the men wno 
have been taken t tisoners while act­
ing under orders.

Th- President h#,s a violent temper, 
and his old friends think that of late 
years he has had increasing difficulty 
in restraining it. But quickly as he is 
routed, so quicklv does his passion 
cool again; and no man more frankly 
asks forgiveness f >v a wrong commit­
ted. One day in 1831 Kruger and his 
Mi’.ister of State, Dr. Leyds, had a 
sharp altercation. Strong language 
was used, for the minister too is a 
man of emotion. At length matters 
came to such a pitch of passion that 
Krujtr burst out with these words: 
"One of us must get out.” Of course 
Leyds said, "Then of course, I am the 
one to maek way," with which he took 
his list and went n-!me, supposing that 
his career in the Transvaal was at an 
end. , f

I.i the middle of the afght came a 
rap at the door of Dr. Leyds, and in 
walked the President. He had saddled 
his horse and co.ne over by himself, 
explaining that he rad been unable to 
sleep and had came to say that he 
had been in the wrong and to ask Dr. 
Leyds that what bid passed might be 
completely buried. This s’tory Dr. 
Leyds told me to illustrate -.the Pre­
sident’s generous nature, knd, above 
all, his mastery of himself.

Kruger is a strict member of the 
Independent Congregational Church. 
But he is not on that account intoler­
ant. -When Dr. Leyds was first asked 
to become Secretary of State he de­
clined on thç ground that he was not 
of the eame religious faith as the Pre­
sident, but Kruger at once disposed 
of this idea. "If you are an honorable 
and able public servant, I shall never 
ask you. what your religious views 
are.” This was a very strong conces­
sion for a man of Kruger’s convictions. 
This generosity of Kruger is notable 
In his political life. He fights heart 
and soul for the success of his mea­
sures, but when the majority has de­
cided he loyally abides by its decision, 
and works with it as though it were 
his own. In this way Kruger has 
steadily increased the volume of politi­
cal followers, and commanded respect 
frc-m even his enemies.

Kruger- wap shooting one day when 
his gun exploded and blew away part 
of his thumb. The. surgeon to whom 
Kruger finally submitted the case 
found that the flesh had begun to 
mortify, and advised amputating the 
arm half-way up. But Kruger said 
he could not afford to lose his arm, for 
then .he would no longer l»e able to 
handle his rifle. Then the doctor said 
that Kruger should at least allow him 
to cut off his left hand. But even this 
was too much for Kruger. The sur­
geon thereupon told Kruger that he 
would have nothing whatever to do 
with the case, and left. Kruger then 
got his jack-knife and sharpened it 
carefully, so that it became as sharp 
as a. razor. He then laid his thumb 
upon a stone and himself cut off its 
extreme joint. But, to his great cha­
grin, the flesh would not heal at that 
point, as putrefaction had gone al­
ready too far. Again he laid his hand 
upon the stone, and this time carefully 
cat away all the flesh about and above 
the second joint of the thumb, and 
this time the flesh hearted and his hand 
was spared. He now uses his loft in­
dex finger as a thumb, and seizes 
emaH objects between the first two 
fingers of that hand-

Dr. Leyds almost capped this anec­
dote by telling me that while in Lisbon 
Kruger had a toothache, and paced up 
and down the room, seek’ng relief in 
vain. At last he quietly pulled out his 
penknife and cut the tooth out of his 
jaw by patience and persistence. What 
can such a man know of fear?—what 
can be to him srueh things as nervesl

It is gratifying to recall now that 
of all the stories I have heard about 
the Transvaal President, not one in­
dicates that he is cruel or vindictive or 
untruthful. Men of all political 
opinions unite in acknowledging his 
courage, his good sense, his honesty, 
his patience, and a host of other estim­
able qualities. If some member of his 
family had collected but a tithe of the 
good things -he has said, I have no 
doubt we should have to-day a volume 
of table-talk replete with rough wit 
end homely wisdom—another Martin 
Luther.—From “White Man's Africa," 
by Poultney Bigelow, in Harper’s 
Magazine for December.

to and include these diseases. ’ “

Dr. Oronhyatekha, the Supreme Chief 
Ranger of tfie Independent Order of For­
esters, is now on his way to Europe to 
enjoy rest and at the same time to super­
intend arrangements for the introduction 
of the order into new fields. The doctor 
will be absent about four montlis.

