GRIT TRADE PRINCIPLES.
One of the greatest fundamental
principles to which the Grils have
committed themsclves is the building
up and encouragement of foreign
manufacturies at the expense of those
of their own country. They.do not
believe that the proper way for a
Government to *‘develop or propagate
riches in a country” is to protect and
encourage manufacturies that . will
give profitable employment to ils
people and keep them in the country.
They believe in the trade piinciple
which makes a ‘“‘slanghter house” of
acountry for the bewefit of foreign
manufacturers at the expense of their
own as'it gives the masses of the
people cheap goods; but they forget
that the carrying out of that very
trade principle briugs alout a stagna~
tion of trade which not only runins
the-home manufactaries, bul leaves
the masses without employment and
.consequently without the means to
purchase the cheap goods, which, nn-
der proteetion, they found no diffi-
culty inbuying although they were
far dearer. In theeyes of our Gri'
trade politicians, the policy which the
British Government pursued for four
bundred years and which alune built
up the magnificent cloth and woolen
manufacturics of that country and
made them not only seli-sustaining
but able 1o compete in the markern
of thé world with the famous looms
of Flanders,was decidedly wrong. In
the opinion ot these wire and far
seeing politicians, the Briish Gov:
ernment should not have encouraged
the immigration of Flemmish werk:
men into England for the purpose ot
establishing cloth and woolen manu-
facturies,neither should it have prim
hibited the exportation of British wool
to Flanders and the contineut and
farther protected the infant industrie
established by these men by the lavye
ing of a heavy tariff on all cloth and
woolen goods imported into the
country. By following a trade policy
diametrically opposite to that pro-
pounded by our Grit free traders and
exactly the same in principle as that
of the National Policy of the present
Dowminion Government, it fostered,
cherished and protected the cloth and
woolen manufacturies of England,
No doubt our astnte and :farsseeing
Grit political and trade economists

are ready to declare that this branch}

of English industry would have lived
and flourished, if; at the time it was
first planted in the coumtry, it had
not been cherished and protected by
the Government? It they do they
are gricvunsly mistaken, for notwithe
standing. all. the foslering protection
i’ received, it bad for many yeiirs a
hard and a difficult strugg'e to exist
by cumpeting with the foreign pro-
ductions, which, notwithstanding
the high duty lcvied upon them,were
still imported and sold in England.
And it was not until ccnturies bad
passed,during which this trade strug:
gle was kept up between the foreign
and English manutacturies that the
English manuofactarers and workmen
had not only ‘their own market to
thémselves bat were able to - compete
succesefully in the markets of the
world with their celebrated Flemieh
rivale.

The same policy that the British
Government pursued in its efforts to
establish cloth and woolen manutac-
turies in the country it also followes
when it undertook the still more dif-
ficult task of making the mannfac-
tare of silk one of the great national
industries of England. But afier a
stroggle which lasted for many years
this industry also became permanen,
tly established in England, and from
that time until 1861 when the daties
on foreign silks were taken off; tle
greater portion of the silk sold and
nsed in England was manufactured
in that country. Owing to the re.
movel of the duties on silk at that
time, the British maiket was flooded
with foreign silks, and, as a natoral
consequenee, that prosperovs and
¢hriving industry became eompletely
prostrated and thonsands of Euglish
operatives were thrown out of cm-
ployment by the failure of numorous
silk manunfacturers. Such was the
effect that Free Trade had upon the
silk manufacturies of England when
brought into competition with the
protected manufacturies of other coun-
tries and as other English manufac-
turies are just beginning to fell the
«fl:cts of England being made a

Now we sce no reason
to prevent some of the lumber mer-
chauts or mill owners of our river
taking a share in this trade and theres
by participating in the benefits tha
is to be derived from it.
