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LET THE GOVERNMENT RUN IT

While the Provincial govern­
ment (Hon. Mr. Morrissy excepted) 
appear strongly in favor of having 
the St. John Valley Railway when 
built kept out of the Intercolonial 
System, possibly with a view to 
have the new line annexed later 
on by the Canadian Pacific, the 
Government is willing to lease ar d 
operate the road as soon as built, 
as a part of the Government 
system, which would be much 
better for the public interest.

PARLIAMENT ADJOURNED

Parliament adjourned on the 
20th instant, and will take a re­
cess of about two months. The 
Reciprocity agreement is held over 
till July But if it is not killed 
in the United States Senate by the 
efforts of United States farmers 
(who seem to think that Canada 
is getting the better of the bar­
gain) it will most probably go in­
to effect before the end of this 
year, as the majority of Canadians 
both inside and outside of parlia 
ment appear to be in favor of it

ANOTHER TRANSCONTINENTAL

The Canadian Northern Rail­
way Co. (whose stock is largely 
owned by Mackenzie and Mann) 
have let contracts for their line 
from Oreawa to Toronto- Their 
line a1 ready extends from Port 
Arthur to tne Reeky Mountains 
and is being fast built through 
British Columbia between the 
Grand Trunk Pacific and the 
Canadian Pacific railways. Another 
link connects Ottawa and Quebec. 
And the Dominion Parliament has 
agreed to guarantee the bonds re­
quired to build the missing link 
from Port Arthur, to Ottawa. Then 
with the Intercolonial, there will 
be a third Transcontinental. Truly 
Canada is growing with marvellous 
rapidity.

governors and administrators of 
counties have all taken advantage 
of the land registration law, 
fathered by Diaz, to oust the com­
mon people from the land that had 
been in the possession of their 
forebears for generations. "That 
law," he says, "permitted any per­
son to go out and claim any lands 
to which the possessor could not 
prove a recorded title. Since up 
to time the land law was enacted 
it was not the custom to record 
titles, this meant all the lands of 
Mexico.” Many of the officials, 
who have profited by this un­
righteous law, have asembled es 
tates with acreages running into 
millions If these things are true 
the wonder is not that there 
should be an insurrection, but 
that it is not more general and 
active. Nor jp there reason for 
surprise at the favorable opinion 
of Mexico expressed by Canadian 
capitalists, who have secured pub­
lic franchise concessions, and have 
not hesitated to draw unfavorable 
comparisons between President 
Diaz and the premier of Ontario. 
Had the president given more 
concern to the rights and well­
being of the common people his 
long ascendency would not have 
been closing in the gloom of civil 
war.—Toronto \\ orld.

Ottawa, May 1G.—The expansion 
of the Intercolonial Railway 
through the acquisition of thirteen 
branch lines, totalling almost six 
hundred and fifty miles in length, 
is indicated bv a resolution of 
which the Minister of Railways 
has given notice. This addition, 
coupled with the two Nova Sofia 
branches which the government is 
taking power to build, will turn 
the Intercolonial from a trunk 
line to a system of trunk line end 
branches. The resolution indicates 
the intention to depart from the 
legislation of last session, which 
provided that before a branch had 
be°n taken over, it had to he up 
to the standard of the Intercolonial. 
The conditions in the notice now 
given are that the amount of 
rental shall be determined by the 
Judge of the Exchequer Court 
upon the report of the Chief 
Engineer of thè Government Rail­
ways. and the report of the De 
partniental Engineer who inspected 
the road duti-ig construction. In 
arti\ing at a valuation any sub­
sidy paid for construction is to be 
deducted. The roads fer which 
power is taken to lease for ninety 
nine years are: The Vale railroad 
of the Acadia Ccal Co., extending 
frpm New Glasgow to Thorburn, a 
distance of six miles, the Quebec 
Oriental Railway, extending from 
Matapedia to Paspebi&c, a distance 
of about one hundred miles, the 
Hampton ana St. Martins, a dis­
tance of about thirty miles; the 
Albert Railway extending from 
Salisbury to Albert a distance of 
about forty five miles; the Moncton 
and Buctouche Railway, extending 
from Moncton to Buctouche, a 
distance of about twenty-eight 
miles; the Caraquet Railway and 
Gulf Shore Railway, together ex­
tending fiom Bathurst to 
Tracadie, adistance of about eighty 
five miles; the York and Carleton 
Railway, extending from Cross 
Creek to and beyond Stanley, a 
distance of about ten miles; the 

Railway, extending 
from Campbellton to the St. John 
Valley at Leonards, a distance of 
about one hundred and thirteen 
miles; the Cape Breton Railway, 
extending from Point Tupper to 
St. Peters, a distance of about 
thirty miles, including the company 
rolling stock in each case; the 
Temiscouata Railway, extending 
from River du Loup to Connors, a
