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My dear friends : Weall read the Scrip-
tures; but of: the many who resd’ them,
how few there are who take the trouble
of thinking profoundly on what they réad.
Any one single passage of the Scriptures
represents, in a few words, a portion of
the infinite wisdom of the Almighty God.
Consequently, any one sentence of those
inspired writings should -furnish the Chris-
tian mind with sufficient, matter for
thought for many and many a long day.
Now we, Catholic priests, are obliged,
every day of our lives, in our daily office,
to recite a large portion of the divine and
inspired Word of God, in the form of
prayer. Never was there a greater mis-
take than that made by those who think
that Catholics do not read the Scriptures.
All the prayers that we, priests, have to
say—seven times a day approaching the
Almighty God-Uare &ll embodied in the’
words of the Holy Scriptures; and not
only are we obliged to recite them as
prayers, but we are obliged to make them
the subject of our daily and éar constant
thought. I purpose, in approaching this
great subject of the Attributes of Chris-
tian Charity, to put before you a text of
Scripture which many of you have, no
doubt, read over and over again— the first
verse of the Fortieth Psalm, in which the
Psalmist gays: “Blessed is the man that
understandeth concerning the needy and
the poor.” 5

Now, if you Teflect, my dear friends,
you will find that, at first sight, it seems
strange to speak of thatman as “blessed”
that understandetn concerning the needy
and the poor; there seems to be so little
mystery about them; they meet us at
every corner ;. put their wants and their
necessities before us ;-they force the sight
of their misery upon our eyes ; and the
most fastidious and the most unwilling
are obliged to look upon their sorrows,
and to hear the voice of their complaint
aud their sufferings.” What mystery is
there, then, in the ‘needy and the poor?
What mystery can there be? And yet,
in the needy, and the poor, and the
stricken, ‘there is 8o profound a mystery
that the Almighty God declared that few
men underétand it; and “blessed is he
that is able to fathom its depths.” What
is this mystery? What is this subject|
the one which I have come to explain to
you?' A deep and mysterious subject;
one that presents to us far more of the

wisdom of the designs of God than might

appear at first. What is the mystery
which is hidden in the needy and the
poor, and in which we are pronounced
“blessed” if we can only understand it
thoroughly, and, like true men, act upon
that understanding? Let me congratu-
late you, first, that, vﬁther you under-
stand this inystery orfiot, your presence
here tonight attests that you wish to act
upon it ; that yours are the instincts of
Christian charity ; that the needy and the
poor and the stricken ones of God have
only to put forth their claims to you, at
the pure hands of these spouses of our
Lord, and you are ready, in the compas-
son and the tenderness of heart which is
the inheritance of the children of Christ,
to fill their hands, that your blessings may
fiad their way to the needy and the poor.

And yet, so prompt in answering the
call of charity, perhaps it will interest
you, or instruct you, that I should invite
your consideration to this mystery. What
isit? In order to co.nprehend it, let us
reflect. The apostle St. Paul, writing to
his recently converted Christians, lays
down this great rule for themn: That, for
the Christian .an, thereare three virtues
which form the very life and essence of
his Christianity ; and these are—not the
virtues of prudence, nor of justice, nor of
high-mindedness, nor of nobleness, nor of
fortitude—no ; but they are the super-
natural virtues of Faith, Hope, and Love.
¢ Now, there remain to you, brethren,”
he says “ Faith, Hope, and Charity—these
three ; but the greatest of these is Char-
ity.” The life of the Christian, therefore,
must be the life of a believer—a “ man of
faith.” It must be a hopeful life—an an.
ticipative life—a life that looks beyond
the mere horizon of the present time ?0
the far-stretching eternity that goes be-
yond it—a life of hope; but, most of all,
it must be a life of divine love. Those
are the three elements of ths Christian
character. Nowadays, it is the fashion to
pervert these three virtues. The man of
faith is no longer the simple believer.
Faith means a bowing down of the intel-
lect to things that we cannot understand,
because they are niysteries of Go.i.  But
the idea of religion, nowadays, is to reason
and not believe. The apostle, if he were
writing to the men of "this nineteenth
century, would be obliged to say:  Breth
ren, now there remain to you -argument
and reason;’ but not faith; for faith
means, in the mind of the saine apostle,
the humbling, unto full huumiliation, of
intelligence before the mystery which
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“ Faith,” says St. Paul, “is the argument
of things that appear not.” The Catholic
Church, nowadays, is called the enslaver
of the intelligence—the incubus upon the
mind of man. And why? Because she
asks him to believe. Mind—men of in-
telligence who listen to me—because she
asks a man to believe; because she says
to him, ¢ My son, I cannot explain this
to you ; it is a mystery of God ;” and there
is no faith where there is no mystery.
Where there is the clear vision, the com-
prehensive conviction of the intelligence,
arising from argumentation and reason,
there is ng'sacrifice of the intellect—there
is no faith.

Hope, nowadays, has changed its aspect
altogether. Men put their hopes in any-
thing rather than in Christ. It is only a
few days ago I was speaking to a very in-
tellectual man. He was a Unitarian—a
man of deep learning and profound re-
search. Speaking with him of the future,
he said to me: “Oh, Father, my future is
the ennoblement of the human race; the
grandeur of the ‘coming man ;' the per-
fect development, by every scientific at-
tainment, by every grand quality that can
ennoble him, of the man who is to be
formed ot of the civilisation ind the pro-
gress and the scientific attainments of
this nineteenth century.” That was his
language ; and I answered him and said :
“My dear sir, my hope is to see Christ,
the Son of God, shining forth in all my
fellow men here, that He may shine in
them farever hereafter. I have no other
h?pe;iv t -

The charity of to-day has changed its
aspect. It has become a mere human
virtue. - It is compassionate, I grant you ;
but not with ithe coinpassion that our
Lord demandg’ from His people. ‘It is
beneyoléngy I am willing to grant you.
We live'in an age of benevolence. I bow
down before that human virtue, and 1 am
glad to behold it.

On the other hand, loudly protesting
against this spirit of our age, hich ad-
mits.the bad, and spoils the good ; which
lets in sin, and then tries to deprive of
its sacramental character the modiosm
of virtue that remains—protesting against
all this, stands the great Catholic Church
and says: “Children of men, children of
God, Faith, Hope, Charity must be the
Jife of you; but your faith and your hope
‘must be the foundation of your charity ;
for the greatest of these virtues is
charity.” H

And why? What is Faith? Faith is
an act of human intelligence ; lookingup
dor the light that cometh from on higham.
from the bosom of God, from the eternal
wisdom of God. Recognising God in that
light, faith catches a gleam of Him, and
rejoices in its knowledge. Hope is an act
of the will, striving after God, clinging to
His promises, and trying, by realizing the
conditions, to realize the glory which is
the burden of that promise. Charity,
alone, succeeds in' laying hold of God.
The God whom faith catches a glimpse of
—the (od whom hope strains after—
charity seizes and makes its own. And,
therefore, “ the greatest of these is char
ity.” When the veil shall fall from the
face of God, and when we shall behold
Him in heaven, even as He is and as He
sees us, there shall be no more faith; it
shall be absorbed in vision. When that
which we strain-after, and hope for, to-day,
shall be given us, there shall be no more
hope. It shall be lost in fruition. But
the charity that seizes upon God to-day
shall hold for all eternity. Charity, alone,
shall remain, the very life of the elect of
God. And, therefore, “the greatest of
these is charity.”

Have you faith, my beloved ?—the faith
that hunbles a man—the faith that makes
a .uan intellectually as a little child, sit-
ting down at the awful feet of the Saviour,
speaking to that child through his Church?
If you have not this faith, but if you go
groping for an argu.nent here or an argu-
ment there, trying to build upon a hu.nan
foundation the supernatural structure of
divine belief—then, I ask you, how can
you have hope? seeing that Almighty
God stands before you and says: “ With-
out faith it is iinpossible to please me;
without faith it is impossible to approach
ne; without faith you must be destroyed ;
for I have said it—and my word cannot
fail—he that believeth not shall be con-
dewmned.” Andif you have not faith and
hope, the foundation, how can you have
the_ superstructure of divine Charity?
How can we believe God unless we know
hi.n? How can we love Him unless in
proportion as we knowhim ? ¢ Oh, God,”
exclaiwed the great St. Augustine, “let
me know Thee, and know Thee well, that
I may love Thee and love Thee well !

Now, these being the three virtues that
belong to the Christian character, let us
see how far the mystery which is in the
needy and the poor enters into these con-
siderations of faith, hope, and love. Cer-
tain it is that the charity which the Al-
mighty God commands us to have—that
is to say, the love which He commands us
to have for himself—is united to the other
commandment of the love that the Chris-
tian man must have for his neighbor.
Certain alsoit is that the poorer, the more
prostrate, the more helpless that neighbor

was hidden forages with Christ in God.

18, the stronger becomes his claim upon

our love. Thirdly: it is equally certain
from the Scriptures that the charity must
not be a mere sentiment of benevolence,
a mere feeling of compassion, but it must
be the strong, the powerful hand extended
to benefit, to console, and to uplift the
stricken, the powerless, and the poor-
“For,” says St. John, “let us not love in
word, or in tongue, but in deed and in
truth.” And he adds: “He that hath
the substance of the world, ard shall see
his brother in need, and shall shut up his
bowels from him, how doth the charity of
God abide in him?” ' Therefore, your
charity must be a practical and an earnest
charity. Such being the precept of God
with respect to the needy and the poor,
let us see how far faith and hope become
the substratum of that charity which
must move us towards them. What does
faith tell us about these poor? If we fol-
low the example of the world, building
up great prisons, paying physicians, pay-
ing those whom it deems worth while to
pay for attending the poor, the sick, and
the sorrowful—if we consult the world,
building up its workhouses, immauring the
poor there as if poverty was a crime-w
separating the husband from the wife, and
the mother from her children—we seeno
trace here of divine faith. And why ?
Because divine faith must always respect
its object. - Faith is the virtue by which
we catch a gleam of God. Do we catch a
gleam of Him in His poor? If so, they
claim our veneration, tenderness,, and
love. Now, I assert that the poor of God,
the afflicted, the heart-broken, the sick,
the sorrowful, represent our Lord Jesus
Christ upon this.earth. Christ, our Lord.
declared that he would remain apon the
earth and would never leave it. # Be-
hold,” He said, “I am with you all days
unto the consummation of the wolrd.”
Now, in three ways Christ fulfllled that
promise. First of all, He fulfilled it in
remaining with his Church—the - abiding
spirit of truth and holiness—to enable
that Church to be, until the end of time,
the infallible messenger of divine truth ;
that is to say, the light of the world—the
unceasing and laborious sanctifier of man-
kind. - “ You are the light of the world,”
says Christ; “you are the'salt of the
earth. You are not only to illumine, but
you are to :preserve and %o purify. In
order that you may do this, I will remain
with you all days.” Therefore is He pre-
sent in the Church. Secondly, He is pre-
sent in the adorable sacrament of the
altar, and in the tabernacles of the Church
—really and truly—as really and truly as
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He indicated how he was to remain when,
taking bread and wine, he transubstanti-
ated them into His body and blood, say-
ing over the bread, “ This s my Body,”
and over the wine, THis i§ #ay Blood.”
But in both these ways Chris iour Lord,
remains invisibly upén “arth.

man sees Him. We kn ¢

sent in the Church ; and, therefore, when
the Church of God speaks, we bow down
and say “I believe,” because I believe
and I know that the voice that speaks to
me re-echoes the voice of my God, the
God of [ruth. - When Christ,.our Lord, is
put upon that altar, lifted ap in the hands
of the priest—lifted up in holy benedic-
tion, we bow down and adore the present
God, saying : “I'see Thee not, O Lord, but
I' know that behind that sacramental
veil Thou art present, for Thou hast said ;
Lo, I am here! Thisis my Bodyl This
is my Blood !”

