Canada’s Detractors-

FroM time to time articles ap-
pear in London joarnals attacking
Cunadu’s commercial standingand
with the intent of injuring her
credit in"the money warkets of
the world. A few yearsago, an
article of this nature appeured in
the London. Economist, which was
pretty clearly proven ‘to have
been of Qrit ovigin. .

In this paper Sir John McDonald
is characterised as the “evil
genuis of Canada;” protection,
1t boldly declares, “has. done
nothing but mischief” for this
country, and an attempt is made
to show that the Dominion is so
overburdened with delet, that it
is notasafeplace for Englishinvest-
ments. The untenableness of the
ground -taken by the Chronicle
and the unfairness and absurdity
of its contention may-be inferred
Hfrom the fact that it computes the
debt of the. Dominion from a
grouping together of the Federal
Provincial, municipal and rail-
road debts. It will be.apparent
to the most casual observer how
unfair to Canada is such a com-
putation.

Let those who would wish to decry
Canada’s credit in this most unjust
msanner point to any other country that
can make a better showing, so far as
the question of public debt is concerned.
‘The United Kingdom does nos do so;
neither do the Australasian colonjes,nor
the United States. In 1893 the national
debt of the United Kingdom, without
any municipal or other debts, amount-
ed to over 671 million pounds. and the
population to about 38 millions, show-
ing a per capita debt of $88, or consid-
siderably more than the whole .debt
which Mr. Wilson of the Investor’s Re-
view and the Chronicle trump up
against .anada, federal, provincial,
municipal and otherwise. Should it,
therefore, be inferred that Great Britain
is not 8 safe customer or a safe bor-
TOoWer. ‘

The net public t of France
was recently estimated to be 1,117
million pounds Sterling, and, as the
population is about the same as that of
the United Kingdom, it is apparent the
per capita debt of France is well unto
double that of Great Britain, or that
alleged against‘Canada, and . this be it
remembered, is only the national debt,
not including the municipal and other
debts counted against our country, in
Mr Wilson’s malicious article.

The net dabt per head of the Domin-
ion is $48.70: With all their misrepre-
sentations and evil purposes, those Lon-
don publications fail to make out a
serious case against the Dominion,
even supposing their figure tobe cor-
rect.

As annouxced in the Cathedral
on Sunday last, the ladies of the
CLarlottetown Hospital have, this
week, tommenced theéir annual col-|
lection for the support of that
institution. © We sincerély trust
they. will be most successtul, and
that the collection will be a hand-
some one. Those who have to
spare of this world’s goods could
contribute to no more. worthy
object.. A hospital is an institu-
tion that shapld be liberally sup-
ported in any community ; because
in it are treated all kinds of dis
eases and human suffering, as far
as possible, is alleviated. In the
case of the Charlottetown Hos-
pital, the reasons which should in-
duce all to contribute according to
their means are manifold. The
building itself, whether considered
architecturally or as regards loca-
tion, is an ornament to the city,
and should be a source of pride to
the _citizens. Then the. good
ladies in charge of the institution,
labor constantly, not for money or
the bope of earthly reward, but
for-the glory of God and the good
of their fellow..men. - No matber
how loathesome :the. disease with
which any patient .may be affliet-
ed, he is tenderly nursed* snd
scrupulously cared for, dnd his
stay in the hospital is made as
pleasant and agreeable as his
condition renders possible. An-
other reason and a very strong
one, which should induce those
who are able, to contribute as
generously as possible, is furnish-
ed in the number of poor patients
who are treated and cared for,
gratis every- year.. All patients
regardless of creed or color,
whether rich or poor, receive the
very best medical attendance, and
the most careful nursing. Itis,
therefore, to be hoped the good
people of the city will contribute
as generously as usual, when
the good ladies call upon them.

We trust, also, that the contri-
butiens to the support of the hos-
pital shall not be confined to the
generous people of the city; but
that the country will be heard from
as well. . The hospital is a diocesan
institution in which the people of
every section of the Province
should feel interested, and in the
success of which all should feel a
just pride. Moreover, many poor
patients, from .different portions
of the country, are treated in the
hospital in the run of a year.
For these reasons among others,
it is* hoped generous donations‘
will be forwarded to the Sisters
from the outlying sections of the
diocese. Those who may not feel
it convenient to make donations
of money can contribute in kind.
Farmers  may - have many pro-
ducts of the soil, the loom or the
factory to spare, which we feel
sure, the good ladies _of,the hos-
pital could find use for; and which
they would be only too glad to
accept.

