■ | to be eighty-one, that Pins X. does 
not cease to be considered in Rome 
a comparatively young man, though 
now seventy-four.

Has the Pope grown very old 
daring those six trying years since 
he took his last ride over the quiet 
lagoon of Venice ? That is a ques­
tion to which you will get the most 
contradictory answers from persons 
who have seen him only occasion' 
ally during the interval. There 
are days when the Holy Father 
looks worn and almost haggard, 
others when be seems to have all 
the buoyancy of a man ten years 
his junior. But after all has been 
said the best indication of the state 
of bis health is his capacity for pro­
longed and regular work, and that 
capacity seems if anything to have 
increased. He is not so ready to 
take exercise in the open air of the 
Vatican gardens as he was in those 
early days of hie pontificate, when 
he used to take a brisk walk in them 
once and sometimes twice in the 
day, whereas now his visits are tew 
and far between and never last 
longer than half an hour.

The change would seem Pot to be 
for the better, but the Pope does 
not appear to have suffered from it.
He has perhaps grown a little 
heavier, but his movements are re­
markably easy and graceful for one 
of his years, he suffers only at rare 
ntervals from the gout in his hand 

or foot which caused him much dis­
comfort while he was Patriarch of 
Venice, and that be is capable of 
undergoing considerable physical 
laligue was seen the other day 
when be pontificated the Mass and 
performed all the ceremonies of the 
Oononixation of St. Clement Hof 
bauer and St. Joseph Oriel— 
function which began at eight i 
the morning and did not finish until 
half an hour after midday.

The strain was all the harder 
upon Pins X , owing to the fact that 
he ia always an early riser, 
that same morning he was afoot 
eaily enough to see the first groups 
of pilgrims arriving in the Piazza of 
St Peter’s. His day. begins at five, 
he has said the Little JJours of hie 
breviary, celebrated Mass, heard 
Mass celebrated by ore of, bis priv 
ate secretaries, finished his breakfas 
coffee . and milk with a very 
little bread by seven o'clock, and 
shortly after that be is sealed at bis 
desk with Msgr. Bressan and Meg 
Pesoini, the two secretaries he has 
brought with him from Vanio), to 
aid him in his correspondence. At 
nine the Cardinal Secretary of State 
comes with bis daily budget 
affairs, then some Cardinal Prefect 
or some secretary of a Roman Con 
gregation with other business, then 
the private audiences to be given to 
bishops and other important person­
ages, then the semi-private recep­
tions and the public ones, at some 

of which he delivers important ad­
dresses.

The morning's work is thus pro­
longed almost to the very moment 
of dinner—for the Pope dines at one, 
and sups io the evening, and there 
is tbislmportant difference between 
the two repasts that whereas there 
are two dishes for the midday meal 
there is only one in the evening ; 
both aie cooked by the pope's old 
oook from Venice . M*gr. Bressan 
and Msgr. Pesoini, one or both, in­
variably share the Pope’s table^ from 
which all formality and ceremony 
has been banished since those dis­
tant days nearly six years ago. 
Most Romans and most Venetians, 
including even the laboring men 
who can do so, try to get half an 
hour’s sleep or semi sleep in the 
early afternoon, especially in the 
h it months of summer, aod the 
Pontiff is no exception.

After the cup ol ooffio following 
dinner bo reposes for a little while 
in an arm chair. If ho sleeps he 
needs no awakening, and the time 
remaining until four o’clock is spent 
in his bed-rpom (the two secretaries 
have bed rooms adjoining bis) say­
ing the Matins and Lands for the 
following day, reading or writing 
At half.past four he has again des­
cended by the lift reserved for bis 
own use to the library in his state 
apartment, where be remains at 
work, with brief intervals until 
nine o’clock, which is supper time. 

