Glowing Description by a Gifted 
Canadian.

i A Tribute to its Attractions from 
a Michigan Pen.

The article describing Goderich 
summer resort which we published in 
June list wes so well received that we 
feel warranted in again calling attention 
to the attraction» of the plaoo. We then 
wrote extensively about the ad vantage! 

| offered by Goderich to those seeking 
health and rest with comfort, but we 
will not needf again to dwell on the 
beauties of the place, aa the two admira­
ble quotation» from Picturetque Canada,

The following graphic description of 
Goderich in Piakmtxpu Canada, it sup­
posed to hern been written by Principal 
Grant, of Quean's College, Kingston,and 
the description of the lake, and the ion 
let, ae seen from the perk ie a veritable 
poem in proie :—

Ae eeen from the Lake Goderich lie» 
in the centre of a large curve of the 
ooest ; and with it» church epiree, public 
edifice», and pretty private residence», 
enriched with the bright, green foliage 
of abondant tree», it has an air of quiet 
and almost sleepy beauty. On closer in­
spection, it ie obvious that ite growth 
hae not been left to accident, nor to the 
caprice» of individual taste, but baa been 
provided for by forethought and plan. 
Less than a mile from the shore, a email 
park was laid out in the form of an octa­
gon, in the centre of which ie now the 
town-hall, with cupola and clock, ite 
four eidee facing

TH1 VOUB Q’JARTIRS OF THE COMPASS. 
From this central point spacious streets 
radiate north, eouth, east, and welt, 
intersected by other streets at measured 
distance», along which shade trees have 
been planted abundantly. Beyond the 
town, to the landward aide, the eye 
wander» over a vast and fertile plain, 
bearing in summer all the products of 
the temperate zone, peaches, almost 
equal to those of the Niagara district, 
includad. To this rich plain, dark-green 
patches of reserved forest trees give the 
aspect of the glorious park-lands of Eng­
land. Lritewarde the boundless expanse 
of an inland sea meets the eye, extend­
ing its gliitenmg water» to a far horizon. 
Here and there, at wide interval», the 
level floor of water is broken by the 
white sails of a ship or fishing boat, or 
by the dark smoke of a distant steamer.

The corporation of Gederieh haa wise­
ly secured an extensive portion of the 
bluff fronting the lake for a public park. 
Here, a grand prospect is obtained of the 
Lake, its far-extending rugged shores, 
and the river, in the hollow, winding its 
tortuous wsy among grassy islets. Seated 
on one of the benches, or reclining under 
the lofty acsoia trees, the stranger gases 
with never-flagging interest on the extra­
ordinary combination of colors that the 
water» of the Lake present. Near the 
shore, probably because of the wash that 
stirs up the land, ie a broad band of 
mingled yellow and earth color ; then, 
green gradually predominates till it be­
comes pure green ; and beyond that the 
deep blue that reflect» the iky. Under 
the influence of cloud mamee, or still 
more strikingly at sunset, bend of richest 
violet, purple, and

rvxxv hue or the rainbow, 
fuie themeelvee between and into the 
mein division» of color, till the hea­
vens ere a blaze of indescribable glory, 
and the Lake ie one man of glowing, 
shifting tints, with definite outlines of 
inch lingular beauty that the picture ie 
never likely to be forgotten by eny one 
who hge the soul of an artist.

Perched on another projecting bluff, 
that by acme special favor ia yet preserv­
ed from the destruction of the elements, 
the Light-house looks almost sheer down 
on the harbor. It contains a fixed light, 
consisting of numerous lamps with sil­
vered reflectors, and sheds its welcome 
rays far over the dark water». To the 
right, lies the harbor in the deep hollow 
or recess which the united waters of the 
river and lake have eaten out of the land. 
A broad breakwater shields it from the 
wash of the lake, and the entrance is 
protected by two long piers of crib-work. 
Massive as these defences are, they can­
not altogether resist the hydraulic force 
ef the waves, when the storm sweeps 
from the wintry north. Ae, hewever, 
Goderich is one ef the very few harbors 
on this exposed coept into which belated 
vemels can run fo/refuge, and is besides 
a principal shipping port for grain and 
lumber, the Dominion Government wise­
ly keeps the breakwater in repair.

