Potatoes will remain firm and mealy 
all winter if air-slacked lime is 
sprinkled over the barrels or bins;

Dry bran Is said to be an excellent 
thing to clean dainty velvet flowers 
and woollen fabrics. Rub the soiled 
part, then brush it all off.
• Radiators should be examined often 
to see if they are filled with cold 
water or condensed steam, which 
keeps them from radiating the heat.

A lemon that is heated will remove 
more juice than one that is cold. 
Wbe* cold, place the lemon in a heat­
ed oven until it is warm through.

If flour is placed in the oven until 
it is thoYoughly heated, it will not be 
so apt to lump easily in making 
thickening for gravies, soups and 
sauces.

Save orange and lemon parings; 
dry them, and when you have a fire 
on the hearth throw them on; the 
flames will become very vivid and full 
of bright colours.

Before belting is sewed on a wash 
skirt it should be shrunken by pour­
ing boiling water over it and letting 
it soak therein for five minutes.

A dash of scalloped potatoes is 
much more savory if a sweet green 
pepper is boiled and chopped fine and 
put in.

Nutmegs can be tested by pricking 
them with a pin. If they are good, 
oil will instantly spread around the 
puncture.

When shoes have become hard and 
stiff after being wet, they should be 
washed with warm water and then 
rubbed well with oil.

Special Evening Telegram,
LONDON, Nov. 10.

A despatch credited to the Vtepnd 
Relchspot, describee the Turkish 
Army as utterly demoralized. The 
correspondent says that whole de­
tachments slink along, unarmed, tat- 
ered and hungry, glad to be taken 
prisoners so they may hope for food. 
The whole country is a scene of fight­
ing, and is strewn"! with abandoned 
guns, war material and military de­
bris. Negotiations for the surrender 
of Adrianople, he adds, have met with 
no result, but that since the Bulgar­
ians have seized a dominating posi­
tion in the north-west the capitula­
tion of the city is close at hand.

Dear Sir,—Mrs. Browning's address 

in the News of recent issue on the 
education of girls no doubt impress­
ed many. What Mrs. Browning says 
1s doubtless true, but are not our boys 
in a similar position? Many on leav­
ing school have not the slightest 
knowledge of any trade or pro­
fession, and consequently have to take 
inferior positions in business life, 
owing to lack of proper training. I 
am not finding fault with our schools 
and colleges, but with the conditions 
that exist for the proper training of 
our young men in the various trades 
and professions.

What we need to-day is the trained 
men. A large majority of commer­
cial enterprises, and almost every 
other undertaking depenos entirely for 
its success on the genius of the techni­
cally trained man. Where is New­
foundland to-day ? Our colleges are 
turning out scores of men annually 
but many of them never get any 
special training, simply because they 
cannot afford to go to a University.

What we want In Newfoundland are 
trade schools and technical Institutes 
where our young men could learn the 
theoretical as well as the practical 
part of the various professions and 
trades.

Newfoundland is a country rich in 
minerals, timber and soils, and when 
new ideas are brought forward and 
mines opened up. and new businesses 
started we have to go to other coun­
tries in search of men.

I venture to say. Mr. Editor, that we 
have as good a talent around the out- 
ports and in the city as can be found 
anywhere, but it has never had an 
opportunity to develop itself.

if the men who cannot attend a 
University were traned in the coun­
try, would not be better off than 
we ere to-day? .

ft is time the Government woke up 
and seen that these needs were 
remedied, and that Newfoundland was 
as she ought to be.
