How Governor 
Williams Exposed 

Himself!
Sir Râlph Williams has written a 

book telling, so the title intimates, 
how he became a Governor. Thous­
ands of people have wondered how 
he did it. We do not know, as we 
have not had the opportunity of read­
ing the book. The author did not for­
ward a copy to us, and we are not 
surprised that he did not do so. The 
criticisms to which we subjected his 
conduct in the case of the Morison 
Memorials were such that he could not 
count his recollections of them' as 
part "of the most pleasant memories 
of my official life.”

Now that ex-Governor Williams has 
unburdened himself of his opinions on 
Newfoundland and its people, the sup­
porters of Sir Edward Morris will 
learn with delight that though Sir 
Ralph Williams has no use for them, 
his association with Sir Edward Mor­
ris Is one of the most pleasant mem-

orles of bis official life, and that Sir
Edward was "not only my official
prime minister but my warm person­
al friend.” Sir Edward must be pro­
foundly impressed with his success 
with the late Governor, who has taken 
him to his heart. It will afford him 
much comfort now that he knows the 
electorate of Newfoundland, so much 
despised by Sir Ralph Williams, have 
as much contempt for him as they 
have for his friend, Sir Ralph Wil­
liams.

Sir Ralph Williams prates about 
“the extraordinary oblique ideas which 
the electors at large have of their 
political duties and political respon­
sibilities”; and efaps himself on the 
back on a persistency he showed in 
refusing to let some poor devils out of 
the Penitentiary. Sir Ralph uses a1 
magnifying glass in showing up what 
he regards as the faults and foibles of 
Newfoundlanders, but he is absolute­
ly blind to the mote in his own eyes, 
which warped his vision so much that 
his conception of bis political duties 
and responsibilities became a bye- 
word during the latter part oif his 
career In Newfoundland.

a plea of forgetfulness from Mr. 
Donald Morison, when the latter de­
clared he forgot the law when he ad­
vised the agent for the sale of some 
timber limits in which he was inter­
ested that a purchaser might raid ad­
joining Crown Lands for timber. He 
read him a lesson and let him off. 
And this is the man who prides him­
self as Governor, as one who is "a 
Governor strong enough” to override 
Ministers who want to be overridden 
and keep some poor devil in jail, and 
who was in reality weak enough to fall 
in with his personal friend, the Prime 
Minister, Sir Edward Morris, and help 
him to keep his Ministry together af­
ter the exposures made in the Morison 
Memorials.

The obliquity of his ideas of his du­
ties is revealed also In his sneer at 
his locum tenens, who he declares was 
caught napping and succumbed to the 
importunity of a would-be C. M. G. It 
is a sneer at a better man than him­
self and one who is honoured by his 
fellow’s as much as ex-Governor Wil­
liams is deepised by them. His cheap 
sneer at local optionists are on all 
fours wjth. the rest of his diatribes 
against 'the people of Newfoundland 
and their ways.

He declared he was staggered at the 
revelations made about one of his 
ministers, and yet he staggered the 
people of Newfoundland by accepting

Sir Ralph Williams has tried to 
make a show of the people of New­
foundland and he has succeeded in 
making a sorry exhibition of himself. 
In his personal addresses to the pub­
lic no Governor ever used so much 
soft sawder. At times his expressions 
of love for Newfoundland and esteem 
for its people were positively couched 
in terms that were nauseating to 
those who saw through him. Now 
everybody can see they were insin­
cere. If the book has accomplished
anything it has proved to those who

listened to his adultation his rank
hypocrisy.

The title of the book is “How I be­
came a Governor.” As a study of that 
it may be Interesting to know how 
such a man became a Governor. So 
far, however, as the extracts publish­
ed show, they set forth. how a Gover­
nor retired with a bad taste in his 
mouth. The people pleased him not. 
Their'Prime Minister, however, he has 
taken to his heart. He looks back on 
his association with him as a pleasant 
memory. The people look upon the 
career of Sir Ralph Williams In New­
foundland as a bitter memory. They 
are now well rid of him. Next No­
vember they will have an opportunity 
of ridding themselves of his, personal 
friend. If anything was wanting to 
add to the unpopularity of Sir Ralph 
Williams In Newfoundland, the reve­
lation that while he was lauding the 
people in public he -was knifing them 
in the secrecy of tils s^pdy. suffices 
it. May we never see the like of Sir 
Ralph Williams in Newfoundland will 
be the earnest wish of all who respect 
themselves and their country.

