ZEPPELIN IN THE AIR SMASHED.

LONDON, June 7.

For the first time on record, a Zep-
pelin in the air has been destroyed
by an aviator in ‘an aeroplane. - Reg-
inald Warneford, a young Canadian
Sub-Lieutenant of the Royal Navy,
who mastered aeroplaning only this
summer, has performed the feat, and
to-night is somewhere .within the
British lines, while the Zeppelin lies
in ruins sprawled on the roof-ground
of an orphanage near Ghent.

Far-Flung Battlefields.

The capture of Spinxhaven serves to
point to the far-flung and many bat-
tlefields on which our countrymen are
operating. Spinxhaven is a German
port on the east coast of Lake Nyassa
in German East Africa, right in the
heart of Africa. Yesterday we learn-
ed ‘that Amara on the river Tigris,
some -miles above the confluence of
the Euphrates and the Tigris, had
been surrendered to the British. This
shows that the British now control
the lower reaches of the Tigris and
Euphrates, which flow into the Per-
sian Gulf. This is a serious blow to
the Turks and to the Germans, who
were aiming to control, commercially,
the basin of these rivers which is the
scat of the many ancient civilizations
we read of in the Biblical narration.
A little time ago we read of the cap-
ture of the capital of German South
West Africa, Windhoek, and the site
of one of the great wireless stations
by which Germany directed her mar-
auding navy. Gradually, but surely,
her colonies are falling from her, and
though the Kaiser may buoy up his
subjects with the hope that the fight
for the colonies will be settled on the
battlefields of Europe, the Allies are
determined that the decision of these
battlefields shall eventuate in favour
of the Allies and not of the Kaiser.

It may be of interest to recapitulate
the fall of the German colonies since
the outbreak in August last. The Pa-
cific possessions on the south are held
by our fellow colonists of Australia
and New Zealand. These include
Kaiser Wilhelmland, Bismarck Archi-
pelago, Marschall Islands, Solomon Is-
lands, Caroline, Pelew and Marianne
Islands, and Samoan Islands. Kiau-
Chau, the German possession in China,
is held by the Japanese. In Africa
the principal German towns in Togo-
land, Camerons and South-West Af-
rica are held either by us or the
French, and we have made certain
inroads on the frontier of German
East Africa.

All these places have been the sites
of battlefields of the British or French,
mainly of the former, and so far as
Germany is concerned, her position is
hopeless in these places. She can
send no aid to them, as she has lost
communication by the sea, and with
the Navies of Britain, France and It-
aly riding free, she cannot hope to re-
gain it. In addition $o these, the Brit-
1sh have mighty forces at work in the
Dardanelles and are sitting tight on
the Suez Canal. Alv this is in addi-
tion to the great army on the west-
ern front in France and Belgium.
This is a remarkable showing for a
nation with but a small army less
than a year ago.

HM.S. Lion’s Escape.

An interesting sidelight upon the
North Sea battle is' supplied in a
statement made to a correspondent
by an officer of H. M. S. Indomitable,
which played a prominent part in the
action.

After the Lion, which led the attack
had been struck by a shell and was
forced to drop out of the fighting line,
an urgent wireless message was des-
patched by Sir David Beatty to Chat-
ham calling for tugs to be sent out
immediately to the scene of action to
Eow the disabled flagship to the har-
orT.

The message was (as the admiral
intended it should be) intercepted by
German submarines operating in the
rear, between the British squadron
and the East Coast. The enemy sub-
marines ignorant of the ruse prac-
ticed upon them, took up a position
on the line of retreat to Chatham,
and patiently awaited the arrival of
the crippled Lion with the intention
of giving it its coup de grace.

In the meantime the Lion was tak-
en in tow by the Indomitable and
steered a widely divergent course,
which brought it safely into port
many miles from Chatham.

The sight of the tugs returning
without the Lion at the end of their
tow lines no doubt gave rise to the
German legend about the loss of a
British ship in the action.

plete the list. If, therefore, any of
your readers can lend the committee,
portraits of the following 8 ministers,
they will confer a favour by doing
S0:—

John Cubit (1816), afterwards Edit-
or of the Methodist Book Room, Lon-
cdon. Ninian Barr (1816). John Bell
(1818). William Wilson (1820), after-
wards author of “Newfoundland and
its Missionaries.” Thomas Hickson
(1824). Thomas Hopkins (1831).
George Ellidge (1830), and John
Smithies (1834) who left here for mis-
sion work in Australia. I give the
dates of their arrival here so as to
prevent confusion. Search is being
made in England and Canada, at my
request, so that I don’t despair of
getting most of them. But I wish
friends in Newfoundland would
again search through their old al-
bums and scrap-books. All these
men were famous in their day and
greatly beloved. There should yet be
portraits of some of them in exist-
ence. It would be a pity not to have
our “Centenary” booklet complete!
Any portrait, in any style of engrav-
ing, or a daguerratype, no matter how
faded would do, if the portrait be
there correct, singly, or in a group.

I may state here, that the Centen-
ary Celebration is fixed for Sunday,
June 20th, and Monday, 21st. Appro-
priate sermons will be preached at
every Sunday service in all the pulpits
of city Methodism by special preach-
ers. Suitable addresses will be giv-
en to the Sunday Schools in the after-
noon.

On Monday evening, 21st, a mass
meeting of all the city churches will
be held at Gower Street Church when
the Rev. Dr. Bond, of Halifax, will
deliver the Centenial oration, and His
Excellency the Governor will publicly
unveil a Brass Tablet in the Church
to commemorate the One Hundred
Anniversary of the introduction of
Methodism into St. John’s, Nfid.

