Hindenburg can decide to abandon 
the Balkans, but this means the col­
lapse of Turkey and the opening of 
the Dardanelles to Russian munition- 
ment. It means the change in front 
of Bulgaria; it means the arrival at 
the Danube of the Balkan armies of 
the Allies and a new peril to Hungary. 
It means the final collapse of the Ger­
man dream of a road to the Near East. 
It means closing the iron circle about 
the Central Powers, not merely for 
the w'ar, but for as long as men can 
now see in the future.

Again, there is the option of retir­
ing in the West. A retreat to the 
Meuse or to the German frontier 
would release enough corps to hold 
the Eastern and the Balkan conquests 
for many months. But it would be 
the greatest of all confession, because 
it would be a long retreat in the por­
tion of the battleground most familiar 
to the world, and the effect in France 
could not be exaggerated.

If there is no retreat at any point 
there will be disaster at one and per­
haps at many points before another 
year. Germany has not inexhaustible 
resources in man power. She has mo- 
bolized more men proportionately and 
suffered greater proportionate losses 
than any of her foes. She has long 
ago passed the maximum of the regu­
lar formations which she can main­
tain. Hgr entire resources are taxed 
to keep up the number of corps "she 
has in the field. In the last three 
months she and her Austrian ally have 
had to find more than 1,250,000 men 
to replace losses of the fighting.

The real value of the entrance of 
Rumania on the Allied side is that it 
instantly brings in new formations of 
first line troops which can only be 
met by the transfer of German or 
Austrian troops from some other front 
or from the reserves marked for im­
mediate use on some other front. In 
this respect’ it has the value of the 
familiar “last straw.” No one should 
mistake the fact that we are come to 
à great crisis in thp war, the greatest 
since the Marne. Germany must now 
by her military policy confess defeat 
or court it. She must hither retire far 
behind her present line or hold lines 
too long for her man power, and pres­
ently pay the penalty, as Lee did at 
Richmond and Napoleon at Leipzig.

And it is reasonable to conclude 
that in calling Hiqdenburg, whose un­
fitness for the position he must know, 
the German Einperor has prepared for 
defeat. He has given the German peo­
ple the commander they trust, he has 
given the commander an impossible

tash and he has given it only after 
one ot the realty great generals of the 
present war hits failed to. perform a 
miracle after a supreme and brilliant 
effort.

Germany may still be able to hold 
all her present lines for many months, 
for-the greater part of the next year 
conceivably, but the longer she etays 
on this too-extended front the more 
complete and the more terrible will 
be -the ultimate disaster.

Germans are Now in a 
Sack Along the 

Seme front
Next Tear British Will Have Four

Times as Many Guns a^d Incredibly
Large Ammunition Supply — All
Think War Will Last Oter Next
Summer,

(By Frederick Palmer, Associated 
Press Correspondent.)

With the British Army in France, 
Sept. 5, via London, Sept. 7, 4.45 a.m. 
—The British feel that their uphill 
work in this latest offensive is over, 
with the exception of the taking of 
GInchy.

For over two months now their 
fight has been one to gain high 
ground over the broad commanding 
front. Guillemont places them in pos­
session of the last of the old second- 
line trenches, and from the Somme to 
Thiepval the Germans have now been 
blasted out of their old positions.

"This is not the only point in our 
favor,” said a British staff officer. 
The Germans chose their ground 
when they built this line of fortifi­
cations, which they considered by their 
own admission to be invulnerable. 
When the British first smashed thro­
ugh, the Germans said that we were 
in a sack. So we were, in one sense.

“But we had to make an opening 
in that solid line of defence as a 
start in our plans. We knew the 
hardest work would come after the 
great main attack, and this is so far 
accomplished that it is the Germans 
now who are in a sack.

“If we prefer to end the summer 
offensive and wait for spring when 
we shall have quadruple the number 
of guns and so much ammunition 
that we 'sail have to keep up daily 
a battle of guns on four times the 
length of the present front with all 
the shellfire of the biggest day in 
this summer’s offensive, in order to 
consume the supplies arriving daily 
across the Channel, why;, our pres­
ent position of artillery and infan­
try advantage on the Somme front in 
settled trench warfare means sim­
ply that we could kill two Germans 
to every Briton the Germans kill. 
This was the first step. What the 
others are to be only the commanders 
of the Allied armies know.”

When the Armies Enthase.
The Associated Press correspond­

ent, who has been a year with the 
army, in his goings and comings, 
meets many officers and soldiers. 
One of the striking things to him is 
how often some gain whiich elates 
the army does not elate either the 
British or the French public. Again 
the public enthuses over some event 
which the army opinion regards as 
incidental to the day’s work.