The Halifax Echo of Feb. 14 says: John 
McMillan, of Isaac's Haehot, arrived in 
the city Saturday evening with a fine 
yhrick of gold, the result of three weeks? 
mining and milling at the Hurricane 
Point gold mine. From 186 tons of rock 
in that time 263 ounce» of gold was ex­
tracted. Had the company crushed a 
month they would have made a record, 
but the organization meeting of the Com­
pany takes place on Wednesday and it 
was thought desirable 6» have a brick of 
gold there for the encouragement of the 
stockholders. The brick and samples of 
quartz were being shown at George A. 
Pyke’s office this morning. Many people 
saw them and were well satisfied with the 
operations of the newly incorporated con­
cern.

There is nothing new regarding the 
Maine disaster Which occurred in Havana. 
The Court of Inquiry is still iu session 
and have not given out anything regard­
ing the findings to the public. Dispatches 
from some parts of the United States say 
that Uncle Sam is preparing for war. It 
will be hard for the United States gov­
ernment to maintain peace with Spain if 
the Court of Inquiry decide that the 
Maine was destroyed by an explosion 
from outside. The relations between the 
two countriet. have not been the best these 
few months past. The trouble between 
the government at Washington and Senor 
de Lome, the Spanish minister to the 
United States, and now the blowing up of 
the Maine in Spanish waters all tend to 
create feeling of dislike between the two 
nations. The finding of the Court of In. 
quiry will be looked for with great inter­
est by all people on this continent.

LOCAL LEGISLATURE.

' Fredericton, Feb. 21.—The Lieut. 
t Governor this afternoon assented to bills 
amending the law to aid in construction 
of railways and other works, and amend­
ing an act incorporating the St. John 
Rural Cemetefy Company.

Mr. Fowler presented the petition cf 
C. O. Purdy, M. D., and ten other Monc­
ton doctors, against the bill respecting 
the science method of osteopathy.

Mr. Dunn introduced a bill amending 
the law respecting the election of church 
wardens and vestry of Trinity church, St. 
John; also, further amending incorpora­
tion act of thq Exhibition Association, St. 
John.

Mr. Emmerson said that rule 16 of the 
rules and practise of the house required 
that “a copy of the journal of the preced­
ing day, certified by the clerk of the 
House, shall be delivered each following 
day to the Lieutenant Governor." At the 
suggestion of His Honor the Governor 
and in the interest of economy he would, 
with the unanimous consent of the House, 
move that the rale be amended so that a
printed copy of the journal (the same as 
members receive) be delivered to His 
Honor instead of a written copy the work 
Of preparing the written copy cost $117 
last year and under the proposed amend­
ment this sum would be saved to the pro­
vince.

Mr. Black said he had no objection to 
the proposed ai «endment. He thought 
it was a step in tSSe-eight direction.

The St. John Globe correspondent 

writes: The government members held 
a caucus this afternoon, discussing pro­
posed amendments to the game laws. 
The members were in favor of stringent 
regulations for the protection of the 
game and some amendments were agreed 
on that will be submitted to the house at 
once. It is proposed to limit the 
number of moose, caribou and deer that a 
hunter may kill. Hereafter one moose, 
one caribou and two deer will be the lim­
it. The shooting of moose and caribou 
on the west side of the St. John river 
and in Albert county will be prohibited*. 
Foreign guides and camp followers . will 
be charged a license fee of 820 each. 
Under the present law the man shooting 
game on the last day of the séason is 
liable to a fine if it is in his possession the 
first day of the close season. It is pro­
posed to provide machinery whereby he 
will have ten days in which to dispose of 
the carcass. The law relating to part­
ridge shooting will also be amended. 
Their slaughter for market purposes will 
be prohibited for two years more and 
during only two months, October and 
November, will hunters be allowed to 
sbodt them for their own use. Other 
amendments may be made when the 
House is in committee on the bill.

26.—Mr. Carpenter, from Queens, this 
afternoon introduced the bilj of the Free 
Christian Baptists seeking toXalter their 
name by dropping the word ‘{Christian,” 
and Mr. Dibblee presented,' the bill of 
the Orserites for incorporation under the 
same name, The Free Baptists. Both 
bills will be read a second time on Satur­
day, and early next week will get before 
the committees.

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Rev. W. A. Dennett, a Man Whose Good 
Work Is Widely Known.