But, in a third way, Christ our Lord re-
mains upon earth—visibly, and no longer
invisible. And in that third way he
remains in the persons of the poor, the
sick, and the afflicted. He indentifies
Hinself with them. Not only during the
thirty-three years of His mortal life, when,
He was poor with the poor, when He was
sorrowfnl and afflicted with the sorrowful,
when He bore the burden of their poverty
and the burden of our sins on His own
shoulders—not only was His place found
amongst the poor—He who said “the
birds of the air have their nests, the beasts
of the field and the foxes have their holes
—but the Son of Man hath no place
whereon to lay His head !” not only was
He poor from the day that He was born
in a stable, until the day when, dying
naked upon the Cross for pure -charity,
He got a place in another man’s grave—
but He also vouchsafed to identify him-
self with his poor until the end of time,
as if He said : “Do you wish to find Me ?
Do you wish to touch Me with your hands?
Do you wish to speak to me words of con-
solation and of love? Oh, Christian man,
go seek the poor and the naked, the sick,
the hungry, and the famishing! Seek
the afflicted and the heart-broken, and in
them you will find Me ; for, Amen, I say
unto you, whatsoever you do unto them,
thet you dountoMe I” Thus does Christ,
our Lord, identify himself with the poor
and the Church. He remains in the
world, in His Church, commanding that
we shall obey her—for He is God. In
His sacramental presence we may adore
Him: He is God. In His poor—in the
afflicted, naked, hungry, famishing, that
we may bend down and lift Him up—He
is God still! A most beautiful example
of how the saints were able to realize this

do we find recorded in the life of one of
the beautjful saints of our Dominican
Order—a man who wore this habit. He
was a Spawigh friar. His name was Alva-
rez of Gordova. He was noted amongst
his brothers for the wonderful earnestness
and cheerfulness with which hq always
sought the peor and the afflicted, to suc-
corand console them. Well, it happened
upon & day that this man of God, ab-
sorbed in God and in prayer, went forth
from his convent to preach to the people,
and, as he journeyed along the high-road,
he saw, stretehed helplessly by the road-
side, a man covered with a hideous lep-
rosy—aulcerated from head to foot—hide-
ous to behold; and this man turned to
him his lamguid eyes, and, with faint
voice, appealed to him for mercy and
succor. Thesun, in all his noonday fer-
vor, was heating down fiercely upon that
stricken’s mgan head. He was unable to
move. Eveéry man that saw him fled
from him. The moment the saint saw
him he weyt over to him and knelt down
by hisside, and he kissed the sores of the
leprous man. Then taking off the outer
portion of our habit—this black ocloak—
he laid it-upon the ground, and he ten-
derly topk the poor man and folded him
in the.gloak—lifted him in his arms, and
returned ta his convent. Hé éntered the'
convent. He brought the leper. to. his
own cell, and laid him on his own little
conventualbed. < And, havihg laid him
there, he went off to find some refresh-
ment for him,and such means as he could
for consgling him. - :

He returned with some food and drink
in his hands, laid them aside, went over
 to the bed, and there he found the sick
man. He unfolded the cloak that. was
wrapped around him. “ Oh ! what is this
that he beholds? The man’s head wears
a crown of thorns; on his hands and his
feebare the marks of nails, and forth
from theé wounded side streams the fresh
blood! He is dead; but the marks of
the Lord are upon him; and then the
saint knpew that the man whom ' he
had lifted up from the roadside was
Christ, his God and-his .8avipur! And
so, withdhe eyes of faith;, do we recog-
nize Christ in his poor. What. follows
from this? It follows, my friends,  that
the man who thus sees his God in the
poor, who looks upon them with the
eyes of faith, who recegnizes in them
something saccramental, thg touch of
which will sapetify him who approaches
thém—that that man willapproach them

thag he.will comsult, their feelings—that
he will se¢k 't consdle the heatt while he
revives the body, and while he puts meat
and drink before the sick man or the
poor man, he will not put away from his
heart the source of his comfort. He
will not separate him from the wife
of his bosom or the children of his love.
He will not relieve bim with a voice un-
mindful of compassion ; bending down,
as it were, to relieve the poor. No, but
he will relieve him in the truth of his
soul, as recognizing in that man one who
is identified, in thesdivinity of love and of
tenderness, “his Lord and Master.

PERSECUTION @GF THE JEWS IN
RUSSIA.

The revelation which has recently been
made, through the columns of the London
Times, of the persecutions suffered last
year by the Jews in Russia, has not been
equalled, as the record of human atro-
cities, since the time that the terrible
outrages endured by the Christians in
Bulgaria were brought to public atten
tion. We have heard from time to time
that an anti-J&w riot had occurred in this
or that town in Russia, but as the news-
papers are prohibited from publishing
accounts of these disturbances, the de-
tails of the riots have never found their
way, until this occasion, across th® Rus-
sian frontier. A riot is a general term,
which may be applied to almost any out-
burst of lawless spirit, but in Russia these
attacks upon the Jews have been marked
by the utinost brutality. Men have been
killed, often in a terrible manner, as, for
instance, at Gregorievk, where a Jewish
innkeeper was placed in one of his own
barrels and thrown into the “Dnieper
river. Wo.nen and girls in hundred of
instances have been outraged, as at Eliza-
bethgrad, where an old man, in trying to
save his,daughter, was thrown fromn the
roof of his own house, while twenty of
the rioters took possesion, of the girl.
Even little children did npot escape;
they were thrown from windows, their
throats cut, and, in other cases, they
were imprisoned in houses ‘which were
set on fire. As to the amount of prop-
erty destroyed, this foots up in value to
millions of dollars. . These persecutions
have not been confined to any one
locality, but have extended over a large
area of territory in western Russia.
Since last April one riot has succeeded
another, with but short intermission, and
there is no reason for supposing that an
ending has yet been reached. According?
to the Times’ correspondent, they seem
to have been planned by some central
authority, and it has almost aiways been
known where they were to occur. With
this warning it might be supposed that
the governwent would take the pre-
cautions needed to prevent them; but
not only have the authorities refused
protection in advance, but the soldiers
have been -permitted to join with the
rioters, and have aided them in some
of the Worst barbarities. In the
country, in small towns and villages the
populace have been stimulated - to
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have asserted that the Czar has given
the property of the Jews to his Christian
subjects, and the local authorities have
not thought it worth their while to deny
the truthfulness of this statement. The
persecution, in all of its bloody and re-
volting details, is an ineffaceable blot on
the record of Russian civilization, and
should provoke the condemnation of hu-
mane people all over the world. It is the
result, not so much of religious hatred as
of jealousy, as was illustrated at Borispol,
where the Christian (?) women, who had
held the Jewish women to the ground
while they were being violated, sent in a
petition that Jewesses should no longer -
be permitted to wear silks and satins.
e

THE SALVATION ARMY IN ENG-
LAND. :

The Salvation Army is now marching
through England, and the local authori-
ties, who have appealed to the Home Se-
cretary, are puzzled to know what to do
in regard to the disturbances incident to
the army’s marches and progessions. The
London Globe of the 17th January gives
the following account :—

“Yesterday a serious attack was made
in Sheffield upon the Salvation® Army,
while marching through several of the
principal streets. On Saturday the army
held several meetings, always preceded
by a march led by ¢General” William
Booth, “Colonel” Colville, Mrs. Booth,
% Major” Cadman, and the “captains”_of
various corps, and though large crowds
followed them, there was happily no dis-
turbance. On Sunday there was a par-
ade of arms at half-past nine, “ammuni-
tion,” according to the programme,
having been laid in at 6:30 o'clock.
At half-past 10 “a baptism of fire” took
~ place at the Thomas street barracks, and

at 1.30 there was held a grand inspection

and march from the barracks. The

Albert-hall was reached at half-past two,

and a service was held to a crowded
audience, tickets for 6,000 people, or
twice as many as the place would hold,
having been issued. The General and

Mrs. Booth were announced to prophesy.

A detachment of the army, 150 strong,
. were pelted with stones and mud as they

left the hall. Emerson Davidson, “lieu-

tenant of No. 3 corps,” better known as

“the converted wrestler,” was struck in

the mouth with a stone, and others were

hit, but none seriously injured. On

Monday there were many idlers about,

and the disturbance approached the pro-
portions of a serious riot. At hali‘past
ten there was the “putting on of armour”
in Thomas-street barracks, where an im-
mense crowd waited till halfpast one,
when the “triumphant march” was to
start, with mounted officers, brass band,
female trumpeters, and the General com-
manding. Two policemen stationed at
the barracks were supplemented by
twelve stalwart soldiers who were de-
tached by Major Cadman to assist in
pretecting the army. The converted
wrerstler, bearing marks of rough usage
received on the former march, was at
tired in a searlet uniform, with shining
helmet, and mounted on a white horse.
Then came a brass band in a brake,
fallewed in several carriages by General
Booth, Mrs. Booth, and various officers of
the division. Seven hundred rank and
file issued from the barracks, and the
moment they did so they were greeted
with derisive cries and showers of stones
and mud. The converted wrestler had a
bad time of it. His uniform was soon
one mass of mud, his helmet was hurled
_to the ground, and himself and his horse

were knocked about. Major Cadman
was struck with a stone on the nose, from
which bleed flowed profusely, as well as
a second wound in the head. At Snighill,
a crowded quarter of the town, the con-
verted wrestler received a terrific blow
from behind with a stick, and would
have fallen to the ground had he not
been supperted. He managed to cling
to his horse till the Albert Hall was
reached. There it was found that he
had sustained concussion of the brain,
and he moaned piteously as he lay on a
form. A female trumpeter, who had
fainted away, had also to receive atten-
tion, while taree-fourths of the army
were engaged clearing the mud from
their garments and faces before they
could hold their “heoliness meeting.” At
Barker Pool another crown in waiting
for the Army created further disturbance.
Bricks and stones were freely thrown,
and shopkeepers hurriedly closed their
premises for the afternoon. One assail-
ant was arrested, and will be summoned
for assault. An exciting incident of the
last march was a fight for the colors,
but the Salvation Army beat back the
mob, and retained their banners.”

The London News of January 17th
gives a further account of the ¢ Salva-
tionists in Walworth :”—

“ At Lambeth George Hawkes, laborer,
and John Curtis, errand-boy, were charged
with throwing missiles, stones, mud, &c.,
in Berkway street, Walworth, to the com-
mon danger of the publie, and acting in
a disorderly manner and using bad lan-
guage. A police-constable said on Sun-
day a procession of members of the Sal-
vation Army was proceeding along Berk-
way street, Walworth, when upwards of
five or six hundred men, women and lads
assembled. They followed the Army,
hooting and shouting. Shortly afterwards
the mob commenced a most cowardly
attack on the Army; stones, rotten
oranges, mud, &c., came upon the pro-
cession in showers. Several of the mem-
bers were struck. - The prisoner Hawkes
was seen to throw rotten oranges, some
of which struck members of the Army.
The mob continued to follow to the sta-
tion, stones and mud being thrown, and
a scene of the utmost disorder took place.
Richard Tringay, a member of the Army,
said the first named prisoner came delib-
erately up to him and threw a quantity
of mud down his neck. Stones and filth
came from all directions.

“Mr. Chance said how far it was prudent
for the Army to go in procession it was
not for him to judge. The object of the
Army doubtless was to do good, although
every one did not agree with the mode
in which it was endeavoring to bring it
about.  Still, however, they were not to
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be stoned and ill-treated ip the manner
described. He fined Hawkes 5s. -or five
days, and ordered the father of the other
prisoner to enter into bail for his good
conduct in future.”