At the request of Rev. Dr L. A Paquet

old pupils, the distinguished visitor did
the Rector and faculty the favor of as-
cending the professofial chair and deliver-
ing, impromptu, & theological discourse.
Besides the students, there were present
all the members of the Faculty of Theo-
logy, as well as many other lovers of Theo-
logical lore For almost two hours the
learned divine held ‘ his audience spell-
bound, as weil by the great depth of
his knowledge, as by the eloquent mauner
and Ciceronian Latin injwhich he deliver-
ed hig lecturyy, So intent were ail on
catching every word that fell from his lips
that, with the exception of the lecturer’s
voice, the silence was so profound that a
pin’s fall could be heard.

After the exercises, just méutioved, a
state dinner ih honor of His Excellency
was given at the Seminary. Mgr La-
flamme, rector of Laval University pre-
sided, and several members of the Epie-
copal hierarchy of the Province of Quebec,
as well as all Mgr. Satolli'a old pupils
present, participated in the festivities.
The distinguished strangers and their
friends spent the afternoon in visiting the
principal institutions and places of public
interest within the old historic city, and
at six o’clock all were the guests,st supper,
of His Eminence Cardjnal Tascheresu.

At 7.30 p. m., His Excellency attended
a Latin Theological and Philosophical dis
cussion in the literary hall of the
University, to which the public were ad-
mitted. Among the visitors were the
Hon Judge Routhier, Hon Francis Lange-
lier, Hon Thomas Chapais and many
other distingtished citizens. The Rev.
Abbe Camille Roy, of the Seminary was
chosen to defend the theses in Philosophy,
and the Abbe Grandbois those in: Theo-
logy. Four of Mgr Satolli’s former stu-
dents were selected to make objections
against the defence "of the various pro-
positions, viz, Rev Wilfrid Deguire, D D,
Ottawa, Rev H Causineau, Ph, D. D. D.,
St Theresa’s College, Rev. James Mor-
rison, Ph., D D D., Rector of St. Dun-
stan’s College. Charlottetown, and Rev.
Cornelius Campbell, Ph, D D D, Halifax.
Over thirty theses were proposed for
consideration and the discussion lasted
over two hours. The defendents acquit-
ted themselves to the entire satisfaction of
the distingnished and critical audience;

400 Cattle Lost at Sea.

Cattle men who reached New York on

the 15th on the National Line steamer

Greece from London brought nmews that

the Europe, another ship of the same line;

The

Earope sailed from New York Sept 2

with a miscellaneous cargo, in addition to

which she carried 584 cattle and 599 sheep

She ran into a terrific norwesserly gale on

tho afternoon of September 8, and before

night her radder chain parted, and it was

impossible to keep her head to the wind-

She fell off and rolled heavily, shipping

seas continually, until the cattle pens on

the main and spar decks were flooded.

The bedding was washed from beneath |
the feet of the cattle, and the floor became |
so slippery they could mot stand. ' Be-

tween one and two o’clock in the morning
the pens on the port side fogward of the
bridge gave way and the cat@e which had

been tied there were thro t upon the
slippery deck, and slid _bé#ther and thjther
as the ship rolled, niaking terrific en-
deavors to regain their feet, wuutil they
were too weak to move and lay down to die
The sailors had to throw ovorboard 233
cattle and 187 sheep that had been injur-
ed or killed.

Damage to the Alameda.