Port of the lime left over before

Once a week, and oftener only 
when there is some special reason 
for it, the Holy Father sees bis two 
sisters and niece who occupy a 
modest apartment almost within 
the shadow of the Vatican, and 
their visit rarely lasts longer than 
half an hour, but the two secretar­
ies who are old friends of the Sarto 
sisters since the Venetian days visit 
them occasionally and carry 
messages to and from the Vatican. 
The other members of the Pope’s 
family come to Rome -only at rare 
intervals, but when they do come 
they are very warmly welcomed by 
the Pope. They still lead the same 
life and live in,lbe same manner as 
on that wonderful morning of Aug­
ust 4, 1903, when they heard the 
amazing news that their brother 
or uncle or ooueio bad become Pius 
X1 The Pope’s brother is still 
postmaster of a little town near 
Mantua, and the Pontiff, who is 
deeply attached to him as well as 
to all the members ol his family, 
has been known to refer to him with 
humorous grandiloquence ; 
“To-morrow we shall receive our 
brother the Postmaster General,

and often he took the part of the 
children of those whose property 
was forfeited to the crown. More­
over he refused the Spanish Gov­
ernment to introduce their Inquisi­
tion into Naples, or the Milanese, 
which then belonged to Spain from 
hie disapprobation of, its rigours.”

From 
bese documents the dishonesty of 

Antonio Llorente is apparent, This 
so-called historian of the Spanish 
Inquisition burnt, as he himself re1 
Isles, “all the criminal processes of 
said Inquisition save those which 
belonged to history by their import­
ance.'1 In so doing, he apparently 
overlooked the fact that “other re­
positories existed which might 
some day yield evidence confuting 
the exaggerated statements of his 
one-sided and biased history of that 
institution.” Such evidence is now 
coming to light- It must be re­
membered, however, that the Span­
ish Inquisition is to be judged by 
the ideas of the age to which ii be­
longed, “Methods of dealing with 
crime, which to us Moderns appear 
harsh and revolting, were then 
everywhere prevalent, and the testi 
mony of these Records goes to prove 
that the offl/tola of the Spanish In­
quisition were rather more humane 
and enlightened than those of the 
(purely) civil tribunals of the time.”

The popular idea among Pro= 
testante concerning the Spanish Io« 
quisition is that it was “.ruly a 
bell, invented by priests.” Eu-, 
lightened Protestants, however, 
know better, Qbservo this exoeipt 
from Newman ;

“The Spanisb.Inquisition, which 
really was bloody, ia confessed by 
great protestant authorities, such 
as Ranke and Guizot, to have been 
a political, not an ecclesiastical in­
stitution j its cffioials( though ecijes- 
(aptipp, were ‘appointed by the 
crown, responsible to. the Crown, 
and removable at its pleasure. It 
bad, indeed, been originally author­
ised by the pope, who, at the in­
stance of the civil power, granted it 
a bull of establishment ; but as soon 
as it began to act, its measures so 
deeply shocked him that he im« 
mediately commenced a series of 
grave remonstrances against its pro­
ceedings, and bittei ly complained 
that he had been deceived by the 
Spanish Government. Tne Pro­
testant Ranke distinctly maintains 
that it was even set up against the 
Pope and the Chqrob, ‘4-a the
jurisdiction of the Court,’ he says, 
rested on the Royal Supremacy, so 

Its exercise was made available for 
the maintenance of the Riyal au­
thority, It is one of those spolia­
tions of the ecclesiastical power, by 
which this government rose into 
strength ; ... in its nature
and its objoot, it wag a purely 
political institute.’'

The Pope even appointed a Judge 
of Appeals from the Inquisition 
This functionary was to reside on 
the spot. When this expedient was 
evaded, he encouraged the sufferers 
to flee Io Rime, where he took 
them under his promotion, New 
man continues :

“In this way it was recorded that 
in one year he rescued 230 persons 
and 200 in another. Sometimes he 
directly interfered in Spain itself 
in the beginning of one year he 
liberated fifty heretics ; and fifty 
more a month or two later ; three 
further interpositions of meroy are 
recorded within the year. Some­
times he set aside and annulled the 
lodgments passed ; sometimes be 
managed to rescue the condemned 
from the Infamy and civil couse» 
qaenoes ol the sentence ; sometimes 
he actually summoned, oeneured, 
and excommunicated the Inquisitor ;