The June number ef Outing, the beau­

tifully illustrated magasine published by 
the Wheelman Co., Boston, Mae»., con­
tains the following, which ie from the 
pen of J. L. Bates, of the Detroit Post 
and Tribune, who wee president of the 
party of forty American bicycler», which 
made the “Or 
last year :—

We entered Goderich in the evening, 
and the party rode slowly around the 
beautiful little circular park, with a 
handsome eourthoase in its centre, which 
adorns the the very centre of the town, 
facing which are all the principal hotels, 
stores and business houses.

During the night the wind rose until 
it blew a half gale. Early in the morn­
ing the artist, President Bate», and some 
others, rose and took a spin about the 
place to inspect it. Goderich is the 
principal watering-piece of Western On­
tario, and it well deserves its high repu­
tation for beauty, ef location and sur­
roundings The town is built upon 
bold headland overlooking the lake. 
There re a small bay, the entrance of a 
river, end another held headland, called 
" The Cape," on ite opposite aide, which 
•hows finely from the town. Upon 
the brow of the headland is a reserved 
parade-ground, with the lighl-houie. 
Here the bluff ie almost a precipice, and 
the view is very fine, embfacing many 
miles of ooest,the bay, and the steep side 
and end of the opposite cape. On this 
morning, the wives of Lake Huron were 
beating sullenly at the foot ef the bluff ; 
the inn had risen amid drifting clouds, 
oaeting checkered lights and shadows 
over the water, which had a bine-gray 
hue, of a threatening character. Within 
the harbor below lay a number of vessels; 
while, several mile» out in the lake, half 

"oxen fishing-smacks, standing in a 
dirdet like off shore, were dishing with 
white Wing» out to their dietant fishing- 
grounds, regardless of the ominous aspect 
of the lake and iky. These little craft 
are periagua rig,—a rig much used on 
the lake» fer fiehing-boati, as it ie easily 
handled by one or two men, and spread» 
a cloud of canvae to the light airs for 
boating. The two large, almoet 
equate, fore-and-eft eails, with their 
broad head» strained flat as boards, and 
with straight lines, have a peculiar pio- 
tureequenees, like Gothic architectnrs 
and the eight of a fleet of them standing 
out of harbor in a wind ie a finer marine 
view than that of a squadron uf the most 
shapely yachts. And for fleetnees it is 
doubtful which would win, as these boats 
ate built very sharp, light, and strong, 
and are sailed by the most skilful and 
daring seamen of tbs lakes.

Turning from the lake view the town 
is a pretty sight, being neatly built, with 
many fine houses and summer residences, 
with gardens and ornamental grounds, 
the business portion clustering about the 
pretty little circular park heretoforemen- 
tioned. All about the neighborhood, 
within a radius of half a dozen miles, are 
summer hotels and summer residences, 
on locations which commend the choices 
views and other attractions.

Oar Brporlrr'* Observai l»s*.

In addition to the above from outside 
Canadian and American eources, we give 
the following, suggested by a contempla­
tion of the advantages offered by Goder­
ich to lumen sojourners.

THE SITUATION OF THE TOWN 
is commanding. The site was carefully 
chosen, the place ie from 156 to 200 feet 
above the level of the lake, and is ad­
mirably drained. The streets are wide, 
and lined with umbrageous shade trees, 
which ate already dense in foliage, and 
afford a pleasing shade to pedestrians. 
Mod is an unknown quantity in Gode­
rich. The porous earth gratefully drinks 
up the showers, end the large drain» take 
off any unusual floods

THE PLAN hr GODERICH 
has been often described as a “spider’» 
web." In the centre of a broad oetagon, 
faced from every quarter by business 
houses, standi the Ueert House, embow­
ered by trees and ahrube. The ground» 
have been beautifully improved by the 
town authorities this year, at consider­
able expense, and flower beds, neatly 
gravelled paths, and all ths attractions 
of a “garden-park," will hereafter greet 
the vision of those who reach the heart 
of the town. A wide street encircles ths 
Court House Park, and the circuit being 
one-third of a mile in length, and the 
roadway of excellent quality, a splendid 
course by carriage or bicycle is afforded. 
All the streets are well gravelled, and 
kept In good condition.