CHARLESTON, To-day.
John P. White and eighteen other 

officials of the United Mine Workers 
of America, were arrested by the Fed­
eral Court, on the charge of a viola­
tion of the Sherman Anti-Trust law. 
It is alleged defendants conspired 
with coal operators in West Penn., 
Ohio, and Indiana Illinois, to raise 
wages in West Virginia coal fields so 
as to prevent its competition with the 
other four States in the Western mar­
ket.

LONDON, To-day.
At a luncheon given by the King in 

honor of the Balkan Peace delegates 
on Saturday His Majesty expressed 
the hope that their labors would soon 
bo satisfactorily concluded. At a 
subsequent meeting of the delegates, 
however, little progress was made and 
so an adjournment was taken till Mon­
day. The delegates failed to reach an 
agreement on the form of the proto­
col draft. King George In conversing 
with the delegates regarding the dan­
ger of a fresh struggle among them­
selves remarked: “Another war would 
be a crime against humanity.”

LONDON, To-day.
A Vienna dispatch says: "War is 

almost Inevitable between the Balkan 
Allies,” according to a Sofia dispatch 
to Neue the Freie Presse, which de­
clared the solution of a Cabinet crisis 
must not be looked for before June 
12. The Daneff Cabinet was expected 
to effect a re-approachment with the 
Tripple Alliance, meanwhile a meet­
ing of the Premiers is extremely 
doubtful. Much excitement prevails. 
Serevia is allowing the passage of no 
Bulgarian messages. From to-day a 
more drastic state of war will be ob­
served. All houses must close at 9 
at night.

TORONTO, To-day.
Possibly the scene presented on Sat­

urday at the meeting of the Presby­
terian General Assembly was the ont 
most unique in the history of that 
Church. There was a phalanx oi 
young men admitted to the ranks oi 
the church from the Presbytery at 
Winnipeg, nineteen in number, who 
were all Ruthenians. The occasion 
was one of the most impressive wit­
nessed since the remarkable series ol 
meetings in connection with the As­
sembly began. The subject of church 
Union was introduced by Rev. Dr. 
Duval, Winnipeg, who made a strong 
speech in favor of it, but the discus­
sion was adjourned.

LONDON, To-day
Emily Davison, first martyr of the 

militant efforts to obtain suffrage, 
died yesterday, as a result of a frac­
ture of the skull sustained in an at­
tempt to stop the King's horse during 
the running of the Derby. Only the 
matron of the hospital and two nurs­
es were present at the deathbed, Miss 
Davison’s relatives having left the 
building when told there was no 
hope of her regaining consciousness. 
A few moments before death, two 
comrades draped the scenes sur­
rounding the cot with the fateful col­
ors of the Women’s Social and Poli­
tical Union which she wore when she

made her sensational attempt to in­
terfere with the great classic of the
British turf. Spea.king with great 
emotion at Hyde Park meeting yes­
terday, Mrs. Despard said she hoped 
the case of Miss Davison would kind­
le and inflame the souls of men which 
would end the present awful situa­
tion. Miss McGowan, another suffra­
gette leader said Miss Davison had 
given her life in order to call atten­
tion to the wrongs of men. She knew 
Miss Davison always held a view that 
women’s life would have to be sacri­
ficed before the women of this coun­
try would get justice. In striking 
contrast the meeting of the Constitu­
tional Society in Hyde Park subway 
In the afternoon met with only mild 
opposition, but the attempts of the 
W.S.PU. speakers to address the 
crowd resulted in considerable disor­
der. A number of fights between the 

1 main body guards of the women and 
spectators took place. Last Sunday 
the members of the Women’s Social 
Political Union raised their flags at 
several points, but the crowd pushed 
and pressed the women together. At 
one point the women were rushed off 

' their feet' and the police had to es­
cort them from the Park.

They Too Muy Succumb -—Animal 
Took Fright ait Mtenm Roller—Colt- 
man Also Injured—Wheel Came Off 
Rig—Hud Just Buried Ills Sou.

While returning from the funeral of 
Ins son. Philip Bougie, aged 66, was 
dashed to death against a curbstone, 
and three of his (laughters and one 
son. were knocked unconscious and 
may never recover, as a result of a 
runaway accdent at the corner of 
Cote des Neiges Hill and Pine Avenue, 
this morning.