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On Wednesday, May 5th, Dr. Hard-
man, Coroner of Ramsgate, England,
held an official’ enquiry into the cir-
cumstances-associated with the death
of .Joseph Benoit, of Cape St. George,
seaman of. the N’ﬂd. Royal Naval Re-
serve, who_had-been serving on the:
steam-drifter .‘Lglyal Star,’” at-the time;
of ‘the acci@e,qt, ‘already referred.to in
the. Telegram. Joseph Benoit was
killed on Tuesday, May 4th, and the
enguiry was held on the following
day at the Royal Hotel, Ramsgate.
Seven witnesses were examined, in-
cluding John Benoit, a cousin of the
deceased who was serving on the
same ship and was with Joseph Be-
noit at the time of the accident. Sub-
Lieutenant Lewin, who was in charge
of the boat explained that in order
to save a ship from striking a mine,
rifles would: be fired. He said that
their boat carried three such rifles
and addeéd that any seaman might be
expected to handle them. He under-
stood that Jehn Benoit was cleaning
a rifle when-the accident occurred.
He left the two boys John and Joseph
on watch at 12.30 in the afternoon,
and upon hearing one- of the boys
call out some time afterwards, he
found the deceased shot. The other
boy seemed very excited about it. He
had mnoticed that they were fast
friends and had been great friends
before joining the navy. Capt. Grace
and William ‘Horne, the mate of the
‘Loyal Star’ were next examined. The
latter had noticed that the boys had
been great friends. He had also no-
ticed how the. death of Joseph Benoit
had affected his companion. He was
greatly excited and told the com-
mander that he had the rifie on his
knee when it became discharged ac-
cidentally. The other witnesses gave
similar evidence and all stated that
the lads were always great friends.
John Benoit stated that he was an or-
dinary seaman on the ‘Loyal Star.’ He
and the deceased had been boys to-

.gether at Cape St. George and were

both 18 years of age. They enlisted
together and were always greot
friends. At the time of the accident
he was on watch and the deceased
was with him for company. He was
sitting with the rifle on his knee and
the deceased was standing at his left.
He did not think it was loaded, and
did not know what made it go off.
The boat was rolling and he had to
move to keep his balance. He did not
think his clothing touched the trig-
ger. The Coroner said that if thev
accepted one part of the evidence of
Benoit, they must accept the whole.
His superior officers had believed his
story. The accident pointed to care-
lessness but in dealing with boys of
18 under new conditions allowances
had ‘to be made. He regretted that
this young life given to the service
of his country should be lost in such
a manner. After a brief deliberation
the jury returned a verdict of “Mis-
adventure.”

FOOD SUPPLIES MINISTER IS THE
LATEST PROPOSAL.

London, May 26.—Sir Henry Rider
Haggard, novelist and farmer, writes
to the London Times, suggesting that
a Minister of Food Supplies be ap-
pointed to deal with the problem
growing out of the scarcity and dear-
ness of meat and other eatables,
which is largely due to England’s de-
pendence on imported food. supplies.

“If the war continues two years, or
even another year,” he says, “there
will be great trouble in Great Brit-
ain. where the population is not ac-
~nstomed to economize, food having
always been so cheap. Indeed, ow-
ing to the abundance of public money
in circulation, more than usual is be-
ing spent upon what .we eat and
drink.

“If Germany can fulfil her threats
and largely increase the number of
submarines, it is obvious that we stiil
are in danger, if not of starvation, at
least, of a great scarcity, to which
other circumstances will contribute.

“I therefore suggest that steps be
taken without delay to mitigate this
formidable possibility. A new Min-
ister should be appointed forthwitn
with powers to deal with these spec-
ial problems now, when the Govern-
ment is being remoulded.

THE SUBMARINE’S FUTURE.

Undoubtedly the submarine has
been one of the big sensations of the
war, It has inflicted great material
dam‘dge and its moral influence on
the various peoples engaged in hos-
tilities has been considerable. Some
have rushed to the conclusion that
no other agency will ever be able to
war, against the submarine in its own
element; that is immunity from at-
tack is to be a permanent thing, and
that therefore the submarine is des-
tined to.rule the seas. As a matter
of fact, it will be rather surprising .

Milan, Italy, via Paris, June 2.—

SEEING AMERICA FIRST—GLA-

CIER PARK.

By GEORGE FITCH
Author of “At Good Old Siwash™

A few years ago when it became evi-
dent that America was losing much
money because of its inability to com-
pete with Switzerland in large and
handy glaciers, enterprising explorers
went up into Montana and discovered
the largest flock of handy and con-
venient glaciers in the world.

The government has since then ap-
propriated this region and has made a
park out of it. A government park
does not consist of flower beds, an
automobile procession and some spar-
row cops. It consists of a wild and
extensive state of nature. Glacier
Park is about 40 miles square cover-
ed with mountains in an entirely free
and untamed state and profusely de-
corated with glaciers of a superior
quality.

Wonderful lakes nestle between the
mountains and wild animals of many
sorts not usually seen outside of
cages enjoy themselves here. In few
places can the tourist gaze upon such
lonely wastes of bare, gaunt peaks
and mountain heights covered with
eternal snow.

Glacier Park is hundreds of miles
from the nearest metropolis and a
thousand miles from the very busy
haunts of man. But it is only thirty
minutes from a room with bath and
other modern conveniences. When the
government formed the park it built
fine roads all through it, erected com-
fortable hotels and turned loose large
numbers of automobiles and motor
boats. The tourist can travel for a
week soaking his soul in the wildest
grandeur and soaking his carcass by
night in hot water in a white enamel
bath tub.

The glaciers in this great park are
not domesticated like those of Switzer-
land.