The British and French successes 
this week had an extraordinary effect 
on both armies.

The ability of the French to make 
a second drive over the broad front 
and the same sector as that of the 
big offensive of the first of July 
brought conviction to the professional 
sceptics.

"Go over and see the French,” said 
the British officer, “if you want to 
see an army with its head in the air.

Not even the weather can dampen 
the high spirits of both armies. The 
rain has been of the persistent pitch- 
fork, chilly autumn style. Men who 
came out of the trenches plastered 
with chalky clay, who had been 
charging unAer a weight of sixty 
pounds eqiupment and then lying in 
miniature ponds made by shell holes 
or on the wet earth digging and wal- 
idwing in the mud, say Guillemont is 
taken, and that pays for their hard­
ships.

War Over After Next Sommer.
The many new highways which the 

British build by bringing ponderous 
road-making machines from England, 
and the new railways which Are part 
of Sir Douglas Haig's policy, have 
saved transports from being mired. 
Supplies have gone up as usual -thro­
ugh the storms on schedule time.

In the camps at the rear the sol­
diers make themselves little tents 
with their rubber blankets, under 
which they cluster for shelter from 
the downpour. They manage to keep 
partly dry, hut those in the fighting 
line 'expect to be saturated.

The War Situation.
It has become a com­
monplace that there is no 
room for strategy in the 
fighting of this war, 

where huge armies lie interlocked 
over hundreds of miles and flanking 
movements are impossible or rapidly 
obliterated. Like many other com­
monplaces, it is apt to be suddenly 
upset. It is still true of the West 
front, and probably will be until peace 
comes ; but in the huge arena of the 
East things are rapidly shaping them­
selves into a disposition of forcsç 
which would delight the heart of Na­
poleon. If large and brilliant strate­
gic manoeuvres are impracticable for 
the same reason on all the fronts 
there, it is not true of the fronts 
themselves ; and both the Allied and 
Teutonic general command are faced 
with the problem of making large 
decisions which may prove vital.

That this is so is shown by the vari­
ety of opinion among the foremost 
military experts upon the merits of 
the Balkan situation. Some of them 
regard the German-Bulgarian inva­
sion of Dobrudja as of little moment; 
the Times military expert calls it a 
serious danger to Rnuraania, whom he 
even compares to Serbia of last au­
tumn. Some, too, criticise Roumania 
for going so eagerly after Transyl­
vania, while others counter that Aus­
tria, even more than Bu'garia, is the 
weak link that should be snapped. 
Undoubtedly it is most important to 
the Allies that their greatest weight 
should be thrown where it is most 
needed, and, it is by no means easy to 
find where that is.

The war is shifting more and more 
to the East, where it is the opinion of 
many besides Hindenburg that it pro­
perly belongs. Next year, probably, 
it will be fought out there almost en­
tirely. Fortunately, this cannot be 
until Germany has withdrawn in the 
West, not merely to an intermediate 
line, of whatever strength, but all the 
way to the Rhine, It is most unlike­
ly that Joffre will attempt to go fur­

ther: long before that happens more 
accessible avenues will have been 
opened elsewhere. And the mere 
moral effect of the retreat should do 
much to counteract the defensive 
strength that Germany would gain 
thereby.

Germany is playing a bold game in 
throwing large reinforcements into 
Bulgaria and driving at Dobrudja. 
It may or may not have been antici­
pated by our side, but there can be no 
doubt of its success so far. It is being 
countered in the most effective way, 
in Macedonia. Roumania is in no 
serious danger as long as Bulgaria is, 
and Bulgaria is in very serious danger 
indeed. The victories of the Serbians 
(there are French and Russians there 
also) at Fiorina and Lake Ostrovo 
pave the way for the recapture of 
Monastir. No one will grudge them 
the satisfaction they must feel. It is 
likely to be increased very soon, for 
the great drive up the Vardar valley 
is under way, which alone will restore 
Serbia to her gallant people. It seems, 
too, as if the intervention of Greece 
can now be counted on definitely; 
if not, the new Cabinet is not likely to 
prove longer lived than its prede­
cessors. Underneath the noisy sur­
face and the clash of arms there must 
be proceeding a battle royal of the 
diplomats. For the present all eyes 
are turned to Dobrudja and the Bul­
garian campaign. If their invasion is 
repelled or halted all uneasiness cu 
our side will disappear. That it should 
be possible at all is proof of the Im­
mense strength of the inside position 
of the Central Powers and - the value 
of; the Berlin-Constaninopie artery, 
which must be cut at all costs.