He Relates Events in His Career of General Interest—For 
Years He Suffered from Heart Trouble, and Frequently 
from Collapse—On One Occasion Five Doctors Were in 
Attendance—He 1^ Now Freed from His Old Enemy, 
and Enjoys the Blessing of Good Health.

From the Smith’s Falla Record.
Throughout Canada, from the /.western 

boundary of Ontario to "the Atlantic 
Ocean, there is no name moi» widely 
known in temperance and evangelistic 
work than that of the Rev. W, A. Dun- 
nett. Mr. Dtmnet haa been the Grand 
Vice-Councillor of Ontario and Quebec 
in the Royal Templars, and’ so popular is 
he among the members of thé order that 
in Montreal there is a Royal Templars 
council named “Dunnett Council” in his 
honor. For more than ten years Mr. 
Dunnett has been going from place to 
place pursuing his good work, sometimes 
assisting resident ministers, sometimes 
conducting a series of gospel temperance 
meetings independently, but always labor­
ing for the good of his fellows. While in 
Smith’s Falls, a few months ago in con­
nection with his work he dropped into 
the Record office for a little visit with the 
editor. During the conversation the Re­
cord ventured to remark that hie dutifes 
entailed an enormous amount of hard 
work. To this Mr. Dunnett assented, 
but added that in his present physical 
condition he was equal to any amount of 
hard work. But it was not always so, be 
said, and then he gave the writer the fol­
lowing little personal history, with per­
mission to make it public. He said that 
for the past thirteen years he had been 
greatly troubled with a pain ‘in the region 
af his heart, from which he was unable 
to get any relief. At times it wits’» dull, 
heavy pain, at others sharp and severe. 
Oftentimes it rendered him unfit for his 
engagements, and at all times it made it 
difficult to move.

.The law committee did not meet this

In the public accounts committee the 
Provincial Secretary produced a return 
asked for by Mr. Pinder the other day 
showing particulars of the 843,497 which 
was received after the 31st October and 
included in the Auditor General’s state­
ment as receipts of the last fiscal year 
ending on that date. The return sinifjly 
showed amounts received Under the 'dif­
ferent heads, such as stumpage, liquor 
licenses, etc.; 837,337 of this amount was 
made up in stumpage dues. Mr. Pinder 
wanted further details, in particular the 
names of those who paid in since the 
close of the year, and also the names of 
those who were still in arrears for stump- 
age. *

The secretary promised to furnish the 
information.

The item of public printing was discus­
sed at some length.

Mr. Sumner made the statement that 
he could get the printing done for 86,000 
a year less than it cost the province last 
year, and urged strongly that all provin­
cial printing be put up to tender.

The municipalities committee had two 
St. John bills before them this mortiing 
and decided to recommend both to tb^e 
House. One was the bill to authorize as­
sessment to meet the expenses of the 
Sexagenary celebration and the other re­
lating to assessment, for water supply, 
and authorizing the board of management 
of the Department of Public Works in 
making up assessment for water supply 
to adopt as far as may be applicable the 
valuatian for real estate made by the 
board of assessors in the year in which 
such assessment of water supply is made.

Prof. Woodbridge, superintendent of 
the Deaf and Dumb Institute, with G. F. 
Gregory and G. T. Whelpley, waited on 
the government this nieming and asked 
for a special grant for a new building for 
the Institute, and an additional annual 
grant for its maintenance. The executive 
promised consideration.

Frills of Fashion.

Necties of tulle, chiffon and cream net 
are a very fashionable addition to both 
dressy and plain gowns.

These are cut in odd 
squares and points and narrow double 
bands edged with narrow.- lace, which 
turn down over the edges of the dress 
collar and are sewn on a straight band of 
lawn, which is basted inside.

Gathering Butter.