- To Was# SHETLAND SHAWLS.—Make up
s thin lather of boiled soap and water;
plunge the shawl in this, and gently strip
it through the hand.

When clean, rinse
through water without -any soap, hang it
up for about a minute, shake it gently by
each side alternately, pin it out on a sheet
exactly square, and if the shawl be of a
fine texture it should be slightly sewed
down to the sheet by the top of the fringe
to prevent its running up; then go over
the whole fringe, drawing each thwead
separate and laying it straight out.

A CURIOUS CASE.

We clip the following paragraph from the
Carleton Sentinel of Saturday last, which,
while revealing a curious state of affairs, in-
dicates an extremely bilious feeling on the
part of the Woodstockers :—

The new ‘‘Gibson House'' has gained for
itself an unexpected notoriety. The circum-
stances, so far as we can learn them, are
these:—Mr. A. A. H. Jones, a detective offi-
cer in the United States Customs service, has
been in the habit of stopping, while in Wood-
stock, at the Gibson House.

Mr. Jones afterwards applied for and was re-
fused board at the hotel. The result of the
above was that on Wednesday evening the
proprietors of the Gibson were served with a
writ to show cause in the York County Court
in Mareh next, why they should not pay dam-
ages to the amount of $100 to Mr. Jones for
having shut their doors against him. Andso
the matterstands. Inthe mean time the new
Gibson House will continue to be as popular
as ever—a friend at our shoulder says, yes,
even more 80.

FROM FREDERICTON IN 1881.

In addition to the 2,645 cords mentioned
above, Mr. George also shipped from Canter-
bury Station, in this County, 773 cords of
hemlock bark.

Of the above shipments of lumber the
principal portion of the sleepers went to
Portland, Me., and Boston, Mass, .The bark
went to Salem and Malden, Mass. The
shingles were shipped to a wide range of
ports, embracing Portland, Me., Newbury-
port, Fall River, New Bedford, Mass., and
Providence, R. I. The laths and spruce
lumber went to Boston, Mass., and Provi-
dence, R. I. As regards the last wood, this
was a special shipment by way of experi-
ment more than anything else, and was sent
to Portland, Me. The cedar posts were for
fencing purposes and were shipped to Haver-
hill, Mass. It is anticipated that the present
year will be very mach better than last for
railway sleepers, the New England railways
demanding such large quantities that the
shipments will probably amouunt to thret\e
times as much as those for 1881.

THE CANADA TEMPERANCE ACT.

A great deal has been said of the non-en-
forcement of the Canada Temperance Act
here, of the want of diligence on the part of
the police, the supineness of the Police
Magistrate and the impossibility of proving
convictions. It has also been freely stated
that as much rum has been sold here as ever,
although the most ardent opponent of the
Canada Temperance Act has never yet said
that the sales were conducted openly. We
present below a statement of the cases before
the Police Court in the last fifteen months
arising under the Act, and think that it will
show that a great deal has been doue, al-
though we are by no means prepared to say
that more might not havebeen accomplished.
It will be remembered that when the Act
first came into force a case was instituted
against John B. Greives, which was removed
into the Supreme Court, and was there
argued by Messrs. Kaye, Q. C., Wetmore and
Rainsford for the defendant and Messrs.
Lugrin .and Vanwart for the prosecution.
The Court took time to consider and pro-
nouneed the Act unconstitutional. It was
not until after the Supreme Court at Ottawa
had reversed this decision, that is in April
1880, that the police went actively to
work to prefer complaints. The following
is a resume of the cases since November, 1880,
that is, for a period of fifteen months:

There were fewer cases in the month of
October last than in any other, only one
complaint having been made, and the party
who was convicted, having been imprisoned
for one month. It was a matter of fact that
it was about the latter part of September
that Mr. Justice Weldon refused to grant
any order in the case of Charles Russel, and
the effect of that refusal was in a large
measure to check the sale of liquor. From
this fact as well as from many others which
have come under his notice,the Police Magis-
trate is of opinion that if the law shall he
deterniined by the Privy Council to be con-
stitutional, infractions of it will be less com-
mon,.and that it would be quite possible in
Fredericton practically to enfore it. He
does. not suggest that the illicit sale of
liquor can be entirely prevented. any more
than the commission of any other offence can
be, but that the Canada Temperance Act can
be enforced as well as any other law. It
will not be denied that when once it has
been affirmed beyond all question to be the

law of the land, regularly and constitution-

ally enacted, the officers charged with its
administration will .be much better able to
carry it out than they now are. The fines
collected in the Police Office in the past fifteen
months, besides the amounts paid for infringe-
ment ot the Canada Temperance Act,
amounted to the sum of $636.80.

THE NEW ST. PAUL’S CHURCH.

The committee appointed by the congre-
gation of St. Paul’s Church to consider the
ways and means of erecting a new edifice for
public worship in this city, have gone very
actively to work. They met on Friday last,
and having elected J. L. Inches Chairman,
G F. Gregory Vice-Chairman, and L. W.
Johnston Secretary, organized themselves
into a subscription committee. The other
members of the committee are—Hon. David
Wark, W. B. Jack, LL. D., James R. Howie,
James Hodge,” Walter McFarlane, William
Cameron, James F. McMurray, Wm. Grieves,
Hon. John J. Fraser, Dr. McAllister, James
S. Neill, William Anderson, John Edwards,
James Campbell, Edward Jack, T. G. Loggie,
It has been determined to ask the congrega-
tion to raise $15,000, with which sum a neat,
plain brick or stone church can be erected.
In their circular addressed to the congrega-
tion the committee say that, at the meeting
on Friday, “It wasresolved to ask the mem-
bers and adherents of St. Paul’s to subscribe
to the object of building a new edifice for the
use of the congregation, to be payable
as follows:—One-fifth of the amount on
the 3rd July, 1882, and the balance in
eight semi-annual instalments, thereafter,
the subscription to become binding, pro-
vided at the adjourned . congregational
meeting to be held March 1st, a Building
Committee be appointed and instructed to
go on with the work. The sum asked from
the congregation is $15,000, and it is in-
tended that those who subscribe do so with
the understanding that what they give is
what they consider their proportion of that
sum, and that if a lesser amount be sub-
scribed by all, and other means have to be
taken to get sufficient funds to build, that
the subscribers only pay in proportion to the
total sum sabscribed. No definite plan fora
church has been adopted, and the matter
has thus been left open so that the congre-
gation will be free to act, and give instruc-
tions for a new edifice to be errected of wood,
brick, or stone, and at such cost as they
deem proper after they learn how much
money will be available for the purpose.”’

A subscription list was opened on Sat-
urday afternoon, when ten gen lemen of the
Committee put down their names tor sums
varying from $1,000 to $200 and amounting
in the aggregate to $5,000. The other
members of the Committee and the nrembers
of the congregation generally, have not as
yet had an opportunity of signing the list,
which we expect will soon represent the
maximum sum asked for.

BALL GOSSIP.

Every one is talking about the ball—the
ladies about what they are going to wearand
what the other ladies are going to wear, and
the gentlemen are deliberating whether the
regulation ‘‘swallow tail” or the more un-
pretentious frock coat will be the most in ac-
cordance with the eternal fitness of things at
the coming event. But in the midst of all
the ball gossip, which is apt to become mo-
notonous by iteration and reiteration, there
is one blessed Boon.for which we all: ought
to be truly thankful, and that is; that while
every body looks or says ‘‘ Are you going to
the Ball?””’ no one has the temerity to raise
again the old war cry, which hangs around
in the gloaming like the ghost of the defunct
‘“hardly ever’” of Pinafore, ‘‘ Are you going
to the Ball thisevening?”’

It is now generally understood that either
a swallow tail or frock coat will be the thing
for the ball and promenade concert. Itis a
matter of taste or éircumstances with those
who intend going, as the General Committee
has issued no pronunciamento against the
frock coat, Bntit is expected that militia
officers attending the ball will appear in tull
uniform, to lend an additional brilliancy and
dash to the scene. The Fredericton Brass
Band furnishes the music for the promenade
concert, and the Band of the 71st Battalion
the music for dancing. Both bands are mak-
ing careful preparations, = Ample measures
are being taken in regacd to the supper, and
the Capital saysit is reported that the refresh-
ment committee will wear blue badges, which
that sapient temperance  paper considers
‘“very appropriate.”” To say the least, it is
significant only if the composition of the com-
mittee is truly symbolized by the color of the
badge.

Quite a number of people are expected
from St. John and the Telegraph of that city,
which pays Celestials a high compliment in
saying that the citizens of Fredericton are
always unsurpassed in refined and generous
hospitalities, informs us that ‘‘ There isquite
a flutter in St. Jonn society on the subject,
and report says that the dry goods houses
are doing a good trade and dressmakers and
seamstresses, at least—however it may be
with tailors—will have their hands quite
full up to the eve of the 16th.”

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

The Imperial Parliament opened on Tues-
day. Her Majesty’'s speech announces the
forthcoming marriage of Prince Leopold;

Her Majesty announces that progress
has been made toward the pacification of
Ireland; that negotiations with France on
the subject of the commercial treaty still
continue ; that Her Majesty’s relations with
foreign powers are friendly and that an
effort will be made in conjunction with
France to preserve the status in quo.

In the -Commons, Sir Stafford Northcote
offered a motion that Bradlaugh be not al-
lowed to swear, which was adopted, and
after some discussion Bradlaugh withdrew.

Mr. Sexton gave notice of a bill to repeal
the Coercion Act.

The Speakerread aletter from Mr. Forster,
Chief Secretary for Ireland, informing him
of the arrest of certain Irish members of the
House. E. Dwyer Gy moved that the let-
ter be referred to a select committee, citing
precedentsin suppert of his motion. He con-
tended that the Coercion Act had been vio-
lated..

Mr. Gladstene epposed the motion, which
was. finally rejected. :

Sic Dudley Majoribanks moved, and Mr.
Firth seconded, the reply to the Queen's
speech. The Hoube then adjourned.

In the House of Lords, in the debate on the
address in reply to the Queen’s speech, the
Marquis of Salisbury (Conservative) made a
violent attack on the Government. Earl
Granville, Foreign Secretary, replied. The
address was subsequently agreed to.

THE SPEECH.

Speeches from the Throne have long
ceased in Canada to have any value as
political documents, but they have never
heretofore been converted into an ad
vertising medium. Little was expected
from the paper which the Governor Gen-
eral’s advisers would prepare for him to
read at the openingof Parliament, and in
this respect there is no cause for disap-
pointment. The people will join with
.the Governor General-in a spirit of
thankfulness “to the Giver of all good
things”for the measure of prosperity which
the country has enjoyed, notwithstanding
the heavy burdens the Government has
placed upon it ; and they will also agree
" that an expression should be given to the
sentiment of Canada in reference to the
assassination of President Garfield. It is
evident that some steps will have to be
taken to provide for the Local Govern-
ment of the North West, and in consider-
- ing any measure which may be submitted
for this purpose, parliament will have
to take into consideration many matters
of the greatest moment. Are the pro-
visional districts to enjoy self-government
or “are they to be ruled from Ottawa ?
‘What disposition is to be made of the
_ public lands in the West, and if they are
to be retained by the central government
in what position will the new Provinces,
find themselvss when they are established,
and calls are made upon the local author-
ities for money to build roads, public
buildings and the like? Or if the lands
are to be handed to the local authorities,
where is the money coming from which
is to recoup the cost of the Pacific Rail
way? Upon these points the Speech is
silent; as it is also on the question of
the Ontario Boundary award, and the
Manitoba land claim, both of which mat-
ters would be more properly subjects of
mention in a state document than the
doings of a private corporation, even
though it be one of self-sufficient magni-
tude to overshadow the Government of
the country. The Canada Pacific Rail-
way Company is to be congratulated upon
receiving so excellent an advertisement.
The necessity of an increase in the
mounted police is a matter upon which
there may be two opinions.