The steamer Alameda, engaged
earrying the mails between Capes
Traverse and Tormentine, left Tuesday
evening of last week about eight o’clock
for Cape Tormentine. On board were
Captain Snow, engineer William Me-
Donald, purser Edgar Strang, and thres
faasseugrs Messrs. John, H. Hugles,
of theP. E'I. R., T. J. Arbing, Station
Master at Port Hill, and William Good
of -Cape Traverse. She had also the
foreign mail on board. There we# a
heavy gale and the sea was ropngh.
When about eight miles out, the shaft
of the steamer broke and the machinery
stopped. Then the sails were set and
the Captain headed her for Summer-
side, the nearest rt. After passing
inside: of the harbor lighthouse the
wind rendered it impossible to make
the wharf. He therefore anchored in
about five fathoms of water, but the
steamer dragged her anchor and
grounded on the shoals about two
o’clock Wednesday morning. ‘They
took their boat, and all,except Engineer
McDonald, who remained on the Ala-
meda to keep watch, started for Hol-
man's wharf. Thea the mails were taken
ashote and placed sboard the North-
umberland. I'he officers of the boat
acted coolly and bravely throughout.
The disabled steamer was towed into
Summerside on Wednesday by the tog
Frank C. Batt. The steamer has been
repaired and is on the route again. A
mail brought over by ber was received
here yesterday foremoon.

The Labrador Coast.

The New York Evening Pcst says it
hag advices from Montreal to the effoct
tha%§ Judge Valle, the stipendiary mag-
istratp for the mnorth district of the St.
Lawrence, has returned to Quebec
after a five months’ visit to the Cana-
dian Labrador, the Ieland of Anticosti
and other places and reports that the
fishing along the Labrador has been
very bad and unless government as-
sistance is promptly sent many deaths
from starvation must occur. The price
of cod fell during the summer from 80
to 50c. per quintal, and the outlook is
rendered more discouraging by the
probability ‘that none of the timber
limits there will be worked this year.
As for the coast Indians, thsir condi-
tion is even worse than that of the
fishing colonies, the yield of their hunt
this year having been very poor, and
the Hudson’s Bay company’s agents
baving refused in many places to make
them further advances. The reasons
assigned by the company for making
no wore advances are that the Indians
do not adhere to their agresments to
bring their furs to the people who ad-
vance them provisions, and because
they change their furs for strong liquor.
The Indians themselves complain that
their annual honts have yielded less
than for some vears past, owing to the
great forest fires which have ravaged
the interior of the peninsula. During
the past summer more than one hun-
dred and fifty miles of their hunting
grounds were completely swept by
fire. [

The Flying Yankee Telescopes a
Froight Train.

The train called ‘the Flying Vankee,
which left Bangor at 1.48 Thursday after-
poon last, ran into the rear end of a wild
freight train on the eastern division of the
Boston and Maine railfoad near the Mystic
Avenue Bridge, East Somerville, Mass ,at
9.20 the same evening and piled up cars in
all directions. No one was seriously in-
jured. The Flying Yankee was in charge
of Engineer John Savage and Conductor
C. E. Dwyer. The freight was in charge
of Engineer E. N. Gurney and Conductor
Hodson, and had arrived just six minutes
ahead of the Bangor train. Switchman
Stearns endeavored to switch the freight
off into the freight yard, but the switch
failed to work and a flagman ent to
the rear. Before he could the lights
out the Flying Yankee, ich does not
stop here, steamed into vielv at the rate of
abeut twenty-five miles anihour. Engin-

eer Savage was almost upog the caboose
before he saw it. He promwgly applied
the brakes, but his engine sbruck the

freight with terrific force and telegcoped
the caboose. Eight freight cars were
thrown from the track, and the lights in
the caboose set the wreckage afire. The
fire departments of Somerville and Boston
were called, but five cars were destroyed
by the flames. ‘They were all loadod with
dry goods and general merchandise. Two
electric cars for the West End Street
railway company were on flat cars and
were badly damaged. The flying Yankee
was not injured, except a slight dsmag};‘w
the engine. KEngineer Savage and Bag-
gageman Fall and an unknown woman, an
invalid, were slightly injured. Traffic
was blocked all the evening, and five trains
on the Erstern division were cancelled.

The last of the Victoria sealing
fleet arrived at that city on
Saturday. . Fifty-five schooners
are now in port for ‘the winter.
The total catch for the sea$on is
put down at 87,572 skins, 54,430
were taken off the Japanese coast,
the balance in Behring sea.

Quaint Irish Stories.

INTERESTING RECOLLECTIONS OF
AUBREY DE VERE OF THE OLDEN
DAYS IN ERIN THE BEAUTIFUL.