It was John Bright, says the 
Casket, who said (before the out 
break of the Russian War of 1854 
56) at a conference of the Peace 
Society in Edinburgh : “I believe 
that half of the people that talk 
about war have not the slightest 
Idea what it is. In a short sent­
ence it may be sofRmed up to be the
combination and ooncentration of all 
the horrors, atrocities, crimes, and 
sufferings of which human nature 
on this globe is capable.” Never­
theless, our Western civilization is 
yet afflicted with this monstrous 
evil, though it is' really foreign to 
that civilization. No one nation 
can afford to stand aside and disarm ; 
that would be inviting aggression 
and disaster. Jingoism, however 
is not patriotism. Toe altruistic 
feeling, characteristic of the Onrist- 
ian religion, should be fostered and 
developed, consistently, of course, 
with national safety. If the masses 
fully realized the horrors of war, no 
goverutiÉM»t,*va oar-day, would dare 
wage it. War’s terrible side is too 
often overlooked. The Woodstock 
Sentinel Review vary well sa) s :
—'If people could only see the in­
side of a field hospital as I hav 
says Goldwin Smith, ‘they would be 
more careful.’

But in tkë 
literature extolling the pomp and 
glory of war, but little is beard of 
the fi-ld hospital as one of the 
terrible realities of war, If the 
spirit of patriotism is to be nourish­
ed by war literature, let us have the 
whole eLit.

Under the above caption, the 
London Daily Mail contains the 
following communication from its 
special Commissioner at Toronto:

Many British manufacturers are 
qonvinced that it is useless to 
compete seriously for Canadian 
trade because the Americans have 
so great an advantage over us on 
account of their proximity and 
the similarity of taste and re­
quirements in the Dominion and 
the Union.

This belief receives its best con­
tradiction in the success of 
number of British houses that 
have gone to work intelligently 
to push their manufactures in 
Canada. The advantage pos 
sessed by the Americans in being 
next door to the Ontario and the 
Western markets is undeniable, 
but it is not so great as many 
suppose. The British factory 
can deliver its goods as cheaply 
from its warehouses in Glasgow 
or Liverpool to Vancouver as can 
its competitor in New England 
Vessels can load at Bristol or 
London and discharge their Wares 
at Fort William on Like Superior, 
the half-way city across the con­
tinent, withoqt once disturbing 
freight on tbe way.

Some months ago a Birming­
ham firm making a special line of 
window-sashes set out to culti­
vate Canadian trade. The senior 
partner himself crossed the At­
lantic and went to work with the 
utmost energy. He visited archi­
tects and gayq practical
demonstration of the merits of 
his product. He interviewed 
builders, he buttonholed hardware 
men, and finally hp appointed a 
responsible firm his representa­
tives on the spot and fired them 
with some of his own enthusiasm. 
As a result one Birmingham firm 
h^s received orders from the 
Toronto district alone this season 
for £2,Q0Q worth of goods,

When the Canadian magazine 
postage was altered so as to allow 
British magazines to be mailed to 

parts of the Dominion at very 
low rates a well known London 
house, Messrs. William Dawson 
and Sons, m ide special efforts to 
create a Canadian market. An 
office was taken in Toronto and 
an enthusiastic young Canadian 
placed in charge. A really ad­
mirable guide to British periodi 
cals was prepared and was print­
ed in good style. Everything 
was done to make it easy for 
Canadians to bqy oqr journals. 
For example, there is a custom on 
this side of the Atlantic to have

The electrical industry affords 
a conspicuous instance of how 
England has lost hold, not he 
cause of any fault in our goods, 
but because we are not adapting 
ourselves to the requirements of 
the country. Canada has for 
some time been a great field for 
electric enterprise of all kinds, 
lighting, power, and traction. 
Some of the newer Western cities 
are relying solely on electricity, 
and are not putting up any gas 
plants. British firms'—with 
the exception of one insulated 
cable house—have tried to secure 
orders from England and to 
execute them here, The leading 
American houses, the Westing- 
house, the General Electric, and 
the Allis-Chalmers Company, 
have established Canadian manu 
facluring branches or have pro 
inoted Canadian companies to take 
over their rights.

The American-Canadian houses 
are securing practically all the 
trade to the exclusion of the 
British. The reason of this was 
very clearly shown to me by the 
manager of a large power plant 
“Yon can rely on it,” he said 
"that very few more orders for 
electric plants will go to the old 
country until your manufac 
turers either hold full stocks here 
or start branch works. If you 
buy from a British house now 
you are under a serious disad­
vantage. Suppose, for instance 
you want extra parts, ‘spares,’ or 
sundries. When you want 
‘spares,’ usually you want them 
mighty quick, and something has 
to wait until you get them. If 
you must cable to England it 
means a delay of weeks.