FISHING AND BOATING.
During the summer large quantities of 
pickerel, bass and other first-class fish

of almoet icy coldne»» whi.li rushes 
through a tangled cnui he of a a ter cress 
towards the river is me that, should nut 
be missed. It ia said tnat the volume of 
water from this remarkable spring is 
sufficient to satisfy the entile demand of 
the town for domestic purposes if it 
could be utilized. The drives through­
out the surrounding country are all 

The well-kept larms of the neigh- 
rhood contain

NOBLE ORCHARDS 
of peaches, plums or apples, while straw­
berries and other small fruits are abund­
antly grown. The wild raspberry hae 
its home here, and at midsummer gay 
parties of ladies, with ample luncheon, 
nave not disdained drives to the 

‘patches,’’ and returned with laden pails 
of brilliant berries picked by their own 
hand».

THE CHURCHES
two Methodist, Episcopalian, 

Roman Catholic, Presbyterian, Gaelic 
(Presbyterian), a gathering of Brethren, 
and a station of the Lord's Army. The 
town has a good reputation for morals, 
the Sabbaths, owing to strict laws, being 
generally well observed for a port.

GODERICH I» BEACHED 
by rail and water routes. The Buffalo 
As Lake Huron R.R., from Stratford, a 
distance of 49 miles, finds its lake ter­
minus hero. By water, three lines of 
steamers make regular calls, the boats 
calling at Cleveland, Detroit and Saginaw 
City (and intervening porta.) These 
vessels have every comfort for passengers, 
and a run on Like Hums it something 
akin to a sea voyage.

BRITISH EXCHANGE HOTEL.
The British Exchange has been regard­

ed as the leading hotel of Goderich. The 
veteran CapMiox has kept the reputation 
of the house up to a high standard, awl 
the improvements m ids this season will 
greatly add to the comfort of guests. 
The hotel has been refitted throughout, 
newly carpeted, and re-pa;iered. The 
situation on the square is a choice one 
affording a capital view of the Court 
House Park. The British Exchange ie 
the headquarters for wheelmen, and it is 
a favorite stopping plaee ■■ itli the travel­
ling public generally. Those wishing 
rooms for the summer should write early 
to Capt. W. Cox, Goderich.

The Lord's Army has been causing 
some excitement in our town during the 
past week or two. There are many views 
taken of the work which it is doing, and 
I have been much amured at the differ­
ent opinions expressed. My neighbor, 
Formalist, haa been in to we me, and 
has asked me to give my views en the 
subject. He expressed his own opinion 
as follows :

“ Now, Addenda, we look upon you as 
one possessed of more than an ordinary 
•hare of common sense. (He thought 
the easiest way of enlisting me on hi» 
side would be to tickle ray vanity.) Here, 
these people have come amongst ns, and 
by devices, certainly not ordained of 
God, have undertaken to “spiritualize" 
the community. Wo hare our duly ap­
pointed pastors and our commodious 
churches of all denominations, and are 
they not good and sufficient instruments 
in the bands of Providence for the pro­
secution of the good work, without re­
sorting to the peculiar method» that 
characterize the working of these people 
who have seen fit to arrogate to them­
selves the name of ‘the ford's army.’ 
Paul says that religious matters should be 
conducted ‘decently and in order,' and 
I am uf opinion that you and I, and 
other respectable people, should frown 
down the course of thia motley crew, 
who have seen fit to set at defiance all 
regulation of religious exercise, and have 
resorted to buffoon practices and ‘ways 
of wile’ to break up the respectability 
which has heretofore been the principal 
platform of true religious worship. Why, 
look at end examine them carefully, and 
you will find they are in many instances 
not far removed from the ‘hoodlum’ 
element. Some of them, by their own 
admission, have led degraded and disso­
lute lives, and how cap it be expected 
that respectable people will asso­
ciate with in their flag flying, drum-beat­