Taking fright at a steam roller, the 
horse attached to the carriage in 
which the bereaved family were re­
turning from the dometery. galloped 
wildly down the steep grade towards 
Pine avenue, with Roui Deschamp, 
the driver, using all his strength to 
held in the infuriated animal.

Rising up in his seat, Deschamp 
with almost superhuman strength 
pulled on the reins and pulled the wild 
animal around the corner of Pine 
avenue, thinking thus to break his 
headlong career.

Wheel Came Off Rig.
All would have been well, but just 

as the cab turned the corner, a wheel 
came off dashing the four occupants 
against the sidewalk.

Landing on his head on the curb, 
Philip Bougie, who had only a few 
moments before seen his son laid to 
rest, never moved again. His neck 
was broken, and death was apparently 
instantaneous.

Lying beside him wefe the uncon­
scious forms of his three daughters 
and one son. while George Deschamp, 
the cabman, who had so heroically 
tried to avert the accident, was limp­
ing about with a broken shoulder and 
several broken ribs. Strange to say,
the hor&e was not scratched at all.

Two Death In Three Days.
Death thus struck the Bougie family 

two heavy blows since last Saturday, 
when George Bougie, aged 24, the 
youngest son of the man who was 
(lasted to death to-day, passed away.

The family had left their humble 
home, at 10 Mountain street, early to­
day, weeping for George, and other re­
latives returned to the same home at 
noon, mourning the death of a father, 
and expecting eny minute to hear 
worse news still from the hospitals to 
which the Injured were taken.

They had just seen the last sod 
placed on George's grave and had 
mounted into the cabs to return from 
the scene with sad thoughts, when 
the horse in the leading cab took 
fright at the steam roller.

Wife Saw Accident.
With tense, pale faces, the five occu­

pants of the cab sat tight in their 
seats while the horse dashed madly 
down the grade. Those who witness­
ed the tragic gallop say that Des- 
champ exerted his utmost strength to 
pull the horse to his haunches, but 
nothing could he done to check his 
speed.

Just behind the ill-fated cab was 
another carriage, in which Mrs. Philip 
Bougie, her son-in-law. and two 
younger children were selated. They 
heard the shouts of distress, followed 
by a terrible crash at the corner of 
Pine Avenue.

The second cab drove up to the 
corner just in time for Mrs. Bougie 
to see her husband breathe., his last. 
She bent over the prostrate man and 
implored him to speak, but no words 
came from his lips, which were al­
ready sealed in death.

Injured Man Helped Others.
After his plucky drive ending in the 

fatal crash, Raoul Deschamps rose to 
his feet in an instant and helped the 
three women from under the wrecked 
cab. Then he gasped : “I did my 
best,” and he fainted.

“I never saw a man drive as that 
man did.” said William Wright, of 32 
Walnut Street, who was standing near 
the corner when the cab turned over. 
“[ saw the horse galloping down the 
hill, then I saw the driver stand up
and just pull the horse around the cor­
ner, and he had everything safe when
the wheel came off.”

“I did it for the best,” were the 
only words which Deschamp could 
murmur, as' he lay on a couch in his 
home, at 10 School Street.

George Step­
henson, the au­
thor of the steam 
locomotive and 
the Janus-faced 
ctfw catcher, was 
born In England 
on this date, In 
the year 1781. He- 
was a poor boy. 
and if he had 
not thought of 
the locomotive he 
would probably 
have remained 

poor at a very gratifying rate of 
speed.

At the time George was born -the ex­
tra-fare train and the parlor car with 
telephone and shower bath attach­
ment had not been heard of, When 
people wanted to go anywhere they 
slipped the harness onto a pair of ox­
en and wended their way at the rate 
of about two short wends per day. 
There was not much indiscriminate 
and tenacious visiting done in those 
days as there is now, and a man could 
cc-me home in the evening without find­
ing a flock of ingrating relatives cam­
ped in the front hall with telescope 
grips and an .air of complete satisfac­
tion with their lot. That was the 
golden age.