Regret will be general in New­
foundland at the news of the death of 
Sir Cavendish Boyle. He will be re­
membered as one of the most popular 
and able Governors that have admin­
istered the affairs of the Colony. He 
came to Newfoundland from British 
Guiana in 1901 and left it to become 
Governor of .Mauritius in 1904, retir­
ing in 1911. His name will be long 
remembered here, for it is that of the 
author of the graceful verses that 
has been accepted as our National 
Ode.

We learn from private sources that 
Major Franklin has been awarded 
the high distinction of the D.S.O. His 
many friends will hear with pleasure 
of this recognition of his brilliant ser­
vices in the field, an honor which he 
shares with Newfoundland.

BRITISH MAKE ADDITIONAL PRO- 

GRESS.
< LONDON, Sept. 17.

British forces south of the Ancre 
have made additional progress, ac­
cording to an official from general 
headquarters issued last night The 
advance since Friday along a front of 
six miles i sestimated from one to two 
miles; 1,700 additional prisoners have 
been captured the last two days mak­
ing more than 4,000. The text reads: 
To-day, Saturday, south of the Ancre 
we continued our attack on certain lo­
calities. Further progress has been 
made; since yesterday we advanced to 
a depth of from one to two miles on a 
front of six miles. The number of 
prisoners taken to-day is over 1,700 of 
whom 61 are officers. The total num­
ber of prisoners captured in the fight­
ing of the last two days is over 4,000, 
of whom 115 are officers. Up to the 
present six guns and over 50 machine 
guns are, reported taken or destroyed. 
A consradrabie quantity of war ma­
terial was captured. Further reports 
of aerial fighting on Sept. 16th bring 
the total German machines destroyed 
to 16. Another hostile kite balloon

On the Somme front the day was 
rather quiet.

THE FALLEN KING 
OF GREECE.

The language used in the address to 
King Constantine, drawn up by Veni­
zelos and approved by the Athens de­
monstration, is clear proof that that 
Kinty has fallen. Jt makes no differ­
ence that he still sits on the throne; 
the throne has become only a place to 
sit on. It was invective, it was not an 
argument or appeal, except in form; 
it was a sober and crushing recital of 
reasons why Constantine had become 
impossible and must mix no more in 
politics. It is not so much the fact 
of the address as the wording of it 
that explains everything that has hap­
pened in Greece since that address 
was drawn up on Aug. 27. Such lan­
guage as “You are the victim of your 
natural and human weakness,” is not 
used toward any kind of ruler until he 
can rule no more. It is extraordinary 
language to use toward a King, but it 
would be extraordinary if used toward 
a President or a Prime Minister, to­
ward any kind of official who has a 
vestige of power left. Following upon 
it, and its demand that all parties be 
united, Premier Zaimis made himself 
dictator and prepared for the union ot 
the parties.

So has ended the Government of 
Constantine. Though he reigns he 
does not govern; and the Government 
has been taken away from him by his 
people because he failed in it, because 
he had brought his country to the pass 
so stingingly described in the address: 
“Instead of Greece being respected by 
“friends and redoubtable to foes, we 
“see her to-day pitied by the one and 
“despised, scorned, and chastised by 
“the other.” He becomes a mere spec­
tator of the great events which are 
about to begin. He sought to guide 
his country into the path which.she 
did not wish to take, because he was 
superior in wisdom and knew what 
was best for her; he guided her into 
paths ot peril and disgrace and she has 
set him aside. If it is true, that as the 
address charges, "you hoped that after 
a German victory you would be able 
to concentrate in your own hands the 
whole power of Government and sweep 
aside our system of liberty,” then the 
disaster of his course is even greater 
than it appears. For, in that case, he 
has sought for greater power, and by 
so seeking has lost even the power he 
had. Greece is emerging from the 
cloud of dishonor into which he 
brought her, and he himself, the in­
dividual Constantine, remains under 
a cloud of dishonor and, what is worse 
to some minds, of failure. Three years 
ago, after his military success, he 
was a popular hero; now he is less to 
be envied than any man in Greece. 
It was predicted that this war would, 
be the downfall of some Kings; it has 
been the downfall of one.—N. Y. 
Times.

The German inspired mind does not 
yet seem to have arrived at a compre­
hension of the fact that under the 
laws of war noncombatants are not 
prisoners. The fact that a noncom­
batant is not an enemy is readily 
enough understood when there Is a 
question of some franctireur to be 
punished; it then sees that, since a 
noncombatant is not an enemy, it is 
an offence for him to act as one, and 
he therefore merits death. But when 
Germany occupies enemy territory it 
ceases to be able to understand this 
fact, and it always acts towards the 
noncombatants therein as if they were 
its subjects, and sometimes as if they 
were its prisoners.