Oftentimes both the farmer’s wife and 
professional dairymen experience consid­
erable trouble in gathering the butter in­
to a solid mass, even after it appears in 
the churn in small granules and' floats 
about in the buttermilk. The usual plan 
is to manipulate with thq "dash until the 
butter can be removed from the churn 
in a more or less compact form. Thus 
treated it too often presents a greasy ap­
pearance, and by the time the usual wash­
ing and the proper quantity of salt is 
well worked in, the granules are mostly 
broken, and the result is that the output 
is marketed at a low price. Very much 
of this trouble can be avoided by a simple 
process, easily understood, and within 
the reach of all. As soon as the butter 
appears and the process of gathering is 
about to take place, then, for an eight 
pound churning, pour gradually over the 
floating butter in the chiymt wo gallons of 
cold water in which a teacup of fine alt 
has just been dissolved. Let it stand for 
a moment and manipulate with ithe dash 
as in the usual manner in completing the 
churning, and the chances are the bptter 
will be well gathered and in unbroken 
granules. The reason is that the water 
containing the salt increases the density 
or pacific gravity of the buttermilk, caus­
ing the granules to rise to the surface. It 
also hardens them, removing a certain 
substance or coating from their surface 
allowing them to readily unite under 
pressure such as obtained by the use of 
the dash or revolving churn. Butter 
gathered by this process is much firmer, 
better granulated, and consequently bet­
ter flavored. The only Objection to be 
offered is the addition of salt to the but­
termilk ; but for feeding purposes, if ad­
ded to the swill or house slops, no ill ef­
fects to the swine are ever observed. 
When fed to the hogs at clover pasture, 
the action of salt removes all danger from 
bloat by sinlply increasing their desire 
for drink.

Egg gems are an acceptable way of us­
ing up very small pieces of cooked meat 
or jwultry one may have at hand. Chop 
the meat finely and add to it half its quan­
tity of stale bread crumbs. Season well 
with butter, salt and pepper and make 
the mixture slightly moist with sweet 
milk. Butter shallow gem cups and till 
them three-quarters full with the mixture 
and then carefully break an egg on the 
top of each one. Sprinkle the eggs light­
ly with salt and pepper, some fine cracker 
dust and a few bits of • butter, and bake 
from eight to ten minutes in a hot oven 
and serve at ojee.

It is unquestionably the tendency of 
the times in this particular decade of the 
Victorian era to strengthen, in every pos­
sible way, the position of woman, and 
one may look long and vainly nowadays 
for that tame acquiescence in destiny 
which was such a marked characteristic of 
the gentler sex when the century was 
younger. The fact is that women no

Leaves and Out Straw.

There is one point of advantage in the 
use of cut straw or leaves which largely 
influences laying in winter,, and that is 
warmth retained in the poultry House. 
It is not that these materially create 
warmth, but they keep the winds from 
coming in along the floor, and as they al­
so absorb dampness they prevent the set­
tling of moisture on the walls. Let any 
one go into a stable or stall that has four 
or five inches or more of leaves on the 
floor, and the stall will be found warmer 
and more comfortable than one having the 
floor bare. .

How I>ieulafoy Lend. Piquancy to Parl- 
. I an Life

There are but three or four ladies 
In France who have availed themseives 
of the benefits of that law which pro­
vides that women may wear male at­
tire on obtaining a permit from tile 
authorities, which can be hud for a 
merely nominal fee If valid reasons 
are given why the applicant wishes to 
wear male garments. ' Among these 
few ladles, Miadame Dieulafvv, the 
wife of the well-known explorer and 
orientalist, is certa.hly the most .n- 
teresting. Like Lady Burton she .ac­
companied her htisbanu on his voy­
ages and in order to avoid the un­
pleasantness always experienced by wo­
men when traveling in Oriental couo* 
tries, as well as for better protection, 
she adopted boy’s clothing at that time, 
being of a very slight. build. While 
Lady Burton on her return into civil­
ized countries resumed the garb of liet 
sex, the French tnaveler kept up tier 
habit of wearing the. male costume 
she bad grown fond of, and In it she 
is to-day frequently s^en in the liter 
ary and scientific society of Paris.

Not long- ago a German journ-Ust 
requested an Interview of Madame 
Dioulafoy, whom he had never se.-n, 
and received a very gracious reply to 
call the next day,. He must evidently, 
have been under the lmpreas.on that 
she only wears male attire when go­
ing out, and thitt she, like all ethers 
of her sex, would prefer the Soft 
gowns, now so much in use by Paris­
iennes at their homes: When entering 
her, boudoir, a charming room with a 
wainscoting of old oak and blue cloth 
draperies, he beheld a rather small
gentleman stretched In -an easy chair 
with the feet toward the open giate, 
in which a log fire was bumiag 
briskly. , The reporter became con­
fused at" seeing an apphtently young 
man, where he had expected to meet a 
lady of mature years, and stammered: 
“Beg pardon, sir, I requested the hon­
or of meeting Madame Bleulafoy!”