It is impossible to express an intelli-
gent opinion upon the other measures
promised until they have been brought
down, but we note that they do not pre-
sent a very formidable array of sessional
work. As usual, the Maritime Provinces
find no especial place in the speech. Not
a word does this long document contain
upon the question which has agitated
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia, and
almost made a rebellion in the Govern-
ment ranks. Parliament is not inviteg
to consider how, in view of the fact that

- these Provinces contribute largely to the
development of the West, such steps may
be taken as will either lead them to en-
joy some of the resulting benefitf] or may
compensate them for-the loss of them;
and yet, there is not a man upon either
side of politics in these provinces who did
not hope for something of the kind. It
is all the West, the West. The Govern-
ment papers laud the West, Government
orators magnify it, and the Governor Gen-
eral takes up the strain from the throne.
‘When will these things end, and these
eastern provinces, which were driven into
a union they hated, receive some small
measure of justice ?

THE “ REPORTER'S” RAILWAY.

Messrs. Fisher & Fisher and Russell,
solicitors, give notice “ that a Bill will be
presented for enactment at the next Ses-
sion of the Provincial Legislature, entit-
led ‘An Act to incorporate the St. John
Valley Railway Company.’

“The object desired to be obtained by
this Bill is constructing a line of Railway
from Fredericton to.Woodstock on the
Western side of the River, and to obtain
all necessary facilities thereof.”

It will be difficult to persuade people
that such a project as this is seriously
contemplated by anybody. There is not
the slightest probability that the Legisla-
tare will subsidize such a line and where
the men are coming from, who will put
three-quarters of a million dollarsin a
»oad which will have two competitors for
atrade which is not sufficient to keep
eme of them busy, is a problem which
the promoters of the St.John Valley
Railway Company will find very diffi-
eumlt to solve. An independent line from
Fredericton to Woodstock would have
mo chance whatever for through freights,
Because the New Brunswick Railway
emuld give through rates at a figure which
mo local line could hope to contend
against. It would, therefore, be of no
earthly advantage to St. John. The dis-
tance from Newburg Junction to Fred-
ericton via the Reporter’s line would be
seventy miles, the distance via the New

~ Brunswick Railway is sixty-two miles, or

eight miles less than the Reporter's short
line. We have carefully read our eon-
temporary’s article on the subject, be-
cause we want to get a right view of these
important matters but we must contess
we are yet entirely in the dark as to the
good to be accomplished by agitating any
such project, Speaking of the proposed
road the Reporter says, “It would inter-
cept a good share, if not a large one, of
this traffic now passing through Wood-
stock to the United States, and this is of
no inconsiderable importance.”” Our
contemporary is surely not serious.in
this. The traffic to the United States
passing through Woodstock comes from
two sources ; one from the farms sur-
rounding that town, and this is hauled
by teams directly to the station; the
other portion is brought down by the
New Brunswick Railway. If it is advan-
tageous to bring the latter portion to
Fredericton, the N. B. Railway can, for
the reasons we have given, bring it more
cheaply than the proposed new road,
The firstnamed portion is, when at
Woodstock, nearer Vanceboro than it
would be after # had been carried sixty-
three miles to Fredericton. Again our
contemporary says the proposed road
would restore .the up-river trade which
Fredericton has lost. But this cannot be
case ; because the city has already, by
the steamer “Florenceville,” and the N.
B. Railway access to every point which it
had during the period when our mer-
chants did so large an wup-river trade.
Again our contemporary should remem-
ber that the St. John and Maine and the
New Brunswick and Canada Railways al-
ready give to St. John every facility for
reaching Aroostook which the new road
would afford. The Reporter impliedly
admits that the construction of a bridge
across the river here would serve every
necessary purpose. Now we submit that
if our people are to put their hands in
their pocketsat all, they had better do it
to help raise the $75,000 or $100,000
which would build the bridge, rather than
the $750,000 or $1,000,000 which would
be necessary to build the railway. But
we are not by any means prepared to ad-
vise the giving of any aid to a railway
bridge, unless that is they only way in
which a highway bridge can be secured.
If the New Brunswick Railway Company
are to receive aid from Ottawa to build
the through line to St. Lawrence, the
comparatively small cost of a bridge here
to connect with the Fredericton Railway
would be no obstacle to the completion
of athrough line; while if the Central
Railway project can be successfully
floated, we should think that the repre-
sentatives of York would be remiss in
their duty if they do not insist upon
Fredericton being the starting point, and
a railway bridge across the river an in-
tegral portion of the line.

—The Toronto Telegram in speaking
of the disposition of Guiteau’s body, calls
him “The Living Corpse.”

—The Upper Province papers are
mooting the matter of the free passage
of newspaper mail matter through the
post. The Montreal Herald says “the
press of Canada is sufficiently represented
on the floor of parliament to make effect-
ive the agitation which is afoot for the
abolition of the prepayment of postage
on newspapers, or what would be still
better the abolition of postal charges on
press matter. Perhaps.it is too much to
demand or expect the concession of the
latter, but the former-might be conceded
without appreciable loss to the revenue,
and much to the advantage of those who
supply the public with news.” The
Brantford, Ont., Telegram says ¢ news-
paper postage is a relic of barbarism ”
and calls for its abolishment.

—Dr. Lyon Playfair says that under a
protective tariff, such as exists in the
United States, only one person in twenty
is protected ; while every person 1s
obliged to pay increased prices for the
necessaries of life, which Prof. Perry, of
Williams College, estimates to have
amounted in twenty years inthe United
States to $1,200,000,000.

—John Bright says the unfortunate
condition of the Irish people is due to
the Irish in America.

Dominion zar]iament.

Parliament was opened at three o’clock
yesterday, by His Excellency the Governor
General, in the presence of a large and bril-
liant gathering. The following was the

speech from the throne. -
OTTAWA, Feb. 9.

‘“ Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :
 Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

“The hope I expressed at the close of the
last session, that on the reassembling of
Parliament we should e able to congratu-
late ourselves on a season of peaee and
?osperity, has been fully realized. Canada
‘has been favored with a year of great pros-
perity, her farmers have enjoyed a plentiful
harvest and remunerative prices ; her manu-
facturing and other industries have been,
and countinue to be, developed under favor-
able auspices; her trade and commerce have
been steadily increasing, and peace and
order prevail within her borders. For these
various blessings we cannot be sufficiently
thankful to the Giver of all good things.

The Chief Magistrate of the United States
‘has been cut off by the hand of an assassin,
and it is fitting that the sorrow of our people
for a loss which was not that of our friends
and neighbors alone should be here adverted
to as another instance of the sympathy which
unites in brotherhood the British Empire and
the American Republic. ;

During the recess I had the pleasure of
vigiting the Province of Manitoba and of
traversing the extensive prairies of the North
West. and from pergonal examination can
sincerely congratulate Canada on the pos-
gession of so magnificent and fertile a region
to be inhabited, I trust, in the course of
years, by millions of thriving and contented
subjects of Her Majesty.

The immigrants have not confined them-
selves to Manitoba or its vicinity, but are
scattered over the country westward to the
base of the Rocky Mountains, and from the
international boundary to the banks of the
Northern Saskatchewan. It is, therefore,
thought that the time has come for the divi-
sion of ‘the territories into four or more
provigsional districts with an appropriate
nomenclature. T*js subject will be sub-
nfitted for your consideration.

During my journey I was met by numerous
Indian tribes, all expressi#g confidence in
the traditional policy of kindness and justice
which has hitherto governed the relations
between the Government and the Aborig-
ines. I regret, however, to say that the
necessity of supplementing the food supply
of the Indians still exists and is likely to
continue for some years. Every exertion
has been made to settle the Indian bands on
reserves, and to induce them to betake them-
selves to the raising of cattle and cultivating
the soil. These efforts have met with a fair
measure of success, but we can only expect
by a long continuance of patient firmness to
induce these children of the prairie and the
forest to abandon their nomadic habits,
become self-supporting and ultimately add
to the industrial wealth of the country.

The influx of a white population has
greatly increased the danger of collision
between the settler and the red man and, in
‘my opinion, renders an augmentation of the
mounted police a matter of urgency. Your
sanction to this increase will be sought.

The report of the commission appointed to
investigate the existing system of civil ser-
vice will be laid before you and a measure on
the subject submitted for your consideration.

The decennial census having been taken
last year, the duty of reconsidering and re-
adjusting the representation in the House
of Commons is imposed upon you. A
measure for the purpose will be laid before
you.

Several other matters of importdnce will
be submitted to you. Among themy will be
bills for the winding up of Insolvent banks,
insurance companies and trading corpora-
tions; for the consolidation and the amend-
ment of the laws respecting the Dominion
lands; for the amendment of the acts relating
to the Svpreme Court of Canada, and bills
relating to the tenure of office and Judges of
county courts, and to fugitive offenders
within the Empire; and your attention will
be called to the present anomalous position
of the Vice Admiralty jurisdiction.

The work of construction on that portion
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, between
Prince Arthur’s Landing and Winnipeg, is

being pressed to completion, and itis con-
fidently expected that in July next railway
communication will be established between

those places. The section between Rat
Portage and Winnipeg, 135 miles in length,
has been completed and transferred under
terms of the contract to the Canadian Pacific

Railway Company, by whom it is now |.

operated. Considerable progress has been
made on the Eastern section commencing at
Callendar Station, and the vigorous prose-
cution of the work on that portion of the line
during the present year provided for, In
British Columbia the work upon the section
between Savonas Ferry and Emory’s Bar is
being carried on with every prospect of its
completion within th time specified in the
contract, and the line from the latter place
to Port Meody, which has been carefully
located during the past season, is now being
placed under contract with a view to its
completion at the same date as the section
from Savones Ferry to Emory’s Bar. Upon
the sections to be constructed by the Rail-
wvay Company the work has been most
energetically carried forward. During the
past summer the road has been graded for
the distance of two hundred and eighteen
miles, and of this one hundred and sixty-one
miles are completed and open for traffic.
The Company have in addition graded
eighty-nine miles of branch lines.

I am pleased to be able to state that the
traffic on the Intercolonial Railway has
largely increased and that this line was,
during the last fiscal year, for the first time
in its history, worked without expense to
the country.

The works-on the Welland Canal were so
far advanced that the waters of Lake Erie
were introduced for its supply in July last,
and in September the new portion of the
Canal between Allanburg and Port Dal-
housie was opened for traffic,

You will be pleaged to know thatamonth-
ly line of steamers, which has been subsi-
dized under the anthority of Parliament, is
now plying between the Dominion and
Brazil, with good hopes of a mutually pro-
fitable trade.

The report ofa Royal Commission issued
to inquire into the question of factory labor
and into the best means of promoting the
comfort and well being of the working man
and his family, without undue interference
with the development of our manufacturing
industries, will be laid before youw, and
Iinvite your earnest consideration of this
report.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The accounts of the last year will be laid
before you. It will be satisfactory to you to
find that the expenditure has been less and
the revenue. considerably more than the
estimates of last year, leaving a surplus of
over four millions of dollars. A portion of
this sum bas been used in the reduction. of
the public debt by the redemption of matured
debentures bearing six per cent. interest and
he remainder applied to the payment for
public works chargeable to capital account.
The necessity of issuing the debenture loan
authorized by Parliament for those purposes
has therefore been obviated.

The estimates of the ensuing year will be
submitted and will I trust be found to have
been framed with due regard to economy and
the efficiency of the public service.

Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I now invite your attention to the several
subjects mentioned and to the general busi-
ness which will come before you, with full
confidence in your ability and patriotic
desire to forward the best interest of the
country.”