Aubrey de Vere, ‘the Irish poet,
has written a series' of recollections,
which will be published in two parts
in the Century. The first portion,
dealing with his childhood and boy-
hood, ts printed. in the September
number, and is full of quaint stories
of the olden days in Ireland. Mr.
de Vere says :

“My earliest recollections are of
our Irish home, Curragh Chase, and
I always see it bathed as in summer
sunshine. It was not once however
as it is now. At the bottom of the
lawn there now spreads a lake, but
at that time it was rich meadow-
land, divided by a slender stream,
with fair green hills beyond. The
pleasure ground now bilends insen-
sibly with the lawns and ‘woods, but
it had then 2 wall around'it, which,
as my fathers old friend and school-
fellow, Sir Thomas Acland, said on
visiting us, when both had left youth
behind, gave it a look of monastic
seclusion. It was then divided in-
to four grassy spaces, as smooth as
velvet,and bright with many & flower-
bed. I can still see the deer park
and the deer bounding from break to
break of low spreading oak and
birch; the gathering jof the poor on
Sunday evenings at the gates of the
long ash avenue for their rural dance :
and the gay, though half-bashfunl
confidence with which some rosy,
pretty peasant girl would advance,
and drop a curtesy - before oue of our
party, or some visitor at the ‘“big
house,” that courtesy being an in-
vitation to dance. There was also a
little opening in the woods in which
the neighbors danced; nor bave [ yet
forgotten the vexation with which I
found myself once snatched up and
carried home to bed by one of those
“merry maids whose tresses tossed in
light,” and who lost little time in
returning to the revel.

THE OLD GRANDMOTHER,

K. D. C. the household remed
for stomach troubles,

proclaimed that it had never paid
either tax or tithe,that it acknowledg-
ednéither king nor parliament, nor law
civil or ecclesiastical, and that its
proprietor was pope and emperor at
once in his own scanty domain, he
made a bid, and the island was
knocked down to him.

It turned out a good speculation.
[t paid its costs by the sale of'rab-
bits; and when ever his purchaser
chanced to pick a- quarrel with Eng-
land and [reland at the same time,
it was a hermitage to which he could
always retire and meditate. He
planted there a small Irish colony,
and drew up for them a very com-
pendious code, including a quaint
law of divorce in case of matrimonia?
disputes. In money matters he was
adventurous and unlucky. He lost
about £15,000 by cards, and then
renounced them. Heis said to have
lost about half the family property
through some trivial offence given to
his father. During the war he rais-
ed two regiments consisting of the
sons of farmers, his own tenants, and
those of his neighbors, and bestowed
a captain’s commission on his only
son, then a boy of five.

THE LITTLE CAPTAIN.

I remember my - father describing
the pride with which he_strutted
about in his scarlet uniform, when
the general rode out to review these
regiments. “But where is the cap-
tain ?” exclaimed the veteran. ‘‘Hese
Tam,” shouted the child. “But,
my little man you are too young to
fight I” “Not at all,” was the answer,
“let the French land, and”—waving
his sword in the air—*I will cut off
their heads !” Alas! thé hard heart-
ed Englishman “disbanded the cap-
tain,” as the poor people described
his act, and the youthful warrior lost
for ever the opportunity of humbling
that “Corsican adventurer” %ho had
called England a ‘*‘nation of shop-
keepers,” and affirmed that the lions
on her standards were only leopards.
My grandfather was the most
popular of our couatry gentlemen,
because he had a great love for the
poor, and always helped them at a
pinch. A very old tenant once told
me many stories illustrating this side
of his character. Here is one of
them. A young man was tried for
murder, having killed 2 member of
a rival faction in a fight. The judge
reluctant to sentence him to death
on occount of his youth, turned to
bim and said: “Isthere anyoune in
court who could speak as to your
character ?” - The- .youth looked
around the court, and then said sad-
ly : “There is no man here,my lord,
that [ know.” At that my grand-
father chanced to walk into the
grand jury gallery. He saw at once
how matters stood. He called out:
“You gre a queer boy that dom’t
know a \friend when you see one!”
The boy Wwas quick-witted; he answer-
ed: “Ob, then,'}l myself that. was
proud to see your\ honor here this
dag!”  “Well,” “said the judge,
“Sir Vere, since you know that boy,
will you tell us what you know of
him?” “I will, my lord,” said my
grandfather; “and what I can tell you
is this—that the very, first day that
ever I saw him to this minute, I
never knew anything of him that was
not very good.” The old tenant
ended his tale by striking - his hands
together and exclaiming, “And be
never to have clapped his eye upon
the boy until that minute!” The
béy escaped being hanged. Such
traits made a man popularj in Ire-
land; and it is said thatjat bis funeral
the keening (funeral wail) for many
a mile was ‘such as has rarely been
heard. Not long ago I came upon
a Jetter.fiom an English minister of
the day,informing him that the patent
fot his peerage, an English one, was
ready, It seem, however, that.at
the last momdent he changed his
mind and declined it.