“If anything goes seriously 
wrong in the British built plant 
men are sent out from England 
to see what is the matter and to 
put it right. The men come ont 
on the understanding that if it is 
the makers* fault they pay, and if 
it is yours, you pay. The fault 
will probably be here, and we 
have both the delay and the ex 
pense of the men coming from 
England. All this is avoided by 
employing the house on the spot 
If the great British electric firms 
want Canadian trade let them 
start Canadian branches.”

Now Mr. Mu phy is 
chiding the L'beral l ewspspers tha 
they do not support the govern men 
in the way they should. He 
crying oat that the “ scendalo’ un­
earthed by the opposition are not 
sufficiently combatted in the gov 
ere ment press. Perhaps Mr. Mur 
phy when he is a li tie older in 
public life will understand that 
politician who bas to be piopped up 
by a party organ is in sore straights 
indeed. Time however may work 
radical changes in Morphy.

The Polar Coutroversy.

To those having an intimate know­
ledge Tif the newspaper business it 
must have seemed strange that the 
New York Herald, on the afternoon 
of the day that Oook touched at tbe 
Shetland Islands, was able to wire 
representative journals all over the 
United States and Canada offering 
them a dispatch of a stipulated length 
at a certain price, on its reception 
from tbe point of arrival. On tbe 
one band was tbe fact that Dr Cook 
had not stopped long enough at Ler­
wick to permit of an interchange of 
cables with tbe Herald. Oo the 
other hand, there was his own word 
for it that when be departed for the 
north be bad no intention of trying 
for the Pole, therefore the New York 
Herald or any other paper would 
have no object in entering into any 
arrangement for a cable despatch of 
5) many words, any more than it 
would have arranged with Mr Bradiey 
the millionaire owner of the yacht 
which took Oook north ostensibly on 
a hunting trip. Why should the 
New York Herald arrange with a 
hunter of walrus and musk o$ for a 
despatch of so many thousand words 
when he returned from the Pole ?

But Peary was making his last en­
deavor to reach the Pole, a feat which 
he bad almost accomplished on his 
former voyage, aud had parted again 
with all the additional aids of reeent 
inventions both in connection with 
food and motive power. But the 
New York Times and the London 
Times had secured in advance what 
promised to be one of the biggest 
newspaper “scoops ” of the century. 
Were the remainder of that enter­
prising conterie of New York papers

to wait patiently until they bad been 
outdone on this superlative news item? 
It is not inconsistant with American 
newspaper ethics that one paper 
should endeavor to forestall the rest 
at any cost. An intelligent scout 
thrown out in advance to the north 
might be in a position to secure inlor 
mation of Peary's discovery of the 
Pole and then by outstripping Peary 
on tbe way to civilization, be able to 
“scoop" all others on the news and 
inaugurate a line of specials which 
must have netted the Herald easily 
$100,000. Of course all this is 
mere surmise, but why did the Herald 
arrange in advance for a special des­
patch announcing the discovery of 
the Pole' with a gentleman who was 
merely going north on a yacht as trie 
guest of a millionaire.—Ottawa Citiz 
en.

The section of the report of the 
British Local Government Board deal­
ing with the remarks of toe board’s 
inspection on poor law administration 
is unusually interesting. There are 
today in Great Britain no less than 
i 13,000 more paupers then there were 
to 1901- This does not take into 
consideration the insane or casuals, 
but merely the regulars and habituais. 
More significant is it that while not 
long ago the precentage of pauperism 
in London was lower than in the re­
mainder of the kingdom, today it is 
considerably larger. Why the in­
crease, and why is London particular 
ly affected ? Mr J S Oxley, the 
board’s general inspector for the met 
ropolis, answers the question by say­
ing that it is not destitution but ad­
ministration that is responsible ; an 
be goes on to prove his case by citing 
the deadly comparison. Where the 
socialist element is stroug there the 
pauper precentage is greatest, despite 
the fact that the population in each 
case is of the same character. Ol 
Poplar, which sends Wtllian Crooks 
the Socialist, to the London County 
Council, Mr Oxley says ; “ One ii
forced to the conclusion that t e pan 
perism of Poplar has been largely 
brought about by the policy of the 
guardians : that they are responsible 
for the large number of people that 
have become a charge on the rates 
during the past few years ; and that 
their methods have had the effect of 
educating the people to look to the 
Poor Laws immediately they feel the 
pinch of unemployment, instead of 
using every endeavor to find work.” 
This is the result of tbe teachings ol 
Social! m—that every man is eotnled 
to a living, no matter whether he sees 
fit to work for it or not. Poplar cat­
ers to that sort of thing. Work is 
usually absent in its workhouses. The 
guardians maintain a farm in Essex 
to which men are sent, where^when 
they desire to do a little work, they 
are kept digging the same fields over 
and over again. Most of the inmates, 
however, spend most of their time 
wandering around the country 
These are the kind of people who ex 
pect the Lloyd George budget 'o pro­
vide them a living —Montreal Gazette