A book likely to be read for its glimp­
ses into the byways of European royalfty 
is The Life and Letters of Princess 
Alice. From the proud aud rich English 
court to the equally proud but parse- 
pinched palace at Darmstadt was a sea- 
change indeed, and the letters of the 
princeee will do good if only ehowine 
how much better off an American busi­
ness man's wife is than was thia daughter 
of the richest kingdom in the world.

The letters of the princess to her fam 
ily in England, aud particularly the 
queen, a memoir translated from the 
German and a preface by the Princess 
Helena, make up the body of the book. 
With the history of the princess from her 
childhood and early life as the faverite 
daughter of Prince Albert down to her 
death by diphtheria contracted at the 
bedside Bf her children, the world is 
familiar. It can, however, do no one 
any harm to read again this story of the 
life of a woman who,although a princess, 

r was aa simple and homely in her daily 
life as any burgher's wife in a little Ger­
man town. Her heroism waa one of the 
fine kind that consists of passive, uncom­
plaining endurance that bears its sorrows 
quietly while turning a brave face to the 
world.

Two portraits accompany thia book, 
one of the Princes» Alice from a photo­
graph taken in 1860, two years before 
her marriage with Prince Louis of Hesse 
Darmstadt, in which ehe is represented 
as a sweet, simple English girl, with her 
hair smoothly banded, as waa then the 
fashion. The other forma the frontis­
piece, and ie taken from a German photo­
graph dated 1878. In thia the princes» 
appears as a stately and dignified lady of 
a somewhat German cast of countenance. 
In fact, she looks like the wife of a Ger­
man burgher, and thia is about what she 
was, for Prince Louis of Hesse, a small- 
eyed creature, who is talking of marry­
ing again, was impecunious—terribly so, 
and not all the guineas of his wife’s 
dowry and settlement sufficed to give the 
young ceuple a decent establishment. A 
New York girl would have turned up her 
nose at the clol hes Victoria’s daughter 
had to wear. The royal family never 
dressed well until the Princess Alexan­
dra married into their set, but they pro­
bably had enough to be comfortable on, 
whereas the princess of Hesse-Darmstadt 
had to turn her Clothes and patch and 
inend like any German hausfrau.

No wonder the princess said she look­
ed back to her childhood and girlhood as 
the happiest time of her life. She evi­
dently loved her husband, bnt love in a 
small German palace with only a few 
servants, like lore in a cottage, haa to be 
paid for somehow ; and carking cares 
icrept into the princely household very 
early in the wedded life of the young 
couple. They were always hard up. 
Besides the princess was lonely and her 
children were eternally having coughs 
and colds. She tells the queen of Eng­
land that “whooping cough is a nasty 
thing.”

“ The man who built our house wants 
money and we can scarcely manage it.”

“ We shall be beggers very soon if all 
goes on as it promises to do.”

“ Times are hard ; it wants all a Chris­
tian's courage and patience to carry 
through them."

As a family the Hesse-Darmstadts 
were always ailing. Swelled necks, 
rashes scarlet fever and similar trials 
were se many thorns in the flesh to 
them. Perpetual croup ! When they 
went to Scheveningtr they found the 
place so expensive that they had to move 
to tilankenburgh fop/lSbnomy.

Some pretty bits of domestic life are 
worked in among the cares and trials. 
The mother's fondness for her children, 
as shown in the letters, is very touching 
and natural. The death of little Prince 
Fritz who fell from a window almost 
under his mother’s eyes, begins thé 
chapter of miseries which ended in the 
death of the youngest child and that of 
the good, charitable, unselfish princess 
whose name is associated with all the 
virtues of the royal family of England 
and none of their foibles.

Here is a passage which illustrates the 
princess’ relations with her royal mother:.