As a young man. Stephenson had 
tinkered with a traction engine until 
he knew every part by its first name, 
and one day -lie -decided -to put one of 
these engines on rails arid see how far 
it would run wihtout killing somebody- 
who was looking on. When the neigh­
bors heard of George’s intentions they 
called at his house with their needle­
work and informed Mrs, Stephenson 
that she. had married the prize maniac 
of the nineteenth century. People who 
owed George for repairing their con­
cealed plumbing and spark plugs re­
fused to pay him because they said 
he was nine-tenths non compos men­
tis and one tenth crazy. His life was
very sad at this time,

Finally, however, Stephenson got his 
on the track and soon was

able to maintain a speed of ten miles 
an hour for several feet. All was 
changed now. He became immense­
ly wealthy, learned how to number his 
checks and had his washing done at 
the laundry. People who had never 
called oa,. Mrs- Stephenson used to 
drivemipf’lind leave; engraved cards 
wrapped up in cigarette papers on the 
piano, and she was made fourth vice- 
president of the ladles’ ketwlngton. 
George was soon covered with honors 
and pound notes, and lived to see the 
time when politicians could ridft all 
oyer England on an annual, pass.

LONDON, To-day.
Home Rule for Ireland is scheduled 

to come before the Commons to-mor­
row for second reading, preliminary 
to its second passage, of the three 
necessary for it to become law over the 
veto of the Lords. The Loyds, it is 
said, will throw it out again as they 
did last year, and it will then have to 
go through the routine in the 1914 ses­
sion before becoming the law of the 
land. The Commons under the Par­
liament Act which provided this 

• means of passing Liberal bills over 
the Lords" veto cannot amend the Bill. 
It must go to the Lords in exactly the 
same shape as it reached that Cham­
ber last year. Members of the lower 
House, however, may suggest an 
amendment to the Lords, which the 
latter may insert at their discretion. 
No, suggested amendment has been ai1- 
rauged yet. but it is possible that 
cither, at this or next session, some 
changes may be made in the financial 
clauses of the Bill to which so much 
objection was raised by Liberals as 
well as Unionists last year.

Hunting of Heads 

For Sport.
Two distinguished British adminis­

trators, Sir J. West Ridgeway, a' for­
mer governor of Ceylon, and Sir Al­
fred Turner, formerly Inspector 
General of British forces were at the 
Windsor Hotel recently. Both are di­
rectors of the North Borneo Charter­
ed Company, which administers Bor­
neo in th* same way that Rhodesia 
is governed by the Chartered Com­
pany created by the late Cecil Rhodes 
and on lines similar to those adopted 
by the old East India Company.

house, a small allowance of $10 a 
month until the crops mature. The 
Celestial arriving at Borneo for the 
first time will not feel lonely, for 
there are there already 30,000 of his 
brethren, alb said to be doing well. 
The company has been in control of 
the island since 1882, and by means 
of a well-ordered system of native 
police, strengthened by the addition of 
Indians. British officers and Filipinos, 
law and order reigns, and the practice 
of head-hunting, dear to the Dyaks, 
has entirely disappeared.

Originally the more savage natives 
collected heads, much as an anti­
quarian would collect bric-a-brac, hut 
so far as is known he did not copy 
the cannibal. There are few British 
people resident in the country be­
yond the company’s officials and their

in the East End of London and con 
fiscated, although in this case no 
prosecutions followed.

Very different, though, was the se 
quel to the arrest of Johann Most, 
the editor of the ‘Freheit’ at the time 
of the assassination of the Tsar Alex­
ander of Russia in 1881. This paper, 
published in Ivondon. but printed in 
the German language, had a very 
large circulation amongst Continent­
al anarchists, and it was felt that an 
example must be made, the more so 
that the particular issue of the jour­
nal on which the prosecution was 
based openly glorified the hideous 
crime that had hern perpetrated in 
St. Petersburg, and advocated simil­
ar murders of reigning sovereigns 
elsewhere.

Most’s paper was suppressed, and 
he himself was tried on a series of in­
dictments extending over about forty 
sheets of foolscap, and sentenced to 
imprisonment with hard labor for 
sixteen months. On his release he 
went to New York, where he died in 
lire poverty some few years ago.

Another similar case had* to do 
with the ‘Commonweal.’ Its offices 
were raided, and its editor arrested, 
.’wing to a series of violent articles 
glorifying the acts of certain English 
marchists. who had made bombs, and 
îad plotted to blow up public build­
ings in Walsall and elsewhere.

The man who ran it was sentenced 
to imprisonment for eighteen- months, 
ind his paper was forbidden to be 
nlnted or circulated.