For some time dispatches have been 
coming in from France depicting the 
great excitement of the public mind 
there over the forcible deportation of 
25,000 noncombatants from Lille and 
nearby towns to other regions, to 
work in the fields as agricultural 
laborers for their German masters. It 
has been apparent that no occurrence 
of the war has horrified and Infuri­
ated the French more. Gustave Herve 
declares that American feelings were 
no more deeply stirred over the "Lusi­
tania” massacre than are French feel­
ings over “the filthy crime committed 
in the north against our countrymen.” 
The state of feeling in France may be 
understood by the fact that so serious 
and responsible a man as Stephen 
Plchon denies to the Germans the 
right to be called barbarians, saying, 
"The barbarians at least were on a 
level with the customs and sentiment 
of their time.”

The French White Book on the de­
portations, published in "The Times” 
last Sunday, explains the fexcitement. 
It Is the story of a city suddenly con­
fronted with placards announcing that 
“the inhabitants will be removed by 
compulsion and transported to the 
country”; that “an officer will finally 
decide what persons are to be con­
ducted to concentration points," and

that “whoever attempts to evade re­
moval will be pitilessly punished.” 
At unexpected moments, at any hour 
of the day and night, soldiers sudden­
ly appear at this house or that. The 
officer in command of the squad looks 
over the household, picks out at his 
own pleasure such members of it, 
male or female, as .he may see fit, and 
that member or those members must 
go away with him to a place which he 
does not reveal. The prayers of fath­
ers and mothers, sons and daughters, 
are of no avail. The victims have 
from ten minutes to an hour to get 
ready. There is not even a drawing 
by lot; the arbitrary pleasure of thfe 
officer is the only law; at his nod 
Marie must go and Jean stay. Some 
officers doubtless exercised thelV pow­
er with as little cruelty as possible, 
some did not; in one case an officer 
politely inquires of a woman tp 
which one of her servants she is most 
attached, which one she most desired 
to keep with her, and when she un­
suspectingly names the girl, replies, 
“Then that is the one we will take.”

“To dislocate the family by tearing 
young girls from their homes is no 
longer war,” urges Bishop Charost in 
his vain appeal to the German com­
mandant. In vain he speaks of the 
mothers “left alone now,” and of the 
dangers to their daughters from “the 
promiscuity which fatally accompan­
ies wholesale kidnappings.” “You are 
a father,” pleads the Bishop in his 
useless attempt to move the General, 
“you know that there is no right more 
respectable and more healthy in the 
human, order than that of the fam­
ily.”

“At dawn, at 3 o’clock in the morn­
ing,” writes one distracted woman 
witness of these scenes, “these heroes, 
headed by bands with machine guns, 
fixed bayonets, went to seek women 
and children, to take them God knows 
where.”. Yet some of them, she says, 
had no heart for it, and had to be en­
couraged by the fiction that there hid 
been a rebellion in Lille, and that 
they were punishing the rebels; oth­
ers said they would rather be back 
in the trenches at Verdun. The battle 
against' the French defenders of Ver­
dun, the battle against the mothers 
of Lille; the battle against soldiers, 
the battle against the family ; there 
is great room for a preference.

There are precedents. In ancient 
times no conquering army returned 
home without bringing a number of 
noncombatants to work as slaves ; In 
fact, this was one of the reasons for 
waging war: to recruit the labor 
market. The practice fell Into disre­
pute with the advance of civilization, 
and was dropped, along with many 
other ancient practices which have 
been restored since 1914; for example 
the killing of merchant Captains who 
defend th-eif" ships from seizure and 
the bombardment of unfortified towns. 
—New York Times.

Bridge Company Takes 
the Foil Responsibility
And It Is Expected That It Will Fulfil 

the Terms of Its Contract.
Ottawa, September 12—Pending re­

ports from jhe St. Lawrence Bridge 
Company, and from the engineers of 
the Quebec Bridge Commission no 
action will be taken by the Govern­
ment in regard to the bridge disaster.
The Cabinet had the subject under con­
sideration this afternoon but in the 
absence-of any authoritative engineer­
ing report as yet, it was decided to 
await further particulars. The pre­
sent expectation is that the St. Law­
rence Bridge Company will fulfill the 
terms of its contract, take full respon­
sibility for the collapse of the cen­
tral span, and arrange for recon­
struction and the final completion of 
the contract as soon as possible.