She wore pa­
tent leather shoes of the broad-heded 
English pattern. Her brown hair was 
cut short and brushed back smoothly 
like those of a man am? not curly like 
those of a mannish woman. Her face 
was rather pale but .expressive, and 
her piercing grey eyes seemed to 
penetrate into the inmost recesses ■.! 
mine. I have seen many chess play­
ers who leok like her, sttll there was 
nothing theatrical or constrained
about her. While I was perplexed and 
could not even speak coherently, she, 
like a true woman of the world, kept 
up the conversation in order not to let 
me feel that she noticed my surprise. 
She was very much at home in her pe­

He looked at the 
card, then at the strange couple, fin­
ally he turned to the door In dismay 
and called in: “The two Messieurs 
Dieulafoy," much to the amusement 
of everybody who knew them.

THE VIOLIN’S FORM

rtltiTORY SHOWS IT HAS REMAINED 
THE SAME THRO’ CENTURIES

THk Cuban Trocba.
The war reports from Cuba have a 

great deal to say about the trocna. 
It is a new term in military scien-Oï, 
and there is more or less confusion in 
the public mind as to what it means. 
In a general way it signifies a strate­
gic line across a given scope of terri­
tory, separating one army from an­
other. The line in the present in­
stance extenus from Havana to the 
southern coast of the Island, and its 
original purpose was to divide the in­
surgent forces, part of which were In 
the western portion of tne island un­
der Maceo, and the rest in*.the east­
ern portion under Gomez and Garcia. 
It consists principally of a barbiCi- 
wire fence 3 feet 6 inches high, with 
sentinel detachments immediately be­
hind it. And about forty yards back 
o£ it is a trench three feet wide and 
four feet deep, with a breastworks 
of palmetto logs; and fifty yards fur­
ther beck are log houses in which the 
troops are quartered. The number of 
soldiers required to guard the whole 
line is about 15,000. It was Gen. Wey- 
ler’s idea of comprehensive and ef­
fective strategy, and he is said to be 
very proud of it—St. Louis Globe. 
Democrat. _______

Bran a Substitute For Coal.
Because of the excessive rates charg­

ed for coal, various schemes are con­
cocted throughout the State of South 
Dakota to secure some soi t of a sub­
stitute for coal. The roller mill at 
Kimball, that Stale, is doing Its share 
toward beating the coal trust, bran In­
stead of coal being utilized for fuel. As 
it would be impossible to feed the fur­
nace in the ordinary way without end­
less toil, Engineer Pérkins inx ented 
an ingenious contrivance that feeds 
the bran to the fire-box automatically. 
The contrivance holds the steam ^auge 
to 80 pounds for hours at a time wnn- 
out regulating.

The violin consists of three parts, 
the neck, .the tame and tne sounding 
Iio«ad. The strings are tuned In tfttha, 
the compass of tne Instrument exceed­
ing three octaves. Tne violin assum­
ed its present shape in tne beginning 
of the seventeenth century. Many at­
tempts have been made to lmpiove 
upon the original Inca, but it is signi­
ficant Chat tue oldest violins ttre ever 
regarded as the .best. The Instru­
ments manufactured by the Amati, 
Stradivarius ana Guarnerlus families 
of Cremona are especially celebiated.

Stradivarius, or more properly.. An­
tonin Stradivari, the great vioilo- 
m&ker, was born In 164s and died in 
17.17. Almost the whole of his life was 
passed In Cremona, Italy, where, in 
his gloomy workshop, he spent his 
days and nioet of his nights. He 
was in early Ufe a workman in ibe 
violin factory of Amati, asio a famous 
vlollnmaker, and there learned his 
trade. Evidence of his wc-rkmanshlp 
is thought to appear In many of the 
Amati violins, which become the 
more valuable. from that circum­
stance. The violins made by Stradi­
varius in his prime differ in many par­
ticulars from those of previous makers 
Though the differences, in themselves, 
seem trilling, the sum was sufficient 
to being the violins of this celebrated 
maker into the highest repute, even 
In his own time, and no subsequent 
maker, has been able to effect any im­
provement in the manufacture of this 
delicate instrument. The secret of 
the superior excellence of a genuine 
Stradivarius violin is believed to b = 
partly In the wOod employed, partly 
in the outlines and partly In the fin­
ish, said to be a secret composition. 
The greatest Improvements he effect­
ed were in the bridge, which,- before 
his time, was made almost at hap­
hazard, and In'fixing the exact shapi 
of the sound holes and their position 
In the instrument. His violins, in his 
own time, were sold for four leuis d’or, 
in England for £4. Nearly a tuousand 
violins from his factory are known to 
exist, and he made a great many kits, 
lyres, mandolins, theorbos, lutes and 
guitars. His instruments are very un­
equal, some being too weak to bear 
the pressure of the bow in playing, 
but a genuine Stradivarius of good 
quality has been known to change 
hands at from $2000 to $3000.