James Cockburn, appointed Commissioner to
codify the Dominion Statutes; and the death
of W. C. Little. He had received notice of
the election and return of James Reid, of
Cariboo; Darwins Crouter, of East North-
umberland ; David Irvine, of Carleton; S. X.
Cimon, Charlevoix; A. W. McLellan, of Col-
chester; John McDougald, of Pictou; J. J.
C. Abbott, Argenteuil ; and George Guillet,
West Northumberland

The Assembly Room is to
be lighted by two large reflectors of twenty
lights each. In the Speaker’s Room there
will be a five-light'centre slide, and a six-
light chandelier in the Committee Room.
There will be two two-light pendants in the
Legislative Library, and two-light brackets
on the walls of the Assembly Room. These
are the principle lights in the building.

The complimentary, benefit concert ten-
dered by the citizens to the Fredericton Brass
Band, came off Thursday evening in City Hall,
and was very largely attended. All who
were present enjoyed themselves thoroughly,
a8, besides the real merit and excellence of
the programme prepared for the occasion, the
concert broke the monotonous dearth of pub-
lic amusement that has characterised many
weeks past and has been seriously felt,and was
therefore doubly welcome, The playing of
the band was a feature of the gvening's en-
tertainment, and while; as was feared, in
some pieces the music was a little too power-
ful for the size of the hall, the playing was
all that could be desired by the most critical
and will compare favorably with that of any
similar musical orggnization in the Province.
The Band, under the leadership of Mr. Wil-
liamson, opened the programme with ‘“La
Vestale.”” They gave a fantasia on sacred
melodies, which was very well received ; and
‘““Forepaugh's Aggregation,” an overture
introducing cornet and baritone solos, was a
beautiful and pleasing performance and capi-
tally executed. ‘‘The Hunter's March,’’ a
sextette for soprano cornet, solo cornet, first
cornet, alto, baritone and bass, with piano
accompaniment, was very sweet and pretty,
yet lively and stirring, the instruments not
sounding too powerfully. ‘‘The Rifle” was
astirring military galop, aboundingin bugle
calls. Miss James, of St. John, a harpist and
vocalist of some note, fully sustained the re-
putation which had preceded her and ingra-
tiated herself with the audience at the same
time. Her ‘‘ Home, Sweet Home,”” with va-
riations, on the harp, was a very clever per-
formance, and was listened to with deep at-
tention and pleasure. She was encored and
sang the song, accompanying herself on the
harp. Her singing of the solo * Farewell”
called forth a hearty encore, to which she
responded by giving ‘‘’Tis but a little Faded
Flower,” accompanying herself on the harp.
The duett ‘‘ Thoun art so near and yet so far,”
by Miss James and Mr. . H. Hatt, was ren-
dered so pleasingly and sweetly that an en-
core was called for, which the performers
satisfied by repeating. Mrs. Currie, who is
too well known to require any special need
of praise, was in capital voice, and sang ‘‘ The
Nightingale’s Trill” and ‘Bonnie Sweet]
Besgie,”’” with much sweetness and expression.
The former song, which was the most pleas-
ing and artistically rendered, was heartily
encored: A Scotch song was given in re-
sponse. . Mr H. G. Estey sang ‘‘The blue
Alsatian mountaing’’ in his usual thorough
manner, and was well received. Mr. C. H.
Hatt's solo, ‘“The angel at the window,”
was most pleasantly sung, and, in answer to
around of warm applause,he gave “The Bride
Bells.” The quartette, ‘‘Farewell, thou
lovely Forest Glade,” by Messrs. Estey, Hatt,
Tennant, and Richards, was nicely given and
well appreciated.

The national anthem concluded an even-
ing’s entertainment which all pronounced
most enjoyable, and, so far as the object in
view is concerned, quite as successful.

E. McLeod, W. D. Perley and G. M. Peck
were appointed & committee on credentials,
and reports were received from the Studholm
2ud Sussex Society, Kings; Queen’s Central
Society, the Hopewell Hill Society, Albe:t,
and from Sunbury Society, through W D
Perley. L

The Association metat 2.20 on Wednesday,
8th indtant, when there was alarger atten-
dance of delegates. Reports from the follow-
ing Societies werereceived: A B Hayesspoke
for the Kings Central; Fred Watson and
Judson Bishop for Harvey,A C; James Mac-
latchin for Baltimore Society ; J Osman fo:
Hillsboro; S L Peters and John Slipp for
Queens Central ; Thomas Roach for the Sus-
sex and Studholm; Elisha Peck for Albert
and Rev John Hughes for Havelock. R E
McLeod of Sussex read a paper on Farm
Management. It was decided to hold the
meeting each year on the 4th Tuesday in
January. The Westmoreland delegates,
Messrs Trueman, the president, Humphrey,
Flewelling and Fawcett, arrived during the
afternoon .fr Trueman took the chairin the
evening and delivered an address urging
the necessity’of the Government undertaking
some movement in the way of agricultural
education.

AN Oup BerLL.—The 'bell hanging in
the belfry of the Episcopal Church in
Ellicottville, N. Y., is one of the oldest in
America. It was cast in Moscow, Russia,
in 1708, and was one of the chime of
bells in a cathedral of that city.- The
cathedral was burned by Napoleon in
1811. Several years afterwards the bell
was sold in a lot of old metal which be-
came ballast for a vessel sailing to New
York without cargo. Andrew Mengeley,
of Troy, discovered it in a scrap pile in
New York years afterwards. He bought
it, and for a long time it was kept by him
in his bell foundry at Troy as a curiosity.
In 1831 a resident of Ellicottville went to
Troy to buy a bell for the Episcopal

church which had just been completed.
He induced the foundryman to sell him
the old Russian bell. It has been in use

there ever since.

Great uneasiness prevails at Limerick ow-
ing to ill-feeling existing between certain
classes of citizens; and the military officer
commanding has addressed a communication
to magistrates, pointing out that the soldiers
are ynable to walk on the streets at night
without being stoned, and giving warning
that the military will be compelled to fire on
the people in self-defence if the attacks con-
tinue. The magistrates have resolved to take
extraordinary precautions to preserve peace.

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SYNDICATE DICTATION.

Late Montreal papers discuss at great
length the disallowance of the South-
Eastern Railway Bill, and with one or two
unworthy exceptions, théy condemn in
unsparing terms the course of the Govern-
ment. The better the facts of the case
are understood, the more unjustifiable the
disallowance appears. The object of the
promoters of the South-Eastern was to
make a connection via Duluth and Sault
Ste Marie with the Grand Trunk Railway,
and thereby provide a direct line to the
seaboard, capable of speedy construction,
and approaching as nearly to a through
Canadian route as any we can hope to have
for many years. This would prove a co.n-
peting line to the Canada Pacific when
the latter was completed ; but the secret
of the disallowance lies in the fact that it
would be a powerful rival of the St. Paul,
Minneapolisand Manitoba Railway, which
is owned by the same capitalists as are
building the Canadian road. The St. Paul,
out of which the chief members of the
Syndicate made most of their money, is
now doing an enormous business, having
the practicable monopoly of the trade of
the west. It is a foreign corporation;
and yet these loud talking National-policy
men at Ottawa have obeyed its orders,
and interfered with the legitimate exer-
cise of the constitutional powers possessed
by the Manitoba Legislature. The prin-
eiple involved is of more than a local
intereat, and calls for universal conde.n-
nation. We have lately been told that
the Central Railway Company would ap-
ply for a renewal of its charter. If this
request is granted, and ‘when the Act
goes to Ottawa it is disallowed, a strong
feeling of indignation would be aroused,
which could not be allayed, even if it
should be understood that the disallow-
ance was to prevent possible competition
with the Intercolonial, although the latter
was built and paid for out of the people’s
money. How much less would our people
submit to the disallowance of such a road
in the interest of -an American railway
company? We hope the government of
Manitoba will adopt the course taken by
the Ontario Executive in a similar emer-
gency when the Lieut.-Govornor of that
Province said to the Legislature. “The
duty-of asserting the right of the Legisla-
ture to deal according to its own judg.uent
with all matters within Provincial juris
diction is so urgent that a hill for the
same purpose as the disallowed act.will
without delay be submitted for renewed
consideration.”

The following statement of the earnings
of the St. Paul, Minneapolis & Mauitoba
road will show why the Syndicate are so
anxious to that it should have the monop-
oly of transportation to the Great West.
For week ending Dec. 31, 188i, $i7:,
951.06; for week ending Dec. 31, 1800,
$75,412.96; increase, $96,538.16; for the
month ending Dec. 31, 1381, $528,262.52;
for month ending Dec. 31, 1880, $297,-
640.63; increase, $230,621.89; for year
ending Dec. 31, 1881, $4,878,959.69; for
year ending Dec. 31, 1880, $3,160,230.84;
increase, $1,718,728.85. For first week in
January this year the earnings were
$77,000, an increase of $.8,000 over cor-
responding week of last year.

As settiement progiesses in the west
the awmount of earnings of this road wili
increase enorinously. The stock is now
one of the inost valuable of any in A.uerica.

Our volatile neighbor fairly bubbles
over on the subject of a through line o
railway to the St. Lawrence. He thiniks
such a road would make Fredericton
“one of the greatest railway centres in
the Do.ninion.” While the HeraLp can
_ by no ineans go so far as that it is pre-
pared to join with its neighbors in any-
thing which can be done to secure a
inter-Provincial railway. We are glal to
see that our city organs have not yet
received their orders to eat their wor.ls
on the winter port question, or if they
have received them have not obeyed
thein. The whirligig of time brings about
so.ue curious cowmbinations ; but none
meore unexpected than that which we now
see on this railway question. Three
years ago it was undignified, and dear
knows what else besides, for Mr. Pickar:i
to suggest the mention to Sir Leonard
Tilley of this project. To-day we have
the Reporter and the Capital following
the lead of the Telegrap/ and HerALD in
advocating it ; while the Sun has gone
over to the side of the Globe and tells us
in effect that a through Canadian line isall
nonsense. The Sun presents a most pitiable
itlustration of the straits into which sub-
serviency to party will drive a journal.
Every one remembers how it frothed
about a through Canadian line—that was
about the same time that the Farmer
talked about “disintregation,” but meant
something much milder. Why, if one
could judge of the temper of the editor
from the tone of the articles in the Tory
luminary, he had already prepared a
Declaration of Independence, and melted
his type into bullets. Said an Ontario
paper at that time: “It will be amusing
to watch these Maritime Tories eat their
own words ;” but now that we have had
the spectacle it proves neither editying
nor amusing.

Qur aforesaid bubbling neighbor tells
us that the Nashwaak Valley rai.way is
to be built. He ought to take the public

into his confidence a little further and
tell them when and by whom. Now the
fact is there never was a chance of this
railway being built and judging from ap-
pearances there never will be. The peo-
ple of the Nashwaak Valley are not
clamoring for a railway. They sell every-
thing they can raise in the home market.
No one in Fredericton that we know of
proposes to put a dollar in any such en-
terprise, and the Miramichi people will
probably join hands with those interest-
ed in the Central Railway. A railway can
be secured across the Province which, by
its location, will be advantageous to
York, Sunbury, Queens and Northumber-
land, if a united effort is made ; but more
than this it is unreasonable to look for.
Those who say that such a road will
divert trade from Fredericton show that
théy are ignorant ot the geography of the
country. Its-construction would, we feel
quite satisfied, be of material advantage
to our city by giving it access to a mar-
ket which it is unable to reach now upon
favorable terms. With such a railway
and the through line to the St. Lawrence,
Fredericton would be in a position to
enter as a cowmpetitor into the West
India trade, since during the season of
open water vessels suitable for that trade
can reach our wharves.
-

SETTLEMENT OF CROWN LANDS.