touching account of Father Noon's
last bours one of his brothers in re-
ligion says :

“Father Noon’s reputation for
sanctity was spread far and wide
throughout the Diocese of Columbus.
It is well knog¥d that many people
from all par’s™8f the diocese, and
especially of Perry county, sought
him frequently to pray for them,
that they might be relieved of their
infirmities. God alove knows how
much good that simple-hearted, holy
priest has done for the pogr and
suffering. He bad been kdown to
frequently prostrate himself on the
floor; and there, for ‘hours 4t a time,
pour forth his spirit in prayer that
God might relieve the infirmities of
the sick, or touch with His grate the
hearts of poor sinnmers, who ‘had
drifted away—so far away from the
dear, sweet Jesus. For my own
part, 1. believe firmly that Fatber
Noon was a sdint; and I am certain
there ‘are many who agree with me,
for already people have been seen
praying at his grave.

“While I sat by his bedside dur-
ing the long, dreary hours of his
last sickness, he told me many things
that appeared to me to be very far
above the natural—indeed they were
miraculous. I will relate one in-
cident (he called it -incident, I call
it miracle) that will illustrate his
tender devotion to, and his profound

sagestadvice to a friend, but gener-J confidence in the Blessed Virgin.

Years ago Dominic Noon was freight
engineer on the Pennsylvania Rail-
road. It was at a time when there
was but one track most of the dis-
tance between New York and Cin-
cinnati. One day the New York
express was several hours off sche-
dule time. Dominic ran his train
as usual on schedule time, but
through somebody’s mistake the
express was not signaled. On his
train were twelve or fourteen men.
They knew the express was late;
and, naturally, were anxious as to
their safety. Some one suggested
would it not be a horrible thing if the
two trains were to meej on the track.
A rough, weatber-be;zn old brake-
man spoke up and 4#aid, ‘Men, you
need not fear; while Dominic, with
one hand on the lever and the other
on his rosary, has charge of the
engine, no harm can come to us.’
Their fears were hardly quieted,when
suddenly around a curve dashed the
express.

“Both trains were at high speed
and coming on the same track in
opposite directions.  The express
had more than a hundred passengers,
and great God! what a destruction
of life and property must imevitably
follow, bad not a kind Providence
averted so horrible an accident.
Closer and closer came both trains
every second. All was confusion
and excitement, but Domijnic was
cool and collected. In a moment
he raised his heart to God and his
Holy Mother. He said one ‘Hail
Mary,’ and suddenly, as if by magic,
both trains stood still within a few
paces of each other. Nobody knew
how it happened, but Dominic was
seen to 'eave his train and wend his
way off through the woods alone.
He continued walking for many
miles until he found a settlement
with a small Cathelic Church. He
entered the church and having pros-
trated himself before Our Lady’s
altar, there poured forth his soul in
thanksgiving . ”—Catholic Columbiam.

England Teaches us‘a Lesson
in Catholic Organization.

Last week and the week before we
devoted considerable space . to the
national gatheriog of German Catho-
lics at Cologne, and in this issue we
could give even more to the confer-
ence of the Catholic Truth Society
of England, but for the pressure of
other matters. This was the seventh
annual assembly, and was even more
imposing than those of previous
years, which were held at London,
Manchester, Birminghain,Portsmouth
and Liverpool. It was convened at
Preston, a fact that was only a just
tribute to the intense native Catholic-
ism of North - Lancashire, which
thus, comments the London Tablet,
received “its mark of appreciation.
For the name of Preston has to*na-
tive-born English Catholics a magic
sound. It summarizes generations of
struggle, and recalls to mind the fact
that, however dimly the light of the
faith 1 this country was made to
burn by the storm of persecution that
commenced in the reign of the
Eighth HENRY, that lamp was never
extinguished, but was cherished and
maintained by our forefathers and
handed down to us in all its original
purity and beauty.”