It is noticeable that tbe largest vote 
polled io any Quebec constituency 
was slightly over 10,000 as compared 
with 17,453 ballots cast in Winnipeg, 
nearly 11,000 in Vancouver, over 24, 
800 in Ottawa, and 27,559 '° Halifax 
for two members each. Toe smallest 
and practically the only small vote 
cast in any Ontario constituency, was 
over 2,700, or one-third greater than 
Boulanges. In the matter of area we 
find large tracts in northern Ontarii 
such as Nipissing, being accorder 
only one mSmber for over 8,50 1 vof 
cast. So long as Quebec controL 
the balance of power there is not 
much prospect of rectifying these 
great discrepancies, but the figures 
indicate that the province of Quebec 
is being voted for every ounce ol 
political inffueBce that can be got ou 
of it, whereas the res’, of the provmo s 
are allowed as little repre:entatnm as 
possible. Another census will occur 
before next election, and it ts to be 
hoped that at least some eff >rt will be 
made to equalize tbe representat­
ion.—O.tawa Citizen.

jjoder the act ot confederation the 
number of constituencies in Quebec 
is fixed at 65, and the unit of popul­
ation in the other provinces entitled 
to representation in parliament is bas 
ed on the population of Quebec divid 
ed by 65. At the last census there 
was a good deal of complaint that 
every last inhabitant of tbe province 
of Quebec was counted, whereas the 
enumeration of the other provinces 
was by no means so tho-ougb. The 
official reports of the last election do 
not make comforting reading for the 
English speaking provinces, so far as 
their right of parliamentary represen­
tation is concerned. For instance 

a total vete of 281,232 in Quebec re­
turned 64 members to parliament. 
In Ontario a total vote of 462 560 
returned only 85 members. Io Nova 
Scotia a vote of over in,o;o was re­
quired to secure a representation of 
18 members, while not a great deal 
more than twice that number in Que­
bec returned over Lur times as many 
members.

In the present parliament Quebec 
averages one member for every 4 410 
voters, while in all the rest of Canada 
the constituencies average 5,joo votes, 
Winnipeg bad 17,453, polled votes 
while only represented in the bouse 
of commons by one member, and tbe 
same vote in Quebec would have 
elected four members taking the 
average as 4^00. In Soulauges a 
total of 1,831 were polled in tbe con­
stituency which returned a member, 
and at the same rate Winnipeg would 
have fieen represented by 9 members, 
the city of Ottawa by 13 members, 
the city of Halifax by 14 members and 
Queen’s, P. E. I , by 9 members. 
There is something radically wrong 
with the scheme of representation 
which allows a total vote in one c 
stituency to have as much sa in 
parliament as a unit of popula ! a 
fifteen times as numerous. Of course 
it may be said that the Western pro­
vinces are growing more rapidly than 
the Eastern, and especially such cities 
as Winnipeg and Vancouver. But 
here we have the city of Halifax with 
a population fifteen times larger than 
Boulanges, and it cannot be asserted 
jhat Nova Scotia is progressing in 
population with any extreme rapidity.

The honor which the Emperor of 
Anetria has conferred on Mies Aoita 
Stewart, tbe Scottish-American heiress 
on her marriage last week to Prince 
Miguel of Braganza, added still an 
other picturesque and romantic element 
to the wedding ceremooy.