“The christening went off very well. 
Baby looked really pretty, for so young 
an individual. Marie [duchess of Edin­
burgh], quite in pink, held her god­
child, and my mother-in-law, with her 
best love, begs me to tell you it had 
pleased her se much that yo u had asked 
her to represent you. My three older 
girls looked very nice, I thought, in 
lavender ailk (your Chriatmaa present).
I had the tame color, and “ Sunny.” one 
of the younger children, was immensely 
admired. "

Very sweetly does the princess speak 
of a'l those left behind in England, and 
particularly in Scotland. In one place 
she says :

“I shall get a comforter done for Mrs. 
Brown, kind old woman. Will you tell 
her tiiu plaid she made me still goes 
everywhere with me.”

Tlie princess evidently spoke and wrote 
German as fluently as English, and the 
letters were written in that language, 
being translated by the Princess Chris­
tian.

Castle Garden le one el the moet bene­
ficent institution» in the world, and owes 
ita preeent usee largely to Dr. Friedrieh 
Kapp, now a member of the Imperial 
Gorman Reicharath, bet formerly a resi­
dent of New York. It ie under the con­
trol of nine commissioners ef emigration, 
appointed for the term ef six years by 
the govemer, and eonfirmed by the 
Senate of the state of New York. 
Thither let ua follow a pertion of the 
0730 immigrants who arrived by seven 
different steamers on the 16th of May, 
1882. The name ef each, the date of hia 
arrival, place of departure, number of 
his family (if any), whither, bound, hia 
buainesa, and other particulars, are all 
registered. This record, together with 
that of the cabin passenger», is compared 
with the manifest of each captain, which 
manifest ought to exhibit the names of 
all the persons he had on board. It thus 
becomes a check on the greed of some 
who have brought mere passengers than 
the law permits, or than were named in 
the manifests.

Not only do the Commissienere of 
Emigration protect their often helpli 
charges against the extortions, robberies, 
and unspeakable villainies of the human 
harpies who formerly infested the decks, 
and preyed upon the luckless incomers— 
not only do they supply interpreter», 
maintain an employment bureau, assist 
in the exchange of funds, purchase of 
tickets, forwarding of immigrante and 
baggage—hut they also license the 
boarding-house runners, and subject 
them to rigid supervision. They further 
provide for the sick aud disabled, the 
lunatics, and the pregnant women whose 
husbands, if sick, are sect to the hospital 

Ward’s Island, furnish medicine to 
the ailing and trusses to the ruptured, 
and preserve recorded particulars of all 
thus coming under their special care by 
which they may be found and identified 
in the future.

Near the Information Bureau from 
2000 to 2500 people, waiting inquiringly 
for their friends, have sometimes been 
congregated at one time. -

The grandly beneficent work of the 
Emigration Commissioners deserves bet­
tor medical facilities than the miserably 
inadequate hospital accommodations at 
their immediate command in Castle Gar­
den. New York does the work^and 
bears the expense connected with foreign 
immigration, but the whele country 
shares in its benefits. The railroads 
especially profit by it. The cash value 
of tickets purchased by inward-bound 
immigrants ir 1881 was more than five 
million dollars. Moneys to the value ef 
eleven millions were exchanged in Castle 
Garden, and the estimated amount of the 
drafts, bends, and other representatives 
of specie yalue brought in during the 
same year was no less than one hundred 
million dollars. Castle Garden ought to 
be a national institution.—[R. Wheatley, 
in Harper’s Magazine fer June.