Yet another, and more recent in­
stance, of the suppression by the au­
thorities of a newspaper published on 

. British soil, occurred in connection 
with a seditious print that was issued 
from India House, Highgate, by the 
notorious Hindu agitator, Krisbnavar- 
iita, and which was alleged to have 
advocated the assassination of offi­
ciais in Bengal and elsewhere.

In this case, plant and paper were 
seized, but the editor flew to Paris 
and escaped arrest.

Won’t Use The 
Dry Dock Now 

They Havëlt
Montreal’s two Million dollar dry 

dock is lying unused in its besin at 
Viauville, while ocean liners in need 
of repairs cross the ocean, or even go 
as far as South Africa, to affect them. 
Chatting with a ‘Witness’ reporter
this morning, a locul gentleman, 
who knows the port thoroughly,
said:

‘For years the shipping companies 
have been crying out for a drydock. 
Now they have one—one of the fin­
est in the world—representing an 
initial'cost of about $,2,000,000, and 
with the other great works that are 
planned, I believe, ultimately an 
outlay of $5,000,000. Now they will 
not use the dock except in times of 
extreme emergency. If the shipping 
companies will not use the dock ex­
cept when they cannot get their 
vessels across to Liverpool or Glas­
gow, or some other, port, well, they 
will soon find that the subsidy will 
not keep the dock available for them 
That subsidy is a mere bagatelle of 
the cost of the great piece of equip­
ment.

Then, too, he added, the shipping 
companies are getting a much chap- 
er insurance on the St. Lawrence 
because the dock in here. They are 
getting the advantages of having it 
here, and at the same time are re­
fusing to use it.’

The owners of the dock will say 
nothing at all for publication, but 
it is known that they cannot com­
pete with the colored labor of South 
Africa. Conditions here are so differ­
ent from those that prevail in that 
place that competition is out of the 
question.

The Elder-Denpster liner Ben- 
guela now on her way to this port, 
needs scraping and painting. It was 
at first planned to do the work while 
the ship was in Montreal, but the 
rates that were asked by the dock are 
said to have been too high, and the 
time required for the work too long 
to suit the ship owners. As a result 
the liner will be repaired in Natal, 
the work being done by colored 
labor at from 15 to 20 cents per hour. 
Here the same work would cost 
about twice as much. These facts 
are admitted by the shipping com­
panies.

As a result the big dry dock lies 
unused at her moorings, and looks 
a good deal like a white elephant— 
the shipping companies do not give 
it its legitimate share of the general 
ship repairing business. Witness,

Meal and Medicine.
“The prevalence of appendicitis 

during the past few years is directly 
due to the increase in the quantity 
of meat consumed." This was the 
main theme of a lecture delivered 
at the Hall of the Order of the 
Golden Age by Dr. Josiah Oldfield, 
Walker Lecturer on Dietetics to the 
Lady Margaret Hospital.

“Far more meat is eaten nowadays 
than there was a hundred years ago 
or less,’’ said Dr. Oldfield, “Among 
the poorer classes the advent of 
cheap frozen meat and various tin­
ned meats has given a taste for a 
diet to which they were never accus­
tomed, and for which they are 
certainly no better. And because we 
eat more meat we take more 
medicine.

“With regard to appendicitis, I 
am convinced from long experience 
that if a rightly-balanced fruitarian 
diet were universally adopted it 
would entirely disappear. I particu­
larly recommend, among others, 
such food as figs, dates, and salads. 
Fats and oils are also highly im­
portant. Those who give up meat 
often make the great mistake of 
substituting starches for oil. Oil is 
most valuable; it does not decay it­
self, at least not for a very long 
period ; it prevents decay "internally 
when taken, and bacteria perish in 
it People ! liable to appendicitis 
should be regularly dosed with oil.

Tendency for Operations.
“The common idea that appendi­

citis can be caused by date stones, 
pips, etc, is a great fallacy. It is 
caused by septic conditons of the 
intestines, set up by improper food. 
As to its cure, frankly I differ from 
the view of nearly every other mem­
ber of the profession to which I have 
the honour to belong. The great 
tendency to-day, certainly among 
surgeons, is to operate immediately. 
I have never yet done an operation 
for appendicitis, and have never yet
lost a case. ................