It is understood that assurance 
has already been given to the Gov­
ernment informally by the Bridge 
Company that it is willing to stand 
by the terms of its contract and try 
again. The company is legally bound 
to complete the bridge according to 
specifications, and there is a million 
dollars guarantee on deposit with the 
Government. Under the circumstan­
ces the Government will doubtless 
waive the contract penalty for non­
completion of the bridge on time.

The main loss- to the country Will 
bo the Joss of time. It took a year 
to build the collapsed span, and ac­
cording to expectations now it will 
take at least two years to replace it.
The main difficulty will be in secur­
ing steel under present conditions of 
over-taxed production. The engin­
eering problems involved will, of 
course, take considerable time for 
solution. The engineers in charge of 
the construction of the bridge are 
holding a council of war In Quebec 9A in AA nnp Annt ftff 
this week. Until their report is pre- ÛV lU W PC* LCUI. VII, 
sented to the Government, no action 
is contemplated by the Federal au­
thorities. The present disposition of 
the Cabinet ’ Is to leave things to the 
St Lawrence Bridge Company, in the 
belief that the latter will devise ways 
and means of finally completing the 
work according to contract.

During the two year delay caused 
by yesterday’s disaster the car ferry 
service for National Transcontinental 
trains across the river at Quebec will 
have to serve.

There Is no question of abandoning 
the bridge project as a result of the 
failures which have so far occurred.
That Idea has not been entertained by 
the Government.

Personal Narrative.
The impressions of a traveller who 

recently made the journey from Ber­
lin to Constantinople by the “Balkan- 
bug” are given in the following ar­
ticle:

Twice a week a train of seven cars 
pulls into Berlin. It is labelled in 
foot-high letters throughout all its 
length “Balkanzug.” This is the 
much lauded Berlin-Constantinople 
express, which conveys military offi­
cers and officials to and from the 
Turkish capital. It has been much 
talked about, and for some time be­
fore it was actually running it was 
held up to the world as another of the 
wonders of the war as waged by Ger­
many.

That it was a wonderful feat to run 
a. train from the German capital to 
Constantinople is disputed, but the 
work of preparation for the through 
run was a stupendous one. For almost 
a month after the advertised time of 
running the train was still lying in 
the railway yards at Berlin. The 
difficulties in the way of the engin­
eers were very great, and not the 
least serious of these were the rav­
ages that had been made on the per­
manent way by the Serbians before 
they left the country.

As the train passes through the 
various countries along the route the 
populace is immensely interested. 
The stops are short, none longer than 
twenty minutes ; at Dresden only sev­
en minutes are allowed. Passengers 
may not leave the station, but are 
expected to keep to the platform. For 
the most part the travellers are Ger­
man anti Austrian officers and offi­
cials, but a few Turks use the train 
for journeys as far even as Berlin, 
where now the tarbush may be seen 
in the streets.

Running through Serbia the most 
impressive signs of the German oc­
cupation were the encampments of 
the troops' alongside the permanent 
way. There are huge notices up at 
all the stations warning the inhabit­
ants to keep away from the railway. 
No one is allowed on the platforms 
because the whole country is still in 
fected with typhus, and there has to 
be the most rigorous supervision for 
this reason. All along the line may 
be seen the trenches and the rusty 
barbed wire entanglements that tell 
of the fighting months ago. At each 
little fortified encampment German 
soldiers have planted vegetable gar­
dens over which may be read the le­
gend, “Kriegsacker” (“War Garden”). 
There were no signs of their having 
planted any wheat or grain.

Through Serbia nearly all the brid­
ges of any size had been destroyed, 
at least partially. Often whole spans 
had been blown up. In many cases 
the Germans had replaced these, mov­
ing them bodily with great pains to 
their old positions. In some of the 
other bridges, where the girders and 
way wer.e so badly damaged as to de­
fy repair temporary bridges on wooifc 
en trestles had been built. Thesî 
structures may serve during the sum­
mer season, but they could not stand 
even a moderate flood. The work, 
therefore, still goes on, and In time 
the old bridges will be reconstructed,

Blindfold Bulgarians.
A whole day Is spent In the journey 

through Bulgaria, There one sees Hue 
after line of railway carriages, all 
with their windows whitewashed. 
Germans and Bulgarians state openly 
the reason for this decorative work, 
When things were hanging In the bal­
ance for Bulgaria and she was not 
sure which way she would throw her 
weight, the windows were all paint­
ed over. It was not to prevent the 
people outside from seeing Into the 
carriages, but to make it impossible 
for the men in the trains to see which 
way they wore going. Not a Bulgar­
ian soldier knew until some' time after 
he had . been dtspatened whither he 
had been sent and where he was sup­
posed to be fighting. Shut up with 
the doors locked the men could not 
tell in what direction they were 
travelling—north, west, or southeast.