The name of Amati was borne by a 
large family of vtoUnmakers at Cre­
mona, in Italy, during the sixteenth 
and seventeenth centuries. Cremona 
was at that time the heart of a rich 
agricultural district Bind had many 
wealthy churches and monasteries. It 
was, therefore, a greate musical and 
artistic center, ana for two centuries 
enjoyed almost a monopoly of the 

: manufacture not only of violins but 
of violas, violoncellos; basses, mando­
lins. guitars and other stringed instru­
ments. The Ajnatls were the founders 
of violinmaking In Cremona, and one 
of the most famous of the family was 
Nicola or Nicolo. Cremona continued 
to be famous for its violins till about 
1760, the names of Stradivari, Guarneri, 
Landolfl and ySerafin being almost as 
famous as that of Amati. The value 
of the violin depends altogether on 
its qualities and in no degiee on the 
name of the maker, nor on ornamenta­
tion. There Is a combien superstition 
that* every violin bearing the name of 
one of the great Ciemona makeis Is 
a treasure from that circumstance 
alone, but the fact is that the violins 
of Cremona are very unequal, and 
while some are practically pricelesss, 
others are worthless save bis curios; 
not a few, even of those made by 
Amati and Stradivari, being too weak 
to bear the strain incident upon the 
high pitch of the present day.

Why, it may be asked, was the vio­
lin called a fiddle? The violin Is taid 
to be the modem form of the viola da. 
bracclo, a small viol supported on the 
arm. It differed from the true viol 
in having the back as well as the 
front arched, in the number of strings 
and in various technical points. Ear­
lier than the viol were the trouba­
dour’s instruments known variously 
as gleges, crowds, rebecks and fldels. 
They were rested on the shoulder and 
played with deeply curved bows, and 
were much smaller than the modem 
violin. Originally they were so small 
that they produced only shrill notes, 
fit to accompany boys' voices; to get 
deeper tones for men's voices larger 
instruments were used, and from them 
came the viols. Bind from the viols 
the violin was refined. The name fid­
dle, though now used almost always 
contemptuously or humorously, is the 
proper English name for the violin. 
The word comes from the middle 
Latin vltula, a fiddle, and it is found 
also in the Teutonic languages in 
various forms.

Paganini wbis the mbst remarkable 
genius with the violin that the world 
ever knew. His technique was some­
thing wonderful, but mere technique
would neveir have accomplished the 
results he obtained, nor would It have 
thrown the musical world into spasms 
of admiration as he did. The ac­
counts of his playing seem almost in­
credible. With the first note the audi­
ence was spell-bound and remained 
so to the last. From the violin he 
drew tones which were unsuspected 
to exist, and- invented and played pas­
sages believed to be impossible. Moor? 
said: “Paganint can play divinely,
and does so for a minute or so, then 
come his tricks and surprises, his bow- 
in convulsions, his enharmcniiTs like 
the mewing of an expiring cat." The 
main technical features of Paganini's 
playing were his unfailing intonations, 
his wonderful rapidity and a command 
never equalled of harmonics. He was 
wonderfuly tricky, however, and of­
ten accomplished effects not under­
stood even by experts, by tuning his 
violin in a different manner from that 
usually employed. A certain trick 
passage running up two octaves while 
holding B flat seems to be impossible 
to the ordinary violinist, but, It is said, 
by tuning a semi-tone higher the pas­
sage presents no unusual difficulty. 
He never allowed anyone to hear him 
tune his violin, and when professional 
people attempted to solve the problem 
of his playing by requesting him to 
play in private ho invariably contriv­
ed, in some way or other, to disappoint 
their expectations. The secret of his 
execution died with him, and he has 
never been equalled as a violinist.