Mr. Edward Jack discusses the settle-
ment of Crown Lands in the St. John
Globe. He favors the building of a high-
way from the Intercolonial to Grand
Falls, a distance of about eighty miles,
forty miles of which would be through
Crown Lands. He suggests the following
plan for securing the early settlement
of those large tracts of Crown Land :

Let the Government reserve, say 300,000
acres of land in the locality which on ex-
ploration should prove to be of good quality,
for settlement to the use for the time being of
any company or association of persons who

would give security that they would cause :man:e HSikslves hensd tir the wititer

the same to be settled within a certain time
and so soon as possible by good settlers;
but that none of this tract of 300,000 acres
should be granted until it should have been
settled and resided upon for at least three
years and 10 acres of the same under cul-
tivation, and then in 100 acce lots, so that
the fee simple of the unsettled lands should
always remain in the hands of the Crown.
That the 300,000 acce tcaet should be and
remain under the control of the association,
who should, for a certain number of years,
have a right to sell and dispose of any spruce
or pine timber which might be along the
shores of the streams, or hardwood or cedar
which should be on tbe ridges, the stumpage
for the same to beat a rate not less than that
which is iow, or hereafter may be, charged
by the Government. That the association
be bound to spend $20,000 in making roads
to and through the land reserved within 4
years, but that it may spend more if it sees
fit. That the association shall furnish to the
Government full security thatit will fully
perform its contract, and apply all monies
received fyom the sale of any spruce, cedar,
hacdwood, or other timber to the purposes
of gettling the reserved lands, and the ex-
penses of supervising and labor in surveying,
managing and road making. In order to
facilitate the construction of roads the as-
sociation might be allowed to issue bonds
cedeemable at a fixed peciod, the payment of
the same to be a charge vn any monies re-
ceived for timber dues on the tract reserved.

If any co.upany could be formed to
take the manage uent of any large tract
of lan.l upon these ter.us we should say
let the.n have it by all means. There
wouaid not be much proiit in it ; but it is
not unlikely that so.ue person could be
foun | wao would take hold of the wmatter.
rhere wouid certamnly be no chance for
a “lan.d.geab” unier such circuinstances.
Nothung is .uore certain than that so.ne
steps .uust be taken at a very early day
to settie those parts of the Province
wuich contain goollanl; and it is also
very ciear that no Govern.nent will for a
generation at least feel like taking the
.natter in han 1. So far as we know, or
have veen able to learn of the country
spoken of by Mr. Jack, 1t is equal to any
part ol the Province for fertility, and if it
were opened up with good roads the lots
would ve soud at a rate which would re-
turn a s.nall prodt on the investnent.
We imagme that if any gentlemen are
prepared to take hold of this .uatter they
will tindon alinost every hand a dis-
position to tacilitate their work.

THERE IS NO SdAuu ruX IN FRED-
ERICION.

The statement published in the Capital
Tuesday to the effect that there were
two cases of s.uall pox in Fredericton is
entirely without foundation. The report,
to which the Capital so recklessly gave
publicity, reached wus on Monday.
A Heraf representative was at once
sent to the Health Officer, who said that
the Board of Health had investigated the
matter and found the report to be false.
Qur representative then called upon all
the physicians practising in the city, and
in every instance was informed that no
case of sinall pox has come under their
notice. It inay be therefore accepted as
proved beyond any question that the
Capital’s sta¥.nent is entirely unwar-
ranted. While we can understand how
those in charge of the collection of news
for a paper will bring in to the office
ruwors of all kinds, as indeed it is their
duty to do, we cannot see any excuse for
an editor to permit matter calculated to
have a prejudicial effect upon the city to
be published without having exhausted
every means possible to arrive at the
actual facts. And if it is reprehensible

'at any time to publish false information,

how much more so is it on an occasion,
when the citizens of Fredericton have
invited the public from all parts of the
Province to be present at the opening of
the Legislature, for acityjournal to send
broadcast a.statement, which, no matter
how speedily it may be contradicted, is
sure to do a great deal of mischief, and
especially after he had been informed on
reliable authority that the rumor was in-
correct.  We are satisfied that the editor
of the Capital will see the frightful error he
has made, and that he will not again, for
the sake of the few cents to be made by
the extra sales of his paper do an act with
such-an absolute disregard of consequen-
ces. If the small pox were in town it
would have been no harm for the Capifal
to have been issued without a notice of
the fact, if proper enquiries could not
have been made by its usual time of
going to press ; but as it is not in town,
or in the Province so far as we know, the
publication of such street rumors, and at
such a time as the present, indicates a
recklessness little short of be'nz criminal.

Paruiament will open on Thursday.
We have made arrangements to secure
the latest news of interest, and our read
ers may trust to THE HErALD to keep them
posted on every point worth knowing.
Many matters of great importance will be
debated. Among those likely to arise
are the much vexed of the Ontario boun-
bary; the demand of the Manitoba Gov-
ernment that all ungranted and unre-
served lands in that Province be handed
to the local authorities for provincial
purposes ; the centralizing of power as
manifested by the Ottawa Government in
the disallowance of the Ontario Stream
Bill ; the effect of the Pacific Railway
contract as shown in the disallowance of
the Manitoba Railway Act. In none of
these matters is New Brunswick directly
interested; but with the principle involved
in them we are greatly concerned. Then
we expect oyr own representatives to

port question. No oneat this day dreams
that an Act of Parliament can drive trade
out of its legitimate channels, or that the
majority ot the people in Canada would
sanction any attempt to force the trade
of the West to terminal points which it
would not naturally seek ; but the claim
is not unreasonable that the Maritime
Province cities, and especially St. John,
should be placed in a position tocompete
with rival ports. The people of the East
will watch the course of the Government
on this question with interest, to see
whether Sir Charles Tupper’s talk of a
through Canadian line, from ocean to
ocean, on Canadian soil every inch of the
way, meant anything, or whether it was
not, as many people suspected at the time,
an ad captandum argument, intended to
bolster up the Pacific Railway contract.
We anticipate many discussions of inter-
est during the session, and, as we have
said, will endeavor to give in Tae HeraLp
as full an account of them as our readers

desire. -

Ox~E of the most persistent canvasses
which is made by those people in the
River counties who have temporarily es-
poused the principles of Toryism in the
hope that thereby they may secure seats
in Parliament, is that the Liberal mem-
bers of the House of Commons, being in
opposition, can secure nothing for the
constituencies which they represent.
This is one of the chief points of distinc-
tion between a Tory and a Liberal govern-
ment. The former consider the revenues
of the country in the light of so much
money to be uscd for the purpose of keep-
ing themselves in power and filling the
purses of those who support them; the
latter, in the light of a trust fund, to be ex-
pended for the benefit of the people at
large. It can hardly be necessary to point
out how perniciousis the first named prin-
ciple, how full of danger, not simply to
good, honest government, but even to the
liberties of the people. If only those
Counties which return members to sup-
port an administration are to enjoy the
benefits resulting from public expendi-
ture a premium is put upon political
prostitution and representative institu-
tions become degraded to a market
wherein the votes of members are sold
to the highest bidder. - It was not by ad-
vocating such doctrines that the standard-
bearers of reform and progress wrested
the control of affairs in this Province out
of the hands of the old school Tories, but
it is by the application of just such un-
English ideas that the party, whose poli-
tical lineage is traceable directly to the
defunct Family Compact, hope to retain
the power which their forefather’s lost.
This old Tory gospel is being preached all
over the Province as though it were a new
inspiration ; but the electors should re-
fuse to- accept it; for the result of its
teachings is to perpetuate mismanage-
ment. No Government can remain pure
under its baneful influence; no electorate
which trusts to it can preserve its inde-
dence. :

A CORRESPONDENT, who has some very
complimentary things to say about the
HEeraLp, wishes to know why the same
principles we wish to see applied tolocal
expenditures could not be advantageous-
ly put in operation in the affairs of the
greater Parliament. The question is a
good one and merits a categorical answer,
and we give it without hesitation. These
principles could be applied with advan-
tage at Ottawa, and we believe it to be
the duty of the Liberal party, as far as in
them lies, to see that they are. We

agree with our correspondent that $50,
000 is too large a salary for the Governor-
General ; that the country ought to get
along with fewer heads of Departments,
and that the pay of those gentlemen is out
of proportion to everthing in Canada ex-
cept the Syndicate bargain and the general
extravagance of Tory Government. But
when he asks us why we don't take up
our pen editorial and attack such pal-
pable abuses, we reply that it is a little
premature to do so, and that we are very
much of the opinion that we will have
all we can do tobring the Local Legisla-
ture arouffd to our way of thinking this
winter. That need not, however, deter

him and others like him, who think they
have something to say on these questions
which ought not to remain unsaid, from
writing the thoughts that do within them
burn ; and if we think people would care
to read their letters we will publish them.

FAR-WESTERN JUSTICE.

. They have sound notions about admin-
istering justice in Washington Territory,
though they may be a trifle abrupt about
it. George B. Reynolds, a worthy citizen
of Seattle, was killed by two negroes, who
were arrested. After the preliminary
examination a hundred of the citizens
hanged the culprits. The coroner held
an inquest and the jury said, “ We are
satisfied that in their death speedy and
substantial justice was done.” The fol-
lowing are the public comments on the
occurrence. The Seattle Post-Intelli-
gencer says :—

It will be a hundred times cheaper for the
country to buy locks for the jail doors, than
to foot the bills of ‘a farcical trial of a mur-
der.

While -Sullivan and Howard were still
twitching, Judge Green ran up, and with his
pen knife, attempted to cut the rope and let
one down. The Judge was taken hold of
and hustled away from there pretty lively.
He offered no further opposition to the citi-
zens in their work.

Let it be known to all the world that this
was the work of no mob. It was the result
of the uprising of an outraged and long-
suffering community of law-abiding citizens,
who felt it their sacred duty to thus show to
the world and all mankind that forbearance
with murderers and thicves has ceased to be
a virtue in this con.munity, and that the lives
and property of respectable citizens shall and
will be protected, and that outrages and
atrocities will hereafter be dealt with in a
manner they justly deserve without fear or
favor. We are glad to see the whole country
are sanctioning the day’s work of yesterday,
done by the people of Seattle.

The Oregonian said: “There is a good,
healthy public sentiment at Seattle. If the
Guiteau jury fail to agree, they might com-
promise on a sentence of transportation to
Seattle, where there is a public spirit which
might be trusted to give the assassin proper
attention.”

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PERSONAL AND OTHER NEWS.

The enormous prices recently obtained
for books sold by public auction in Eng-
land ‘are said to be largely due to the
competition of wealthy Americans seek-
ing to secure these literary treasures for
public libraries at home.

Early in March, says the London World,
her Majesty will pay an unofficial visit to
the Continent, coming back previous to
the marriage nuptials of the Duke of
Albany with the Princess Helene of Wal-
deck. She will journey to Cherbourg in
her steam yacht “Victoria and Albert;”
but whether her destination will be Italy
or the south of France is unknown. Her
Majesty will again travel incognito.

At a conference of railway managers
held in January at Brussels, for the organi-
zation of the Continental international
service during the present year. The
opening of the St. Gothard line through-
out its entire length was previously fixed
for July 1, and arrangements were made
accordingly. The opening of the great
tunnel has already increased the traffic-
between the valleys of the Reuss and the
Tessin more than fourfold.

In view of the defects which recent in
vestigation has shown to exist in the
Martini-Henry rifle as compared with
several “military breechloaders” of pri-
vate manufacture, plans for a new repeat-
ing rifle have been submitted to the Brit-
ish War Department, and 1t is understood
that the new weapon for experimental
purposes is now being manufactured at
the Small Arms Factory at Enfield, Eng-
land. -

near Birmingham, England, was brought
up at the Mold Petty Sessions charged
with annoying Mr, Gladstone at the recent
rent-audit dinner.