The memory of the past, however.
is not what concerns us now, but the
duty of acting in the living present,
and of upholding the action of Eng-
lish Catholics as an illustrious ex-
ample for our own to follow in doing
good amnd fruitful work for the
Church. The participants came from
among all ranks of the clergy and
the laity, from Cardinal Vaughan and
the Duke of Norfolk down. through
every grade. The attendance was
enormous, reaching &s many as five
thousand persons at” ene time, and
the more to be wondered at when
we consider that in England Catholics
are numerically not half so strong in
proportion  to the entire population
as they are in this country. Special
religious services in* preparation for
the conferences were held in every
Matholic church in the town on
Sunday, at which sermons direeted-
to its work were preached by Cardinal
Vaughan, the Bishop of Salford,
and otker eminent orators; and on
Monday evening a preliminary mass
meeting was beld, at which the Car-
dinal made a long and able address
on the reunion of Christendom, point-
ing out to Catholics what their atti-
tude should be towards the Reunion
Society. - The most prominent parti
cipant in the discussion which fol-
lowed was the Rt. Rev. Bishop

dearth of personal service on the part
of the laity in helping to improve the
condition of our tellow-creatures and
giving their assistance in parish
work. A new departure, however,
has be€n made in the Catholic Social
Union, which “was inaugurated by
the Cardinal Archbishop in Decem-
ber, 1893. Its particular aim was to
provide recreative clubs; and, when
in demand, instructive classes for the
young people of both sexes, who had
left or were leaving school, and who
were about to make their first start in
lite. The organization and control
of these clubs are vested in a Coun-
cil ¢hosen by the Cardinal Arch-
bishop. Local committees, with the
Rector of the mission, direct the gov-
ernment of each club, which hés for
its president a head-worker chosen
by His Eminence. The workers
are ladies and gentlemen of position,
leisure and culture. The entire ex-
pense of inauguration and of the
carrying on of the clubs is borne by
the Council.”” In support of the
excellent work being done by these
clubs were quoted the tributes of a
number of influential personages best
acquainted ' with them. The paper
concluded thus: .

“The hopes of the Church in
England are centred in her rising
generation. Where in England does
Catholicity most flourish ? In the
towns where the youth are best look-
ed after. Proud Preston leads the
van. Out of a Catholic population
of some 35,000 she has enrolled in
her guilds close upon 7,000 young
people; and bere, therefore, Catholic-
ity ever flourishes. Here is, indeed,
a Catholic strong-hold. What has
begn accomplished in Preston, what
is now being attempted, and with
some measure of success, in Lon-
don, is the outcome ' of personal ser-
vice and self-sacrifice. The time has
come when one and all of us must
give our share of one or the other, or
both if possible, and thus do what in
us lies to secure a countless number
of our young fellow-Catholics from
the danger of falling victims to that
curse of the age, irreligion and in-
difterentism.”

To American Cathclics this sub-
ject and the second one following
it are perhaps the most interesting of
all those discussed/at the Conference.
The latter are entitled “Hindrances
to Social Work,” the most serious of
which are lack of workers, apparent
lack of sympathy between rich and
poor, want of federation, and, great-
est of all, intemperance. Bishop
Keane also took part in the discus-
sion of this -paper, especially - the
part of it dealing with the temper-
ance question, and gave those pre-
sent the benefit of his American ex-
perience. The other papers of the
day were of a more local English in-
terest, such as trades guilds, parish
councils, etc.

It is worthy. of remark here that
the most exalted personages present
were not here merely to look on,
for the discussion of the first day’s
papers was opened by the Duke of
Norfolk, who made a stimulating
address on Catholic responsibility.
Who in the highest social sphere
among ourselves will imitate bhis
example at a like gathering of Ameri-
cin Catholics assembléd for the dis-
cussion of like topics,/ including the
two to which we have specially re-
ferred ?