The Daily Awes publishes an interest, 
ing letter from Its special correspondent 
in the Soudan, dated Dongola, April 2, 
giving an account of the Mahdi end his 
movement». The correspondent thinks 
that beyond question Mohammed Ahmed 
ie a man el considerable intelligence and 
extraordinary force of character. In 
barren discussion as to the nature or 
aothcrity of his mission he lese* no time. 
If any man be bold enough to challenge 
hie divine origin or express his disbelief 
he ia permitted to choose between sub- 
minion, open acknowledgment, and de­
capitation. On the other hand, he pre­
lect» and encourages those who volun­
tarily accept him aa the true Mahdi— 
the man sent by Allah to reform man­
kind. He boeste some education, aa it ia 
understood in the East ; that is, he reads 
and writes, and is well versed in the 
Koran aud the commentators. He speaks 
both the Ç|£rabari and^Arsbic languages. 
His life lis ttarole in OrS-extreme. He 
indulges in none <dJkif luxuries or vani­
ties of life,except perhaps a weakness for 

large number of wives. He is cridited 
with the possession of thirty-nine of 
these aids to happiness, though the 
orthodox number allowed by the Koran 
ie only four. By a system of temporary 
divorce, he keeps within the letter 
of the Mohamedap law ; the ladies tak­
ing their turn to be divorced and taken 
on again. The Mahdi, the correspond 
ent also says, is a fighting prophet. He 
takes part in all the battles, and does not 
spar» his own person. There is a report 
current that in the fight with Hicks’ 
army he received a sword cut across the 
forehead which divided the brass cap 
which he wears under his turban, and in­
flicted an ugly wound. For some timeafter 
the battle he did not appear in publie,and 
it is suspected that the wound may have 
had eomething to do with the extraordi­
nary inaction of the Mahdi’s forces since 
the defeat of Gen. Hicks. Mohammed 
Ahmed is “a total abstinence man of the 
purest water.” Not alone are wine and 
all aorta of spirituons liquors forbidden, 
but even the more harmless enjoyments 
of tobacco and coffee are aaathenm, and 
severe penalties are inflicted on any one 
discovered using the forbidden luxuries 
One of the refugee merchants new at 
Dongola relates that, having been caught 
by some of the Mahdi’s soldiers flagrante 
delicto smoking a cigarette, he was seiz­
ed, brought before the prophet and sen­
tenced to receive one hundred and fifty 
lashes, which were duly administered. 
Under these circumstances, it can well 
be imagined, life in Obeid in net gay.

Maine», who died from his injuries at 10 
o'clock last night. The village was 
thrown into a scene of the greatest ex­
citement on receipt of thi» aad intelli 
gence. Expression» of surprise and hor­
ror were heard on every hand that such 
a crime should have been committed in 
this usually quiet and peaceable neigh­
borhood.

THE CAUSE
of Ihe u&fortunate affray seems to have 
been an old feud between the families. 
Beamish and Maine», who resided about 
a mile from the village, were well-to-do 
farmers, the latter being over 60 years 
eld, and the former about 70. They 
were near neighbor», but between them 
some unhappy grudge existed. Lest 
Saturday morning, it is laid, they quar­
reled, and then again on Sunday,

WHILE RETURNING FROM CHURCH,
The two eons of each were also present, 
and it was finally arranged that no fight­
ing should be done on Sunday, but the 
weuld-be combatants should meet on 
Monday morning early at the crossroads 
to settle the feud. Early on Monday 
morning Beamish and two sons came out 
on the public road, when they met 
Maine* and hia two eons.

THE CONFLICT
waa between young Beamish and old Mr. 
Maine». The young man soon overcame 
hia more aged antagonist and waa treat­
ing him cruelly, when Maine’s son essayed 
to rescue hie father. This he was pre­
vented from doing by Beamish, who, it 
is said, told hia ion to “give it to the 
old man." Finally Maine» waa knocked 
down and brutally kicked, and it ia 
stated that Beamish, sen., urged on one 
of hie sens with sayage and disgusting 
expression*. When the victim was re­
duced to a state of helplesaneaa the 
Beamish trio departed and the two 
Maine» boy» removed their prostrate par­
ent to hia home, and medical aid was 
called but to no purpose, for he died on 
Monday night. Dra. Sloan and Young, 
who made the post mortem, found trace* 
of a frightful blow, apparently made by 
a club or boot, near the left temple, 
where a large mail of clotted blood had 
gathered.