« In over twenty cases which had 
been diagnosed as important, and 
the removal of the appendix advised, 
I have carried out a special treat­
ment, and with complete success. 
Only where there is an internal 
abscess must the knife be used to 
relieve it Otherwise, if the com­
plaint is taken in its early stage, I 
advise that the patient be put to 
bed, and for twenty-four or even 
foi tv-eight hours practically starved, 
so that the organs may have com­
plete rest Nothing should be taken 
bqt a little water, oil, and 
fruit Juice.”

| The Amazing Work of Dr. Carrel, the 
Young French Surgeon.

A few years ago' the world was 
l startled by the statement that a 
man’s life had been restored, aftei 
it had ceased to exist from the ac­
tion of an amaethetic,fby the surgeon 
making an incision, laying bare the 
heart, and massaging it with his
hands.

This opertion has been performed
several times since. It is now al­
most a commonplace. Grafting of 
tissue from one living being to an­
other has now ceased to be either 
mysterious or astonishing. But 
gi eater wonders than these are daily 
performed in modern biological 
research laboratories.

Parts of an animal, after having 
been cut off and isolated, are made 
not only to live but to grow.

The greatest wizard of the age 
I in this respect is Dr. Carrel of the 
Rockfeller Insitute in New York. 

Grafted on a Piece of Eye.
This young surgeon, who is not 

yet forty years of age, is a French 
man by birth. For the last seven he 
has been experimenting. After 
satisfying himself that fragments 
from different organs, such as the 
heart, the lungs, or the liver, could 
be successfully isolated and made to 
live, Dr. Carrel tried to keep alive a 
complete organ.

An eye was removed bodily—not 
for purpose of experiment, but as a 
dire necessity in the interest of 
patient. The eye was fed and then 
partly frozen. In this condition it 
was possible to maintain it for many 
days. Another patient was received. 
He was blinded by lime. The outer 
portion of the eye was wholly des 
troy-ed.

Ordinarily, no other course would 
have been possible than to remove 
the eye. But not so with Dr. Carrel. 
Thp destroyed portion was carved 
away, and corresponding slice carv­
ed from the spare eye, kept in the 
tank. The interchange was made, 
and the man’s sight was restored.

Dr. Carrel feeds his bits of 
organisms with plasma. This is, 
non-technically, blood food A liny 
fragment of heart, cut off and placed 
on a microscopic slide, fed in this 
way, grew and actually pulsated, as 
a normal heart would.

Not Dismayed by a Second Death.
Pieces of heart from two different 

origanisms pulsated with different 
periods. After being kept alive for 
days they were brought together 
joined, and beat with a simple
rhythm. Pieces of bone, pieces of 
liver, pieces of cartillage, pieces of
kidney, were all made to grow in 
this way.

It was found, however that after 
a time the growth would stop, and a 
second death supervene. But Dr. 
Carrel was not dismayed. The iso 
lated, growing fragments were wash­
ed and refed. They then grew faster 
and strouger than before.

The actual growth processes were 
watched beneath the microscope. 
The birth of new cells could be seen, 
and the building-up process accurate 
ly observed. Such Pieces of 
origanisms have gone through this 
life-cycle nearly one hundred times.

Dr. Carrel is of opinion that what 
happens to the isolated pieces of 
organism is what happens to the 
human body as a whole. Death res­
ults only because the cells of the 
body themselves produce poisons 
which finally destroy the cells. 
These washings sweep away those

poisons. Then these fragments of 
organism take on a new lease of life.

Men of Seventy Young Again.
If it were possible to do for the 

human body as a whole what has 
been done for these fragment of it, a 
man at sixty or seventy might be 
completely (rejuvenated and enter 
upon another of a long succession of 
periods of earth life.

Perhaps the greatest marvel that 
Dr. Carrel has accomplished in the 
maimenance of life is the completed 
chain of o’gans without a body. 
From a cat he removed all its essen­
tial organs. The heart, the lungs, the
liver, the kidney, the stomach, the 
intestines, were placed in a labora­
tory solution.

This animal without a body—this 
group ot organs—started in life. The 
heart beat, and pumped the naturally 
through the arteries, when the 
lungs, which had been supplied 
with air through a tube, rose and 
fell in respiration. The stomach con­
tinued its digestive and other func­
tions, as also did the kidneys.

The cat, as a cat, was a cat no 
longer —it was dead. The greater 
portion of its structure was decently 
interred. But in the laboratory the 
goup of organs continued to behave 
as though the cat had never been.

CALCUTTA, To-day.
A society organized for the pur­