Along the whole line from Berlin, 
to Constantinople and even down into 
Syria there are thousands of Belgian 
railway cars. These are easily recog­
nizable, for they still have the Belgian 
marks on them. To these the Imperi­
al cipher and the eagle have been ad­
ded. Troops are on the move in Bul­
garia, as elsewhere, but they seem to 
be mostly away from the line of the 
Balkansug. There is not the brisk­
ness that is evident immediately one 
enters Turkish territory. At Adrian- 
ople there are signs of great activity. 
Thence all the troops are evidently 
moving eastwards. That is the signi­
ficant fact. There has been a great 
deal written about the movement of 
Turkish troops into Austria and even 
to Germany and the Western front. 
All this is quite ridiculous. The 
Turks could not move any of their 
troops to the west for the following 
reasons, among others : First and 
chief, the Turks cannot spare troops 
from the defence of their own terri­
tories; secondly, transport and com­
missariat, to say nbthing of medical 
stores and equipment, are lacking. 
The Turkish troops are kept quite 
distinct from the Germans, and es­
pecially in Constantinople, where fric­
tion between these allies is so strong 
that one wonders how the German 
regime stands at all. It is only due 
to the fact that the Germans are there 
in such numbers and supply the or­
ganizing ability and the backbone 
that the Turks lack that they have 
been enabled to hold on at all.

The German Regime.
There ai4 two great wireless sta­

tions in Constantinople, almost side 
by side. One Is supposed to be, the

joint station of the Ottoman and the 
German Governments. As a matter 
of fact the Germans manage every­
thing with regard to it, and the Turks 
are masters of it in fancy only. The 
other station is frankly German. It is 
worked by Germans and guarded by 
them with the utmost care, and no 
Turkish subject is allowed near It.

There are Germans everywhere in 
Constantinople. There are German 
soldiers and German sailors. The 
latter are from the Goeben and the 
Breslau, which are now lying up in a 
side basin of the Bosporus. It is evi­
dent that the latter has finished her 
career. Her stern is all built up with 
masonry and concrete, and this has 
shaken loose, for the optimistic 
Turks took her to sea, and the vibra­
tion played havoc with the mortar. 
The repair looks like the stopping of 
a gigantic tooth, done very badly, and 
then knocked loose again. The Ger­
man naval men are mostly quartered 
on a Hamburg-American liner lying 
by the Gailata Bridge. She is used 
as a store ship and a base depot for 
the naval ratings of the Goebên and 
the Breslau.

The distress in the city is terrible. 
The widows and children of the men 
who have been killed are starving. 
They receive no aid from the Govern 
ment. These women were given a 
pittance as long as their men were 
alive, but when their husbands were 
killed the pension, if it can be called 
such, ceased. This is the only official 
notification of death that wives get of 

-the loss of husbands. The currency be­
comes more and more embarrassing 
every day. Paper has declined fully 40 
p.c. in value, and is still rapidly de­
preciating. All the monetary trans­
actions are in the hands of the Jews, 
who make enormous profit in chang­
ing gold into paper money or vice 
versa.

The Germans have recently install­
ed several Prussians in the Govern 
ment departments of the Porte. The 
Under-Secretaries of the Ministries of 
Agriculture and Post and Telegraphs 
are both Germans. The former has 
Immense power, which he can and 
does undoubtedly make use of for his 
real masters. He has charge of all 
the ' Agricultural Bank moneys, and 
as Turkey lias been raising a great 
deal of her revenue from the land, 
much as Pharaoh did, it is useful to 
the Germans.

Turkey started a campaign for tho 
restoration of the Turkish language 
for general use in the Ottoman domin­
ions. All signs other than those in 
Turkish were to be taken down. This 
was done, but it was impossible for 
her to carry out the reform com­
pletely, The Germans would not al 
low it, and now there are more Qer 
man signs than ever in the streets of 
Stambul. There are the. usual spy 
notices, and in addition every mani­
festo that has been published Is dis­
played in German on the walls <hd 
lamp-posts, This has Irritated 'the 
Turks Immensely. It has shown them 
In a small way just how much they 
are under the Prussian thumb,-—Tho 
Times,

London, Sept. 6.—A wireless mes­

sage from Berlin received to-day says 
that disillusionment about submarine 
warfare Is now complete In official 
circles In Germany.