To
the Right Hon. W. E. Gladstone, M. P.
Right Hon. Sir,—Mr. Devil; from Hell,
presents his compliments and would be
glad to know if there is anything you are
in want of in the brimstone line, other-
wise he can supply you with that which
is sweeter than treacle.—Lovingly yours,
Harry.”

A Maine photographerand his wife two
or three years ago were arrested for
trying to teach their daughter arithmetic
problems by the application of mustard
plasters, until she became .a pitiable
object of sore and irritated flesh. This
unusual method of discipline was lately
discovered in vogue among the children
at the Henry Institute, at Montreal,
whose matron, Mrs. Craig, resorted to it
so vigorously that many of the children
were unable to'sitdown. _The exact con-
nection between an inflamed, scarified
skin and the rule of three or the learning
of the sermon on the Mount, has never
yetbeen clearly established, but there
seems to be a frequent, if not general,
belief in its efficacy.

"An important epoch in
the history of this country is not far dis-
tant. Changes in the political sfatus of
the Dominion may be brought forward to
be dealt with practically at any time. The
Herawp will enter upon the discussion ot
such subjects as these with a determina-

tion to consider them from a Canadian
standpoint, and to favor and advocate

anything calculated to advance the mate-
rial interests of the people. g

In discussing the political issues now
before the people, this journal will act in
sympathy with Her Majesty’s Loyal Oppo-*
sition in Parliament.

The people of Canada cannot view with
indifference the enormous expense at-
tendant upon the administration of gov-
ernment. This is entirely out of propor-
tion to the wealth and population of the
Dominion, and as in a new country, seek-
ing to build itself up by attracting immi-
gration, it is all important that the rate of
taxation should be kept low, the Herarp
will join hands with those who -advo
cate a reduction in the cost of gov-
ernment. The expense of administration
and the large debt of the Dominion com
pel the imposition of a customs tariff,
which, in order that sufficient revenue
may be raised, must bear so large a pro-
portion to the foreign trade of the Do-
minion as to be necessarily “protective.”
The so called “ National Policy” is sim-
ply the outcome of past and present ex-
travagance, and cannot be justified by
reference to any principle other than this,
that the country ought to meet its en
gagements as they fall due. The’people
not being wiliing to have resort to direct
taxation, it follows, as a matter of course,
that whatever party is in power will be
compelled . to continue a high tariff.
Nevertheless such alterations ought to
be made in details as will make the burden
of taxation bear as lightly as possible upon
the staple industries of the country and
the laboringclasses. Thenearer we can‘ap-
proach. to free trade the better, in viewas
well as of the interests of our own people
as of the relations in which the Dominien
stands towards the other parts of the
Empire and the United States.

Upon the Temperance question the
Herawp will occupy no uncertain position;
but will give its assistance to any well de-
vised attempt, either by 'legislation or
otherwise, to suppress the use and traffic
in intoxicating liquors.

The Herarp will endeavor to keep its
readers inforined as to the progress of
thought in the domain of religion and
philosophy, without occupying any ex-
treme or partisan position: neither pub-
lishing anything merely because it 1s
novel, nor owitting to do so because it
assails some generally recognized opinion.

The clergymen resident in the city will
be requested to favor the readers of the
HeraLp by permitting the occasional
publication in extenso of sermons by them.

THE TWO SPIES.

Upon the outbreax of the war between

The spy went
straight to the Commandant, to whom he
narrated his adventure ; who upon hear-
ing the story, concluded a night attack
was meditated by the enemy, who no
doubt were strong in force, as he beli \ved,
under cover of the surrounding bush;
which circumstance would account for
the daring on the part of the-scout; al-
though he was at a loss to comprehend
how the hereditary cunning of the Kaffir
allowed him to commit the egregious
blunder of giving premature intimation
of their intentions, for the gratification of
his revenge upon a single individual.
The outlying pickets were immediately
doubled, and strict orders to report at
once any circumstance, however slight,
calculated to arouse suspicion ; while the
forces within the camp lay by their arms
ready for instant action. Hourafter hour
of keen apprehension dragged slowly
past; and as sunrise drew near, the faces
of .the men seemed to assume a more
hopeful expression, as the chances of a
midnight encounter seemed to ne avert-
ed. Everyone began to think the Kaffirs
had abandoned their intention, their
chances of a successful surprise having
been frustrated by the shots discharged
by their scout, who would in all proba-
bility pay the penalty of his indiscretion
with his life.
In the first grey dawn of the morning,
a riderless horse, saddled and bridled,
was found close upon one of the outposts,
which, when sent into the camp, was
recognized oy the Scot as belonging to
his brotherspy. Upon making this dis-
covery, the Scot, with a foreboding of
evil, repaired to the quarters of his com-
rade, only to learn that he had been
absent since the previous night. Whither
he had gone, or with what intent, no one
could tell. It was by this time broad day-
light ; and a search-party left the camp,
in the hope of finding the spy, of whose
fate no one entertained a doubt. Coming
to the drift on the stream where the Scot
had been fired at on the previous night,
they found the imprint of a horse’s feet
leaving the camp, which no one doubted
were those belonging to the steed of the
spy; but no returning prints were visible
at the place. By an impulse which filled
him with dread, the spy was drawn
towards the spot whence came the shots
of the night before; and there, still in
death, lay the body of his comrade ?
The truth was clear. The two men had
met in the dark, and each had on that
occasion personated the Kaffir but two
well, resulting in the death of the one,
and having all but a fatal termination in
the case of the other. No one enter-

tained for a second any suspicion of foul
play on the part of either man. They
had hitherto entertained the warmest
friendship for each other and on the
evening of the unfortunate occurrence,
the Scot was under the firm conviction
that his companion was safe in the camp;
while in the case of the dead man, who
knew his comrade to beout in that
direction, his otherwise keen penetration
was no doubt blunted and his nerves less
steady than usual on account of recent
illness from the effects of which he had
by no means recovered. The enfeebled
state of his system had in fact accelerated
his death ; for the shot which had taken
effect in his shoulder, was insufficient of
itself to have caused it ; but it was sup-
posed feeling faint, he had dismounted
to drink, and had fallen forward with his
face in the water and unable to rise again,
had actually been drowned.

So ended the life of one of the most
daring volunteers at that time serving in
the Republican arwy; a man of the
greatest value to the flagunder which he
served, and dangerous to its- enemies.

Sermon by Rev. G. G. Roberts,

PREACHED AT CHRIST'S CHURCH.

‘‘And if children then heirs; heirs of God,
and joint heirs with Christ; if so be that we
suffer with Him, that we may bealso glorified
together.”” —Rom. viii. 17.

Children, heirs, joint-heirs, suffering,
glorified,—what deep thoughts do these
impressive words suggest! Children of
God! .Do we realize at all the dignity
thus indicated ?  Heirs of God and joint
heirs with Christ| Have we ever e
riously considered the magnificence of this
inheritance ? To suffer with Christ! Do
we understand what this involves? To
be “glorified together” with Him! Does
the true meaning of this glory dawn upon
us? Dear brethren, if these wondrous
things were only real to us—real to our
children—if we and they had grown up,
or were growing up, under the full con-
viction of their belonging by covenant
right to ourselves—how changed would
be our wholelives! How could the world
be all in all to us? How could its plea-
sures or its gains absorb us? How could
its temptations overcome us, or its trials
and troubles overwhelm us, if we indeed
grasped the fullness of the privileges be-
stowed upon us and of the dignity in store
for us? But this, unhappily, we fail to
do. The present, the visible, the earthly
is 80 near that it shuts out the view of the
future, the invisible, the heavenly. The
blessings of our baptism, the present help
and future promise of our covenan®. rela-
tion to the Eternal Father, are either for
gotten or disbelieved. At best we only
catch a faint and occasional glimpse of
our true position. And so, though we
have indeed received the spirit of adop-
tion, we cry not from our hearts “ Abba,
Father.” We attain not the joy and com-
fort,the help and protection,the blessed as
surance which spring up in the heart,
when “the Spirit itself beareth witness
with our spirit that we are the children
of God.” Why is this? Because we
think only of happiness, not of duty. It
has been claimed, indeed, that the pur-
suit of happiness is one of the inalienable
rights of man. And there is no doubt a
sense in which this is not untrue. If hap-
piness meant for us the highest and truest
happiness, we might indeed well pursue
it, though, even then, the deliberate pur-
suit of it, for its own sake, is far from
being the noblest or wisest course. But,
in the vast majority of instances, it is not
happiness that men pursue, but pleasure
—mnot the pure pleasure which reigned
in Eden before our first parents sinned,
when the beneficent Creator had so con-
stituted man’s nature that true and con.
stant pleasure resulted from the pertect
and harmonious operation of all his facul-
ties. Not this, but the poor transient
pleasure-of which the poet sings—

‘‘ Pleasures are like poppies spread,

You seize the fiower, its bloom is shed ;

Or, like the snow flake in the river,

A momeut white, then melts forever.”

O w.y brethren, how inany thousands
of lives are year by year utterly wrecked
and ruined by this false idea of the
nature of happiness and of the right way
to secure it! What multitudes of the
young start out in life under this miserable
delusion! They have been cared for
and guarded through the first years of
life. Their duties have been prescribed
for them, their responsibilities borne for

" themn, everything provided without
thought or care or their past. Life has
been a long holiday, it may be, to them.
But the time arrives when new thoughts
and feelings stir within them—eager,

" restless, impatient feelings which they
can scarce explain, but which urge them
to cast off the old restraints, to go out
into the world which looks so strange, so
enticing to them—and there to seek
what they call happiness. Each has his
day-dreawm, his ideal, of what life shouid
be for him, of what he desires and pro.
poses to seek in it. But alas how often
is that ideal nothing but a day-dream,
which, even if attained, can bring no
true and lasting satisfaction- The young
man probably looks for happiness in
connection with money, as the means of
comfort and indulgence. Or if he be of
a nobler sort, visions of ambition, suc-
cess, intellectual mastery,the applause of
«men, mingle with his dream. The young

(l girl too has her dreams of the gay world

perhaps, and all itsfascinations and en-
ticements, or better, of domestic plea-
sures, of home affections and beautiful
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surroundings. But whatever may be the
precise direction in which happiness is
sought, too generally the horizon of it is
bounded by the present life, by that
which is earthly and temporal, and so the
pursuit tends only to disappointment
aud failure, if not to actual shipwreck of
the life. It is really pleasure they are
seeking, not true happiness. They see
before them a fair vision which beguiles
them onward, but when they clasp it, it
has turned to a leering phantom, and the
happiness they sought has vanished
utterly. The pursuit of these transitory,
unreal, nnworthy pleasures leads only to
disgust and shame—to brief moments of
supreme elation, followed by remorse
and almost despair—to a few hours of
excitement followed by unspeakable
weariness and depression. Even when
pursued with prudence and moderation,
it is a happiness which is utterly pre-
carious, dependent on health, on outward
circumstances, on a thousand things over
which we have no control and so liable in
a moment to be snatched away from us.
But though happiness -sought after
directly and deliberately as the main
object of life is thuscertain to elude and
mock us, there is a way appointed by
which it may be attained without fear of
failure, a way which seems at first sight
dreary and unfsttractive, but which will
grow more smooth and beautiful at every
step. Thisis the way of duty. The
word has been defined to mean the
doing that which is due, and this mean-
ingis a most cowprehensive and sug-
gestive one. It introduces at once to a
higher, a nobler, a truer philosophy of
life. We cease to ask how shall I best
enjoy myself, how shall I get the most
pleasure and comfort and happiness out
oflife? And we ask instead, what is
right? What is due? What do I owe to
God, to myself, to the circumstances in
which I am placed, to those with whom
God’s good Providence has brought me
into connection? When we ask these
questions, honestly and faithfully, and
answer them in accordance with my
text, answer them as children of God
and heirs of the kingdom of heaven,
then we learn what life means, and what
is the true road to happiness, even the
way of Christian duty—of duty to God.