After an evening of pleasure spent
at a reception to the Bishop ot
Liverpool, the actual work of the
Convention was resumed next morn-
ing with a paper on Catholic art,
which was followed by a most im—
portant discussion of the work of
the Oatbolic Truth Society itself, led
by . the most distinguished among
recent converts, Rev. Luke Riving-
ton, and supplemented in an equally
able manner with a paper on the
ethics of controversy, by Canon
Moyes, and another on platform
preaching by Rev. John S. Vaughan.
Then there was a discussion of these
papers, and incidentally of the diffi-
culties of controversialists, chiefly
because our opponents are = always
changing their tactics. This com-
plaint is by no means a new ong,
as Bossuet not only made it in his
history of the variations of Protestant-
ism, but also made good use of it.
The sessions were closed in the
evening with a great demonstration
in favor of denominational schools.

1s there not in this brief record a
useful and fruitful lesson for the
Catholics of our country? Can we
not have a two or three days’ con-
ference every year on the living
issues that confront us? A confer-
ence in which our leading clergymen
aud laymen will exchange views that
by getting wide publicity in the
secular as well as the Catholic press
will reach the masses of the people ?
We are -doing in isolated ways most
of the things discussed at the re-
cent gathering in Preston, but we
take little pains to make the good
works of one section or class known
in or to another. In the ictellectual
improvement of our people some-
thing is being done by our young
men'’s literary societies and the read-
ing circles. The former are sup-
posed to have annual conventions
and both the Catholic Summer
School; but'why do so few attend
these gatherings, and why are their
lessons ignored by so many, even
generally by those sent as delegates ?
We fear it is' because the delegates
sent by most societies do not appre-
ciate the work they are supposed to
bhave been asked to attend to, and
come home. without any fixed idea of
the work it should be their duty to
lay out for their associations for the
coming year. JBut in order to secure
men of the proper character to make
good representatives and to assure
their attending to the duties they
should feel incumbent on them, each
society should establish a reserve
fund to pay its delegates’ legitimate
expenses to each national conven-
tion. Then only can the societies
make sure of representation at the
gatherings, and if their delegates be
competent men, of deriving at least
partial benefit from the exchange of
views on the best work in which
(Catholics can engage that ought to
be the work of a gathering of re-
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local’
l?ere can be accomplished elsewhEre,
if only the merits of the Philadelphia’
lan can ‘be made known elsewhere.
The local Union can do excellen'
service preparatory to
gathering of diocesan and even more
parish organizations. By all means,
then, let evety society take pains to
be. competently represented in the
National Union.—Catholic Stand-
ard.
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Another “Escape.”

A new “escape’’ has turned up in
Duankirk, N. Y. A ‘man represent-
ing bimself as “Father Ruthven, 2
converted Catholic priest,” began in
that city a few days ago what was
advertised as a course of lectures re-
vealing the startling iniquities of the
Catholic Church as to convent,
school and confessional. His
course lasted just one evening. As
in the case of the] once notoricus,
though now almost forgotten,
“Bishop” McNamara, this “escape’s”
tirade only iocited his hearers, to
disorder and riot. After giving his
filthy lecture, he -was taken to his
hotel under police protection, while
a mob of about 1000 men and
boys hooted and jeered and gave
other manifestations of disapproval.
The next day “Ruthven” packed his
trunk and departed for the West.

The sequel is interesting. It is
learned that “Father Ruthven” has
but recently been liberated from
Erie county penitentiary in Buffalo,
where he had been imprisoned for
swindling Protestant clergymen by
obtaining - money for an alleged
mission- in Australia, He had been
an inmate of Catholic institutions,
and had studied for a time in the
theological seminary at Troy, but
his conduct was so scandalous while
there that he was expelled in
1878.

“Father Ruthven’s” case is exact-
ly similar to that of the numerous
other ‘“‘escapes” who are wandering
about the country reviling the Caurch
and her institutions. These crea-
tures are unclean falsifiers. Their
only ‘“escape” has been from the
jail, the sure goal to which their
dishonest and unlawful conduct
sometime .or other leads them.
They are beneath the notice of
ordinary self-respecting peeple, but
they and their filth are hailed with
acclaim by the A. P. A. bigots and
tanatics, to whose diseased taste the
foulest slander about the Catholic
Church seems a sweet and appetizing
morsel.—Boston Republic.