Pascal wm one of the most original 
thinkers of France, but no inmate of any 
asylum ever presented more indisputable 
proofs of mental disease than these 
which characterized bis. whole career. 
All his life he walked in darkness, know 
ing not at what he stumbled, in constant 
fear both cf the preMnt and th« future. 
He was the victim of absurd delusions, 
was haraMed by excMsive nervousness, 
and was the slave of uncontrollable ec­
centricities. On examination after death 
his brain was found to be aerious'y die- 
Uised.

The gifted poet Collins was at times a 
sad and moaning lunatic, The eccen- 
tricities and melancholy of Lord Byron 
were probably the uncontrollable mani­
festations of disease, and during hie 
short and brilliant career he gave suffi 
cent evidence of insanity. Nothing 
Mems clearer than that the irritability, 
hyphehondria and meanness of Alexan­
der Pope were the results of organic 
cerebral conditions, which he could no 
more control than he could remedy his 
physical deformity. “I shad die at the 
top first," ejaculated Dean Swift, as he 
sadly gazed at a tree whoa* branches 
wore decaying, and he realized hie terri­
ble prediction. He wae more er less in­
sane during all his active life.

Tasso was a positive maniac, and, like 
many other unbalanced geniuses, believ­
ed that he was attended by a familiar 
spirit. Madama de Steel had a mascu­
line and powerful intellect, but she was 
a slave to idle fears and silly eccentri­
cities that in ordinary persons would 
lertainly have bien regarded as symp­

toms of disease of the brain. Cardinal 
Richelieu was subject to maniacal attacks 
during which he lost all his self-control 
and behaved like a silly child. When 
the attack waa over he had no recollec- 
tionof what had passed.—[SanFranciscan.

States, most of whom we have heard.
His answer was that lie regarded Mr.
Blake’s style ai perfect for parliamen­
tary speaking, and that for thorough, 
systematic, and masterly treatment of 
Ins subject he was unrivalled on this con­
tinent. My friend had frequently listen­
ed to Mr. Blaine, and I asked him par­
ticularly for a comparison between him 
and Mr, Blake. He then described to 
me Mr. Blaine’s mode of speaking, his 
ability, hia impulsiveness, his phenbpie- 
nal command of facts, and his success in 
rousing the enthusiasm of the crowd;

occasion. Some two years had elapsed 
since the time when he last appeared at 
a convention in Dungannon, and on that 
occasion the organisation had been to 
perfected that they had been enabled to 
carry successfully the two elections that 
afterward followed. It was to be hoped 
that this convention would be equally 
fruitful of good results. One of the 
delegates present to-day had mentioned 
the fact that no member of parliament 
had been present at the temperance con­
vention held yesterday at Clinton. In 
reply he would state that upon one thing 
the temperance people could depend,and 
that was that the Reform membem 
of the Local Hollas were almost a unit 
in favor of the temperance cause One 
of the hariUst things the Mowat Govern' 
msnt had »o fight in the last election was 
the hitter spirit which had been engen­
dered against it by the liquor intei est, 
urged on by the leaders- of Tory senti 
ment. The Greeks' Act had proved i 
beneficial law for the furtherance of tern 
peinnee, and the aim of the Local Gov­
ernment had been, and would continue 
to be, to promote the improved working 
of temperance legislation. To-day 
good deal of time had been taken up in 
the work of organization, but he looked 
upon that as being time well spent, for 
after all was said and done, elections 
were carried by organization. In the 
last Dominion election held in West Hu- 
ren the loss of one vote in each of the 
polling sub-divisions would have caused 
the defeat of Mr. Cameron who now so 
ably represented the county, and the 
election ofj his opponent. Four or five 
votes neglected in each polling sub-divi­
sion would have reduced his own ma­
jority of 167 to a minority. A large 
number of member» in the Local House 
had majorities under 50, and a very small 
change would have sufficed to render 
them minorities.