According to additional information 
received here from Berlin, the Im­
perial Chancellor has pointed out the 
failure of submarine warfare, not only 
at secret sitings of the Bundesrath, 
but to a considerable number of po­

litical leaders.
Attacks and criticisms by pan-Ger­

mans drove Von Bethmann Hollweg to 
this course. He was accused of slack­
ening in, abandoning unrestricted sub­
marine frightfulness. • The Chancellor 
therefore was obliged to prove that 
it was not his own wish but a failure 
of submarine operations which In­
spired his policy in this respect.

Definite information concerning the 
magnitude of Germany’s losses in sub­
marines now has been communicated

to leaders of all parties and groups 
in the Reichstag, to the principal 
Berlin editors, and to. the Berlin cor­
respondents of some of the leading 
provincial papers.

Most recipients of this information 
including many who were formerly 
advocates of unlimited submarine war­
fare, rallied to the Chancellor’s side 
and condemned his detractors. This, 
of course, was the object aimed at by 
the Chancellor In confessing the fail­
ure of submarine frlghtfulnee*.

New York, Sept. 4.—The following 
cable has been received by the World 
from Sir Edward Shackleton at Punta 
Arenas, via London : Our fourth at­
tempt to rescue our comrades left on 
Elephant Island has succeeded, and 
all have arrived here safe and well.

The Chilean government very gen­
erously placed at my disposal the 
steamer Yelchoj commanded by Com­
mandant Pardo. The steamer man­
ned and equipped at the expense of 
the Chilean government, left Punta 
Arenas on Aug. 4.

(It is believed that this date is a 
mistake ‘ in transmission, as «a de­
spatch from Punta Arenas on Aug. 
26 said Shackleton had sailed on that 
day for Elephant Island.)

On this occasion I set' a course 
which would enable utf to approach 
Elephant Island from the northeast, 
my reason being that I hoped the ice 
had worked toward the northeast. 
This hope wan realized, and on Aug, 
80, after steering in the fog through 
numerous stranded bergs, I reached 
Wild’s camp at 1 p.m,, finding all 
well, At 2 p.m, we were homeward 
bound.

To the Chilean government, to 
Commandant Pardo and to Lieut, 
Aguirre, 1 owe my deepest thunks for 
the means of rescue.

With Wild lies the credit of having 
kept his party together in strength 
and safety under most trying and dif­
ficult conditions. Of Crean and 
Worseley, who have seen this thing 
through with me, I cannot speak too 
highly.

Following is "Wild’s report:
“On April 25, the day after the de­

parture or the boat, the island was 
beset by dense pack Ice. The party 
was confined to a narrow spit of land 
250 yards long and 40 yards wide, 
surrounded by inaccessible cliffs and 
ice-laden seas.

“We were forced to abandon our 
ice hole, made untenable by snow. 
We made a dwelling of our two boats, 
supported by rocks and set up as far 
as practicable from the sea. The 
weather continued appallingly diffi­
cult to work in, and the vitality of 
the whole party was lowered owing 
to exposure.

"Blackborn, Hudson, Greetstreet 
and Rickensen became ill and several 
others were frostbitten.

“In May à heavy blizzard swept 
much valuable gear into the sea and 
we were in grave anxiety, owing to 
the danger of being swept away by 
the heavy seas raised by the blizzard, 
blowing with a velocity of 70 miles an 
hour. Fortunately, owing to the low 
temperature, an ice foot formed on 
thé seashore, and this protection was 
the means of saving us from total de­
struction.
• “On several occasions the adjacent 
glacier ‘calved,’ throwing up waves, 
and on one occasion a block of ice was 
hurled to within 15 feet of our dwell­
ing. Observing how the island was 
beset,-L realized the difficulty our 
leader must experience in effecting 
our early relief, and as a measure of 
precaution I drastically economized 
our food', allowing only one meal daily

It 
was periodically replenished by small 
penguins, but the seals were unable 
to land owing to the ice foot.

“From June onward the weather 
was better as regards wind, but we 
were under a constant pall of fog and 
snotv. " In the middle of winter Black- 
burp’s toes had to be amputated. 
Whenever the seâ opened our hopes 
of relief, were renewed.'- The three 
previous attempts at relief had 
synchronized with times when the 
island was beset with ice.