Duty! What a grand old English word
itis! Our modern Christianity, I fear,
does not take as much account of it as it
deserves. Too often duty seems to us a
hard and painful thing. We incline to
dwell on its unpleasantness, its severe
demangs, its restrictions of our liberty.
But, in reality, itis only duty undone that
is hard. A debt owed is a haunting
shadow, a grievous burden which bears
down the stoutest heart. But a debt
paid brings the feeling of pleasure, of re-
lief, of freedom. So it is with duty done.
That highest duty of which we are speak-
ing now, our duty to God, embracing, of
course, our duty to His Church and to its
wmembers, and to all our fellow men, is a
debt of honor, of gratitude, of love, whose
paywment is all pleasure in the act of pay-
ing, no less than in the sense of its dis-
charge. There is a prison in the consci-
ence of every honest man to which this
debt unpaid consigns him, whose walls
are higher, whose bolts and bars are
stouter, whose chains are more galling,
whose dungeons are more gloomy than
any to which human legislation- could
condemn us. O the joy which comes
with the release fro.n it, when striving
honestly and faithfully to do all as God’s
children, as in our Father's sight, ‘as in
our Saviour’s name, we labor in His ser-
vice, which is perfect freedom. His spirit
within us, the spirit of adoption, whereby
we cry Abba, Father! makes this duty a
pleasure in the highest sense. As an elo-
quent bishop says : ¥ When the lark soars
and sings, with wing and voice aimed and
attuned at heaven, or settles (with the
swift anxiety of love to brood over its
ho.ne) back on its grassy nest, that is its
duty, done with the delight that lifts both
voice and body up into ecstacy, and rests
them then with silence and repose—duty
done, not hardly, but with the instinct
of glad and grateful service toghe Lord
who made it.” If we, dear brethron,
think of duty in this way, if we recognize
it as the fulfilment of the purpose of our
Creator, the payment of our due of love
God who has given us all and done all
for us, then it will become the natual in-
stinct of our hearts to do it. The indwell-
ing love of him who loved us and gave
Himself for us, who daily leads us by His
hands and cowforts and supports us by
His Spirit, will make long services a de-
lizht, and the power to do each duty
faithfully and well, will grow by its exer-
cise till the perfection of it is attained in
heaven.

Duty! What a power it has ever been
in the world! What moves it has made
But the highest duty, duty to God, this is
the supreme power which dwells in man
redeemed to regenerate the world, and
make it again what it was to man unfallen.
Calm, even balanced, steadfast, un-
wearied, quiet, like all the forces of what
we call Nature, it lacks the noise and
showiness and sudden violence of self-
will, of enthusiasm, of excitement. But

it has in it all of will that is strong. all

of enthusiasm that is true, all of excite-
ment that is good.

What a grand meaning and purpose in
life it opens out beforeus! We would
know what we are, why we are here,
what lies before us. Can we have a
nobler and ‘more blessed answer than
St. Paul gives us in my text? «If chil-
dren then heirs, heirs of God, and joint
heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer
with him, that we may also be glorified
together.” Children of a loving Heavenly
Father—heirs of an eternal kingdom,
Jjoint heirs with the Son of God Himself—
what is due to so glorious a dignity and
to such blissful hopes? Thatis our duty.
And the following of that path is our
sure way to ultimate happiness, to plea-
sure true and satisfying even in this life,
and to pleasure unspeakable at God’s
right-hand for evermore. The choice
then lies before us, and we have the
power to make it. We are not slaves,
but free agents. Of ourselves iideed
we can do nothing, but as children of
God, as partakers of His covenant of
love, the power is given us, not only to
choose aright, but also to carry out our
choice. With the help of the indwelling
Spirit, who is indeed our very life, we are
able to do what we wish when it is right,
when it corresponds with the way .of
duty—and we are able not to do what we
wish when we know that we ought not—

to refuse to do what we know to bet

wrong, to utter an emphatic ne when our
evil inclination wou Id entice ns, and to
abide by it through all temptations. O
what shipwrecks men make of their
honor, their peace, their happiness here
and hereafter by the weakness which
cannot say no when conscience declares
they ought to say it. All sorts of paltry,
weak excuses are brought up for yielding
to what their hearts tell them to be
wrong and dangerous. They try to cast
the blame on others, or on their circum-
stances; but this can only alleviate for a
little while their self-condemnation and
reworse ; and in the day of judgment,
when'the books are opened, when they
are arraigned before the Bar ot EKternal
Justice, what will it avail? What an
empty pretense will it appear! And not
less fatal’will be found the error of those
who have said no” when the call of duty
to God, duty to their Church, duty to
their own souls as children of God and
heirs of heaven, required that they should
answer yes.

Such is the Church’s call to come to
confirmation. God says to you who by
baptism have put on Christ, “ If children
then he rs, heirs of God, and Jjoint heirs
with Christ.” Shall children draw back
fron their Father's table when it is spread
for them, and they are called to it ? Shall
heirs of heaven refuse the seals and
pledges and foretaste of their great in-
heritance ? Will it avail at the last day
to plead the poor excuses which are of-
fered now, or to offer before the eye of
the All-seeing Judge the pretended hu-
mility which is content tosay, I am ot
good enough I” without one determined
effort to become so ?

Dear brethren, take for your rule and
guide the plain, simple law of Christian
duty. The path of duty may be a long or
a rough or a narrow path, but it is hedged
about with flowers, transplanted from
paradise.  Pleasure leads us along broad
and sunny ways for a little while, but
snares are in the road, and enemies lurk
awmong the foliage, and her merry songs
will turn at last into a great and exceed-
ing bitter cry. But duty gives her pre-
cious compensations, even in the midst
of the toil and heat. Duty has draughts
of sweet refreshment for her votaries as
they rest after the well-spent day. Duty
leads us onin the stepsof the Son of Man,
who is the Son of God,and when the Jjour-
ney ends presents us to Him as He waits
to welcome us with words of commenda-
tion and of cheer. Duty brings here the
calm of a quiet conscienee, the peace of a
trusting spirit, the proper natural fruits
of graces gained and good works done in
faith and love. - Duty brings hereafter the
blessed greeting, “ Well done good and
faithful servant,” and the reward, which
is not less sweet because it is a Father’s
and a Saviour’s gift—that, having borne
what was His will, and having given up
what was our own will, and having done
what was against our natural will, because
we were His children, and duty to Him
required it; and having thus suffered
with Christ, we shall forever more be
glorified together.

Branpon Booy Bursting.—Just now the
£ wn of Brandon, the present terminus of
the Pacific railway, west of Winnipeg,
occupies & great deal of attention among
the real estate men. It is what might be
called the “boom town ;” that is as long
as the Pacific railway is under construc-
tion the station for the time being hap-
pens to be the terminus will be much
talked of and the scene of much specu-
lation in lots. As soon as the rails reach
the next station further west the latter
in its turn becomes the “boom town.”
Already the glory of Brandon is depart-
ing. Lots that a week a o could not be
bought in this town for $130 can now be
got for $100 with the prospect of still fur-
ther reductions. Besides half the Bran-
don lots that are being offered arenot in
Brandon proper but out on the prairie
within two or three miles of the town
propet. Up till lately Brandon lots found
a ready market in Winnipeg, and did not
need to be brought to Toronto where
their location was not definitely known.
Within a short time a number of paper
towns will be offered in Ontario. There
are men from Winnipeg in the city to-
‘day who have a dozen of these schemes
in their pockets, only awaiting a favorable
moment to expose them.— Toronto.

Tue DeN1zeNs oF THE Jo Boars—
Pittsburgh, Pa., has a curious little com-
munity who live in what are called “jo
boats”. A jo boat is an old barge or flat-
boat, no longer useful for carrying coal,
which has built upon it a kind of house,
like an enlarged freight ear,that serves as
a human habitation. In the old times
Jjo boatmen were peddlers, and carried
stocks of dry goods, tin-ware and notions
up and down the river, stopping for a
hail from either bank, and selling, buying
and swapping everything that came to
hand ; but railroads and steamboats took
their occupation away, and jo boat men
have fallen. Now they mostly toil not,
but they steal odds and ends, pick up un-
considered coal from about the river, and
lead the most shiftless, worthless and dis-
reputable lives. The boats ate knocking
about in the water and :nud, and some-
times half on dry land, and are dirty and
comfortless; but they furnish roofs, such
as they are, the dingy decks make play
grounds for the children, and they are
free from visits for rent and tax collectors.

TeLepHONE Music.—Since the Paris Ex-
hibition the notion of telephonic music
has become familiar to the public; but
a development of such music has recently
taken place which is exciting great in-
terest amongst scientific men. In order
to enable the Edison-Gower Bell Tele-
phone Company of Europe to know ex-
actly what they could accomplish in this
respect, Colonel Gomand, the chairman,
connected his own house with the house
of Major Flood-Page, which is 2} miles
distant. The connecting telephonic wire
passes through the organ of the Crystal
Palace ; not only is the organ heard with
remarkable distinctness at each house
simultaneously, but Colonel Gormand
and Major Flood-Page have been able to
converse by means of the same wire, at
the same moment as the music from the
organ was travelling to their respective
houses, - without either the music
or the voice being affected. This
multiple use of the telephone seems to
open out an extended view of the uses to
which it may be put. As soon as this
discovery was known Mrs. Gomand and
Mrs. Flood-Page invited their friends and
tific men to their houses, and
these interesting tacts have been verified
in the past week by nearly 200 persons.
The public will now have an opportunity
of hearing these musical telephonic per-
formances at the Crystal Palace, where it
is‘intended they should form part of the
permanent attractions— Fnglish Paper.

WoMEN'S RIGHTS IN SWITZERLAND.—An
important instalment of “ women’s righss”
has been concluded in Switzerland, where
the law making both sexes of full legal
age of twenty-one came into force with
the new year. In many cantons the age
of majority for men has hitherto been as
high as twenty-six ; and, as women were
altogether denied majority, no matter
how old they were, the number of % wards”
wasvery great. The duty of guardianship
in most cases devolved on the communes,
which have now been relieved of much
thankless labor; and for the future Swiss
women, at home and abroad, whether un-
married, married, or widows, will be civilly
emancipated on their twenty-first birth-
days. In the town of Saint Gall alone
fortunes to the amount of upwards of ten
millions of francs ‘were - transferred to
women, formerly in wardship, under the
new law, on new year’s day.

Women’s rights are getting recognized
everywhere. The Kentucky Senate has
Jjust passed a bill permitting a wife to
enjoy and full control of all property she
may acquire. from descent, purehase or
the labor of her own hands.
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CLERICAL GARMENTS.—The Rev. Dean

Stanley used to say that the dress of the
clergy had no sacred origin, but was
merely a relic of the fashions common to
the Roman Empire in the first three cen-
turies. The peasant’s shirt of that period
was of two kinds, the alb, meaning white,
and the dalmatic, from Dalmatia, where
it had its origin, just as ulsters have theirs
in the Irish county of that name. This
shirt was often worn over sheepskins and
other skins, and called superpellicium
(over the skin) or the modern surplice.
The bishon’s rocket was a little coat worn
out hunting ; the poll is the pallium, or
Roman toga ; the cassock is traced to the
word kas, skin or hide; the chasuble to
cosula, “a little house” on one’s head,
even as “tile” is used in speaking of a
hat ; cape is another form of overcoat -
the miter an ordinary head-dress worn by
woman, its division into two points being
only the mark of the creases made by
folding it and carrying it under one’s arm.