He then 
went on to discuss the improper manner 
in which the Conservative leaders and 
their hired press had endeavored to 
make a dead set upon Ontario, and in 
scathing terms shewed up the tactics of 
the Mail, the aoti.ms of Sir John and 
his col leagues,'and the futile efforts of the 
men now on trial before the courts ia 
connection with the conspiracy case. Sir 
John, as a 'constitutional lawyer, was 
next taken up and criticized,and his falli­
bility on the eachuafquestion, the liquor 
question, and the streams bill proved, 
He then referred to the staunch manner 
in which they had stood by him in pre­
vious elections, and stated that the 
loyalty of his friends to him had been 
one of the principal reasons that had 
induced him to sacrifice hie personal 
feeling», and emerge from the position 
of a private member when the treasurer- 
ship of Ontario had been offered him by 
Hon. Mr. Mowat. He urged them to 
continue to be loyal to Liberal interests 
and to the rights of Ontario, and to be 
true'to themselves and their country, 
and closed a brilliant address of over an 
hour’s duration amidst loud and pro­
longed applause.

Dr. Sloan, of Blyth, was the next 
speaker, and in opening paid a high 
tribute to the sterling abilities and poli- 
tical worth of Hon A. M. Ross. The 
Liberal party had dune much for On­
tario, although the work had been mili­
tated against to a great extent by the 
actions of Sir John and hia satellites. 
Sir John had said he could veto any act 
passed by the Legislature, and if this 
were so, Ontario certainly was not a 
gainer by confederation. But it had 
been proven in three instances before 
the Privy Council that Sir John’s opinion 
on constitutional law was not of the 
best, and it was probable that before 
long he would learn that the rights of 
our Province were not te be tampered 
with with impunity. The speaker then 
referred in fitting terms to the ability and 
political powers of M. C. Cameron, and 
named him as a coming man in the 
Liberal Cabinet that would ere long be 
termed under the ablp leadership of Hon. 
Edward Blake. After denouncing the 
iniquities of the Dominion Government, 
and pointing out a number of the most 
glaring, he referred to the necessity for 
calling such- meetings as the present, and 
advocate the holding of five or six poli­
tical gatherings in each constituency 
every year. By this means the members 
would be enabled to give an account of 
their stewardship, and a more general 
knowledge of Liberal politics would be 
vouchsafed to the community at large 
—Grit as well as Tory. At these meet­
ings the members of parliament could 
be aided by local speakers—young men 
who would in due time be called upon to 
fill political places in the country when 
the days of the present incumbents were 
over. (Applauae.)

M. C. Cameron, M. P., on coming for 
ward was greeted with a tumult of ap­
plause. He said that owing to the late 
ness of the hour it would be impossible 
for him te give even a brief outline of 
the frauds and rascalities that had been 
perpetrate! by the Dominion Govern­
ment during its last session. Fault had 
been feund by previous speakers because 
attempts had been made to buy up peo­
ple in the Legislature with small sums 
of money, but this fact shoul4,nut startle 
any of them when it was known that in 
the Dominion Parliament tha bribery 
waa done with millions. He did not be­
lieve there was a ceuntry in the world 
except Canada that would not have been 
driven te rebellion by the high handed 
and reckless manner in which the Gov­
ernment acted last session. Revolutions 
had been instituted and thrones had been 
overturned in other countries for less 
causes. The Syndicate deal, the white­
washing of Sir Charles Tupper, the elec 
tien by act of Parliament of members of 
Parliament who had obtai'ned minority 
votes, the veto of the streams bill, the 
McCarthy Act, the non-ratitication of 
the boundary award, and the iniquitous 
land laws in the northwest were then 
taken up and their enormity fully expos­
ed. Jt was quite true that the little 
Liberal phalanx had done its best to 
fight for the cause of the country and 
the best -interests of the state, but it 
should be remembered that it was num­
erically weak—being composed of some 
70 members in all. When the Liberal 
party raised voice against any of the 
rascalities, or pointed out that the coun­
try was being driven on the road to ruin, 
the only answer vouchsafed by the “brute 
force majority" was, “Call in the mem­
bers. ’’ However, he looked for the 
dawning of a brighter day, when the sun