“At the beginning of August we 
were able to collect seaweed and lim­
pets, which formed a valuable change 
in our diet, but the deep water, heavy- 
seas and ice prevented us from fish­
ing. • - -

“On Aug. 28 the gale drove the 
pack from the island, and on Aug. 30, 
through the lifting fog, we caught 
sight of the Yelcho steering through 
the maze of stranded bergs.

though the usual uncertainty is again 
allowed to enshroud his activities. 
The most important junction Of Hattcz 
is at last the object of a concentrated 
attack, to meet the threat of which a 
great army has for some time been 
massed. Halicz is ■ the pivot of the, 
last defensive line before Lemberg— 
hence its importance. That line is 
formed mostly by the Zlota Lipa riv­
er. though the Russians have crossed 
It further to the north. Indeed, they 
face Halicz both from the north and 
from the east, and if it falls the Ger­
man army will tie in great danger of 
being cut off. There has been a re­
port that It has already fallen, but it 
has not been yet confirmed as so Im­
portant an event would certainly be. 
The position is, however, becoming 
serious for the Austrians, whose army 
Is being flattened out against the 
Carpathians in an ever-lengthening 
line, a most unfavourable condition 
In view of Its shortage of men. We 
shall soon hear big news from this 
theatre.

Th£ biggest news, however, for the 
present comes at last from Saloniki. 
While Rojumania is steadily pushing 
across Transylvania and apparently 
regarding with the greatest com­
posure the attempts of Bulgaria to 
invade her eastern dominions, the 

There is no doubt great ^Allied armies in Macedonia are 
at last moving northward. This ad­
vance is compelled to seek one or 
other of thrqe lines, the mountainous 
country precluding a general wide­
spread progress : It must go up 
through Seryia by way of Monastir,. 
along the Vardar valley or along the 
.valley,of. the .Struma. Already the 
Serbians are moving along the first 
route. • After very fierce fighting they 
seem to have worsted the Bulgari­
ans badly. Their first greet objective 
is, of course, Monastir. At the same 
time the British and French have 
scored successes along the line to the 
east. It is up the Vardar valley that 
the great advance will almost cer­
tainly be made, so that we need not 
take too seriously the Bulgarian de­
monstrations at Kavala and there­
abouts. A great and momentous 
campaign is in its. first stages. It Is 
now obvious that the Allies were 
waiting for Roumanie to declare her­
self; now that she bas done so, they 
are striking, and- striking hard. The 
success of the Bulgarians, strongly 
reinforced and officered by Germans, 
in their invasion of Dobrudja would 
of itself be serious, but it cannot be. 
taken by itself. It is almost certain 
that these troops will soon have to be 
turned south to assist in repelling an 
invasion of Bulgaria herself whish she 
will find her utmost available forces 
inadequate to meet .
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BROKEN ARM.—J

To 
do this the capture of Combles is first 
essential to them, In which task they 
have the valuable co-operation of the 
British at Glnchy. Perhaps the great­
est asset of both advances is the dis­
tance which they carry the respective 
armies along the highways that radi­
ate from Bapaume. 
that the great offensive is, metaphori­
cally and literally; "over the hill,” 
and the new and favourable positions 
they have acquired are already -show­
ing their value.

South of the Somde,. matters seem 
at a standstill since the: French made 
their great push forward at Chilly. 
There Chaulnes is In much the same 
Jeopardy w Combles.. The purpose of 
the French offensive, here is not clear 
—that Is, whether It. was used to draw 
German troops away fnrip the north­
ern area or to attempt the ultimate 
surrounding of Peronne. From either 
point of view its - success has been 
most valuable, for the Germans are 
faced with the necessity of maintain­
ing the defense of an ever-widening 
front, exactly the reverse of the 
French fortunes at Verdun.

No leas momentous and encourag­
ing arê events on the other fronts. 
The Italians have gathered them­
selves together for a fresh advance 
upon Trieste: beyond the bare fact 
that they are again under way we 
know nothing, but the pressure they 
will exert must be of the greatest 
value at the present Juncture apart 
from anything which it .may achieve. 
That It will achieve much cannot be 
doubted, nor is It to be expeced that 
Italy will be content to give tier at­
tention to Trieste alone. When the 
collapse of Austria comes, as come it

You should
have seen your brother on the morn­
ing of July 1st in an old tunic, that 
had been through Gallipoli, and was 
all faded, trousers smashed across 
the knee, legs from the knee down 
covered with mud, and all this crown­
ed by an inverted dish cover or shrap­
nel helmet, and strapped to his waist 
a thundering big colt. It certainly 
boded ill for the Hun that day. I for­
got to mention four bombs and two 
gas helmets, not to mention web 
equipment! Verily, the historian who 
says a soldier was invented to hang 
things on was right. Hope you may 
be able to read this scrawl, but the 
arm is not yet fully under control. 
We are close to the hah gars here, and 
aeroplanes are as common as mud. 
We see them vol-plane, and loop the 
loop almost every day—reminds me 
of Bainforth’s cartoon of a chap in 
France looking up at an aeroplane 
and remarking: ‘To think I paid 
fourpence to see ’em at Hendon ! ’
